THE ORWELL ROUNDABOUT
QUESTION: Councillor C. Brophy
“To ask the Manager to examine the footpaths between the Orwell roundabout and the Spawell roundabout for the encroachment of vegetation over the paths and to cut back the grass and restore the paths to their original widths?”
REPLY:
The Parks Department will be commencing the seasonal programme of grass cutting from mid-March and all grassed areas in this area are regularly maintained as part of this programme.  With regard to the encroachment of vegetation, there are a number of points along the pedestrian footpaths between the Orwell roundabout and the Spawell roundabout where shrubby material is significantly overhanging the public footpath from the boundaries of adjoining private gardens in both the Orwell Park and Rossmore estates.  The Parks Department has discussed this matter with the Council's Roads Maintenance section and the Roads Engineer for the area will make arrangements for letters to be issued to the relevant property owners requesting them to prune back any vegetation within their properties that is overhanging into the public footpath.  The Roads Maintenance section will also arrange for the necessary clearance works to restore the footpaths to their original width.

LIST OF TREE REMOVALS AND PRUNING IN ORWELL
QUESTION: Councillor C. Brophy
“To ask the Manager to provide a list of tree removals and pruning carried out in Orwell as part of this year’s program. Can the Manager also indicate what trees if any were part of the list supplied by the residents association following the deputation meeting?”
REPLY:
To date the Parks Department has removed a tree outside 455 Orwell Park Green.  In addition, any trees on the list, as provided by the Orwell Park Residents Association, that are blocking street lights will be prioritised for pruning over the coming weeks as part of the current Arboricultural Programme which will be ongoing until the end of March.  The Parks Department will also be undertaking works on the large open space at Orwell to thin out and prune the remaining groups of trees at this location.

PLAYING AREA IN TYMON PARK
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
“To ask the Manager if he can confirm the current status of, and future plans for, the playing area in Tymon Park used by Limekiln Rounders Club, and will he make a statement on the matter?”
REPLY:
The Limekiln Rounders Club has use of a pitch area in Tymon Park on a shared basis with another club.  This arrangement has been in place over many years and there are no plans to alter the current situation.

UPDATE OF BEECHFIELD PARK, CHERRYFIELD, DUBLIN 12
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager for an update on work carried out in the past 3 months and future plans for (a) the pavilion, (b) the unused basketball court and adjacent site and (c) the remainder of Beechfield Park, Cherryfield, Dublin 12?"

REPLY:
A site meeting took place between the Parks Department and representatives of the Cherryfield Residents Association on November 30th, 2009.  Commitments were given to undertake repair works to the parks boundary, to clear the tennis courts of moss, to undertake repairs to footpaths and to renew the ground surfacing at one access point. Arrangements are being made to complete these works within the coming weeks.  Issues raised relating to the enhanced frequency of grass cutting in the Park will be addressed when the seasonal programme of grass cutting  resumes from mid-March.   A suggestion to apply paint-on interactive games for children onto the footpath surfaces is being explored with the Council's Arts Officer.  Discussion took place also with regard to the future use of the basketball court.  The Residents Association are of the view that if the basketball court was resurfaced and new stands and nets installed that the facility would be used.  This matter is being considered in consultation with the Council's Sports Officer and is subject to the identification of the necessary funding.   

The pavilion in Beechfield Park currently provides changing facilities in half of the building for the two football clubs with pitch allocations in the park, Cherryfield Utd. FC and Castle Celtic FC with the other half of the building used for activities relating to the tennis courts.  Clarification is being sought with regard to the current status and level of activity of the tennis club in the area.  An aspiration was discussed for the future development of the pavilion that would include the upgrading of the changing facilities and the provision of a community facility which would be available for a variety of community interests in association with the Cherryfield Residents Association.  The Parks Department is supportive in principal to proposals to expand the broader community use of the pavilion as this would have the effect of facilitating increased public presence and use of the park and the pavilion and act as a deterrent to the prevailing issues of anti-social behaviour.  However, the upgrading of the pavilion would require considerable capital investment, the source of which would have to be identified.   In order to avoid a piecemeal approach to future planning of Beechfield Park, the Parks Department have put forward a proposal to prepare a master plan in consultation with the local community to guide the future development of the park in accordance with local needs and a newly emerging population profile in the general area.  A master plan would enable the prioritisation of resources as they become available to undertake works in an organised and cohesive manner to ultimately achieve the overall plan.  It is intended to advance a consultation process towards formulating a master plan over the coming months.

