The Advance Credit System has been introduced on a phased basis from 19th October 2009 and was made available to all customers prior to the end of 2009. For the period from it’s introduction in October until the end of January 2010, a crossover period where Customers could use bin tags or bin lift credit was in operation in order to facilitate customers in using remaining tags and ease the transition. In spite of this, large numbers of customers had not engaged with the Council to ensure that things were in order with their accounts in advance of the full implementation of the system.

To date, Council staff have issued in excess of 9,000 replacement cards to Customers while a further 4,000 have been registered/re-registered.

The Council is very aware of the inconvenience that has been experienced by some and of the frustration that has been generated by the volumes of calls that has been preventing the normal quick response from our Customer Care Department. Arrangements have been made through the provision of backlog collections and flexibility on account balances that have allowed customers to get their bins collected as soon as possible after any missed collection arising from the implementation. As the Council operates a pay-per-lift system, Customers have only been charged for collections availed of.

Free collections are not being considered for any Customers. The Council has approximately 80,000 Customers throughout the county. A free collection for each Customer would cost the Council approximately €640,000.”

The Council also placed notifications relating to localised restrictions arising from individual bursts on the website.  At the height of the restrictions the webpage was being updated at least six times daily.

In order to better balance the flows in all directions at the junction traffic signals are being installed. The signals will use the most advanced traffic detection and control system to maximise the capacity and reduce delays to all users of the junction. The signals also include full pedestrian facilities. Together with the Scholarstown Interchange upgrade queues emanating from the M50 should be significantly reduced assisting traffic on St. Colmcille’s Way.

It is anticipated that all traffic, particularly local users who most often use the junction, will benefit greatly once the signals are operating.

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Roman Arch, also known as Lord Ely’s Gate is a former entrance gate to the Rathfarnham Castle demesne. It was built around 1769 – 71 by Nicholas Loftus, Earl of Ely. The arch is situated in a public park at the junction of Dodder Park Road and Braemor Road at the eastern edge of South Dublin County. It is referred to in the Council’s Record of Protected Structures, RPS (Map Ref. 201) under the County Development Plan 2004-2010-Schedule 2 Record of Protected Structures, referred to as “The Roman Arch, Dodder Road Lower”. The structure is also listed under the National Inventory of Architectural Heritage as being of Regional Interest, Registry Number 11211012. It is therefore an obligation of the council to maintain the structure.

In 2009 the Architectural Services Department was commissioned to assess the essential repair works required to the structure. Opening up works were carried to accurately assess the condition of the structure including the removal of creeper growth from the facades of the arch, the opening up of the blocked entrances to facilitate a fuller condition assessment and survey, and to allow the structure to breathe. At the end of 2009 a high-voltage ESB cable was diverted from the north-eastern façade of the arch in anticipation of the main works.

Following the inspection, assessment and consideration of the historic documentation, detailed specifications for conservation and repair works were prepared and tenders were obtained from a specialist masonry subcontractor and accredited main contractor with a view to commencing work in 2010. Traditionally masonry repair works are carried out during the months of April to October to avoid frost damage to the lime mortars used in the conservation. The recent prolonged period of freezing weather has obviously impacted further on the condition of the arch. Initial repair on the arch will commence on the week of the 22nd March 2010 with the specialist masonry work following in April 2010. 

The DoEHLG have provided financial assistance under the Civic structures Grant Scheme for works carried out to date. A new application has been made for the works to be carried out in 2010. We anticipate that the DoEHLG will continue to support the project.”

“A sum of €12,000 was allocated under the 2007 Parks Works Programme for the proposed construction of a low boundary wall along the Whitecliff open space at Whitechurch Road.  The proposed installation of the low wall was discussed by the Parks Department on a number of occasions during 2007 with representatives of the Whitecliff Residents Association.  Given that the re-alignment of that section of the Whitechurch Road is a long term road proposal in the 2004-2010 Development Plan, it was agreed with the residents that the installation of the wall be deferred with a view to it being provided as part of the Whitechurch Road re-alignment.  In this context, the Parks Department discussed with the Residents Association the consideration of using the funding to replace the existing boulders along the open space boundary with wooden bollards as a short term measure to upgrade the appearance of the boundary.  The Residents Association declined this proposal and the funding which was allocated under the 2007 Parks Works Programme ceased to be available at the year end.  

