REPORT IN RELATION TO THE FORMER CLEAN BUILD SITE AT BOHERNABREENA ROAD
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
"To ask the Manager to provide a comprehensive report outlining in detail the role and actions of the Planning Dept in relation to the former Clean Build site at Bohernabreena Road, from the initial grant of permission, and including details of enforcement action, legal action (if any) and costs incurred?"

REPLY:  
Enforcement File S4132 refers.  

This site was originally in use for the storage/redistribution of wool/hides. Clean Build Ltd first occupied the lands in 2004 and commenced the use of storing/segrating builders waste material. 

Following receipt of complaints in 2005, the lands in question were inspected and the matter investigated.  

A S152 Warning letter issued and submissions received were considered.   Submissions were received by the Planning Department claiming that the change of use was exempted development. However, the company were informed that planning permission was required for this change of use. The land was zoned G "to protect and improve high amenity areas" and a refuse station is not a permitted use.

Further inspections were carried out and enforcement notices were served in 2006, and 2008.  The Notice served in 2008 requiring the land owners to comply with the following:-

within the specified period commencing 13th February 2008 and ending 7th May 2008 to take the following steps:

(i) the use of the land for the collection, storage, sifting and segregating
of construction and demolition waste to cease
(ii)               the temporary weighbridge to be dismantled and removed off site 
(iii)              the pit to be filled in
As the notice was not complied with, Legal Proceedings were initiated.

The matter came before the Courts in December 2008, wherein the matter was struck out due to a difficulty in prosecuting the Notice as served.

Cleanbuild went into liquidation and a liquidator was appointed on 6th January 2009. The site was inspected by the Planning Inspector who reported that all operations had ceased on the lands and the site was closed.

CLEAN UP OF BONFIRES IN THE TALLAGHT AREA
QUESTION: Councillor C. King
"To ask the Manager to report on progress in relation to the clean up of bonfires in the Tallaght area from last October and the cost of same?"

REPLY:
The two official community bonfires at Fettercairn in West Tallaght and Neilstown, North Clondalkin, proved to be very successful and were well attended by the local communities.  However, evidence in 2009 showed that while the overall numbers had reduced, unfortunately, there was still an unacceptable level of illegal bonfires throughout the county.

 A total of 523 illegal bonfires were identified throughout the County in 2009 representing an overall site clearance cost of  €10l,525 (€194 per site exclusive of reinstatement costs). The comparative figures between 2008 and 2009 are set out below.

The following is a profile of the 523 illegal bonfires throughout the county in 2009;

25%  (131) Tallaght Central Area
34%  (179) Tallaght South Area
6%    (32)   Rathfarnham Area
12% (67)    Lucan LEA  
22% (114) Clondalkin LEA. 
Total 523
It is important to note that the reduction in costs per bonfire was achieved by putting in place a mechanism for recording the location and size of each bonfire and through utilising the Council's resources in the most cost efficient manner for the removal of the residual bonfire materials. The main savings were achieved as follows : 

A) Use and sharing of Council's plant and machinery

B) Reduced external plant hire

C) Reduced skip hire / disposal costs

It is important to note the figures shown do not include reinstatement costs nor is it the Council’s intension having regard to existing resources to reinstate areas damaged by unofficial bonfires. To assist in the monitoring and management of illegal bonfires all of the bonfires identified throughout the county prior  to and  post Halloween have been digitally mapped by reference to Parks District, Local Electoral Area, Electoral Division and the size of each individual bonfire and a database established which will clearly identify the cost components of this unnecessary expenditure.

The Social Credits Programme is currently part of a public consultation process.  It is anticipated that an initial programme will roll out on this before the end of June 2010. It is hoped that this programme will encompass an approach which will encourage communities to take action within their own communities to improve their physical environment. A major element is addressing the “cost of yesterday” and the considerable resources that are expended on reinstatement works with no return. An approach which allows for reinvestment of this resource is being explored. The elimination of bonfires is viewed as one which would sit well with the social credits programme and it is anticipated that it will be included where communities can expect to earn credits / rewards where they can remove a bonfire site from the county.

