Provision of a School Warden on Griffeen Avenue.
Under the terms of the Local Government Act, 1991 (Reserved Functions) Order, 1993, the making of arrangements under Section 96 (1) of the Road Traffic Act, 1961, for the patrolling of locations where school children cross the public road is a reserved function of the Council. 

The Road Safety Unit has recommended the provision of a school warden service at the following location:

The warden to be assigned to this post will be provided from within existing resources in the Lucan Clondalkin area. 

The recommendation of the Committee will be brought before the Council at its next meeting.

It was proposed by Councillor R. Dowds, seconded  by Councillor D. Keating and AGREED:

“That this Committee recommends the provision of a School Warden for Lucan East Educate Together N. S. on Griffeen Avenue, 16 meters east of lamp standard No. 8”
If the Council agrees with the recommendation, the following resolution is required:

“That South Dublin County Council herby resolves under the terms of the Local Government Act, 1991 (Reserved Functions) Order, 1993, pursuant to Section 96 (1) of the Roads Traffic Act, 1961, as amended by the schedule to the Roads Traffic Act 1968, that arrangements be made for the patrolling on Griffeen Avenue, 16 meters east of lamp standard No. 8.
