South Dublin County Council’s Water Maintenance Section has not been 
contacted regarding any household in its administrative area  being 
without water following the lifting of the water restrictions.

To ask the Manager will he outline how many houses have been effected by the backlog in registering of grey bin and current waiting time for a customer in County area?

REPLY:

74,815 customers have so far had their bins registered.  In excess of 7,500 of those customers have been contacted by Council staff or contractors since January to have their bins registered, re-chipped or checked as a result of either making contact with the Council or being on a list of unregistered customers that had not previously availed of opportunities to register their bin.


Response times to customer registration queries from receipt of query to 
uploading of bin registration details are now approximately 4-5 working 
days.  This is due to the process requiring queries to be checked, collating 
and sorting customers lists, printing batches of labels and making 
contact with customers to arrange appointments for bin scanning, carrying 
out the scanning and then uploading the details.


In addition to these Customers, in excess of 11,000 replacement cards 
have now been issued.

RACISIM  AND  INTIMIDATION  OF  COUNCIL  TENANTS 

QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe


To ask the Manager will he outline in a report what measures this Council takes to address potential racist attacks and intimidation of new and long-term Council tenants?
REPLY:

Statistics recorded on the Council's anti social behaviour database show that in 2008 no complaints were made to the Council in relation to racism.  In 2009, 10 complaints were received under this heading and a further 6 such complaints were received in the first 3 months of this year.  


The Housing Department is acutely aware of the necessity to combat 
racism in its Housing Estates and to ensure that the problem is eradicated 
in the small number of estates where it is a problem so as to combat the 
threat that the problem may increase if it is not tackled immediately.  All 
complaints of this nature are taken very 
seriously by the Allocations 
Support Staff and are investigated fully. 


Various modern methods of combating racism are currently being explored 
such as the installation of CCTV Cameras to monitor activity in and 
around the homes of Foreign National tenants who have reported 
problems and who have given authorisation for this type of surveillance.


The Housing Department works in close co-operation with colleagues in the 
Community Department and particularly with the Social Inclusion Unit. 


Various iniatives have been undertaken to address the issue of racism over 
recent months as follows

· Pre-tenancy training, which is compulsory for all prospective 
tenants, has been restructured so as to cultivate an ethos of 
inclusivity amongst participants.  The training is used to nurture the 
concept of community development, capacity building and active 
citizenship from the outset. 

· The Council in its dealings with Resident Associations always 
stresses the necessity to foster relationships between tenants and 
representatives of all sections of the Community and in the new 
estates in particular great success has been achieved in having 
participation from a number of ethnic groups. 

· The first of a number of MEET YOUR NEIGHBOURS events recently 
took place in the Brookfield Youth and Community Centre. This 
event was attended by several agencies involved with Cultural 
Integration and by a large number of residents from different 
ethnic backgrounds. 

· It is proposed to arrange a number of day trips during the summer 
months to which locally born tenants and the New Irish will be 
invited with a view to encouraging greater integration amongst the 
many peoples who now reside in many of the Council's Housing 
estates. 

· It is also proposed to facilitate cookery classes to which tenants 
from a number of estates in West Tallaght will be invited so as to 
enhance appreciation of different culinary skills amongst the 
different nationalities represented in these Housing estates. 

· Initiatives have been ongoing in the Balgaddy Estates in West 
Dublin for over a year aimed at heightening awareness amongst 
tenants about the benefits of cultural integration. A special 
Christmas celebration was held in this area which was attended 
by 
several hundred tenants which built on work previously 
undertaken by the Nurture Development concept. 

· In Balgaddy also it is proposed to improve cultural integration 
through a number of Environmental Projects including a 
gardening 
project which will be facilitated by An Taisce and which will 
hopefully culminate in the creation of a Community Garden to 
benefit both public and private householders. 

· Schools Initiatives with Show Racism the Red Card


The Council will continue to work on initiatives to help combat Racism 
within our communities.

 Under the above legislation to enter lands and seize the animal. The

works closely with the DSPCA in prioritising horse seizures on the 
basis of animal welfare 
considerations.


Where a member of the public is aware of horses wandering or abandoned, 
they should contact the Animal Control Section in the Environment 
Department.

SOCIAL  ECONOMY  INITIATIVES 


QUESTION: Councillor W. Lavelle


To ask the Manager, further to the motion agreed at the December 2009 meeting, if he would present an update on the council’s ongoing research work on the development of social economy initiatives in the county and the potential role of social finance lending organisations in supporting future community development projects?

REPLY: 


The Council research into the development of social economy initiatives is ongoing, and has most recently manifested itself in its involvement with the WINSENT project - the Wales Ireland Network of Social 
Entrepreneurs. This project involves a range of 
partners including  local authorities such as South Dublin County Council, Fingal County Council, Isle 
of Anglesey County Council (Wales) and Denbighshire County Council (Wales). The project is led by PARTAS and also includes BASE enterprise Centre from Fingal. Its purpose is to identify would- be social entrepreneurs and to nurture, encourage and facilitate their realisation of innovative social enterprises run 
on a proper business model. The project was successfully launched in Cardiff in February 2010 and is making progress in both countries. The project is funded under the European Interreg Programme, with the various partners supplying matching funding through staff time. It will run over a three-year period and it is expected that it will have very tangible and positive effects on the local economies in Dublin and North Wales.


In addition to the WINSENT project, the Council is also examining a number of other options which it is hoped may lead to the implementation of a range of initiatives across the County. The Council is in discussion with several people with a view to developing ideas into social enterprises. The discussions involve issues such as benefit to the community, the long-term sustainability of the project, as well as financial and human resources issues and the availability of suitable land or premises.


While social finance institutions are operating  to facilitate community 

groups, they are not intended to lend directly to state agencies such as 
the local authorities. However, the social finance institutions appear to be 
operating in a complementary manner to the services provided by the 
Council, particularly through community 
support structures such as the 
Community Grants Scheme. For example, one of the older community 
centres has applied for and secured funding from Clan Credo social 
finance, while the Council has been able to supplement the funding to allow 
substantial refurbishment works to be carried out. 


Community Development Programmes may also benefit from social finance 
institutions although while the CDPs are adapting to their new governance 
and roles under the Area Partnerships, it is likely to be some time 
before a clear picture emerges as to how significant a role the social 
finance institutions will play in helping to assist the CDPs.

ARCHITECTURAL  QUALITY 


 QUESTION: Councillor W. Lavelle


To ask the Manager to outline this council’s plans to improve the promotion of architectural quality within the county in line with the ‘Government Policy on Architecture 2009 – 2015’, with particular reference to Actions No. 30 & 35 of the policy?

REPLY:

A.  The Government Policy on Architecture 2009-2015 has been developed 
following 
-

1. The previous publication of Action on Architectures 2002-2015 

2. The legal registration and protection of the title Architect as a 
consumer protection measure 

3. The introduction of new Department of Finance Procurement 
Framework system for fixed-price consultancy services 

4. The introduction of new Department of Finance Works Contract on 
fixed-price basis 

5. The development of new Department of Environment guidance 
documents on urban planning and sustainable community growth. 

6. The establishment of the Irish Architectural Foundation.


B.  The Policy itself is based on the promotion of forty-five separate actions. It firmly centres the development of quality in architectural design in the securing of a sustainable physical and social environment overall.  It promotes the involvement of a number of government 
bodies in the fostering of good Architecture such as Department of Environment, Department of Education and Science, the Office of Public Works, the Heritage Council, Arts Council and Local Authorities.


