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Introduction

Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) is a formal process, involving the systematic evaluation of the likely significant environmental effects of implementing  a plan or programme before a decision has been made to adopt it.  The assessment is undertaken in accordance with the EU SEA Directive (Directive 2001/42/EC ) and the Planning and Development (Strategic Environmental Assessment) Regulations 2004. SEA is a valuable tool that will influence decision-making at each stage in the County Development Plan Review process, will improve the overall environmental sustainability of the new Plan and will raise awareness of the potential environmental consequences of its implementation so that these consequences may be mitigated or avoided altogether. It also gives the public and other interested parties an opportunity to comment and to be kept informed.

While there is no specific statutory procedure for dealing with the environmental assessment of the Elected Representatives  motions on the  Draft Plan, there is the overriding requirement that the attention of the elected members needs to be drawn to the requirement that “the Environmental Report, the opinions expressed by the environmental authorities …..must be taken into account during the preparation of the plan and before its adoption”, Article 8 of the SEA Directive.

The assessment is required to identify those motions where there is “likely (to be) significant effects on the environment” 

Where this is the case, it may be possible to recommend amendments to the motions in order to “eliminate, reduce or offset any significant adverse effect”.

If motions are adopted that have been identified as being likely to have significant effects on the environment, this will necessitate revisions to the Environmental Report (or an addendum to the Report).
If motions are adopted that have been identified as being in conflict with the Strategic Environmental Objectives, these policies/objectives will be identified in the final SEA Report which the Council issues after adoption of the Plan.
Methodology

The report below assesses all of the motions submitted.

The assessment response is given in terms of the impact on the Strategic Environmental Objectives, where appropriate, as used in the Environmental Report and is colour coded, as below,  to signify the type of impact (Blue indicates indirect or cumulative impacts).

In summary given the above and also but not limited to the criterion of ‘Policy Context’, ‘Environmental & Heritage’, ‘Environment’ and ‘Assessment of Need’, it should be rejected and not carried into the draft plan for further consideration, and we so direct the Manager.

The maintenance of the land as objective GB and F would allow for the retention of habitats represented on the land. Retention of the lands as Greenfield would also retain and in the future allow for the improvement of rivers and streams which flow through and drain the land, as well as retaining the visual buffer provided by the land and associated hedgerows and treelines. It is noted that the lands are located at the very western urban edge of the county, and Dublin City as a whole. The urban areas of Leixlip and Celbridge are located in close proximity to the land, and to the Lucan area as a whole. There is therefore a need to maintain the visual separation between the three distinct areas. Incremental erosion of the visual separation would impact on the landscape. It is also noted that the land is located a significant distance from high quality public transport and community facilities, and would in all probability represent an unsustainable form of development.

‘It is the policy of the Council to maximise any land which has been subjected to building, engineering or other operations, excluding temporary uses or urban green spaces and in particular to maximise redundant industrial lands identified as Enterprise Priority One zoned lands to consolidate the County.  Where such sites are identified that are close to existing or planned future public transport corridors, the opportunity for their redevelopment to higher densities will be promoted, subject to safeguards outlined in Sustainable Neighbourhoods in Section 1.4 and in accordance with Local Area Plans or Approved Plans.’

Reason

It is proposed to amend Policy H3 to ensure that the definition of brownfield lands in the plan is consistent with national guidance. 

Recommendation

That the motion be adopted.

SEA Assessment 

The policy proposes to maximise the use of a variety of brownfield lands, which would result in reduced development on Greenfield sites thereby protecting existing habitats and biodiversity corridors. The policy proposes to concentrate densification on redundant industrial lands identified as Enterprise Priority One, and specifically mentions increasing densities on such lands where they are close to existing or planned future public transport corridors. It is considered that the safeguards noted in the policy would restrict premature development of lands along planned public transport corridors, which otherwise might suffer from increased traffic movements and an unpleasant living environment for inhabitants.

· Connect residual heat to the network where possible.

Phase Two is subject to the following provisions;

No development whatsoever can take place within the specific local objective boundaries outlined on the attached map until the geothermal resource has been proven and demonstrated to the satisfaction of the Council.

No development can take place on the pilot project lands until an overall masterplan for the development has been prepared and agreed with the elected members of the Council.

The agreed masterplan will include a requirement that any planning application for development in the pilot project lands must make provision for the early phased delivery of educational and community facilities for the Newcastle Village area where the existing facilities at the time of such planning applications fails to meet the relevant required level as laid down in the agreed plan.

recycling of materials from all waste streams meet or exceed targets in the Waste Management Plan for the Dublin Region 2005-2010 in line with the  Council’s own policies.

0.2.5 Adaptation to Climate Change

The County Development Plan seeks to promote a series of policies that will ameliorate the effects of climate change and introduce resilience to its effects. The Plan reflects the acceptance by the Council of responsibility to contribute, as a Planning Authority and otherwise, to policies and actions which will mitigate against contributing to climate change; in this regard the Plan supports the exploitation and development of renewable energy and more compact urban forms. The latter provides for the maintenance and improvement of amenities for the County’s citizens, provides services in a coherent and economic fashion and provides the opportunity for reducing private car trips, which is the County’s major contributor to greenhouse gases.

The Plan also reflects the acceptance of the Council of responsibility to develop and implement locally relevant adaptation strategies and implementation plans, and in particular commits to provide, in the County Development Plan, for policies and measures that ensures areas at risk of flooding may be regulated, restricted and controlled, as stated in the National Climate Change Strategy. The Council notes the statement of the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government that the National Climate Change Adaptation Framework will be published before Summer 2010, and notes that the Government intends that the Adaptation Framework will provided a basis for the integration of adaptation considerations into decision making at national and local level.

It is considered that the wording contained above would acknowledge and facilitate the integration of the National Climate Change Adaptation Framework (NCCAF) into the Development Plan, upon the release of the former document. The NCCAF document could provide for effective and realistic measures to reduce the effects of climate change upon important habitats and their supporting environments, and river systems. The NCCAF could also effect greater reductions in CO2 emissions, waste creation and the negative impacts of pollutions on human health. It is considered that the NCCAF would have a broad and positive impact on the development of the county, and the integration of the document into the Development Plan would have many benefits.

The potential to allow for such a project on existing zoned lands allows for the inclusion of brownfield sites. In order to allow for a full range of brownfield sites to be included, it is recommended that the motion be broadened to include lands zoned for ‘mixed uses’, or ‘brownfield sites’.

The plan also draws on lands owned by adjoining landowners to ensure that a single overall vision for their collective lands is pursued

The extension of the Dodder Valley Liner Park would maintain the quality of the river by restricting development in close proximity to the watercourse. The Dodder bridge would also improve connectivity between Oldcourt and Kiltipper. Conversely the construction of the bridge will have negative consequences for the river valley landscape, which is rural in aspect, and will increase encroachment on the river valley as a whole. The development of the lands proposed in the submission will also have the effect of encroaching upon the rural aspect of the Dodder Valley, at the urban-rural interface. The water quality, habitat systems and flooding plain will be affected. The development is proposed to cater for older less mobile people, yet is not located in close proximity to community facilities, which will result in increased car movements/isolation.
