While South Dublin County Council attempted at all times during the water restriction period in January and February 2010 to ration the water fairly on a rolling rotation bases, some areas because of their location in the water distribution network did not lose their water supply at all. These areas were on small pumped systems or on Hospital lines for example. One such area was in the Knocklyon/Ballyboden area both sides of the Scholarstown Road between the M50 and Stocking Lane including parts of Orlagh Park, Woodfield, Scholarstown Park and Boden Park estates. The area within the pink border on the attached map. The reason for this was that the valve to turn this District Meter Area (DMA) off is located in a locked Pumping Station  owned by Dun Laoghaire County Council and only accessable to South Dublin County Council during working hours except in emergencies.”

In this regard the overhead signs on the M50 will include Knocklyon.Arrangements have been made with the contractor for the modification of these signs.

The resigning of the regional roads, R113 Killininny Road to Taylors Lane and R114 Firhouse Road include Knocklyon at appropriate junctions. The R114 signs will be installed as the QBC works are completed. A scheme design is being finalised for the R113 and funding is being sought under regional road signage.

It should be noted that a revised Irish version of Knocklyon will now be used.

Knocklyon, which is situated between Ballyboden and Firhouse, was recorded as Cnoclin and Cnoclyn in early fourteenth century administrative rolls. The second part of the name is clearly monosyllabic and is possibly the genitive singular of líon, a noun variously meaning ‘flax’, ‘net’ or ‘snare’. The Irish of Knocklyon, Knocklyon Road etc. is therefore incorrectly shown on signage as Cnoc Liamhna, Bóthar Chnoc Liamhna, instead of Cnoc Lín.

“TRAFFIC SIGNS BUTTERFIELD AVENUE
Following the adoption of an emergency motion at the March meeting of the Area Committee it was agreed that a headed item be brought forward to the April meeting of the Area Committee in relation to this matter and that the Roads Department be asked to re-examine the provision of signage at this location.

Legislation governing the installation of traffic signage on public roads is contained in Section 95 of the Road Traffic Act 1961 as amended by Section 37 of the Road Traffic Act 1994.
A traffic sign is defined as - 
“any sign, device, notice or road marking, or any instrument for giving signals by mechanical means, which does one or more of the following in relation to a public road or public roads: 
( a ) gives information (such a sign being referred to in this section as 'an information sign'),
( b ) warns persons of danger or advises persons of the precautions to be taken against such danger, or both (such a sign being referred to in this section as 'a warning  sign'),
( c ) indicates the existence of a road regulation or implements such a regulation, or both, or indicates the existence of a provision in an enactment relating to road traffic (such a sign being referred to in this section as a regulatory sign')."
Provision of traffic signs by a Road Authority –
A Road Authority may provide for public roads in their charge such information signs and warning signs as they consider desirable - sub section 3(a).  
Subject to sub section (4) of this section a Road Authority may, after consultation with the Commissioner, provide for public roads in their charge such regulatory signs as they consider desirable – sub section 3(b).
Special Category Sign –  
A Special Category Sign is a regulatory sign specified as such in regulations prescribed by the Minister under sub section (2).
Before providing a Special Category Sign a Road Authority shall publish a notice stating that representations in relation to the proposal may be made and consider any representations made.  A decision by a Road Authority to provide a Special Category Sign shall be a Reserved Function - sub section (4).
However, regulations giving effect to a Special Category Sign have not yet been made by the Minister.    

The signs being provided on Regional routes, which are designated as such by order of the Minister, are information signs approved for Regional Route Signage. These signs provide information to road users about routes and places and facilities of particular value and interest. These signs are normally rectangular in shape and there size is governed by the information contained on them.  

Information signage is being provided on Butterfield Avenue as part of route signage along the  Regional route R114 within the County from Dodder Bridge, Rathfarnham Road to Brittas via Butterfield Avenue as part of the Regional Route Signage Programme carried under the auspices of and funded by the Department of Transport in compliance with the Traffic Signs Manual as published by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government (as amended), the 2006 Guidelines for Regional Road Signage and relevant circulars prescribed by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government. This is no different than other Regional route signage throughout the County and country and is the minimum required to satisfy the signage requirements of this busy regional route.

