THE N7 NAAS ROAD FRAMEWORK STUDY
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“The South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010 contains several Local Zoning Objectives (LZO’s).  These LZO’s relate to particular sites/areas located within a broad zoning category where, notwithstanding the overall zoning of the area, the Council is seeking to achieve a specific objective.  LZO No. 5 of the 2004 South Dublin County Development Plan ‘N7 Gateway Corridor – Upgrading’ set the parameters for the N7 Naas Road Framework:-

 Facilitate appropriate high quality mixed use development (including offices and residential development) on lands adjoining the Naas Road/N7 between Citywest and the Dublin City boundary, for the purpose of upgrading this major gateway into the city.  This area will be the subject of a detailed urban design masterplan’. 
 For the purposes of the Development Framework, a decision was taken to concentrate on the area between Newlands Cross and the boundary with Dublin City Council at Kylemore, as this is the area subject to the greatest development pressure that might otherwise result in uncoordinated development. 

Work on the Framework commenced at the end of 2006 and by early 2007, a draft brief was prepared for the Consultants to prepare a non-statutory planning guidance document.

 The procurement process was subject to a series of delays as a result of, inter alia, implementation of the new public contract procedure and clarification of a conflict of interest on the part of one of the tenderers at the initial ‘expressions of interest’ stage.

 Notwithstanding this, public consultation took place during August and September 2007 and was reported to the local elected members immediately thereafter.

 The Project tender documentation was finalised in early 2008 and following an advertised public tender process, KCAP Consultants together with McGarry Ni Eanaigh Architects and JMP Transport Consultants were appointed in Summer 2008, to commence work in September 2008.

The draft Framework was completed in late Spring 2009 and was subject to public consultation over Summer 2009.  

Further to a briefing for elected members held at SDCC headquarters on 6 July 2009, the consultation period ran from 13 July to 1 September 2009.  A total of 24 submissions were received in response to consultation.

Many of the issues raised during the earlier consultation phase were repeated.  Landowners made 16 submissions, with statutory bodies and local community groups (South Dublin Conservation Society and Round Towers GAA) making up the remainder.

Landowners presented their view of how the Naas Road area should change, which involved development densities in excess of that proposed in the draft Development Framework.  West of the Red Cow interchange development potential is restricted as a result of traffic considerations and development committed in accordance with the previously approved Design Brief for the SIAC lands.  Landowners viewed this area suitable for greater levels of development than that envisaged and modelled by the Development Framework.

This gave rise to further work in respect of traffic assessment in order to re-test the assumptions made in the preparation of the Framework.  After engaging in this process, it was concluded that the traffic impacts associated with the scale of development envisaged by third parties could not be sustained on the improved road network.  Therefore, no change to the planned levels of density and scope for development at this location was recommended.

More significantly, the conclusion of the consultation process in September 2009 coincided with publication of a Health and Safety Authority (HSA) guidance document Policy & Approach of the Health & Safety Authority to COMAH Risk-based Land-use Planning i.e. the implications for land use planning of area based risk, associated with ‘SEVESO’ sites, three of which are located in the study area: BOC Gases Ireland, Bluebell Industrial Estate, Irish Distillers Ltd, Robinhood Road and Tibbett and Britten Group Ireland, Robinhood Road.

The designation as a ‘Seveso’ site means that some restrictions apply to proposed land uses in the surrounding area, as identified by the HSA.  While each site will incur differing restrictions, generally, the closer a proposed development is located to a Seveso site, the more land use occupation and density restrictions apply.

Specific further assessment and clarification was received from the HSA in Spring 2010 and is now incorporated into the Framework.  Whilst the general Framework strategy is to encourage the relocation of these facilities to suitable alternative sites, as long as they remain where existing, they are a constraint on the full development potential of the Naas Road Area.

Whilst it had been intended to vary the current County Development Plan based on the outcome of the Naas Road Development Framework, this has not been possible due to the issues that arose during the preparation of the Framework.  The current County Development Plan will be superseded by a new County Development Plan within months and it would neither be possible nor appropriate to initiate a variation procedure within the timescale.

