There are graffiti removal requests outstanding in the following areas: Templeroan, Knocklyon, Landsdown, Ballyroan, Templeogue Village, Longwood, Aranleigh, Beaufort, Grange Road, Rathfarnham Wood, Rathfarnham Village and Castleside Drive.  These will be completed as soon as the work schedules of the Council's Graffiti Removal Crew and/or the Probation Services Team work schedules allow.

To date in 2010, graffiti removals have been carried out in Beverly, Stocking Lane, Castlefield Avenue and Knocklyon Road.

"To ask the Manager for an update on the implementation of the Brown Bin system in the Rathfarnham area?"
REPLY:
The implementation of the brown bin system is the subject of intense discussions with the waste collection staff representatives in the context of the necessary restructuring of the service that is required to facilitate its introduction.

A contractor has been appointed to supply and deliver brown bins throughout the County and it is anticipated that this will commence immediately upon completion of the discussions referred to above to comply with national targets for the diversion of bio-degradable waste from landfill by the deadline date of July 2010.   Compliance with the deadline date of July 2010 is critical to the future of the Council's waste function as only pre-treated waste can be accepted at landfills from that date forward. Councillors and customers will be advised of the roll out arrangements and service details as soon as possible. It is expected that the first deliveries will begin in mid to late May 2010.

In accordance with the Third Schedule of the Council's Storage, Presentation and Collection of Household Waste Bye-Laws 2007 the following items can be put in the brown bin:

· Kitchen food scraps/fruit & vegetables 

· Meat, fish, poultry & bones 

· Tea bags, coffee grinds & paper filters 

· Breads, cakes & biscuits 

· Soups & sauces, eggs & dairy products 

· Out of date foods (cheese, yoghurt etc. – no plastic packaging) 

· Paper napkins & paper towels 

· Food soiled in light cardboard or paper (no coated paper) 

· Grass clippings, leaves & plant trimmings (up to finger sized twigs) 

· Cut flowers, old plants, moss & weeds – (no weed killer)

“DRINKING WATER - RESTRICTED AREAS
A report was requested on the mechanisms used for the restriction of supplies of water across the county with a view to establishing how such a necessity could be managed in the future.

While South Dublin County Council attempted at all times during the water restriction period in January and February 2010 to ration the water fairly on a rolling rotation bases, some areas because of their location in the water distribution network did not lose their water supply at all. These areas were on small pumped systems or on Hospital lines for example. One such area was in the Knocklyon/Ballyboden area both sides of the Scholarstown Road between the M50 and Stocking Lane including parts of Orlagh Park, Woodfield, Scholarstown Park and Boden Park estates. The area within the pink border on the attached map. The reason for this was that the valve to turn this District Meter Area (DMA) off is located in a locked Pumping Station owned by Dun Laoghaire County Council and only accessible to South Dublin County Council during working hours except in emergencies.”
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Mr. D. Finch, Senior Engineer, presented the report.  Following a contribution from Councillors P. Cosgrave and C. Keane, Mr. Finch responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

“JUNK COLLECTION
The Members requested that consideration be given to the provision of free access to the Ballymount Civic Amenity for residents in light of the discontinuation of the Junk Collection Service and that a report be submitted on the matter. The Ballymount Civic Amenity is part of the broader Integrated Waste Service provided by the Council and must be considered in the context of the provision of the entire service rather than in isolation.

Members will be aware, from a report circulated on Monday 10 May 2010,that significant progress has been made in recent weeks towards the introduction of the Brown Bin service with an Agreement having been reached with Unions on arrangements for the collection of same. This, along with changes to the Landfill Levy and VAT arrangements will have significant implaications for the service as a whole. As advised in the report, a major review of the finances of the entire Integrated Waste Service can now be undertaken and will be completed by mid June.

Consideration of the availability of the Ballymount Civic Amenity will be included in this review.”

