QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe
"To ask the Manager will he arrange for the removal of the burnt out waste at the pedestrian entry at the end of Rossfield Drive and Park, arrange for the removal of litter along the wall inside Rossfield Park and the Outer Ring Road and arrange for the removal of the concrete slab on the green space?"

REPLY:
The location in question has been inspected by the local Litter Warden who has subsequently asked the Parks Department to remove material from the public open space and he has also asked the Cleansing Section to remove material from the footpath between Rossfield Drive and Cheeverstown Road.  It appears that the concrete slab was left behind by the contractors during the works on the Outer Ring Road and the Roads Department will be requested to arrange its removal if this is the case.

THE CONTROL OF HORSES ACT
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
“To ask the Manager to confirm that horses grazing on commonage lands are exempt from the provisions of the Control of Horses Act, and can he therefore also confirm that this exemption extends to any road running through such lands?”
REPLY:
There is no provision in the Control of Horses Act 1996 or Bye-Laws 1997 exempting horses grazing on commonage lands or on roads therein from the Control of Horses Act 1996 or Bye-Laws 1997. 

Section 3 of South Dublin County Council, Control of Horses Act 1996, Bye-Laws 1997 states that the County of South Dublin is a control area.  All horse owners within the County of South Dublin must therefore be in possession of a valid licence. This is set out in the Control of Horses Act 1996, Sec18 (1):

“Subject to section 19, a person who owns a horse which is kept by him or her on his or her behalf in a control area shall, unless he or she holds a horse licence in respect of the horse entitling that owner to keep the horse in the control area, be guilty of an offence.” The Council has powers of entry onto private property set down in the Control of Horses Act 1996, Sec 34 (1).

REPLY:
Following receipt of complaints about the operation of the shop at this location, the local Litter warden has been in contact with the operators to ascertain certain information as part of an ongoing investigation of the complaints.  A Warning Letter has issued informing the operator about the Casual Trading Bye-Laws and once a response has been received, the appropriate next stage in enforcement of the Bye-Laws will be considered.

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney

REPLY:
The laneway in question between St. Brendan's Crescent and St. James' Road in Greenhills was inspected by the local Litter Warden who reports that some bags and white goods were found which have now been listed for removal by the Cleansing Section.  He reports that no evidence was found to support a fine or prosecution.

The green space at Dangan Park has recently been cleaned by the Parks Department following inspection and referral by the local Litter Warden.  Regrettably, on this  and other occasions where there has been some material left at this location, there has not been sufficient evidence found at the scene to support either a fine or a prosecution under the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, as amended.  Where this is the case, no action can be taken unless local residents who may have witnessed the dumping can identify perpetrators and are willing to attend Court if necessary.

REPLY:
The implementation of the brown bin system has been the subject of intense discussions with the waste collection staff representatives in the context of the necessary restructuring of the service that is required to facilitate its introduction.

A contractor has been appointed to supply and deliver brown bins throughout the County and it is anticipated that this will commence one ratification of the outcome of the discussions referred to above is confirmed, to comply with national targets for the diversion of bio-degradable waste from landfill by the deadline date of July 2010.   Compliance with the deadline date of July 2010 is critical to the future of the Council's waste function as only pre-treated waste can be accepted at landfills from that date forward. Councillors and customers will be advised of the roll out arrangements and service details as soon as possible. “Due to Budgetary constraints, South Dublin County Council discontinued its service of unblocking household sewers for a set fee or removing troublesome broad straps on private combined drains where all households on the line contributed towards the charge.  This work is now being done by private contractors.  When the Council receives a call concerning a sewerage problem, the Drainage Inspector for the area inspects to ascertain if the problem is on the main sewer.  If it is, the Drainage Maintenance crew is called out immediately to rectify the problem.  If, however, the problem turns out to be on a private combined drain, the caller is informed of what the problem is and how to have the matter rectified i.e. work to be carried out by the householder or by a private contractor.  If one or more of the houses on a private combined drain are owned by the Council, the Council's Housing Department contributes towards the cost of the work by private contractors.  

As the Council has withdrawn from all private household sewerage work, no letters are being issued to householders pointing out their joint responsibilities for problems on their private combined drains.  Where problems occur, the local Drainage Inspector will issue leaflets to the householders from the Environmental Awareness Section entitled "Think Rubbish Bin not Toilets!".  These leaflets are available on the Council's website www.southdublin.ie  “

Report on Summer Projects 2010
Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2010 it is estimated that approximately 6,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects.

