‘mobile phone payment’ means payment by mobile phone which can be used for the payment of goods and services either whether by means of credit, direct debit or charging the mobile phone holders account; 

‘operational hours’ means the periods of operation indicated on the appropriate pay and display parking ticket machine, or the appropriate information plate; 

‘owner’ means a resident by whom a vehicle is habitually kept and used; 

‘parking fee’ means a fee payable in accordance with these Bye-Laws for the parking of a vehicle; 



	
	
	
‘pay and display parking ticket’ means a parking ticket which is issued by the Council by means of a pay and display parking ticket machine and which contains the following particulars:-

Appendix A - Guidelines for the Implementation of Pay and Display Parking Control Schemes
1. Guidelines for the Implementation of Pay and Display Parking Control Schemes 

The purpose of these Guidelines is to outline the procedures that will be followed by the Council in making a decision on the implementation of Pay and Display parking controls on any public road in the county or in any car park owned or managed by the Council. 

2. Rationale for Pay and Display Parking Controls

The main reasons for implementing Pay and Display parking controls are as follows:

· To manage car parking within the County more effectively in areas where there is evidence of excess demand for the available spaces,

· To increase turnover of parking spaces both on-street and in off-street car parks in areas, 

· To improve the prospects of residents accessing parking at or near their homes,

· To promote the use of alternative modes of travel (e.g. public transport, cycling and walking),

· To discourage extraneous parking in residential areas which has a detrimental impact on the quality of life of residents and

· To generate revenue for the Council which can be used to fund expenditure by the Council in the roads/traffic area.

3. Demand for Pay and Display Parking Controls

The demand for the implementation of Pay and Display parking control schemes usually arises from one or other of the following sources:

· Retail/commercial interests who want to improve turnover and the utilisation of parking spaces in retail areas,

· Residents who are concerned that parking is impinging on their enjoyment of their property and who are experiencing difficulty in accessing parking at or near their homes due to the volume of extraneous parking and

· Members of the public, Council staff and An Garda Síochána who are concerned at the adverse road safety implications of uncontrolled car parking at certain locations.

4. Procedure for the Implementation Pay and Display Parking Controls in a Particular Location

Every request for the implementation of Pay and Display parking controls will be assessed by the Roads Department prior to a report being brought to the relevant Area Committee. The assessment will consider the following factors:

· The nature and extent of the parking problem in the area and the difficulty residents have in accessing parking. A traffic parking survey will usually be undertaken,

· Whether the implementation of Pay and Display parking controls is considered appropriate in seeking to overcome the problems identified,

· The suitability of the area and its capacity to accommodate a Pay and Display parking control scheme. 

· The optimal operating hours/days for any Pay and Display parking control scheme, the appropriate tariff and the maximum time limit that should be applied.

The matter will be considered by the members for that area and representatives of An Garda Síochána. A report will then be presented to the Area Committee for decision. 

Where it is proposed to introduce Pay and Display parking controls in primarily residential areas then the following procedures will be followed prior to a report being submitted to the area Committee:

· A notice will be published in a newspaper circulating in the area recommended for a Pay and Display parking control scheme. Four weeks shall be allowed for review of the proposal and a further 2 weeks will be permitted for submissions to be lodged with the Council from the date of the notice. 
· Reasonable effort will be made to circulate to all residents in the area, except residents of buildings consisting of more than 4 housing units, details of the scheme. Details will include a drawing showing the details of the proposed Pay and Display Scheme in their particular area. Details will also be available in County Hall.
The following will be brought to the Area Committee in which the proposed Scheme is located.

Traffic / parking Survey of the Area

Details of the Scheme

A report on all submissions received from residents in relation to the scheme 

Any other relevant information
The Area Committee, having regard to all the information provided in relation to the Scheme, will determine whether or not the proposed Pay and Display Parking Scheme is introduced. A Report will be brought to the monthly Council meeting for approval.

