The following report, which had been circulated, was presented by the Manager Mr. J. Walsh, Director of Development, Parks and Roads, and was CONSIDERED:

“Following discussion on the matter the following Motion in the name of Councillor 
W. Lavelle was PASSED and it was AGREED to bring the Motion to the July 
County 
Council Meeting for decision.


“That this Area Committee recommends that South Dublin County Council initiate a 
comprehensive analysis of traffic congestion on the road network in those areas of 
Lucan south of the N4, to commence before the start of school holidays and to 
include:

· A detailed junction performance analysis of all junctions along the Lucan stretch of the Outer Ring Road including analysis of peak-hour queue lengths and queuing times caused by tailbacks on approach roads to these junctions; 

· A detailed review of the veracity to date of traffic assessments including road-usage and junction performance projections contained in Environmental Impact Statements or otherwise prepared as part of the statutory planning processes for the N4 upgrade, the Outer Ring Road, Adamstown SDZ and Clonburris LAP/SDZ; 

· Recommendations in response to the findings of this traffic analysis aimed at improving traffic flow in the study area, such as redesign of Outer Ring Road junctions so as to increase their capacity and the reopening of the N4-Esker Lane slip-road,  possibly as a left-out only exit onto a segregated service lane; 


Present a report containing the raw data, findings and recommendations of this 
traffic analysis to this Area Committee as a headed item, for discussion, at the 
earliest possible date.”

MANAGERS REPORT:

As the Motion requires expenditure in both human and financial terms, Standing 
Order 58 (d) applies. Standing Order 58 (d) states:


“A Motion recommending or involving expenditure shall be considered by the 
Committee when the Committee has before it a certificate setting out the budgetary 
impact which would be involved by the adoption of the motion.”


The motion as passed does not comply with Standing Orders. 


It should be noted that if the motion is passed, it would be necessary to engage a 
suitably qualified consultant to carry out the required junction analysis including 
necessary traffic counts at each junction; review the physical designs / layouts 
based 
on the traffic counts and to correlate the resultant outputs with Bord 
Pleanala approvals in relation to the minimisation of traffic flows through 
residential areas. The 
results would also have to be compared with previous 
outputs including design year outputs for recent major improvement schemes 
and the assumptions made in relation to the provision of the planned transport 
infrastructure (Luas, Kildare Route, Metrowest etc) and finally the traffic 
patterns 
and traffic projections for both Adamstown and Clonburris as traffic volumes 
fluctuate with time, the economy and the assumptions made in relation to 
infrastructure provision. This work could not commence until next Autumn at 
the earliest and would take of the order of 4 or 5 months to complete subject to 
the early procurement of a suitably qualified consultant.


Having regard to previous exercises of a similar nature and adjusted for the current 
economic climate it is estimated that the cost of these traffic counts at junctions 
alone would be of the order of €30,000.00 excluding VAT. There is no provision in 
the current year’s Budget for this expenditure. 


While it may be possible to suspend a number of planned projects (planned traffic 
counts / surveys and planned infrastructure improvements) to release the necessary 
funds this course of action is not recommended.


Having regard to all of the foregoing it is recommended that the motion be remitted 
back to the Area Committee for further consideration.

The following Report was presented by the Manager:-


REPORT:

“Road schemes prepared by the Council are based on an assessment of existing and 
expected traffic volumes and the likely effects on the environment over the design 
life of the scheme. Traffic modelling and flows are examined as part of this 
assessment and junctions designed accordingly to ensure that certain parameters 
are met.


It should be noted that these assessments are a snap shot in time projected into 
the future, which take into account other developments, which may or may not 
take place over the lifetime of the scheme. In many cases, these developments do 
not take place or are deferred subject to the economic climate.  All parties involved 
in the 
development of a scheme must acknowledge that it is not an exact science 
and the outcome may not be as described in the analysis, nevertheless, the 
assessment is a valid projection of the likely effects of the road scheme on the 
environment at the design year.  The design year is normally 15 years post 
opening and the European Commission (EC) Environmental Assessment 
Directive 
85/337 as amended by 
Environmental Assessment Directive 97/11 EC is silent on 
whether it is necessary to re-examine the study in advance of that time. This is so 
that there would be a definitive end to a scheme in the context of 
expenditure.


The starting point for the upgrading of the road network in Lucan was an 
assessment horizon. This analysis co-ordinated the transport planning of the 
M50, the Adamstown Strategic Development Zone and the Outer Ring Road as 
there is an inter relationship between all of the schemes.  In addition the 
government policy relating to Public Transport as highlighted in the National 
Development Plan was also considered and in this regard cognisance  was 
taken of the DTO Platform For Change 
document which outlined various strategies 
for travel demand management and its 
consequences relating to “not predicting 
and providing” for all predicted  traffic growth patterns. 


 Under the DTO Transport Strategy, the Outer Ring Road was considered an integral 
part of an integrated transport strategy for Dublin.  Other elements of the strategy, 
including Luas, Metro and further bus infrastructure and service provision, 
which form part of the Government Policy in this area are assumed to be 
progressed during the course of implementation.  In the absence of these public 
transport initiatives being implemented or delayed due to economic financial 
constraints, the 
Outer Ring Road junctions and sections of the surrounding N 4 road 
network have a 
finite capacity. The full DTO strategy was assumed to be in place by 
2019 scheme design year. The delay in the delivery of transport infrastructure 
gives rise to anomalies when comparing actual with theoretical traffic flows as the 
modelling assumptions made are not comprehensively represented in the  current 
existing road 
network. For this reason it is not correct to compare those figures 
projected in the EIS reports for the various schemes mentioned with the 
figures 
now occurring. The veracity or otherwise of the projections made can only be 
compared when the outstanding items of public transport provision are in place.


 Traffic Light performance criteria

In an urban context the capacity of a road network is constrained and determined 
by the operational capacity of its junctions.  In assessing the operational 
performance of 
junctions a number of criteria have been established to evaluate 
performance.  These are identified as

· The maximum Ratio of Flow to Capacity (RFC) of any normal approach to a junction which should ideally not exceed 90% of its theoretical capacity 

· Average maximum acceptable delay per vehicle at a junction should not exceed 2 minutes.


 The road capacity in urban areas is generally determined by the operational 
capacity of the junctions. Using the Outer Ring Road  Local Area Model(LAM) AM 
peak hour predictions the operational performance of each of the junctions was 
assessed for the existing scenario, the Do-minimum and the Do-something scenario. 
All of the junctions for the do-something 2004-2019 scenarios operate within 
acceptable performance criteria. The completion of the Lucan Bypass scheme 
has altered the 
flow of traffic in the Lucan area. e.g in the evening, traffic no longer 
avoids the queues at the old Newcastle / N4 junction and traffic now leaving 
the City arrives in Lucan earlier in the evening and the peak hour has 
been shortened . Similar changes have occurred to traffic heading in other 
directions. With this in mind, the Traffic 
section continues to monitor all of the 
signalised junctions on the Outer Ring Road in order to recalibrate and validate 
the signal configurations as necessary.


The closure of Esker Lane represents a significant improvement in traffic safety, 
since it eliminates the sub standard weaving distances between successive junctions 
to both east and west on the National route. There was considerable discussion at 
the Oral Hearing in July 2005 and both the Council and the NRA made 
considerable effort at the request of the Bord Pleanála Inspector to allow Esker 
Lane to remain open. The Bord approved the scheme with the closure in place as 
they considered that “a 
left out egress for traffic and the associated extension of 
the service road would have an unduly negative impact on the safety and carrying 
capacity of the national road which would more than outweigh whatever benefits 
could ensue in terms of local permeability and convenience.” The segregated 
service road was not therefore countenanced.


 Any proposal to reopen the junction would have to have the approval of the 
National Roads Authority and modifications of this nature to the national primary 
route or the interchange would have a major impact on the carrying capacity of the 
new improved N4 National Primary Road and its safety, and hence, the National 
Roads Authority would have a major input in protecting their investment. The Roads 
Acts (1993-2007) provide that overall responsibility for the planning, supervision of 
works for the 
construction and maintenance of national routes lies with the 
National Roads 
Authority, and they have indicated that they would not fund such a 
scheme. In addition with the newly finished junction at Newcastle road access to 
the N4 is now much improved. 


The Council should also be mindful of the power of the National Roads Authority to 
issue directions and instructions in relation to its statutory functions, powers and 
duties under the Roads Acts and the Council could only act as the National Roads 
Authority agent in respect of these matters. Should such a proposal be brought 
forward by the Council it may be vetoed by the National Roads Authority. It should 
also be borne in mind that the Council is obliged under our County Development 
Plan to implement National Roads Authority policy with regard to National Routes.  


The junctions of the Outer Ring Road in  Lucan are under constant review with 
regard to traffic flows as these traffic lights are vehicle activated to provide 
maximum through of traffic in accordance with set criteria relating to road 
hierarchy and those mentioned above. Traffic patterns are only now beginning to 
settle down as the road 
construction works are completed and it would be 
wrong to interfere with this settling process at this time. Minor roads off the 
outer Ring road are collector roads for residential areas and increasing flows on 
them will only lead to rat running thus negating the considerable up grade works 
on the major routes to accommodate district traffic.  The vehicle activated traffic 
lights are part of this and contribute to the efficient running of the network.  It 
should be borne in mind however that it is not possible to cater for all traffic flows 
at each junction at all times.  Traffic congestion is a  part of life and well never be 
removed fully, particularly when the school run continues to be the major 
contributor to peak traffic flows.

The Council does not have the capability to provide such a detailed junction performance analysis as described from within its own resources and hence it is not possible to accede to the member's request unless a source of additional finance is identified.”
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors W. Lavelle, E. Tuffy and D. Keating.

Mr. J. Walsh responded to the Members queries and it was AGREED that the matter would be referred back and listed on the Lucan Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting as a Headed Item for further consideration.

BOHERBOY WATER SUPPLY

QUESTION: Councillor E. Coburn

To ask the Manager why the Boherboy Water Supply Scheme which went for tender in June 2006 was not a fixed price contract and to outline in detail the statutory provision in relation to the Government announcement on 20 May 2006 with regard to the public sector construction procurement reforms, The Capital Works Management Framework?  (Original announcement May 2004 as per answer to Q2 May 2010 Council meeting).

REPLY:

While the announcement to move to fixed price contract was made in May 2006 it 
was only by  Department of Finance  Circular 33/06 dated 27th October 2006 that 
revised arrangements for the procurement of public works projects and for the 
engagement and payment of construction consultants were introduced.


The revised arrangements for the procurement of public works projects were to be 
put in place by 19th February 2007. While there were many Government 
announcements regarding the roll out of the new Forms of Construction Contracts 
the official date for their implementation was 19th February as per the above 
circular. The commencement of the new forms of contract was also conditional on 
the receipt by local authority staff of relevant training which was provided by the 
Department of Finance in August 2007.


The Council received approval from the Department of Environment, Heritage and 
Local Government to advertise for tenders for the Boherboy Water Supply Scheme 
on 2nd May 2006 and the closing date for tenders was 27th November 2006.


Prior to advertising for construction tenders the planning of the scheme took about 
four years to prepare contract documents, undertake site investigations, secure 
wayleaves and acquire land for the two reservoir sites.


