The Parks and Landscape Services Department entered onto the land adjacent to 30 Willbrook Lawn on the 25th May 2010.  Notice of the intent of the Council to do so was communicated in advance to the solicitors for the owners of 30 Willbrook Lawn and was in response to the resolution of the Elected Members of the Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee on the 13 November, 2007. 

A hoarding was erected between the house and the public open space in such a manner as to allow the occupier in the future to construct a wall between the pubic open space and the private property without having to first remove the hoarding.

In the meantime, the front of the open space area has been blocked off by a railing (with a gate) in order to prevent any access to a site which is still considered to be a danger from a Health and Safety point of view.

The Parks and Landscape Services Department will continue to maintain the area.”
Mr. B. Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, P. Cosgrave, E. Coburn, and J. Lahart, Mr. Kearney responded to queries raised. The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“The cutting of open spaces such as the one at Orchardstown Drive often involves the use of two separate machines. A tractor with a large mower cuts the bulk of the clear, unobstructed open space, while a smaller machine deals with the cutting of grass on the edges of the open spaces and in and around trees and other objects such as lighting columns, poles, signs, railings etc. In ideal circumstances, both machines would start and finish on the open space on the same day. However, in reality, open space areas such as described above are not always completely cut at the same time. While every effort is made to synchronise the rotas for the two machines, in practice, a gap of several days can arise between the two machines working on the open space as the larger grass cutting equipment will move quicker than the smaller equipment.  In the current economic climate this situation has been exacerbated and there are many areas where the coordination of grass cutting is not as the Council would desire it to be.

In recent years, under normal circumstances and with a full compliment of staff and machinery, the Parks Dept. has endeavoured to have all open spaces and grassed areas under maintenance cut on a nine to ten day rota basis. This is the optimum and most cost efficient cutting frequency as it minimises vehicle breakdowns, reduces the accumulation of litter and does not generate significant amounts of grass clippings. This frequency is not always achieved due to a range of factors such as staff on leave, machinery breakdowns, weather and ground conditions and other works on hand. 

Taking into account the current economic environment and all of the constraints including those outlined above, the cutting frequency has fallen back to a level of between twelve and fifteen days between cuts.  While this is some way off the optimum, it is a service level that the Parks Department is endeavouring to achieve in the current season within the available resources. 

Notwithstanding the above, every effort is being made to allocate the resources available within the Parks Department on a prioritised basis to maximum effect, to ensure that the grass maintenance across the Rathfarnham Area is to the highest possible standard.  In this regard, priority is being given to the maintenance of playing fields to ensure that they are available for play. The grass cutting rotas for the machines working on the open space at Orchardstown Drive will be reviewed to determine if the circumstances can be improved. 

In relation to the use of chemicals, it is the policy of the Parks and Landscape Services Department and the Council to minimize the use of chemical weed control as far as possible in the interest of biodiversity enhancement.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“In recent years, under normal circumstances and with a full compliment of staff and machinery, the Parks Dept. has endeavoured to have all open spaces and grassed areas under maintenance cut on a nine to ten day rota basis. This is the optimum and most cost efficient cutting frequency as it minimises vehicle breakdowns, reduces the accumulation of litter and does not generate significant amounts of grass clippings. This frequency is not always achieved due to a range of factors such as staff on leave, machinery breakdowns, weather and ground conditions and other works on hand. 

Taking into account the current economic environment and all of the constraints including those outlined above, the cutting frequency as fallen back to a level of  between twelve and fifteen days between cuts.  While this is some way off the optimum, it is a service level that the Parks Department is endeavouring to achieve in the current season within the available resources. 

Notwithstanding the above, every effort is being made to allocate the resources available within the Parks Department on a prioritised basis to maximum effect, to ensure that the grass maintenance across the Rathfarnham Area is to the highest possible standard.  In this regard, priority is being given to the maintenance of playing fields to ensure that they are available for play.  

In relation to grass cutting on public roads, the Council must comply with stringent Health and Safety / Traffic Management requirements now in force. The level of safety measures required relates to the road status and speed limits currently in force. The requirements become more onerous as the status of the road and associated traffic volumes and speeds increase with the most onerous requirements applying to National Roads and Dual Carriageways. 

Compliance with the regulations means that additional time is required at these locations in order to set up the signing, lighting and guarding prior to carrying out any works and removal of same upon completion of the works for the day. In addition to this, on the routes carrying significant volumes of traffic where traffic flows have to be maintained at certain times of the day e.g. rush hour periods, working is often restricted to off peak periods in order to maintain traffic flows. Where National Routes and dual carriageways are involved, the Parks Department works in a co-operative manner with the Council's Roads Maintenance and Traffic Sections in carrying out maintenance on these routes.”

