REPORT ON PART 8 OF THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS 2001 – 2007

 SALT BARN, SERVICE YARD AND FACILITY BUILDING AT OLD LUCAN ROAD,  FONTHILL.
INTRODUCTION:

Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. The Regulations apply to the proposed works involved in the development of the site approx 0.74 Hectares to include a Salt Barn, Service Yard and Facility Building. 
South Dublin County Council’s only salt and road gritting storage facility has been to date located at our Depot in the south of the County at Ballymount. 

There is a need for an additional storage facility in the north part of the County, in order to provide more flexibility for our front line staff and a speedier response time during emergencies/severe weather events. The proposed location of this facility is directly adjacent to the N4 and as such has been approved for funding by The National Roads Authority.  
DESCRIPTION OF SCHEME AS ADVERTISED:

The proposed works consist of the following:
1. The development of the site at Fonthill sized at approx 0.74 Hectares to include a Salt Barn, Service Yard and Facility Building. It also includes facilities for storage, parking and re-fueling of plant and machinery, necessary utilities and services.
2. Associated access and egress points to the site.

3. Associated road signage and road markings.
CONSULTATION PROCESS AND ADVERSTISING:
The Fonthill Salt Barn development was advertised in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001-2007 in the

· Clondalkin Library, Clondalkin.

	Submission
	The colour rendering specification of the building indicated on the Part 8 drawing is Kingspan ‘Petra’, which Ballymore  feel would not be in keeping with its surroundings. They suggest Kingspan ‘Wedgwood Blue’ as an alternative.

	Response
	Kingspan ‘Wedgewood Blue’ will be specified in the detailed design documentation.

	Submission
	There is concern expressed with regard to proposed screen planting, particularly to the south of the site. Ballymore call on the Council to preserve the existing mature trees at this location and to  provide  additional planting of semi-mature trees in this area.

	Response
	Screen planting details have not been finalised to date. The detailed design of the facility will be carried out to minimise the impact on the existing trees. Appropriate arrangements, including additional screen planting will be incorporated in to the final design following discussion with theParks and Landscape Department.

	Submission
	Ballymore call on the council to ensure that adequate bunding and other measures are in place to prevent accidental spillages from the oil tanks or salt barn.

	Response
	Bunding for fuel tanks has been included in the overall design of the facility.
In addition. a full forecourt retention system is being provided before any discharge to the public drainage system.

	Submission
	Ballymore believe that it is incumbent on the County Council that the development respects the zoning and protected view objectives of the Development Plan as far as possible

	Submission
	The Council will ensure that the development  respects the zoning and protected view objectives of the Development Plan as far as possible.  


RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the scheme be implemented subject to the following modifications:
· The colour rendering specification of the building will be changed from Kingspan ‘Petra’ to Kingspan ‘Wedgwood Blue’.
