"To ask the Manager for an update on the status of Marlay House following the recent fire which destroyed the building?"

REPLY:
The Council’s Conservation Officer carried out a site inspection and met with the owners on 20th July 2010 to assess the current damage to Marlay Grange House following a fire on the afternoon of the 1st July 2010. The structure has been badly damaged and the internal floors and ceilings have completely collapsed.  Due to amount of burnt timbers still hanging from the roof area it was not safe to enter the interior of the property so the inspection was carried out from the perimeter of the property for safety reasons.  The main walls and chimneys of the structure are still intact and look to be in a sound condition.  The internal layout remains with fireplaces and there are remnants of decorative plasterwork visible.

The owners were advised at the site meeting that the site should be made secure as soon as possible.  This would be achieved by securing all entry points into the structure with appropriate block work and that the front door should be sealed with secure steel sheeting to allow continual access into the building for removal of debris and further inspections and surveys etc.  The owner agreed that he would secure the site as soon as possible and would get a structural engineer to inspect the chimneys to ascertain their structural condition.

The owners were reminded that as the owner of a Protected Structure they have a duty of care under the Planning & Development Acts 2000-2004 to prevent the endangerment of a Protected Structure or part of a Protected Structure.  Based on the site inspection carried out the Conservation Officer recommended that a Section 59 Endangerment Notice under Part IV of the Planning and Development Act 2000 be served on the owners of Marlay Grange House.

A Section 59 Endangerment Notice was issued on the 11th August 2010.  Under the provisions of the Planning and Development Act the owner may within a 4 week period from the date of the notice make a written representation to the Planning Authority concerning:

· The terms of the Notice 

· The provision of assistance under Section 59 (2) of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended) 

· Any other material considerations

The owners are then required to carry out the remedial works necessary to prevent Marlay Grange House from becoming or continuing to be endangered to be carried out within a specified period of not less than 8 weeks from the date of the notice.  If the owners fail to comply with the terms of the Notice the necessary legal proceedings will be instigated.  Once the necessary remedial works to safeguard the structure and secure the site are carried out a further assessment will then be made in terms of the appropriate restoration and reinstatement works required by the owners of Marlay Grange House.

“BOLTON HALL
A Final site inspection was carried out by the Council's Conservation Officer on Friday 18th June 2010 and the Conservation Officer has confirmed that the permanent roof to the Main house and the side wings is complete and has been carried out to a high conservation standard, adhering to conservation principles.  The windows to ground and first floor have been secured and that the front and back entrance doors to the house are secured by steel doors.  A high-tech security system has been put in place which is a 24 hr monitored system with surveillance cameras that covers the whole site.  The system is connected to a control room with a monitored response so that the Gardai can be called instantly.

It is considered that the owners of Bolton Hall have complied with the specific details contained in the Section 59 Endangerment Notice served on 6th November 2009.  The works carried out to address the items contained in the S59 Notice have been carried out to a high standard and in a very positive manner.  Not only did the owners erect a temporary roof as required under the S59 Notice but they then proceeded to reinstate a permanent roof which has now been completed.  The Conservation Officer has recommended that the Enforcement file be closed as no further action is required.”

It should also be noted that there is a bond in force until 6th December 2013 to secure the satisfactory maintenance of the structures.”

SD10A/0123- Permission refused for the refurbishment of the existing dwelling and provision of traveller accommodation with 1 no. caravan bay. No appeal made to An Bord Pleanala. Permission refused for 4no. reasons: contrary to policy regarding provision of traveller accommodation; impact on Natura 2000 site; inadequate information regarding foul and surface water drainage and inadequate information regarding structural stability of the existing bridge and vehicular access. 

SD09A/0055- Permission granted and decision upheld on appeal to An Bord Pleanala(PL06S.235823) for the demolition of the existing single storey dwelling and the erection of 2no. pairs of semi-detached dwellings 

SD07A/0268- Permission refused on appeal to An Bord Pleanala (PL06S.227061) for 4 no. two storey semi-detached dwellings for the following reasons: visually overbearing and oppressive to adjacent properties due to proximity; inadequate private amenity space 

SD05A/0955- Permission for 4 semi-detached dwellings was refused on appeal to An Bord Pleanala for the following reason: visually overbearing and oppressive to adjacent properties due to proximity

SD04A/0963 Planning permission was refused on appeal to An Bord Pleanala (PL 06S.212334).for a residential development consisting of 5 no. 4 bedroom townhouses: the townhouses are two storey to eaves level and utilizing the roof space for the third floor, together with ancillary site development works, including a new bridge for access from Whitechurch Road for the following reason: provision of 3 storey dwellings would injure the amenities of property in the area by reason of overlooking and visual obtrusion

SO1A/O621:  Outline permission granted for demolition of single storey dwelling/garage and construction of new two-storey detached dwelling with garage and three town houses with parking.

S97A/0262: Permission granted for 6 no. 2-storey townhouses on site immediately north of subject site.  

S96A/0672: Permission refused for 3-storey block of apartments on grounds of density, design and relationship to adjoining properties.

S94A/0027 – Outline Permission granted for house to side of Capri.

