CHRISTMAS TREE RECYCLING
QUESTION: Councillor C. Brophy
"To ask the Manager to confirm that the Green in Orwell will not be used as a Christmas tree recycle this year and to outline what alternate location will be used?"

REPLY:
The recycling of Christmas trees is a positive contribution to the reduction of material going to landfill and allows for the shredded material to be converted and used for compost. The Parks and Landscape Services Department has operated a popular and successful Christmas tree recycling programme over the past 10 years. 

With the roll out of the brown bin service earlier this summer, there is no longer a requirement to operate a specific Christmas tree recycling programme as residents can now dispose of their Christmas trees directly using the brown bin service. 

There will therefore be no collection point on the open space in Orwell this year.

QUESTION: Councillor P. Kearns
"To ask the Manager to arrange for the trees around the traffic lights at the junction of Rossmore Road, and Cypress Grove Road to be severely pruned as it is very difficult for drivers to see when the lights are changing and this could cause a serious accident?"
REPLY:
Arrangements are being made to have the trees inspected as soon as possible and if it is determined that there is a sightline / road safety issue, the trees will be pruned accordingly.

BUSHES AT GREENTREE'S PARK 
QUESTION: Councillor P. Kearns
"To ask the Manager to arrange for the bushes that form the border of the lands at Greentree's Park to be cut back as a matter of urgency. These bushes are made up of some very thorny species and pose a serious threat to passersby, particularly young children in buggies?" 

REPLY:
The hedgerow surrounding Greentrees Park is not normally cut until the bird nesting season has finished.  The branches overhanging the path are not considered to be dangerous but may nevertheless be an inconvenience to pedestrians.  The hedgerow will be pruned as part of the 2010/2011 Arboricultural Works Programme.

QUESTION: Councillor C. King
"To ask the Manager to arrange for the resurfacing of the footpath between the green spaces of Bolbrook and Avonmore Park as it is in a serious state of disrepair and is a safety hazard particularly to the elderly residents of the area who use it to access the local shops?"

REPLY:
Subject to the availability of the necessary resources, it is proposed to complete reinstatement works in this area within the next month.

REPLY:
The Parks and Landscape Services Department will arrange to have the outstanding issues regarding the stub wall and palisade fencing at Avonmore Park addressed following the completion of the footpath and open space upgrade works on the open space at Avonmore/Bolbrook which are planned to take place when the available resources to do so have been identified.

REPLY:
There are a number of sections of path on the Dodder Linear Park that are in need of repair and upgrading.  It is intended to undertake this work as soon as the available resources are available to do so.

UPDATE ON THE TASC PAVILION
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager for an update on the TASC Pavilion, on contact with the clubs involved (including Limekiln Rounders club) and to make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
The construction of the TASC pavilion in Tymon Park is listed for funding under the Council's Rolling Capital Programme.  A sum of €900,000 is required to frontload the project.  The Council has been provisionally awarded grant support for the project by the Department of Art, Sport & Tourism (now the Department of Tourism, Culture and Sport) to a maximum of 70% and every effort is being made to identify the necessary finance to enable the project to advance. 

In the interim, the Council is continuing to progress other matters relating to the project.  A Deed of Charge is being prepared for approval by the Elected Members and it is planned to bring this before the November Meeting of the County Council.  In accordance with the conditions of the grant allocation, the Department has to approve the tender process in advance of the award of any Contract. The details of the tender process are in the course of being submitted to the Department in order to receive final approval for the provisional grant allocation.

UPDATE ON THE MASTERPLAN FOR BEECHFIELD PARK, CHERRYFIELD
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager to provide an update on the Masterplan for Beechfield Park, Cherryfield, and to provide details of maintenance and other works carried out at the park over the last 6 months?"

REPLY:
The Parks and Landscape Services Department have swept the paths and the tennis courts in Beechfield Park in recent months and the grass in the park is cut as part of a regular maintenance schedule for Beechfield Park. Three trees have been removed and approx. 5 no. trees which were planted adjacent to the tennis courts and were substantially overhanging people’s properties were crown lifted.

