“Report on Area Committee Meetings
The business as conducted at Area Committee meetings has been  the subject of continuous monitoring and ongoing review and updates since 2009.

In that regard the following report was circulated to the members at the September 2010 OP&F.

 “Section 50 of the Local Government Act 2001 prescribed that the council may establish a committee in respect of a Local Electoral Area, or of 2 or more adjoining such areas, or any other area in its administrative area to be known by some appropriate name followed by the words "Area Committee", or by such other title as may be designated by the authority 

South Dublin County Council has three Area Committees who meet as follows:

·        Lucan /Clondalkin – twice monthly

·        Rathfarnham – once monthly

·        Tallaght – twice monthly

2009 Review
Members will recall a 2009 review of Area Committee meetings during which it was agreed to monitor activity and progress in relation to the free-flow of Area Committee business.   

Lucan Clondalkin: It was acknowledged that that there were issues pertaining to the free-flow of Lucan Clondalkin Area Committee business and as a result the listing of business for those meetings was  revised with effect from January 2010,  and a commitment was given to monitor the level of business being set down, transacted and carried forward.   

It was subsequently agreed at the March 2010 OP&F meeting (see Motion 1) to extend the LCACM (1) by 30 minutes (to commence at 3.00pm ) for a period of three months to facilitate dealing with outstanding motions and that a further review be conducted thereafter. 

In June 2010 a request was submitted by the Clondalkin Electoral Area Members to configure all Clondalkin Electoral Area business into one meeting per month

Rathfarnham: No particular problems or issues presented in relation to the transaction of business at the Rathfarnham Area Committee Meetings where, following the national review of Electoral Area Boundaries and membership (reducing membership from an original 7 to 4), an agreement was reached to hold one meeting per month dealing with all business areas and commencing at three o’clock.  

Tallaght: There were no issues presenting in relation to the transaction of business at the Tallaght Area Committee.

Comprehensive Analysis July 2010
A comprehensive analysis of the business of each Area Committee was undertaken again in July 2010, covering the period January 2010 to June 2010.

In summary and as previously outlined above, it does not appear there are any specific issues to be addressed pertaining to the transaction of business at either the Rathfarnham or Tallaght Area Committee meetings.   

It appears however that considerable differences are emerging between the levels of business items being submitted by the Lucan / Clondalkin committee and Tallaght Area Committee, both of which have the same membership.   It is now also very evident that there is a considerable imbalance in the weighting of business items being submitted by Lucan members when compared with that submitted by Clondalkin members.    

It is now before the members to consider the best way forward for the transaction of business at area committee meetings particularly with reference to the existing Lucan /Clondalkin Area Committee and the request made by the Clondalkin members.   

It is recommended that members might agree to pilot the establishment of two seperate Area Committee Meetings in respect of each Local Electoral Area (on a similar basis to the Rathfarnham Area Committee) and that this pilot be effective from November 2010 to February  2011 following which a further analytical report would be submitted to the members for consideration at the February 2011 OP&F meeting. 

The intervening period prior to the holding of the first individual Local Electoral Area Committee meetings in November would be required to make appropriate amendments / adjustments to meeting administration support systems and processes.

On a separate but related matter in recent months some motions are passed at area committee level recommending action / works for which there is no approved financial provision, and which despite the Manager’s advice,  were referred to full Council Meetings for consideration. adopted a policy for this purpose in accordance with Section 142 (5) of the 
Local Government Act 2001. 


OBJECTIVE(S) 


The Council will develop and adopt a Training and Development Programme each 
year in order to 

· to adopt a more structured approach to supporting the development needs 
of Councillors so that they can discharge their duties as effectively as 
possible, and

· to inform decisions by the elected council on the conferences, seminars, 
meetings and events at which the council should be represented.


The programme shall have regard to:

· the key policy issues and challenges facing the councilors and the local 
authority generally,   

· the stage of the local government term (the training and development 
needs 
may be different at the beginning and end of a local government 
term)

· the profile and experience of the Councillors, including the events already 
attended by Councillors generally, and

· The likely resources that will be available under paragraph (c) of subsection 
(5) of section 142 of the Local Government Act 2001 for the development of 
Councillors.


TRAINING AND DEVELOPMENT NEEDS 


The Council recognises the varying needs of Councillors and is cognisant of the fact 
that not all Councillors are full-time public representative.  The training and 
development programme to be developed shall have due regard to the availability 
of the members to participate in training and development activity which will 
include

It is further recognised that other training issues will emerge that are directly 
related 
to specific service / legislative areas and community issues, and the need to 
address environmental, social and economic challenges facing communities.  


A range of delivery methods will be required to support the training needs of the 
Councillors, including:

Seminars and conferences offered by organisations such as the LAMA


ACCC , AMAI and Seminars conducted by private providers which offer 
opportunity for Councillors to gain new skills, network with other Council 
Members and officials from within Local Government and public service 

· 
Formal (training / briefing) sessions conducted by South Dublin County 
Council with staff, guest speakers and trainers

· 
Formal cross authority training conducted with other Local Authorities 

· 
Structured training and development courses that would lead to or 
contribute to recognised qualifications.


The Council’s Training & Development Programme will be prepared in consultation 
with Councillors (See Elected Member’s Training Needs Survey, Appendix 1) 
and will include the agreed delivery method to respond to Councillors’ identified 
needs.


ANNUAL BUDGET ALLOCATION 


An annual budget will be provided to support the training and development 


activities undertaken by Councillors, and in making the budget provision, a local 
authority is required to take account of the following considerations:

· The overall financial position of the authority for the next financial year, 
including the expenditure required to carry out its functions and the income 
estimated to accrue to it

· the priority areas for expenditure for the coming year, and

· the Training and Development Programme adopted by the Council for the 
coming year


In accordance with the Local Government Act, 2001 (Section 142) Regulations 2010 
(S.I. No. 37 of 2010) the maximum annual allocation that may be provided by South 
Dublin County Council is €122,200 (Based on €4,700 multiplied by the number of 
Councillors in the Local Authority)


Progress against expenditure of the budget will be reported on an annual basis and 
all attendances at seminars / conferences and training undertaken by Councillors 
will be recorded 


ATTENDANCE AT TRAINING ACTIVITIES / CONFERENCES


The Training Programme will determine the nature of training to be made available, 
and may be reviewed periodically. 


