Retain the rental at the current rate for 2011; 

Ensure that the charges for Social Welfare recipients be maintained; 

Provide for those on state pensioners e.g. retired teachers, Gardaí etc will be entitled to the same rates at the Social Welfare group; 

Explore ways in which plot holders can be more actively involved in the management and maintenance of the allotments on a site by site basis 

Set up a small standing committee or working group composed of representatives of the plot holders, council management and Councillors (in a ratio to be agreed) that will provide for ongoing liaison and a communications vehicle that will support quality management of this public service.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council at its meeting in October 2009 (Minute number M9/1009) NOTED a report advising the Members of a review of the Allotment Scheme adopted by the Members in September 2005.  The Members NOTED, following considerable discussion,  that the fees for allotments for the years 2010 - 2012 inclusive were increasing to  €1 per sq. metre and that the increase was necessary to fund  the servicing of existing sites and extensions of these and new Allotment Sites to facilitate a waiting list of over 450 applicants.   The increased fee structure is considerably less than those prevailing on the open market and represents excellent value for money.

c.250sqm €250.00 per year   €125 SW 

·        The scheme provides for, where applicants demonstrate their sole income to be from one of the following, they are entitled to a discount of 50% of the allotment fee.

·        Only plot holders with a sole income from one of those listed above are entitled to a discount of 50% of the allotment fee.

·        The Council welcome plot holders getting actively involved with the allotments.  Any plot holders who wish to contribute to the scheme are encouraged to contact one of the dedicated allotment staff members, who are available to discuss matters relating to the allotment facilities.  

·       There are 4 allotment facilities in the County at Friarstown, Bohernabreena, Mill Lane, Palmerstown, Corkagh Park, Clondalkin and Tymon Park, Tallaght.  It would be difficult to get a representative group from each allotment facility. There are a number of groups within the allotment facilities with diverging and indeed conflicting interests. However, their input and involvement is welcomed and they are encouraged to contact one of the dedicated allotment staff members, who are available to discuss matters relating to the allotment facilities.

In 2010 the estimated expenditure for allotments will be in excess of €28,000, comprising of the following|:

Maintenance of all four allotment facilities 

Clearing of unused or abandoned plots 

Replacement and renewal of keys 

Clearing of composting areas at both facilities 

Servicing of waiting list and existing plot holders 

Dedicated members of staff who attend to administrative work, inspections and organising maintenance works within the facilities 

Renewal of annual letting agreements 

Payment of water charges for the facilities

It should be noted that this expenditure does not provide for any extensions to any of the allotment schemes.  The income for 2010 for allotments is €11,099 and with expenditure in excess of €28,000 there will be a shortfall of at least €17,000.

The Council, in considering the Annual Budget for 2010, agreed to defer the increase in fees for the year 2010 to allow the Council adequate time to notify existing allotment holders of the pending increase and to allow adequate notice to be given to applicants on the waiting list seeking an allocation of an allotment.

If the Council is to continue to provide and service allotments within the County and to consider extensions of the sites, it is intended that the scheme, as noted in October 2009, be implemented for the years 2010 – 2012 inclusive with the exception of the deferment of the increase in fees to 2011.”

“That this Committee strongly urges the Manager to establish the means of protecting the newly developed Grand Canal walkway from the 10th Lock to Grange Castle by closing off access to horses along the route.”
The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:
“The canal way has been used for grazing horses for a long number of years.  During the design and construction of the green route safety and security have been given high priority, in particular, the prevention of access by horses, motorbikes, quads and cars.  In consultation with residents and Gardaí the route incorporates fencing, landscaping and kissing gates to help alleviate and prevent anti-social behaviour.  Kissing gates have been provided at road crossings along the route for safety reasons to ensure people, in particular children, stop before crossing the road.  However, 5 extra kissing gates were provided to help prevent horses, motorbikes, quads and cars from accessing the towpath.  The gates break up the route to discourage and ensure it is not used as a racing track.  Cyclists have been complaining about having to dismount at these kissing gates and in an effort to allow momentum along the towpath these 5 kissing gates were opened on a trial period in early August however, following an increase in anti-social activity 3 of the gates were closed.  The use of the route is being monitored and any necessary adjustments are being made always bearing in mind the safety and security of the user, the local community and the requirements of the Gardaí.

