Working Group

The Economic Development Strategic Policy Committee (SPC) at their meeting on 11 November 2010 decided to set up a working group to investigate ways to improve Village Centres in Lucan, Tallaght and Rathfarnham.   The Committee decided to focus on these three centres initially.  

Village Renewal Scheme – financial constraints

In the summer of 2008, the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government (DoEHLG) was in the process of developing a scheme as an aim of the National Development Plan 2007-2013 for areas in need of renewal in the designated Gateway and Hub cities and towns.  It was hoped that this scheme would have been announced by the Minister in the Summer of 2008.  This announcement did not occur and there is unlikely to be funding available to accommodate a scheme of this nature in the short to medium term.

Clondalkin Framework Plan – ‘approved plan’

Specific Local Objective (SLO) 43 of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2010 – 2016 is to prepare a Plan for the Clondalkin Town Centre area with a view to improving amenities and transport while, at the same time, ensuring that new developments respect the amenity of existing developments.  The Clondalkin Framework Plan was drafted further to Specific Local Objective 43 and will soon be on public display.  Interested parties are invited to make submissions as part of a public consultation process.  It is envisaged that a briefing and manager’s report will be provided to the elected members of the Lucan and Clondalkin Area Committees prior to noting and approving the Plan.”

“That this Committee in the interest of public safety strongly urges the erection of protective fencing on the ditch side of the canal walkway between the 9th and 10th Locks similar to that installed from Grange Castle towards the 12th Lock.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Grand Canal Way Green Route 3rd Lock to 12th Lock was developed by an inter-agency group consisting of Waterways Ireland, South Dublin County Council, Dublin City Council, and the ESB and this green route has been delivered with a high level of safety and security for both users and adjoining residents as a priority.

It should be noted that prior to the route being developed the ditch along the entire walkway was left open and in its natural state.  However, in the interest of safety and because of the close proximity of neighbouring properties the area between the 9th and 10th locks has been given close attention and consideration during the construction of the route.  In consultation with the local residents an additional landscaping scheme was agreed and implemented of mixed densely populated semi mature trees, multi stem shrubs and whip planting.  This planting stretches along the entire length of the overflow ditch and the growth of trees and shrubs would break a fall in the event of someone falling off the towpath whilst also protecting the privacy of adjoining properties.  The provision of a side rail could also attract anti-social behaviour at this location due to the close proximity of rear garden walls.

In the interest of health and safety the consultants recommended the provision of a side rail in the vicinity of Grange Castle because of the steep incline from the towpath to the bottom of the ditch and the growth of trees and shrubs at this location is not as rapid and is poorer than in other areas along the route.  There is also insufficient space to plant trees on the line of the ditch because of the steep incline. The incline of the ditch from 9th to 10th locks is not as great as the level difference in the Grange Castle area.

Waterways Ireland has asked for access to be maintained to the ditch for clearing purposes in the event of debris occurring and the ditch acts as an overflow should the canal breach its bank.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“There is a history of complaints from local residents about alleged smoke nuisance from the high chimney at Nielson's coal yard. However, there was only one complaint during 2009 and this is the first complaint for 2010.

The Environmental Health Officers Department has dedicated a great deal of time and energy in pursuing these complaints but have not been successful in establishing an nuisance or any offence.

Throughout the winter of 2003/2004 Environmental Health Officers spent months attending directly when a complaint was lodged and on not one of the half dozen occasions when they attended, black smoke was witnessed to the extent to constitute a public health nuisance. The response time between receipt of the complaint and attendance on each occasion was less than 10 minutes. On no occasion was there burning in the yard itself.

The smoke comes from an elevated aluminum chimney stack located in Nielson's coal yard which serves a domestic premises. The issue is not therefore connected to the business. This means that any smoke produced must be dealt with as a statutory nuisance. The EHOS must observe the smoke and form the opinion that the smoke is excessive and likely to cause a nuisance.

The Council has been advised that materials being burned are not in breach of any legislation and the property owner has been requested to ensure that this remains so. The EHOs continue to observe the situation. However, there is no sequence to the complaints and has proved impossible to establish a nuisance. The local residents have not provided diary information when requested.”

The Warden will continue to monitor this location and such enforcement action should help to deter potential reoffending at this location.”

Those projects in the Clondalkin area that have continued have funding until the end of 2010.  Some  will then merge with the CPLN Area Partnership and form part of that organisation and others may form part of a national structure for women’s groups.  

There is no funding available under the LCDP Programme for any other Community Development Projects.  South Dublin County Council continues to work with community organisations in the North Clondalkin area to ensure that any potential funding available is applied for and any reduction of resources into the area is regretted.  However the Council had no function in the review process carried out by the Department or in the allocation of funding under this programme.”
