“ENERGY UPGRADE AND REFURBISHMENT OF 22 APARTMENT UNITS AT PEARSE BROTHERS PARK AND PALMER PARK, TAYLORS LANE, BALLYBODEN
“As a scheme constructed in the late 1950’s, the accommodation, while appropriate for its time, does not meet current DoEHLG specifications. 

A scheme to demolish and replace the 22 units at an estimated cost of €3.3m is not feasible in the light of current and expected levels of SHIP funding. An added difficulty here is the three privately owned dwellings attached to each of the three Pearse Brother Park blocks. In any redevelopment of the site these would need to be protected, waterproofed and insulated. They would also have the effect of reducing the footprint of the site for redevelopment.

The single Palmer Park block comprises 4 x 1-bed units. Three of these are single occupancy and the fourth has 2 occupants. The average age of tenants is 63. The three Pearse Brothers Park blocks each consist of 3 x 1-bed units on the ground floor with 1 x 2-bed and 2 x 1-bed units at first floor level. One of the 2-bed units is vacant and the remaining two have one and two occupants respectively. All of the 1-bed units are single occupancy. The average age of tenants is 55.

The apartments have BER ratings ranging between G and E2, due to lack of insulation, extensive use of concrete and two-thirds of the units being externally exposed on three sides resulting in extensive heat loss. As a result, the elderly cohort of residents experience levels of thermal discomfort and high energy costs despite the installation by SDCC of gas fired central heating between 2000 and 2008. There is therefore an imperative to improve the living conditions of the residents in the context of a scheme to address thermal comfort and upgrading of kitchen and bathroom facilities. 

The following works are proposed at an estimated total cost of €1.04m, the main elements of which are summarised as follows:

Replace all single glazed timber windows in poor condition

Replace all entrance doors

Install attic and under floor insulation

Enclose common access at front and rear and provide new insulated concrete floor within the new internal space

Fire-stopping between apartments within attic space

External wall insulation

Replace asbestos gutters, rainwater, soil vent and waste pipes

New aluminium fascias & soffits

Kitchen and bathroom upgrades

Installation of an enclosed balcony to living / dining rooms for added space and amenity

Internal and external painting throughout

A recent survey of residents confirmed their desire to continue living in the blocks upgraded as above. This is a well established community of elderly residents who have extremely good access to public transport and other amenities and there is a constant waiting list for the units even in their current state.

Earlier this year, the Council proposed an upgrading scheme as outlined above and the matter was discussed on a number of occasions with the Department. By letter dated 12/10/2010, the Department sought a justification of need, a detailed appraisal of the Council’s long-term strategy for the units and fully detailed costings for consideration of the scheme under the Social Housing Investment Programme. This has now been supplied to the Department and a positive response is expected.”

“LOFTUS ARCH
“At the March 2010 meeting of the Committee, a report on the conservation and essential repair works to Loftus Arch (Roman Arch), Rathfarnham, was requested to be provided to the Committee following completion of the works. These works finished in September 2010. 

The attached report sets out the history of the Arch, the identified defects and the scope of the works undertaken and is illustrated with photographs before and after the works were undertaken.

The essential repair and conservation works to the Arch were completed in September 2010. The works have secured and stabilised the masonry and have remedied the primary physical causes of the damage. The roof, rainwater goods and ashlar granite have been conserved. Embedded irons which were too inaccessible and too costly to remove were protected from further corrosion by the installation of a cathodic protection system. 

The works were carried out with grant assistance of €27,800 from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government under the Civic Structures Conservation Scheme.”

REPLY:
(a) The cost of the road sweeping contract was €2.45m in 2009, is €2.1m in 2010 and is expected to be €1.8m in 2011.  The savings achieved on this contract in 2010 and for 2011 have been negotiated with the contractor on the basis of maintaining the current level of service and service frequency.

