PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF THE PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY OVER LANEWAY TO SIDE OF 2 BEECHFIELD CLOSE AND TO REAR OF 2-18 (even) BEECHFIELD CLOSE, DUBLIN 12.  MAP REF: RE 1036
The attached report was considered at the Tallaght  Area Committee Meeting (2) held on Monday 22nd November. 2010.

Following consideration of the report it was proposed by Councillor P. Kearns, seconded by Councillor D. Looney, and AGREED:

“That this Committee recommends to the Council that the public right of way over laneway to side of 2 Beechfield Close and to rear of 2-18 (even) Beechfield Close, Dublin 12. Map Ref:  RE 1036 be extinguished.
The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right of way is a reserved function of the Council.

If the Council agrees to the recommendation, the following resolution is required.

“South Dublin County Council in pursuance of its power under Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993 hereby orders that the public right-of-way over laneway to side of 2 Beechfield Close and to rear of 2-18 (even) Beechfield Close, Dublin 12. Map Ref:  RE 1036 be extinguished.”

PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF THE PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY OVER LANEWAY TO SIDE OF 2 BEECHFIELD CLOSE AND TO REAR OF 2-18 (even) BEECHFIELD CLOSE, DUBLIN 12.  MAP REF: RE 1036
The following report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting on Monday, 26th April, 2010.

“A Petition has been received from Residents of Beechfield Close and Wellington Court requesting the closure of the laneway to side of No 2 Beechfield Close and to rear of 2-18 Beechfield Close, Dublin 12 due to anti-social behaviour.  It is proposed to affect the closure by means of the erection of a gate to the side of No 2 Beechfield Close and the construction of a wall to the rear of No 18 Beechfield Close.”
Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.
The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Thursday 6th May, 2010 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Tuesday 22nd June, 2010.
No submissions were received.
Public Lighting have reported no columns located in this laneway.
Water Section report “a 4 inch diameter watermain is located in the side lane adjacent to 2, Beechfield Close which serves Wellington Court apartments.  Unhindered access to this watermain is required at all times.”

Bord Gais have reported the presence of a 90mm Gas main within the proposed extinguishment. They will require access to this main at all times, alternatively it might be possible to alter this main but this is a chargeable activity.” 

Eircom have no services in the laneway.

UPC have no issue with this proposal. 

ESB have services in the laneway but have no objections but insist there are contacted before the commencement of any works.
It is proposed to affect the closure by means of the erection of a gate to the side of No 2 Beechfield Close and the construction of a wall to the rear of No 18 Beechfield Close. The residents have confirmed that they will apply for planning permission for these works and that they will give a key for the gate to the Council’s Environmental Services Department and Bord Gais.  

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council. 

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.
