PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY OVER EXISTING PATHWAY AND OPEN SPACE ALONG SIDE OF 1, RAHEEN DRIVE, TALLAGHT, DUBLIN 24. MAP MARKED 1355-02.
The attached report was considered at the Tallaght  Area Committee Meeting (2) held on Monday 22nd November. 2010.

Following consideration of the report it was proposed by Councillor P. Kearns, seconded by Councillor M. Duff, and AGREED:

“That this Committee recommends to the Council that the procedure to extinguish the  public right of way over existing pathway and open space along side of 1, Raheen Drive, Tallaght, Dublin 24  as outlined in red on map marked 1355-02, not be initiated.”
The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right of way is a reserved function of the Council.

If the Council agrees to the recommendation, the following resolution is required.

“South Dublin County Council in pursuance of its power under Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993 hereby orders that the procedure to extinguish the  public right of way over existing pathway and open space along side of 1, Raheen Drive, Tallaght, Dublin 24  as outlined in red on map marked 1355-02, not be initiated.”

PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY OVER EXISTING PATHWAY AND OPEN SPACE ALONG SIDE OF 1, RAHEEN DRIVE. TALLAGHT, DUBLIN 24. MAP MARKED 1355-02.

At the County Council Meeting held on 9th November, 2009 South Dublin County Council in exercise of its power pursuant to Section 73 of the Roads Act 1993, made a decision not to extinguish the public right-of-way over the pathway alongside 1, Raheen Drive, Tallaght, map ref RE 0703 refers.
By letter 15th October, 2010 McMahon Goldrick Solicitors have stated that the owner of 1, Raheen Drive, Tallaght is the owner of a strip of land outside his boundary wall. This strip of land comprises a public footpath and open space both of which are in the maintenance and charge of the Council.  The resident has submitted a map marked 1355-02 outlining in red the strip of land in his ownership.  He proposes to relocate the existing footpath as per this drawing.  To progress this proposal it would be necessary to extinguish the public right of way over the area outlined in red on map marked 1355-02.   

This proposal is before the Committee for its recommendation.
