“PART 8 REPORT - CONSTRUCTION OF HOUSE IN BAY 6 CHERRYFIELD
An Advertisement was published in the National & Local newspapers on the 29th September 2010 that the Council intend to construct under Part 8 of the Local Government (Planning & Development) Regulations 2001-2007  an extension to Day-house at 6 Cherryfield Way,  Firhouse Road, Dublin 16 to provide living and sleeping accommodation for the residents currently residing there. Closing date for receipt of submissions was 11th November, 2010.

The works to include; Construction of a 2 storey and small single storey extension to the existing day-house, and all necessary associated ancillary works on the site.

The proposed additional accommodation includes; 5no bedrooms, bathroom and additional living space – total additional floor area 150sq.m.

The family had applied to South Dublin County Council for a specially adapted mobile home to accommodate their family on medical grounds and were granted medical priority  by the Dublin Medical Officer. An application was made to the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government this regard and was granted. However, it was not possible to source a mobile home/chalet large enough that could be accommodated within the existing bay safely.

As there was no suitable accommodation within the Council’s housing stock, (a five bedroom house is required), a feasibility study was carried out in respect of extending the existing day house to accommodate the family and plans in this respect were submitted to the DOEHLG for approval and by letter dated 26th January 2010. The DOEHLG approved same provided the all in costs does not exceed €230,000.

The family have been advised that they will be required to sign a new tenancy agreement prior to the occupation of the newly constructed extension and that it will contain a clause that will prohibit the keeping of caravans within the curtilage of the dwelling.

 One objection was received from Lansdowne Park & District Residents’ Association on the following grounds:-

· Designation of site; increase of density 

· Zoning 

· Management & Maintenance of site and surrounding lands

Designation of site:
Cherryfield Residential Caravan park is designated a permanent residential caravan park for accommodation  members of the Travelling Community. 

There would be no increase in density in respect of the redevelopment of this bay as it is intended that the family occupying the existing bay will occupy the newly constructed extension.

Zoning:
The area is zoned 'G' High Amenity - Under the County Development Plan Traveller Accommodation is a permitted land-use zoning.

Management & Maintenance of Development & Surrounding lands.
While it is acknowledged that problems in relation to anti social behaviour and dumping in and around the location has been an issue, the Housing and Environmental Services Departments of the Council have prepared proposals to deal with illegal dumping in the area. Extra CCTV cameras with increased specification have recently been installed in an effort to identify the perpetrators of such actions and to use any and all enforcement proceedings in dealing with those identified.

The Traveller Accommodation Unit are also working with Tallaght Traveller CDP to establish a strategy to combat such behaviour and it is hoped to use the services of the Active Citizen and Estate Management proposals under the Traveller Interagency Strategy to build pro-social behaviour within the Community at Cherryfield RCP.”

“This matter relates to disputes which have arisen amongst former friends who are the tenants of Council properties at Taylors Court, Ballyboden.  The Council has been dealing with these disputes for up to 5 years and has amongst other potential solutions arranged for professional Mediation between the parties and also offered transfers to the tenants to alternative accommodation in the Rathfarnham area.  Unfortunately none of the foregoing interventions appear to have been successful and the disputes have culminated in at least two Court actions which are due to be dealt with by the District Court over the coming weeks.

It was hoped that a decision of the District Court on 9th December would dictate the course of action to be followed by the Council but unfortunately the case had to be adjoured due to the illness of a Garda who was due to give evidence in the case.  It is understood that this case will be dealt with again on 13th January 2011.

It is further understood that a separate court action involving the same tenant may be due for hearing on 14th December 2010.

Until these matters have been dealt with by the courts it is not consided appropriate to make any further comment but the members of the Committee may be assured that if any of the tenants are found guilty of having engaged in anti social behaviour against their neighbours the full powers available to the Housing Department under the Anti Social Behaviour Strategy will be utilised.”

