To ask the Manager to arrange that the trees along the side wall of 1 Oak Way, Clondalkin either be severely pruned or removed?

REPLY:

“The Arboricultural Works Programme for 2010/2011 is currently under preparation and will be presented to the Elected Members following the adoption of the 2011 Estimates.

In preparing the 2009/2010 Arboricultural Programme, priority was given to tree pruning and removal on an estate by estate basis rather than on an individual tree basis.  While this approach has proved to be efficient and effective in making the best use of the available resources, it did mean that some areas had to be prioritised over others.  It is intended to use the same approach again this year.

It should be noted that the list of estates being considered for inclusion in the 2010/2011 programme is large and it will not be possible to include every estate.  The programme of works to be undertaken will be as extensive as the Council's resources and financial capacity will permit in the current economic climate. It is therefore intended to priorities the work on an estate by estate basis, based on tree management principles and good arboricultural practice.  Priority will be given to trees where works are required as a matter of urgency in the interests of public safety. 

On a number of occasions in recent years the Park's Department has carried out extensive works to the trees situated on the roadside margin adjacent to no. 1 Oak Way, Clondalkin. The trees have been pruned back to reduce overshadowing of the adjoining property and individual trees have also recently been removed at the request of the nearby householder.  This line of trees is an important amenity feature in this area and the scope for further pruning and removal works at this location is therefore, very limited. The situation will however be kept under review and any further works requested will be considered in consultation with local residents in the area.”

“That the Manager presents a report on Collinstown Park, North Clondalkin dealing with the following issues:-

(a)  Secure fencing and gates around the park with the aim of preventing access to motorbikes.

(b) Dealing with litter in the park.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The use of motorbikes in public parks is prohibited. 

The entrances to Collinstown Park have been designed to deter motorbikes from accessing the park. Despite considerable efforts made to exclude them, motorbike users continue to gain access to the park. The balance between restricting motorbike access while maintaining universal access for pedestrians, wheelchairs and prams is very difficult to achieve where motorbike users are determined to gain access to a park. 

It is clear that some motorbike users are able to get through or around the barriers provided. Following a report to the Area Committee meeting in April 2010, an examination of the park boundaries and entrances was undertaken and a number of upgrades have since taken place.

The barrier at the pedestrian entrance at Collinstown Grove was replaced by a kissing gate in October 2010. 

An infill barrier was fitted to the bottom of the newly installed vehicle gate opposite the Community College Sports Centre to prevent motorbikes going under the barrier. 

The damaged section of fence at Wheatfield Crescent/Court was repaired in July 2010.  Since its repair it has been damaged on another occasion and subsequently repaired again.  It is believed that the damage is occurring on account of the absence of a formal entrance to Collinstown Park from Wheatfield Crescent/Court.  This results in unauthorised entrances being created to facilitate access to the park.  A number of boulders have been installed in the vicinity of the locus to prevent further damage by vehicles. 

A new kissing gate has been manufactured to replace the K-barrier at Oatfield Avenue.  The gate has been sent away to be galvanised and will be installed shortly after it is returned.  It is expected that the gate will be in situ before the end of the month.

While the extent of littering in Collinstown Park is not a significant issue, the focus of the dumping is of considerable concern.  In recent years, litter and stolen wheel bins have been dumped at the base of mature trees in the park and set alight.  Repeated fires compromise the health of the trees leading to dieback and ultimately the death of affected trees. Trees damaged in this way require premature felling, in the interests of public safety. The most recent tree to be severely damaged in this way was located adjacent to Wheatfield Court and it was felled in November 2010.  Much of this anti-social behaviour takes place in the evenings and at weekends, outside of normal staff hours. To assist in tackling this problem, residents are encouraged to report incidents of arson to the Gardaí who may take action under the Council's Bye laws or other relevant legislation such as the Criminal Justice Act.”

