“To ask the Manager for a full report on the proposed new Library for Ballyroan and to congratulate the Librarian on her successful application in securing funding for this very welcomed development for the Rathfarnham area?"
REPLY:
South Dublin County Council proposes to rebuild Ballyroan Library in the most cost effective manner in order to unlock and transform the space and to facilitate the delivery of a vibrant, 21st century, flexible community facility. 

The new two story building will provide 1434 sq metres (15,435 square feet) of library space for the local community. The detailed interior layout of the building is currently being finalised by the design team prior to proceeding to tender in early 2011. Work on site is scheduled to begin in mid summer 2011 with an expected completion date of October 2012.

The central elements of the new design include the provision of two new entrances - one to the North, accessed from Orchardstown Avenue, and the second to the South, accessed via Orchardstown Villas. 

Express check out/return facilities, digital book download facilities and shelving for ‘quick picks’ and bestsellers will be found along an internal street running between both entrances. The reception desk will also be located here beside the ‘reading room’ or main library space beside it. This new enlarged reading room will become a place to read, browse, check online reference services or read a newspaper or children’s story in one of the window seats. The current different floor levels will be removed and the new open plan space will be lit from above by means of roof lights.  More intimate reading areas off the main space in the form of pods, will overlook the adjoining streets.  

A children’s area to the south of the central reading room will include space for book readings, family learning sessions and general children’s activities. 

An exhibition area with moveable walls will be situated at the south end of the internal street. Toilet facilities and other essential functional areas will be located just off the internal street on the ground floor.  

Additional space provided by the rebuild will also allow for the provision of flexible spaces to maximise service delivery to local communities. Life long learning programmes currently provided by Ballyroan Library require multiple rooms in order for programmes to be delivered simultaneously – and as a result the new seminar room will allow for subdivision of the space provided. Demand for digital training and eLearning is high amongst local communities and a seminar/digital training space on the ground floor will also facilitate delivery of these activities.  

On the upper floor of the new building heritage material and essential reference resources will be found, both digitally and in hardcopy format. Here local residents will be offered a space for study and research. Access to the second floor is via a lift and stairs. The first floor of the new building includes a balcony which overlooks the internal street below.  

The car park to the south will become a public square with a shared surface for people and cars. This area will be planted with trees and benches to allow people space to sit and read. On street parking will be maintained on the perimeter of the site. A pathway linking through from the library to the Pastoral and Community Centre will allow for an easy flow of people between the three community spaces.

REPLY:
The outstanding civil works on the Boherboy Water Scheme are mainly at the two reservoir sites at Saggart and Kiltalown where the site works including roads, footpaths, landscaping and fencing still have to be started or finished. There are two short pieces of water main still to be laid at the bottom of Stocking Lane and in Citywest beside the Blessington Road and a number of tie-ins between the newly laid mains and the existing mains. All these new mains except the line to Newcastle from Saggart which is in service have to be cleaned and sterilised. 

Pierse Contracting have gone into liquidation.  The Council is looking at all options for the completion of the work.  A team is in place to assess the implications and schedule the actions to be taken. The Resident Engineering Staff with our Consultants are compiling an exhaustive list of outstanding works and snags so that these can be priced. The snag list will include all outstanding works at Orlagh Grove, Prospect Manor and the Green Route from Old Bawn to Scholarstown. A bond is in place and the Council is confident that the scheme will be completed though it will be behind schedule. The current expected completion date is now mid 2011.

The Contract with SIAC is for a period of 15 Months and commenced in October 2009 with completion by December 2010. The scheduled programme completion date was 15th December 2010.

The works extend over a length of 5 Km., and Traffic Management requirements dictate that works can only be done on one side of the road at any location at any one time.

The Contractors Works Programme has been drawn up with this restriction in mind.

As the works have progressed existing services have had to be diverted in various locations. This has led to some delays as the affected services have had to be diverted in conjunction with the related Utility Service Provider. The time response of specialist sub-contractors working on behalf of the related Uility Service Providers are outside the control of both the Contractor and SDCC.

In addition there was an additional requirement to provide an additional section of surface water drainage outfall through Glenlyon estate which added to the overall time for completion.

A further delay to completion has been the recent severe weather which not only stopped construction activities for 4 weeks, but has also caused very slow progress with certain works that are temperature sensitive such as laying black top and concrete.

It is now anticipated that because of these delays the entire works will not be completed until the end of March 2011.
