“This matter has been investigated on numerous occasions by the Council's Drainage Maintenance Section and it has been established that this is a combined drain serving 5 Orchard Road, Clondalkin only. There are no other householders served by this drain.  This is the responsibility of the owner to resolve.  The owner has been advised on what remedial action to take in this regard.  It would appear that there is damage done to the pipe as a result of rods being placed down the system to unblock the drain.  The owner was advised by the Council's Drainage Inspector to contact a contractor to have these works carried out.  

The owner was also contacted by the Environmental Health Office following on from complaints received from the public and the local GP.   An Abatement of Nuisance Notice under Section 110 of the Public Health (Ireland) Act 1878 is currently being prepared requiring the abatement of this nuisance within seven days.  The Notice requires that the blockage is cleared and that the owner carry out the required repairs to the drain in front of 5 Orchard Road, Clondalkin, Dublin 22.  If the nuisance is not abated the matter will be referred to the Council's Law Department instructing them to initiate legal proceedings in this regard.”

“The list of frozen services in the Rowlagh Estate is being compiled from queries/complaints received by Customer Care, Deansrath Depot switch and from the local inspector’s diary and from the number of houses that were supplied with 5 gallon containers of water to tie them over until the water returned when their services thawed. If it is felt that this still does not give an accurate picture of the number of frozen services in this estate, a house to house survey will be undertaken.

During the cold spell a number of services in the Rowlagh Estate were dug up and had their services and stopcocks lowered in the footpaths outside the houses. However, this did not mean the return of water to the house in all cases as the service in the front garden still remained frozen. South Dublin County Council Water Maintenance Section will from the compiled list lower all frozen service pipes and stopcocks in the footpaths outside these houses over the coming months if it is felt that the services are too shallow, but this may not cure the problem in the future during very cold weather as the service in the front garden may freeze. It is up to the houseowners to lower the services in their gardens/driveways to prevent this happening.”

“There are only two sources of water in the Clondalkin area: - The Camac River and the Grand Canal. South Dublin County Council has no rights over the waters in the Grand Canal which is vested in Waterways Ireland but even if we did, we would not be taking water from this great amenity. The other possible source is the river Camac, however, flows in the summer are quite sluggish and would not be able to sustain a Water Treatment Plant and the flora and fauna and fish life in the river at the same time. All of the drinking water for the Clondalkin area comes from the River Liffey through the two large Drinking Water Treatment Plants at Ballymore Eustace and Leixlip. Even a river as large as the Liffey is reaching the limit of how much water can be extracted from it without endangering its eco-system. This is the reason why another water source for the Dublin Region, probably the River Shannon is being looked into at the moment. Drinking Water production at the four Treatment Plants in the Dublin region only just outstrips demand most of the time, but as has happened twice in 2010 when demand outstrips production water restrictions need to be introduced.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The bad weather experienced during the first two weeks in December and the week commencing December 20th brought about a loss of approximately three weeks in the road sweeping programme as well as in the cleaning rosters operated by the Council's cleansing section.  The problems arising from this period, during which it was not possible to maintain a cleansing service in the County, were compounded by the closure for the Christmas holiday from December 24th to January 4th.  Cleansing and road sweeping services were affected on a total of four weeks from the five week period from November 29th to January 4th.

The road sweeping contractor is currently examining how the time lost on the contract schedule during November and December can be made up and he is due to make a proposal in this regard in the coming days.  He currently has additional sweeping resources in place to deal with the 10 housing estate routes which were missed in December.  Unfortunately the winter leaf removal programme was not completed in 2010 and a portion of this has carried over into the new year also.  There was also slippage on the quarterly sweeping of motorways and dual carriageways, as a large part of this was due to take place in the month of December.  The contractor's proposal will be required to address all of the above-mentioned problem areas.  In addition to this the Roads Dept has submitted a list of main roads which are still affected by grit which was spread during the bad weather and they have asked that this be removed as a matter of urgency due to the potential safety hazard it poses to road users.

As previously reported the cleansing section is operating on reduced staff numbers due to unfilled staff vacancies and transfers on a daily basis to the refuse collection section.  Nevertheless the section has now responded to a large number of clean-up tasks referred to it by the litter wardens, as has the Parks Dept.  It is proposed that 2 large road sweepers will be hired by the section to assist with the clean up effort over the next 2 to 4 weeks.  This equipment will also be able to deal with the issue of grit on main roads and where it was spread on footpaths in the town and village centres.  The cleansing supervisors are currently examining litter bin locations around the County to determine where littering and dumping at litter bins has taken place, and such locations are being listed for cleaning as a matter of urgency.

The litter wardens are providing daily lists of areas requiring attention to both the Cleansing Section and Parks Dept.  The wardens have been asked to complete their inspections of the County at the earliest possible date.  They have also been asked to call on whatever additional resources might be available, such as from active residents associations, to assist with the clean up effort.  Any assistance that can be offered in this regard by the elected members would be most welcome also.

The Environmental Services Department is not in a position to re-introduce holiday or weekend overtime.”

“A Warning Letter was sent to the owners of Omer Lock House, a Protected Structure RPS Ref. 122 on the 3rd November 2010 following an inspection of the site.  The letter set out the owner’s obligations in ensuring the Protected Structure is safeguarded from continuing endangerment.  The letter also detailed that failure to carry out the necessary works to safeguarded the structure would result in a Section 59 Endangerment Notice being served under Part IV of the Planning and Development Act, 2000.  A two week response period was given to the owners whereby they were requested to contact the Council’s Conservation Officer.

Following receipt of the letter the Council’s Conservation Officer was contacted by a representative of Waterways Ireland, Property Division.  The Conservation Officer provided appropriate advice in relation to how the structure should be made safe and how measures could be put in place to deal with the continuing vandalism of the structure and anti-social behaviour.

It was agreed that a site inspection of the property would be carried out by Waterways Ireland officials including the area engineer for Waterways Ireland.  A meeting was held before Christmas to discuss the necessary works required to safeguard the structure in the immediate term.   The Conservation Officer contacted Waterways Ireland last week for an update and she has been informed that based on the site inspection and discussions a report has been prepared by Waterways Ireland officials and is awaiting approval internally.  The representative from Waterways Ireland will revert back to the Conservation Officer next week to advise and agree on the necessary works once the internal report has been approved.”

As advised at the November 2010 OP&F meeting, the progression of Development Plan projects/strategies for the County as a whole must be viewed in the context of: 

statutory obligations, 

the identified need to prioritise the stimulation of economic and enterprise activity 

and the allocation of resources.  

The above must also be in the context of ongoing responsibilities.  Accordingly, an updated work programme is being developed by the Planning Department on behalf of the County Manager for the County as a whole. 

While it is an objective of the County Development Plan 2010-2016 to promote local distinctiveness and character through a Village Design Statement for each of the rural villages, it would be premature at present to provide commitments regarding the progression or allocation of resources to the Village Design Statements referred to above. 

In relation to Newcastle, it should also be noted the Newcastle Local Area Plan 2003 is due for review and that there would be considerable overlap between a LAP and a Village Design Statement in relation to promoting local distinctiveness and character of an area.”
