The case is to be decided by 11th February 2011.  As the site is privately owned, the maintenance and upkeep is a matter for the landowner.  Any incidences of anti-social behaviour that occur on this site should be reported to the landowner and/or the Gardaí.”

The following report was presented by Mr. D.  Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent:
REPORT ON CCTV
“Anti-social behaviour is an unfortunate aspect of our modern society. The consequences of it impact particularly heavily on our parks and open spaces and while it is more evident in those parks and open spaces that do not have a daily staff presence, the majority of anti-social behaviour takes place during the hours of darkness after the parks have closed and our staff have finished work for the day. 

Physical measures that have been taken to tackle anti social activity in parks include the provision of boundary walls and railings, installation of vehicle control barriers and kissing gates and routine patrolling by the Park Rangers.  

CCTV is another measure that is sometimes employed to combat anti-social activities.  The provision of CCTV systems has the effect of deterring anti-social behaviour and activities, principally by displacing the anti-social activity to a location in the vicinity which is not covered by cameras. In residential areas, where the location of a camera system becomes well known, levels of anti-social behaviour fall as the area is avoided. The problem moves around the corner.

The main reason for this is that CCTV systems are generally passive in nature. Some of the systems installed recently have included a "voice over facility" which can be quite effective in deterring anti-social behaviour at the lower end of the scale e.g loitering, littering etc.  However, as you move up the scale of anti-social behaviour to more serious activity such as drinking, joy riding etc, the CCTV function increasingly becomes one of recording what happens for possible later use as support for prosecutions initiated by the Gardaí. The success of such systems in supporting prosecutions depends on the quality of the images recorded. The Council also has experience of concerted attempts being made to disable and destroy camera systems installed for the purposes of deterring anti-social behaviour.

There are a range of issues to be addressed in relation to the installation of any CCTV system, the main ones being the capital cost, maintenance and management costs and the ongoing monitoring arrangements.

Some of the existing CCTV cameras do not function effectively at night or when light levels are low.  They result in reduced quality of recorded information which is not sufficient to enable individuals to be identified.  To address this issue the cameras used need to cater for night time recording which in turn adds to the initial capital costs.  

To be fully effective CCTV systems should facilitate live monitoring.  This enables the camera to be focused on any incidents that may be occurring at the time and direct an appropriate response by the relevant authority to the locus in question.  This is the method of operation for the camera located on Drumfinn Avenue overlooking Glenaulin Park, which is linked directly to Ballyfermot Garda Station.  

While CCTV has a role to play in minimising the issues outlined above, it is considered to form only one part of what needs to be an integrated approach involving other elements such as parents, local community and Gardaí.”

Following contributions from Councillors D. Keating, W. Lavelle, G. O’Connell, C. Jones and E. Tuffy, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that Glenaulin Park would be considered as a pilot scheme.  The report was NOTED.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED and AGREED:

ARBORICULTURAL PROGRAMME 2010-2011

 “The Arboricultural Programme for 2010/2011 will be ongoing until mid-March 2011. 

Due to the extent of the established and maturing tree population in the general area of Lucan/Clondalkin/Palmerston, the Parks Department is giving priority under the forthcoming Arboricultural Programme specifically to the maintenance and pruning of existing trees and to the thinning and/or removal of shrubberies on open spaces which are locations of anti-social activities and cause of anxiety and nuisance for the general public. 

Street Tree Pruning and Removals

Trees are pruned under the street tree pruning programme on a 'need to prune' system based on the following criteria:

Pruning of lower branches from trees which have the potential to come into contact with pedestrians. 

Pruning of damaged, diseased or dead branches in keeping with good arboricultural practice. 

Pruning of trees in proximity to street lighting, specifically trees that have been brought to our attention by the public and the Public Lighting Section.  

Planned removal of street trees in association with the footpath maintenance programme where damage to pavements is arising.  This is a significant problem in some areas and can be a contentious issue where some residents are opposed to the removal of trees. 

Removal of dead or diseased trees. 

