The attached report was Considered at the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting (2) on Monday 28th February, 2011. 

It was Proposed by Councillor M. Duff, seconded by Councillor D. Looney and Agreed:

 “that this Committee Recommends to the Council that the Public Right of Way over laneway to side and rear of 16 Tymonville Drive and to the rear of 12-14 Tymonville Drive, Tallaght, as shown coloured red on Drawing No. RE 1055 be extinguished.”

The extinguishment is to be effected by means of incorporation into the gardens of 14 and 16 Tymonville Drive.

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right of way is a reserved function of the Council.  If the Council agrees to the recommendation, the following resolution is required:

“South Dublin County Council in pursuance of its power under Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993 hereby orders that the public right of way over laneway to side and rear of 16 Tymonville Drive and to the rear of 12-14 Tymonville Drive, Tallaght, as shown coloured red on Drawing No. RE 1055 be extinguished.”

The following report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting on Monday, 22ND November, 2010.

“Drawing No. RE 1055 shows a laneway to side and rear of 16, Tymonville Drive, and to the rear of 12-14, Tymonville Drive, Tallaght, shaded in red. 

The Development Department have negotiated terms for the disposal of this laneway to the owners of 14 & 16 Tymonville Drive, and have requested that the procedure to extinguish the public right of way over this laneway be initiated.

If the Committee agree, the procedure to extinguish the public right-of-way as listed above will be initiated.”

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Thursday 2nd December, 2010 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Monday 31st January, 2011.

No submissions were received.
Report on Existing Services
Public Lighting: There is 1 public lighting column in the laneway which will be 


       removed by the Roads Department.  

Water and Drainage:  no objections.

Bord Gais and Eircom:  no objections.
UPC/NTL:  has underground services within that part of the laneway adjoining 16, 
        Tymonville Drive. The applicant should contact UPC/NTL prior to carrying 
        out any work in this area.

ESB:  have no objection but insist they are contacted before the commencement of     
any works.

It is proposed to affect the closure by incorporating the laneway into the gardens of 14 and 16, Tymonville Drive.  

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council. 

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.
