"To ask the Manager to give a complete updated report on Ballyroan Library, timeline, cost and additional facilities available on completion?"
REPLY:
Work on the project for the redevelopment of Ballyroan Library is underway and the project plan for the first six months has been agreed between the County Librarian, County Architect, project architect and design team. This element of the build involves finalising the detail building design, preparation of the design and tender documentation and the issuing and assessment of tender documents. This phase will end with the tender negotiations and appointment of contractor and signing of contracts. The timeframe for this work is January to June 2011 with on site work currently scheduled to commence in July 2011. Total construction costs (including VAT) for the redevelopment of the building amounts to €3,511,900. 

South Dublin County Council proposes to rebuild Ballyroan Library in the most cost effective manner in order to unlock and transform the space to facilitate the delivery of a 21st century community facility.  
The new two story building will provide 1434 sq metres (15,435 square feet) of library space for the local community. The central elements of the new design include the provision of two new entrances - one to the North, accessed from Orchardstown Avenue, and the second to the South, accessed via Orchardstown Villas.  

Express check out/return facilities, digital book download facilities and shelving for ‘quick picks’ and bestsellers will be found along an internal street running between both entrances. The reception desk will also be located here beside the ‘reading room’ or main library space beside it. This new enlarged reading room will become a place to read, browse, check online reference services or read a newspaper or children’s story in one of the window seats. The current different floor levels will be removed and the new open plan space will be lit from above by means of roof lights.  More intimate reading areas off the main space in the form of pods, will overlook the adjoining streets.  

A children’s area to the south of the central reading room will include space for book readings, family learning sessions and general children’s activities. 

An exhibition area with moveable walls will be situated at the south end of the internal street. Toilet facilities and other essential functional areas will be located just off the internal street on the ground floor.  

Additional space provided by the rebuild will also allow for the provision of flexible spaces to maximise service delivery to local communities. Life long learning programmes currently provided by Ballyroan Library require multiple rooms in order for programmes to be delivered simultaneously – and as a result the new seminar room will allow for subdivision of the space provided. Demand for digital training and eLearning is high amongst local communities and a seminar/digital training space on the ground floor will also facilitate delivery of these activities.  

On the upper floor of the new building heritage material and essential reference resources will be found, both digitally and in hardcopy format. Here local residents will be offered a space for study and research. Access to the second floor is via a lift and stairs. The first floor of the new building includes a balcony which overlooks the internal street below.  

The car park to the south will become a public square with a shared surface for people and cars. This area will be planted with trees and benches to allow people space to sit and read. On street parking will be maintained on the perimeter of the site. A pathway linking through from the library to the Pastoral and Community Centre will allow for an easy flow of people between the three community spaces.

1)   Rate of take up of the brown bin in percentage terms

2)   Rate of pick up by freighter on average on a bi-weekly basis

3)   How many homes are not availing of a local authority bin service

4)   How many customers have 'switched' to private operators since 2009

5)   What steps are taken to win these customers back."?
REPLY:
There are 70 bin routes operated by the refuse collection staff every week collecting by rota residual and compostable waste.  The presentation rate of the black bin is approximately 50% each fortnight while the brown bin fortnightly presentation rate is approximately 20%.  The green bin, which is operated by a private contractor on the Council's behalf, has a 70% presentation rate. 

The bin freighter lifts approximately 15,000 brown bins on the bi weekly scheduled collection.

Approximately 3,600 bins are classified as inactive accounts; there is no specific obligation on households to inform the Council if they no longer use the integrated waste service and so there may be customers who have stopped utilising the service but have not informed us of their intentions.  Certain private contractors are submitting details to the council of customers who have transferred their accounts which allows accounts to be deactivated and bins listed for removal.

The integrated waste system provided by the Council includes all of the elements, which contribute to a cleaner county.  In essence it includes the residual waste collection, the bio waste collection, the green bin service, the civic amenity centre, the major infrastructure of the landfill, the transfer station and regional waste to energy project, the awareness and promotion elements, the bring banks, the enforcement unit.   The Council provides the customer with maximum control of waste costs by charging per lift and with no fixed charges.  Every household has 2 Brown Bin (140 litre), 2 Green Bin (240 litre) and 2 Black Bin (240 litre) collection each month.

"To ask the Manager what steps are being taken to deal with the re-emerging problem of graffiti in the Rathfarnham area and to outline details of the written communications between utility companies and the Council in this respect. Can the Manager also outline the fines imposed to date on utility companies where breaches have occurred and whether any written agreements have been entered into with these companies?"
REPLY:
The Council's Graffiti Removal Crew, supplemented by a partnership with the Probation Services remove graffiti from public property following initial inspection and referral by the local Litter Warden.  Graffiti on private property is the responsibility of the land owner/occupier and Wardens may take enforcement action under the Litter Pollution Act as necessary.