NEW WATER SUPPLY AT WATERGATE PARK, TALLAGHT
QUESTION: Councillor E. Maloney
"To ask the Manager when work will be completed and the grass re-instated at Watergate Park, Tallaght, by the Contractor of the new water supply?"

REPLY:
Work on the installation of the new mains water supply pipeline through Watergate/ Sean Walsh Park is due to commence on Tuesday 16/2/10.  It is expected the main portion of the pipelaying works will take approximately 4-6 weeks to complete. Thereafter the pipeline would be subject to the normal pressure testing, followed by the reinstatement of footpaths, road crossings and the completion of landscape reinstatement works. The commencement of the final regrading, topsoiling and reinstatement of the route of the pipeline will depend to a large extent on weather and suitably dry ground conditions and it is not therefore possible to give an exact timescale for the completion of these works. However, taking the above factors into account, it is expected to have the bulk of the reinstatement works completed by the third quarter of 2010.

“A major clean up of Sean Walsh/Watergate Park has been undertaken in recent weeks together with essential repair works at the fountain pond in the park. A further programme of cleaning of litter and other rubbish from the Whitestown stream, from the ponds near the Parks Depot and from the remaining ponds in the main part of the park, will be undertaken over the coming weeks.”

 T/103/10         REMOVAL OF THE TREE OUTSIDE 33 KNOCKMORE PARK

It was proposed by Councillor C. King, seconded by Councillor S. Crowe:

“That this Committee calls on the Manager to arrange for the removal of the tree outside 33 Knockmore Park for safety reasons”.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ and NOTED:
Bottom of Form

“The tree outside No. 33 Knockmore Park has previously been inspected by the Parks Dept., following a request for its removal from a local resident. The tree was generally found to be in a good condition and in view of the fact that there are a limited number of such trees in this part of Knockmore, the Parks Department was not in favour of its removal. It is accepted however, that the location of the tree may be causing some difficulty regarding vehicle access to a nearby private driveway and some health and safety concerns. The Parks Dept. is therefore, willing to meet the resident living at this address to see if a compromise solution can be found to resolve the issue.”

FEES FOR PLAYING PITCHES IN_THE WEST TALLAGHT RAPID AREA
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney:
“That this Committee calls for a waiver of pitch fees for soccer teams emanating from the West Tallaght RAPID area”.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“South Dublin County Council allocates temporary lettings of its playing pitches every year to affiliated clubs and sporting organisations within the County.  The allocation is carried out by way of a 9 month seasonal letting subject to specified conditions including the payment of a fee.  The current fees have been reviewed with effect from August 2009 and cover the periods 2009-2010; 2010-2011; and 2011-2012.  The fees for playing pitches were last reviewed in 2006. The fees are in respect of  150 pitches provided and maintained by South Dublin County Council.   

The current scheme is deemed to be more equitable than previous schemes as all clubs contribute equally depending on the number of teams registered.  It should be noted that under previous schemes a number of clubs in particular those fielding under age teams were exempt from the fee and consequently made no contribution to the maintenance and management of the pitches allocated to them.  

It should also be noted that the average increase per team, of which there are approximately 770 teams using the pitches on a regular basis, is €0.65 per team per week.  The average weekly rate per team for the use of a pitch is approximately €2.30.

The fees charged to the clubs are considered reasonable and contribute only in part to the annual specific cost incurred by the Council in the maintenance and management of the pitches developed and allocated throughout the County. 

The revision of the fees has been discussed in great detail at full Council level and as a result of discussions with Clubs experiencing financial difficulties it has become apparent that the main factors for these Clubs are:

1. Affiliation fees to relevant league 

2. Referee costs 

3. Insurance costs 

4. Lack of financial assistance from governing bodies 

5. Requirements re. coaching courses, Health & Safety issues, ongoing upkeep and maintenance of kit / equipment.

There are 8 clubs in the West Tallaght RAPID area, 7 of which have paid in full or paying as agreed on an arrangement basis. The remaining club is experiencing difficulty and it is proposed to meet with this club and hopefully resolve this problem. 