The proposed re-alignment of the Whitechurch Road has not yet advanced to design stage, and in the absence of an agreed new line for the road at Whitecliff estate, it is not considered appropriate or best use of resources to construct a boundary wall at this location which may be subject to removal in the future to facilitate the re-alignment of the road.  However, the matter will be further discussed by the Parks Department with the Roads Department to examine the possible location of a proposed boundary wall at Whitecliff which would not be compromised by any future development of the Whitechurch Road.  In this context, consideration can be given to including the construction of a low wall at Whitecliff in the 2011 programme of works subject to the identification of the necessary funding to undertake the works.”
Ms. M. Keenan, Senior Parks Superintendent, presented the report.  Following a contribution from Councillor C. Keane, the report was NOTED.

Flooding in Carpark – Condition 11
As previously reported, Enforcement proceedings were initiated against Lozeto limited for non-compliance with condition 11 of the planning permission Register Reference S00A/0554 insofar as it relates to the drainage arrangements on the site.

However, it has been reported in Stubb’s Gazette, that at a creditors meeting on January 7, 2010 Lozeto Ltd resolved that the company be wound up voluntarily, and that Jim Hamilton of BDO Simpson Xavier, Beaux Lane House, Mercer Street Lower, Dublin, be appointed liquidator.

The Council’s solicitor has advised that this causes difficulties with pursuing the legal proceedings but that he is pursuing the matter with the Liquidator.

Bond – Condition 26
On 27th November lasts a letter issued to De Montford Insurance Company PLC advising that the Council wished to make a claim on the bond of €465,964, lodged under Condition 26 “….. to secure the provision and satisfactory completion of roads, sewers, watermains, drains, car parks, open spaces, tree protection and other services required in connection with the development, ….”
Discussions have been held with a representative of the Insurance Company, and he has been informed that the substance of the claim relates to remedial works for the flooded carpark, and works for the removal/pruning of trees.

De Montford Insurance Company PLC have very recently responded formally to the Council’s claim, raising a number of issues to which a response is being prepared. 
Building Regulations
The matter of non-compliance with the Building Regulations has been examined by the Building Control Section, and a number of probable breaches have been identified.

The Council’s housing stock contains 18 ‘maisonette’-type units at Pearse Brothers Park and a further 4 units at Palmer Park which adjoin the 18 units at Pearse Brothers Park. The 18 units at Pearse Brothers Park are over 50 years old and the 4 units at Palmer Park are over 40 years old. Therefore, these dwellings are some of the oldest in the Council’s social housing portfolio. 

The four units at Palmer Park are contained within one stand-alone building. The 18 units at Pearse Brothers Park are dispersed throughout 3 ‘L-Shaped’ buildings which also include houses that are privately owned.

Following on from the discussion following the presentation of Headed Item No. 4 at February’s Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting, members of the Council’s Housing and Architectural Services Department visited two of the maisonettes to examine the condition of same.

Both tenants reported that their primary concern was the difficulty in retaining the heat within their homes and the financial impact this was having on them in terms of heating bills. Both units were in good decorative order and had Gas Fired Central Heating Systems. Both tenants were keen to stay in their homes and were unenthusiastic about transferring to alternative accommodation.

A possible solution to the problem of retaining heat in these properties would be an energy upgrade programme rather than a full refurbishment of the properties. This would entail the application of external insulation and the replacement of the current windows with PVC double glazing. This would have significantly less of a cost implication than a refurbishment programme.

It is proposed to initiate a full survey of the residents to ascertain whether their preferences are to transfer out or to remain in situ. The Council will also continue its efforts to source funding to address the problems in respect of heat retention that are currently being experienced.”
Following a contribution from Councillors P. Cosgrave, C. Keane, and E. Coburn, Mr. Hogan responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