PROPOSED PART 8 FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF A PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLE PATH SYSTEM AND A LINK TO THE DUBLIN MOUNTAINS WAY ROUTE AT KILTIPPER PARK AND SEAN WALSH PARK, TALLAGHT.
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“Pursuant to the requirements of the Planning and Development Act 2000 and Part 8 Planning and Development Regulations 2001 to 2007, notice is hereby given of the proposal for long and short terms plans to construct primary circulation routes in Kiltipper Park and Seán Walsh Park, Tallaght.  

The purpose of these circulation routes is:  

· to encourage tourism within South Dublin by improved facilities within Kiltipper Park and Seán Walsh Park and by providing a link between Tallaght Town Centre and the Dublin Mountains. 

· to continue the development of the Council’s long term Green Route Plan for linked walking and cycling routes that utilise the network of roads, parks and open spaces in the county as well as:

Kiltipper Park
· To enable the public to have greater access to the park and utilise the natural resources of these lands for recreational purposes. 

· To form an integral part of the future development of this Regional Park which consists of approximately 47 hectares of land. 

· To provide greater access to the park from Kiltipper Road and Bohernabreena Road. 

· To form part of a linear route along the River Dodder which is to extend north along the public lands adjacent to Kiltipper Woods Care Centre. 

· To form part of the Dublin Mountain Way Route which will connect South Dublin / Tallaght to the Dublin Mountains through the Bohernabreena Water Reservoir.  This linear route along the River Dodder will be an integral part of the Dublin Mountains Way from Shankill to Tallaght.

Seán Walsh Park
· To improve and extend the pedestrian path system and create new cycle paths in Seán Walsh Park. 

· To upgrade the existing and provide new entrances to the park.
The proposed works are as follows:

Short term

1. In Kiltipper Park, the construction of the Dublin Mountains Way Route (walking) link as described above including the installation of new road signage and a new entrance in proximity to Fort Bridge, Bohernabreena Road.  

2. In Seán Walsh Park, the construction of a new entrance into Seán Walsh Park Phase 2 adjacent to Marlfield Estate and the linking together of existing paths in Seán Walsh Park Phase 1.  The purpose of the entrance adjacent to Marlfield Estate is to ensure the maximum amount of off road walking on the Dublin Mountains Way Route.

Long Term

1.    In Kiltipper Park to extend the Dublin Mountains Way route to create a pedestrian and cycle circulation network within Kiltipper Park and the construction of a car park accessed from Kiltipper Road.  The pedestrian path system will be approximately 4km in length and the cycle path system approximately 3km in length.

2.    In Seán Walsh Park to extend the existing pedestrian path system, create a new cycle path system and realign entrances to the park from Firhouse Road West.

In the case of Kiltipper Park the long term plans proposal for the circulation routes has been designed to have a minimum impact on the natural countryside appearance of the park and on existing hedgerows and wildlife.  It also represents the first phase of the development of the park.

RESTORATION OF THE GREEN SPACE BETWEEN LANNDALE LAWNS AND ASHGROVE IN SPRINGFIELD. 

It was proposed by Councillor S. Crowe, seconded by Councillor M. Duff:
“That this Committee aware of the ongoing problem of bonfires and litter on the green space between Lanndale Lawns and Ashgrove in Springfield and asks the Manager to investigate ways of supporting local residents in conjunction with the Garda Authorities to enable the green space and the general area to be returned to some normality.”