C.  The implementation of the Policy is encouraged under 5 headings -

1. Strategy for Architecture  -  including the formulation of a Built Environment Research Committee, establishment of a materials research facility, and development of architectural-education Programmes in schools.


Response:  South Dublin County Council has been involved with the Irish 
Architecture Foundation; Open House Programme for the last two years I
including children's workshops, walking tours and library events 
related to 
Architecture in the county.


2. Leading by Example - encourages growth of in-house architectural 
practices in Local Authorities; the development of whole-life costings of 
projects, the protection of historical buildings, the sustainable use and 
maintenance of building stock and the careful use of new procurement 
strategies to ensure the delivery of good quality 
Architecture.


Response: South Dublin County Council has a developed in-house team of 
Architects with a growing range of architectural, urban-design and 
sustainability skills deployed over a wide and expanding range of 
projects.  This addresses both newer types, older buildings / conservation 
and the development of new technologies in stock maintenance and 
upgrading.  The new Consultant Framework and the new 
Government Contract have already been used to good effect and will 
continue to be 
evaluated and improved over time.

3.  Architecture and the Wider Environment - This section promotes a broader view of sustainability including adaptive re-use and reformatting of existing building stock.  It places more importance on the `use of urban design and planning to make 'Place', the physical and cultural setting for sustainable community growth.


Response: South Dublin Council is at the vanguard of Local Authorities 
linking 
planning and sustainability and has already shown the way forward 
with plans for 
Adamstown, Clonburris and Tallaght Town Centre.  Newer 
concerns in this area are addressed in upcoming plans for centre of 
Clondalkin and brownfield areas along the Naas Road.


4. Developing the Demand for Quality - This involves the active 
promotion of public awareness of architectural quality and heritage.  This 
promotion to take place from school-level to third-level institutions and the 
general public.


Response:  Architects Department are involved in career-fairs in schools and Institutes of Technology, Innovation Week, and organise annual seminars on particular design topics (Geothermal Conferences, Power of the Pools Conferences, among others).  The Architects Department submits annually to the RIAI Regional Awards, AAI Awards and OPUS Awards to sustain interest in the Council in these promotional activities.


5. Implementation and Reveiew - Actions under this heading will include 
the formation of a forum on architectural quality in state project, a Historic Buildings Committee for Local Authorities; web-based information site and liaison with City and County Manager's 
Association to establish Built-Environment Forum.


Response:  The Council will co-operate fully with the establishment and 
development of these forums as they arise. There will be additional co-
ordination through the City and County Architects Association which 
meets bi-monthly.  South Dublin County Council embraces the 
Government Policy on Architecture and renews 
its commitment to good 
architectural and environmental design at every level from the individual 
building to the new district and town.

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney


To ask the Manager to provide a report on the roll-out of the brown bin service?

REPLY:

The Brown Bin scheme has been under discussion with Unions for some 
time 
and while some operational issues have to be resolved plans are 
now being advanced for the introduction of the service as soon as is 
possible.  Following a tender process, a contractor has been appointed 
to provide and 
manage the distribution of brown bins to customers and 
the roll-out will 
commence as soon as final agreement is reached with 
unions regarding the collection arrangements for grey and brown bins. It 
is envisaged that the service will be fully rolled out in compliance 
with national targets for the diversion of bio-degradable waste from 
landfill by the deadline date of July 2010. 


Compliance with the deadline date of July 2010 is critical to the future of 
the Council's waste function as only pre-treated waste can be accepted at 
landfills from that date forward. Councillors and customers will be 
advised of the roll out arrangements and service details as soon as 
possible. It is expected that the first deliveries will begin in mid to late 
May 2010.


In accordance with the Third Schedule of the Council's Storage, 
Presentation and Collection of Household Waste Bye-Laws 
2007 the following items can be put 
in the brown bin:

· Kitchen food scraps/fruit & vegetables 

· Meat, fish, poultry & bones 

· Tea bags, coffee grinds & paper filters 

· Breads, cakes & biscuits 

· Soups & sauces, eggs & dairy products 

· Out of date foods (cheese, yoghurt etc. – no plastic packaging) 

· Paper napkins & paper towels 

· Food soiled in light cardboard or paper (no coated paper) 

· Grass clippings, leaves & plant trimmings (up to finger sized twigs) 

· Cut flowers, old plants, moss & weeds – (no weed killer)

HIGHER  EDUCATION  GRANTS

QUESTION:  Councillor D. Looney


To ask the Manager to provide a full report, including relevant statistics, on delays in the payment of student maintenance grants in the 2009-2010 academic year, and on the planned changes to application and processing of grants for the 2010-2011 academic year?

REPLY:

South Dublin County Council received approximately 1500 applications for 
Higher 
Education Grants for the 2009/2010 academic year, of these 1200 
were awarded a grant.  The remainder consisted of ineligible applications, 
applications for and forwarded to other Local Authorities and incomplete 
applications.   42 files were closed off because no Further Information as 
requested have been received and 5 applications were late. 


A pilot scheme to make payments to Students by way of Electronic Fund 
Transfer (EFT), involving the four Dublin Local Authorities, with the full 
backing of Colleges and Students Unions, was undertaken during this 
academic year.  In advance of 
agreement being reached three specific 
issues were highlighted and negotiated : File Format for exchange of 
information between the Council and institutions, Timeframe for 
verification of attendance and schedule of payment dates and Impact for 
students of EFT payment proposals.     


Payment of the first Maintenance is dependant on the Student returning the 
Confirmation of Registration Form duly stamped and signed by the College, 
and payments for second and third maintenance payments are dependent 
on the College verifying the Student's attendance for the specified period.   
Payments for the first two instalments were made to successful applicants 
March 2010 ) have been made to students, and payment of Maintenance 3 
(Apr to May) is already being processed for some students where 
attendances have been confirmed by their College. All other students 
will be paid following verification from their Colleges upon their return from 
the Easter break.


The following is an outline of the schedule of payments made during this 
academic year in line with agreed schedules with Colleges:


1st Maintenance –  Students whose applications were approved pending 
Confirmation of Registration were paid on 13th October 2009 when the 
registration forms were returned.  Ist instalment payments continued to be 
made upon receipt of Registration forms on a weekly basis thereafter.


2nd Maintenance –  Students’ "verified attendance” files were received 
from Colleges on the 13th January and payments of the second instalment 
were lodged to 
Students accounts on the 27th January 2010.


3rd Maintenance – The first of the Students’ “verified attendance” files 
were 
received on 25th March 2010 and payment for the current period 
are being processed, with lodgements to Students accounts from the 6th 
April onwards,  depending on receipt of “verified attendance” files from 
Colleges.  


To date a total of €3.9m has been paid in Grants for the current 
academic 
year. 


The Council did not encounter any undue delay in making payments to 
students during this academic year and as stated above payments 
made were broadly in line with timescales for previous years.  


The Council is continually examining ways of improving its efficiencies and 
effectiveness by monitoring outcomes and results of its processes, and a 
review of the assessment process prior to the commencement of the 
2010 / 2011 academic year has already commenced. Every effort is made 
to examine in detail the current 
process, “bottlenecks” which occur for 
various reasons, and how best to streamline assessments within 
current resources available.


The punctuality of the annual publication of the Scheme by the Department 
of Education cannot be underestimated.  Efforts should be made at 
central level to 
expedite its publications as the absence of the income 
bands  restricts preparatory work to the IT system supporting the HEG 
operations, as well as limiting preliminary means testing of applications 
received.