Location of signage:

The sign location has to be in accordance with the Traffic Signs Manual and the Guidelines issued. Table 2.5a of the Manual indicates distances from a the junction that signs have to be located which ranges from 50-100m from the junction depending on safety, the individual location and the prevailing speed at that location. This is the distance which it is required for a driver to make any necessary adjustments to their routing in order that they can safely arrive at their correct position on the road in good time at the junction. It is the distance from the junction where only one lane is provided on approach or the distance from a bifurcation in lanes in the case where lanes or channels are provided for different destinations. The Guidelines also state that signs must not be placed at an excessive distance from the junction where the information provided loses relevance. In this case the preferred location is shown on the location map attached and indicated on the map are a number of locations considered possible. We have tried to locate the sign at other positions along the route to allow sufficient time for drivers to get into the appropriate lane for proper traversing of the junction. In this case the H frame post has been provided in the optimum location and there is very little movement on this without similar problems arising. 

It should be noted that sign location should not be chosen where the indicated destination may be confused with an intermediate junction or where they block existing access to private property. Signs should be placed where planting or other screening reduces visibility from adjacent residential properties. In this case the frame location is at the boundary divide between two properties and is partially obscured from these residences.

Sign content;  

In the interests of clarity and safety sign content has to be rationalised and consistent with the adjoining signage schemes. In this case there is a major urban junction where two regional routes intersect (R114 and R 817) and normally the main destinations served by each of the roads at the junction have to be shown. Where a previous or subsequent junction better serves main destinations an appropriate local destination is to be used.  

Size;  

The size of the lettering is a function of the X height (height of text) which is also prescribed by the Department of which there are two specified. In this case we have kept the size to a minimum and in the second attachment we have shown the original proposed sign together with an alternative sign reduced in size by dropping a destination from the sign. This smaller sign is now recommended as the preferred sign for this location. 

The size of sign and its location and height above ground also defines the type of frame required and must comply with relevant safety criteria for the particular location, clear of any footpath, cycleway or other road users that may encounter the sign. It must also be positioned so that it does not create blind areas when combined with other street furniture.

Following the representations made, the roads department have re-examined the provision of advance directional signage at this location and it is now proposed that the particular sign at the western end of Butterfield Avenue be reduced in size from that originally proposed and the associated H frame will be reduced in size accordingly. The signage proposed is shown on the attached sketch.  The new proposed sign is 30 % smaller than that proposed originally. The sign location is shown on the attached map and is at the optimum location as specified in the guidelines given the particular circumstances. Any further adjustment would only transfer the issue to another location.
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It was AGREED to take Motion 10 in the name of Councillor C. Keane in conjunction with the above.

As direction signs are an integral part of the road infrastructure, provision of signs shall be in accordance with the Traffic Signs Manual. Where private residences are to be considered every effort will be made to relocate (as far as is permitted under the manual) or reduce any impact of the sign on any residence. In such case an objective assessment will be made to locate the sign in the most appropriate position.” 
Following contributions from Councillors P. Cosgrave, C. Keane, and J. Lahart, Mr. McLoughlin responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED to clarify the legal interpretation of Section 37 of the Road Traffic Act, 1994 with the Law Department and to notify the Committee of the outcome.

2.0 Proposal

b) Considerable cost saving would be made in design and procurement as only one Tendering process would be required as opposed to three for a contract let by the three individual Local Authorities

c) There would be considerable time savings as a consequence of only having to go through a single tendering process and only having to assess a single contractor for the role of Project Supervisor Construction Stage.

It is the view of the National Roads Authority that Kildare County Council are best placed to Administer this contract. The NRA Regional Bridge Manager, who is also the Project Manager for this scheme, is an employee of Kildare County Council and is based in the National Roads Design office of Kildare County Council.

AND THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF THE COUNTY OF SOUTH DUBLIN (hereinafter called South Dublin County Council) having its principal offices at County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24, of the Other Part.

WHEREAS: 