However, the availability of the emerging draft Naas Road Framwork and the extensive work undertaken during its preparation has informed the Draft County Development Plan process to date.  In particular:-

 The reorganisation of the industrially zoned lands east of the Red Cow interchange and introduction of a new mixed use zoning in this area – EP1; 

· A new Specific Local Objective concerning a) the potential for a new Luas stop on the Naas Road and b) the reorganisation of the complex ‘Hamburger’ Junction with Long Mile Road; 

· A ‘Long Term Road Proposal’ for a new overbridge from Ballymount to the Red Luas Stop over the M50 for pedestrians, cyclists and public transport vehicles; 

· A ‘Long Term Road Proposal’ to link the Oak Road to Robinhood Road across the N7, the extension of the Killeen Road from Nangor Road to Chestnut Road and a new road linking Calmount Road with Ballymount Road Lower 

· LZO 5 to Facilitate appropriate development in accordance with the Naas Road Framework Plan incorporating the Luas Depot at Ballymount.

Recommendation
It is recommended that in order to conclude the process, that the Naas Road Development Framework Study be noted by the elected members of both the Lucan-Clondalkin and Tallaght Area Committees of South Dublin County Council.

It is proposed that should further, more detailed assessment of the areas subject to the Naas Road Framework be required in response to future significant development, that these areas would be subject to approved plans.

Note Re. Dublin City Council Area 
It is noted for information with regard to the lands immediately east of the SDCC Naas Road Study Area located in the Dublin City Council area, the City Council commissioned Murray O’Laoire Architects to carry out a strategic study of lands located around the junction of the Naas Road, Longmile Road, Walkinstown Avenue and Kylemore Road.  This was in response to and in anticipation of a series of large-scale planning applications on and around the site of the Royal Liver Retail Park in early 2008.  The elected members of Dublin City Council adopted the Naas Road Lands Strategic Plan in May 2009, which included the designation of a ‘Prime Urban Centre’ or PUC’, at Kylemore”.

A mixed use development comprising of residential, live-work and primary medical healthcare uses, a public plaza and ancillary and associated uses on a site of 1.28ha (3.2 acres) comprising:  15 no. apartments,  6 no. live-work units (incorporating 697.53 sq.m. work area and 6 no. residences);  primary healthcare medical facilities (3351.76sq.m.), a public plaza (536.65sq.m.) and a total of 68 no. car parking spaces (10 surface spaces, 58 basement spaces accessed via internal road).  Access for the proposed development is proposed via a new signalised junction located to the west of the site (300m southwest from existing roundabout between Citywest Road and Citywest Avenue).  It is also proposed to widen the existing Garter's Avenue to accommodate a right turning lane.  The live-work and residential element will consist of the construction of a five storey over basement building to provide 15 no. residential units and 6 no. live-work units.  The live-work units comprise 6 no. ground floor work units (697.53sq.m.) and 6 no. first floor residences (762.6sq.m.).  The apartments comprise 6 no. apartments on each of second and third floors (762.6sq.m. each floor) and 3 no. apartments at fourth floor (112.54sq.m.).  All apartments benefit from additional dedicated balconies and storage space.  The total residential mix provides for 3 no. 1 bed and 18 no. 2 bed residences.  A communal roof garden (62.82sq.m.) and common room (20.2sq.m.) are provided at fourth floor level and a civic plaza is provided at ground level (536.65sq.m.).  The primary medical health care facility will consist of the construction of a five storey over basement building to provide for primary care team accommodation, GP accommodation and common medical facilities on each of the following levels: ground floor (770.18sq.m.); first and second floors (644.94sq.m. each); third floor (701.36sq.m.) and fourth floor (590.34sq.m.).  Primary care team accommodation includes pharmacy, dietician, occupational therapy, physiotherapy, chiropody, speech therapy, dental, psychology and social care facilities.  A basement car park (2254.25sq.m.) provides common parking for medical facility and live-work units of which 27 no. spaces are reserved for the medical facility and 31 no. spaces are reserved for live-work and apartment units.  Bicycle parking and additional apartment storage facilities are also provided. Parking for 10 no. cars is provided at grade level.  The proposed development also includes provision for all associated drainage and attenuation, hard and soft landscaping, internal roads and streets, site boundary treatments and all associated ancillary works and site development works above and below ground.