The following Report by the Manager was READ:
“As reported previously, the relocation of the bring bank carries cost, land ownership and road re-alignment elements that have been under discussion and must be resolved before any works can be undertaken. It should be noted that the context has changed with the significantly different economic environment for both the Council and the OPW and it does not appear likely that current circumstances will allow the relocation.

This location is regularly inspected and cleaned by the Council's Cleansing Section. It has been a subject recently of intense inspection and as the photographs attached show is not considered to be an eye sore.  The Bring Banks were cleaned during their last service.  The Roads Department have been requested to investigate the possibility of tarmacing this area and their report is awaited in this regard.”

“There were a number of informal communications and meetings with the OPW over the last few years.  However, no formal minuted meetings are available for the members.  

However as reported to the Members at the April meeting, the relocation of the bring bank carries cost, land ownership and road re-alignment elements that have been under discussion and must be resolved before any works can be undertaken. This is complex and time consuming. It should be noted that the context has changed with the significantly different economic environment for both the Council and the OPW and it does not appear likely that current circumstances will allow the relocation.

This site is cleaned twice weekly by the Council's Cleansing Department and there are no recent reports of dumping at this site.  These bring banks were also cleaned by the contractor during a recent service.  It was the subject of intense inspection recently and there was no evidence of illegal dumping or anti-social behaviour.”

“The advance credit system is now firmly embedded throughout the County and is operating very satisfactorily.

Some 269 households in the Rathfarnham area that were previously on the Council's database of waste collection customers have not had their bin registered for the advance credit system.    While a small number of these customers are possibly still customers of the Council's refuse collection service it is likely that the majority do not use the Council's service as all customers (apart from those making contact most recently) that have contacted the Council with regard to bin registration have been called to by either depot staff or contractors.

There are in the region of 70 open customer queries relating to refuse collection issues (missed collections, replacement card requests, registration queries, account queries etc.) in the Rathfarnham area at present, all of which have been received in the last week or so.”

REPLY:
The open spaces in Longwood Park and two of the three open spaces in Stonepark Abbey are in charge of the Council and under regular maintenance. 

The only open space in the two developments that is not currently in charge is the open space adjacent to the Grange Road entrance. This open space is known as the “compound site” and has been the subject of discussion with the developer and his solicitor over the past six months with the objective of having this area also taken in charge by the Council. 

The solicitor for the developer has now submitted documentation that will allow for the open space to be taken in charge by the Council subject to the usual examination of the documentation by the Council’s Law Department.  As soon as the Council has verified the documentation and the documents have been signed and authenticated by both parties,  the open space area will be taken in charge and included in the regular maintenance programme for the area.

It is expected that this process will be completed shortly.

"To ask the Manager for details of the 2010 Grass Cutting programme in the Rathfarnham Area?"
REPLY:
Under normal circumstances with a full compliment of staff and machinery, the Parks Dept. would endeavour to have all open spaces and grassed areas under maintenance cut on a nine to ten day rota basis. This is the optimum and most cost efficient cutting frequency as it minimises vehicle breakdowns, reduces the accumulation of litter and does not generate significant amounts of grass clippings. This frequency is not always achieved due to a range of factors such as staff on leave, machinery breakdowns, weather and ground conditions and other works on hand. 

In relation to grass cutting on public roads, the Council must comply with stringent Health and Safety / Traffic Management requirements now in force. Compliance with the regulations means that additional time is required at these locations in order to set up the signing, lighting and guarding prior to carrying out any works and removal of same upon completion of the works for the day. In addition to this, on the routes carrying significant volumes of traffic where traffic flows have to be maintained at certain times of the day e.g. rush hour periods, working is often restricted to off peak periods in order to maintain traffic flows. The combined effect of these requirements is that the main roads will be cut, at most, three to four times this year. A programme for this work is in preparation in association with the Council's Roads Maintenance and Traffic Sections. 

Notwithstanding the above, every effort will be made to allocate the resources available within the Parks Department on a prioritised basis to maximum effect, to ensure that the grass maintenance across the Rathfarnham Area is to the highest possible standard.  In this regard, priority will be given to the maintenance of playing fields to ensure that they are available for play.