County Dublin V.E.C has agreed to continue their financial support to Summer Projects for the year 2010. These grants will be complementary to the above resulting in co-ordination between the two authorities, ensuring there is added value from this approach. 

Catholic Youth Care provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.  

It should be noted that in some cases the necessary insurance cost will be deducted from the grant provided by South Dublin County Council and will be paid directly to Catholic Youth Care.

IMPROVEMENTS/ ENHANCEMENTS TO MCULLIAM ESTATE
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr
“To ask the Manager to give details of progress in respect of improvements/ enhancements to McUlliam Estate, indicating the plans for provision of games facilities and development of green open space for recreation?”
REPLY:
In relation to the development land in Mac Uilliam Estate, a corner of this site is being developed for a play space.  The Council's Parks department is in the process of drawing up tender documents at present for a Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) on the site.

The Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government have provided funding within the Social Housing Investment Programme 2010 to enable landscaping works and a play area to be provided on the undeveloped portion of the overall housing masterplan area in Fortunestown. These works when completed will greatly enhance the public realm for the substantial community now housed in the completed phases of the Fortunestown scheme. Documentation is currently being prepared for Part 8 public notification and for tender purposes. Initial site preparation work will commence over the summer months.

CLEANSING OF THE AREAS SURROUNDING ALL TRAVELLER SPECIFIC RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENTS
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr
“To ask the Manager once again to arrange complete cleansing of the areas surrounding all Traveller specific residential developments in the Tallaght area, and to ensure the completion of any landscaping and open space enhancement works immediately, given their detrimental effect on surrounding developments and internally within the developments themselves?”
REPLY:
The cleansing of areas within and surrounding traveller specific accommodation is regularly carried out by the caretakers in the traveller specific developments, skips are provided and staff are re-deployed in order to carry out such work.  With regard to landscaping, a comprehensive survey of all Residential Caravan Parks was carried out in conjunction with the Parks and Landscaping Services Department, and a programme of works is being undertaken at the appropriate time of year for planting and within the constraints of available funding.

Review of public areas surrounding Traveller Specific Accommodation within Tallaght area
 Hazel Hill
The land adjacent to the rear of Bays 1 – 5 has been acquired by SDCC (Ref: HDA 697). The rest of the land surrounding the development specifically the land adjacent to Houses 6 – 10 and the access road is currently in the process of being acquired by SDCC. The mounded grass verges on either side of the approach road should be mown with a flail mower to remove heavy grass and weed growth. The gorse and grass in the fields surrounding the development should be regularly cut. Any refuse found in these areas to be removed.

St. Aidans, Brookfield
Area at the front of the development - level off any rough areas, remove timber fence and reseed with grass.

The areas to the right of the entrance of the development and the surrounding land - major re-grading works required here including the addition of topsoil and landscaping to control dumping and to enable the area to be regularly maintained.

All refuse found in the areas surrounding the development to be removed. 

Belgard Park
Existing planting beds surrounded with low stone walls at the front of the development – spray for weeds and replant with shrubs or other suitable plant material and finish with mulch. 

Planted grassed strip along main road – temporarily remove healthy trees, dispose of dead trees, re-grade and landscape mounds to enable a maintainable grass surface to be established, replant all healthy trees. All refuse to be removed. 

Daletree Place
The Traveller Accommodation Unit has been and will continue to maintain the grass verge on either side of the entrance to Daletree Place.

The grass verge along the road opposite the entrance to Daletree Place has not been taken in charge by SDCC. There have been instances of dumping of refuse along the grass verge opposite the entrance to Daletree Drive and over the fence which is in the vicinity of the electrical sub station located within the Hunters Wood development. Discussions are continuing as to how to combat this ongoing problem.   

Belgard Road
Redevelopment of Belgard Road is currently under discussion.

Turnpike, Red Cow Roundabout
Redevelopment of Turnpike is currently taking place and appropriate landscaping measures will be put in place.

QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe
"To ask the Manager if there are any new developments in resolving the problems associated with the closed laneway between Swiftbrook Estate and St. Brigids School?"

REPLY:
Prior to a casual vacancy being re-allocated the Council carries out repairs in line with the Council’s re-let policy.  The amount of repairs depends on the condition and age of house.  

House A was allocated in June 2008 and extensive repairs were carried out prior to its allocation. There was no commitment made to replace the windows at the time of allocation.  The Council did carry out a survey of that estate in April 2008 with the intention of replacing all windows in the estate requiring replacement and the house in question was included in that programme. Unfortunately, due to financial constraints this programme was withdrawn.   