“That this Committee notes the lack of landscaping and ugly substandard nature of the completed works at the Outer Ring Road - Tallaght section and requests the Manager to carry out a detailed analysis of how this stretch of road compares aesthetically to other roads of a similar significance in the county with a view to enhancing this area immediately”.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“A flowing alignment of curves and verges with variable widths to accommodate trees and shrubs is beneficial along long stretches of roadway.  It is desirable  to allocate space to accommodate planting in rectilinear road layouts and in all places where the scene would otherwise be dominated by views of back gardens, undeveloped sites and screening fences.  The junction requirements of major roads often result in large areas of land being allocated for the exclusive use as a median or pedestrian refuges.  Whilst this is unavoidable for the operating efficiency of the roadway the potentially adverse visual effects of the layout are considered and soft landscaping is included in the design to soften the outline of road surfaces.  

Arising from the introduction of Health and Safety arrangements on major roadways, a decision has been made on a pilot basis to explore the use of areas of hardstanding. In many cases, it is now considered more appropriate particularly where ongoing maintenance considerations need to be evaluated. Where grass margins are provided, safe and convenient access for maintenance staff and machinery must be provided together with a robust Health and Safety regime, each time maintenance operations are undertaken.  In many cases the most cost effective solution to these issues may involve the closure of a carriageway to accommodate maintenance vehicles or to provide a safety margin for staff. Clearly options which do not involve such closures need to be evaluated in the interim”.
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Mr. Philip Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, presented the report.
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Following a discussion, to which Councillors M. Corr, C. Brophy, E. Maloney, P. Kearns, J. Hannon and B. Lawlor contributed, Mr. Philip Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised. It was AGREED to refer the matter to the next Transportation SPC Meeting for further examination.

BALLYCRAGH/BOHERNABREENA COTTAGES AREA

QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
"To ask the Manager to confirm the grass cutting schedule including frequency for long grass roadside verges, and public open spaces in the Ballycragh/Bohernabreena Cottages area?"

REPLY:
Under normal circumstances and with a full compliment of staff and machinery, the Parks Dept. would endeavour to have all open spaces and grassed areas under maintenance cut on a nine to ten day rota basis. This is the optimum and most cost efficient cutting frequency as it minimises vehicle breakdowns, reduces the accumulation of litter and does not generate significant amounts of grass clippings. This frequency is not always achieved due to a range of factors such as the availability of staff resources, machinery breakdowns, weather and ground conditions and other works on hand, including emergency work. 

In relation to grass cutting on public roads, the Council must comply with stringent Health and Safety / Traffic Management requirements now in force. Compliance with the regulations means that additional time is required at these locations in order to set up the signing, lighting and guarding prior to carrying out any works and removal of same upon completion of the works for the day. In addition to this, on the routes carrying significant volumes of traffic where traffic flows have to be maintained at certain times of the day e.g. rush hour periods, working is often restricted to off peak periods in order to maintain traffic flows. The combined effect of these requirements is that the main roads will be cut, at most, three to four times this year. A programme for this work is in preparation in association with the Council's Roads Maintenance and Traffic Sections. 

Notwithstanding the above, every effort will be made to allocate the resources available within the Parks Department on a prioritised basis to maximum effect, to ensure that the grass maintenance across the Tallaght Area is to the highest possible standard.  In this regard, priority will be given to the maintenance of playing fields to ensure that they are available for play.

SECURITY AND SAFETY OF RESIDENTS WHOSE HOMES BACK ONTO KILTIPPER PARK
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
"To ask the Manager to outline how the security and safety of residents whose homes back onto Kiltipper Park will be accommodated, as they are concerned about the possible influx of people, and having regard to the fact that the area is now subject to incursion by quad bikes etc which is a cause of danger and nuisance?"

REPLY:
It is presumed that this question arises from the current Part 8 Public Consultation notice in relation to the construction of short and long term pedestrian and cycle paths in Kiltipper Park that will connect with the Dublin Mountains Way.  At present the only accessible paths in Kiltipper Park are mown grass paths which serve some of the needs of park users.  There are no proper entrance gates into the park and this will be dealt with when/if the proposed path system is constructed.  Such entrance gates will have measures included to reduce the trespass onto the park of individuals with scrambler bikes.

With regard to concerns expressed about the influx of people into the park, it is generally accepted that a park that is well used and visited by the public is a more secure park and the opening up of this potentially wonderful park should help in the control of the park rather than adding to the problems experienced to date by local residents.

The Council’s Ranger Service visits the park as part of the rota of parks supervised by it and the incidents referred to in the question will be brought to the attention of the Rangers.