As can be seen from the foregoing the Council was fully compliant with Government 
policy and regulations and it was important to commence the scheme as early as 
possible to address deficiencies in the existing water supply infrastructure and to 
provide for future development.

BOHERBOY WATER SUPPLY

QUESTION: Councillor E. Coburn

To ask the Manager to detail the Boherboy Water Supply Scheme costs associated with each of the variations as detailed below:  reinstatement, telemetry, actuated valves and chlorine dosing and Claims (such as restricted access to lands), on the project to date?

REPLY:

The Boherboy Water Supply Scheme was included in the Water Services Investment 
Programme 2007-2010 at an estimated overall cost of €38.7million. As with any 
scheme, costs are broken down into the main phases of Planning, Construction and 
Non-Construction costs however the figure is broken down between two primary 
elements of the Scheme –

	€33.4 million

	Boherboy Water Supply Distribution Network
	€  5.3 million

	 
	€38.7 million



As the initiation of the project pre-dated new contract arrangements it is not a fixed 
price contract and is subject to variations in relation to Contract Price Fluctuations, 
Ordered Variations and Claims.


Contract Price Fluctuations

To date, Contract Price Fluctuations in the amount of €4,644,562 have accrued in 
relation to the contracts under the scheme. These price variations have arisen in 
relation to additional cost of labour and materials and are guaranteed to the 
contractors under the old form of contract.


Ordered Variations

To date, Ordered Variations have accrued in the amount of €3,906,154  in relation 
to the contracts under the scheme. These costs relate to additional items that were 
added to the contract requirement as the scheme progressed and were a standard 
element of the old contract arrangements. Examples of these kinds of costs include 

Road Reinstatement - €518,000 (+VAT) - The Council is pursuing a higher 
standard of road re-instatement than normally provided for under these contracts

Electrically Actuated Butterfly Valves - €350,000 (+VAT) - Improvements to 
technology are being availed of where a lower standard was originally envisaged


Control & Telemetry - €407,256 (+VAT) - Approval for increased use of remote 
telemetric controls was sought to improve remote control capabilities for the Council 
and facilitate landowners by reducing access requirements


All the increased costs associated with above variations have been submitted to 
Department of Environment Heritage and Local Government who have approved 
them.



The contractors have also submitted claims for delay and disruption and these are 
being assessed by the Council’s consulting engineers. The Claims will form part of 
the Final Account which must be agreed and approved by the Dept of Environment 
Heritage and Local Government.

QUESTION: Councillor E. Coburn


To ask the Manager to outline the expected completion date of the Boherboy Water Supply Scheme?

REPLY:

The Boherboy Water Supply Scheme involves two separate Contracts – 

1. Contract No.2: Civil Works by Pierse Contracting and 

2. Contract No.3: Mechanical & Electrical Works by Earth Tech (ETIL), who have 
since been taken over and now trade as AECOM.


The commencement of the latter contract has been programmed to interface with 
progress milestones under the civil contract as the main mechanical and electrical 
equipment is housed within the main pumping station, reservoirs and chambers 
constructed by the civil contractor.


The Boherboy Water Supply Scheme is nearing substantial completion in physical 
structural terms and the following synopsis outlines the substantive work items 
which may have a more physical and practical impact on the Public.


Pipelaying by the civil contractor on this project involved laying over 41km of pipe of 
varying sizes ranging from 1600mm to 150mm diameter in open cut trenches in 
roads, parklands and private fields, along with pipe-jacking under the N7 at 
Kingswood and thrust-boring in Rathcoole and in Scholarstown. Scheme completion 
shall enhance water supply across the county from Newcastle in the west to 
Rathfarnham in the east and the more elevated areas to the south of the county 
including Kiltipper, Ellensborough, Oakdale, Stocking Wood and parts of 
Edmonstown.


At present there are short sections of pipelaying to be completed 

· In the Rathcoole area in lands that are currently under private housing 
development, 

· In Citywest at the established Corbally Estate (400m), 

· Kiltalown Park just off the N81, 

· In the hard shoulder of the N7 near Keatings Park, 

· Along Stocking Lane from Prospect Manor to Scholarstown Rd. (450m), 

· Along part of Ballymana Lane (150m) and Kiltipper Road Upper from 
Ballymana Lane to Handel’s Cottage (600m). 


The outstanding pipelaying enumerated above amounts to about 2.2km of the 
overall 
41km scheme length (i.e. 5%) and comprises approximately 1.3km of 
pipelaying in roads, 0.4km in green spaces and 0.5km in privately owned fields.

 
All road closures obtained by the project contractor are discussed and sanctioned by 
the Roads Department, Traffic Section of South Dublin County Council. It should be 
noted that pipelaying along Kiltipper Road Upper is currently in progress under a 6-
week road closure from 24th May to 2nd July. Pipelaying along Stocking Lane has 
been deferred  until after the statutory school exams and is now proposed to be 
carried out under a 5 week road closure from 3rd August until 6th September. The 
section of pipeline crossing the old N7 at Kingswood is also to be carried out under 
a road closure from 21st June until 9th July. This latter road closure has been 
considered necessary due to the scheme watermain passing directly under a Bord 
Gais high pressure gas main along with a myriad of other public utility services at 
this location. Disruption to the public arising from road closures and the works 
generally is regretted, but upon the scheme’s completion, South Dublin County 
Council will have an improved modern water network which shall enhance the 
Council’s delivery of water service to customers across a wide section of the 
County – from Newcastle to Rathfarnham as previously outlined above.

 
In tandem with the remaining pipelaying, the swabbing and disinfection of sections 
of previously laid mains will be undertaken in advance of mains becoming ‘live’. 
Chamber construction to house key operational valves, flowmeters and pressure 
reducing valves on the various sections of pipe route is progressing. In addition, 
outstanding connections of the scheme where newly constructed assets connect to 
the existing Council watermain network will be undertaken by the Council’s own 
Water Maintenance Section in keeping with Council practice. 

 
The Civil Contractor’s latest programme of works is targeted for completion of the 
above items by early October 2010 in conjunction with other minor outstanding 
items.

 
In parallel with the above physical works in roads, parklands and areas impacting 
directly on the public, telemetry installation works will also be carried out at over 50 
locations across the scheme with the physical installation of kiosks, ducting and 
cable pulling due to be completed in October 2010. This will then be followed by a 
commissioning phase which is dependent upon the provision of power supply by 
ESB/Energia and phone connection by Eircom. The commissioning phase should be 
completed by the year end and is reliant on the timely delivery of power supply and 
phone connection by each utility. 

 
Reinstatement of grass areas, which is highly weather dependent, is currently in 
progress and it is anticipated that the reinstatement of all green areas will be 
completed in the current growing season subject to the proviso that significant 
inclement weather is not encountered. The very bad weather of 2009 disrupted the 
reinstatement work across the entire scheme and impacted on planned progress 
and has regrettably resulted in a large proportion of this type of work having to be 
deferred to this year. The project has been fortunate that progress to date has been 
greatly assisted by Parks Department which has assisted with reinstatement works 
in several of their own Parklands.

 
Civil works that are confined to the main reservoir sites at Saggart and Kiltalown are 
continuing and should be completed this autumn. This work includes completion of 
reservoir construction, service ducting, telemetry installation, site roads, site lighting 
and associated security CCTV installation and landscaping at these two reservoir 
locations.

 
The Mechanical & Electrical Contractor, AECOM, recently commenced work on site 
and good progress has been made to date within the Saggart Site Pumping Station. 
Their scope of works comprises the design, manufacture, supply, installation, 
testing and commissioning of pumps and their associated pipework and valves, 
electrical plant installation, power and instrument cabling for items such as flow 
meters, pressure gauges and level instruments, computer based control systems for 
overall scheme control, operation and supervision through the main scheme control 
panel and chemical monitoring systems.

 
Whilst it is anticipated that much of the physical construction and installation work 
will be substantially completed this year, it is envisaged that the scheme 
commissioning may continue in early 2011 with final handover of the entire scheme 
in March 2011. Both contracts are subject to 12 month maintenance / defect liability 
periods.

GRASS-CUTTING

QUESTION: Councillor E. Coburn

To ask the Manager to report on the number of council staff engaged in grass-cutting over the summer months this year compared with each of 2008 & 2009, the number of external contractors engaged in grass-cutting over the summer months this year compared with each of 2008 & 2009 and the costs incurred in each year to retain these services?


REPLY:

There are 4,500 acres (1,650 hectares) of open space and parkland in the charge of 
the Council.  These areas, in the main, comprise approx. 500 acres of pitches, 700 
acres of roadside verges and margins (excluding verges fronting residential and 
commercial properties) with the balance (3,300 acres) comprising regional, 
neighbourhood and local parks and residential open spaces.


During the grass cutting season the Parks Department has a complement of 
approximately 75 grass-cutting machines ranging in size from the largest 16-ft. 
roller mowers to the smaller ride-on mowers, all of which are fully deployed 
throughout the season.


80% of the staff of the Parks Department (excluding park rangers and craft worker 
staff) are deployed fulltime during the season on the cutting of grass and advance 
litter picking where possible.


The number of staff deployed to cutting grass for each of the years in question is 
therefore approximately 75. As far as possible, every effort is made to keep the 
grass cutting machinery fully operational allowing for the fact that, at any given 
time, individual staff may be attending training courses, on leave or out sick and 
that individual machines may be away for servicing/repair.

In 2008, nine contract grass cutting machines, including drivers, were on hire for 
the full season of approximately thirty weeks. These machines were distributed 
across 
the county and were deployed on roads as well as open spaces and 
parkland, supporting our own direct labour and machinery resources. Due 
primarily to the economic situation in 2009 and again in 2010, it was not possible to 
engage 
these contractors to support the grass cutting operation. The cost of hire,
Including VAT, of the contractors amounted to €520,000 for the 2008 season.

EXTERNAL CONTRACTORS/ CES

QUESTION: Councillor E. Coburn

To ask the Manager to report on any agreement between the council and staff unions with regard to the engaging of external contractors and community employment schemes to carry out environmental works such as grass cutting?


REPLY:

Notwithstanding Section 149 and  Section 159 of the Local Government Act 
2001 detailing the Managers function in relation to employees, there are a number 
of agreements between the Council and Unions representing staff covering a 
variety of matters including the engagement of contractors. The Manager 
operates having regard to these agreements. 


South Dublin County Council has a well established and successful history of 
interagency co-operation with current and previous placement programmes, 
especially the Community Employment Scheme targeted at people who are long 
term unemployed. South Dublin County Council currently has 117 Community 
Employment participants assigned to schemes in Community Centres, Tallaght 
Stadium, Fettercairn Horse Project etc. The Council also has a long history of 
engagement with the Probation Service who have been partners in a number of 
initiatives throughout the years.  As part of this programme the Probation Service 
remove graffiti from public spaces under the direction of the Council. 


No specific discussions have been held with Union representatives regarding the 
assignment of C.E. participants or the engagement of contractors to undertake 
grass cutting. The employment of contracts is subject to resource availability.