“The Children’s Trains that operate in Corkagh and Tymon Parks were originally provided to enhance the Family Day experiences in these parks and to allow families with small children experience the fuller extent of these parks. They were so successful and so popular that a decision was taken to continue them on Sundays between May and September in the Regional Parks. The trains are now well established with many people travelling to these parks on Sunday afternoons, specifically for the trains.

Most of the parks in the county do not have a path system that is sufficiently large and generally circular in nature to provide a meaningful route. The existing trains in Corkagh and Tymon run on a circulation route of approximately three kilometres with an average journey time of about 15 minutes. Rather than bring the train to Rathfarnham, it is proposed to promote it as many of the visitors to Rathfarnham Castle Park may not be aware of the service. This would encourage people to experience some of the other parks in the county that they might otherwise have little reason or occasion to visit”.

Mr. B. Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors P. Cosgrave and C. Keane, Mr. Kearney responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED. · “The Caretaker for Cherryfield Residential Caravan Park carries out a regular routine of cleaning within the site. The open space area around the Site is monitored by the Housing and Parks Departments in relation to dumping, and a number of clean ups have been carried out. 

· Any damage caused to the footpaths has been monitored by the Parks Department and previously repairs were carried out by the Environmental Services Department on a section of footpath to the rear of Cherryfield RCP where damage was caused by a leak in a drainage pipe from the Site.  

· An existing CCTV camera is operational in the environs of the Residential Caravan Park and the open space to ensure that there is no illegal encroachment on to the open space. The camera is not monitored on a full time basis and is fixed so as to obtain a maximum view of the open space. Video footage captured during night time or when lighting is poor is not of sufficiently good quality to enable identification of dumpers. A clean up of the area around the RCP has been carried out to allow for the civil works in relation to the installation of an additional camera at the rear of the development has just completed and arrangements are being made of have this additional camera installed as soon as possible.  This camera will be night capable and much closer to the site and therefore capable of identification of those who are engaged in illegal dumping.  

· During any of the clean ups carried out so far by the Council, no evidence has been found in the household refuse that would indicate the person or persons responsible for the dumping and therefore no notices have been served by the Anti Litter Wardens under the Litter Acts.

All of the residents of Cherryfield RCP have been advised as to their responsibilities for maintaining their own bays in good condition with regard to the proper disposal of refuse from their own bays, and to adhere to the conditions of their Licence Agreements. A number of meetings have taken place between the Traveller Accommodation Unit and residents, in conjunction with the Tallaght Traveller Support Group, in an effort to establish and Estate Management Group for the RCP. This Group is intended to give the residents an opportunity to engage with the Council in the management and maintenance of the RCP and thereby engender a working relationship with the staff of the Council.”

“The area in question will be assessed to examine the necessity for additional litter bins there having regard for litter arising in the area, proximity to litter generators (e.g. shops, schools etc.), footfall as well as route capacity and existing litter bins  but it should be noted that given the limited provision in the Council's 2010 Budget for litter bin installations and outstanding priority requests, it may be some time before any necessary litter bins are installed at this location, even if or when the current industrial dispute in this regard ceases.

The Environmental Awareness Team engages with schools and communities throughout the County.  The following initiatives are offered to all schools: a Green Times Newsletter is distributed providing up to date information on environmental education and awareness supports offered to schools, the Giant Waste Challenge Game is available to schools, while the Environmental Schools Anti Litter Competition is run annually.  In addition,  Environmental Awareness staff work closely with schools throughout the county with school visits / presentations by Litter Wardens and Environmental Awareness staff available on topics such as Litter, Waste, Recycling, Water and Energy for Primary and Secondary School pupils.

The following work has recently been carried out with schools in Knocklyn: the Greendream Anti Litter Drama Workshop took place in St. Columcille's J.N.S, consisting of drama role play focusing on litter themes with subsequent supply of work packs with follow on exercises related to the anti-litter theme of the workshops.  Pupils from St. Columcille's J.N.S and St. Columcille's S.N.S were also encouraged to create anti-litter posters for a recent competition.  A Green Schools Talk for teachers was delivered in the past week while St. Columcilles C.S. have received their waste flag which covers the theme of waste.  In addition, the following initiatives are available for communities and schools around litter: National Spring Clean, Scribble Skills Anti Graffiti Toolkit, Local Agenda 21 Environmental Partnership Fund, Anti Litter and Anti Graffiti Awareness Grants and The Beautiful South Dublin County / Ath Cliath Theas go Deas Competition and schools and residents in Knocklyon and throughout the County are encouraged to participate in these.  Further details are available from the Environmental Awareness team.”