Following receipt of complaints, a Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended), issued to the owner of "Capri", Whitechurch Road, Rathfarnham, Dublin 16 on the 4th August 2010 for alleged unauthorised development consisting of the deposit of a caravan on the lands which may be being used as a dwelling without the benefit of planning permission. 

No submissions/correspondence have been received to date from the owner in response to the Warning Letter.  The lands will be inspected by the Planning Inspector and any further enforcement action deemed necessary shall be taken.  The Councillor will be kept informed as matters progress.

Issues raised in respect of rubbish on the lands has been referred to the Litter Warden for investigation and action.”

This includes the completion of the grassed area which will then be handed over to the Council's Parks Department for maintenance.

“Pre-Part 8 Report Construction of house at Cherryfield RCP
It is proposed to go to public consultation under Part 8 of the Local Government (Planning & Development) Regulations 2001-2007  in respect of the redevelopment of existing Bay 6 Cherryfield Way comprising an extension to the existing day house to provide living and sleeping accommodation for the family currently residing in this bay. The family have resided at 6 Cherryfield Way since the site opened in 2002.

The family applied to South Dublin County Council for specially adapted mobile home to accommodate their family on medical grounds and were granted medical priority by the Dublin Medical Officer. An application was made to the DOEHLG in this respect and was granted. However, it was not possible to source a mobile home/chalet large enough that could be accommodated within the existing bay safely.

As there was no suitable accommodation within the Council’s housing stock, (a five bedroom house is required), a feasibility study was carried out in respect of extending the existing day house to accommodate the family and plans in this respect were submitted to the DOEHLG for approval and by letter dated 26th January 2010 the DOEHLG approved same provided the all in costs does not exceed €230,000.

The house will be built in the existing bay and will incorporate the existing day house, the family have been advised that they will be required to sign a new tenancy agreement prior to the occupation of the newly constructed extension and that it will contain a clause that will prohibit the keeping of caravans within the curtilage of the dwelling.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“As reported to previous meeting the Council’s Architectural Services Department have drafted  an outline proposal in relation to the Refurbishment of flats at Pearse Brothers Park and a further 4 units at Palmer Park which adjoin the 18 units at Pearse Brothers Park.

A visual external and internal survey of 8 apartments, and an attic survey of 2 apartments in Pearse Brothers Park has been carried out to date in order to assess the options. 

Following this initial survey the following proposed works were suggested. 

Improving thermal comfort is the main priority of this brief, however additional upgrading works will also have to be incorporated for Health and Safety and practical reasons, and there will be ancillary works attached to the upgrading of the structural fabric of the building.  Works suggested are 

· Replacement windows- of different energy performances 

· Replacement entrance doors to each apartment 

· Wall Insulation;- just cavity fill and cavity fill plus external wall insul. 

· Attic Insulation- 300mm 

· Floor Insulation;- rigid insulation under the suspended timber floor  areas. There is a minimum 600mm between the timber floor and the concrete sub floor, indicating heat loss. 

· Enclosure of Common access which includes the common stairs to the 3 first floor apartments, and the access to the communal  rear  garden – this will achieve a greater degree of thermal comfort, security  and will be visually beneficial. 

· Intercom entry system for each apartment 

· Fire-stopping between apartments within the attic space 

· Replacement of asbestos gutters (where still on site), rain water pipes, soil vent pipes, and waste pipes 

· Replacement fascias and soffits with new aluminium 

· Adding room stats to the gas fired central heating systems 

· Replacing internal bulbs with 100% energy efficient bulbs 

· Ancillary works associated with all of the above

Discussions were held with the DOEHLG and funding for undertaking the work was sought.  They have now indicated that they are willing to consider a formal application for same.  This is currently being drafted and will be forwarded to the Dept in the coming week.”

The Contractor submitted a Works Programme which took these restrictions into account. It was from this Works Programme that you were advised of the date of 27th August 2010 for completion of the change over from a Roundabout to a Signalised Junction at the junction of Ballycullen Road & Colmcille's Way.

As the works progressed existing services have had to be diverted, this has led to some delays as the affected services have to be diverted in conjunction with the related Utility Service Provider.The time responses of the specialist sub-contractors working on behalf of the related Utility Service Providers are outside the control of both the Contractor SIAC and SDCC, and there have been a number of minor delays as a result.

There were also some delays as a result of the inclement weather in the first months of 2010.

When it became evident that the Contractor would not complete the change over from a Roundabout to a Signalised Junction at the junction of Ballycullen Road & Colmcille's Way in accordance with the Works Programme, the Contractor submitted a revised method statement for the works requesting permission to close the junction at night for 1 week to allow the works to be completed by the original planned date.

Following discussions with the local Members and after consideration by SDCC Traffic Section, this proposal was rejected.

The Contractor then reverted to his original method statement which required the junction to remain open to traffic at all times.

We currently expect that the changeover from the Roundabout layout to Traffic Signalised Junction will be carried out by Monday 13th September.

In addition there is an additional requirement to provide an additional surface water drainage outfall through Glenlyon Estate which will add to the time for completion.

The expected completion date for the whole scheme is now March 2011 because of the extent of the additional works requirements. The budget amount will be exceeded because of the extent of the additional works and proportional extension of time to complete the contract.