The Parks and Landscape Services Department has put forward a proposal to prepare a master plan in consultation with the local community to guide the future development of the park in accordance with local needs and a newly emerging population profile in the general area.  A master plan would enable the prioritisation of resources as they become available to undertake works in an organised and cohesive manner to ultimately achieve the overall plan.  Whilst it has not been possible to commence this plan to the time scale originally intended, it is intended to advance a consultation process towards formulating a master plan by the end of the year.

LITTER AND UNCUT GRASS AT AIRTON ROAD, TALLAGHT 
QUESTION: Councillor E. Walsh
“To ask the Manager to tackle immediately the litter and uncut grass problems of Airton Road in Tallaght ?"  

REPLY:
The grass margins and landscaped areas of the majority of the industrial estates and business parks in the County, including those located along Airton Road, are maintained directly by the companies located in these estates. In many instances, property management companies are in place and they look after the landscaped areas. In recent times, a number of companies on Airton Road have gone out of business and the landscape maintenance of these premises has stopped leading to a number of overgrown sites and verges on Airton Road. The responsibility for maintenance of these areas may now rest with Receivers appointed to the relevant companies.  The matter will be investigated with the Roads Department and the Councillor will be advised of the outcome.  

The Litter Warden will also be requested to examine the area.

QUESTION: Councillor E. Walsh 2009
"To ask the Manager to cut back and in half the hedgerow at Perrystown to facilitate passing Garda patrol vehicles monitoring the area (similar to that carried out at Beechfield Park nearby) in order to prevent existing anti-social behaviour?"

REPLY:
The hedgerow in this area will be pruned in the coming weeks.  As part of this exercise the possibility of reducing the height of it in specific areas to facilitate enhanced surveillance will be examined.

GRASS CUTTING IN CHERRYFIELD AVENUE/BEECHFIELD PARK AND PERRYSTOWN 
QUESTION: Councillor E. Walsh 2009
"Following recent complaints in the last few months in the Cherryfield Avenue/Beechfield Park and Perrystown areas concerning grass cutting in public spaces and the reported unsatisfactory performance of same by the Council, to ask the Manager to initiate a quality control/supervision measure to ensure that the grass is cut in time for important football matches and ensure that they are not partially cut in the case of other public green spaces in these areas?"

REPLY:
The grass cutting maintenance programme in this area is considered to be of a good standard overall, consistent with the resources available to deliver this service.  In delivering the grass cutting service, priority is being given to the cutting of playing pitches to ensure that the pitches are presented in the best condition possible.    

Some difficulties have been experienced recently in maintaining the standard of service due to several factors including staff training and heavy rainfall.  Nevertheless, in the case of the areas mentioned above, the Council will continue to deliver the highest standard of service possible within the resources available. 

In the event that an important fixture is scheduled, with sufficient notice, the local depot will endeavour to have the relevant pitch cut before the match.

SEATING IN THE BALLYMOUNT/NEWLANDS CROSS PARK
QUESTION: Councillor E. Walsh 2009
"An gcuirfeadh an Chomhairle tuilleadh suíochán i bPáirc Bhaile an Mhóta/Chrois an Fhearainn Nua?"

("Would the Council Place further seating in the Ballymount/Newlands Cross Park?")

REPLY:
The following reply was issued in response to a question tabled at the September 2009 Tallaght Area Meeting;

'A number of park benches were provided in Ballymount Park in the vicinity of the ornamental pond when the park was originally developed. Unfortunately, where park benches have been provided, they have become focal points for loitering by gangs of youths and locations of anti-social behaviour.  The provision of additional seating in the park would therefore have to be considered very carefully in the context of the problems which have arisen in relation to the existing seating. Staff of the Parks Department are available to meet with local residents to discuss this matter further.'

The Parks Department remains concerned that the provision of additional seating in Ballymount Park may unfortunately give rise to increased levels of anti-social activity and the seats may end up being vandalised. However, as previously stated, staff of the Parks Department are available to meet with local residents / interested parties to discuss the matter further.