Attendance at training activities will require approval and must link to the Training & 
Development Programme, or unless otherwise agreed by the Council.   A 
subcommittee of South Dublin County Council reflecting equitably the spread of 
elected representation on the Council and Corporate Services Department has been 
established for this purpose and a mechanism for assessment of relevance has been 
agreed. 


In authorising members to attend conferences, account should be taken of the 
following:

· 
size of delegation - the number of members attending any event should be 
the minimum necessary to represent the authority consistent with 
producing the required benefit for the members concerned, the 
authority 
and the community. If in the event of oversubscription/.applications to 
any one event 
the  size of delegation will be signed off by the 
committee 
taking the above into consideration


In accordance with Section 142 (subsection (5)(f) of the Local Government Act 
2001), following attendance at conferences, feedback about the nature of  the 
activity and the benefits gained through attendance along with a summary of the 
proceedings shall be submitted to the next Organisation, Procedure and 
Finance Meeting of the Council.


Information, in hard copy or electronic made available at the event that would be 
helpful to the local authority (members or staff) should, where appropriate (having 
regarding to copyright issues), be made available to the local authority for 
consultation


Similarly, feedback from a training activity, the nature of the programme 
undertaken, and the benefits gained through participation, along with ideas on 
possible enhancement of the activity should be provided by means of a 
report and 
made 
available for consultation. 


PAYMENTS/REIMBURSEMENTS 


The reimbursement of expenses / part of expenses in attendance at conferences / 
training activity must be approved by the Director of Corporate Services or his/her 
delegate, consistent with resolution of Council endorsing attendance at conferences
activity. All payments shall be recorded in the Council’s Expenses Register. 


ANNUAL REPORTING 


South Dublin County Council shall report on the operation of this Programme.

This represents an 
exciting new opportunity for housing applicants to source their own home which, 
subject to suitability of the property and agreement with the property owner, will be 
leased by the Council. The ASH programme has just commenced and is being rolled 
out to persons on the housing list on an incremental basis.


In order to deliver the schemes in a fair and equitable manner and to give housing 
applicants maximum opportunity it was decided to roll out the schemes in 
manageable tranches. To date 150 applicants on the housing list have been 
contacted with full information on both schemes and requested to submit a 
preference for either option.


An Information Booklet (pdf document) outlining the opportunity   for property 
owners for making properties available to a local authority under the initiative was 
published an advertised by the Housing & Sustainable Communities Agency. A 
also outlined on the Council’s website together with an outline FAQ for landlords 
who may be interested in the scheme. 


To date the Council has received expressions of interest from property owners 
across a range of property types throughout the county for in excess of 100 
properties which are at various stages of assessment and inspection for suitability 
for inclusion in the scheme.


The Social Housing Leasing Initiative is in the early stages of development and 
implementation."

Councillor S. Crowe

To ask the Manager will he in view of the ongoing daily difficulties experienced by commuters traveling in and out of the City and the importance of Newlands Cross route to good traffic management in South Dublin County area, can he outline if discussions have taken place  with the NRA in relation to this section of roadway, if the tender has been circulated and can he say when works will begin to alleviate traffic congestion at this junction?

The importance of Newlands Cross to the management of traffic in our County is 
fully appreciated by all parties and specific arrangements have been planned to 
allow for the necessary construction works to take place while minimising the 
disruption to traffic flows.

CONNECT SCHOOL PROJECT 


Councillor S. Crowe
In view of the clear success of the Connect project can the Manager outline in financial terms the projected investment that this Council will have injected into the project?

REPLY:

Connect School

The Connect School Project at St Aidan's Community School, Brookfield, Tallaght is 
a five year multi-agency project funded by South Dublin County Council. 2010 is the 
fifth and final year of the project.


Project Partners 
· Department of Education and Science 

· NCTE 

· Dublin West Education Centre 

· IT Tallaght 

· St Aidan's Community School, Brookfield, Tallaght.

 
The Project aims to improve school attendance, participation in class, and the 
educational outcomes of students through the use of ICT in Education. 

 
Since September 2006, Laptops have been provided to all Teachers and all incoming 
1st Year Students. Data Projectors have been installed in every classroom and a 
wireless network has been installed throughout the school.  An eChampion is based 
in the school to support teacher and students. 


 The Teachers of St Aidan's, led by School Management and a Core Group of ICT 
literate Teachers, have developed a Virtual Learning Environment using Moodle. 
This allows Teachers to deliver subject specific material in class using Moodle, the 
ubiquitous internet connection and Data Projectors.


 An Evaluation of the Project was launched in May 2010 by  the Minister for 
Communications, Energy & Natural Resources, Eamon Ryan T.D.  The Evaluation 
outlines positive findings and guidelines for the future development of the use of 
technology in schools. The Evaluation Framework developed as part of this work will 
guide the Connect School in future reviews.


 In addition to the use of Laptops daily throughout the School there are many 
interesting subprojects: the use of eBooks from Gill and Macmillan for History and 
Geography is being piloted and a Community of Practice is now being established to 
develop ICT skills and subject related material amongst teachers.


 St Aidan’s Community School is one of the schools benefiting from the increase in  
broadband provision to 100 MB high speed connection as part of the Knowledge 
Society Strategy.


 It is estimated that the total cost of this five year project will be approximately 
€750,000 which covers the purchase of laptops for all pupils over the five year 
period and the salary costs of the E-Champion.  The cost is less than the original 
estimate because of the reduction in the purchasing cost of the ICT hardware and 
the use of free Open Source software. The project which is unique in educational 
terms will have long lasting benefits for the school and the surrounding community. 
Positive outcomes of the project include increased attendance, improved academic 
achievement and a reduction in disciplinary incidences.

SHELTERED ACCOMMODATION

Councillor S. Crowe
To ask the Manager has there been any more development of the successful scheme operating in other Councils areas where senior citizens on sale of their own home can part pay and invest in their sheltered council accommodation and will he/she give a report and whether a timescale has been agreed for its implementation?

REPLY:

The Council's Scheme of Letting Priorities was approved by the Minister for Housing 
and Urban Renewal on 20th December 2006.  The Scheme proposed the 
introduction of a Financial Contribution Scheme where older persons who are 
owners of private dwellings and who find their existing dwelling too large for their 
needs, may apply for accommodation in designated Older Persons Dwellings subject 
to the payment of a financial contribution.  