Following a site walk in September it was agreed with the consultant to provide additional posts and canal side railing to reinforce the existing fencing in identified locations mainly at Kilcronan parkland, where evidence of access by horses was noticed.  This railing/posts has been ordered and will be in place by mid November.

It should also be noted that the 8.5km route is monitored by 66 CCTV cameras with loudspeaker facilities.  The security staff have reported that use of the PA system has resulted in youths with horses leaving the towpath.  We have regular meetings with the local Gardaí and Waterways Ireland has been asked to look at reviewing their canal bye laws to give powers to the Gardaí to take action in relation to horses and motorbikes on the towpath.”

“That the Manager presents an updated report on the derelict cottages in Rathcoole including the following:-
(a) Ownership.

(b) The numbers and addresses of the Cottages.

(c) What can be done to improve their appearance?

(d) Any other relevant information.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The following sites were inspected in the Rathcoole area by the Area Engineer under the Derelict Sites Act 1990 recently, and were deemed to be non derelict subject to certain works being carried out:

·        The site below the Poitin Stil opposite Kilteel Road.

·        Former Keoghs shop at the corner of Stoney Lane

·        House adjoining two storey house at west of the school

·        House and grounds, Main Street.

These sites will be monitored, and if the recommended works have not been carried out, it may be necessary to consider taking further action under the Derelict Sites Act, 1990.

The two storey house west of the school on the Main Street, Rathcoole was inspected by the Area Engineer on the 17th August, 2010 and was found to be in a derelict state.  A Section 11 Notice has been issued to the registered owner outlining works to be completed in order to render the house non derelict.  On expiry of this notice a re-inspection of this site will be carried out.  If all the works outlined in the Notice have not been completed satisfactorily then this site may be placed on the Derelict Sites Register.

Glebe House, Main Street, Rathcoole and the two single storey cottages west of the access road to the church and community centre, Main Street, Rathcoole were referred to the Architects Department for an inspection to be carried out under the Sanitary Services Act.  Inspections of these structures have in the past few years been carried out from a dangerous structures viewpoint. It was concluded that they were in a dangerous condition because they were unoccupied and because some of the roof slates were loose and could fall to the street below. Emergency works were undertaken to secure the fronts of the cottages to prevent unauthorized access and some loose slates at gutter level were removed. Notices were served on the owner and costs for these works were recovered.

A recent inspection shows that the condition of the structures has not changed significantly since then. However, given the likelihood of further deterioration of the structure over the winter months due to rain and wind,  it is considered necessary to request the owners to take measures to further secure the slate roof to ensure that there is no possibility of slates being dislodged from the roof and posing a danger to pedestrians or motor traffic. There are a number of ways to ensure this which will now be explored with the owners. Should they not agree to do so, the Council will serve a legal notice on the owners to require such work to be undertaken. If not complied with, the Council will undertake the necessary works and recoup the cost from the owners.”
Following contributions from Councillors R. Dowds, T. Ridge, Mr. J. Browne, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised, it was AGREED that a further report would be brought to the January 2011 meeting of this Committee. The report was NOTED.

2. Castle Estate?

REPLY:

“1. Lealand Estate includes a significant amount of residential roads and open spaces in the Bawnogue district.  As part of the Arboricultural Programme 2010/11 it is proposed to concentrate on the thinning and/or removal of overgrown shrubberies in the area.  These works will involve a significant amount of resources and will subsequently impact on the availability of staff to undertake tree pruning works in the area.

By listing Lealand Estate for tree pruning there may be expectation that all trees in the area will be pruned.  This may not necessarily be the case as many of the trees may not require pruning.  To manage the Arboricultural Programme effectively it would be beneficial if specific trees could be identified and these will be listed for consideration for pruning.