(b), (c) & (f) The contract is for the sweeping of all roads within the County on the following basis – main roads are swept monthly, housing estate roads are swept quarterly, industrial estate roads are swept twice yearly and motorways and dual carriageways are swept quarterly.  The contract includes associated works such as gully cleaning, weed control and removal of leaves in winter time.  Under the contract the road way is swept clean and the adjacent footpath and/or grass margin is litter-picked up to a maximum width of 8 metres.  The contract does not include for the removal of litter from planted areas, or from around trees or hedging.  The weed control element of the contract is carried out in housing estates only, and involves the spraying of weed killer only at the kerb edge both where the roadway meets the kerb and where the footpath meets the kerb.

(d) As outlined above the contractor engaged by the Environmental Services Dept is responsible for the removal of litter from roads and footpaths in accordance with the frequency of service as described.  Litter in bushes and hedges is outside the scope of this contract, however in general the Environmental Services Dept is responsible for litter control alongside roads and footpaths while the Parks Dept is responsible for litter control on and at the boundaries of parks and open spaces. 

(e) The road sweeping contractor is responsible for weed control in housing estates only, and at the locations on the kerb edge of the footpath as described above.  The contract does not provide for the physical removal of weeds, but rather provides for their prevention by means of applying weed killer.  Roads other than those in housing estates are not covered by the weed control element of the road sweeping contract.

The road sweeping contractor has nine vehicles in operation each day with five of these engaged in road sweeping, three on gulley cleaning and one on litter picking.  The supervisery staff of the cleansing section are responsible for checking the contractor's performance and this in general involves carrying out at least one spot check of each sweeping or gulley cleaning route that is operational on the day in question.  The Council has had no issues with the contractor during the lifetime of the contract with regard to contract performance and the quality of cleaning provided, however it has come to the Council's attention very recently that there has been some slippage from the contract schedule in recent times with some routes not being swept on the days alloted in the schedule.  The Council has commenced a process to address this issue with the contractor. It is worth noting that the road sweeping contractor in 2009 removed 3,400 tonnes of waste from the County's roads and footpaths and 1,560 tonnes of waste from road gullies giving a total of 4,960 tonnes of waste removed in the year.

“OPEN SPACE AT ROAD RESERVATION AT WHITECLIFF
The following reply was presented to the Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting of the 12th October 2010:
The road reservation area is well maintained and generally free of litter.  There is however, some dumping of "green waste" in some areas that have shrub and tree cover.  This may at times be an attraction for rats.  Rats are present in all environments and never far from the human population.   Nevertheless, areas such as this which are relatively clean would not normally have an above average population of rats and where this happens it is generally due to human issues and this includes dumping of food waste or other litter.  In this case it is not considered to be an area that would be expected to have a higher than normal rat population.  It is therefore not considered to be appropriate to undertake particular actions in this area.
The Arboricultural Works Programme for 2010/2011 is currently under preparation and will be presented to the Elected Members following the adoption of the 2011 Estimates. The area has been examined again and it has been listed for consideration but it is not considered to be a priority area.

In preparing the 2009/2010 Arboricultural Programme, priority was given to tree pruning and removal on an estate by estate basis rather than on an individual tree basis. While this approach has proved to be efficient and effective in making the best use of the available resources, it did mean that some areas had to be prioritised over others.  It is intended to use the same approach again this year.

“The trees in this area are not considered to be a problem and they have been thinned out some years ago and there is good vision generally of the perimeter wall of the Scout Den.  It is not considered that there is any necessity to undertake thinning or removal works in this area at present. 

It is not considered that the cracks in the wall have been caused by the action of tree roots particularly since the trees are quite young.  From a visual inspection of the wall it appears that the foundation to it may not be suitable and may have contributed to the cracks in it.  It is also noted that vandalism to the coping on the wall has not been repaired by the Scout Group.

The broken fence is the responsibility of the Scout Den and does not appear to have been maintained for some time.

Nevertheless, the Parks and Landscape Services Department will arrange to meet with the Scout Group in order that there is clarity by both the Council and the Scout Group about the issues and who is responsible for particular areas of maintenance.”