REPLY:
The outstanding civil works on the Boherboy Water Scheme are mainly at the two reservoir sites at Saggart and Kiltalown where the site works including roads, footpaths, landscaping and fencing still have to be started or finished. There are two short pieces of water main still to be laid at the bottom of Stocking Lane and in Citywest beside the Blessington Road and a number of tie-ins between the newly laid mains and the existing mains. All these new mains except the line to Newcastle from Saggart which is in service have to be cleaned and sterilised. 

Pierse Contracting have gone into liquidation.  The Council is looking at all options for the completion of the work.  A team is in place to assess the implications and schedule the actions to be taken. The Resident Engineering Staff with the Council's Consultants are compiling an exhaustive lists of outstanding works and snags so that these can be priced.  A bond is in place and the Council is confident that the scheme will be completed though it will  be behind schedule. The current expected completion date is the middle of 2011.

“Since the commencement of the adverse weather on Thursday 25th November the Council has been managing the clearing, gritting of the main roads in the County.  The Council has also responded to numerous requests from public transport providers, ambulance and hospital services, the Luas operators, Gardai and fire brigade for spot gritting of specific locations to assist in the continuity of their services.  

This morning (Tuesday 14th of December, 2010) the Council's gritting crews engaged with a full scheduled gritting programme,

The gritting schedule which has been previously published is available as a map or as a downloadable pdf

Irrespective of gritting having taken place, the Council continues to urge extreme caution to all road users as the prevailing conditions represent a serious hazard and the advice to motorists is to avoid all unnecessary travel. 

With regards to the footpaths within the County, all available outdoor staff were mobilised and deployed to footpath clearance on a prioritised basis. Works were concentrated in the vicinity of Hospitals, Schools, Churches and Community buildings. The Council urges footpath users to take extreme caution as the packed snow and ice on footpaths is expected to deteriorate with heavy frost. It is also vital to exercise extreme caution when using any cleared areas as such areas continue to be extremely slippy even after clearance.