Following contributions from Councillors R. Dowds, T. Gilligan, T. Ridge and M. McDonagh, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised and it was AGREED that the Bye-Law report from the recent SPC Meeting would be circulated to the Members. To ask the Manager, to date, how much monies has been paid in compensation to SDCC by Gama Construction in relation to housing defaults and maintenance problems in Balgaddy?

REPLY:

“There were 5 proposed phases of construction in the Balgaddy Scheme overall - Balgaddy 'A' (Buirg an Rí), Balgaddy 'B' (Méile an Rí), Balgaddy 'C' (Méile an Rí), Balgaddy 'D' (not constructed), Balgaddy 'E' (Tor an Rí).  They were constructed by Gama Construction Ltd. as main Contractor, under a GDLA81 Government Contract for each phase.  To date South Dublin County Council and Gama Construction have completed a Contract Conciliation process on phases Balgaddy 'A', 'D' and 'B'.  No agreement has been reached to date on the Final Account of Balgaddy 'C' and 'E'; it is likely they will also end in dispute and the necessity for a Conciliation / Arbitration process to complete Final Accounts. 

Gama Construction were required under the contracts to address outstanding building faults in each phase and they have done this in the majority of cases.  Due to other problems arising - availability of Gama staff, emergency procedures, inability to address defects etc. - some of the repairs were carried out by South Dublin County Council maintenance staff and their contractors.  The costs of these repairs have been offset against monies owing to Gama Construction on Balgaddy 'A' to a total of €141,431.00 excl VAT.  The Final Account for Balgaddy 'B' has not been approved to date by the Department of Environment and the offset here is delayed as a result.  There is no offset in Balgaddy 'D' which was not constructed.  Phases 'E' and 'C' remain in negotiation.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“As agreed at the June 2010 meeting of the Lucan / Clondalkin Area Committee, a site meeting was held on 5th July last with representatives from NABCO, Council management and elected members in relation to works required to deal with incidences of anti social behaviour in the area.  The elected members that were in attendance were Cllr R Dowds, Cllr T Delaney and Cllr G Kenny.

As reported to the members at the October ACM, the following works were identified

1. 1.3m high lockable steel gates to match existing railings will be erected at the front of recessed entrance doors at two locations at St. Cuthbert's Road and three locations on Kilcronan Court which are being used as gathering points.

2.  Anti climb steel cappings will be erected on nine entrance walls at one location on St. Cuthbert's Road and four locations on Kilcronan Court to prevent access to first floor units.

3.  The low wall outside the community room on Kilcronan Court, which is acting as a gathering point, will be removed and the surface reinstated.

4.  The steps from Kilcronan Court to Kilcronan View will be blocked off with a 1.8m high steel panel, the steps filled in and a 1.8m high steel panel and lockable gate will be erected at the gap between the end of the pedestrian ramp and the houses on Kilcronan Court to prevent this area being accessed by non residents and used as a gathering point.

5.  The wall at the end of Kilcronan View being used as a gathering point will be removed and the surface reinstated.

The works at 1 to 4 above have now been completed (apart from locks for steel gates at 1 above which shall be completed within the coming week). The wall at 5 above will be completed within the coming weeks.  

A further on-site meeting took place on 2/11/2010 between representatives of the Council, the Dolcain Project, NABCO and Kilcronan residents at which the Council’s position regarding the works was explained and it was agreed that communication is important with local community and it was acknowledged that this was working very well with the Housing Estate Management and ASB unit. It was further agreed that a CCTV camera would be installed by SDCC to monitor the area. The position, orientation and arrangements for monitoring of CCTV will be agreed on site with NABCO prior to installation.  Following completion of all the works (incl CCTV installation) we will agree a date early in the New Year to review the effectiveness of the works undertaken.”

Following contributions from Councillors T. Ridge and R. Dowds, Mr. A. Jacob, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that the members of the Committee would be notified when a site meeting is arranged early in 2011 to review the effectiveness of the works with local residents.  The report was NOTED.