Trees which have to be felled will in the first instance have their branches removed and the main trunk reduced to approximately one metre above ground level.  The remaining section of trunk is left in situ thus reducing the risk of a trip hazard until such time as the removal is completed.  The removal of the stump and the remaining trunk involves the use of specialised stump grinding equipment and in most cases, the re-instatement of the grass verge.  In order to maintain progress with the pruning programme which is done during the dormant season, the portion of the trunk will remain in place until a follow up programme of stump removals commences in early spring 2011.

Street Tree Planting: As the focus of the programme is primarily on tree pruning and removals, new planting is only being considered in a very limited number of circumstances, based on requests received up to the autumn of 2010. Where removals are involved, replacement tree planting will only be considered in very limited circumstances in the following planting season and will be subject to the availability of resources.”

LC/086/11 MOT (1) CONSTRUCTION OF PARKS DEPOT IN GRIFFEEN VALLY PARK
It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor D. Keating:
“That the Manager would present an updated report on the Part 8 process for the construction of a Parks Depot in Griffeen Valley Park.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“A report was brought before the Elected Members, at the Council Meeting held on the 13th December 2010, recommending that the Council commence a Part 8 public consultation process for the construction of a new park depot, sports pavilion and park visitor reception area in Griffeen Valley Park. This proposal arose from the proposed disposal of the site of the existing park depot, located at Esker Lane, to the Department of Education for the construction of a new primary school in the Esker area. 

Following discussion at the Meeting, it was agreed by the Members to dispose of the existing park depot site at Esker Lane and to commence the Part 8 public consultation process for the proposed new park depot and associated facilities in Griffeen Valley Park. Arising from the discussion in relation to the proposal for the Part 8 process, it was also agreed that more detailed plans and drawings of the proposed new park depot, sports pavilion and park visitor reception area would be prepared for the public display process.  

This work is underway and it is expected that the plans and drawings will be ready by mid February 2011 at which time the Part 8 proposal will be advertised and the details of the proposal will be put on public display.”

Following contributions from Councillor E. Tuffy, D. Keating and C. Jones, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that a fully informed meeting with all parties would take place when all plans are finalised.  The report was NOTED.

It was proposed by Councillor W. Lavelle and seconded by Councillor D. Keating:
“That this Committee, in seeking to adequately respond to problems of anti-social behaviour affecting Willsbrook Park, requests the Manager to present a detailed report for discussion on feasible measures to minimise these problems including thinning of heavily landscaped-areas and provision of CCTV.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council endeavours to ensure that all its parks are safe at all times during opening hours. To ensure this occurs, passive supervision of parks is considered to be an essential measure. As far as possible, new planned parks are sited so that they are passively supervised by housing overlooking the park rather than backing onto or siding onto the park. Locations where houses back onto or side onto parks provide areas where anti-social activities are more likely to occur and every effort is made to eliminate these at the planning stage.  

Not all parks are planned from a “blank canvas” and Willsbrook Park is one such example.  When it came into Council ownership it exhibited a lot of the features that are associated with the countryside residence that it formerly was.  These include an area of woodland planting, a large number of mature specimen trees and a walled garden.  It is important to retain and manage these features as they are what give an area it character and ultimately its natural heritage.  Quite often there is a conflict between the conservation of the natural heritage and the requirements of residents living in the area.  To this end the Council adapts and modifies the lands to suit the needs of the community it serves.  The provision of the GAA pitch, changing facility and toilets is one example of how the Council caters for the active recreation.  New park signage has recently been installed in the park to provide information for park users.

Thinning of landscaped areas is something that is undertaken as the need arises.  Pruning works were undertaken in the Park in the 2009/10 pruning season as part of regular maintenance works for the area.  Further pruning works were undertaken more recently in November 2010. 

During park opening hours there are currently 4 Park Rangers employed to patrol the parks in the Palmerstown, Lucan and North Clondalkin area. The Rangers are mobile and Willsbrook Park is included on the route that the Rangers visit. The parks are not patrolled outside of opening hours which is when most of the anti-social activities occur. We do however work closely with the Gardaí who provide support for our staff through their patrols and mountain bike unit to deter illegal activities.  Communities can also play a role in the provision of safer parks by reporting anti-social activities to the Gardaí or directly to the Council. 