A series of meetings have taken place with utilities companies regarding graffiti responses.  The inaugural meeting was held in June 2008 and resulted in commitments from all parties to tackle graffiti within the scope of their responsibilities and facilities.  This meeting was attended by representatives of Dublin Bus, ESB and An Post.  It was agreed that, in the absence of formal agreement, streamlined, direct reporting of graffiti to the utilities companies would be accompanied by responses within specific timeframes outside planned maintenance inspections/programmes and this was replicated with eircom and the then NTL.  It was further agreed that a draft protocol between the Council and the ESB to tackle graffiti would be prepared by the ESB Environmental Manager in conjunction with the Council.  This process was hampered by the retirement and reassignment of staff but was resurrected in August 2010 and a series of meetings have taken place between ESB personnel and staff from this Council as well as Dublin City Council and Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council to produce a final draft agreement on the ESB responses to litter and graffiti.  Sign-off on this agreement is now awaited from ESB at which stage it will be circulated to the Elected Members and it is intended that similar agreements will then be rolled out to other agencies.

Underpinning all arrangements is the responsibilities utilities companies have under section 19 of the Litter Pollution Act, and this continues to be the case with no fines required to be issued to date this year.  However, if the Members or the public are aware of specific locations where utility company facilities are suffering from graffiti, they should be reported to the local Litter warden forthwith and arrangements will be made to have the graffiti removed or appropriate enforcement action will be taken.

“Pay and Display parking at Owendoher Crescent 
Following extensive discussions at previous Area Committee meetings and the request approved at the January Area Committee Meeting that the residents of Owendoher Crescent be further consulted on the introduction of Pay and Display Parking, a further survey was carried out on Friday, January 21st 2011.

Officials spent a number of hours in Owendoher Crescent consulting with residents and in particular with those residents who had indicated a change of mind from initially being in favour of the introduction of Pay and Display. The purpose of the visit was to establish, if possible, the general consensus of the residents and to ensure that the operation of the scheme was understood.

It is worth noting that the vast majority of the houses in Owendoher Crescent do not have their own private driveways and therefore in most cases residents and visitors would have to purchase parking permits or individual parking tickets to meet their daily parking needs.  It was also noted that there are a number of elderly residents living in Owendoher Crescent who have particular care needs and that their medical needs can give rise to increased demands for parking permits. There are also a number of large families living on the road with consequential demands for parking.  

In the course of the discussions with those residents who could be contacted on the day, the following comments were made:

·        Residents and visitors have no where else to park

·        Some residents indicated that they were happy that their street was no longer full of vehicles

·        Residents did not understand the implications of the proposal for Pay and Display parking when they consented originally

·        The initial survey was conducted by personal call and many of the residents were reluctant to seem negative to the proposal

·        Some residents were concerned that bin lorries had been blocked in the past

·        One house was vacant at the time of the original survey

·        Residents did state that on many occasions they could not park near their own home

·        Residents were concerned of the overall costs to them of the system

·        Residents were generally aware that that the absence of the Pay and Display system would give rise to a significant increase in inappropriate parking on their street

·        Residents stated that there was a particular difficulty with shopping trips and messages had to be carried a considerable distance from their car

·        Residents were aware that all signage restricting parking would be removed if the Pay and Display system was terminated on their street

·        A small number of residents remained in favour of keeping the Pay and Display parking

·        The majority view was that they did not want to keep the system and that it should be removed

·        Residents were aware that their decision was final and would not be reviewed for many years.

To summarize it can be noted that:

“Report for the Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting 8th February 2011.
1.  The works set out in this Arboricultural Programme cover the period November 2010 to March 2011 and will be ongoing until approximately the middle of  March 2011.  A new Arboricultural programme will be prepared later this year for the 2011 / 2012 season which is expected to commence in November 2011 and will continue until mid-March 2012.  

While a limited amount of arboricultural work has been carried out since the start of the season in November 2010, this has been very much curtailed due to :

·        The deployment of staff to clean up and remove bonfire material from public parks and open spaces after Halloween 2010

·        The severe weather conditions prevailing from the end of November through to Christmas and the consequent deployment of Parks and Landscape Services staff to the clearing of snow from public areas around the county

·        The Christmas Tree Recycling Programme, operated from 6th January to 15th January 2011, which required a substantial staff input in terms of collection, shredding and disposal of christmas trees at twenty five official locations around the county as well as from a number of unofficial and discontinued locations.