The charging of fees in relation to playing facilities is an Executive function, there is no legal provision for granting a waiver on fees imposed however the Council has been and will continue to be sympathetic where individual clubs are experiencing difficulties.” Bottom of Form
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Following a discussion, to which Councillors M. Corr, E. Maloney, C. King , C.  Brophy and S. Crowe contributed, Mr. J. Kilgarriff, Administrative Officer, responded to queries raised. 

The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that that the concerns of the Members would be taken on board in advance of the 2010 – 2011 letting season.
T/105/10         CHRISTMAS TREE RECYCLE VENUE AT THE GREEN AT ORWELL  

It was proposed by Councillor C. Brophy, seconded by Councillor S. Crowe:

“That this Committee calls on the Manager to guarantee that the green at Orwell will not be used as a Christmas tree recycle venue in future years. This year there was damage to the green, trees being dumped onto the road at night and the impression is given that dumping is allowed on the green. The Manager should ensure that a sign is placed on the green in December to inform the public of the new venue and that it is a litter offence to leave a tree on the green. To prevent confusion any illegally dumped trees should be removed immediately”.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“From January 6th-16th, the Orwell Green was a location designated by the Council where Christmas trees could be left for recycling. The Parks Department had a shredding machine at this location on most mornings and afternoons during the recycling period except on weekends. In the intervening periods between shredding operations, there was an occasional build up of trees which gave rise to some incidences of anti-social behaviour. However the Parks Department endeavoured to undertake shredding of the trees as frequently as possible within the capacity of resources available.   At this point, all Christmas trees have been cleared from the open space and the area continues to be monitored for any further incidences of illegal dumping. 

The Orwell Green was identified as a suitable site for Christmas tree recycling because of its central location within a large residential catchment area and its convenience as a drop off point for parking and in proximity to the shopping centre.  In considering sites for future Christmas tree recycling operations, the Parks Department will take account of representations made with regard to the Orwell Green along with any suggested alternative locations.  However, it is the experience of the Parks Department that when a location is delisted as a designated Christmas tree recycling point and appropriate signage is put in place, problems will continue to prevail where some members of the public will persist in dumping trees at such locations.”  
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Following a discussion, to which Councillors C. Brophy, P. Kearns, S. Crowe and E. Maloney contributed, Ms. M. Keenan, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, responded to queries raised.

T/107/10         VANDALISM IN THE OPEN SPACE NEAR THE JUNCTION OF 



TAMARISK DRIVE AND TREEPARK ROAD IN KILNAMANAGH

It was proposed by Councillor D. Looney, seconded by Councillor

“That this Committee is appalled by the vandalism in the open space near the junction of Tamarisk Drive and Treepark Road in Kilnamanagh. That this Committee urges not only the urgent removal of bonfire debris and other litter in the area, but the replacement of the wall along the M50 slipway and the use of a stud wall or other measure to stop the smashing of the wall with large wooden spools, as has occurred on a number of previous occasions”.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“This open space is an acknowledged blackspot for illegal dumping and littering and the boundary wall with the M50 has been a repeated target for acts of vandalism.  Clean-ups of bonfire material were previously undertaken by the Parks Department on 3 no. occasions, in mid-October, mid-November and mid-January and a further clean up to remove existing material is scheduled for the current week.   Approximately 3 tonnes of material, comprising pallets, tyres, furniture and timber waste was removed during the previous 3 clean-ups and significant areas of scorched earth remain on the open spaces as a result of the bonfires.  The Parks Department will continue to monitor the open space area for incidences of illegal dumping and will endeavour to undertake clean-ups as frequently as possible within the capacity of available resources.  With regard to repair of the boundary wall with the M50, the Parks Department have sought the input of the Council's Roads Department on this matter and understand that the Roads Engineer for the area has sought quotations for the necessary repair works in order to request funding from the NRA to undertake the works.”

The hut located on the grounds of the Friarstown Allotment Facility was re-instated in 2009, which included the removal of rubbish and the painting of the hut.  New windows and a door were installed and the steel screens from the windows were removed, the total cost came to just in excess of €2,000.00.  The purpose of the hut is for allotment holders to use if they want to hold meetings, and there will also be a notice board attached to the hut for South Dublin County Council to put up notices which relate to the allotments.