 
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ and NOTED:

“The open space linking Lanndale Lawns, Ashgrove, Fernwood and Birchwood Heights Estates in Springfield, Tallaght is subject to ongoing problems relating to severe littering, anti-social activity and the burning of domestic and other waste. This open space is one of a number of major litter blackspots situated on parkland in the Tallaght Area.   A large proportion of the litter problem here appears to be associated with school children traversing the open space, going to and from local schools. The current level of littering at this location is such that it would be impossible, with the limited staff available in the Parks Department, to keep the area clean for any reasonable length of time. The only real solution to dealing with this issue at source is for an urgent and meaningful engagement to take place with all the stakeholders involved i.e. with local schools, parents, residents groups, litter wardens, and An Garda Siochana which together with the proposed Social Credits Programme and greater enforcement of the Litter Laws, may help to return the area to some sort of normality in the short term.  The Environment Dept. will be consulted with a view to bringing forward such an initiative in the coming weeks”.

REMOVAL OF HEDGES ALONG THE N81 ADJACENT TO 
KILTALOWN PARK 

It was proposed by Councillor C. King, seconded by Councillor S. Crowe:
“That this Committee calls on the Manager to arrange for the removal of hedges along the N81 adjacent to Kiltalown Park with a view to the safety of pedestrians using the park being improved”.

“The existing hedges situated along the boundary of Kiltalown Park and the N81 are generally quite low.  However in some areas the boundary hedging has become overgrown and arrangements will be made to have these sections of hedgerow cut back as soon as possible. Any works undertaken will be subject to Section 40 of the Wildlife Act 1976, as amended by Section 46 of the Wildlife (Amendment) Act 2000 which places restrictions on the cutting and /or removal of hedgerows in the period 1st March to 31st August each year. It is not proposed to remove the hedges in the Park in the interest of habitat protection”.

(a)    the existence of the land in question of structures which are in a ruinous, derelict or dangerous condition, or 
(b)   the neglected, unsightly or objectionable condition of land or any structures on the land in question, or
(c)   the presence, deposit or collection on the land in question of any litter, rubbish, debris or waste, except where the presence, deposit or collection of such litter, rubbish, debris or waste results from the exercise of a right conferred statute or by common law.
The site at the Burmah Garage, Greenhills, Dublin 12 was inspected by the Area Engineer and was deemed to be in a derelict state.  A Section 11 Notice was served on the registered owner in September, 2009, outlining the following works to be completed:

·        Remove rubbish

·        Remove graffiti

·        Secure site from trespass

The Area Engineer met with the owners and their architects on site on the 29th October and it was confirmed that these works had been completed satisfactorily, therefore the site was rendered non derelict.  The site was inspected again on the 10th March, 2010 and is still considered to be non derelict”.

REPORT ON PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF THE PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY OVER LANEWAY TO THE REAR OF 34 ST. PETER’S DRIVE, GREENHILLS, DUBLIN 12
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:-

REPORT ON PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY TO REAR OF 34 ST. PETER’S DRIVE, GREENHILLS, DUBLIN 12 (Map Ref. RE 0615/2).

“This laneway, up to June 2009, was located in the Terenure/Rathfarnham Electoral Area.  

At the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting on Tuesday 7th October, 2008, it was agreed to commence the statutory procedure to consider the extinguishment of the public right of way over portion of the laneway at the rear of 34, St. Peter’s Drive, Greenhills, Dublin 12, shown shaded blue and yellow on Map Ref RE/0615/1A and to effect the closure by means of incorporation into the garden.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Tuesday 14th October, 2008 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Friday 28th November, 2008. 

A submission was received from the owners of 12 Avondale Terrace. In the submission it is stated that there is no objection to the extinguishment of the right of way over the area coloured blue. However, in the event that the right of way over the area coloured yellow is also extinguished this would deny them the right of access to the rear of their property and the Respondent therefore requested a further oral hearing in the matter.  

It is noted that in May 2000 the Council disposed of the rectangular area shown shaded orange on drawing RE 0615/2 to the owner of 12 Avondale Terrace. This area consists of mature trees and had been used for anti-social activities and dumping.  A new boundary wall was constructed incorporating this area within the boundary of 12 Avondale Terrace.

At the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting held on 2nd December, 2008 it was agreed to hold the second oral hearing.  This oral hearing was held in the Roads Department on 31st March, 2009.  