COUNCIL   HOUSE   REFURBISHMENT 


QUESTION:  Councillor E. Tuffy


To ask the Manager for an outline report on the insulation standards of the housing units owned by the Council, and request that he arrange to get comprehensive information on the programme being implemented by the City Council of Vienna (cf. Pages 46-50, The New Scientist, 27th March 2010) to refurbish about 5% of its housing units each year, with the aim of cutting their annual energy consumption to one fifth of current levels, and if he will particularly source information on the cost of such a refurbishment programme and how it is being funded, and if he will present a report to a future meeting of this Council on the feasibility of a similar programme in this County?

REPLY:

Summary

SDCC has concentrated, since 1999, on improving the fabric and heating 
systems of our older housing stock, i.e built pre 1990.  Some2,400 of 
our 6,600 older housing stock now have cavity wall and attic insulation and 
2,800 dwellings have improved-
efficiency heating systems. The Council 
and the DoEHLG have spent in excess of €60m to date on all Its Common 
Quality Standard and Refurbishment programmes.


Since the 3rd quarter of 2009 the council has been achieving a C1 BER 
rating with a targeted programme. SDCC plans to upgrade the cavity wall 
and attic insulation in 60 voided dwellings this year under its Energy 
Efficiency Re-let programme being carried out by Housing Maintenance, 
and 150 dwellings under the Refurbishment Phase 3, Programme in 2010-
2011, achieving a C1 BER rating. The DOEHLG has agreed to further 
funding of  €7.85m for these programmes.

These 210 dwellings represent almost 5% of our remaining older housing 
stock ( of 4,200). Achieving an average 33%+ energy consumption 
reduction represents a significant improvement in these older dwellings, 
and has a direct benefit to our tenants in relation to their ongoing energy 
costs. It is not cost effective for SDCC at this time, to introduce greater 
energy 
reductions to achieve an A3 BER rating of >50Kwh/m²/yr to our 
older housing stock.  It would mean introducing renewable technology -for 
example solar panels / biomass/ wood pellet boilers- as well as more 
stringent insulation measures. The Capital outlay and considerable 
maintenance costs to bring our older housing stock to A3 BER rating does 
not justify such a programme at this stage and is not feasible in the current 
economic climate.


General Context of retrofit/refurbishment

National statistics show that there were 1.4 m permanently occupied 
dwellings in Ireland in 2006, and approx. 130,000 new dwellings were 
built between 2007and 
2008, giving a total of 1.6m dwellings.


Approximately 1.2m are estimated to have BER energy ratings ranging from 
G to C2  and  950,000 were built pre-1990. G rating equates to an energy 
consumption of 
>450 kWh/m² and C2 is >175 kWh/m².


The IIEA’s (Institute of International and European Affairs) Greenprint for 
National Energy Efficiency concentrates on refurbishing this stock to a 
minimum of C1 BER Rating, >150 kWhr/m²/yr with associated Carbon 
dioxide  (CO2) emissions reductions.


 Dwellings built pre 1990 generally have poor insulation, single glazing and 
less efficient heating systems. The 1991 Building Regulations introduced 
better insulation measures and successive Building Regulations since 
then have improved the insulation and heating requirements.


 Existing buildings are not generally required to comply with the current 
Building Regulations unless there is a material alteration.


SDCC Stock and measures already put in place

South Dublin County Council has 9,200 Dwellings in its housing stock. 
Approx. 6,600 
were built pre 1990, with single glazing, solid fuel, oil or 
electric heating and only a small proportion had cavity wall and attic 
insulation.


SDCC has been upgrading its older housing stock since 1999 with various 
programmes of; fabric improvements, heating and electrical upgrading, all 
contributing towards energy efficiency.


The Housing Action Plan of 2004-2008 included a Common Quality 
Standard (CQS) strategy for its older housing stock. The CQS provided a 
level of 
comfort that was feasible within budgetary and physical structure 
constraints at the time. It incorporated not only wall and attic insulation but 
some replacement double glazed windows and more efficient heating 
systems, which all combined, result in more effective energy consumption 
reductions. The heating systems installed under the Accelerated gas-fired 
central 
heating Programme 2004-2006, incorporated boilers with 70-
75% efficiency and selective thermal controls compliant with the Part L 
Conservation of Fuel and Energy of the Building Regulations 2002.


The various CQS programmes put in place in the period 2004-2008, and 
funded by Internal Capital Receipts (ICRs), include;

· Gas fired heating programme                       2800 houses 
completed 

· Energy- upgrade programme 

            
(Wall and Attic insulation)                           1850 houses 


completed

· Window –upgrade programme                           650 Houses 

· Tenant boiler servicing programme                    6,000 annually


The ICR funding commitment to the above programmes was in excess of 
€20m.


The District refurbishment programmes began in 1999 and are ongoing. 
They have been funded mainly by the Department of  Environment, 
Heritage and Local Government (DoEHLG). To date, refurbishment  costing 
in excess of €40m,has been carried out in some 847 dwellings in the 
estates of Donomore, Avonbeg, Cushlawn, Greenfort and Shancastle, 
enabling more comprehensive works to be carried out in those dwellings 
which incorporated improvements in line with Building Regulations 
current at the time. This included cavity wall and attic insulation.


When the revised Part L of the Building Regulations was introduced in 2008 
- midway through Refurbishment Phase 2 of 200 dwellings in Cushlawn, 
Greenfort and Shancastle estates - 86%efficiency condensing boilers were 
installed in the remaining dwellings, in compliance with the Part L  
2008 space heating requirements.


The total cost of all these programmes, which have contributed to improved 
comfort levels and reduced energy costs to our tenants, was just 
under €60m. 


Programmes for 2010-2011.

· SDCC received majority funding approval of €7m, from the DoEHLG on 18th March 2010 to progress with Phase 3 of the Refurbishment of 150 dwellings in Cushlawn, Greenfort and Shancastle. There is a requirement that the BER rating of these dwellings is to be upgraded to a minimum C1, which represents improving the energy consumption from average D1 rating of approx.225 kWh/m²/yr to 150kWh/m²/yr. This represents an average 33% reduction in energy usage for each of these dwellings. Cavity wall insulation and improved attic insulation will be included in this programme. 

· The DoEHLG also approved contributory funding in the 3rd quarter of 2009 towards re-let repairs in house voids which improve the BER rating to C1. 29 voided dwellings had energy efficiency measures incorporated in the relet repairs which achieved a C1 BER rating. DoEHLG funding of some €.85m is being provided in 2010, and it is anticipated that 60 dwellings will be upgraded to BER C1 during this year. Cavity wall insulation and improved attic insulation are included in this programme.


Conclusion

It is not cost effective for SDCC at this time, to introduce greater energy 
reductions to achieve an A3 BER rating of >50Kwh/m²/yr to our older 
housing stock.  It would mean introducing renewable technology - for 
example solar panels / biomass/ wood pellet boilers- as well as 
more 
stringent insulation measures. The Capital outlay and considerable 
maintenance costs to bring our older housing stock to A3 BER rating 
does not justify such a programme at this stage and is not feasible in the 
current economic climate.


SDCC has been proactive in upgrading its older housing stock since 1999. It 
has spent some €60m on all its refurbishment/upgrading programmes to 
date, and is committed to spending a further approx. €10m on 
Refurbishment Phase 3 and the 2010 Energy relet programme involving 
210 dwellings overall. 


These 210 dwellings represent 5% of our remaining older housing stock (of 
4,200). 
Achieving an average 33%+ energy consumption reduction 
represents a significant improvement in these older dwellings, and has a 
direct benefit to our tenants in relation to their ongoing energy costs. 