(a) South Dublin County Council is desirous of removing graffiti on the M50, Kings Hospital Footbridge, Palmerstown Interchange North Bridge, Palmerstown Interchange South Bridge, Coldcut Road Overbridge, Cloverhill Road Overbridge, Naas Road Interchange North Bridge, Naas Road Interchange South Bridge, Naas Road Interchange Former Luas Bridge, Walkinstown Embankment Bridge, Ballymount Interchange, Greenhills Road Bridge, Tymon Park Footbridge, National Basketball Arena Footbridge, Balrothery Interchange North Bridge, Balrothery Pedestrian Bridge, Balrothery Interchange South Bridge, Firhouse Bridge, Knocklyon Footbridge, Scholarstown Bridge and Stocking Lane Bridge and on the N07, Rathcoole Overbridge and Monastery Rd Overbridge, which is described in the Schedule hereto and is hereinafter called “the project”.
(b) South Dublin County Council being of the opinion that it would be more convenient if all statutory powers functions and duties which may be exercised and performed by it in relation to the construction of the project were exercised and performed by Kildare County Council on behalf of South Dublin County Council (The National Roads Authority and Kildare County Council having the resource of the Kildare National Roads Design Office) and Kildare County Council being able and willing to exercise and perform the foregoing Statutory powers functions and duties the parties hereto have agreed by resolution of each said Council and in accordance with the provisions of Section 85 of the Local Government Act 2001 (as amended) to enter into this agreement.

NOW THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY AGREED by and between the parties hereto as follows:-

1. South Dublin County Council hereby agrees to Kildare County Council exercising and performing on its behalf, all of its Statutory powers, functions and duties of South Dublin County Council, which are now, or may hereafter be vested in South Dublin County Council, and necessary to enable Kildare County Council to perform and carry out fully all functions of South Dublin County Council necessary to achieve the construction and completion of the Project.

2. Kildare County Council shall construct and complete the Project to such a standard as it may decide in consultation with the National Roads Authority and shall incur such costs or expenses (hereinafter collectively referred to as “the Cost”) as it may decide is necessary for the cost of constructing and completing the Project and as may be ancillary and consequential hereto. The design will be provided by the National Roads Authority and its agents.

3. Kildare County Council shall be responsible for and shall apply to the appropriate Authority for an allocation of the funds necessary to cover the cost.

4. The actual cost of the construction and completion of the Project shall include the costs and expenses of all acts necessary and ancillary thereto which shall be ascertained and certified by the Director of Services, Directorate of Transportation or other person as may be appointed by the County Manager of Kildare County Council.

5. Kildare County Council shall consult with and shall provide South Dublin County Council and its officers with all information currently available to it, which South Dublin County Council may require from time to time in relation to the execution of the Project.

6. South Dublin County Council shall provide Kildare County Council and its officers with all information currently available to it which Kildare County Council may require in relation to the execution of the Project

7. South Dublin County Council shall co-operate fully with Kildare County Council in all respects and where and when necessary in relation to the exercise and performance by Kildare County Council of the Statutory powers, functions and duties undertaken by it under this agreement.

8. In the event of a dispute arising between the parties hereto as to the effect or interpretation of this agreement or as to the respective rights or liabilities of the parties hereto same shall be referred to and decided by the National Roads Authority or by such other person as the said Authority may appoint and in that respect the decision of the said Authority or the person so appointed shall be final and binding on the parties hereto.

9. South Dublin County Council (Knocklyon Road) Order 2006 was made on 4th December, 2006 and was confirmed with modifications on 23rd May, 2007.  Notice to Treat was served on the land owners in August 2007. 

There are 30 plots required under this CPO to facilitate the new road.  Twenty two of these plots are privately owned.

Under the current legislation the Council is required to compensate the land owners at the date of service of Notice to Treat (i.e. 17th August, 2007 in this case).   

In practice when a claim for compensation is received from the land owners, the Council’s Valuer is instructed to enter into negotiations to secure the best possible valuation which is acceptable to both sides.

The Council’s Valuer has estimated the value of the lands to be acquired at between €7 and €7.5m excluding legal and other fees.

To date the Valuer has negotiated either by agreement or arbitration the acquisition of seven Plots to a value of €4.18m excluding fees. Four of the plots owned by one land owner have been acquired and compensation paid in the sum of €410,000 excluding fees.

Two other land owners (for another three Plots) requested that the claim be referred to the Arbitrator, as agreement could not be reached between the Valuers on land costs.  One of the land owners was awarded €400,000 excluding legal and other fees for one plot and the other landowners were awarded €3.375m excluding fees for two larger plots.  The Arbitrator has only recently made awards in both cases, and compensation has not yet been paid.   

Negotiations are still ongoing in relation to the remaining privately owned lands, and these negotiations are at various stages.  

However, bearing in mind the Council’s obligation to compensate for lands at the date of Notice to Treat in 2007, when it could not have been anticipated that land values would be reduced so severely, the Council’s Valuer, through skilled negotiations, always secures the best deal possible for all lands which the Council requires for this and all other road schemes.