UPGRADE WORKS AT BEECHFIELD PARK, CHERRYFIELD, AND  PROPOSED NEW MASTERPLAN FOR THE PARK
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager for a report on upgrade works at Beechfield Park, Cherryfield, and an update on the proposed new Masterplan for the park?"

REPLY:
A site meeting took place between the Parks Department and representatives of the Cherryfield Residents Association on November 30th, 2009.  Committments were given to undertake repair works to the park boundary, to undertake repairs to footpaths, to renew the ground surfacing and install a new pedestrian gate at one access point.  Arrangements are being made to undertake these works over the coming weeks.  In response to the request to clear moss from the tennis courts, moss control has recently been implemented.   Issues raised relating to the enhanced frequency of grass cutting in the park have been noted and will be addressed as part of the seasonal programme of grass cutting which has commenced within the past week.  A suggestion to apply paint-on interactive games for children onto the footpath surfaces is being explored with the Council's Arts Officer and a proposal to install adult exercise equipment is also being considered.  Discussion took place also with regard to the future use of the basketball court.  The Residents Association are of the view that if the basketball court was resurfaced and new stands and nets installed that the facility would be used.  This matter is being considered in consultation with the Council's Sports Officer. All of the above works are subject to the identification and availability of funding. 

The pavilion in Beechfield Park currently provides changing facilities in half of the building for the two football clubs with pitch allocations in the park, Cherryfield Utd. FC and Castle Celtic FC with the other half of the building used for activities relating to the tennis courts.  Clarification is being sought with regard to the current status and level of activity of the tennis club in the area.  An aspiration was discussed for the future development of the pavilion that would include the upgrading of the changing facilities and the provision of a community facility which would be available for a variety of community interests in association with the Cherryfield Residents Association.  The Parks Department is supportive in principal to proposals to expand the broader community use of the pavilion as this would have the effect of facilitating increased public presence and use of the park and the pavilion and act as a deterrent to the prevailing issues of anti-social behaviour.  However, the upgrading of the pavilion would require considerable capital investment, the source of which would have to be identified.   

In order to avoid a piecemeal approach to future planning of Beechfield Park, the Parks Department have committed to prepare a master plan in consultation with the local community to guide the future development of the park in accordance with local needs and a newly emerging population profile in the general area.  A master plan would enable the prioritisation of resources as they become available to undertake works in an organised and cohesive manner to ultimately achieve the overall plan.  It is intended to advance a consultation process towards formulating a master plan over the coming months.

“There were two children’s playgrounds located within Tymon Park, the first playground, provided in the 1980's, was located near to the Greenhills Road end of the park. The other playground, which was opened in 2005, was provided on the Wellington Lane side of the park. 

The first playground was one of a number of similar adventure style playgrounds, constructed from timber, in the mid to late 1980's with a design life of ten to fifteen years. The Tymon playground was the last one of this type in the county and in recent years, more and more equipment had to be removed due to the decay of the timbers from which it was originally constructed. While some additional steel pieces had been provided in recent years, with the gradual removal of the bulk of the playground, it no longer met modern standards and was not considered to be viable. As a result, the remaining equipment was removed in the autumn of last year.  

As part of the five year playground construction programme 2007 – 2012, adopted by the Council in December 2006, it was proposed to provide a new playground near the main entrance to Tymon Park off Tymon North Road to replace the original playground located at the Greenhills end of the park. This project has been included in the Council’s Capital Programme and is subject to the availability of adequate funding.  As a next step, it is planned to advance with a Part 8 public consultation process for the proposed new playground over the coming months”.
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Ms. Mary Keenan, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, presented the Report.