"To ask the Manager for a detailed /full report on the work carried out - progress etc. etc.  that was agreed would take place at Willbrook Lawn open space - entire area?"
REPLY:
The following report was noted at the meeting of the Rathfarnham Area Committee on the 15th December 2009.

“On 13 November, 2007, a resolution was agreed at the Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting whereby hoardings erected would be removed in order to facilitate access to the open space area for public use.  The agreement specifically required the occupiers of Nos. 29 and 30 Willbrook Lawn to arrange for the reconstruction of their boundary walls.  To minimise any potential for anti social activity in the area, the Council agreed to erect gated railings at two agreed locations.  It was intended that the gates would be opened during normal park hours and closed at darkness thereby giving access for play to the entire open space during daylight hours whilst minimising night-time security risk to Nos. 29 and 30 and the potential for anti-social behaviour.  It is intended that the Willbrook Lawn Residents Association would be responsible for the opening and closing of the gates. The resolution is almost fully implemented with respect to the open space abutting No. 29 Willbrook Lawn.

An exchange of correspondence has been ongoing between the Council and the solicitors representing the owner of No. 30 Willbrook Lawn since March 2008.  The owner is insistent that the open space abutting the premises be ceded to her and that she would be responsible for the construction of a new boundary wall along the line of the proposed gated railing with no access to the land and contrary to the resolution made on 13th November, 2007.

On 10th March 2009 the Law Agent wrote to the Solicitors for the owner of No. 30 Willbrook Lawn setting out the proposals.  No response was received.

By letter dated 1st September 2009, the Council again wrote to the Solicitors for the owner of the property at 30 Willbrook Lawn stating that after the passage of 30 days from the date of the letter the Council would remove the existing hoarding adjacent to 30 Willbrook Lawn in order to restore fully the open space area and that it would erect a new hoarding along the property line of 30 Willbrook Lawn in the event of the owner not taking action to secure the property boundary. 

By letter dated 7th September, 2009, the Solicitor for the owner of No. 30 Willbrook Lawn responded to the Council requesting a copy of letter dated 10th March 2009 and same was furnished by letter dated 17th September 2009.

By letter dated 29th September, 2009, the Solicitors for the property owner replied as follows:

“……any attempt by any party to interfere with our client’s property to include her boundary fence, will result in our client taking such legal action as she may be advised with a view to defending and vindicating her rights in the matter.”

In response to further correspondence from the Solicitors for the property owner, dated 22nd December 2009, the Council's Law Agent issued a letter on 15th January in the following terms:

That 

·         the existing fence would be removed by Parks Department

·         the rear garden boundary of No. 30 Willbrook Lawn would be secured by means of a timber fence pending the reconstruction of the boundary wall  by the owner

·         that a railing and double leaf gates would be erected on the open space and that

·         landscaping of the open space would be consistent with the landscaping of the open space adjacent to No. 29 Willbrook Lawn.

 It was further stated that the Council’s Parks Department intended to commence the works as indicated on 26th January 2010. 

The Law Agent has concurred with the actions proposed in the foregoing report.”

It was planned to implement the actions outlined above on the 26th January 2010.  However, the Council' Law Agent received a letter on the 25th January 2010 from the solicitor for the owner of 30 Willbrook Lawn and on the advice of the Council’s Law Agent it was decided to postpone the actions until clarification had been received on the matters raised by the solicitor for the owner of 30 Willbrook Lawn.  

As a result of those discussions, a further letter has issued to the Solicitors acting for the owner of 30 Wilbrook Lawn, stating that the Council intends proceeding with the works on Tuesday 25th May 2010.

In relation to the balance of open space, adjacent to No. 29 Willbrook Lawn, the landscape works have been completed and the area secured. “The current anti-cycle gate located at the pedestrian access to Knocklyon Park from St. Colmcilles Way is referred to as a kissing gate and is to a standard design that is used throughout the parks and open spaces in the South Dublin administrative area.  Its function is to particularly impede access to public open space areas by motorcycles but the gate is designed to facilitate access for standard wheelchairs and children's buggies.  The design of the existing anti-cycle gate is also effective in alerting caution in pedestrians and slowing down their passage from the open space area to the busy thoroughfare of St. Columcille's Way.  