House B was allocated in June 2008.  Extensive re- let repairs were carried out to this property in line with the Council’s re-let housing policy.  There was no commitment made to replace the windows at this property either because of Council’s intention to do so under a proposed window programme detailed above.  The house was surveyed as part of that programme.  No commitment was given to provide topsoil to this house.  

The Council allocated €1 million in funding for replacement of windows and doors from the 2009 budget.  This funding is being used solely to replace the most needy windows and doors for applicants who are on a list in housing maintenance going back to 2005.  Prior to work commencing the windows/doors are being examined and graded from 1(best) to 5 (worst).  Only those with a grade 5 are being replaced at present.  There are 595 applicants in total in the county.  The grading is ongoing at present and work is being undertaken on those identified as grade 5 in parallel.  Prior to work starting tenants must have a clear rent account or be adhering to an arrangement to clear any arrears.

Inspection of the windows was carried out under this programme on the 7th January 2010 and the windows/doors received a grade 3 and will not be replaced under the current programme.

HOUSES VACANT IN MACUILLIAM ESTATE
QUESTION: Councillor E. Walsh
"To ask the Manager to detail how many houses are now vacant in Mac Uilliam Estate; will he confirm what action is being taken to return the houses to the Housing Stock and will he make a statement?"

REPLY:
The Council has 306 rented properties in Mac Uilliam Estate and there are currently 11 properties vacant representing 3.6 % of the overall estate. It should be noted that 5 of these properties only became vacant in the last couple of months. This estate is still unsettled with a high turnover of surrenders and at the same time it is difficult to source replacement tenants. 

The current status of these properties is as follows: Two of these units have tenants sourced and are due for allocation within the next week.  Another unit was almost ready for allocation with a tenant sourced but the ESB meter was stolen and the Council is currently waiting on the ESB to fit a new meter.  This will be allocated as soon as the meter is installed.  Of the remaining eight properties re - let repairs have commenced in six properties and tenants are currently being sourced for these. These properties should be ready for allocation within the next month. The remaining two properties were only recently surrendered.

The Council's work is constantly being hampered by vandalism.  This occurred in two of the above properties during the period when the repairs were being carried out.  The damage included the stealing of all the copper piping, cylinder and sink top in one unit and the windows and doors destroyed in the other.   This seriously hampers the Council’s re –let programme of works. The Council makes every effort to prepare housing units for re-allocation in an efficient and timely manner.Bottom of Form

NEW WORKS

LANDSCAPING AND PLAYGROUND WORKS AT FORTUNESTOWN
“Mac Uilliam Estate (Fortunestown B) was originally designed as a masterplan of 5 phases.  Work commenced initially on Phase 2 and 4 followed by Phase 1.  Phases 3 and 5 were tendered as Affordable Housing but due to the economic downturn have not received approval from the Department of Environment and will not proceed at least in the medium term.  Phases 3 and 5 were designed to include amenity open space and playground facilities.

The overall Mac Uilliam scheme remains uncompleted as a result with a shortage of amenity open space and play facilities.  As part of the Mayor’s Initiative, consultations took place on 3rd March 2010 between the Mayor and the Director of Housing & Social Development with local residents groups.  Following this, a preliminary design and cost plan was submitted to the Department of Environment for both Mac Uilliam and Balgaddy completion works.  Funding for both projects has now been approved by the DoE.

The scheme for Mac Uilliam, as indicated on the attached outline plan, includes – 

· A multi-use Games Area (MUGA) adjoining Mac Uilliam Avenue.  A sub-base has already been installed by Parks Department for this element. 

· A Children’s Playground adjoining Mac Uilliam Avenue central to the scheme. 

· A double line of trees east-west along Mac Uilliam Mews framing the northern end of the phase 3/5 site. 

· A double line of trees north-west from Mac Uilliam Grove to Mac Uilliam Mews creating a landscaped area between it and the MUGA / Children’s Playground area.  The bulk of the phase 3/5 site will be sown as a wild flower / wild grass meadow (leaving flexibility for future planning options) and acting as a general kick-about space. 

· The semi-circular space at Mac Uilliam Crescent will be patterned and landscaped as shown and will include a path on Fortunestown Lane. 

· The closing of the temporary access from Fortunestown Lane into Mac Uilliam Lane and the creation of a cul-de-sac on Mac Uilliam Parade at its junction with Mac Uillim Lane as provided for in the original scheme.  

· Railings, footpath and landscaping along the grass verge between Mac Uilliam Lane and Fortunestown Lane.

Subject to further local consultation on the specific proposals, this scheme will be advanced to Part 8 process.  Capital monies allocated must be expended in full before year end.”