REPLY:

The GCCC Government Contract (as opposed to the old the GDLA contract) is the 
new form of contract required in compliance with the Capital Works Framework 
and in compliance with the public sector construction procurement reforms. The 
term “fixed” in this context is a misnomer in that claims for delay and disruption 
are still provided for under the terms of the new contract. This was outlined in 
reply to Q2 at the June 2010 Council meeting. The following is the situation 
with schemes currently being progressed by Architectural Services 
Department:

GRASS-CUTTING SCHEDULE
QUESTION: Councillor R. Dowds

To ask the Manager to outline the grass cutting schedule for South Dublin at present?


REPLY:

For the 2010 grass cutting season, the Parks Department has been endeavouring to 
achieve a grass cutting interval of around fifteen days between cuts for parks, open 
spaces and distributor roads, all of which are not subject to onerous signing, 
lighting 
and guarding requirements.  This is based on a grass cutting schedule that 
operates on a three week cycle. Within this cycle, priority is being afforded to 
the cutting of the 150 playing pitches throughout the county. 


Dual carriageways and National Roads are subject to significant signing lighting and 
guarding requirements and the first cuts on these roads only commenced in June. It 
is also proposed to replace, where appropriate, areas of grass which have high 
maintenance requirements e.g. in the vicinity of junctions where sightlines may be 
affected, with low maintenance measures.


As part of the ongoing review of the schedule, alternative grass management 
methods are being examined such as setting aside areas of meadow with mown 
edges and paths and the reduction of soil nutrient levels to promote the growth of 
wildflower species.

LITTER COLLECTION SCHEDULE

GRASS-CUTTING

To ask the Manager to what extent he regards the cutting of grass in public places to be a priority and to what extent he feels that the grass cutting schedule is adequate?

REPLY:

The maintenance and management of the public realm are a high priority for this 
Council and to maximise the significant resources deployed on an annual basis, the 
council is continuously reviewing its work practices to achieve efficiencies and value 
for money.


With regard to grass cutting, there are 4,500 acres (1,650 hectares) of open space 
and parkland in the charge of the Council.  These areas, in the 
main, comprise approx. 500 acres of pitches, 700 acres of roadside verges and 
margins (excluding verges fronting residential and commercial properties) with the 
balance (3,300 acres) comprising regional, neighbourhood and local parks and 
residential open spaces.


Priority is given to grass cutting during the season with the deployment of 80% of 
staff of the Parks & Landscape Services Department (excluding park rangers and 
craft worker staff) on the cutting of grass and advance litter picking where 
possible. This involves approximately 75 grass-cutting machines, ranging in size 
from the largest 16-ft. roller mowers to the smaller ride-on mowers, all of 
which are fully employed throughout the season.


As far as possible, every effort is made to keep the grass cutting machinery fully 
operational allowing for the fact that, at any given time, individual staff may be 
attending training courses, on leave or out sick and that individual machines may be 
away for servicing/repair.


Under ideal circumstances, grass should be cut at a frequency of approximately 10 
days during the growing season. It is acknowledged that the current schedule that 
is being operated is somewhat outside of this range and that difficulties have arisen 
in some areas. Efforts are being made to ensure that as far as possible, that all 
areas are being cut every 15 days or so within the resources available.

Work on the preparation of the Flood Risk Assessment and Management Studies is 
on-going and has been reported on previously.  Since then however there was a 
Public Information Day in Tallaght Library on Wednesday, 30th of June 2010, on the 
Dodder River CFRAMS and its tributaries, Tallaght, Owendoher and Whitechurch 
streams. This will be followed by any relevant comments coming from the Public 
Information Day being incorporated into the Draft Final Report. The Draft Final 
report will be issued for public consultation and after these consultations the Final 
Report will be issued and hopefully adopted by the three Local Authorities in its 
catchment, Dublin City Council, Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council and 
South Dublin County Council. After this, further studies will be carried out on 
local areas (flood cells) to see if there are cost beneficial solutions. Any comments 
on the Dodder River CFRAMS can be E-mailed to DODDER@RPSGROUP.COM. 


The Liffey River CFRAMS and its tributaries, Griffeen, Camac and Poddle, by 
comparison is only just getting off the ground with the surveying of the river and its 
banks at 100 metre intervals just started and set to continue for the rest of this 
year. 


This will be followed by:-



·         The identification and mapping of existing and potential future 


hazard risks within the catchment.



·         Identification of viable structural and non-structural measures and 

options for managing the flood risks.



·         The formation of a strategic information base necessary for making 

informed decisions in relation to managing flood risks. 



·         The development of an environmentally, social and economically 


appropriate long term strategy (Catchment Flood Risk Management 


Plan) to manage the flood risks and  help ensure safety and 



sustainability of 
communities in the catchment.

The Department of Tourism, Culture and Sport has not yet formally indicated to the 
Council when it expects to re-open its swimming pool programme which has been 
closed since July 2008.


The Department of the Environment by circular letter LG /03/ 08 dated 2/4/08 
required each Local Authority to carry out a comprehensive audit of all arts, 
community and sports facilities within its area, this audit has been completed and 
returned to the Department.


The Department has embarked on this route to assist in the wider exercise of 
putting 
in place a more strategic approach to provision of facilities generally and 
ensure the development of necessary sports facilities throughout the country.


In the meantime, the Community Department has forwarded to the Department its 
Water Leisure Strategy Review to support the Council’s strategic view in this 
County.


Following any announcement of the re-opening of the Swimming Pool Programme 
the Community Department will review likely costs and sources of funding with 
regard to projects. In this regard the Department has stated that "No decision has 
been taken on the timing of a new round of the programme".


In addition there may be further financial challenges with regard to funding 
(Revenue and Capital) going forward which may negatively impact on the 
Council’s infrastructural programmes.


Proposals have been submitted by the developers at Adamstown for the provision of 
a Sports and Aquatic Centre at Adamstown and are still under active consideration 
and discussion with the relevant Council officials. There is no agreement yet, but 
there has been correspondence between the parties and a meeting took place on 
June 29th to discuss the matter. The meeting was a lengthy one and covered a very 
wide range of issues. Both sides raised issues which require further clarification. It is 
likely that further meetings will be scheduled to discuss the matters raised. 


The members will be kept informed of developments.

South Dublin County Council provides four allotment facilities in our administrative 
area.

In 2010 the estimated expenditure for allotments will be in excess of €28,000, 
comprising of the following|:

· Clearing of unused or abandoned plots 

· Replacement and renewal of keys 

· Clearing of composting areas at both facilities 

· Servicing of waiting list and existing plot holders 

· Renewal of annual letting agreements 

· Payment of water charges for the facilities


It should be noted that this expenditure does not provide for any extensions to any 
of the allotment schemes.

· Advise the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government 
on the legislative provisions to give effect to the new institutional 
arrangements, within framework agreed by Government;

· To advise, as and if necessary, on any matters in relation to the election of 
the Mayor;

· Consider the practical arrangements necessary for establishing the new 
Office, including the provision of finance, staffing, accommodation and 
identify any other resources which may be required;

· Consider the arrangements to give effect to the statutory powers contained 
in the Bill, and the necessary changes within the local authorities in Dublin, 
and the Dublin Regional Authority, to facilitate those changes;

· Draw up an implementation plan to give effect to the above.

·  The participation of officials from a local authority in Dublin, or from the 
Dublin Regional Authority, is without prejudice to any views which a local 
authority or Regional Authority may have on any particular issue in relation 
to the proposed Mayor and Regional Authority for Dublin.


To date the group have commented on legislative and organisational anomalies 
within the draft, have submitted details of potential funding requirements of the 
office.  This information has been passed to those drafting the Bill.

The projected net billing for commercial rates in 2010 is €123,966,400.  This 
compares with a budget provision of €124,415,000 and will result in a budget 
shortfall of €448,600 for income from commercial rates.

Commercial rates become due for payment in two equal instalments or moieties 

each year.  Billing for the first moiety totalled €62,196,827 and this combined with 
opening arrears and warrant adjustments resulted in the sum of

€57,898,288 was received in respect of commercial rates during the period January 
to June 2010 resulting in a balance of €21,995,402 due for collection at 30 June

Ratepayers are offered the option to pay in full once the debt becomes due or to 
pay via direct debit so that the commercial rates debt is cleared at year end.  
Ratepayers who have defaulted from payment of their debt will be pursued for 
payment via the legal process.  This can result in the seizure of goods by 
the county sheriff on behalf of South Dublin County Council and/or legal judgments 
recorded against property belonging to individuals.

5.
As advised by the Manager during the annual budget process, sources of 
income are monitored on a continuous basis so that early intervention to 
contain expenditure is possible if income is at risk.  Revised expenditure proposals 
are discussed with members once it is clear that an adjustment is required to the 
budget.

SECURITY OF WATER SUPPLY
QUESTION: Councillor E. Tuffy


To ask the Manager if he will make a report on the current situation in respect of the Council's security of water supply, if any shortages are being experienced in any areas, and the anticipated outlook for the remainder of the year?

REPLY: 


South Dublin County Council’s drinking water supplies are secure at the moment 
with no areas in South Dublin experiencing shortages of supplies and it is 
anticipated that this situation will continue unless consumption increases 
and rainfall 
remains scarce.   There is more precipitation in the atmosphere but it does 
not fall on demand.  This results in local authorities having to plan for both 
drought and flooding as both events can occur within any 12 months.  The low 
level of leakage and unaccounted for water in South Dublin - approximately 
20% - reduces some of the issue for the region but it is a regional supply 
and all actions within the region impact across the region.


South Dublin receives most of its water from Dublin City’s Water Treatment Plant at 
Ballymore Eustace with a small amount coming from Fingal’s Water Treatment Plant 
at Leixlip. Both of these plants are being upgraded to provide increased capacity 
and greater security of supply to users across the region. 

South Dublin County Council together with the other Local Authorities in the Greater Dublin Area are calling on all water users to play their part in conserving water. South 
Dublin County Council has issued an urgent water conservation message to all water users due to the dramatic increase in demand for water during current fine weather.  Water is produced on a 24 hour basis in Dublin and the region’s water treatment plants, which are operating at full capacity to meet demand and this demand has been rising in recent weeks.   Increased consumption and excessive use of garden hoses in particular are having a serious affect on water storage in Dublin.  


If current demand continues, water restrictions may have to be introduced to make 
sure enough water is available for everyone during the day but any decision to 
introduce restrictions will be made on a regional basis and consumers will be 
notified in advance.   The chart below demonstrates how water consumption 
increases correspond directly with increases in temperature and is on the appended 
graph.


It would appear that the majority of water users don’t realise how much they waste 
by leaving taps or hoses running.  For instance a garden hose uses more water in 
one hour than an entire family would use in a day.  Hosing gardens or stockpiling 
water at a time like this can making a difficult situation virtually impossible to 
manage.  Wasted water results in someone being left without at another time.  


Simple changes in how people use their water supply will really help the available 
supply to go a lot further.  Taps or hoses should never, ever, be left running, 
especially to water lawns or to wash cars.  Water should never be stockpiled in 
baths, 
pots or buckets when supplies are low and this can be the final straw when 
supplies are critical.  


Water supply is managed to make sure water is available at times of greatest 
demand and that any restrictions are applied to specific uses or at a time when 
disruption is least, usually at night.   