Mr. Michael Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, presented the REPORT.

REPORT:
“The construction of the Bowling Green in Greenhills Park was completed almost two years ago.  However, the Greenhills Bowls Club has been unable to use it in that time.  The delay in the opening of the Bowling Green is regrettable since it should be an asset for the community, both local in the Greenhills area and the wider community in South Dublin as well as Dublin County.  It will also add to the multifunctional uses of Greenhills Park.  In the past six months, intensive work has been undertaken by the Council to have an arrangement agreed between the Community Centre management and the Greenhills Bowls Club that would allow for access to the Bowling Green through the grounds of the Community Centre.  Regrettably, this does not seem to be possible.  However, whilst the Council has endeavoured to mediate on this issue it has always made it clear that the use by the Bowls Club of the facilities in the Community Centre was and is a matter between the two bodies.

The situation now is that the Bowls Club cannot access the Bowling Green through the Community Centre lands and the Council is proceeding to provide an alternative access by way of the Greenhills Park.  Work on this access will commence shortly in order to allow the Club partake in the Winter Bowls League.  A Management Licence will be formally agreed with the Bowls Club in due course and in the meantime a Letter of Comfort will be issued to the Club to allow the commencement of bowling activities on the green”.

T/573/10          WORKS ON KILTALOWN VIEW AT THE ENTRANCE TO KILTALOWN
PARK

It was proposed by Councillor C. King, seconded by Councillor S. Crowe:
“That this Committee calls on the Manager to arrange for relevant works to be carried out on Kiltalown View at the entrance to Kiltalown Park to ensure Quad and other motorized bikes are unable to gain access to the Park at this location as residents and park users are being terrorized by the operators of such vehicles”.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
REPORT:
“The boundary to Kiltalown Park at Kiltalown View is a site of serious anti-social activity. This boundary has been repaired on numerous occasions by the Parks Department in an effort to prevent access to the park by Quads and motorbikes. The only realistic solution may be to install a kissing gate or K Barrier which will allow pedestrian access but prevent vehicles gaining entry to the park. If this proves to be feasible, arrangements will be made to have the work carried out as soon as possible”.
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Following a discussion, to which Councillors C. King,  Sean  Crowe, M. Duff and M. Corr contributed, Mr. Bill Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, responded.

BOLLARDS BETWEEN REDWOOD AND PARKHILL

It was proposed by Councillor C. Brophy, seconded by Councillor B. Lawlor
“That this Committee calls on the Manager to provide bollards on the green area between Redwood and Parkhill. This would prevent  drivers who have no regard for the safety of children playing on the green and have used it as a short cut”.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
REPORT:
“Under the current Parks Bye-laws, Section 3 prohibits the bringing of a vehicle into a park without the permission of the Council. In this regard, "park" is defined as "parks, open spaces and recreational playing grounds, owned, controlled by or in the charge of South Dublin County Council whether open or enclosed”. 

As the activity complained of is a clear breach of the Bye-laws, the Council would welcome any assistance from local residents in identifying the drivers involved. If local residents observe any vehicles driving across the open space, they should note the details of the vehicle - make, model, registration number etc and provide the information directly to the Council or to the Gardaí so that the matter can be pursued with the motorist concerned.
The driving of vehicles across the open space is also anti-social, putting the safety of the public at risk.  In addition, this activity can also cause considerable damage to the surface of the open space, in particular during periods of poor weather.

The location will be examined and the provision of bollards or other appropriate deterrents will be considered having regard to the cost of providing same”.
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Following a contribution from Councillor C. Brophy, Mr. Michael Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded.

T/575/10         PICK UP DATE FOR RUBBISH AND GREEN WASTE

It was proposed by Councillor B. Lawlor, seconded by Councillor C. King :
“That this Committee, while acknowledging the hard work of the Parks and Environment maintenance staff, calls on the Manager to once and for all address the ongoing problem of when residents associations or voluntary groups agree a pick up date for rubbish and green waste after an estate or park cleanup by them that this Council collects within a set time frame 1-3 days of agreed date”.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
REPORT:
“The Council wishes to also acknowledge the work of many local groups, organisations and residents in maintaining the public areas of their estates. As a practical support, the Council, given advance notice of a planned cleanup, will arrange to remove the rubbish and litter gathered up from public areas during such clean-ups.