Applicants under this scheme will not be prioritised ahead of Older Persons on the 
Housing or Transfer Lists, but will be included on the list from the date of approval.  
Applicants must offer their existing dwelling to the Council for purchase in the first 
instance.  Due to the current economic situation it is not envisaged to progress this 
Scheme further at this point as the Council would not be in a position to purchase 
private dwellings nor could we in accordance with the Scheme of Letting Priorities 
prioritise those who sell their dwelling privately.

The management of the grounds of AMNCH Hospital is a matter to be addressed by 
the Hospital authorities.

ALLOTMENT BUDGET

Councillor S. Crowe
To ask the Manager can he/she give a detailed breakdown of the allotment budget and where monies are actually spent?
REPLY:

In 2010 the estimated allotment expenditure, including staff salaries, will be in 
excess of €28,000, comprising of the following:

· Maintenance of all four allotment facilities, including an annual charge to 
Stewarts Hospital for the maintenance of the facility at Mill Lane 

· Clearing of unused or abandoned plots 

· Replacement and renewal of keys and fobs 

· Clearing of composting areas at Corkagh Park and Mill Lane facilities 

· Pest Control at Friarstown, Tymon Park and Mill Lane facilities 

· Payment of water charges for the facilities 

· Composting talk given to Council staff at Corkagh Park facility 

· Notice Board at Corkagh Park & Mill Lane facilities 

· Repairs to gate at Mill Lane facility 

· Dedicated members of staff who attend to administrative work, carry out 
monthly inspections and organising maintenance works within the facilities 

· Renewal of annual letting agreements & servicing of waiting lists


It should be noted that this expenditure does not provide for any extensions to any 
of the allotment schemes.  The income for 2010 for allotments is €10,700, therefore 
there will be a shortfall in excess of €17,000.


The Council, in considering the Annual Budget for 2010, agreed to defer the 
increase in fees for the year 2010 to allow the Council adequate time to notify 
existing allotment holders of the pending increase and to allow adequate notice to 
be given to applicants on the waiting list seeking an allocation of an allotment.


If the Council is to continue to provide and service allotments within the County and 
to consider extensions of the sites, it is intended that the scheme, as noted in 
October 2009, be implemented for the years 2010 – 2012 inclusive, with the 
exception of the deferment of the increase in fees to 2011.  The new scheme will 
ensure that the shortfall between expenditure and income will be equalised in 2011 
and 2012.

FIRE HAZARD

Councillor R. Dowds
To ask the Manager would a structure which may be dangerous as a result of being a fire hazard come within the terms of the dangerous structure legislation?

REPLY:

The following reply was given to a question submitted to the Lucan-Clondalkin Area 
Committee (1) on 15th September 2010:


"A meeting between officials of the Planning Department, representatives from the 
Áras na Cluaine Management Company, and some members of the Lucan Clondalkin 
Area Committee was held in County Hall on Wednesday 1st September.


The main issue of concern was the service by the Dublin Fire Authority of Fire 
Safety Notices as a result of non-compliance by the developer with the 
specifications of the Fire Safety Certificate for the buildings. Notices were also 
served on “The Occupier” of every apartment prohibiting the use of the building, as 
the whole building is a dangerous building. 


Summonses have recently been issued by the Fire Authority on the developers 
regarding these outstanding works.


It should be noted that this is not a matter in which South Dublin County Council is 
directly involved as, by virtue of a long-standing statutory agreement Dublin Fire 
Brigade serves South Dublin County.


Other than this there are no known specific planning issues at this development, 
and even if there were, the management company reps were advised that in the 
event that planning enforcement action was warranted, as specified in the Planning 
Act, Warning Letters would be served on “the owner, the occupier, or any other 
person carrying out the development”, and Enforcement Notices could be served on 
“the person carrying out the development and, where the planning authority 
considers it necessary, the owner or the occupier of the land or any other person 
who, in the opinion of the planning authority, may be concerned with the matters to 
which the notice relates.


This situation would not necessarily assist the residents or the management 
company.


 As further information comes to hand it will be relayed to the Clondalkin Members."


The Fire Services Act 1981 defines "potentially dangerous building” in Section 
19 and fire safety notices which may be served in such cases under Section 20. 
This is the specific legislation which exists to deal with cases of this nature and 
which has been followed in this case. It is not appropriate to consider use of the 
Local Government (Sanitary Services) Act 1964 in these circumstances.

· Maintenance of all four allotment facilities, including an annual charge to 
Stewarts Hospital for the maintenance of the facility at Mill Lane 

· Clearing of unused or abandoned plots 

· Replacement and renewal of keys and fobs 

· Clearing of composting areas at Corkagh Park and Mill Lane facilities 

· Pest Control at Friarstown, Tymon Park and Mill Lane facilities 

· Payment of water charges for the facilities 

· Composting talk given to Council staff at Corkagh Park facility 

· Notice Board at Corkagh Park & Mill Lane facilities 

· Repairs to gate at Mill Lane facility 

· Dedicated members of staff who attend to administrative work, carry out 
monthly inspections and organising maintenance works within the facilities 

· Renewal of annual letting agreements & servicing of waiting lists


It should be noted that this expenditure does not provide for any extensions to any 
of the allotment schemes.  The income for 2010 for allotments is €10,700, therefore 
there will be a shortfall in excess of €17,000.


The Council, in considering the Annual Budget for 2010, agreed to defer the 
increase in fees for the year 2010 to allow the Council adequate time to notify 
existing allotment holders of the pending increase and to allow adequate notice to 
be given to applicants on the waiting list seeking an allocation of an allotment.


If the Council is to continue to provide and service allotments within the County and 
to consider extensions of the sites, it is intended that the scheme, as noted in 
October 2009, be implemented for the years 2010 – 2012 inclusive, with the 
exception of the deferment of the increase in fees to 2011.  The new scheme will 
ensure that the shortfall between expenditure and income will be equalised in 2011 
and 2012.

BROWN BINS 

Councillor R. Dowds


To ask the Manager to provide consumers with the details of the types of compostable sacks which can be inserted in brown bins?


REPLY:

In terms of the waste hierarchy, use of old paper to wrap food waste is generally an 
environmentally and economically preferable option and should be recommended as 
a first option in all instances.  