2. With regard to Castle Park Estate in Clondalkin a number of individual trees have already been pruned this year by the Parks Department in this estate. However a large number of the street trees within this estate are affected by overhead power lines which, in the absence of power switch outs,  restricts the ability of the Parks Department to carry out aerial pruning work. As happened in the past, contact will now be made with the E.S.B. to see what assistance can be provided to the County Council this year, regarding the completion of the necessary pruning works in the estate.”

An undertaking was given at the September Meeting that an early meeting would be convened between Liffey Valley Ranger FC and the South Dublin Football League with a view to progressing discussions in relation to access by the Liffey Valley Ranger FC to the dressing rooms  in the South Dublin Football League pavilion at Ballyowen.

Attempts by SDCC to convene that meeting have to date failed because of the refusal of SDFL to meet with LVR FC or to attend any meeting where LVR FC or Elected Representatives were present. 

In the circumstances the file has now been referred to the Council’s Law Department with a view to reviewing the terms and conditions of lease signed by South Dublin Football League on the 14th December 2005 specifically  Paragraphs 5.3.2: 9.2 of the lease which provide as follows: 

5.3.2 "in the event of the Demised Premises ceasing to be used for community and recreational purposes or not being so used to the satisfaction of the Council the Term shall automatically determine and the Demised Premises and any interest of the Lessees in any buildings or structures erected on the Demised Premises shall vest in the Council to hold absolutely without payment of compensation”.

9.2 "the Lessees must at the direction of the Council make available for hire the Demised Premises by other organisations and schools in the local parish at reasonable times and rates for purpose within the Permitted Use but subject to the provisions of Clause 9.3”

In accordance with Paragraph l.10 of the lease signed by SDFL on 14th December 2005,  the terms of the lease fall due for review in the current year.

 By letter dated 6th October 2010 SDFL confirmed that a meeting with all of its members took place on 4th October last when clubs voted unanimously "not to allow any club/group to have exclusive/permanent use of the South Dublin Football League facilities in Ballyowen Park as this would preclude the use of the facility for member clubs for the purpose of which it was established".

A copy of the letter of the 6th October, received from the South Dublin Football League, has now been referred to the Council's Law Department and the Members will be kept informed of any progress with the matter.”

5.3.2 "in the event of the Demised Premises ceasing to be used for community and recreational purposes or not being so used to the satisfaction of the Council the Term shall automatically determine and the Demised Premises and any interest of the Lessees in any buildings or structures erected on the Demised Premises shall vest in the Council to hold absolutely without payment of compensation”.

9.2"the Lessees must at the direction of the Council make available for hire the Demised Premises by other organisations and schools in the local parish at reasonable times and rates for purpose within the Permitted Use but subject to the provisions of Clause 9.3”

In accordance with Paragraph l.10 of the lease signed by SDFL on the l4th December 2005  the terms of the lease fall due for review in the current year.

By letter dated 6th October 2010 SDFL confirmed that a meeting with all of its members took place on 4th October last when clubs voted unanimously "not to allow any club/group to have exclusive/permanent use of the South Dublin Football League facilities in Ballyowen Park as this would preclude the use of the facility for member clubs for the purpose of which it was established".  

A copy of the letter of the 6th October, received from the South Dublin Football League, has now been referred to the Council's Law Department and the Members will be kept informed of any progress with the matter.”

Following contributions from Councillors D. Keating, R. Dowds, M. McDonagh, G. O’Connell, W. Lavelle, T. Gilligan, G. Kenny, C. Jones, E. Tuffy and T. Delaney, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised. It was AGREED that a meeting would be held with Liffey Valley Rangers FC before the end of October.  The report was NOTED.

“DRAWING OF THE PROPOSAL
The following report was presented to the Elected Members at the Lucan Clondalkin Area Committee (1) on the 16th June 2010.