 RATHFARNHAM CASTLE PARK
To address the issue of anti-social behaviour at Rathfarnham Castle Park, particularly at night-time, and to assist the Gardai in their ability to enforce the law as it relates to trespass and public order offences, the Parks Department and the OPW have committed to pursue the principle of night-time closure of the gates of Rathfarnham Castle Park to enhance security and discourage access to the Park outside of normal park opening hours.  To advance this matter, the Parks Department have identified that three entrances to the Park under the control of the Council are suitable for locking at the present time – at The Woodlands, Castleside Drive and on Rathfarnham Road opposite the Yellow House.  
In this regard, the Council placed notices on these three gates on  6th March 2009 notifying members of the public of the Council’s intention to close these gates at night-time with effect from 6th April 2009.  The notices were displayed for a two week period to include two weekends.  The proposed opening times for the gates are from 8am on Monday –Friday when the gates can be opened by staff in attendance at the Parks depot in Rathfarnham Castle Park and from 10.30am on Saturday and Sunday when they will be opened by Park Rangers who will travel from Tymon Park to open the gates having completed gate opening duties in Tymon Park at 10am.  The gates will be closed by the Park Rangers, again travelling from Tymon Park and the closing times will vary seasonally as follows: 
4.00pm  - November, December, January
5.00pm  - February, March
6.00pm – April, October
7.00pm – May, September
8.00pm – June, July, August
These closing times are one hour before the closing times for Tymon Park to enable the Park Rangers to travel to Rathfarnham, clear the park and lock the gates before returning to Tymon Park to complete the same duties there before park closure.  Members of the public were invited to submit written observations or comments on the proposed closures either by e-mail to cccounter@sdublincoco.ie or by letter addressed to the Senior Parks Superintendent, Parks and Landscape Services, South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24. The closing date for submissions was 5pm on Friday, March 20th, 2009.
A total of 20 submissions were received from individuals, public representatives and resident’s groups which included petitions from both the Rathfarnham Castle Residents Association and the Rathfarnham Wood Residents Association.  Submissions in favour of the proposed night-time closure highlighted the night-time nuisance and disturbance experienced by local residents from anti-social behaviour in Rathfarnham Castle Park.  Some residents favour the principle of night-time closure but expressed reservations with regard to the proposed opening and closing times.  
Submissions received from residents of Rathfarnham Wood were primarily in opposition to the proposed night-time closure of the gates for a variety of reasons as follows: the proposed opening and closing times are not in accordance with the times that local residents require access into and through the park.  In particular, the proposed opening time of 8am on weekdays does not favour those who wish to access early morning buses or to walk dogs in advance of going to work and the proposed opening time of 10.30am on Saturday and Sunday does not favour those who use the shortcut through the park to access local church services at an earlier time.  Submissions also cited the inconvenience of taking longer routes along the public roads to access village amenities outside of the proposed park opening hours.  The proposed closing times were also an issue for people who wished to access the park for recreation in the evening and to use the shortcut to the amenities of Rathfarnham Village.
A meeting was held on 1st April, 2009 at Rathfarnham Castle to discuss the submissions received and identify a means of progressing with night-time closure of the gates whilst simultaneously addressing the concerns raised in submissions received.  In attendance at the meeting were representatives from both Rathfarnham Castle and Rathfarnham Woods Residents Associations, officials from the Council’s Parks Department, officials from the Office of Public Works and representatives from An Garda Síochána, Rathfarnham.   
Considerable discussion took place with regard to issues raised in the submissions received by the Parks Department.  It was generally accepted that anti-social behaviour at Rathfarnham Castle Park is not a new experience but the advent of the new playground has brought about a change of location and focus for anti-social activities within the park.  Officials from the OPW outlined the nature and extent of vandalism inflicted on the Castle itself while the Gardai confirmed their difficulty in law enforcement and pursuing prosecutions whilst access gates remain open at night-time implying consent for trespass.
Arising from the discussion of the meeting, agreement was reached in principle between all parties present to the objective of pursuing night-time closure of all access gates into Rathfarnham Castle Park but subject to agreeing more flexible opening hours than currently proposed.  In order to achieve early opening of the park to accommodate residents who use the park to access buses, the church, village amenities and to exercise and walk dogs, a proposal was put forward for further consideration whereby a number of local residents could become keyholders for the park gates to open them early in the morning.  A further proposal to be considered is the installation of locking mechanisms on the gates which would operate on a timer to release the gate locks at an agreed time.  The gates would still have to be closed manually in the evening by the Park Ranger service.  
The Parks Department is committed to engaging in further discussion with both the Rathfarnham Castle Residents Association and Rathfarnham Wood Residents Association to explore the times and means of implementing night-time closure of Rathfarnham Castle Park.  In the meantime, it was proposed that the Parks Department would continue to progress the matter as follows: 
·        To implement closure on a pilot basis of the gates from Castleside and The Woodlands in accordance with proposed opening and closing times as advertised.  This will be reviewed after a month to examine any issues that arise and consider the suitability of the opening and closing times.
·        The existing access from Rathfarnham Road and car park is currently without a gate.  The OPW have recently submitted a planning application which includes proposals for the provision of a new gated boundary at this location.  In the interim, it is proposed to erect a temporary fence and gate to enable night-time closure of this access point.  
·        The Rathfarnham Wood entrance to the park is currently accessed via an anti-cycle gate and it is proposed to progress with installation of a new lockable gate which will remain unlocked at night in the short term pending agreement with the Rathfarnham Wood Residents Association with regard to the operation and timing of its opening and closing. The proposed night-time closure of the access gate opposite the Yellow House is deferred until it can be implemented in tandem with agreed arrangements for the gate from Rathfarnham Wood."
 
It was AGREED to take Motion 8 in the name of Councillor T. McDermott in conjunction with the above.
Future Plans
Since the Report to the Elected Members the gates at Castleside and Woodlands have been opened and closed by an automatically timed system.  The reaction from the local residents has been positive.  Additionally, the Office of Public Works (OPW) recently installed railings and gates at the entrance to the Castle adjacent to the car park.  This has had a positive effect on the control of anti social activity since the OPW are extremely concerned with the protection and enhancement of the Castle, which is a National Monument and Protected Structure.  (note; the OPW will be making a presentation on its plans for the Castle at this meeting).