While CCTV has a role to play in minimising the issues outlined above, it is considered to form only one part of what needs to be an integrated approach involving other elements such as parents, the local community and the Gardaí.”

REPLY:

“The site at Coolamber House, Lock Road, Lucan, Co Dublin was inspected by the Area Engineer on the 21st September, 2010, and was found to be in a derelict state.  A Section 11 Notice was issued to the registered owners listing a number of works to be completed in order to render the site non derelict.  

The site was re-inspected on the 17th of November, 2010 and it was found that not all the works outlined in the Section 11 Notice had been completed, therefore, a Section 8(2) Notice was issued to the registered owners notifying them of the Council's intention to enter the site on the Derelict Sites Register and the owners were given 28 days to make representations to the Council.  No representations were received, therefore, a Section 8(7) Notice was issued to the owners advising them of the entry of this site on the Derelict Sites Register. 

A  Section 22 Notice of Determination of Market Value of Urban Land, has now been issued to the registered owner who had 28 days to make an appeal to the Valuation Tribunal.  In the event that there is no appeal the Council propose to apply a Derelict Sites Levy in this case.”

“The lands in question are zoned 'Objective I  - To protect and enhance the outstanding character and amenity of the Liffey Valley and to preserve its strategic importance  as a green break between urban settlement areas' in the South Dublin County Development Plan 2010 - 2016.  

The lands are also the subject of Specific Local Objective 3 in the Development Plan i.e. Liffey Valley - Extension of SAAO - 'Investigate the feasibility of extending the Special Amenity Area Order to include all of the lands at Lucan Demesne, the Embassy - owned lands, the area behind Lucan BNS, St. Edmondsbury, Fonthill, Woodville, The Kings Hospital and Waterstown Park, extending from the River Liffey up to the N4 and bordered by the Leixlip-Lucan Slip Road by Lucan Village Road, The Lucan Hill Road, The Lucan Road from the Church Car Park to Woodies, the N4 onwards towards the Old Lucan Road and onwards as far a Waterstown Park'. 

A portion of these lands adjacent to the River Liffey form part of a Proposed Natural  Heritage Area.”

In cases such as this it would be normal for the Council to grant a building licence, followed on completion of the development by a long lease or freehold interest.  As the terms of disposal condition the Department of Education & Skills to lodge the entire agreed consideration for both the site and the depot re-location costs in trust with the Council, this is now being arranged.  The Department of Education & Skills has advised that it is the Esker Educate Together School who will occupy the building on completion. 

Formal pre-planning discussions have not taken place.  However, it is agreed that a joint public information evening will be held by the Department and the Council in advance of the lodging of the planning application for the school and the commencement of the Part 8 procedure for the Depot when drawings are adequately advanced by both parties.”

The following report outlines the various avenues open to the public to report anti social activity for the Lucan / Clondalkin area. 

Customer Care
Additional staff resources, through the Council’s Customer Care Centre, County Hall, Tallaght,  (comprising fifteen no. team members) now available to process complaints from members of the public in relation to anti social behaviour and other housing business.

Housing Clinics
Two no Housing Clinics are  held weekly  for residents of Lucan/Clondalkin areas – a clinic is held in the Civic Offices, Clondalkin every Thursday 10 – 11am with a 2nd clinic held in the Ronanstown CYC, Neilstown Shopping centre 11.30a.m. to 1pm every Tuesday.  The purpose of the clinics is to afford members of the public an opportunity to discuss housing related matters including allegations of anti social behaviour. The Clinics are attended by the Council’s Housing Estate Management Office and the local Community Garda.

 Confidential freephone number/email 
 The Council’s Allocations Support Unit offers a confidential freephone number where tenants / member of the public may ring and leave information relating to an incident of anti social activity in the area.  Members of the public are actively encouraged to do so as to ensure the best response form the local authority. The freephone number is checked twice daily Mon – Fri – complaints are logged by reference to category of complaint. 

There are three categories of complaint for varying degrees of anti social behaviour, these categories are outlined in the Anti Social Behaviour Strategy which was adopted by the members in November 2010. 