2.  Due to the extent of the established and maturing tree population throughout the area, the Parks Department is giving priority under the this Arboricultural Programme specifically to:

·        the maintenance and pruning of existing street trees

·        to the thinning and/or removal of shrubberies and woodland planting on open spaces which are locations of anti-social activities and the cause of anxiety and nuisance for the general public.

4.  Street Tree Pruning and Removals:
Due to the volume of requests that continue to be received it has been decided to concentrate primarily on the pruning of street trees on an estate by estate basis.  The reasons for this approach are:

·        In identified estates with particularly large problems it is better to deal with all of the trees rather than respond to requests from individual householders.  Responding to individual requests inevitably leads to more requests from other residents when the tree maintenance crew arrives on site.

·        Due to new Health and Safety standards it is more economic to set up a Health and Safety system (signage, cones, traffic control, etc.) on an estate basis than on an individual tree basis.

Nevertheless, as can be seen from Table 2 below a significant programme of pruning and removal work has already been undertaken that has included dealing with individual tree requests.

Trees are pruned under the street tree pruning programme on a 'need to prune' system based on the following criteria:

·         Pruning of lower branches from trees which have the potential to come into contact with pedestrians. 

·         Pruning of damaged, diseased or dead branches in keeping with good arboricultural practice. 

·         Pruning of trees in proximity to street lighting, specifically trees that have been brought to our attention by the Elected Members, the general public and the Public Lighting Section.

·         Planned removal of street trees in association with the footpath maintenance programme where damage to pavements is arising.  This is a significant problem in some areas and can be a contentious issue where some residents are opposed to the removal of trees. 

·         Removal of dead or diseased trees. 

Trees which have to be felled will in the first instance have their branches removed and the main trunk reduced to approximately one metre above ground level.  The remaining section of trunk is left in situ thus reducing the risk of a trip hazard until such time as the removal is completed.  The removal of the stump and the remaining trunk involves the use of specialised stump grinding equipment and in most cases, the re-instatement of the grass verge.  In order to maintain progress with the pruning programme, which is carried out during the dormant season, the portion of the trunk will remain in place until a follow up programme of stump removals commences in spring 2011.

5. Street Tree Planting: It will not be possible to plant any new street or parkland trees in 2011 except in very limited circumstances, e.g. as part of National Tree Week.

“SOCIAL HOUSING LEASING ARRANGEMENTS IN THE RATHFARNHAM AREA
The roll out and active promotion in South Dublin of the Social Housing Leasing Initiative in accordance with Department of the Environment Heritage & Local Government circulars N3/07 and SHIP 2010.07 commenced in June 2010 following the adoption of the Croke Park Agreement. 
An Information Booklet (pdf document) outlining the opportunity  for property owners for making properties available to a local authority under the initiative was published and advertised by the Housing & Sustainable Communities Agency. A national newspaper advertisement promoting the scheme was carried out in August 2010. More recently the scheme was advertised on www.irishlandlord.com
The scheme is also advertised on the Council website together with an outline FAQ.
To date the Council has received expressions of interest from property owners across a range of property types throughout the county for in excess of 360 properties of which over 200 have been made available by the owners for Council inspection. 

These properties are now at various stages of assessment and inspection for suitability for inclusion in the leasing scheme. Lease agreements have been formalised in the case of 19 properties and made available for tenanting.

In support and as a driver to the leasing initiative in South Dublin, Department of the Environment Heritage & Local Government approval was received to operate the ASH (Applicant Sourced Homes) programme on a pilot basis. This represents an exciting new opportunity for housing applicants to source their own home which, subject to suitability of the property and agreement with the property owner, will be leased by the Council. The ASH programme  is being offered  to persons on the housing list on an incremental basis. The Council has now issued 657 letters (455 individuals) to persons on the various housing lists giving full information on the ASH programme up to 31st January 2011 , of which to date responses have been received from 279 housing applicants. It is noteworthy that 176 did not respond and have been removed from the current list of 10,100 . 0f the 279 positive responses 35 applicants opted for C B L, 155 where undecided or unsuccessful (35) and 74 opted for A S H and a further 15 made contact with their existing landlord details . These will be processed through the leasing programme or included in the R A S program.

Of the 74 who opted for A S H 20 have been successfully accommodated and 3 are pending agreements. This figure includes 4 from the Homeless List. According as the  ASH  programme is rolled out it is anticipated that the leasing initiative will gather momentumas a source of social housing provision for housing applicants as the availability of Council stock properties declines.

The redevelopment of several computer packages within the Allocations Section and a new WEB portal has progressed significantly and will dramatically assist with the roll out of these Pilot Schemes.”