VACANT PLOTS  IN THE FRIARSTOWN ALLOTMENT FACILITY
QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe
"Can the Manager, in view of the demand, outline how many plots are vacant at present in the Bohernabreena allotments and if there is any proposals to sub-divide some of the larger plots (in the 40s) if they become vacant?"

REPLY:
All the plots in Friarstown Allotment Facility have been offered to plot holders for the 2010 season.  Only four people didn’t renew their license and these four plots are being offered to the people next in line on the waiting list for Friarstown.  There are currently 282 on the waiting list for the Friarstown Allotments.

The Council has examined the potential to extend the current Allotment Scheme throughout the County, and it has been agreed to extend the allotment facility at Friarstown, Bohernahreena.  This extension of Friarstown is currently being examined and it is expected works will proceed in the near future.

"That this Committee, noting with disgust the continuing dereliction of the former McHugh's Shopping Centre in Greenhills, including the recent use of the site as a dumping ground and the further proliferation of graffiti, abhors the lack of progress made by the developer concerned in addressing his neglect of the site. This Committee calls on the Council to pursue those responsible for the neglectful and damaging lack of upkeep of the site through the full vigours of the law. This Committee further believes that, given the community neglect imposed on the residents of Greenhills by this eyesore, any moneys recovered through the Derelict Sites levy should be ringfenced for immediate re-investment in the Greenhills area”.
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“This site was deemed to be derelict and was entered onto the Derelict Sites Register on 19th December, 2008.  A Section 22 Notice of Determination of Market Value was issued on 14th January, 2009 to the registered owner.  No appeal was made by the owner to the Valuation Tribunal.  A Section 23 Notice of Levy Demand was issued on the 3rd March, 2009 for a levy of €60,000.  The levy was not paid within the two months allowed for payment.  Legal proceedings were initiated to recover this outstanding debt.  A High Court Summons was served on the owner on the 3rd February, 2010. 

The site was inspected in January, 2010 by the Litter Warden, and a Notice under Section 6 of the Litter Pollution Act was sent to the registered owner. On expiry of this Notice an inspection will again be carried out, and further action will be taken, if necessary.”
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Following a discussion to which Councillors D. Looney, C. Brophy, E. Walsh, P. Kearns and S. Crowe contributed, Ms. E. O’Gorman, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised.

REPLY:
This location is not in the charge or maintenance of the Council. In the course of the Traffic Management Meeting held in February 2008 the Council was requested to approach the owners of the adjacent public house with a view to asking them to provide the requested disabled parking bay.  A letter was subsequently written to owners dated 2nd March 2008. No response, however, has been received to date.

VEHICULAR ACCESS TO DE SELBY ESTATE 
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr
"To ask the Manager to indicate the benefits to the local community of De Selby Estate if the vehicular access to the estate opposite Jobstown Community College at the bottom of De Selby Road was closed off in terms of pedestrian and children at play safety?"

REPLY:
The provision of a cul-de-sac at the location referred to in the question would reduce the volumes of vehicular through traffic (the impact of which would require very careful assessment) and would limit the accessibility of vehicles from the estate to local shops, schools and other services. This would in this particular case require traffic to traverse the National routes instead to gain vehicular access to these services. 

The benefits of a through route can allow better general and emergency access. Many single entrance estates are subject to considerable delays, especially at peak times, as queues build up at the exit particularly where congested traffic conditions exist on the main primary road. In the particular circumstances the benefits for pedestrian and child safety may be better achieved by other appropriate traffic calming measures.

THE LANE WAY BETWEEN BEECHFIELD CLOSE AND WHITEHALL ROAD WEST
QUESTION: Councillor P. Kearns
"To ask the Manager if he could confirm ownership of the lane way between Beechfield Close and Whitehall Road West?  And will he advise a group of residents on what action they need to take to follow through on the closure of the lane way. Due to the constant anti social behavior and damage to private property, could closure of this lane way be progressed as soon as possible?"

REPLY:
Ownership of this laneway cannot be easily established as this laneway is unregistered in Land Registry.

In order to examine this matter it is necessary that a petition be forwarded to the Roads Department, signed by individual residents (together with a map of the laneway) indicating support for the proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way.