Inspector’s Report.  

It is the view of the Inspector that the proposal for the partial extinguishment of the public right of way as proposed would not contribute in any degree to the reduction in perceived nuisance and would create a similar situation at a different location contrary to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, and for this reason recommends refusal.  

The Inspector suggests an alternative proposal in Appendix 3 – Drawing. 

On examining this proposal it is considered whilst it would remove the bellmouth to the rear of 34 St. Peter’s Drive, it could however give rise to two potential gathering points and as such would not be successful in eliminating the issue of anti-social behaviour which is the main concern at this location.

An alternative proposal for the consideration of the Committee has been prepared and is shown shaded green on drawing RE 0615/2. This proposal shows a wall to be constructed at a splayed angle of 30° leaving the remainder of the laneway visible and avoids the creation of an area of concealment.  

ESB has no objections to the proposed extinguishment. 

Public Lighting Section has no objection to the proposed extinguishment. 

Water & Drainage Sections have no objections to the proposed extinguishment. 

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council. 

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.”

2010 Regional and Local Road Grant Allocations
A Chara,

1. I am directed by the Minister for Transport, to enclose details of the 2010 grant allocations to your authority in respect of the maintenance and improvement of regional and local roads and the Local Improvements Scheme (LIS). Due to the recent severe weather, the Minister has decided to refocus the regional and local road grant categories for 2010, in order to provide local authorities with greater flexibility to deal with the urgent repair of damage to the regional and local road network arising from the recent flooding and prolonged severely cold weather.  The priority now has to be the protection of the existing network and the massive investment in it over the last number of years.  
To this end, the Restoration Improvement Programme is suspended for 2010.  For this year only, the Restoration Improvement grant and the Discretionary Improvement grant are amalgamated into a single ‘2010 Improvement Grant’.  In addition the Special Block Grant and Block Grant for Urban Authorities are amalgamated into one ‘2010 Block Grant’.  
The total grant allocation in 2010 is €411,408,500. The amounts available nationally under the various grant headings are set out in Appendix 1 and individual local authority allocations and scheme details are set out in Appendix 4.  

2. The conditions applying to the payment of allocations under the various grant categories are set out in the new Memorandum on Grants for Regional and Local Roads, 2010 which will issue to local authorities shortly.  Separate circulars will issue in respect of the following:
· 2010 Improvement Grant 
· 2010 Restoration Maintenance Grant 

· Local Improvements Scheme
3. 
Local authorities must ensure that all works undertaken on foot of State grants are completed in accordance with the applicable conditions by the various intermediate and completion dates set out in Appendix 2 and Appendix 3.  

In addition, local authorities should vigorously pursue outstanding invoices from contractors during the year to ensure the timely claiming of grants in 2010.  Local authorities should claim eligible payments as soon as possible and shouldn’t wait until the end of the year to do so.


Progress on all grant-aided works will be reviewed regularly and grants re-allocated where a shortfall in expenditure is expected.  Such adjustments may entail the distribution of the sum involved to another local authority.

Full Records of all projects must be maintained on MapRoad (GIS) and be made available for inspection, if required.

4.     Own Resources Expenditure
The commitment of local authorities to contribute significantly from their own resources towards the cost of improving and maintaining the regional and local roads network is essential.  In particular it is vital that local authorities at least maintain and increase where possible monies available for the maintenance and improvement of road pavements. It may be necessary for local authorities to postpone major widening and realignment schemes to achieve this objective but the first priority must be the satisfactory protection of the existing road network.

5.      Claims for payment of Grants

Local authorities should note that claims must be made through the new National Roads Authority (NRA) database from 2010 onwards.  The NRA will be in contact with each local authority separately in relation to the processing of claims. 
6.       Unpaid Bills

From 1st January 2010, the facility to claim recoupment of unpaid bills will no longer be available to local authorities. 