Completed tenant satisfaction surveys have confirmed reductions in utility 
bills and general environmental quality of life improvement as a result of 
the aforementioned implemented programmes.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:
“The Council acquired three properties at Hollyville Terrace, Old Lucan Road, Palmerstown, Dublin 20 by agreement with the respective householders as the scheme for the enhancement of the N4 Interchange which forms part of the M50 Improvement Scheme, impacted on these properties.  Two of the properties are vacant at present and one has been let on a short term temporary letting.

The Council subsequently received correspondence from Stewarts Foundation Limited  which is based nearby enquiring as to whether the Council had any residential properties available for purchase in the Palmerstown area. The Foundation indicated that it currently occupies thirty three houses covering a geographical area from Lusk to Celbridge for its residential service users. Its Residential Service Users Programme is where clients of the Foundation reside in these houses and are supported by the staff who also reside there with them. Due to the substantial cost and personal inconvenience to service users arising from the need to transport individuals to their place of work/ training at the Stewarts premises in Palmerstown, the Foundation has commenced a process with a view to consolidating more of their houses closer to the Palmerstown Campus. The Foundation consider that this option will provide an enhanced lifestyle for its services users and also provides a more cost efficient supported living service. 

As the three properties at 1-3 Hollyville Terrace are very close to Stewarts Palmerstown Campus the Chief Valuer was instructed to enter into negotiations with Stewarts Foundation Ltd with a view to agreeing terms for the sale of the three properties in question. The Council holds a freehold interest in the properties at 1 & 2 Hollyville Terrace and the adjoining strip of land and a leasehold interest in the property at 3 Hollyville Terrace. The property at 1 Hollyville Terrace has suffered fire damage and is in need of repair and re-furbishment. One of the properties is let on a short-term temporary letting and arrangements will be made to have the property vacated prior to its sale. 

The Chief Valuer  has now submitted the following terms and conditions for the disposal of the Council’s interest in the three properties at 1-3 Hollyville Terrace in their existing state together with a  strip of adjoining land which he considers to be fair and reasonable and which have been accepted by Stewarts Foundation Ltd. 

Accordingly, I now recommend that in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001, that the Council dispose of its interest in the three properties at 1-3 Hollyville Terrace, Old Lucan Road, Palmerstown in their existing state together with a  strip of adjoining land as shown outlined in red on Indicative Drawing attached to Stewarts Foundation Limited,  Palmerstown, Dublin 20  subject to the following terms and conditions:-

 1.     That the disposal area is shown outlined in red on the attached Indicative Drawing and the Council will convey the unencumbered freehold with vacant possession to the applicant in No. 1 and 2 Hollyville Terrace together with adjoining strip of land and assign their lease of No.3 which is for a term of 250 years from 1st April 1963 with full vacant  possession subject to the Council retaining a wayleave over existing services which are shown for general location purposes only on the attached Indicative Drawing. The applicant will not be permitted to subdivide the area hatched blue on the attached Indicative Drawing between any of the three properties without the consent of the Council.

2.     That the applicant will pay the Council the sum of €800,000 (eight       hundred thousand euro) in the following manner:

            i.      10% payable on the signing of contracts.

            ii.      The balance payable within 3 months from the date of the necessary consents and approvals of the elected Councillors to the disposal.

Councillors Lavelle, Ridge and O’Connell queried if it were possible to “ringfence” the monies acquired from this disposal to advance the delivery of the library at Palmerston which has been in discussion for some time, and also if the Council could regularize a number of Hollyville boundary treatment issues arising from the N4 improvement works.
The Manager responded to the Members committing to reverting regarding the treatment of boundaries and advised that the monies acquired in respect of the disposals of Council assets cannot be ring fenced for individual area projects.  He reiterated that the Rolling Capital Programme comprises three categories of county wide projects with the first category ie “Schemes Where Contracts are Signed” currently taking priority for funding that becomes available.

REPORT ON PART 8 OF THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS 2001 - 2007, PALMERSTON TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES.


INTRODUCTION:


Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 – 2007 prescribes 
the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority 
Developments. The Regulations apply to the proposed works involved in 
the 
provision of traffic calming measures in Palmerston.


DESCRIPTION OF SCHEME AS ADVERTISED:


The scheme was designed primarily to improve safety in the vicinity of St. 
Brigid’s 
Girls N.S. and St. Lorcan’s Boys N.S.  It was clear from previous 
consultation that residents did not favour the installation of traffic 
calming ramps.


The proposed works consist of the following:

1. Altering the traffic flows by implementing a series of one way 
movements as 
follows

a) The Oval: from Palmerston Avenue to Turret Road 

b) Woodfarm Drive: from Turret Road to Manor Road

c) Turret Road: from Glenmaroon Road to Woodfarm Drive

d) Concrete build-out at no. 2 Turret Road,

2. Provision of parking bays at The Oval and Woodfarm Drive, this will 
entail the removal of a small number of roadside trees,

3. The installation of bollards in the following laneways

a) side of 91/93 Palmerston Avenue

b) 35/37 Palmerston Avenue

c) Rear of 59 Turret Road and 90 Palmerston Avenue, 

4. Associated road signage and road markings.


CONSULTATION PROCESS:


The design of this Traffic Calming Scheme took cognisance of 
numerous requests from Residents, Residents Associations, and 
Public 
Representatives for the installation of traffic calming 
measures in the Palmerston area.  Draft proposals were 
discussed with the local Residents Association and the Principals 
of St. Brigid’s Girls N.S., and St. Lorcan’s Boys N.S., prior to 
commencing the public consultation.  


The Palmerston Traffic Calming Scheme was advertised in accordance with 
Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001-2007, in the 
Echo on 11th March, 2009 and in the Lucan Gazette on 15th March, 2009.  
The scheme went on public display on 11th March, 2009 to 8th May, 2009 at 
the offices of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght, St. 
Brigid’s 
Girls N.S., The Oval, St. Lorcan’s Boys N.S., The Oval, and on the 
Council’s website.  A leaflet detailing the proposed measures was 
circulated to each household in this cell.

This laneway, up to June 2009, was located in the Terenure/Rathfarnham 
Electoral Area.  


At the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting on Tuesday 7th 
October, 2008, it was agreed to commence the statutory procedure to 
consider the extinguishment of the public right of way over portion of the 
laneway at the rear of 34, St. Peter’s Drive, Greenhills, Dublin 12, shown 
shaded blue and yellow on Map Ref RE/0615/1A and to effect the 
closure by means of incorporation into the garden.


The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the 
Echo on Tuesday 14th October, 2008 and signs were erected on site in 
accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for 
receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was 
Friday 28th November, 2008. 


A submission was received from the owners of 12 Avondale Terrace. In the 
submission it is stated that there is no objection to the extinguishment of 
the right of way over the area coloured blue. However, in the event that 
the right of way over the area coloured yellow is also extinguished this 
would deny them the right of access to the rear of their property and the 
Respondent therefore requested a further oral hearing in the matter.  


It is noted that in May 2000 the Council disposed of the rectangular area 
shown 
shaded orange on drawing RE 0615/2 to the owner of 12 Avondale 
Terrace. This area consists of mature trees and had been used for anti-
social activities and dumping.  A new boundary wall was constructed 
incorporating this area within the boundary of 12 Avondale Terrace.


At the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting held on 2nd 

December, 2008 it was agreed to hold the second oral hearing.  This oral 
hearing was held in the Roads Department on 31st March, 2009.  


Inspector’s Report.  


It is the view of the Inspector that the proposal for the partial 
extinguishment of the public right of way as proposed would not 
contribute in any degree to the 
reduction in perceived nuisance and would 
create a similar situation at a different location contrary to the proper 
planning and sustainable development of the area, and for this reason 

recommends refusal.  