Flooding in Carpark – Condition 11
As previously reported, Enforcement proceedings were initiated against Lozeto Limited for non-compliance with condition 11 of planning permission Register Reference S00A/0554 insofar as it relates to the drainage arrangements on the site.

The Council’s solicitor has issued a summons in this matter, and a court date is awaited.

Bond – Condition 26
On 27th November last a letter issued to De Montford Insurance Company PLC advising that the Council wished to make a claim on the bond of €465,964, lodged under Condition 26 “….. to secure the provision and satisfactory completion of roads, sewers, watermains, drains, car parks, open spaces, tree protection and other services required in connection with the development, ….”
Following verbal discussions with a representative of the Insurance Company, wherein it was stated that the substance of the claim relates to remedial works for the flooded carpark, and works for the removal/pruning of trees, formal correspondences were exchanged.

To date there has not been a response to the Council’s letter of 11th March last, and consideration is being given to referring the matter to the Council’s legal representatives.

In the meantime, an Enforcement Notice has been issued to Danninger Limited, the company on whose behalf the bond was issued.

 Building Regulations
The matter of non-compliance with the Building Regulations has been examined by the Building Control Section, and a number of possible breaches have been identified. 

The Council’s solicitor was asked for advice on proceedings, and he has stated that as a conviction for non-compliance with Building Regulations is a criminal offence, and that as proving the offence after a development is completed is extremely difficult or virtually impossible, proceedings in this instance are unlikely to be successful.

This matter will not therefore be pursued.”

“BOLTON HALL
A site inspection of Bolton Hall, RPS Ref. 286 was carried out on 10th of March 2010 in order to check on the progress of works in relation to the reinstatement of the roof to Bolton Hall and associated features i.e. repair/reinstatement of chimneys and repair & restoration of the wrought-iron railings of the viewing platform.  Other works being carried out due to fire damage and/or water damage after the fire include repair works to ceilings and decorative plasterworks.

During the site inspection is was evident that the chimneys which had to be partially rebuilt were nearly complete and had been constructed to match the original in terms of design, materials and profile.  The existing bricks where re-used where possible and a lime-based mortar mix was also used, thereby adhering to good conservation principles.  The roof was almost complete apart from the sections of roof adjacent to the chimney stacks which would be completed as soon as the shuttering around the chimneys is removed. 

It was stated by a representative of Burkeway Properties that the chimneys were removed because they were structurally condemned due to the fire and the movement from the roof falling in.  They posed a serious health and safety risk.  They are 70% reconstructed at present and will be complete along with the roof by the first week in May 2010.  Contact between Burkeway Properties Ltd and the Planning Department is made on an on-going basis and it was agreed during the site inspection that the Council’s Conservation Officer would continue to be kept up-to-date of progress on site.  Sit inspections will also continue to be carried out until such time that the roof works and all other associated works are completed. “

· “The Caretaker for Cherryfield Residential Caravan Park carries out a regular routine of cleaning within the site. The open space area around the Site is monitored by the Housing and Parks Departments in relation to dumping, and a number of clean ups have been carried out. A further proposed clean up is being discussed by the appropriate Departments in relation to the existing condition of the area. 

· Any damage caused to the footpaths has been monitored by the Parks Department and previously repairs were carried out by the Environmental Services Department on a section of footpath to the rear of Cherryfield RCP where damage was caused by a leak in a drainage pipe from the Site.  No reports of fire damage have been received.  

· A CCTV camera is operational in the environs of the Residential Caravan Park and the open space to ensure that there is no illegal encroachment on to the open space. The camera is not monitored and is fixed so as to obtain a maximum view of the open space. There is no facility to view any video footage during night time or when lighting is poor. An additional camera is due to be installed in the coming week in order to cover the area at the rear of the site. 

· During any of the clean ups carried out so far by the Council, no evidence has been found in the household refuse that would indicate the person or persons responsible for the dumping and therefore no notices have been served by the Anti Litter Wardens under the Litter Acts.

All of the residents of Cherryfield RCP have been advised as to their responsibilities for maintaining their own bays in good condition with regard to the proper disposal of refuse from their own bays, and to adhere to the conditions of their Licence Agreements. A number of meetings have taken place between the Traveller Accommodation Unit and residents, in conjunction with the Tallaght Traveller Support Group, in an effort to establish and Estate Management Group for the RCP. This Group is intended to give the residents an opportunity to engage with the Council in the management and maintenance of the RCP and thereby engender a working relationship with the staff of the Council.”