“Under normal circumstances with a full compliment of staff and machinery, the Parks Dept. would endeavour to have all open spaces and grassed areas under maintenance cut on a nine to ten day rota basis. This is the optimum and most cost efficient cutting frequency as it minimises vehicle breakdowns, reduces the accumulation of litter and does not generate significant amounts of grass clippings. This frequency is not always achieved due to a range of factors such as staff on leave, machinery breakdowns, weather and ground conditions and other works on hand. 

In relation to grass cutting on public roads, the Council must comply with stringent Health and Safety / Traffic Management requirements now in force. Compliance with the regulations means that additional time is required at these locations in order to set up the signing, lighting and guarding prior to carrying out any works and removal of same upon completion of the works for the day. In addition to this, on the routes carrying significant volumes of traffic where traffic flows have to be maintained at certain times of the day e.g. rush hour periods, working is often restricted to off peak periods in order to maintain traffic flows. The combined effect of these requirements is that the main roads will be cut, at most, three to four times this year. A programme for this work is in preparation in association with the Council's Roads Maintenance and Traffic Sections. 

Notwithstanding the above, every effort will be made to allocate the resources available within the Parks Department on a prioritised basis to maximum effect, to ensure that the grass maintenance across the Tallaght Area is to the highest possible standard.  In this regard first priority will be given to the maintenance of existing County Council sports pitches, to ensure there is no disruption to weekend fixtures etc.”
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Mr. Bill Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, presented the Report.

Tallaght Quality Bus Corridor Enhancements - N81 - Hard Shoulder Conversion.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
Part VIII of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations 2001-2007 outlines the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments.  These regulations apply to the proposed Tallaght QBC Enhancements – N81 Hard Shoulder Conversion.

TALLAGHT QBC ENHANCEMENTS 

N81 – HARD SHOULDER CONVERSION

The Committee at its meeting held on the 23rd November, 2009 approved initiation of the Part 8 Public Consultation Procedure for the Tallaght QBC Enhancements – N81 Hard Shoulder Conversion.

Public Notice of the availability for public inspection of the plans and particulars of the proposed scheme was given in the public press on Wednesday 9th December 2009. Submissions and observations with respect to the proposed development, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated, were invited to be made in writing to the County Council before 4.30 pm Friday 19th February 2010. 

(a) Description of the Nature and Extent of the Proposed Development and the Principal Features thereof: -

· Provide priority for buses along the route. 

· Widen the southern side of the Tallaght Road roundabout to provide a dedicated bus lane around the roundabout. Widening would also be required on the northern side on the approach to the roundabout.

· Widen both the inbound and outbound hard shoulders between Whitestown Way and Killinarden Way by approximately 0.7m on the northern side and 0.8m on the southern side.

· Widen the northern side of the carriageway between Cookstown Road and Fortunestown Road by up to 2.5m.

· It is proposed that the bus lanes will be operational 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

· Reduce the speed limit between Cheeverstown Centre and Spawell Road roundabout from 60km/h to 50km/h.
Modification to existing speed limits will be subject to the necessary Speed Limit ByeLaw – details will be presented to the Members for their consideration in due course.

· Modify traffic islands to allow for straight through bus lanes at signalised junctions.

· Buses travelling in the outbound direction (away from Dublin city) will have approximately 4.27 kilometres of new bus lane. Buses travelling in the inbound direction (towards Dublin city) will have approximately 2.56 kilometres of new bus lane which will tie in with the existing bus lane.

· Relocation of a pedestrian crossing between Killinarden Heights and Fortunestown Road to the controlled signalised junctions at these locations. 

· Improve cycle and pedestrian facilities along the route.

· Upgrade all existing bus stops through the provision of new shelters, kassel kerbs etc.

· Provide 8 new bus stops (4 in the inbound direction and 4 in the outbound) at the following locations: 2 close to Avonmore Road junction, 2 close to Greenhills Road junction, 2 at Old Bawn Road junction and 2 at the footbridge to the square. 

· Provide significant savings for bus users in the morning and evening peak.

· Upgrade signalised junctions along the route to improve priority for buses on the approach to junctions.