An alternative option, known as a k-barrier (details provided) has been installed in some of our parks in recent times and it was suggested that the residents of Woodstown might wish to consider the suitability of this type of access gate for the location in question. However, it would appear that there is a desire to remove the existing barrier completely and not replace it with any alternative. 

The option of removing the existing pedestrian barrier completely and replacing it with a traffic barrier along the footpath would result in the open space and pitches at Woodstown being exposed to use by motorbikes/scramblers etc. Pedestrian entrances to parkland/open spaces must be secured in order to prevent damage to these open spaces and pitches by motorbikes/scramblers.   The Parks and Landscape Services Department will make arrangements to meet with and discuss the alternatives with representatives of the Residents Association.”

A site inspection of Bolton Hall, RPS Ref. 286 was carried out on 22nd April 2010 in order to check on the progress of works in relation to the reinstatement of the roof to Bolton Hall and associated features i.e. repair/reinstatement of chimneys etc.  Other works being carried out due to fire damage and/or water damage after the fire include repair works to ceilings and decorative plasterworks. The issue of the mature tress was also detailed in previous correspondence to Burkeway Properties Ltd and it was requested that a response include some sort of statement in relation to maintenance of the grounds and that when it is an appropriate time of year for pruning/cutting back trees that this is something that could be given consideration due to health and safety reasons.  However it should be noted that it is the responsibility of the owner to carry out pruning/cutting back trees and does not fall under the remit of the Section 59 Notice nor is it an onus on the owner in relation to the safeguarding of a Protected Structure.  

Further to this a representative from Burkeway Properties Ltd contacted the Planning Department for advice on proper procedure for dealing with overgrown mature trees within a Protected Structure site.  The representative has been advised to contact the Parks Department for appropriate advice in relation to appropriate methods etc.  It has been agreed that pruning/cutting will only be carried out on the advice of the Parks Department and that no trees shall be removed as the trees are an important part of the setting of Bolton Hall.”

“Property Path currently has 25 unsold properties on hand, of which 3 are owned by the Council with 22 available under the Direct Sales process. There are a further 13 homes with booking deposits placed and at various stages of purchase and contract. Sales on 9 affordable homes have closed in 2010 up to the end of April 2010.

In accordance with Department circular letter AHS 1/09 ‘Measures to Deal with Unsold Affordable Homes and Related Issues’ and the Social Housing Leasing Initiative, South Dublin County Council leased 97 homes to Social Housing applicants in late 2009, with a further 5 leased in 2010. Under this scheme the person leasing the affordable home has the option to purchase the home. A further 31 properties have been approved by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government for funding and are currently in the process of being leased. 

The terms of the circular provided a means of providing for social housing need and to eliminate some financial constraints on the Council’s finances.

The Circular mainly provided for:

(1)   Effective action to achieve early sale of units to eligible affordable home purchasers, with particular emphasis on pursuing a broadly-based and efficient approach to marketing and sales supported by availability of local authority loans to fund affordable home purchases. To assist in this, the limit for local authority loans is being increased to €220,000. 
(2)   Alternative measures to deal with units which, it has been satisfactorily established, are not likely to sell to affordable purchasers in current market conditions.
A Report circulated to the October 2009 meeting of South Dublin County Council was approved by the Members and approved an Agreement between Helm Housing Association for the management and maintenance of 103 Council owned unsold affordable homes.

Regarding the current stock of 25 unsold affordable homes The Property Path, South Dublin County Council’s Affordable Housing Section is continuing to advertise and promote the properties by way of website updates, emails and text messaging to all our affordable applicants. Viewings are arranged at the developments with either SDCC housing staff or the developer in the respective scheme. There are still 2019 approved applicants on the Affordable Housing List, as at 30th April 2010.”

Report on Summer Projects 2010
 
Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period.