These simple water saving tips are advised to conserve water at all times:


·         NEVER hose lawns when supplies are restricted


·         DO NOT stockpile water by filling baths


·         Keep a jug of water in the fridge


·         Use a basin to clean fruit and vegetables, use a bucket to wash cars or 


windows


·         Fix leaking taps and turn off the supply if there is a burst pipe


·         Use washing machines and dishwashers only when full


·         Don’t leave the tap running when washing teeth


·         A shower uses less water than a bath

WATER SUPPLY INFRASTRUCTURE
QUESTION: Councillor E. Tuffy

To ask the Manager if he will provide a report on current works being undertaken to improve and maintain the Council's water supply infrastructure, how much it is anticipated will be spent on such works in 2010 and how much was spent in 2009?
REPLY:

The principal works currently being undertaken to improve the Council’s water 
supply 
infrastructure is the Boherboy Water Supply Scheme. This scheme consists 
of 40km of pipeline two reservoirs and a pumping station and should be 
substantially completed by the end of 2010. The scheme will enhance the water 
supply network by providing increased security of supply and will provide extra 
capacity for future development. In 2009 €13.2million was spent on the 
scheme 
and it is anticipated that €13 million will be spent in 2010.


Ongoing work on the water network includes leakage detection and repair, 
installation of telemetry, pressure management, rehabilitation of old watermains, 
network improvements and routine maintenance. In 2009 the Council spent 
€5.1million on this work and it is anticipated that about €7million will be spent in 
2010, the increase being due to the water rehabilitation project which is subject to 
approval from the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government. 


The supply for Dublin is managed by the Greater Dublin Region.  Infrastructure 
developed within the region results in all areas in the region receiving additional 
supplies.  The major works involving the extension to Ballymore Eustace will have 
the greatest impact on South Dublin County Council and in 2010 the Council will 
have a 
liability of €1.9million in 2010 to Dublin City Council for this work.  In 
addition the Leixlip Water Treatment Plant works will affect the water supply in 
the region to a 
lesser extent and South Dublin will be making a payment of 
€100,000 in 2010 to Fingal County Council for improvements to the Leixlip 
Water Treatment Plant. 


All the foregoing costs exclude the purchase of water from Dublin City and Fingal 
County Council.

DEVELOPMENT LEVY CONTRIBUTIONS
QUESTION: Councillor E. Tuffy


Noting the reply to Question 25 at the June 2010 meeting of the Council, which reveals that approximately €34 million in Development Levy Contributions invoiced to developers by the Council remain unpaid , to ask the Manager if it will be possible to have some of the outstanding monies recovered from developers through NAMA,  to ask further if County Managers have raised this issue of payments of unpaid development levies with NAMA or the Minister for Finance, and further to ask if the Council can make public the names of development companies which individually  owe substantial amounts, say in excess of €1 million, in unpaid levies to South Dublin County Council?

REPLY:

There have been initial contacts between the CCMA and NAMA in relation to the 
issues arising from the NAMA process, (including outstanding 
Development contributions). Development Contributions are, (in the main), paid on 
a phased basis as the development proceeds but remain due as a condition of 
the planning permission attaching to the land, irrespective of ownership. 


However, a number of factors may impact on the final amount due in respect of any 
specific development. These include discounts allowable for the carrying out of 
works 
in lieu of financial contributions; credits due for social or affordable housing; 
variations in the planning approved, development not being completed; 
development not commencing. These issues are resolved prior to final payment 
and compliance 
being issued in respect of a completed development.


It would therefore be difficult and inappropriate to publicly state that specified 
amounts are owed by particular developers on a general basis. However, in the 
event 
of enforcement through the courts such public individual disclosure would 
follow.

 LEASE OF TELECOMMUNICATION DUCT IN GRANGE CASTLE BUSINESS PARK TO BT COMMUNICATIONS IRELAND LIMITED

The following report, which had been circulated, was presented by the Manager Mr. J. Walsh, Director of Development, Parks and Roads, and was CONSIDERED:


“The Council in its capacity as developer of Grange Castle Business Park and having 
regard to the principles of good estate management in the interests of the Park as a 
whole has provided a range of infrastructural services to service and facilitate clients 
locating in the Park. 


Among the essential services provided are Telecommunications Ducts provided and 
installed around the Park serving the potential sites. The Ducts have been provided 
in two phases.  Phase 1 having a length of 3,600 metres and Phase 2 having a 
length of 3,930 metres giving a total length loop of 7,530 metres. 


Manager’s Order LA/166/2006 recommended terms for the granting of a Lease to 
BT Communications Ireland Ltd in respect of Duct 2 in Phase 1 and this was 
noted at the meeting of the Council held on 19th September, 2006. 


BT Communications Ireland Limited have now applied for a Lease in respect of Duct 
4, Phase 2 in order to complete the loop.  I recommend that the Council grant a 
Lease to BT Communications Ireland Limited, Grand Canal Plaza, Upper Grand Canal 
Street, Dublin 4 in respect of underground telecommunication Duct 4, Phase 2 at 
Grange Castle Business Park for the purposes of providing telecommunications 
within 
the Park, in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development 
Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local 
Government Act, 2001 
subject to the following terms and conditions:- 


1.       To use Duct No 4. Phase 2, for the transmission and reception of 
telecommunications signals in digital data and impulse signals and for no other 
purpose what so ever. 


2.       The ducts measuring 3,930 metres or thereabouts  comprise of two way 
ducting including all chambers, manholes, junctions chambers and covers but 
excluding surrounding soil or the surface, except where the cover of a chamber or 
junction chamber is on and includes the surface.    


 3.       The Lease shall be for a term of 999 years subject to payment of a Capital 
Premium of €226,092.90 which shall be paid over a period of 4 years with yearly 
instalments of €56,523.23, commencing on date of signing of lease.


 4.       The rent reserved in the Lease shall be €100 per annum reviewable every 5 
years by reference to the Consumer Price Index.


5.       In the event of consent being granted to a change of use of the Ducts the 
Lessee shall pay €150 per metre increased by reference to the Consumer Price 
Index 
or the open market value of the Ducts at the date of application for 
consent.  In the event of dispute the matter will be referred to an 
independent professional Valuer nominated by the President of the Irish Auctioneers 
and Valuers Institute and his determination shall be binding.


6.       Any breach in the terms of the Lease not remedied within 60 days of the 
service of notice or in the event of the liquidation or receivership of the Company 
the Council shall be entitled to terminate the Lease by written notice. 


 7.       The Lessee shall obtain the prior written consent of the Council, which 
consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, for the purpose of repairing, renewing, 
maintaining, inspecting or replacing the ducts. 


 8.      Reinstatement works shall be carried out in accordance with the guidelines 
for opening, backfilling and reinstatement of trenches in public roads as 
published 
by the Department of the Environment and Local Government in, April 2002 or as 
amended from time to time. 


 9.       The Council reserves the right, at its expense, to alter or vary the route of 
the 
duct or any part thereof, for the purpose of facilitating any present or future 
development of the Park.


 10.      The Lessee shall furnish on demand:- 


 (i)       A statement listing any alterations and/or additions to the services in the 
ducts.


 (ii)      Copy of current licence for the use of the Ducts/Services provided through 
them from the Minister for Communications, Marine and National Resources or other 
regulatory authority and satisfactory evidence that all fees have been paid up to 
date. 


 (iii)     Furnish annually site maps and as built drawings detailing new extensions to 
the existing infrastructure including drop connection routes. 


 11.     The Lessee is to ensure that all parts of the Ducts including the chambers, 
manholes and covers are permanently and securely covered with covers of sufficient 
design and strength to withstand the weight of such vehicular, pedestrian and other 
traffic that may be reasonably expected to pass over them.


 12.     The Lessee shall not assign, transfer, mortgage or share the possession or 
occupation of the ducts or any part thereof without the prior written consent of the 
Council, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.


 13.     The Lessee shall acknowledge that it shall be reasonable for the Council to 
withhold its consent under term 12 if the Council has spare capacity in any services 
ducts in the Park.


 14.     To keep the ducts insured with a reputable insurer against loss or damage in 
a sum sufficient to cover the full cost of reinstating the ducts including Architects 
fees, site clearance costs, allowances for cost and price inflation, VAT, stamp duties 
and all other incidental expenses in connection with the rebuilding of the ducts. 


 15.     To indemnify and keep indemnified the Council against all and any expenses, 
costs, claims, demands, damages and other liabilities, in respect of any claim made 
directly or indirectly out of the occupation of the Council’s lands or the failure by the 
Lessee to comply with its obligations.  The minimum limit of indemnity required is 
€10m for any single event.

1.  Four 12.2 metre columns with two 1500W Green Generation lamps per column 


The accompanying drawings indicated the location of the proposed columns and 
provided details of the proposed illumination both within the Riding Arena and of 
the illumination over-spill within 50 metres of the arena, including the residential 
dwellings on the opposite side of Fettercairn Road.


The public consultation process featured in the Tallaght Echo on the 6th May 2010 
indicating that plans and particulars of the proposed development would be

A further period of two weeks was allowed for receipt of written submissions or 
observations with respect to this matter, dealing with the proper planning and 
sustainable development of the area, in which the development would be situated.


 The closing date for receipt of submissions was Thursday the 17th June 2010.  

 
 Submissions received:

 There were two submissions received on the proposal: 

	1) Rail Procurement Agency (RPA)
	The RPA state that they do not object to the development as proposed, but wish to draw attention to some safety issues. These are a) the potential for glare from the two lighting columns furthest from the track and b) the safety aspects when erecting the two lighting columns nearest the track. The RPA requests a commitment to liaise with them in relation to these issues.   Comment: It is recommended that a condition be attached to the Part 8 consent that South Dublin County Council and the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project liaise with the RPA in order to address their concerns in relation to the erection of the columns and the potential for any significant glare.

	2) Fettercairn Estate Management Group
	The Fettercairn Estate Management Group wish to offer support to the proposal for the arena lighting. During the month when the plans were displayed in the community centre, they state that there were no objections to the plans. The construction of the lighting will allow the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project to use their facility in the winter time.

Proposed extinguishment of the Public Right of Way at Old Cooldrinagh 
Lane, Lucan, Co Dublin.  Map Ref: RE 1033.


“The following report was submitted to the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting 
(1) on   
Tuesday 16th March, 2010.

“Planning permission was granted by An Bord Pleanala on 8th December 2003 for a development at Weston Aerodrome comprising inter alia the demolition of existing hangars, construction of new hangars with new access off R403.  Reg ref SO1A/0822 refers.  

Condition No. 6 :

Prior to the commencement of the operation of the new facilities, the upgrading of Cooldrinagh Lane, including its new junction with the R403 regional road, shall be completed to the satisfaction of the planning authority as confirmed in writing. 

The Planning Department have reported that on completion of the taking-in-charge of the re-aligned Cooldrinagh Lane, the public right of way over the old Cooldrinagh Lane should be extinguished.

The Building Control Section have recently carried out a final inspection on this road and have recommended that it be taken-in-charge by the Council.


Accordingly, if the Committee agree the procedure to extinguish the 
public 
right-of-way over that section of old Cooldrinagh Lane, shown 
shaded red 
on drawing No. RE 1033 will be initiated.  

This extinguishment will only take place when the realigned section of Cooldrinagh Lane has been declared to be a public road.”


Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.


The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Irish Independent 
and  the  Tallaght Echo on Thursday 8th April, 2010 and signs were erected on site in 
accordance with Section   73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of 
objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was before Friday 28th May, 
2010.