However, in some recent cases, it was clear that the bulk of the material for collection had come from private properties and had been placed with the material gathered during the clean-up of public areas. It was unfortunate that some people decided to exploit the goodwill of their neighbours and the Council by dumping their own waste out onto the public space. The removal of such material was considered to be an inappropriate use of Council resources, given that there is already an existing waste collection service in operation.   The Council decided, on a one off basis, to deal with the particular cases although the additional waste substantially increased the volume of material requiring removal and disposal.  

The Council would like to continue to support local cleanups of public areas where possible. It is therefore important that when a clean up of an estate is being organised, that it is well controlled by local residents and that good advance notice is given to the two Departments involved, i.e. Parks and Landscape Services and Environmental Services Departments so that a timely collection of the material can be organised.  

Where it is considered that residents are taking advantage of this support measure, the Council will review the provision of this support for any future cleanups that may be arranged in that area”.
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Following a contribution from Councillor B. Lawlor, Mr. Michael Hannon, Senior
Executive Parks Superintendent, responded.

T/576/10          OPENING OF CAR PARKS IN TYMON PARK

It was proposed by Councillor D. Looney, seconded by Councillor M. Duff :
“That this Committee, recognising the damage caused to Council-maintained grass verges, road kerbs and other property, as well as the traffic difficulties caused by roadside parking, asks the Manager to liaise with local sports clubs to investigate late opening of car parks in Tymon Park on relevant weekday nights to accommodate sports teams using the park during the summer months”.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
REPORT:
“The opening and closing times of car parks in the Council’s parks is as follows:

	November, December & January  
	5.00pm

	February & March
	6.00pm  

	April & October  
	7.00pm  

	May & September  
	8.00pm  

	June, July & August
	9.00pm  


These times allow for use of the parks consistent with the changing seasons.  However, the issue of football matches, in particular, extending later than the closing times of the parks is an issue that has been identified before.  In order to allow for the proper policing of our parks it is necessary to have the car parks opened and closed by staff members of the Parks and Landscape Services Department.  Arrangements to allow an extension of the opening and closing times would have implications for budgetary control and staff numbers and it is not possible to consider changes to this at this time of budgetary constraint.

The Conditions of Pitch Allocation to which all clubs using our parks and open spaces have signed up to contain two sections which are highly relevant:

 Where designated car parking is provided, clubs must ensure that both their members and the visiting teams avail of these facilities.  In all other cases, clubs must ensure that all cars are parked so as to cause minimal inconvenience to adjoining residents and be in compliance with the Traffic Laws/regulations.
 
Where mid-week fixtures are arranged particularly at beginning / end of season, clubs must ensure that the starting time is set so as the games terminate at least 30 minutes before the official closing time of the park which varies from month to month. (See below and also the Council’s website www.southdublin.ie)
Other arrangements for the closing of gates have from time to time been tested but have not proved to be robust or sustainable”.   
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Following a discussion, to which Councillors P. Kearns and D. Looney, contributed, Mr. Michael Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, responded.

With regard to the apartment block at Greenhills Road adjacent to the  ESSO site, the Council entered into an Agreement for Lease and Building Licence with John O’ Connor for the lease and development of this site some years ago as part of the Integrated Area Plan for Tallaght, following a public tender process. Council Minute No.C/0260/03 refers. The Agreement provided that a lease of the site would be granted once the development was satisfactorily completed to eaves level. In this case, significant drainage problems occurred arising out of the development and further remedial works were required. The grant of lease had been deferred pending resolution of the drainage issues and arrangements being put in place for future maintenance of the drainage system. The matter will be pursued with the Council’s Drainage Section and the proposed purchaser in order to bring this matter to finality.