Ordinary plastic bags cannot be placed in bins as this can contaminate loads. 


There are products available in hardware stores ,on supermarket shelves and 
available on the internet  that are 100% compostable and some state on the 
wrapper that they are suitable for use in council brown bins.  These products are 
available in different sizes for use in swing/pedal bins in the kitchen, as brown bin 
liners and larger capacity bags for garden waste etc . The bags break down and 
leave no harmful residue.  The liners/bags aim to reduce odours and accessibility. 
Due to the nature of the construction of the bags/liners the contents can be easily 
inspected.


  When customers are purchasing a Compostable product they should follow these 
steps:


1: Size: Know the size of the bin that is being used: Bin sizes vary. Generally they 
are in the following ranges:

Small kitchen bins:25 l,

Swing bin or pedal bin :60l,

Brown bin:140 litre


2:Label: Look for the words 100% Compostable.  

3:Check how long the bag takes to break down – if it is 12 to 18 months they are 
not suitable for the brown bin but could be used in the black bin to contain residual 
waste.

GREEN AND BLACK BINS 


Councillor R. Dowds

To ask the Manager for a report on the extent that brown bins are being presented for collection and how that compares with the presentations of green & black bins?

REPLY:

The Council commenced delivery of brown bins to customers on the high density 
routes on June 21st 2010 and the first brown bin collections taking place on the 
28th June 2010, with some 8.5 tonnes of bio waste collected.  The roll-out of the 
brown bins has now reached over 95% of domestic customers at this stage and the 
collection schedule of alternating black and brown bin collections is now operating 
for customers and is being carried out using existing collection staff resources. 


On week commencing 20th September 2010 some 336 tonnes of bio waste was 
collected.  This indicates that customers have a good understanding of the materials 
to be placed in the bin. The key elements of this service will be the participation and 
the average bin weights presented. 


Presentation rates of the black bin fortnightly are approaching 50%, Brown Bins 
fortnightly are at a presentation rate of approximately 25%.  The Green bin has a 
70% presentation rate. 


The Council will continue to monitor the tonnages of residual waste and bio 
waste 
and the presentation rates of both the black bin and the brown bin to 
obtain 
accurate figures for assessment of the impact of the introduction of 
the new system.

PUBLIC REALM REPORT

To ask the Manager to state when a draft of possible public realm proposals will be brought before the Area Committees for approval, given that it was agreed that, following initial consultation some months ago, this would be done?

REPLY:

Following consultations with the Councillors and the individual departments within 
the Council, a list of proposed works has been  formulated, prioritising the works 
and giving an estimate of how much the works would cost.   The proposed solutions 
for priority 1 & 2 works have been examined by the County Architect, and his 
recommensations are being examined.  These works have been entered onto a map 
which should be ready for presentation to the members shortly.

GRAFFITI

Councillor J. Hannon

To ask the Manager to indicate how the graffiti removal programme is delivered, how many operatives are employed on same, how much has been expended on same in 2010 to date, and, how much, if any, of this work has been outsourced?

REPLY:
The Council currently provides a wide ranging response to graffiti in the 
County with information about graffiti prevention and awareness forming part of the Council's Environmental Awareness role with both community groups and schools and, as part of the Litter Management Plan 2008-2011, ongoing campaigns highlight the role everyone plays in keeping the county clean including an anti-graffiti message.  The Environmental Awareness team have also distributed Anti-Graffiti grants throughout the County.


In addition, the Council’s Graffiti programme incorporates the existing resources 
provided by the Council's Graffiti Removal Crew and Anti-Litter Wardens, together 
with a pilot initiative with the Probation Services in dealing with reported graffiti to 
provide a prompt response to removing graffiti where required.  


These various aspects provide a broad approach to tackling graffiti but it should be 
noted that the eradication of this problem will require the long-term application of 
these and similar projects to ultimately create a cultural change.


When a report of graffiti is received, the local Litter warden will inspect the location 
and determine whether the graffiti is on public or private property.  Where graffiti 
is on private property, it is the responsibility of the owner/occupier to remove it and 
while the Litter warden may assist by providing advice/materials.   If graffiti is on 
public property, its treatment is dependant on the surface it is on.  The Graffiti 
Removal Crew apply paint or cement to walls in public areas to remove graffiti while 
the Probation Services staff are provided with graffiti removal chemicals supplied by 
the Council and their available staff apply the chemicals and wash off graffiti where 
possible.


The Council's Graffiti Removal Crew currently comprises 1 supervisor and three staff 
and this is supplemented by the arrangement with the Probation Services whereby 
they provide an additional crew comprising one supervisor and up to 5 men on two 
days per week.


In addition to staff costs, approximately €25,000 has been spent to date in 2010 on 
materials, equipment and vehicle costs for the graffiti programme.  This does not 
include materials supplied by Litter Wardens to residents.


A total of 102 graffiti removals have been carried out by the Crew and Probation 
Services to date this year.


No graffiti removal work has been outsourced to private contractors in 2010.

BUS STOPS

To ask the Manager what is the policy in relation to the sharing of bus stops between public and private operators and is it reasonable to be requiring operators to apply for planning permission to attach their small signs to existing stops/shelters?

REPLY:

Planning permission is not required for bus stops. The location of bus stops is a 
matter for the Garda Authorities and the Bus provider. Bus shelters are provided 
generally on foot of arrangements between public transport providers and third 
party companies and these require planning permission. It may well be that 
permission is required from these companies for permission to erect a bus sign on 
the shelter. It would be preferable for all bus operators to use the same 
bus stop.

VENTILATION SYSTEMS


Councillor C. King


To ask the Manager to investigate the feasibility of installing demand controlled mechanical extract ventilation systems in Council homes currently experiencing serious mould growth and fungal spores caused by condensation with a view to the eradication of the problem and the improvement of tenants health as a result of the cleaner air associated with such systems?

REPLY:

In response to the problems generated by condensation in dwellings the Architects 
Department has undertaken research into Positive Input Ventilation, Demand 
Control Ventilation and various other ventilation systems available on the market.


Manufacturers that meet the criteria of economy of operation, ease of installation 
and low maintenance input have been identified. Trial installations will commence in 
the next month in selected units experiencing the most severe condensation. The 
installations will be monitored for efficiency and performance and the solution will 
be rolled out to remaining dwellings where such problems have been identified.