Part 8 Public Consultation for a Proposal to Construct An Access Road to the Rear of 17 - 23 Dodsborough Cottages, Lucan
PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT ACT 2000
Part 8 Planning and Development Regulations 2001 to 2007 
Proposed Part 8 Public Consultation for the construction of a new section of road to the rear of 17 to 23 Dodsborough Cottages, Lucan.
Proposal 
This is a proposal to construct an access road to serve proposed new individual housing units (subject to planning permission) in the rear gardens of the houses at 17 to 23 Dodsborough Cottages in Lucan.  There is no access at present to these gardens since the gardens themselves back onto the open space at Airlie Heights Estate.   There is a short section of road that was constructed by the Lucan United Football Club to provide access to their recently constructed clubhouse and car park and the proposal would extend this road as far as the rear garden of 23 Dodsborough Cottages.
In order to facilitate this proposal it would be necessary to construct a road parallel with the garden boundary across the open space.  The feasibility and the impact of this proposal have been examined.  There would be no negative impact on the existing playing pitches and minimal impact on the quantum of open space that would be affected.  A section of hedgerow to the rear of the gardens would have to be removed but there may be a possibility of retaining some of the trees – which are of a relatively young age.  On the positive side there would be an increase in passive supervision of the open space.
The proposal incorporates the construction of the road to normal Council standards including the provision of public lighting, drainage, footpath, a low concrete wall boundary to the open space and access points for Council maintenance equipment and also to the Lucan United car park.  The boundary wall will be screened on both sides by a hedge and with a line of street trees to provide for the creation of an avenue.
This Part 8 proposal is to facilitate this development.  The road itself would be constructed, at no cost to the Council, by the owners of the sites acting as a consortium and subject to conditions agreed with the Council.  The plans for the individual sites would be subject to applications for planning permission in the normal way.
Plans and particulars of the proposed development will be available for inspection or purchase at a fee not exceeding the reasonable cost of making a copy at:
(a) South Dublin County Council Offices, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24 between the hours of 9:00 am – 5.00pm Monday to Thursday and 9.00am - 4.30pm on Friday (Inspection and purchase),
(b) County Library, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24 between the hours of 9.45am-8.00pm Monday to Thursday and 9.45am - 4.30pm Friday and Saturday (inspection only).
From Monday 21st June 2010 to Friday 30th July 2010.
Written submissions or observations with respect to the proposed development, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated, may be made in writing before 4.30 p.m. on Friday 13th August 2010 to the:-

The submissions made and the response of the Council to them is detailed as follows.  (Some of the individual items in the separate submissions that are essentially similar have been grouped and treated together for ease of reference):
	1  Lucan United FC
	

	In principle there is no objection to the proposal
	

	LUFC are concerned that the low concrete stub wall and associated hedging is located too close to one of the main entry points of the clubhouse. Further, they are concerned that it will restrict the movement of bulky items of club apparatus such as temporary goal posts in and out of the building.   Response There is no reason that the concrete stub wall and associated hedging should restrict movement of bulky items from the club house.  The Council can discuss the details of the wall construction with the club prior to commencement of the project in order that any possible problems can be dealt with in an organised manner.  
	

	An alternative to the wall construction is suggested that would eliminate possible anti social activity.  There is also concern about the height of the hedge. Response The wall is considered to be the most appropriate form of boundary to prevent unauthorized encroachment and combined with the hedgerow will be an aesthetically pleasing addition to the area.  The hedgerow will be maintained at a height of 600 – 800mm which will provide a clear vision across the open space that will enhance the security of the area.
	

	The club is concerned that balls kicked from the adjoining pitch might pose a health and safety hazard to road users and it requests a high netting to prevent this. Response There is no reason to suppose that this will present a problem and therefore high netting is not considered to be a necessary addition to the proposal.
	

	LUFC would ask that in the event of the cost of their insurances increasing due to the proximity of the new roadway that, the developer be responsible for any such ongoing increases.   Response There is no reason to believe that insurance cover for the club will increase as a result of the extension of the public road system in the estate.
	

	LUFC understand that the roadway is not intended to be extended beyond the location shown on the drawings. Response It is not intended to extend the roadway beyond the location shown on the public consultation drawings.
	