The aim of the strategy is to create and sustain a safe and peaceful living environment for the tenants of South Dublin County Council by actively tackling anti social behaviour through prevention, enforcement, support and rehabilitation.  The categorization of incidents of anti-social behaviour provides a mechanism for prioritizing investigation of anti-social complaints  having regard to the gravity and impact of the incident. 

Anti social officers
The Council’s Housing Estate Management Team comprises of a team of dedicated Allocations Support Officers who work on an area basis. Officers for the Lucan/Clondalkin area are available Monday to Thurs 9am to 5pm (Friday 9am to 4pm) to meet with any individual /community group who may wish to make a formal complaint about anti social behaviour.  Meetings are convened at a pre-determined location by agreement with the complainant.  Direct contact can be made with the Allocations Support Unit by phoning 414 9265 or 1800 200 245 Freephone number.

Complaints regarding anti social behaviour are dealt with in the strictest confidence.

St Finian's Estate
In relation to St Finian's Estate, Lucan, the residents association in conjunction with the Estate Management section, Housing Department undertook a substantial amount of work in this area. There have been various cleanups of this estate over the years, entry into the Beautiful South Competition with funding provided from the Estate Management Section for bedding plants and flowers.

Works were also undertaken in the St Finian's Estate area such as the erection of railings on walls to prevent anti social behaviour, the shop unit in the area which attracted  perpetrators of anti social behaviour has been demolished and palisade fencing is now erected around this site to prevent further anti social activity at this location.  The house which is adjacent to the site where the shop formerly stood, is also due to be allocated in the near future.

REPLY:

“The Council are currently examining screening options for the waste bunkers used by visitors tending to family graves as well as grave-diggers who need to dispose of surplus soil from grave excavations.  Access to the bunkers must be provided at all times and the nature of such screening should be that it is easily maintained and not cause a hindrance to staff and visitors alike. 

Maintenance of the burial grounds is undertaken by Burial Grounds Maintenance staff based in the Ballymount depot.  Cost of maintaining the Cemeteries includes staff, materials, equipment and waste disposal. 

The maintenance of the Councils Burial Grounds comes under pressure due to the following factors:

The embargo on employment of Temporary Staff, has resulted in a reduction in the available resources in both Burial Grounds and the Refuse Section.  

As burial grounds staff are used a spare operatives when refuse is short staffed (due to sick leave/ annual leave etc) we have a severe shortage of staff from time to time and this is resulting in a large number of complaints being made on the level of maintenance.  

Also as a means of reducing costs, we have restricted the overtime worked in the section. 

 Modifications to the operations of the section will be examined in light of the negotiated Croke Park National agreement that set out  clear protocols for restructuring in Local Government.”

“To ask the Manager to report on what measures are proposed for 2011 for the Liffey and Griffeen rivers under the ERBD programme of measure, to advise on how these measures are to be funded; and to report on the outcomes of recent academic research to examine the pollution content of stormwater outfalls to the Griffeen River?”
REPLY:

“The primary ERBD Measures for the River Liffey and River Griffeen catchments for 2011 are: 

Enforce water quality matters through the Local Government (Water Pollution) Act, 1977  and 1990 and in particular by means of: 

17 Farm inspections in the upper Griffeen Catchment, 

Section 16 discharge licence monitoring to sewers in the catchment and in particular from Greenogue Business Park, 

Remove domestic misconnections of sewer to surface water through the taking-in-charge process in the catchments, 

Respond to pollution incidents reported in these catchments and resolve these; 

Perform water pollution inspections at industrial premises where pollution is reported or where pollution is suspected; and 

Issue section 12 and 16 Notices under the Local Government (Water Pollution) Act, 1977 where they are needed. These are legal notices instructing the person served to take certain actions. 

Enforce water quality measures through the Planning process: 

Apply water pollution control measures to planning applications where water pollution could be a hazard. Such measures include conditions instructing applicants to install petrol interceptors, grit traps and contaminated fire water control. 

Perform statutory surface water quality monitoring as required by the European Communities (Water Policy) Regulations 2003 and report results to the EPA. 

These Measures and Actions will be funded out of the existing Environmental Services budget and the work will be performed by existing Council staff primarily from Environmental Services but also from the Roads and Traffic, and Planning Departments.