The petition should include the reasons for the closure.  It will be necessary for the residents to indicate the method of closure and that they will be responsible for all works, including any costs involved, in effecting the closure. On receipt of this information the matter will be examined.

Should the residents have any queries regarding the extinguishment procedure they can contact the Roads Department directly to discuss same. 

The decision to extinguish a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council.

UPDATE ON ALL PROPOSED TRAFFIC CALMING SCHEMES
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager to provide an update on all proposed traffic calming schemes in the area under the remit of this Committee, including in the report a list of all schemes being considered, the scale of the work to be carried out, and their current status and priority within the county?"

REPLY:
A. Traffic calming programme 1
Traffic Calming Programme 1 (16 schemes) commenced in 2003
Of the 16 schemes, 14 have been completed. The remaining schemes from Traffic Calming Programme 1 are as follows:-

Tallaght Central:
 Seskin View Avenue - Scheme designed and public consultation commenced in 2005. However, no consensus was reached.  

Tallaght South:
Aylesbury/Cushlawn - Traffic Calming Scheme approved at County Council Meeting on 9th February, 2009.  However, due to financial situation it is not possible to go to contract at this time.

B. Traffic Calming Programme 2 (8 schemes) 
This follow-on scheme was developed at the request of members in 2006 and included for 8 schemes in the Tallaght area.

The position on the schemes selected to date under this programme is as follows

Tallaght Central:
Dangan/Shelton/Hillsbrook/Muckross/Fernhill - (previously in Terenure/Rathfarnham area) - Traffic Calming Scheme approved at County Council Meeting on 11th January, 2010.  However, due to financial situation it is not possible to go to contract at this time.

Tallaght South:
Killinarden/Knockmore/Donomore/Hazelgrove - Scheme to be designed.

Cloonmore/DeSelby/Kiltalawn/Saggart Abbey/Carrigmore/Corbally/Fortunestown Lane/ Verschoyle/Westbrook - Scheme to be designed.

The procedure being followed is that the design of the No. 1 Scheme in each of the 5 Electoral Areas is complete before work is commenced on the No.2 Scheme.  In view of the number of schemes to be designed countywide it is anticipated that the design of the next scheme for Tallaght will not be available prior to 2011.

THE BUS TERMINUS ON LIMEKILN AVENUE
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager to report on plans to repair and upgrade the bus terminus on Limekiln Avenue, including in the report details of discussions with Bus Átha Cliath, given that suggestions and concerns regarding the turning bay have been raised for almost a year?"

REPLY:
A meeting was held last year on site with Dublin Bus personnel who accepted that damage to the turning bay appeared to be caused by bus turning movements. Dublin Bus undertook to speak to their drivers and then to revert to the Council with proposals to rectify the problem. To date Dublin Bus have not put forward any proposals. A recent reminder has been issued to them.

"To ask the Manager when the car space reserved for disabled drivers at Main Road , Tallaght,  ( Bank of Ireland ) will have  legal status?"

REPLY:
The location is not in the charge or maintenance of the Council. The taking in charge process has been initiated and details of the required remedial actions have been supplied to the developers. A statutory disabled parking bay can only be installed at this location when the area has been taken in charge and the necessary authorisation has been received from the Garda Commissioner. It is proposed to explore how this matter can be expedited in conjunction with the review of the Control of Parking Bye Laws which is at present underway.

STONE BOLLARDS AND CONCRETE RUBBLE AT GATE-WAY AT AVONMORE PARK, TALLAGHT
QUESTION: Councillor E. Maloney
"To ask the Manager to arrange the removal of the stone bollards and concrete rubble located beside the gate-way at Avonmore Park, Tallaght?"

REPLY:
The Council's Parks Department has reported that there are wooden bollards at this location together with the remains of a concrete wall and railing. The Parks Department intend to replace these bollards with a kissing gate and to erect a new low concrete wall and railing at this location so as to prevent incursion by cars/motorbikes.  However, the completion of these works is subject to available resources.

The Draft Control of Parking Bye Laws currently under Statutory Consultation phase includes the Tallaght area within the pay and display areas. The adoption of the Bye Laws is a reserved function of the Members and as previously indicated a report on the submissions received is in the course of preparation and will be presented informally to Members of each Area Committee prior to being brought before the Members for recommendation in order that they will have the opportunity to review submissions received.