7.       Audit Requirements
The accuracy of all figures submitted by local authorities e.g. grant claims, output data, details of own resources expenditure, Form B1s etc., is of the utmost importance.  These figures are used in providing progress reports for the Regional Assemblies, the Department of Finance/NDP CSF Monitoring Committee and in briefing for Ministers and others.  

As part of our on-going review of the regional and local roads grant system, it may be necessary from time to time to introduce new requirements to further enhance the control systems in operation between local authorities and this Department.

You are reminded that this Department and EU and/or Department of Finance Auditors can at any time carry out a comprehensive audit on regional and local roads expenditure. 

8.       Weather Warning Arrangements

Local authorities are again reminded of the need to ensure that the necessary arrangements are in place with Met Eireann to receive weather warnings. 

It is a matter for each authority to finance weather-necessitated works from its own resources, supplemented as required, from the discretionary grant allocations.  In line with established practice, a contingency provision should be reserved from the overall resources available to each authority for regional and local roads so as to deal with damage attributed to severe weather conditions, including flooding.  
In addition, in times of above average rainfall, local authorities should ensure that gullies and drains in high risk areas are kept clear, to reduce the risk of flooding.

Restoration Programme 

(a)
2010 Improvement Grant


As stated in 1 above, the Restoration Improvement Programme is suspended for 2010.  For this year only, the Restoration Improvement grant and the Discretionary Improvement grant are being amalgamated into a single ‘2010 Improvement Grant’ in order to provide local authorities with greater flexibility to address the needs of the regional and local road network in their area.  €188,807,000 will be provided under the 2010 Improvement Grant.  

The main criteria for this category is that funding must be directed at remedying road defects, road strengthening and drainage.  

Where this work involves overlay, the following requirements apply in terms of design:

·    Overlay design for rural roads must be carried out in accordance with the Department's Guidelines on the Depth of Overlay to be used on Rural Regional and Local Roads.  Table 5 of that document must be followed in the calculation of overlay thicknesses and appropriate materials should be selected in accordance with Table 6 of the document.  The overlay document also specifies that good drainage is required in order to maintain road bearing capacity.  It specifies (in Appendix F) the Engineering Standards which apply to all overlay works on Regional and Local roads.

·   The following specific requirements should be noted in respect of rural Regional and Local roads:

-
Wearing course macadam should not be used in the rehabilitation of rural Regional and Local roads,

-
Surface dressing should be applied to dense bitumen macadam overlays as soon as is practicable for skid resistance purposes

-
Dense bitumen macadam alone should not be used on pavement layers that have a poor loadspreading ability (i.e. SCI > 250m)

A separate circular will issue in relation to the requirements of this grant category.

12.      2010 Restoration Maintenance Grant

The Restoration Maintenance Grant will continue as normal in 2010.  €60 million  will be provided under the 2010 Restoration Maintenance Grant.  


A separate circular will issue in relation to the requirements of this grant category. 

13.     Low Cost Safety Improvements
The 2010 grant allocations provide for funding of €6,268,195 to enable low and medium cost safety improvement works on regional and local roads to be carried out by local authorities.  Details of individual allocations are given in Appendix 4C.

The criterion for approval and grant allocation is based on accident data along with inspection of sites and discussions between the local authority and the NRA.  Safety work measures can include signage, markings, high friction surfaces and the provision of improved sight lines at junctions.  The provision of flashing lights at schools on regional and local roads may also be considered eligible for funding under this measure or in the context of the use of discretionary grants.  

14.    Strategic Regional and Local Roads 

Strategic regional and local road grant schemes are being scaled back to reflect the policy of refocusing our priorities on protecting the existing road network.  In 2010, only schemes already committed to will proceed.  A total of €23,698,543 has been allocated to relevant local authorities in respect of this grant category in 2010.

15.     Capital Appraisal Procedures 
Attention is drawn to the Department’s circular letter RLR 19/2008 outlining new procedures for the management and appraisal of capital programmes and projects which apply to all specific projects with a total project cost in excess of €5 million inclusive of VAT.