The Inspector suggests an alternative proposal in Appendix 3 – Drawing. 


On examining this proposal it is considered whilst it would remove the 
bellmouth to the rear of 34 St. Peter’s Drive, it could however give rise to 
two potential gathering points and as such would not be successful in 
eliminating the issue of 
anti-social behaviour which is the main concern at 
this location.

An alternative proposal for the consideration of the Committee has been prepared and is shown shaded green on drawing RE 0615/2.   This proposal shows a wall to be constructed at a splayed angle of 30° leaving the remainder of the laneway visible and avoids the creation of an area of concealment.  


ESB has no objections to the proposed extinguishment. 


Public Lighting Section has no objection to the proposed extinguishment. 


Water & Drainage Sections have no objections to the proposed 
extinguishment.

Build) being implemented by the National Roads Authority (NRA) Fingal, 
SDCC & DLRCC Areas. To ensure that these major works were undertaken 
in a proper and orderly manner the NRA engaged the services of Roughan 
O’Donovan Consulting Engineers (RO’D) to monitor &  supervise the 
activities of M50 Concessions Ltd’s (M50CL) Contractor. The NRA also 
arranged for SDCC to have an experienced senior engineer (who was 
SDCC’s 
Project 
Engineer for the M50 Phase 1) to act as a Liaison Engineer 
for the 
Phase 2 Section.


The Upgrade Works in the vicinity of the Knocklyon/Firhouse Junction 
consisted of  design and construction of an additional (third) traffic lane on 
both northbound and southbound carriageways as well as major 
reconstruction of the Junction itself whereby new bridges would be 
constructed to provide six traffic lanes and footpaths over the Motorway 
instead of the original two-lane layout.


Prior to works commencing M50CL were requested by the Liaison Engineer 
to prepare an Information Leaflet with schematic drawing of the Upgrade 
Scheme with traffic layout at the upgraded Junction as well as construction 
program, contact details, website, etc. In view of the fact that many 
Housing Estates in the area did not have active Residents Associations 
contact was made with Knocklyon Parish Community Centre and the 
Parish Rep agreed to include the Information Leaflet as a pull-out 2-page 
attachment in their Knocklyon Parish Magazine (Dec 2008 issue) with 
circulation to 5,000 homes in the area. A further 3,000 of the Leaflet were 
also provided to Knocklyon Schools, Firhouse Community Centre, 
shops, etc in the area. 


M50CL re-designed the m50.ie web-site to provide the public with 
information about the Scheme and regularly updated same with information 
on all traffic diversions being implemented for the works as well as 
providing their contact details. During the early months of 
construction some residents contacted M50CL or the Council and their 
queries 
were addressed. Further periodic Information Leaflets were 
produced by M50CL and distributed to the public and uploaded to the 
m50 web-site. 


As major works were undertaken more residents were received by the 
Council, NRA and M50CL and residents liaison meetings took place between 
the Residents and M50CL / RO’D / Liaison Engineer. These meetings took 
place at either the M50CL’s Site Offices at Sandyford or on site near to 
residents homes and some meetings were attended by one or more 
Councilors for the Area. 


Queries/complaints mostly concerned the following; 


1. Noise disturbance arising from night works.


2. Traffic delays in the morning peak period


3. Removal of existing landscaping


4. Provision of noise barriers and appearance of same


5. Provision of new landscaping


6. Screening of sign gantries


7. Provision of safety barrier adjacent Orlagh.


1.         Noise Disturbance.


M50CL explained to residents that they were contractually obliged to keep 
two traffic lanes northbound and southbound as well as slip roads open to 
traffic 
from 06.00 to 22.00 hrs every day and so had little option but to do 
works at night. Following discussions between with residents and M5CL it 
was agreed that any noisy works would have to be completed by 11 pm 

latest and that laying of tarmacadam could take place after that time only if 
the Contractor ensured a “low noise work regime” with the Contractor 
notifying affected residents of night works in advance. While these 
arrangements worked satisfactorily for a period they did falter occasionally 
as new construction crews came on site so the Contractor was informed by 
the Liaison Engineer / RO’D that if residents continued to complain about 
noisy night-works RO’D’s Permission to Work at night would be refused. 
This latter situation did in fact occur and M50CL were instructed to 
perform all feasible works during the day and close on/off-ramps at 
8pm even though this resulted in traffic congestion and delays. 


2.         Traffic Delays.


Given the extent of the major works to be undertaken in the area some 
degree of traffic disruption was inevitable. Residents in the area generally 
accepted this situation in the light of the major benefits that would come 
with the new junction layout and the M50CL indicated that all major works 
would be completed by the end of Feb 2010. A balance between traffic 
delays as against night works had to be reached as indicated above and for 
the last 3 months of construction shuttle type working was used during the 
day and ramps were closed at 8pm which resulted in some traffic delays.  


3.         Removal of Existing Landscaping.


The provisions of the M50 Upgrade Scheme Environmental Impact 
Statement as approved by An Bord Pleanala in 2005 was incorporated as a 
requirement into the Contract and accordingly the M50CL were obliged to 
construct the noise barriers indicated in the EIS. In order to construct the 
noise barriers 
some 
trees and vegetation had to be removed. Some 
residents complained that trees at some locations had been unnecessarily 
removed. The EIS requirement on the Contractor was that where 
existing landscaping had to be removed this must be replaced in their 
overall Landscaping Plan for the Scheme with a specified “low canopy mix” 
which included a percentage of trees. M50CL was informed by RO’D that if 
any landscaping / trees had been removed unnecessarily these would have 
to be replaced.

4.         Provision of Noise Barriers


 During the course of liaison meetings some residents at Orlagh and 
Castlefield complained that the appearance on their side was not as good 
as on the M50. M50CL were instructed to resolve this matter and 
agreement was reached with the residents for that their side would have 
similar finish the to M50 side.


Some residents complained that noise barriers installed was either too high 
or too low and they were informed that the height and alignment of the 
barriers had been fixed in the EIS based on the noise assessment carried 
out by the Specialist Acoustic Consultants who had prepared the EIS 
and it was not open to M50CL or other Agency to change the barrier 
height.


Residents at Orlagh Ave wanted the existing noise barrier, which the EIS 
stated was to be retained, replaced with a new barrier. M50CL accordingly 
re-clad this barrier to improve the visual appearance as requested.  


5.         Provision of new Landscaping


M50CL were required under their Contract to prepare a Detailed 
Landscaping Design and submit same for approval to RO’D. In 
consequence of this M50CL’s Drawings were submitted to SDCC Park’s 
Dept for consent and following discussions on site these drawings were 
amended and the agreed landscaping plan is currently being carried 
out.  


6.         Screening of Sign Gantries


Complaints were received by the Council and NRA regarding the location 
and visual impact of the sign gantries and many residents requested that 
some 
gantries be relocated or tree-screening be provided to mask the 
visual 
impact. As the NRA had determined the locations of the gantry the 
residents were informed that the location of Advanced Direction Signage 
was fixed by the Dept of Transport Traffic Signs Manual which fixed the 
distance of signs locations relative to Junctions and Off-ramps and 
that these couldn’t be 
relocated. The NRA has however (following 
examination of representations) 
also indicated that it is agreeable, where 
feasible, to provide tree-screening of gantries. This planting is expected to 
be carried out in the near future. 