All of the above are as detailed in QBNPO drawing numbers 423-DPD-001 to 0016 inclusive.
(b) Evaluation of the likely implications, if any, of the proposed development with respect to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated: -

The scheme involves the implementation of a number of measures that will improve the efficiency of bus services operating along the route. A significant amount of bus lanes will be provided.

In addition, junctions along the route will be upgraded and modified to provide improved facilities for pedestrians and other vulnerable road users. Cycle facilities are also proposed along the majority of the route.

In light of the above, the proposed development is consistent with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

South Dublin County Council hereby agrees to Kildare County Council exercising and performing on its behalf, all of its Statutory powers, functions and duties of South Dublin County Council, which are now, or may hereafter be vested in South Dublin County Council, and necessary to enable Kildare County Council to perform and carry out fully all functions of South Dublin County Council necessary to achieve the construction and completion of the Project.

2. Kildare County Council shall construct and complete the Project to such a standard as it may decide in consultation with the National Roads Authority and shall incur such costs or expenses (hereinafter collectively referred to as “the Cost”) as it may decide is necessary for the cost of constructing and completing the Project and as may be ancillary and consequential hereto. The design will be provided by the National Roads Authority and its agents.

3. Kildare County Council shall be responsible for and shall apply to the appropriate Authority for an allocation of the funds necessary to cover the cost.

4. The actual cost of the construction and completion of the Project shall include the costs and expenses of all acts necessary and ancillary thereto which shall be ascertained and certified by the Director of Services, Directorate of Transportation or other person as may be appointed by the County Manager of Kildare County Council.

5. Kildare County Council shall consult with and shall provide South Dublin County Council and its officers with all information currently available to it, which South Dublin County Council may require from time to time in relation to the execution of the Project.

6. South Dublin County Council shall provide Kildare County Council and its officers with all information currently available to it which Kildare County Council may require in relation to the execution of the Project

7. South Dublin County Council shall co-operate fully with Kildare County Council in all respects and where and when necessary in relation to the exercise and performance by Kildare County Council of the Statutory powers, functions and duties undertaken by it under this agreement.

8. In the event of a dispute arising between the parties hereto as to the effect or interpretation of this agreement or as to the respective rights or liabilities of the parties hereto same shall be referred to and decided by the National Roads Authority or by such other person as the said Authority may appoint and in that respect the decision of the said Authority or the person so appointed shall be final and binding on the parties hereto.

9. Kildare County Council shall agree with South Dublin County Council the starting date for the commencement of the proposed works including the detail of the traffic management plan required to be put in place to facilitate the safe and timely execution of the works at each of the bridges referred to in this agreement.  The consent of South Dublin County Council to the detail of the proposed traffic management plan shall not be unreasonably withheld by South Dublin County Council or any of its Officers.

“That this Committee calls on the Manager, in view of the ongoing traffic problems and the obvious danger to motorists exiting and entering the shopping centre opposite Raheen/Whitebrook Estates, to carry out an investigation into possible measures that could be introduced to improve safety at this busy neighbourhood centre.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The affected roadway is located between the Outer Ring Road and Cookstown Way and is utilised by the community journeying to local facilities and by some elements of commuter traffic avoiding the N81.  The volume of traffic is causing concern for both the local economy and for the residents and transport users.

There are currently three vehicular access points/junctions with a pedestrian crossing over a length of 78 metres. The Council has taken actions to reduce the speed of vehicles entering the area. Maplewood Road is traffic calmed and traffic calming has been implemented in Raheen/ Whitebrook.  The pedestrian crossing facilitates the vulnerable road users and motorists should drive in accordance with the conditions encountered. 

It is not possible to close any of the existing access locations/junctions, as there are no alternative accesses available for usage.

Planning was granted to realign the Cookstown road and this new section of road development will have an influence on the traffic and transportation patterns along the existing road and on the local road network in the vicinity and is critical to the proper traffic management of the area. The ability of the Council to open this road is in doubt. However should the road be opened to traffic it is possible to resolve many of the issues raised”.