No submissions were received.


Utility/Service reports:-

           Water Section/Drainage Section have no objection subject to – 


Watermains:  A 4 inch watermain is located in Cooldrinagh Lane. A 3 metre 
wayleave is required for this watermain (i.e. no building shall be located within 3 
metres of the watermain).


Drainage:     No Surface Water implications No Foul Sewer implications

Recommendation:  Environmental Services Department have no objections to the extinguishment of the public right of way over Cooldrinagh Lane Old subject to the conditions of the watermain wayleave.


Public Lighting:
 According to public lighting records there are no columns 
located within the designated area.

Bord Gais:  There appears to be no indication of any mains at the plot and address


provided.   


Eircom – will not object to the Extinguishment of the Public Right of Way:-


"Provided that Eircom retains its legal position under the Telegraph Act 1863 as 
amended by the Postal and Telecommunications Act 1983 No. 24 and the 
Communications Regulations Act 2002 to maintain its rights to have plant in said 
lane way. Provided Eircom is allowed to maintain unhindered access at all times 
for 
maintenance, service provision and upgrade purposes, we Eircom Ltd do 
not object 
to the proposed closure. Eircom retains the right to recover all costs incurred should 
a request be received that will necessitate Eircom relocating its 
plant. "


ESB – has no objection but have to be contacted before any works commence.

 
NTL – Chorus NTL does not have underground services within the area of the proposal.

 The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function 
of the Council.


It is recommended that this public right-of-way be extinguished subject to the Council 
obtaining a wayleave for the 4 inch watermain.

Summary Report to Members of 
South Dublin County Council


This review of the Council’s Control of Parking Bye Laws stems from the experience 
gained in the operation of the Bye Laws since their introduction to the County, 
which demonstrated a need to consolidate and simplify their operation.


The public consultation phase leading to the adoption of revised Control of Parking 
Bye Laws commenced after public notices were placed on 11th November 2009.


A total of ninety two individual submissions were received before the closing date 
and a further two submissions which were received after the closing time have 
been included for completeness.  In addition a series of questions and motions 
were tabled by Members at Area Committee meetings seeking clarification of 
certain 
aspects of the proposals.  All these matters have been summarised in 
this report.


The Report was presented to each of the Area Committees and to the Strategic 
Policy 
Committee. Where recommendations have been made they have been 
included in this report. The attached documents also reflect these 
recommended changes.


To aid the Members in their considerations it is proposed to confirm the main 
changes proposed in the Bye Laws in this report and to provide a commentary on 
the rationale for these proposals.


Consolidation of the Bye Laws 


The main consolidation of the Bye Laws stems from the experience gained from the 
operation of the system over the last period.  It was clear that a simplification of the 
method of amending areas of operation was required as it was unwieldy to have to 
undertake the entire process to amend the Bye Laws when simple changes to the 
areas of operation were required.  The changes to the Bye Laws now provide a 
simplified system whereby the Bye Laws apply to the areas of the County specified 
by resolution of the Members following a consultative process.


Modifications have also been introduced to the permit rules.  New two year permits 
and monthly commercial permits have been introduced to ensure that the operation 
of the system is as flexible and reasonable as possible and the changes proposed 
reflect operational issues which are necessary.


Modification of Pay Zones

Some revisions have been carried out to pay zones to more accurately reflect the 
experiences of the operation of the system and to encourage a greater turnover of 
spaces in the higher demand areas and to apportion the demand to those areas 
which have a lower demand.  


Extension of Areas of Operation

At the request of local residents and Members and in the light of the many 
consultations that have taken place, there is an expansion proposed to the areas of 
operation set out in the schedule associated with the Bye Laws.  Only the 
introduction of the controlled parking systems will achieve the benefits associated 
with the system particularly the availability of a robust enforcement regime. As 
Members are aware the robustness of the enforcement regime is related to the level 
of income derived from each area.


Extension to greater number of Residential Estates 


There are also a significant number of residential areas in Clondalkin and Tallaght 
which have requested that the Control of Parking system and its associated 
enforcement regime be applied to address issues of inappropriate parking in their 
residential areas.  In all cases the revised procedure set out above will assist in the 
expansion (or if requested the contraction) of areas to which the system can be 
applied subject only to the holding of a consultative process and the consent of the 
Members of the Council to any changes.  It is the policy that only where a majority 
of the residents request the introduction of the system will it be applied to 
residential areas.  In many cases further detailed local consultation will be 
required to affect the introduction of the system.  In effect, parking exclusion 
zones will be created where parking will only be permitted by permit.


Recalibration of Rates

The changes proposed and the significant expansion of the system especially to 
residential areas requires that there be a recalibration of rates in those areas to 
ensure that the system is cost neutral to the Council and is self sustaining.  At 
present there is a small surplus created from the operation of the system in the 
existing areas, however the greatly increased enforcement regime that will be 
required to ensure that the system achieves its objectives in residential areas, 
requires that additional income is generated to balance the increased costs.  It is 
not envisaged that there will be a significant increase in income arising from the 
payment of parking fines as experience has shown that once a robust 
enforcement regime is in place inappropriate parking is removed.  The only 
alternative is to increase the parking rates.  Members should also note that there 
is a significant cost to 
introducing the system to new areas with additional 
signage, additional lining and other infrastructural changes required.  The 
equipment and supplies to operate the 
system also has to be purchased.  There is 
no latitude in the light of the current financial position of the Council to allow a 
cross subsidisation with existing funding sources to occur.  


In the event that a small profit occurs from the recalibration of rates and the other 
changes to the system, Members can be assured that this income will be dedicated 
to the provision of traffic management improvements in the County especially 
where a source of funding has not already been identified for proposals. In 
areas where the Members have not decided to recalibrate rates, the lack of 
additional resources will severely reduce the effectiveness of the 
enforcement 
regime.


Enforcement Regime 


As mentioned elsewhere in this report the success of the system is directly 
associated with the “quality and quantity” of the enforcement regime.  While 
every effort is 
made to ensure that the Council obtains value for money in its 
contracted services, it 
has to be acknowledged nonetheless that every 
enforcement inspection incurs a cost 
which must be paid for within the overall 
Control of Parking System.  The system 
must therefore be self sustaining and 
robust and achieve at a minimum a cost neutral 
position. In any area where the 
Members have not decided to recalibrate rates, the existing level of 
enforcement will have to be extended to cover the additional areas now 
included. 
This will in effect substantially reduce the level of enforcement available in 
that area.


Taxi Spaces 


The final issue that has been consistently raised is the need to consider the 
introduction of taxi ranks in each of the main urban Centres.  Ideally this would 
consist of a linear strip as far removed from residential properties as possible but as 
near to the centre of the core drivers of business.  A number of consultations have 
taken place to direct the development of the design process.  Generally, it is 
proposed to designate an area which would operate as business and local parking 
during the day time but which would become a designated time controlled taxi rank 
outside of these core business hours.  For example, the parking spaces would 
operate as a controlled parking space until 6.00pm each day Monday to Saturday 
and at 6.00pm would become a designated taxi rank until the re-
commencement of 
controlled parking.  


Clondalkin: A proposal has been developed centered on the Orchard Lane part of 
the village.  It will be implemented in conjunction with the roll out of the 
controlled 
parking system in the village area.


Lucan: A proposal has been developed centered on the Main Street part of the 
village 
which is a modification of the existing system.  It will be implemented in 
conjunction with the roll out of the controlled parking system in the village area.


Tallaght: A number of private taxi ranks already operate in the area including The 
Square Shopping Centre (daytime), The Plaza (night time) and The Abberley (night 
time).  Further consultations will be required with interested parties to determine if 
further demand exists.  


Rathfarnham: A preliminary proposal has been developed but further consultation 
will be required with interested parties.


Recommendations from Area Committees

The following motion was approved by the Rathfarnham Area Committee:

· “That Butterfield Park be excluded from Schedule 2 Part 1 of the Control of Parking bye Laws 2010”


The following motions were approved by the Lucan Clondalkin Area Committee:

·  “That this Committee opposes any further parking restrictions in Lucan Village.”
·  “That the Lucan-Clondalkin Area Committee notes the Petition To Object To The Amendments to the Parking Bye-Laws signed by the owners and managers of 80 businesses in and around Lucan Village, believes the presence of such a wide range of commercial activity in Lucan is vital to the real sustainability of the whole community in Lucan Village and its surrounds, values the employment provided by the businesses, and rejects completely the proposal to introduce parking charges on Saturdays, and also rejects the proposal to increase the charge by over 50% at a time of negative inflation, and calls on the Manager to confirm to the Committee that he will not make a proposal to introduce a charge on Saturday, and that no proposal for an increase in the charge will be put to Councillors without full historical and current information on the income and expenses situation of the company operating the scheme being made available to Councillors; this Committee regards that the purpose of the parking scheme is to control and improve traffic management in Lucan, and that the scheme was not and should not be managed as a revenue raising scheme.”

·  “That this Area Committee recommends that the Draft Parking Bye-
Laws 2009 be amended as follows:

· The proposed ‘Tariff A’ parking fee be reduced to a rate of 10 cent     
per 6 minutes; 

· The proposed hours of operation for all parking tariffs applying to 
Lucan Village should exclude Saturday; 

· Paid parking should not, for the time-being, be extended to Lucan 
Demesne car-park. “

·  “That this Area Committee recommends that there be no increase in any of the parking permits at present”

· “That this Area Committee recommends that Newcastle be excluded from the parking strategy until people in that area wish to be included”

·  “That this Area Committee recommends that Saggart be excluded from the parking strategy for the time being and that the matter be reviewed after the arrival of Luas”

·  “That this Area Committee recommends that the tariff for Clondalkin and Rathcoole be set at the A1 rate”


The following motions were approved by the Tallaght Area Committee:

· “That this Area Committee recommends that the fee for resident and visitor parking permits be reduced to €20 per annum”

·  “That this Area Committee recommends that Watergate Estate be excluded from Schedule 2 Part 1 of the Control of Parking bye Laws 2010”



Conclusion

It is now a matter for the Members of the Council to consider this report and the 
final 
recommendations of the Area Committees, which have been incorporated 
into the attached document.  


The following resolution will be required:


“It is hereby resolved that the County Council of South Dublin (hereafter 
referred to as ‘the Council’) in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 
36 of the Road Traffic Act 1994 as amended and Section 101 of the Road 
Traffic Act 1961, and having consulted with the Commissioner of the 
Garda 
Síochána, hereby make the Control of Parking Bye-Laws 2010, as 
amended in the foregoing report and as per the attached draft Bye 
Law.”