GRASS CUTTING COSTS

Councillor C. King


To ask the Manager to report what costs have been associated with grass cutting this year and compare this with the same associated costs for last year 2009?

REPLY:



The Council maintains approximately 1,820 hectares (4,500 acres) of open space 
and parkland which is in the charge of the Council.  This is comprised of 
approximately 1330 ha. (3,300 acres) of regional, neighbourhood and local parks 
and residential open spaces, 200 ha. (500 acres) of playing fields, and 280 ha. (700 
acres) of roadside verges and margins.

Priority is given to grass cutting during the season, which extends from March to 
October each year, allowing for seasonal variations. The grass cutting operation 
involves the deployment of 80% of the staff of the Parks & Landscape Services 
Department (excluding park rangers and craft worker staff) on a fleet of 75 grass-
cutting machines ranging in size from the largest 16-ft. roller mowers to the smaller 
ride-on mowers. All of the machines are fully employed throughout the season, 
having regard to factors such as staff training, annual leave and machinery repairs.


The 2010 grass cutting season has approximately 4 – 6 weeks left to run and at this 
stage, the costs are broadly in line with those incurred in 2009. 


The costs for the 2009 grass cutting season were as follows:


Labour -     €2,370,000


Machinery - €512,000


Fuel -           €69,500


The total cost for 2009 was €2,951,500 and it is anticipated that the final costs for 
2010 will be of the same order.   The reason for this is that the numbers of staff 
and machinery involved in the operation are the same. The only other factor that 
varies is the cost of fuel which is determined by the wholesale market. As can be 
seen from the figures above, while the cost of fuel is a significant item, variations in 
fuel costs do not have a major bearing on the overall annual cost of grass cutting.


Four 16 foot mowers were also purchased in 2010 to replace four 8 foot mowers 
with a view to improving efficiencies. It is considered that the larger machines have 
had a positive impact on grass cutting operations this year and have generated 
considerable efficiencies in the areas where they were deployed.

SCHOOL TRANSPORT

To ask the Manager to further update on efforts to secure support and funding from the Minister of State with Special Responsibility for Sustainable Transport for this council’s proposed school-transport pilot project?

REPLY:

"Smarter Travel - A Sustainable Transport Future" A New Transport Policy for 
Ireland 2009 - 2020, provides under Action 14 (Chapter 5) that the Department of 
Transport will :

· Examine the potential for the expanded use of school and other publicly 
funded buses as a "local transport bus" to bring people to a range of 
services, with (in the case of school buses) the primary emphasis continuing 
to be on transporting children to and from school at the necessary times.


The Council has written to the Department in relation to its proposals and seeking 
funding for a pilot scheme but no allocation has been made to date.  This matter  
has been listed on the work programme for the new Transportation 
Strategic Policy Committee to examine how the Council's proposals in this 
regard could be delivered and what actions the Council can take to advance its 
Sustainable School Transportation Scheme for the County. The Members of the 
Council will be kept informed of progress through the regular reports of the SPC 
which are brought to the Council.

BANK HOLIDAY BIN COLLECTION

Councillor W. Lavelle

To ask the Manager to update on efforts to ensure that all SDCC customers scheduled to have a bin collection on the next Bank Holiday Monday i.e. October 25 will have their bins collected in full and if necessary to commit to hiring private operators to provide the service if staff unions fail to agree to a collection on this date?

REPLY:

Following the introduction of the brown bin - which was required in order to remove 
bio waste from the landfill in line with the Landfill Directive and the review of the 
licence at Kill - black bin collections and brown collections were put in place on an 
alternating week basis.  Monday customers did have a brown collection on Monday 
9th August - the Monday directly after the bank holiday where  4,544 bins were 
presented.


A proposal for the restructuring of the refuse collection service in tandem with the 
introduction of the brown bin included a provision for collections to take place on 
the actual bank holiday itself was negotiated with the unions with talks concluding 
in May this year.    This negotiated proposal was however rejected following a ballot 
of refuse collection staff.   Following this there was intensive discussions with the 
Labour Relations Commissions which enabled the introduction of the brown bin.  
Part of the agreement at that time with the LRC was that there would be further 
talks in early October which would encompass the presentation rates following the 
brown bin.   The Council is indeed mindful that the absence of such an agreement 
causes significant inconvenience to customers.


Saturday collections in lieu of bank holidays were discontinued because of low grey 
bin presentation rates combined with high costs of providing such collections.  The 
presentation rates for these collections were running at between 5% and 10% and 
the discontinuing of it was part of the strategy of keeping costs to the customer at a 
minimum.


It has previously been acknowledged that customers ordinarily collected on 

Mondays are affected more than others and refuse routes are being examined to 
explore available options to lessen this impact.  Additionally, it was agreed following 
discussions in the Labour Relations Commission after the ballot referred to above, t
hat a full examination of refuse collection routes will be carried out in October using 
route optimisation software to determine what improvements can be made to the 
overall service having regard for the customer base, location and presentation rates 
and this will be based on collection data from June to September of this year.


It is worth noting that the presentation rates of brown bins on Monday routes are 
quite good considering the early stage of its introduction we are at and as a result 
this is reducing the issue in relation to the black bin collections.  In addition, refuse 
collection staff have collected all backlogs of waste including any side waste 
presented in black bin collections following the bank holiday over two days - 
Monday 16th August and Saturday 21st August.  A combined total of 9,904 bins 
were presented - giving a presentation rate of 50% and containing 384 tonnes of 
residual rate.  As stated there was a collection on the Monday directly after the 
bank holiday when a brown bin collection took place and there were 4,544 bins 
presented - a presentation of 30% and containing 105 tonnes of bio waste.

MISSED BIN COLLECTIONS


Councillor W. Lavelle

To ask the Manager to report on missed bin collections during the month of September due to staffing problems; to include details of the routes missed and of the total number of customers who missed a collection and any customers who missed two or more collections as a result during September?

REPLY:

All refuse collection routes were completed over the month of September.  