	It is noted that there is no provision for on street car parking in the plans exhibited.  It is likely therefore, that visitors to any new end of garden dwellings will park on the roadway affecting traffic flow or alternatively park in the spaces presently intended to service the clubhouse close to the Airlie Heights housing and directly beside the clubhouse. It is reasonable to suggest that additional off street car parking is essential.   Response The proposed road is a cul de sac and as such should pose no problems in terms of excessive car parking or interfere with the car parking for the club.  It is not intended to provide additional car parking spaces. 
	

	The sectional drawing indicates the proposed location of lighting standards on the side of the new roadway closest to Dodsborough Cottages gardens. LUFC would ask that consideration be given to their relocation to the northern side of the roadway. This would help to increase the general lighting levels about the exterior of the clubhouse and help to reduce potential anti-social behavior and increase security. Response The detail of the positioning of the lighting standards will be a matter for the final design of the road and that design will be undertaken by the consultant appointed by the group of residents in conjunction with the Roads Department of the Council.  Consideration will be given at that time to having the lighting standards positioned as requested but only if this would comply with the appropriate safety and design standards.
	

	It is noted that LUFC would wish that in the event of a new roadway being constructed that it be speedily taken in charge by the Local Authority to ensure that it is adequately maintained and so that LUFC have a direct reference point in the event of any ongoing defects with its construction, maintenance, bin collections, removal of abandoned vehicles etc.   Response   It is intended that the road will, if constructed, be taken in charge by the County Council subject to the normal taking in charge process.
	

	LUFC would wish to see a method statement relating to the construction period in advance of any decision to grant permission for its construction. Such should include a programme for construction, and deal with the issues associated with likely disruption etc. to the day to day operation of LUFC’s clubhouse. A bond to ensure satisfactory completion of the construction stage should be in place before any construction is permitted to start.   Response   All of the matters raised above will be included in documentation that is a normal requirement for such projects.
	

	2  A group of residents from Airlie Heights 
	

	The group of residents object to the proposal “on the grounds that if the development went ahead, it would result in significant increases in the levels of traffic problems and noise in Airlie Heights.  It will have a serious impact on the current parking problems in the estate”. Response If the road is constructed to allow for the construction of houses in the rear gardens in Dodsboro Cottages it is likely that at most a total of 8 houses would be constructed.  It is not considered that the volume of traffic generated by this development would result in any significant increase in traffic generation in Airlie Heights estate or contribute to car parking problems in the estate. 
	

	3  G and F Consultants on behalf of Mr and Mrs J Dalton, 23E Dodsborough Cottages
	

	The proposed access road will create unnecessary noise and turning areas are renowned for anti social loitering by younger drivers. Response The road will be a short cul de sac road and therefore traffic will move at a relatively slow speed that will not create undue noise intrusion. This area (Airlie Heights) and the adjoining Dodsboro Cottages estate have a number of cul de sacs and it is not accepted that anti social activity will be higher than normal as a result of the construction of this road.
	

	The natural environment would be destroyed and there would be serious effects on the natural light and overlooking of adjoining properties. The characteristics of the surrounds will be negatively impacted upon. Response This area is in the main an urban housing area and it is not intended to destroy any of the existing natural environment but it may be necessary to remove a section of hedgerow to the rear of Dodsboro Cottages.  Any removal of hedgerow will be controlled by condition in any subsequent planning application and it would be the intention of the Council to preserve this hedgerow if at all possible.  The issue of natural light and overlooking will also be dealt with through the planning application process.  There will be a change in the character of the surroundings but it is intended that this will be ameliorated by additional planting, including street tree planting and conditions in relation to the materials to be used in any subsequent building work as a result of a grant of Planning Permission.
	

	Sufficient details regarding accommodation works have not been provided and the proposed concrete stub wall is insufficient to provide adequate security. Response The Council contends that sufficient details have been provided as part of the public consultation process that would allow for a proper understanding of the purpose of the proposal as well as the likely impact of it on the surrounding area and the residential population. It is also contended that the concrete stub wall is adequate to provide the necessary security to the open space and this has already been provided in other areas of the same open space.
	