On the other matter of recent academic study of the impact of stormwater outfalls to the River Griffeen during storm events, the student noted that while the nine stormwater outfalls monitored for the study period had certain levels of pollutants in them the effect of these on the River Griffeen were minimal. Breeches of water quality criteria were recorded for Biochemical Oxygen Demand (BOD5) in the river during the period could not be directly attributable to the stormwater outfalls. Total ammonia was also exceeded on several occasions. Both parameters indicate organic sources. Other parameters, including dissolved phosphorus, concentrations in the river were measured as good throughout the study. One possibility for the substandard BOD and total ammonia measurement could be the turbulent state of the river during these storm events which stirs the river bed.

The project has yet to be received in its full form from the student but is expected by the end of January 2011. A better contextual understanding of the results is likely to be achieved at that stage.”

“To ask the Manager to have the question of low water pressure (not just recently) in a number of areas of Palmerstown  investigated (Palmerstown Avenue, The Dingle, The Coppice and adjacent roads, Elderwood and adjacent roads and to indicate what arrangements have been/will be made during water restrictions to service these areas?

REPLY:

“Unfortunately the roads in Woodfarm Acres area (The Dingle, The Coppice, Elderwood, etc) are some of the highest areas in the water network system in the North Clondalkin/Palmerstown/Lucan areas and are therefore the first to lose water during shutdowns and the last to get the water back after the restrictions are lifted. The pressures in the Woodfarm Acres area are boosted by a small pump situated at the bus terminal on Kennelsfort Road but this turns itself off when there is no water in the watermains and can get airlocked when the water returns, therefore leading to lower pressures in the high areas of Woodfarm Acres until it is bled of air. 

Some of the “no water” calls in this area were due to frozen services and burst services to outside taps and washing machines in outdoor sheds. Now that the water restrictions have been lifted a proper service to all properties in the Palmerstown area should return with a minimum pressure of 15 metre head or more available to all households.”

It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor D. Keating:

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“There are currently 2,831 environmental waste charge waivers approved for customers in the Lucan Electoral Area, representing over 15% of all waivers issued in the County.  Approved waiver customers are currently provided with three black and three brown bin lifts per quarter, this provides considerable assistance to those customers in disposing their waste annually, amounting to lifts equivalent to €189 per customer.  There has been consistent presentation of bins by waiver customers since the introduction of the brown bin.

Considerable information was circulated to customers at the time the brown bins were distributed and further advice is provided on the Council's website.  It is not intended to do an additional leaflet drop at present but provision of information and advice to Residents Associations, community groups and individual residents will be provided on an ongoing basis as required.”
Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy and W. Lavelle, Mr. C. Ward, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
LC/118/11 MOT (9) “CLEAN UP BLITZ” IN PALMERSTOWN VILLAGE
Item ID: 26398
It was proposed by Councillor G. O'Connell and seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy:
“That the Council carry out a clean-up “blitz” in Palmerstown Village, Manor Road, Kennelsfort Road and laneways to rid the area of unsightly litter that has become more pronounced since the snows.”
The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:
“The bad weather experienced during the first two weeks in December and the week commencing December 20th brought about a loss of approximately three weeks in the road sweeping programme as well as in the cleaning rosters operated by the Council's cleansing section.  The problems arising from this period, during which it was not possible to maintain a cleansing service in the County, were compounded by the closure for the Christmas holiday from December 24th to January 4th.  Cleansing and road sweeping services were affected on a total of four weeks from the five week period from November 29th to January 4th.

The road sweeping contractor is currently examining how the time lost on the contract schedule during November and December can be made up and he is due to make a proposal in this regard in the coming days.  He currently has additional sweeping resources in place to deal with the 10 housing estate routes which were missed in December.  Unfortunately the winter leaf removal programme was not completed in 2010 and a portion of this has carried over into the New Year also.  There was also slippage on the quarterly sweeping of motorways and dual carriageways, as a large part of this was due to take place in the month of December.  The contractor's proposal will be required to address all of the above-mentioned problem areas.  In addition to this the Road's Department has submitted a list of main roads which are still affected by grit which was spread during the bad weather and they have asked that this be removed as a matter of urgency due to the potential safety hazard it poses to road users.