The proposed parking charges are outlined on a street basis (both on a map and schedule) in the draft Bye Laws. It is a matter for the Members to set the charges in a manner which reflects the intended outcomes.

QUESTION: Councillor E. Walsh 
"To ask the Manager to address a request on behalf of an elderly constituent to have a small area c. 2 metres long x 1 metre in breadth tarmacadamed  (details supplied). The area is the only grassed area on that road and is frequently mucky and not passable for this gentleman to exit his car safely?"   

REPLY:
It is not Council policy to pave over grass verges. However if the resident wishes to create a driveway then he must apply for the necessary planning permission in advance of the works and make arrangements with his own contractor to carry out the work in accordance with any conditions of the planning permission. Prior to the commencement of works the contractor will have to apply to the Roads Department for a license and receive approval to the carrying out of the proposed works on the public road.

ROADS AFFECTED BY THE ADVERSE WEATHER
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The adverse weather continued until 13th January 2010 and the Council continued its response on the ground and its awareness/information campaign. Once the thaw arrived a further and different set of responses were needed to address burst mains and pipes, water shortage, home heating and damaged road surfaces. 

A review of the gritting programme for the period 16th December 2009 to 13th January 2010 compared to a similar period in previous years show the following:

· Over 2,000 tons of salt and 700 tons of paving sand was spread over 8 gritting routes totaling 343 km (excluding priority gritting carried out during normal working hours). 

· The average cost of call outs for this period in the last 3 years has been estimated at €143,480 per annum 

· The cost of the call outs for the current period since the onset of the adverse weather events is €454,491 

· This represents an increase of €311,011 or an increase of 217%  

· The additional cost relates not just to the frequency of the call outs but also to the additional costs of gritting materials, plant hire etc.

The Council is in the process of replenishing its gritting material and while the barn is currently approx 50% full we are continuing to build to our pre season stockpile quantity.

An initial assessment of the National Roads has indicated that some €98,500 as a minimum will be required to restore the roads to the condition that existed before the onset of the adverse weather.  Work is required to N7, N4 and N81.

“South Dublin County Council received approximately 1500 applications for Higher Education Grants for the 2009/2010 academic year, of these 1200 were awarded a grant.  The remainder consisted of ineligible, forwarded to other Local Authorities and incomplete (i.e., outstanding documentation not submitted on request).

A pilot scheme to make payments to Students by way of Electronic Fund Transfer (EFT), involving the four Dublin Local Authorities, with the full backing of Colleges and Students Unions, took place this year.  Payments for the first two installments were made to successful applicants roughly in line with timescales for previous years.

All payments for Maintenance 1 (September to December) and Maintenance 2 (Jan to March) have been made to successful applicants and the Maintenance 3 (Apr to May) will be paid through EFT following the Colleges return from the Easter break.

Payment of the first Maintenance is dependant on the Student returning the Registration Form duly stamped and signed by the College and payments for second and third maintenance payments are dependent on the College verifying the Student's attendance for the specified period.

The total paid in Grants for this academic year so far is €3.3m

A report of the applications by local electoral area/postcode has been requested from the IT Department and will be forwarded to the Members of the Committee as soon as it becomes available.”

Validation of a Planning Application
The criteria used to check the validity of a planning application are set out in the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 – 2006 and published on the Council Website. 

Such criteria include a newspaper notice, site notice, type of permission sought, a description of the development, legal interest of the applicant, drawings, the relevant fee etc. 

Subject to compliance with these criteria, the application is validated. 

If the planning application omits any of these criteria, it is deemed invalid and returned to the applicant, along with the fee.

Making a decision on  a Planning Application
Once a planning application has been validated, the process of making a decision begins.

The criteria used when making a decision in relation to a planning application are set out in Section 34 (2) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended). The planning authority shall be restricted to considering the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, regard being had to—

(i) the provisions of the Development Plan,

(ii) the provisions of any special amenity area order relating

to the area,

(iii) any European site or other area prescribed for the

purposes of section 10(2)(c), e.g. Special Area of Conservation.

(iv) where relevant, the policy of the Government, the

Minister or any other Minister of the Government,

(v) the matters referred to in subsection (4) relating to conditions to be   
     imposed, and

(vi) any other relevant provision or requirement of the

Act, and any regulations made there-under.”