16.
Community Involvement Scheme
County Councils are reminded that they should continue to seek community involvement in improvement and maintenance work on suitable regional and local roads and to facilitate this, as in previous years, a portion of the 2010 Improvement and Discretionary Maintenance grant allocations may be reserved by authorities for eligible schemes. 

Local authorities should refer to the guidelines set out in Circular Letter RW 2/98 and ensure that all necessary insurance arrangements have been made should non local authority staff carry out maintenance works “on the public road”, under the Community Involvement Scheme. 


17.    Specific Improvement Grants Scheme
The Specific Improvement Grants Scheme will also be scaled back in 2010 to refocus priorities on the existing road network.  A total of €33,901,219 is being provided under this grant category in 2010.

Local authorities are reminded that files and expenditure records, including Form B1s, for EU-aided schemes (i.e. Specific Improvement Grant Schemes (including Re-classified Strategic Regional and Local Road projects), Border/ Maritime/ Interreg and Peace Initiative) are open to Article 4 and Article 10 Spot-Checks under EU No 438/2001 by Intermediate bodies and by the ERDF Financial Control Unit respectively and to on-the-spot inspection and audit by the European Commission and the European Court of Auditors. In compliance with EU requirements, all documentation associated with all schemes included in the NDP Programme 2000 – 2006 must be retained until at least 2025. Original papers must be stored and be readily available; microfilm or microfiche copies on their own are not acceptable.

Your attention is also drawn to Circular RLS 41/2005 of 20/12/2005 which advises that pending closure of the audit carried out by DG Regio into the Transport Operational Programme 1994-1999, it is essential that all relevant documentation be retained at each level, beyond the end of December, 2005 until further notice. 

These schemes are, of course, also subject to spot-checks by this Division under Article 4 of Commission Regulation (EC) No. 438/2001.

15.
Discretionary Grants
Discretionary grants totalling €77,512,000 will be available to meet the cost of maintenance and improvement works selected by local authorities pursuant to relevant Departmental Circulars.

(a)       Discretionary Maintenance Grant
A Discretionary Maintenance Grant of €51,000,000 will be available to County Councils in 2010.

(b)      Discretionary Block Grant

The Block Grant and Special Block Grant for urban authorities are being amalgamated in 2010 in order to provide local authorities with greater flexibility to address the needs of the regional and local road network in their area.   A total of €26,512,000 is provided under the 2010 Block Grant.

The main criteria for this category is that funding must be directed at road strengthening, remedying road defects and drainage.  

16.      Advance Notice of Road Works

By way of a general comment local authorities should give farmers and others appropriate advance notice, where necessary, where it is proposed to carry out road works.

17.      Disabled Persons Parking Bays
It should be noted that concern has been voiced regarding a shortage in the number of disabled persons parking bays that are being provided by local authorities. You are requested, therefore, to review the position in this regard and to consider the provision of additional disabled person’s parking spaces.  

18.     Regional and Local Roads Training Programme

The 2010 regional and local road grant allocations provide €2,157,237 million to County, City and Borough Councils in Specific Training Grants. 

19.      Local Improvements Scheme (LIS)
A sum of €5 million is being provided to local authorities under the LIS in 2010.  A separate circular will issue in relation to this grant category.

20.     Regional Roads Signposting Programme
€4,900,000 is being provided for the continuation of the regional roads signposting programme, which began in 2003.  Full details of all signage documentation must be forwarded to the NRA and approval obtained before proceeding to tender.

Special Grant for the Provision of New Footpaths and Repairs to Existing Footpaths in Former Town Commissioner Areas
A sum of €4,080,067 is being allocated for the provision of new footpaths and repairs to existing footpaths in areas served by former Town Commissioners that are now Town Councils in 2010.   Details of individual allocations, where applicable, are set out at Appendix 4C.  
A grant of ⅔ of the total actual expenditure will be paid, subject to it not exceeding the maximum grant allocated for that scheme.