7.         Provision of Safety Barrier at Orlagh


 During residents liaison meeting residents at Orlagh requested the 
installation of a safety barrier adjacent to house no 27. M50CL indicated 
that they would consider this request but also wanted their Independent 
Road Safety Auditor (Scott Wilson Consulting Engineers) to give their 
views on the matter. The Road Safety Auditor indicated no requirement 
for a safety barrier at the location. However, in view of the residents 
concern at apparent risk, M50CL gave a commitment to the residents that a 
safety barrier would be provided and this is expected to be installed in 
the immediate future.


The NRA have confirmed that a representative of the NRA and the 
contractor M50 Concessions have agreed to meet with the Members prior 
to the May Meeting of the Rathfarnham Area Committee on the 11th May 
2010.  Further notification will be issued to all Members in this regard in 
due course.”

BIN CHARGES 


It was proposed by Councillor C. Brophy, seconded by Councillor E. 
Coburn:
“That this Council opposes any increase in Bin Charges this year and asks the Manager to ensure that any increase in bin charges caused by Vat changes are not passed onto the householders.”

REPORT:

“Section 111 of the Finance Bill 2010 provides that public bodies be 
brought within the scope of VAT with effect from 1 July 2010.  The Bill 
must be enacted and this section commenced before the VAT changes 
can be implemented.   


Circular Fin 022010 letter from DOEHLG outlines the approach advised for 
the Local Government sector.  The actions can be summarised as follows:

1. identify services where competition with private sector service 
providers could occur 

2. agree these services and applicable VAT rates with the Revenue 
Commissioners 

3. review the implications of these decisions 

4. ensure IT systems, general ledger procedures and service providers 
can apply VAT once legislation is commenced 

5. ensure procedures are in place to prepare and submit VAT returns 
once appropriate 


At present South Dublin is working in conjunction with the DOEHLG, the 
Local Government sector and the Revenue Commissioners to identify the 
services that will attract VAT and to agree the appropriate rate of VAT for 
each such service.  A detailed list of services provided by local authorities 
was recently sent to the Revenue Commissioners by the DOEHLG for 
consideration.  South Dublin will be in a position to examine the 
implications for services once the Revenue Commissioners have 
recommended 
appropriate VAT treatment for each of the items on the list 
and has agreed 
an acceptable approach for the VAT costs associated with 
support services and accordingly indirectly affect the income earning 
services.  At that time a decision on how exactly VAT will be applied 
will be made.


In relation to any potential increase on the cost of collection to customers 
here are a number of factors to be considered.  The introduction of the 
new system has now removed the use of fraudulent tags from the 
market, the pattern of presentation of waste is likely to alter once the 
brown 
bins are introduced and the outcome of discussions on 
reorganisation of collection arrangements will all impact on any 
charge 
that will be applied and 
at present it would be premature to say 
how the 
price will be affected.”
Bottom of Form

Councillor Brophy spoke on the Motion and re-enforced his position in relation to this issue.
A full debate on the Motion followed with contributions from Councillors Hannon, King, Kearns, Kenny, Cosgrave, Corr, Keane and Lahart all of whom supported the Motion.

The main concerns and discussion centered on the following

· The Council’s ability to be competitive with private contractors

· The ability of residents to pay the charges and their loyalty to the Council 

· The level of service provided by the private operators compared to the Council e.g. delay in delivery of bins, bins left on the roadside or across driveways

· The problems in relation to the recent change over from tags to bin credit and an acknowledgement of the amount of work done by staff during this transition

· Delay with provision of brown bin 

· Need to look at what private competitors are offering the public and pitch the Council service to that level

· Based on directive VAT will likely be added to most public services

· The need to await clarification from Revenue as to the whole issue surrounding Local Authorities charging VAT

· Impact on revenue due to elimination of fraudulent tag use 

· Setting refuse charge is a function of the Manager

The Manager responded by reiterating that the setting of Refuse Charges is, as noted by the members, an executive function and as such the passing of the motion will have no affect. She highlighted that 75,000 customers had recently been successfully transferred over to a new system and for many this had worked well, with a small portion experiencing difficulties, mostly those (c12,000) people who had inadvertently destroyed their original cards. 

The Manager highlighted that South Dublin County Council is the only LA in the Dublin region where bin charges are only levied upon presentation of the bin and therefore the only area where customers are actually in control of their own costs.

A second green bin collection has had a substantial positive recycling but had impacted negatively on waste collection income in the County and the introduction of the brown bin by July will also have a similar impact.  A Headed Item will be brought to the May meeting regarding the introduction of the brown bin and in particular whether arrangements for the collection of the brown bin have been made as if they have not the Council will be unable to deliver the brown bins and, in turn, unable to meet the deadline of the Landfill Directive meaning that there will be nowhere for this Council to take waste that it collects.

Costs will also be affected by the removal of the use of fraudulent tags from the market and the full impact of this is still not clear.  It is expected that a clearer picture will exist at the end of April.

With regard to the VAT, regardless of whether the cost is passed on to the residents, the Council will be liable for it and must make revenue provision and this would likely cost in excess of €1m.  The Council will be liable for VAT charges to waiver customers.  The Council’s Finance Officer is part of a National Working Group on the implementation of VAT in public services.  

In conclusion the Manager advised that all of the above factors must be taken into consideration when considering any changes to the cost of refuse collection. 

The Motion was PASSED.

DAMPNESS / CONDENSATION


 It was proposed by Councillor S. Crowe, seconded by Councillor P. 
Cosgrave:
“That this Council Committee concerned at the unprecedented amount of complaints regarding dampness and fungus spores in Council housing including new builds and recognising the potential health effect this may be having on tenants, calls on the manager to give an updated report on this matter and outline the measures and new responses, if any, that this Council proposes to introduce to this growing problem.”

REPORT:


“The Council is receiving a substantial number of reports from tenants of 
persistent problems with 'damp', largely from those in homes constructed 
since 2003 when insulation standards were increased.

The reported dampness, which may lead to mould growth in certain 
circumstances, has three major causes-

· Failure or defect to the building fabric 

· Failure or defect of a concealed heating / plumbing service 

· Condensation generated within the unit 


or a combination of the above  


Dwellings constructed after 2003 are constructed to higher levels of 
insulation, in compliance with Part L of the Building Regulations. They also 
have higher standards of air tightness to prevent draughts / heat loss, in 
compliance with Part F of the Building Regulations. The higher building 
standards mean that the dwellings retain more heat, and therefore more 
moisture in the air and there is a greater reliance on the occupant to 
sufficiently ventilate the dwelling to ensure that a balance is achieved 
between bringing in fresh air and removing stale / moisture laden air and 
retaining heat in the unit. While not all ‘dampness’ problems are caused by 
condensation, it is a significant contributor to the overall problem. The 
resultant growth of mould from condensation is a major concern. There are 
health implications for any tenant if the conditions under which mould 
growth occurs is extended over a prolonged period. Tenants with bronchial 
or asthma conditions are particularly vulnerable. It is therefore important 
that, whatever the causes of the condensation are, that tenants are 
assisted to achieve a healthy home environment.    


The recent excessively cold spell has also generated extreme temperature 
differences that have compounded the conditions under which 
condensation 
can be occur, to a level where widespread problems have 
been generated. To establish if there are any other contributing factors 
or 
other 
unrelated causes of dampness in dwellings, it is proposed to 
examine all recent complaints of dampness as follows: 


1.     Review recent reports of ‘Dampness’ or Condensation to Housing 
Maintenance or Architectural Services Department and assign list of 
properties to our Clerk of Works team to carry out a thorough investigation 
of all possible causes.