REPORT TO AREA MEETINGS AND STRATEGIC POLICY COMMITTEE:


1.
Introduction


A review of control of parking in South Dublin County Council was carried out and 
following discussion with each of the Area Committees,  DRAFT Control of Parking 
Bye Laws to regulate and control on-street parking in certain areas within South 
Dublin County Council’s administrative area were published.  The areas consisted of 
the administrative area of South Dublin County Council, with specific charge zones 
in the villages of Clondalkin, Newcastle, Lucan, Palmerstown, Rathcoole, 
Rathfarnham, 
Saggart, Tallaght and Templeogue.  The power of the Council to 
make such Bye Laws 
is contained in Section 36 of the Road Traffic Act, 1994 and 
section 101 of the Road Traffic Act, 1961


The Bye Laws set out the following information with regard to the provision and 
control of on street parking in relation to areas within the villages mentioned above:

(a) the payment of fees, including the manner and proof of payment in respect of the parking of vehicles;

(b) the specifying of the amount of any fees payable pursuant to bye-laws under paragraph (c);

(c) the specifying of the maximum periods for which vehicles may be parked in specified parking places;

(d) the prohibition of the parking of vehicles in a parking place for a period for which a fee is chargeable without the appropriate fee having been paid in the manner specified;

(e) the prohibition of the parking of vehicles in a parking place for a longer period than that in respect of which a fee was paid;

(f) the specifying of the classes of vehicles which may use a parking place in respect of which a fee is payable;

(g) the exemption of specified classes of vehicles from the payment of fees in respect of parking, the conditions under which specified classes of vehicles may be so exempted and the identification of exempted vehicles;

(h) that indications given by parking meters shall be treated as evidence until the contrary is shown of such facts and for such purposes as may be specified in the bye-laws.


A schedule indicating the type of parking provision available was included in the 
Bye-
Laws.  Also included were drawings, which indicated the affected area and 
outlined, in reference to the schedule, the location of the parking 
specification types.


A notice was placed in the Irish Independent and The Echo on the 11th of November 
2009 
indicating the availability for inspection and purchase of the draft Bye Laws. 
This notice indicated that the closing date of 06th January, 2010, for lodgement of 
relevant submissions with the Senior Executive Officer, Roads Department. 


Part (3) of Section 36 of the Road Traffic Act sets out the process, which must be 
adhered to in progressing the approval of the Bye-Laws under this section. 


Before making bye-laws under this section (other than bye-laws relating to the fees 
to be paid in respect of the parking of vehicles), a road authority shall:

The table contains a description of each 
representation, the response from the Council and the recommendation to be 
adopted.

Area:  General Issues

3 Submissions

Submission
1. The Pay and Display Scheme NOT to be extended to Saturdays.

2. Against paying to park outside one’s own home.

3. In favour of a nominal charge for parking in congested areas as this would encourage drivers to think about how they park and change their habits.

4. Reform car tax to cover parking fees and have it lower in rural areas where there are not many public transport alternatives.


Response

The principle of pay parking or controlled parking has already been well established in the County and since the introduction of the Bye Laws, they have proved to be of particular social and economic benefit. 

The improved use of the available parking spaces encourages business in commercial areas and dissuades inappropriate parking.  In particular it discourages all day parking and commuter parking. 

The difficulties with the lack of turnover of available parking spaces is not confined to Mondays to Fridays and for this reason the extension to Saturdays is proposed.

It is sometimes necessary to include residential areas in order to control inappropriate parking where this occurs.  In all cases the locations where provision is made for the introduction of controlled parking in residential areas is a matter to be determined by the elected members following consultation with affected residents.

The reform of the car tax system is outside the remit of these Bye Laws.


Recommendation


The submissions on general issues are noted.

Area: Palmerston

1 Submission


Submission
1. No adjustment be made to the parking fees or time period for each unit of parking in residential areas and villages, in Palmerston.

2. A first ‘15 minute Free’ regulation be introduced in villages only as a stimulus for local trading.


Response

The principle of pay parking or controlled parking has already been well established in the County and since the introduction of the Bye Laws, they have proved to be of particular social and economic benefit. 

The improved use of the available parking spaces encourages business in commercial areas and dissuades inappropriate parking.  In particular it discourages all day parking and commuter parking.  Provision is made, for areas where parking is problematic including within residential areas, to introduce controlled parking with a system of permits and appropriate charges to effectively reduce inappropriate parking in residential areas.  This has proven to be the case where introduced.  The locations where controlled parking is introduced (or removed following introduction) are matters for the elected members of the Council to determine.  The payment of a small annual fee for a parking permit is considered reasonable.

Following submissions for businesses and business interests, a new system is been introduced to provide parking for workers in each village so that the cost of parking is significantly lowered.  The charging system proposed is considered to be reasonable having regard to the need to ensure that the system is at a minimum self-financing.  The system should also be transparent, easy to understand and operate and capable of being administered in a simple and cost effective manner. 

The fixing of parking charges will be the subject of prior discussion and agreement with elected members.  All surplus income after the costs of operating and maintaining the system will be dedicated to the improvement of traffic management in the County and in particular improved road safety. 

The system is based on a robust enforcement regime, the purpose of which is to ensure that inappropriate parking does not take place.  In order to ensure that the benefits of the introduction of controlled parking are realised in all areas, some increases in tariffs are proposed with the objective that any increase in income arising from the tariffs proposed in the Bye Laws will finance an increased level of enforcement by improving and expanding the enforcement patrols.


Recommendation


The submission in relation to Palmerstown is noted.  No changes in the proposals are recommended.

The payment of a small annual fee for a parking permit is considered reasonable.

Following submissions for businesses and business interests, a new system is been introduced to provide parking for workers in each village so that the cost of parking is significantly lowered.

The fixing of parking charges will be the subject of prior discussion and agreement with elected members.  All surplus income after the costs of operating and maintaining the system will be dedicated to the improvement of traffic management in the County and in particular improved road safety.  The selection of an enforcement contractor will follow a competitive tender to ensure best value for money.


Recommendation

The submissions in relation to Clondalkin are noted.  No changes in the proposals are recommended.

Area:  SAGGART

4 Submissions


Submission

1. Pay and Display will be detrimental to local businesses as shoppers 
will opt to shop where parking is free.  

2. Pay and display is not warranted as Sunday is the only day where 
parking is an issue due to Sunday Mass.  

3. Pay and Display would have an effect on parents who are just 
dropping off/collecting children from school.


Response

Where controlled parking has been introduced it has been successful in maximising the turnover of parking spaces and removing inappropriate commuter and all day parking.  The constant turnover of parking spaces benefits business and generally improves access to the village.  It is clear that parking in the village centre is in high demand and regulation will benefit access to the village. 

It is not proposed to introduce controlled parking on Sundays.

Please note that the system proposed will permit very brief stops for school set down and pickup.  A small amnesty time is allowed to facilitate users to find change and this period can be utilised for this purpose.


Recommendation


Having regard to the imminent arrival of Luas, it is recommended that the proposals be adopted without amendment.

Area:  LUCAN

3 Submissions


Submission

1. Not in favour of the proposed new Bye Laws as the new ‘A’ tariff 
comprising an hourly rate of €1 per 40 minutes represents a 50% 
increase on the existing rate and the extension of paid parking to 
include Saturdays will act as a disincentive to do business and visit 
Lucan Village considering that the nearby Liffey Valley and 
Blanchardstown Shopping Centres, Tesco and Superquinn offers 
free parking.

2. These proposed changes are contrary to policies being adopted by 
other Local Authorities e.g. Dublin City Council are introducing 1400 
free parking spaces to stimulate consumer activity in the city.

3. The new bye laws propose an extension of paid parking to a 
number of new areas including Lucan Demesne car park and this 
would set an undesirable precedent which may ultimately result 
with paid parking being extended to other public parks and 
amenities in the area.  

4. Alternative measures such as introducing maximum parking stays 
and ensuring better monitoring and enforcement should be pursued 
in order to prevent all-day parking by bus-users at this car park.

5. The traders were assured when Pay and Display was introduced a 
number of years ago that it was solely a measure to dissuade 
people 
from parking all day and not a revenue generating exercise 
and this has been quite successful.  The current 
proposal if enacted 
will undermine the rationale of the original plan and undo the 
success it achieved.

6. As part of this process, a review of Lucan Village’s taxi rank be 
conducted with a view to relocating the taxi rank away from 
residential amenity, and that will not reduce parking for local 
trading.

7. Introduce a parking system which charges a nominal sum (say 50 
cents per hour) for parking up to 1 hour; a modest sum (say 2 euro 
per hour) for parking from 1 to 3 hours; and a significant sum (say 5 
euro per hour) for parking from 3 to 6 hours (max time).

8. To maintain a balance the penalty fee for overstaying at a parking 
area should be nominal for 50 cent users; modest for 1 to 3 hour 
users and significant for users over 3 hours.  

9. The Pay-for-Parking areas should be strictly limited and should not 
extend to any housing estates.


Response

The principle of pay parking or controlled parking has already been well established in the County and since the introduction of the Bye Laws, they have proved to be of particular social and economic benefit. 

The improved use of the available parking spaces encourages business in commercial areas and dissuades inappropriate parking.  In particular it discourages all day parking and commuter parking.  Making free spaces available in the village area would simply reintroduce all day and commuter parking to the village and the commercial benefit to the village would be undermined. 

Following submissions for businesses and business interests, a new system is been introduced to provide parking for workers in each village so that the cost of parking is significantly lowered.

The fixing of parking charges will be the subject of prior discussion and agreement with elected members.  All surplus income after the costs of operating and maintaining the system will be dedicated to the improvement of traffic management in the County and in particular improved road safety.  It is also necessary to improve and expand the enforcement patrols to ensure that the benefits of the introduction of controlled parking are realised in all areas.  Any increase in income arising from the tariffs proposed in the Bye Laws will finance this increased level of enforcement.

One of the unfortunate outcomes of the successful introduction of controlled parking in commercial areas has been the rise in inappropriate parking in residential areas and the revisions proposed in the Bye Laws have been designed to allow the principle of controlled parking to be extended to adjacent residential areas.  The rationale previously outlined is reinforced by the current proposals.

A revision to the arrangements for taxis is being proposed in conjunction with the revisions to the Bye Laws which will provide additional spaces outside of the hours of operation of the controlled parking system for the exclusive use of taxis.  Further consultations will take place on the exact measures being introduced to ensure that there is minimal impact on the residential amenities of those who live in the village.

The charging system proposed is considered to be reasonable having regard to the need to ensure that the system is at a minimum self-financing.  The system should also be transparent, easy to understand and operate and capable of being administered in a simple and cost effective manner. 

It is sometimes necessary to include residential areas in order to control inappropriate parking where this occurs.  In all cases the locations where provision is made for the introduction of controlled parking in residential areas is a matter to be determined by the elected members following consultation with affected residents.


Recommendation

It is noted that no additional residential areas in the Lucan Village area have requested that the controlled parking system be extended to their areas and as a result no actual changes are being made to the controlled parking system in Lucan, save for the modifications to better accommodate the taxi rank.  In the circumstances, it is recommended that the existing pay and display regime remain in force with the appropriate amendments being made to Schedule 1 Part II and Schedule 2 Part I.

Area:  NEWCASTLE

15 Submissions


Submission

1. There is inadequate public car parking currently available in the 
village.

2. That the provision of a public car park would assist especially at 
school drop off/pick up times.

3. Objection to residences on Main Street having to pay to park 
outside 
their homes.

4. It would not be economical or financially beneficial to install and 
maintain meters in this small village unlike other villages that have a 
vibrant commercial trade.

5. Certain residents will be hit more than others i.e. mass goers, 
parents of school children, volunteers helping in the Community 
Centre.


Response

The principle of pay parking or controlled parking has already been well established in the County and since the introduction of the Bye Laws, they have proved to be of particular social and economic benefit.  These benefits will now be extended to Newcastle Village by this proposal.