However, on two occasions, black bin collections were delayed.  Firstly, on Friday, 
17th September, staff did not complete a number of routes as follows: Route 34: 
Saint Ronan’s Estate (St. Ronan’s Crescent was collected); Route 53: Bushy Park 
Houses, Springfield Estate, 1 side of Templeogue Village; Route 1: Cushlawn Estate 
(200 houses approx); Route 6: Carrigmore Estate Saggart; Route 3: Ard Mor Estate 
(part of), Fortunestown Close & Crescent; Route 36: Alpine Heights (part of); Route 
32: Harelawn Avenue, Grove & Crescent; Route 60: Moy Glas Estate, Ashpark 
Estate, Elmwood, Elm Estate, Esker Woods, Esker Meadows; and Route 56: Limekiln 
Park & Close – Cars blocking access.  These were completed over the course of the 
following week and customers were updated via web updates, text and twitter.


Secondly, black bins on Route 45, in the following areas James Connolly Park, 
Palmerstown Woods, Station Road, Station Close, Crag Crescent, Crag Industrial 
Estate and Whitethorn Estate, were not collected on Monday, 27th September, due 
to unavailability of staff (this was primarily due to compassionate leave affecting a 
number of staff).  Approximately 1,200 customers were affected but this route was 
subsequently collected on Wednesday 29th September.

CONTROL OF DOG LITTER 


Councillor W. Lavelle


To ask the Manager if any proposals are being considered to improve the control of dog litter in public parks?


REPLY:

Dog fouling of public areas including sports grounds, playing fields, recreational or 
leisure areas, is an offence under Section 22 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997 and is 
enforced by the Council’s Litter Wardens.  Signs advising the public of their 
obligations in relation to dog fouling have been erected at many locations 
throughout this Council’s administrative area including public parks. 


Where sufficient evidence is available, Litter Wardens will issue an ‘On the Spot 
Fine’ against alleged offenders and pursue the matter through the District Court. 
Given the nature of the offence, it is extremely difficult to identify offenders and 
specific complaints from witnesses are often required to pursue offenders. In such 
cases, while people may be happy to report the incident to the Council or Gardaí, 
they are generally most reluctant to give formal statements and attend as witnesses 
in court.   Notwithstanding the above, the Council will continue to fully enforce the 
provisions of the Act in relation to dog fouling wherever possible.


 Any suggestions or proposals that the Members may have in relation to improving 
the control of dog fouling would be welcome and will be fully considered.

JOB PLACEMENTS UPDATE 


Councillor W. Lavelle


To ask the Manager to provide a detailed update on discussions with FAS, government departments and staff unions regarding the introduction of both a Work Placement Programme and a scheme to allow apprentices to complete their training; and to outline what council work areas are being considered as suitable for introduction of such programmes?

REPLY:

South Dublin County Council in acknowledging and actively seeking to address 
current rising levels of unemployment in the County see the potential  for this 
Council as a Public Sector employer to propose a model for a work placement 
programme. The Department of the Environment Heritage and Local Government 
have by letter dated 31st August 2010 given a general sanction to Local Authorities 
to engage in the provision of Work Placements and state that the aim of the 
programme is to assist the unemployed to retain their skills levels and/or secure 
work experience that will assist them in getting a job. They further advise that ‘The 
placement of individuals under this Programme is not affected by the moratorium 
on recruitment in the public service’


The FAS Work Placement Programme allows for providers (private or public 
sector organisations) to temporarily place registered local participants for work 
placement opportunities. We are in the process of working with FAS to bring this 
programme to fruition in the County and provide a number of work placements for 
both graduates and non-graduates.


Following an initial and very productive meeting with FAS in August of this year, 
detailed proposals have been developed which identify a number of work areas for 
placement. Job specifications meeting with the FAS requirements have been drawn 
up for these posts. A further meeting is scheduled with FAS for next week to submit 
job specifications and agree a date for FAS to commence advertising the available 
placements. Suitable participants will then be interviewed by the council in advance 
of a placement being offered.


The overarching basis of the proposed placement programme in South Dublin 
County Council will address issues around ‘the safe place’, the mobility strategy and 
green energy management.


SDCC is working towards implementing three streams of placements, a public 
interface based stream addressing tasks to eliminate ‘the cost of yesterday’, an 
office based stream which would provide support and an office base for this and a 
third stream of placements based in our associated companies, community centres, 
Rua Red, Arts Centre, Tallaght Stadium etc. 


 “The public sector will improve its energy efficiency by 33% and will be seen to 
lead by example – showing all sectors what is possible through strong, committed 
action”. We see an opportunity to offer placement in the area of Green Energy 
Management.


Two placement opportunities have also been specified for co-ordination under the 
South Dublin County Sports Partnership. 


We have no plans at present to enable apprentices to complete their training.

DUBLIN MAYOR

To ask the Manager to report on discussions with the Department of Environment, Heritage & Local Government regarding the proposed establishment of a directly-elected Dublin Mayor, to include details on any significant changes which will likely have to implemented by our council to facilitate the new Mayor’s office and regional structures, to advise on the costs of the new Mayor’s office and regional structures and to advise if our council will have to make any additional annual financial contribution to fund this?

REPLY:

Correspondence was received from the Department of Environment, Heritage and 
Local Government attaching copy of the draft scheme of the Local Government 
(Dublin Mayor and Regional Authority) Bill 2010.  (and 
subsequently 
issued Transport proposals).   The letter stated that in view of the new 
institutional architecture for the governance of Dublin 
provided for in the General 
Scheme the Department wanted to engage with the Dublin Local Authorities 
and the Regional Authority in advance of the enactment of the Bill to ensure 
smooth implementation and assist in addressing any outstanding issues arising from 
the Bill.  The Department asked each Authority to nominate a senior official from 
the Council to participate in an Implementation Group to assist in this process.


The group has met four times.  The terms of reference of the Group are 
to:-

· Advise the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local 
Government on the legislative provisions to give effect to the new 
institutional arrangements, within framework agreed by 
Government;

· To advise, as and if necessary, on any matters in relation to the 
election of the Mayor;

· Consider the practical arrangements necessary for establishing the 
new Office, including the provision of finance, staffing, 
accommodation and identify any other resources which may be 
required;

· Consider the arrangements to give effect to the statutory powers 
contained in the Bill, and the necessary changes within the local 
authorities in Dublin, and the Dublin Regional Authority, to 
facilitate those changes;

· Draw up an implementation plan to give effect to the above.

·  The participation of officials from a local authority in Dublin, or from the Dublin Regional Authority, is without prejudice to any views which a local authority or Regional Authority may have on any particular issue in relation to the proposed Mayor and Regional Authority for Dublin.