	Insufficient detail has been provided in relation to surface water, foul sewage and potable water supply. Response Surface water runoff will be accommodated through the existing system in Airlie Heights or as advised by the Environmental Services Department. Foul sewage will also be accommodated through the existing system in Airlie Heights and Environmental Services Department has advised that there is sufficient capacity in the system to accommodate this. There is sufficient capacity to cater for water demand and the supply to the client’s property should not be affected by the construction of a system to cater for the proposed development.
	

	The public lighting on the proposed road will spill into the clients property and create unnecessary lighting in the rear garden. Response The public lighting will be directed onto the road and any spillage will not impact negatively on the adjoining properties.  
	

	The access road provides a direct route to the rear of our Client’s property leaving the potential for burglary and unwanted access to the rear of our Clients property. Response The existing housing area in Dodsboro Cottages is open at the rear to an open space in Airlie Heights and there will essentially be no change to this if the proposal is implemented.
	

	Construction of the proposed access road and future development will create unnecessary construction nuisances such as noise, vibration, dust and dirt on the local roads. Response Construction is a normal activity particularly in an urban environment. Any construction work creates dust and noise and this is regulated by way of condition arising from Planning Permission and this will be done in the event of an application for Planning Permission to construct the road.  
	

	For many years the green area proposed for the road has been used by the children and parents of Dodsboro Cottages as a walkway to the local school.  The proposed road would take this access away forcing parents to drive to the school. Response There will be no change in the use of the open space as a result of the construction of the proposed road and no reason for parents to be forced to drive their children to school as a result.
	


Having considered the three submissions received it is considered that the proposal is in accordance with proper planning and sustainable development and that the issues raised can be dealt with by way of conditions arising from a subsequent planning application by the group of residents who wish to build in the rear gardens of 17 to 23 Dodsboro Cottages.  It is therefore recommended that the Part 8 is approved by the Elected Members.”

It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor D. Keating:
“That the Manager would provide information on the number of public (i.e. owned by the Council or provided on Council land) outdoor Tennis Courts in the Lucan and Clondalkin Electoral Areas, and request the Park's Department to investigate the costs of upgrading the facility adjacent to the Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre, and providing additional public Tennis Courts in the area.”
The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:
“There are a total of 6 public outdoor tennis courts in the Lucan and Clondalkin Electoral Areas.  They can be found at the following locations:

Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre – 3 courts 

Weston Open Space – 2 courts 

Clondalkin Sports and Leisure Centre – 1 court

The courts at the Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre were inspected recently and found to be in good order.  There is some weed growth on the courts but this is minor in nature and will be treated as part of the works programme for the area.  The surface is in good condition and the markings are clear and fully visible.  The markings are renewed as often as required and this was last undertaken approximately two years ago.  The courts are surrounded by a fence on all sides with a single pedestrian gate which is locked when the courts are not in use.  Both were found to be in good order.  There is a beech hedge around three sides of the courts with the fourth side open to allow visibility to and from the skatepark.  The hedge is pruned on an annual basis and is in good condition. Despite the presence of bins in the area some litter is present in the corners of the courts.  This will be included in the maintenance programme for the area and removed as soon as possible. 

Bookings for the courts are charged on an hourly basis and are managed by the staff in the Sports and Leisure Centre.   Demand varies throughout the year with peak times occurring during the summer months.  In 2010 there were 114 bookings made for June and 89 bookings made for July.  This figure falls as low as 10 bookings in January, 11 in February.  While the fluctuation in demand is not surprising as it is in keeping with the seasons, the level of usage does not indicate that there is a significant shortfall in availability of courts in the area, i.e. the number of possible hour-long session available in June = 360 based on a 12 hour day x 30 days.  This would indicate that the court was used 32% of the time (114/360 x 100).  This figure does not take account of the summer tennis league, but again this is a seasonal event.  The figures above indicate that the demand is being appropriately facilitated and therefore there are no current plans to provide additional tennis courts in the area.”