As previously reported the cleansing section is operating on reduced staff numbers due to unfilled staff vacancies and transfers on a daily basis to the refuse collection section.  Nevertheless the section has now responded to a large number of clean-up tasks referred to it by the litter wardens, as has the Parks Dept.  It is proposed that 2 large road sweepers will be hired by the section to assist with the clean up effort over the next 2 to 4 weeks.  This equipment will also be able to deal with the issue of grit on main roads and where it was spread on footpaths in the town and village centres.  The cleansing supervisors are currently examining litter bin locations around the County to determine where littering and dumping at litter bins has taken place, and such locations are being listed for cleaning as a matter of urgency.

The litter wardens are providing daily lists of areas requiring attention to both the Cleansing Section and Parks Department.  The wardens have been asked to complete their inspections of the County at the earliest possible date.  They have also been asked to call on whatever additional resources might be available, such as from active residents associations, to assist with the clean up effort.  Any assistance that can be offered in this regard by the elected members would be most welcome also and details of any areas within Palmerstown that require particular attention should be brought to the local Litter Warden's attention.

The Environmental Services Department is not in a position to re-introduce holiday or weekend overtime.”

“There are significant residential areas serviced by Kennelsfort Road and its junction with the N4. Currently access is provided via this junction, the Oval and Kennelsfort Road / Coldcut Road with some additional access via private roads in Cherry Orchard industrial estate. The proposal to restrict traffic to using the N4 access points will reduce the access capacity to less than half of the existing arrangement and would have serious implications for traffic congestion. The population of the relevant residential areas cannot be effectively served at the remaining N4 junctions as they are already over capacity at critical periods during the day. Smaller residential areas served with similar access arrangements have suffered severe congestion even though no external traffic was present. 

The private roads in Cherry Orchard industrial estate are required to be brought up to taking in charge standard and the appropriate application made.

The provision of an at grade pedestrian crossing within the N4 – Kennelsfort Road junction, replacing the safe crossing provided by the pedestrian bridge, would further reduce the capacity of this junction as not all the required pedestrian movements can be provided without removing ‘green’ time from vehicle movements at the junction. To introduce at grade crossings would also require major re-configuration as space must be found for pedestrian storage areas. The risk associated with the vehicle pedestrian conflict would also be increased as pedestrians cross at road level and cannot therefore be recommended.”

LC/138/11 MOT (19) ANTI-SOCIAL ISSUES AFFECTING PALMERSTOWN RESIDENTS

It was proposed by Councillor D. Keating and seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy:
“That this Area Committee acknowledges the serious anti-social issues affecting the residents of Finnstown, which have been significantly increased owing to the through pedestrian traffic accessing and exiting from Finnstown Estate via the boundary stub wall and fencing at Hayden's Lane. Prior to this stub wall and fencing being installed as part of the widening of Hayden's Lane, no such serious issues existed. On behalf of all the residents concerned, this Area Committee requests the Manager to bring a detailed report for discussion, that will include proposals for works which will help relieve the Finnstown residents of their on-going torment.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“It is noted that when the new boundary wall and railings were installed as an extension of the existing boundary treatment, in conjunction with the Hayden's Lane Road Improvement Scheme, that the then pre-existing access points along this boundary were closed. In the course of a recent inspection it was observed that in the intervening period up to four possible access points have been created. This would appear to point to, as noted in the motion, a clear need for a formal pedestrian entrance in the general vicinity of Woodscape / Berryfield to properly facilitate children from the estates of Finnstown and Old Forge / Grange Manor / Johnsbridge to meet, without having to resort to either climbing over or through a steel fence to do so. It appears also that a number of adults walk with their children to the local shopping centre (as opposed to probably driving the longer route) and have established desire lines along the shorter route through Finnstown, albeit negotiating the fence along the way. There was no obvious evidence of any anti social activities at any of the possible access points. 