2.    Two members of our Clerk of Works team will visit each property and 
carry out a thorough examination including the following:

a.    External check on condition of roof, guttering, windows etc to 
ascertain any evidence of external damp penetration

b.    Temperature and humidity levels externally and internally in each 
room

c.     Check for adequate ventilation – windows, wall vents etc

d.    Check for evidence of cold bridging in walls, ceilings, floors, windows 
etc

e.    Check plumbing / heating system for leaks etc

f.      Check attic insulation, water tank, pipe work etc

g.    Examine clothes drying practices and whether dryers if installed are 
correctly vented 

h.    Record any evidence of condensation staining, mould etc

i.       Examine any white goods for leaks and proper installation

j.      Examine adequacy of any tenant alterations – showers etc

k.     Equipment such as air temperature and humidity meters and thermal 
imaging cameras will be used in the inspections

l.       Details of each inspection will be recorded and sketched

Following the inspections, the individual reports will be reviewed and action 
taken as required. These may be any of the following:
a. If any leaks or defects exist in the building fabric which are the responsibility of the Council, remedial work will be arranged as necessary 

b. If actions are required for which the tenant is responsible (such as blocking of vents, incorrect installation / operation of appliances etc) the tenant will be notified in writing and advised of action required


C.    Guidance will be given to tenants, in cases where condensation plays a 
significant role in the dampness in their home. An illustrated booklet is 
being 
prepared at present on the causes of condensation and 
recommendations for avoidance.


The schedule of inspections has commenced and will be completed in the 
coming month.”
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Councillor Crowe noted the Manager’s Report in relation to how the Council is dealing with this problem.  He highlighted the plight of residents with ill health, whose suffering is compounded due to the damp condition of many, even new, dwellings in the County.

A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors Cosgrave, King, McDonagh, Keane and Jones all of whom supported the Motion.  The Members were concerned about families living in conditions which could lead to health problems and stressed the need for action by Management at the earliest possible time.

The Manager responded by detailing how the Council is prioritizing the issue. To date 230 units have been identified, and will each be visited by a special team which has been set up to investigate the problems brought to the Council’s attention. Discussion will take place with the residents on the extent of the problem, and the remedies which the Council will put in place to rectify them as and where identified.

The Report was NOTED.

NEGATIVE  EQUITY 


It was proposed by Councillor C. Jones, seconded by Councillor P. 
Cosgrave:
“That this Council condemns the actions of this Government that resulted in over-inflated house prices and following the downturn created a situation whereby countless home owners are facing the trap of negative equity. Further, that we outline the possible assistance that can be given by this Council to those who fall victim to issues arising from negative equity.”

REPORT:


“Over the period 2003 to 2009 this Council has sourced affordable homes 
for approximately 1,900 families through a number of joint venture 
arrangements with developers who had land holdings adjacent to the 
Councils lands, through the affordable housing initiative using government 
lands, through government subsidised housing delivered via the Affordable 
Homes Partnership, and through Part V of the Planning & Development Act 
2000 as amended. These affordable homes were provided at substantial 
discounts on the open market value, in some cases a discount 
of up to 
40% of the open market was available. Provision was made in the Planning 
& Development Act 2000 to apply a claw back in the event of a re-sale of 
an affordable home in order to prevent inappropriate profits arising from 
the sale of an affordable home.
 
However, on the sale of an affordable home in a depreciating market, 
provision is made within the legislation which allows the Local Authority 
reduce the amount due 
under the claw back where a borrower would 
suffer a loss as a result of the claw back. Where the re-sale price is lower 
then the original affordable purchase price the claw back amount due is 
zero. The benefits of the original discounts that were available to 
affordable purchasers have given substantial protection against the 
current negative equity market conditions. Despite the foregoing legislative 
provisions, it is possible that affordable home owners could find 
themselves in a negative equity position because of the current market 
conditions. The 
latter is outside the control of the local authority. 
Affordable home borrowers who have their loan with South Dublin 
County Council and are encountering difficulties with repayments are 
encouraged to contact the loan accounts section with a view to making a 
suitable arrangement and avoid letting arrears escalate out of control, 
borrowers may be entitled to a subsidy and budgeting advice is also 
available through the Money Advice Bureau . A high number of affordable 
home borrowers do have their loans with financial institutions.


  In relation to owners who have purchased on the open market the Council 
are very limited in what they can do to combat the effects of the 
current negative equity 
market. Should they lose their home through re-
possession, they may contact the Housing Allocations section or they 
may be in a position to rent privately and obtain 
rent supplement from the 
Community Welfare Service. When it comes to dealing with negative 
equity, this is a national issue and therefore South Dublin County Council is 
not in a position to determine policy on the matter. If the motion is passed 
the matter will be referred to the Minister for the Environment, Heritage 
and Local Government and the Minister of the Department of Finance.”

Councillor Jones outlined the difficulties being experienced, in particular by first time buyers who purchased property in recent years and now find themselves trapped in negative equity. She also outlined the difficulties being experienced due to the type of accommodation which was built and the planning behind these developments.  She stated that pressure must be put on the Minister to deal with the situation.  She acknowledged that those who availed of advice and purchased under the Council’s Affordable Homes Scheme were now better off than those who had bought on the open market.

Councillor Gilligan suggested that in the main the problem was created by irresponsible money lending and the position taken by the European Commission and the European Bank in recent years.
The Manager stated this issue was a national problem and concurred with Councillor Jones on the benefits derived and now particularly evident from the Council’s Affordable Homes Scheme.  
The motion was put to a roll call vote and the results were as follows:

INTELLECTUAL  ENTERPRISE  ZONES

It was proposed by Councillor G. O'Connell, seconded by Councillor 
T. Gilligan:

“That this Council,

(a) building on the experience of the Intellectual Enterprise Zones and complementary to the role of the County Development Board, act as the catalyst and bring together representatives of the County Enterprise Board, The Chamber of Commerce, SIPTU, IBEC, FAS, Social Welfare, The VEC and IT Tallaght, with the specific objective of identifying and devising a range of responses and strategies for their implementation, that can be implemented as a matter of urgency at County and local level, and which address directly the unprecedented level and scale of unemployment being experienced by persons and families in this County, and that

(b) a sub-committee, composed of representatives of all political groupings in the chamber and Senior Management of this Council, be established to guide and participate in the process and to oversee and monitor the implementation of the recommendations.

(c) the sub-committee to report progress to this Council at each Monthly Meeting.”

REPORT:
“As members will be aware from the comprehensive  reply to the December Council meeting intellectual enterprise zones are envisaged as spaces (virtual and physical) where individuals can use the space on a ‘time share basis’ to run and operate their business and where persons on the live register can develop added value skills.  In tandem with the physical space it is proposed to develop a virtual business campus or intellectual enterprise zones with a view to creating new business opportunities.  This space will also afford participants to engage in a community of practice and network with like minded individuals.  The web presence is an interactive space where participants in the programme can feedback their observations, ask questions, register for various training programmes, interact with colleagues and book time/space in the Intellectual Enterprise Zone work space.

The steering committee guiding the initiative meets in County Hall and includes representativse from the Dept of Social Welfare, CEB, FAS, ACE, Tallaght IT the Partnerships etc. The meetings are convened by the IEZ co-ordinator. Based on feedback from our partners and the participants we are currently developing a "communities of practice " model as the next stage of the project. Updates on the project  are given to the County Development Board and the Economic Development sub group of the Board. 

The Dublin Regional Authority has now agreed that the IEZ project should be developed on a Regional basis based on the South Dublin experience to date.A short presentation is attached in this regard should members require further details.
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Councillor O’Connell spoke on the Motion and a discussion followed with contributions from Councillors Gilligan, Tuffy, Kenny, Maloney and Hannon.