The improved use of the available parking spaces encourages business in commercial areas and dissuades inappropriate parking.  In particular it discourages all day parking and commuter parking.  Making free spaces available in the village area would simply reinforce all day and commuter parking in the village and there would be no additional commercial benefit to the village.  The need for a public car park in the village has not been established and the provision of such a public car park to assist parking at school opening and closing is not sustainable.

The fixing of parking charges will be the subject of prior discussion and agreement with elected members.  All surplus income after the costs of operating and maintaining the system will be dedicated to the improvement of traffic management in the County and in particular improved road safety.  It is also necessary to improve and expand the enforcement patrols to ensure that the benefits of the introduction of controlled parking are realised in all areas.  Any increase in income arising from the tariffs proposed in the Bye Laws will finance this increased level of enforcement.

Please note that the system proposed will permit very brief stops for school set down and pickup.  A small amnesty time is allowed to facilitate users to find change and this period can be utilised for this purpose.  There is a system of residential parking and visitor parking permits to assist local residents. The controlled parking system does not operate on Sundays.


Recommendation


The submissions in relation to Newcastle are noted.  No changes in the proposals are recommended.

Area: RATHFARNHAM

Sub-Area:  Marian Road Car Park at 

Rosemount Shopping Centre, Ballyroan
59 Submissions


Submission

1. Pay and Display Parking will break down the sense of Community 
that exists in this area.

2. Paid Parking will adversely affect the Volunteers, Group Leaders 
and participants of the newly renovated Community Centre.

3. People will opt to avoid paying for parking by using nearby 
residential roads and avenues, thus causing a nuisance to residents 
accessing their homes and possible traffic hazards by uncareful 
parking and may obstruct vehicles using those roads including 
emergency vehicles.

4. It will impact negatively on trade.

5. There is no evidence of excess demand for car spaces at this 
location generally.

6. This area is used almost exclusively by the local community here.

7. The Council should encourage people to shop local and not go 
where 
parking may be free at the larger Shopping Centres.

8. Commuters should be encouraged to use public transport and use 
the car park as a Park and Ride.

9. This car park is used by many elderly residents on a daily basis who 
attend the church and shops and they should not be penalised for 
using and supporting the local facilities.

10. If implemented that the first 1 or 2 hours be free as this is essential 
to maintain and increase the level of volunteering in Ballyroan and 
bonding of the local community.

11. If implemented there should be a short free period e.g.: 30 minutes 
then a tariff with a max parking of 3 hours.

12. In favour as some cars park at the car park all day and do not trade 
here.

13. In favour to deter all day parking.


Response

The principle of pay parking or controlled parking has already been well established in the County and since the introduction of the Bye Laws, they have proved to be of particular social and economic benefit. 

The improved use of the available parking spaces encourages business in commercial areas and dissuades inappropriate parking.  In particular it discourages all day parking and commuter parking.  Making free spaces available in the area would simply reintroduce all day and commuter parking and the commercial benefit would be undermined and questionable. 

Following submissions for businesses and business interests, a new system is been introduced to provide parking for workers in each village so that the cost of parking is significantly lowered.

The fixing of parking charges will be the subject of prior discussion and agreement with elected members.  All surplus income after the costs of operating and maintaining the system will be dedicated to the improvement of traffic management in the County and in particular improved road safety.  It is also necessary to improve and expand the enforcement patrols to ensure that the benefits of the introduction of controlled parking are realised in all areas.  Any increase in income arising from the tariffs proposed in the Bye Laws will finance this increased level of enforcement.


Recommendation


Having regard to the mixed use of commercial, community, public buildings and religious services that benefit from the use of the existing car park and having regard to the views expressed, it is recommended that this proposal be deferred and that further detailed consultation be undertaken with the local community.  The proposals are therefore not recommended.

Sub-Area:  Castleside Drive


Submission

1. Can Hazel Lodge apartment residents purchase permits for Woodlands. 

2. Where possible can new pay and Display signs be placed on existing ESB poles. Where these are inadequate, to consult with the Residents association about exact locations for new poles.

3. It is a fundamental part of our support that Saturday is included and is policed during the full operational hours to 6pm each day.

4. Wish to include Sunday’s, if possible as this is the busiest day of the week, year round.


Response

The Council will flexibly consider the need for residential parking permits to ensure that on an individual case basis an appropriate decision is made.  In the case of apartment type developments it is unlikely that the case for a second or subsequent parking permit will be favourably considered having regard to established practise and precedent. 

The manner of the introduction of controlled parking in individual areas can be the subject of local consultative arrangements.  The suggestion made regarding location of poles and other equipment will be implemented as far as possible.

The system is based on a robust enforcement regime, the purpose of which is to ensure that inappropriate parking does not take place.  In order to ensure that the benefits of the introduction of controlled parking are realised in all areas, some increases in tariffs are proposed with the objective that any increase in income arising from the tariffs proposed in the Bye Laws will finance an increased level of enforcement by improving and expanding the enforcement patrols.

At this stage of the review it is not proposed to introduce controlled parking on Sundays.  The introduction of such a proposal in only one location in the County could also give rise to confusion in the operation of the system.


Recommendation


The submissions in relation to Castleside Drive are noted.  No changes in the proposals are recommended.

Sub-Area: Car park at St. Mary’s Boys National School, Grange Road


Submission

1. That the ‘Set-Down Only’ sign is not being adhered to here.  

2. Area being used as a Park and Ride facility. 

3. Proposes that some (say 10) car spaces be allocated to School drop-off/pick-up spots and this would alleviate the current dangers here.


Response

The introduction of a controlled parking system and its associated enforcement regime will assist in tackling the difficulties referred to.  All day and commuter parking will be discouraged with the introduction of the new system.

Please note that the system proposed will permit very brief stops for school set down and pickup.  A small amnesty time is allowed to facilitate users to find change and this period can be utilised for this purpose.


Recommendation

That in view of the established use of this area as a park and ride facility, that the introduction of controlled parking at this location be relocated to Willbrook Road and that the necessary adjustment be made to Schedule 2 Part I.

Sub-Area: Owendoher Crescent


Submission


1.
Priority in favour of Pay and Display being introduced at this 


location.


Response

Noted.


Recommendation

The submission in relation to Owendoher Crescent is noted.  No changes in the proposals are recommended.

Sub-Area: Butterfield Avenue


Submission

1. Pay and Display will narrow the road and increase traffic problems.  

2. Butterfield Avenue is not generally used for parking nor does it 
permit parking on the roadway in the interest of traffic flow.


Response
Careful consideration has been given to the proposals for controlled parking to ensure that appropriate regulation of parking is provided.  The locations have been carefully considered to ensure that the provision of parking spaces does not impact adversely on traffic flows. 

The parking issues on Butterfield Road have been carefully examined to ensure that they are appropriate to the area and that they do not encourage spill over parking from the village.  The proposals being made will ensure that any inappropriate parking does not take place.


Recommendation


The submissions in relation to Butterfield Avenue are noted.  It is recommended that the western end of Butterfield Avenue at the Oldbridge Road junction be included in the controlled parking regime and that the necessary changes to Schedule 2 Part 1 to give effect to this recommendation  be implemented.

Sub-Area: Fairways


Submission

1. Tariffs constitute commercial rates and are calculated to induce rather than deter drivers from availing of the facility and thereby proposes that the tariff should be substantially increased at the Fairways to deter parking of non residents.

2. Concern over location of machine.

3. Scheme would not be properly monitored.

4. That the Cul-de-Sac sign at the entrance to Fairways be replaced.

5. Pay and Display is not warranted in this residential area beyond the 
Double Yellow Lines area that are at the entrance to this estate.

6. Many of the residents are elderly and may ill afford the cost of the 
permits.  One residential permit and one visitors permit should be 
given free to each household.

7. Having Yellow lines- either single or double could solve some issues.

8. Increase the tariff here to restrict parking.

9. To solve the current problems experienced at The Fairways would be to reduce the number of vehicles that use the road as a car park.  Non-resident parking only became an issue following the imposition of restrictions on employee parking in the Rathfarnham Shopping centre car park


Response

The principle of pay parking or controlled parking has already been well established in the County and since the introduction of the Bye Laws, they have proved to be of particular social benefit. 

The controlled use of the designated parking spaces is encouraged and the system dissuades inappropriate parking in residential areas.  In particular, it discourages all day parking and commuter parking.  Where provision is made for areas where parking is problematic to introduce controlled parking with a system of permits and appropriate charges, it has effectively reduced inappropriate parking in residential areas.  The locations where controlled parking is introduced (or removed following introduction) are matters for the elected members of the Council to determine.  The payment of a small annual fee for a parking permit is considered reasonable especially as a permit need only be purchased where existing off street parking is insufficient.

The fixing of parking charges will be the subject of prior discussion and agreement with elected members.  All surplus income after the costs of operating and maintaining the system will be dedicated to the improvement of traffic management in the County and in particular improved road safety.

Experience has shown that the provision of single and double yellow lines will not, on their own solve inappropriate parking in residential areas.  The controlled parking system with its purpose designed enforcement regime has been successful in controlling this problem where it has been introduced.

The location of signage and ticket machines etc will be the subject of local consultation arrangements.


Recommendation


The submissions in relation to Fairways are noted.  No changes in the proposals are recommended.

Sub Area: Rathfarnham Village 


Submission

1.
Provide either a Loading Bay here or Yellow lines as the area outside the shop at Wolfe Tone Terrace is narrow for traffic flow/movement.


Response

The issue at this location has been examined and the layout of the parking spaces is considered reasonable.  The extension of the Bye Laws to include Saturday will ensure that a controlled parking regime is in place during the trading week.  The location will be kept under review.


Recommendation


The submission in relation to Rathfarnham Village is noted.  No changes in the proposals are recommended.

Area: TEMPLEOGUE

Car park at Fortfield Park Shopping Area

1 Submission


Submission

That Pay and display be introduced at the parking area fronting the shopping area on Fortfield Park


Response

Considering the over use of the parking area to serve the bus stop.  It is considered appropriate that the area be included in area tariff B.  The scheme will be amended accordingly.


Recommendation


The submission in relation to Templeogue is noted.  No change in the proposals is required.

2. 
Summary


The Council welcomes the level of interest shown by the public in this consultative 
process and the written submissions received.  Issues raised in the consultations 
have been incorporated into the final report.  The provision of controlled parking is 
critical in the mentioned villages for the sustenance of basic commercial 
requirements 
and the draft bye-laws provide for that.  There will be a formal 
review of the bye-laws after twelve months of operation / implementation.  
The scheme will also be subject to continuous monitoring during the 
implementation period.


This matter has been considered by each of the Area committees of the Council. 
Rathfarnham Area Committee noted the report and agreed that the matter would be 
listed for consideration by the Council at its June 2010 meeting. Lucan Clondalkin 
Area Committee passed 3 motions relating to the Clondalkin Village Area which had 
the effect of confirming the Bye Laws without change for the Lucan Village Area.

AUTHORISATION OF OVER EXPENDITURE 2009

The following report, which had been circulated, was presented by the Manager Ms C. Henehan, Head of Finance, and was CONSIDERED:


“The Annual Financial Statement for 2009 incurred a deficit of (€348,797).  This 
deficit resulted from a deterioration in incomes during the year and the associated 
requirement to increase the provision for bad debt in expenditure.  Significant 
measures were implemented during 2009 to reduce expenditure below the adopted 
budget.  If these measures had not been implemented the deficit would have been 
substantial. The figures below relating to over-expenditure reflect changes in 
expenditure within Divisions and did not contribute to the deficit which resulted 
from a reduction in incomes against the budget.