To date the group have commented on legislative and organisational anomalies 
within the draft, have submitted details of potential funding requirements of 
the office.  This information has been passed to the those drafting the Bill.  No 
further details are available as the publication of the legislation is awaited.

REPORT ON PART VIII OF PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS  2001 - 2008.  PROPOSAL 1 FOR TEMPORARY SUPPORTED ACCOMMODATION AT  2 - 4 LISCARNE GARDENS

The following report, which had been circulated, was presented by the Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing, Social and Community and was CONSIDERED: 
“The vision contained in the Homeless Agency’s Action Plan 2007 – 2010 is for the ending of long-term homelessness and the need for people to sleep rough in Dublin by the end of 2010.

The Council is obliged under the Pathways Model for the elimination of homelessness to provide for homeless persons from its administrative area presenting to the Council  from 2010 onwards.  The Council has established a Homeless Unit to provide for the assessment and placement, where necessary,  of homeless persons presenting to the Council into supported accommodation suited to their needs. A property has been identified by the Council at Liscarne Gardens, Clondalkin which is considered suitable for use as a short-term accommodation facility.   Plans have been developed for such use.  The proposed facility is designed to provide accommodation for 8 persons with relatively low support needs.  It is not envisaged that those with acute drug or alcohol dependency issues would be accommodated at the proposed facility.  The Council will enter into a service level agreement with an experienced organisation with a view to the management of the facility along with the provision of required supports to the residents.

Having regard to the nature of the proposed facility and the proposed change of use, the public notification procedure under Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 - 2008 was enacted by way of the publication of a public notice in the national press on 30th July 2010. 

Pursuant to the requirements of the above, notice was given of the proposal to alter, extend and refurbish two existing houses to 8 Units of Supported Temporary Accommodation at:

2 & 4 Liscarne Gardens, Neilstown Road, Clondalkin,
Dublin 22

Material Alteration and extension of Houses:

· 6 bedrooms (with ensuite) 

· 
2 bedrooms (without ensuite) 

· Reception / Office 

· Kitchen / Laundry 

· Dining / Livingroom 

· Single-storey conservatory extension


Drawings of the proposed extension were on public display at the 
Headquarters of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 
24, at the Civic Offices in Clondalkin, Dublin 22, and on http://www.sdcc.ie/ 
during the period from 30th July 2010 to 10th September 2010.


The latest date for the receipt of submissions or observations was 4.30pm on Friday 
24th September 2010.


Three submissions in relation to the proposal were submitted from the following:


Councillor Trevor Gilligan


Senator Frances Fitzgerald


Liscarne Action Group.

Councillor Gilligan does not support any proposals for a homeless shelter at 2/4 Liscarne Gardens and cannot think of a worse location due to many factors.  He indicates that Supervalu have indicated that it would have an impact on them staying in the area.  Councillor Gilligan further states that there are local schools nearby and that it will also have an impact on local residents within the Liscarne Estate.  He therefore wants to give his full backing and support to the Liscarne residents group in their endeavours to halt a homeless shelter at this location.

Senator Fitzgerald, while appreciating that the Part 8 process is in itself a consultation, feels that there has been a lack of information and consultation in relation to the proposal.  She refers to concern being expressed by a wide range of residents, local business and two local school communities.  Local residents have highlighted to her continuously a range of social issues which they are currently experiencing and which are well known to Gardai and the Council.


Senator Fitzgerald outlines a range of concerns which have been voiced in 
relation to the proposed development which are listed below together with 
the Council's response:

· What numbers does the Council intend to accommodate in this 
hostel?

The Council projects that the number of clients in the accommodation will 
not exceed 8 at any one time. 

· What support systems will be put in place to assist the operation of 
this facility should it proceed?

It is proposed that the facility be managed by an experienced 
professional organisation which will also provide required supports to 
the clients using the service. 

· What criteria will be used to establish admission policy for this facility?

Admission policy will involve a full assessment being done by the 
Council's Homeless Unit prior to placement of an individual. 

· Is it expected that there will be a significant turnover of people residing at 
this accommodation?

It is intended that persons accommodated will have a degree of 
certainty 
regarding access to the accommodation pending a move to long-term 
accommodation.  It is not intended that the accommodation be filled on a 
night by night basis. 

· Has the Council considered other sites given the range of concerns in this 
particular area?

The Council has considered other locations in the area and is satisfied that 
this property is the most suitable and most readily available. 

· What is the catchment area for this proposed development?

The catchment area will include the Lucan, Clondalkin and 
Palmerstown areas primarily. 

· Can the Council clarify what stage the tendering process is at for this 
facility?  Is there a contract in place between the Council and a 
service 
provider for the operation of this hostel?

While discussions have been held with organisations interested in 
managing the proposed facility no contracts have yet been entered 
into by the Council. 

· Has the Council advanced the refurbishment of these premises for 
the purpose of a hostel in advance of the Part 8 being approved?

No refurbishment works have been done at the premises to date.

Senator Fitzgerald stated in her submission that she "would like to formally support the concerns of the local community who feel that this is not an 
appropriate location for a hostel, given the range of difficulties the community is facing at present and the range of concerns expressed by schools, residents and local business".

Liscarne Action Group's submission acknowledges the need to provide accommodation for homeless persons but objects to the location of the proposed facility based on "the wide ranging social problems of North Clondalkin", the proximity to two local primary schools and objections voiced by local business.  The Group also raised concerns regarding a lack of information and consultation in relation to the proposal and makes  reference to possible alternative sites for the location of the proposed facility. The Group states that the placement of persons who are homeless in an area with the wide ranging social problems of North Clondalkin would not be the best solution for people who may be undergoing rehabilitation from addiction or wishing to change  their way of life on release from prison, undergoing mental health problems etc.


Response:
Apart from the Part 8 consultation process, the Council has also engaged in a process of consultation with various interested parties in the community.  The provision of accommodation in a supported environment will provide a level of stability for the persons accommodated, some of whom will be from the North Clondalkin area and would heretofore have either had to access 
emergency accommodation outside the locality or resorted to rough 
sleeping.

Written submissions were received from the Liscarne Action Group, the two 
school principals and local shop owner prior to the proposal going to 
consultation outlining their concerns for a homeless facility at this location. In 
determining the proposal these concerns were taken into account in terms of 
the number of units, location, management of the facility and service level 
agreement to be entered into.