LC/930/10 MOT (9) SAFETY FACTORS IN WHITETHORN ESTATE, CLONDALKIN

It was proposed by Councillor G. O'Connell and seconded by Councillor D. Keating:
“That an inspection be carried out as a matter of urgency on safety factors in Whitethorn Estate especially Whitethorn Drive, Clondalkin where young children are using the gradient in the footpath as a skateboard track and "bouncing" out onto the road making it extremely dangerous.  There have been a few near accidents and it is imperative that the Council act without delay by erecting a barrier of some kind.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Whitethorn Estate is a cul de sac development and the location identified above is situated towards the rear of the development. The location is no different to many similar housing estates around the county where children are often found playing on the roads in the estate. This type of activity varies with the time of day and time of year with increased play outdoors coinciding with hours of daylight, fine weather and school holidays. The primary responsibility for the behaviour of children rests with the parents of the children. Motorists also have a significant responsibility to drive with due care and attention in such places where it can reasonably be expected that children may be at play.  

A joint inspection of the area took place in July 2010 attended by staff of both the Parks and Roads Departments to examine the issue and identify possible measures that might be taken. It was noted that there are good sightlines in all directions at this location. As a result of the examination, the erection of a barrier at this location was not considered to be the most appropriate course of action. The installation of a barrier would obstruct the footpath and prevent access to and from the open space. 

The most immediate action available is considered to be one of appropriate behaviour. Residents living in the estate can remind their children of the risks associated with playing on public roads and encourage them to play safely on the open space. Motorists should be alert and drive with caution in the estate, in particular when children are out and about. 

If the Residents Association consider that additional 'Caution, Children at Play’ signage would helpful, they are advised to contact the Road's Department for further assistance.”

Following a contribution from Councillors G. O’Connell, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

It is a therefore a matter for the Management Company of this estate to undertake the maintenance of the open spaces in agreement with and under the direction of the residents of the estate.  Representatives of the Parks and Landscape Services Department met with a group of residents from the area on the 20th September 2010 to discuss this matter and the information contained in this report was conveyed to them.”

The main issue of concern was the

service by the Dublin Fire Authority of Fire Safety Notices as a result of non-compliance by the

developer with the specifications of the Fire Safety Certificate for the buildings. Notices were

also served on “The Occupier” of every apartment prohibiting the use of the building, as the

whole building is a dangerous building. 

Summonses have recently been issued by the Fire Authority on the developers regarding these

outstanding works.

It should be noted that this is not a matter in which South Dublin County Council is directly

involved as, by virtue of a long-standing statutory agreement Dublin Fire Brigade serves South
Dublin County in relation to Fire Safety matters.

Other than this there are no known specific planning issues at this development, but the

management company reps were advised that even if there were, in the event that planning

enforcement action was warranted, as specified in the Planning Act, Warning Letters would be

served on “the owner, the occupier, or any other person carrying out the development”, and

Enforcement Notices could be served on “the person carrying out the development and, where

the planning authority considers it necessary, the owner or the occupier of the land or any

other person who, in the opinion of the planning authority, may be concerned with the matters

to which the notice relates.

This situation would not necessarily assist the residents or the management company.”

LC/973/10 MOT (21) TAKING-IN-CHARGE OF ROSSBERRY AND GRIFFEEN GLEN, LUCAN
It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle:
“That the Manager would present a detailed report on the Taking-in-Charge of Rossberry and Griffeen Glen Boulevard Estates, Lucan, the report to cover the taking-in-charge of Open Spaces as well as Roads and Services, and that the Manager would make a statement on the length of time taken by the Council to take housing developments in charge, and if, in the context of the extreme reduction in the amount housing construction in the area, residents can expect a significant decrease in the time taken to take completed developments in charge.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“In respect of the Rossberry development, the development was constructed by two developers, Kingscroft and Hollioake.

The Council is in the process of claiming part of the security lodged for the completion of remedial works to the part of the Rossberry development carried out by Hollioake. If the developer does not have in place a schedule by October 15th for the appointment of a contractor to complete the works, the Council will claim the security and make arrangements for the completion works.