It is an objective of the current Development Plan to encourage and facilitate interconnectivity between communities and pedestrian permeability / access through developments. Indeed a pedestrian gate would facilitate residents from Finnstown, in providing direct access to enjoy the amenity of the Council’s adjoining Griffeen Valley Park. It would therefore be appropriate to provide proper pedestrian access as clearly required at this location, in compliance with the stated objectives of the Development Plan. It is considered that the provision of a suitably designed pedestrian "kissing gate" type entrance which could be located at the junction of Woodscape and Berryfield would provide the optimum solution. It is considered that the provision of this facility would obviate the need to use the other potential access points. However there is no provision in the 2011 Budget to finance the cost of these works.”

The report was NOTED and Councillor D. Keating requested that this motion be RE ENTERED on the agenda for the next meeting of the Committee dealing with ROADS Business.

This area is currently being lit using temporary lighting supplied by the Developer. Within this section of the development the current situation regarding Public Lighting provision is unsatisfactory and we are currently in discussions with the developer and the SDCC’s Public Lighting Department in order to progress the matter so that the permanent public lighting is installed to the satisfaction of the SDCC’s Public Lighting Department as soon as possible, as per the requirements of the condition attached to a grant of permission.”

Planning Permission (SDZ07A/0002) was granted to Castlethorn Construction in 2007 for the construction of a significant community centre, as part of a wider planning application that included a Post Primary School. The approved community centre includes a sports hall that will be made available for use by the Post Primary School and the public. 

Castlethorn Construction confirmed in January 2011 that they remain committed to the delivery of the Adamstown Community Centre. It remains the intention of Castlethorn Construction to proceed with the project as soon as the funding environment permits, however there has been no development in terms of progress to date.”

MOT (20) TAKING IN CHARGE OF ROSSBERRY ESTATE
It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor D. Keating:
“That the Manager would make an updated report on the taking in charge of Rossberry Estate, and make a statement on progress to remedy problems reported with the drainage system at a number of locations in the estate, including a sewage problem which arose over the Christmas period.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Two developers were involved in Rossberry, Kingscroft and Hollioake. 

The Council is in the process of claiming the security lodged for the completion of works to part of the development carried out by Hollioake as the developer has failed to respond before a recent deadline to submit necessary data/reports to allow taking in charge to proceed and to complete minor surface works. Until the CCTV footage and as constructed drawings are submitted the taking in charge cannot move ahead.

There is no record of any complaints to the Environmental Services Department in respect of the problems specified in the motion. It would appear that the issues relate to a private drain and not the main sewage system in the development.

In respect of the part developed by Kingscroft, minor surface works are required and CCTV is required.  Recent inspections by Environmental Services have verified that there is no infiltration between foul and surface water systems.

The Council has notified the CIF of its intention to claim the bond if the works and CCTV are not provided to enable a conclusion of inspections and progression of taking in charge.

The strip of open space located along the eastern side of the distributor road that leads to Rossberry Estate off Griffeen Avenue is almost ready to be taken in charge by the Parks Department.”

Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy and W. Lavelle, Mr. T. Shanahan, Administrative Officer and Mr. W. Purcell, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised and the reports were NOTED.

LC/148/11 MOT (21) TAKING IN CHARGE OF OPEN SPACE AT MOUNT ANDREW COURT
Item ID: 26124
It was proposed by Councillor D. Keating and seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy
“That this Committee requests the Manager to agree to take in charge the open space as part of Mount Andrew Court and Mount Andrew Rise, and that the Manager would agree to initiate the necessary procedures under Section 180 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 for the taking in charge of this land in keeping with my previous representations on behalf of local residents in Mount Andrew Court and Mount Andrew Rise, and that if agreed by the elected members the Manager would then agree to meet the residents of Mount Andrew Court and Mount Andrew Rise again as part of this process.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
Section 180 (as amended) states (inter alia):

“Where a development for which permission is granted under section 34 or under Part IV of the Act of 1963 includes the construction of 2 or more houses and the provision of new roads, open spaces, car parks, sewers, watermains or drains, and the development has been completed to the satisfaction of the planning authority in accordance with the permission and any conditions to which the permission is subject, the authority shall, where requested by the person carrying out the development, or, subject to subsection (3), by the majority of the owners of the houses involved, as soon as may be, initiate the procedures under section 11 of the Roads Act, 1993 .