The main points raised were:

· Emerging role for Local Authorities and Elected Members in addressing employment issues and finding a required methodology for same
· Ability to engage better at local level

· Need for monthly update on employment figures at Council meetings

· Existing structures and collaboration at county level: County Development Boards, County Enterprise Boards, Strategic Policy Committees

· Consideration of reintroduction of “Public Works Scheme” 
County Manager Mr. J. Horan responded to the issues raised and outlined successes of the Council in previous employment projects including the Young Traveller Employment Scheme. He suggested that the Council might be able to work the sentiments of the motion into a pilot work place / training project, subject to the cooperation of the Unions.  He committed to reverting to the Council through the Corporate Policy Group with an initial scoping paper.
Councillor O’Connell accepted the Manager’s report and commitment and agreed that the CPG become the forum for this initiative, receiving monthly updates on employment statistics and initiatives.

REPORT:

“South Dublin County Council have been engaged in ongoing meetings 
with the RPA in relation to the Metrowest Scheme and the members 
approved the Section 49 Scheme in this regard at the March 2009 
Council meeting. Should the motion be passed the Railway 
Procurement Agency (RPA) will be invited to present a briefing to the 
Council at a convenient and appropriate time, concerning the most up to 
date Metro West alignment details.”

WATER  SUPPLY


 It was proposed by Councillor W. Lavelle, seconded by Councillor 
E. Coburn and AGREED:
“That this Council expresses it's alarm that the Greater Dublin Area water supply network is operating at above 96% capacity and requests the Manager to immediately consult with the Managers of other local authorities in Greater Dublin Area to seek to urgently expedite the Dublin Region Water Supply Project, including bringing proposals before the elected councils regarding the selection of a new major water supply source, such that the statutory planning process can begin in 2010.”

REPORT:

“The Greater Dublin Water Supply Steering Group which includes senior 
staff from the four Dublin Local Authorities plus Wicklow, Kildare and 
Meath meets on a monthly basis to discuss present and future water 
projects and present and anticipated water supply difficulties and how to 
overcome them.  Dublin City Council, the lead Authority on behalf of the 
other Councils mentioned above, has been carrying out long term 
planning studies over the past five years into how best to provide 
adequate supplies of drinking water for the estimated 2.2 million 
people expected to be living in the Dublin Region Water Supply Area 2031.


The Dublin Region Water Supply Area is currently supplied with water from 
the Rivers Liffey, Vartry and Dodder and a number of groundwater sources 
in Fingal and north Kildare. The environmentally sustainable production of 
water from the existing Dublin Region sources will not be sufficient to meet 
the increased demand of the larger projected population as it continues to 
grow. Water supplies from a New Source to augment supplies from all 
existing water supply sources will be required by approximately 
2017, otherwise water shortages and curtailment of economic growth will 
be unavoidable.


Consultants RPS, in joint venture with Veolia Water, were appointed by 
Dublin City Council in 2005 to carry out long term planning studies into how 
best to provide adequate supplies of drinking water for the Dublin Region 
Water Supply Area by 2031. Work to date includes the preparation of a 
Feasibility Study Report into a range of water supply options (DONE), 
consultations with all statutory bodies and interested  parties on these 
options (DONE), Strategic Environment Assessment (SEA) and appropriate 
assessments under the Habitats Directive and  the preparation of a 
preliminary Report on the new water supply options.


Current legislation required Dublin City Council, as lead authority, to 
undertake a Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) of these options. 
Phase 1, which evaluated 3 options, was initiated in 2006. There was a high 
level of public interest and extensive feedback was received following which 
the number of options was increased to the following 10:


A. Abstraction from Lough Ree

B. Abstraction from Lough Derg

C. Abstraction from Parteen Basin (near Weir)

D. Abstractions Lough Ree Phase 1 and Lough Derg Phase 2.

E. Lough Ree and Storage (Use of midland storage to enable excess winter 
water to be stored for later use in drier summer periods)

F. Lough Derg and Storage in former (cutaway) bog(s) to enable excess 
winter water to be stored for later use in drier summer periods)

G. Impoundment: Abstraction from Lough Ree (or Lough Derg) in high flow 
periods. Raw water to be impounded in dams/valleys in Dublin/Wicklow 
mountains.

H. Construction of a desalination plant (in North-East Fingal) and a pipeline 
to take the desalinated water to the Dublin Region at Ballycoolen Reservoir.

I. Groundwater Sources: This water supply option looks at the potential for 
the development of strategic groundwater supply.

J. The Liffey-Barrow “conjunctive use” option envisages abstractions of 
water from the Barrow when sustainable quantities may be available and 
combining these abstractions with abstractions from Poulaphuca.


The extended range of water supply options identified during Phase 1 of 
the 2006 SEA, are currently being investigated as part of Phase 2.


Each option is being examined from a technical, economic, socio-economic 
and environmental perspectives at a strategic level. The options were 
tabled 
for public consultation as part of SEA Phase 2 that began on 
22nd.November 2008 and continued for the next 3 months until the closing 
date for submissions at noon on 27th.February 2009. Following 
consideration of feedback, the 10 options will be shortlisted. More detailed 
work will then be carried out on the shortlisted options. A preferred 
option will then be selected and will in time be brought forward into 
the statutory planning process to be overseen by An Bord Pleanála.


Following the SEA process an SEA Statement will be published that will

· Outline the reasons for selection of the preferred option

Outline how environmental considerations were taken into account 
in selection

Specify any monitoring measures to be implemented


The statutory planning process will commence in 2010 and will involve the 
preparation of an Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA). This is a more 
detailed study into the effects on the environment of the proposed 
development. The EIA process also involves formal public consultation.  
Consultation will also be supplemented with regular newsletters via the 
project website: www.watersupplyproject-dublinregion.ie . This 
website contains all the necessary documentation in relation to the scoping 
and consultation phase of SEA Phase 2 plus the Draft Plan, the 
Environment 
Report and the Habitats Directive Assessment . The 
Consultants are still working on the draft Preliminary Report. This final 
draft is scheduled to be 
available in April 2010 for briefing to the Steering 
Group and should be lodged with the Department of Environment, 
Heritage and Local Government shortly afterwards.


In addition to the long term planning, more immediate plans are in place to 
progress improvements to the existing water supplies through the 
improvement of water networks, storage and production. 


Dublin City Council’s expansion of the Ballymore Treatment Plant should 
see treated drinking water production increase by 16% from 274 to 318 
Megalitres by the end of this year. Subject to approval by the Department 
of Environment, Heritage and Local Government it is also planned to 
increase production of drinking water by 34% at Fingal’s Treatment Plant at 
Leixlip by 2014. Also subject to approval by the DEHLG Kildare County 
Council hope to 
have the Barrow Abstraction Plant up and running by 2013 
thus reducing KCC demand on DCC’s Plant at Ballymore by 10% and 
releasing this water for use elsewhere.


Within South Dublin County, the improvements to network distribution 
through intensive network management are continuing and the 
improvements to distribution and storage capacity through the Boherboy 
Project will ensure a significant improvement to the water supply network, 
with the laying of over 40km of new watermains, and storage capacity, by 
40% with new reservoirs at Saggart (24Ml) & Kiltalown(17.5Ml) to 
supplement the existing at Belgard (105Ml). This project will be completed 
by the end of 2010.


These improvements are key to assisting in protecting Water Supply in the 
region while the longer term plans are being pursued implemented 
however, water conservation remains a major factor in ensuring 
water 
supply and the 
council urges water users to aim to reduce their 
consumption by 10%.”