In accordance with Section 104 of the Local Government Act 2001, Council approval 
is required for increased revenue account expenditure in 2009. Approval was 
already 
sought for additional expenditure at the February 2010 Council meeting in 
accordance with the revised expenditure 2009 which was considered during and 
formed part of the 2010 Budget process. There was over-expenditure above that 
approved in the revised budget and approval for this is now required.

REVIEW OF WASTE CHARGES 
The following report, which had been circulated, was presented by the Manager Ms P. Poole, Director of Environmental Services, and was CONSIDERED:


“South Dublin County Council’s Waste Management Service is provided to almost 74,000 
households in the County and to businesses, schools and community facilities. 


Household residual waste has been collected on a weekly basis by Council staff to date.  
This system of weekly collection is currently changing to fortnightly on the introduction 
of 
the brown bin system for food and garden waste. The residual waste collected is baled at 
the Council’s Baling Station at Ballymount and transported to the Council’s engineered 
and EPA licensed landfill in Arthurstown, Co Kildare located 1.6 km south-east of the 
village of Kill, Co. Kildare and the N7 national primary road.  The brown waste will also go 
to Ballymount and then be transferred to a private treatment facility in Carlow.  As Kill 
will cease operations in 
December 2010 the region is currently engaged in a tender process 
for the identification of 
alternative landfill space until the Waste to Energy Facility at 
Poolbeg is complete.


The following indicates the tonnage of household waste collected 2007-2009 from 
households in the County.

with an average presentation rate of 33%.


In addition to the Black Bin collection for residual waste, the Council also funds a household 
collection service for recyclable waste - Green Bin, which is provided by a contractor on the 
Council’s behalf.  In 2005, the range of materials collected for recycling in the green bins in 
South Dublin County amounted to over 12,600 tonnes and included newspapers, card and 
pamphlets, aluminium and steel cans and tetrapak cartons. By 2009 this had grown to 
18,600 tonnes and customers are also now able to dispose of plastics in the green bin.  In 
terms of recycling, the literature supports the view that the closer and easier it is to recycle 
the higher the rates, with Kerbside being the most effective.  Studies have shown that there 
is a greater increase in the weight of recyclables when the bin is collected every two weeks. 
The tonnages presented for recycling in the County are steadily increasing each year, thus 
increasing the amount of waste diverted from landfill.  


The following indicates the tonnage of recyclable waste collected in the period 2005-2009 
from households in the County.

PAY-PER-USE SYSTEM


In compliance with EU policy and with Government policy, the Council is required to apply 
the “Pay per Use” system to Environmental Waste Charges. Pay per Use is a fair system 
which directly links the charge to the amount of waste each household produces. The 
system 
enables householders to control their own costs by minimising the waste they 
produce in the 
first instance and also to make a contribution to the environmental good by 
limiting the residual waste to landfill and diverting recyclable materials for recycling. 
This brings environmental gains to society and to present and future generations. In the EU 
hierarchy of waste options, the least preferred option is disposal to landfill. Charging 
users based on the amount of waste they produce encourages waste reduction, re-use and 
recycling which are the preferable options for waste management. 

   

In 2009 the Council introduced a new Advanced Credit System which has further driven 
down costs by eliminating fraudulent tags from the system, enabling waivers to be 
allocated quarterly, reducing commission on sale of tags and the administrative issues 
associated with 
use of tags.  While initially difficult for customers this system is proving to 
be more effective both from a consumer and management perspective.


In February 2004, the Council introduced a Pay per Use charge following two years of 
annual 
fixed charges. This charge was set at a relatively low amount to allow for 
householders to adjust to a new system. The initial cost per lift in 2004 was €6.  
This rose 
to €8 in 2006 and there has been no price increase since that time.  The Council engaged in 
efficiency reviews in order to keep down costs to the customers in spite of escalating costs 
caused by reductions in tonnage; increases landfill levies and compliance costs  The 
outcome of introducing the per-lift charge was that the tonnages collected in the Black Bins 
reduced from 77,000 in 2003 to 54,000 tonnes in 2009, a reduction of 30%. 


COSTS OF PROVIDING THE SERVICE


It has been well documented that in the last ten years, the regulation and standards 
required in relation to how waste is collected and disposed of has resulted in significant 
cost increases. The requirements for better environmental standards of facilities and 
services are accompanied by a realisation that we are all responsible for the waste we 
produce, that our waste should be handled and disposed of in appropriate and 
sustainable ways and that the costs should be funded by those who generate the 
waste – Polluter Pays Principle.


The cost of providing the waste service consists of a number of elements.  These include 
the staff costs of collecting waste every week, the associated administrative account 
management elements, the costs of baling circa 54,000 tonnes of waste, transporting the 
baled waste by container to landfill, and maintaining the infrastructure (baling station and 
landfill) in compliance with the stringent environmental standards of the Environmental 
Protection Agency. 


In relation to the recycling options, the costs include funding of the following; 

· The Civic Amenity Recycling Centre at Ballymount where a range of items are 
accepted free of charge,    

· The provision of and servicing bring banks (glass and cans across 60 locations).   

· The green bin collection to every household once every two weeks collecting a 
range 
of materials (paper, card, magazines, books, cardboard food packaging, 
beverage cans including mineral and beer cans, steel food cans, and tetrapak 
cartons and plastics) 

· The introduction of the new Brown Bin Collection for food waste (including         


cooked and raw meat and fish, vegetables and fruit,  pasta,  bread and     


teabags) and garden waste (such as grass, weeds and hedge clippings). 

REVIEW OF ENVIRONMENTAL WASTE CHARGE 


South Dublin County Council is one of a small number of counties in Ireland where the 
waste 
service is still provided by direct labour.  The Council provides an integrated waste 
system 
which includes the collection service and the ancillary recycling services which now 
also include the brown bin service.  This service is provided county-wide regardless of 
location or economic status of the customer.  


The cost of delivering this service in 2010 is:-

There has been no increase in the charge since April 2006 in spite of the escalating costs, 
drop in presentation and increased recycling service.


Section 111 Finance Act 2010 now requires the Council to include VAT with effect from 1st 
July 2010 in the charge for all local authority services where competition with private sector 
service providers could occur.  Waste Management is one of those services.  VAT is being 
levied at 13.5% on waste collection. There have however been a number of discussions 
with Revenue to establish the VAT elements the Council will be able to offset against this.  
Based 
on our inputs and the number of lifts this credit is approximately 81 cent per lift.  
The Council will now be liable for VAT on every domestic refuse lift for which a charge is 
levied and must pay Revenue 13.5% of the cost of each lift.  The VAT inputs will be 
credited back.


In addition there are a number of savings which it is anticipated have yet to come on 
stream 
and will also impact positively on the cost per lift.  These include the finalisation of 
negotiations with staff on rationalisation, reductions in costs on baling as a result of the 
new landfill space and indeed the landfill space itself.  The Council will therefore 
anticipate 
these 
savings and pass them on to customers now in advance of the savings actually 
being 
achieved:-

(a) the input credit on a per lift basis

(b) anticipated savings yet to be achieved


Therefore with effect from 1st August 2010 the cost of a lift for customers in South Dublin 
will be:-

Following the increase which will take effect on Sunday 1st August 2010, the Council’s 


charges will still be amongst the lowest in the country. Information for comparison of 


Refuse 
Collection Charges in Local Authorities throughout the Country is provided in 


the attachment 
and Costs from Private Sector Collectors are also provided for information.



While there is now an increase in the charge it is anticipated that the new brown bin 

service will bring about a changing pattern of presentation.  The Council is providing 

the maximum control of waste costs to each household. Every household will have 2 

Brown Bin and 2 Green Bin collections every month and it is expected that there will 

be a reduction in the presentation rate of the Black Bins every 2 weeks.  Set out 


below is the impact of the charge on households and as demonstrated it is possible 

for some households to save on their costs, while for others the annual increase is 

minimal.  The Council remains committed to a pay per use system and will not be 

introducing a flat charge.



The Council also commits to work to further reduce costs over which we have 


control 
and to hold those costs to the consumer at this rate until August 2012.

As the new charge will come into being on 1st August 2010 all customers must ensure that 
they have adequate credit in their accounts to avail of a collection service from that date.


Waiver customers will continue to have their accounts topped up to 6 lifts per quarter 
enabling them to present 3 black and 3 brown bins without charge each quarter.


It is fundamental to the service that those who receive the service carry the cost of 
providing the service. The review of Environmental Waste Charge in South Dublin 
County from August 2010 is in line with this policy and further reviews of charge will 
take place in coming years as the various elements of the service are put in place and 
as 
integration of the system is established 


Waste Management Initiatives


The Council is providing the full range of kerbside waste management services to 
encourage householders to become more environmentally conscious and continuing 
with the waiver 
scheme.


Underpinning the environmental and waste management agenda is the need to grow 
awareness and provide information and advice to households, businesses, schools and 
communities. This is being delivered by the Environmental Awareness team of the Council 
and the Eco Week which include community events open to 


everyone from Community Groups to Schools, Householders to Individuals and businesses. 
All events are free and range from exhibitions, workshops, seminars to storytelling and 
much 
more to raise awareness of environmental issues and solutions in a fun and 
practical way – 

Householders can control their costs by minimising the amount of waste they generate, by 
using the following;

 

· The  Green Bin for recyclables 

· The Brown Bin for food waste and garden waste 

· The Bring Banks  

· The Civic Amenity and Recycling Centre at Ballymount where a range of recyclables 
are accepted free and 

· A home composter

· Using freetrade.ie to arrange for re-use of bulky items


The Council also carries the cost of a waiver scheme, with each qualifying household  
receiving 6 lifts per quarter.  


WASTE MANAGEMENT PLANNING FOR THE FUTURE.


There are a range of projects and measures contained in the Waste Management Plan for 
the Dublin region 2005-2010, which will lead to a fully integrated service.  To provide a 
fully integrated waste management service South Dublin County Council is expanding 
the service to include an organic Brown Bin collection, the material from which will be 
composted. Brown Bins are currently being delivered to all of our customers this summer 
for the collection of food and garden waste. This will contribute towards reaching the 
ambitious 59% target for recycling set by the four Dublin local authorities. 


The four Dublin local authorities work closely to develop the infrastructure and services for 
an integrated solution to Waste Management for the Region. This approach includes 
working with Repak and with industry to maximise the Producer Responsibility 
contribution.”

That this Council, in light of the ongoing suffering of the Palestinian people, recognises (1) that Veolia is a leading partner in the consortium contracted to build a light railway system linking Israel to illegal settlements in occupied East Jerusalem, (2) that the Irish government and the U.N does not recognise Israel’s annexation and occupation of East Jerusalem and have repeatedly stated their views that the Israeli settlements in East Jerusalem and the West Bank contravene international law and (3) that Veolia’s involvement in the project is in contravention of the UN’s stated demand that Israeli settlement activities and occupation should not be supported, and calls on the County Manager not to sign any new or renew any existing contracts with Veolia.