Since the closing date for submissions the Council has met with the local 
shop owner, the two school principals and representatives of the Community 
to allay their fears and concerns and address a number of misconceptions in relation to the proposal. a number of meetings were also held with the 
elected representatives on the proposal. it should be noted that a visit to the homeless facility at Mount Brown for local elected members and local representatives was also arranged prior to initiation of the Part 8 process.


The Council has investigated other suggested locations for this facility in the 
Clondalkin area but none were suitable due to inaccessibility, not in ownership of 
the Council and/or otherwise unsuitable for purpose or unavailable. 


In the circumstances and as the proposed development is in accordance 
with the 
commitments under the Action Plan on Homelessness in Dublin 2007 - 2010 it is 
recommended that the provision of accommodation proceed as proposed.”

A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors C. Brophy, T. 
Ridge, T. Delaney, E. Tuffy, R. Dowds, T. Gilligan, G. Kenny, D. Keating, 
M. Corr, W. Lavelle, C. Keane, C. King, S. Crowe, M. McDonagh, M. Duff, 
G. O’Connell, C. Jones, P. Kearns and E. Maloney.

Councillor C. Brophy opened the discussion by proposing that the Manager’s 
report be rejected.  This proposal was seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle. 

The discussion focussed mainly on what many Councillors considered to be 
an   unsuitable location for provision of the homeless unit, and on the public 
consultation process which some considered flawed and not as full and open 
as it should have been. 


Mr. B. Coman responded to the Members’ queries.  He refuted that the public 
consultation process was flawed and stressed that he and his staff went above 
and beyond the call of duty in progressing this Part 8. He addressed the 
Councillors concerns regarding the Council’s homelessness policy , proposed 
location of the unit, type of facility and the proposal to set up a monitoring 
group for the first year of its operations.

The Manager Mr. J. Horan recorded his thanks and appreciation of Mr. 
Coman’s work on homeless provision.

Councillor E. Tuffy proposed a “procedural” motion that the item be deferred 
to the November Council Meeting.  This was seconded by Councillor M. 
Corr.

Ms M. Maguire, Senior Executive Officer, drew the Members’ attention to 
the statutory provisions associated with Local Authority own development 
namely S. 179 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 and the council’s 
own Standing Orders in relation to how the Council transacts its business:

S. 179 of Planning & Development Act 2000 states:


(4) (a) The members of a local authority shall, as soon as may be, consider 
the proposed development and the report of the manager under subsection 
(3).


(b) Following the consideration of the manager's report under paragraph 
(a), the proposed development may be carried out as recommended in the 
manager's report, unless the local authority, by resolution, decides to vary or 
modify the development, otherwise than as recommended in the manager's 
report, or decides not to proceed with the development.


Ms Maguire informed the meeting that Councillor C. Brophy’s motion would be taken first. 

It was proposed by Councillor C. Brophy, seconded by Councillor W. 
Lavelle:


“That the Manager’s Report on Part 8 of Planning and Development 
Regulations  2001 - 2008  Proposal 1 for Temporary Supported 
Accommodation at  2 - 4 Liscarne Gardens be rejected.”

CLEAN UPS

It was proposed by Councillor B. Lawlor, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney and AGREED WITHOUT DEBATE:

“That this Council while acknowledging the hard work of the Parks and Environment maintenance staff calls on the Manager to once and for all address the ongoing problem of when residents associations or voluntary groups agree a pick up date for rubbish and green waste after an estate or park cleanup by them that this council collects within a set time frame 1-3 days of agreed date.”


REPORT:

“Where locally organised clean ups of public areas are arranged including prior 
consultation with the relevant local Litter Warden, arrangements are made by the 
Litter Warden with Cleansing or Parks staff as appropriate to collect material on an 
agreed day.  Such clean-ups and arrangements are timed to coincide with Cleansing 
and Parks' work schedules and this is generally satisfactory save where staff from 
Cleansing are required for relief bin collection duties. As part of the Public Realm 
proposals, the arrangements for such clean ups are to be reveiwed and improved 
where possible.


It should be noted however, that from time to time issues arise where residents 
arrange clean ups without consultation with Litter Wardens. In cases where 
arrangements have not been made prior to the event, the Council's resources, 
schedules and previous commitments may have to be re-arranged in order for the 
materials to be removed. This is not always a simple process given the significant 
demands placed on the Cleansing and Parks operations.


It should be noted that while the Council appreciates that the efforts of local 
Residents Associations in organising to clean up their area contributes greatly to the 
quality of life in the county there are often issues associated with the activities.  
These include where residents also dispose of household and garden materials as 
well as domestic waste and this is added to the clean-up waste.  Where any 
evidence can be found appropriate enforcement action is taken.


The "hidden" cost associated with these clean-ups is often overlooked and the 
Council incurs considerable costs in the disposal of material from community clean-
ups   It is costing between €350 and €1,000 per clean-up and this obviously impacts 
on the Council budgets.  A complete review of the arrangements to support 
communities in maintaining their areas and contributing towards a cleaner county is 
being undertaken and will be advised to the community organisations for next 
year.”

In order to 
determine the eligibility and need of many customers for these services, specific 
data must be established through the completion of applications forms.   


In some instances forms used by Local Authorities are of a national and generic 
nature and allow ease of assessment of the information that is needed to be known.    
The Council has no discretion in the layout or data content of these forms. 
Examples of national / generic forms used within South Dublin County Council 
include applications for planning permission and Higher Education Grants.  It is 
accepted that in some  instances application forms may be quite comprehensive to 
allow for the provision of additional information in support of the application.   


Where forms are of a discretionary nature the Council will endeavour to avoid 
making application and registration forms overly long and complicated, and will try 
to ensure that every question / part of the application form is relevant, with clear 
marking of information which is mandatory and which is optional.  It has always 
been our intention to use simple straightforward language to help those with 
cognitive impairments or learning difficulties, as well as those who have English as a 
second language.   To this end we are committed to working with the National 
Adult Literacy Agency to make sure that people with literacy and numeracy 
difficulties can fully engage with us with a view to us meeting their needs.    South 
Dublin County Council is committed to ensuring that the services  provided are 
accessible to the whole community.”