In respect of the part developed by Kingscroft, the developer was required to provide a schedule by the end of September in respect of plans to complete drainage works. The Planning Department is awaiting the costed details of these works from the Councils Environmental Services Department to place a claim on the bond lodged by Kingscroft. This can be a costly item for the council to provide in that it is likely to involve jetting and CCTV survey work, reporting and finally repairs possibly involving road excavation.

The strip of open space located along the eastern side of the distributor road that leads to Rossberry Estate off Griffeen Avenue is almost ready to be taken in charge by the Parks Department, with the exchange of legal documents the only remaining issue.

In respect of Griffeen Glen Boulevard, the developer, Newlyn Developments Ltd has submitted as constructed drawings. A list of minor works mainly relating to footpaths, has been issued to the developer in order to complete same.  No response has been received and a claim is to be placed on the bond. SDCC is currently reviewing all CCTV of underground drainage networks as part of the Taking in charge process. It would be inappropriate to estimate the cost of repairs, if any, at this stage.

In respect of the open space, the Council has been in dialogue with the developer about the taking in charge of the open space and in order for this to proceed official maps and documentation from the developer’s solicitor has been sought.

The Council is obliged not to take in charge services that are not completed satisfactorily. 

Traditionally the taking in charge of services within developments progressed relatively swiftly in improved economic times as developers were building and selling residential units and were more actively involved in work on sites within the County.

In the current climate for the last two years, most of the 12 developments where services have been taken in charge have reached this point through claims on security and enforcement action. This action was not previously necessary.

The Council increasingly is met with resistance to its demands to require works to be carried out to complete services to an acceptable standard and as is evident in the case of Rossberry is engaged in claiming security in this case.  

It is not therefore correct to assume that as a result of reduced house construction that timescales for the completion of services to taking in charge standard by developers will contract.”

Working Group

It may be appropriate for the Economic Development Strategic Policy Committee (SPC) to lead a multi disciplined approach to addressing the issues concerning investment in Clondalkin and other urban centres.  This would allow for input from a wide range of public, business, elected representatives and other stakeholders, which could form the basis for a sub-committee or working group. The next Economic Development (incl. Planning & Development) SPC is scheduled for Wednesday 11th November 2010.

Village Renewal Scheme – financial constraints

In the summer of 2008, the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government (DoEHLG) was in the process of developing a scheme as an aim of the National Development Plan 2007-2013 for areas in need of renewal in the designated Gateway and Hub cities and towns.  It was hoped that this scheme would have been announced by the Minister in the Summer of 2008.  This announcement did not occur and there is unlikely to be funding available to accommodate a scheme of this nature in the short to medium term.

Clondalkin Framework Plan – ‘approved plan’

Specific Local Objective (SLO) 43 of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2010 – 2016 is to prepare a Plan for the Clondalkin Town Centre area with a view to improving amenities and transport while, at the same time, ensuring that new developments respect the amenity of existing developments.  The Clondalkin Framework Plan was drafted further to Specific Local Objective 43 and will soon be on public display.  Interested parties are invited to make submissions as part of a public consultation process, which will run until late November.  It is envisaged that a briefing and manager’s report will be provided to the elected members of the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee prior to noting and approving the Plan.”

It is estimated that there are currently in excess of 400ha  of land available for industrial and commercial development, excluding Grange Castle, in the Lucan Clondalkin area, the majority of which is regarded as serviced or serviceable.  

There are a total of 47 hectares of industrial/commercial land registered to South Dublin County Council, generally located to the west of the R120 Lucan-Newcastle Road and to the south of the Nangor Road, in the area to the north of Casement Aerodrome.  The Council works closely with the IDA and other stakeholders on an ongoing basis to attract major enterprises to the County and operates a network of enterprise centres.”

The wall in question is at least as much the responsibility of the County Council as the owners of Waterstown Park as it is of the neighbouring residential properties.  Both parties were entitled to have it properly maintained as per the planning condition prior to or at the same time as both the Estate and the Park were taken in charge/into Council ownership.

This Committee recommends that the matter be referred the next full Council meeting with the objective of having the Council carry out without delay the necessary works to the wall that should have been done as set out by An Bord Pleanála on Condition 9 and at no expense to the residents concerned.”