In general terms, in order for the provisions of Section 180 to be carried out, the holding of a plebiscite to ascertain the views of the majority of the owners of the houses involved in the development, is required. On receipt of a request for services to be taken in charge the Council would arrange such a plebiscite. The Council therefore cannot initiate this process, it must emanate from the owners of the units in question, possibly initially in the form of a petition.

The Council has not operated this procedure under Section 180 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended by the Planning and Development (Amendment) Act, 2010) and therefore there is a need to clarify the practical implications of how the matter might proceed.

For example the amended Section 180 states that the plebiscite must involve the owners of the houses involved. The Council would therefore require owners participating in the plebiscite to provide documentary proof their ownership of the home. Under the previous Section 180 the provisions of said section could be operated following a plebiscite from the majority of qualified electors. This matter was easier to verify with reference to the electoral register. 

In addition, there are more significant legal concerns in respect of this particular development in the context of utilizing Section 180. The development in question was carried out by Maplewood Homes and the relevant permission contains a condition requiring the establishment of a management company for the maintenance of services on the site. It is our understanding that such a management company exists (Mount Andrew Management Company Ltd.) and that one of its functions is the maintenance of the open space.

This planning permission was granted with the expectation that the open space (among other services) in relation to the part of the development in question were to be managed and maintained through a management company. The open spaces in question were permitted on that basis. 

To alter this situation now could represent a breach of the conditions of the planning permission and it is most likely that, to alter the situation, a new planning application altering/removing a condition in relation to management of the open space, would be required.

On the basis that the management company, membership of which is ordinarily enshrined in the contract to purchase, acquires such areas to be held in trust for the purchasers, the planning application would most likely have to be lodged by the legal owners of the open space, which, in the normal scenario of such managed developments, would be the Management Company. 

Finally, the permission was granted and the development carried out on the basis of these open spaces being subject to the care of a management company. The Parks Department has advised that, while the areas are completed in line with the planning permission, the areas are small and intensive and require small machinery and large labour inputs to maintain them, and were permitted on the basis that such areas are appropriate for a managed environment rather than for taking in charge. 

Given the number and complexity of the issues raised above, the Planning Department will seek the legal and other advices required and report back to the members.”

Following a contribution from Councillor D. Keating, Mr. T. Shanahan, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
LC/149/11 MOT (23) NEW ROAD LINKING THE PADDOCKS/DODSDBORO

It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor D. Keating:
“That the Manager would present a report outlining the current position in regard to the completion and opening for use of the new road linking the Paddocks/Dodsboro to the Newcastle Road.”
The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:
“The Adamstown SDZ Planning Scheme sets out requirements for the phasing of infrastructure, including internal roads. The replacement of Tandy's Lane forms part of a comprehensive strategy for infrastructure provision in Adamstown. Particular sections of Tandy's Lane will be replaced, as new road infrastructure comes on stream. Provision of local access, where required, along Tandy's Lane will be maintained. 

It is a requirement of the scheme that by end of Phase 2 (1,001 - 1800 dwellings) Loop Road 1 is to be completed, which replaces the eastern section of Tandy's Lane. This is currently completed to haul road standard and must be fully completed and open when 400 residential units are occupied in the northern section of Adamstown. By the end of Phase 3 (1,801 - 2,600 dwellings) Loop Road no. 2 is to be completed, replacing the Western Section of Tandy’s Lane. The completion of Loop Road 2 will allow for direct east-west access between the R120 and Dodsboro Road. At this point there will be no requirement for vehicular access along Tandy's Lane, with the exception of Local Access. 

The initial section of Loop Road 2 is complete and provides local access to The Paddocks development. Planning permission was granted for the remaining sections to the west in 2007 and 2008. The Adamstown Developers have agreed in principle to the early provision of Loop Road 2 to allow for full east-west access at an appropriate stage of development (the completion and occupation of 600 units) of the northern part of the Adamstown Development, prior to Phase 3 of the Planning Scheme.

There are now 1155 dwellings occupied in Adamstown taking development into Phase 2. Given the current slowdown in residential output it is likely that this road will not be required as part of the phasing schedule in the immediate future.”
