“That the Librarian bring forward proposals for the long awaited Digital Library for Palmerston.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Libraries Department is committed to the provision of a Library/Digital Hub in the Palmerston area as outlined in the Library Development Plan 2007-2011.

In late 2010 a meeting was held in Stewart’s Hospital between the CEO of the hospital, Maura Donovan, the Corporate Executive Director, Sean Priestley, County Manager Joe Horan, Director of Development, Parks and Roads Jim Walsh and County Librarian Georgina Byrne. The discussion centered on how the two agencies might cooperate on the provision of an enhanced medical/public library for clients and staff of the hospital and the wider community of the area.  The existing library’s location is not ideal as it is located within the high walls of the original hospital complex and set far in from local housing and activity.

In 2008 the Stewart's Foundation obtained planning permission for a single story exhibition space over the existing Sports Complex in Palmerston in order to develop an interpretative centre commemorating the Special Olympics. The possibility of locating a new Library Hub in this space was discussed by the group who agreed to investigate the original planning application in terms of suitability, location and cost of providing such a facility. All discussions were predicated by the need to identify possible sources of funding.

Details of the 2008 planning application by Stewart’s Hospital for the Sports Centre site were presented to the County Manager and County Librarian by The County Architect following on from the meeting with Maura Donovan. That application consisted of a first storey extension over the existing ground floor where the swimming pool and physiotherapy suites are currently located. 

One important issue under investigation in relation to the possible location of a Library/Digital Hub on this site is the possible difficulties which might arise from structural and fabric damage caused by moisture penetration from the swimming pool below. Another very relevant consideration is the cost of developing this first floor extension as per the design submitted for planning permission in 2008. The County Architect will shortly report to the Libraries Department on these two elements and the County Librarian will apprise the elected members of his findings as soon as possible.”

Following a contribution from Councillor G. O’Connell, Mr. K. Swords, Senior Executive Librarian responded to the queries raised and the report was NOTED.

“As Members are aware, the Council's Cleansing Staff maintain villages, including Palmerston, while the Council's road-sweeping contractor sweeps roads and estates with main roads swept a minimum of twelve times a year and estates four times a year with Kennelsfort Road swept monthly (next scheduled sweep is during week commencing the 7th March, 2011) and Manor Road last swept in January, 2011 and next scheduled for the week commencing 25th April 2011.  The Council’s Green Machine Operative works in Palmerston Village Monday to Friday on a continuous basis and his duties also include litter picking at the Silver Granite pub and the Manor Road Shopping Centre. 

As previously reported the cleansing section is operating on reduced staff numbers due to unfilled staff vacancies and transfers on a daily basis to the refuse collection section.  Nevertheless, the section has now responded to a large number of clean-up tasks referred to it by the litter wardens and the public.  The Council hired two large road sweepers to assist with the clean up effort and this equipment also dealt with the issue of grit on main roads and where it was spread on footpaths in the town and village centres.

“That this Committee, following on from the report on the Greater Dublin Noise Action Plan requested by me and presented to the September 2010 meeting, welcomes the subsequent noise monitoring carried-out in mid-January by Environmental Health Offices at residential areas fronting onto the Outer Ring Road and backing onto the N4 at Lucan and at Kennelsfort Road in Palmerston and requests that a report be presented on the findings of this monitoring and any resultant noise mitigations measures which may now be considered.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

Environmental Noise Survey January 2011 – Outer Ring Road and N4

“On Friday 14th January 2011 an environmental noise survey was conducted in order to quantify the existing noise environment at locations affected by traffic noise.

Three measurement locations were selected in total, taking into account location and proximity to roads. The locations were as follows.

	Location Survey Reference
	  Description of Survey Location

	S1
	This location was in Moy Glas Road, an access road in a housing estate running parallel to the outer ring road. The location of the monitor was at the roadside, approximately 5m from the outer ring road. A masonry wall of approximately 2m high separates the two roads. 

	S2
	This location was in Mt Bellew Crescent, an access road in a housing estate also running parallel to the outer ring road. The location of the monitor was at the roadside, approximately 5m from the outer ring road. A masonry wall of approx 1.2m, with a metal railing set above it, separates the two roads.

	S3
	This location was in a back garden of a house in Hillcrest Drive, backing onto the N4. The length of the garden was approximately 14m, with a masonry wall at the end, separating the garden from the N4. The location of the monitor was near the back wall of the house


Measurements were conducted over a course of a single survey period as follows:

11:00hrs and 16:00 hrs on 14/01/11

The weather during the survey period was variable cloud, some heavy showers and very blustery conditions. Temperatures were below 10°C.

Measurements were conducted at all locations on a cyclical basis. Sample periods were 15 minutes. The results were noted onto a Survey Record Sheet immediately following each sample, and were also saved to the instrument memory for later analysis where appropriate. 

Survey Results

The survey results are presented in terms of the following four parameters.

LAeq       is the A-weighted equivalent continuous steady sound level during the sample period and effectively represents an average value.

LA90       is the A-weighted sound level that is exceeded for 90% of the sample period; generally used to quantify background noise.

LA10       is the A-weighted sound level that is exceeded for 10% of the sample period; this parameter gives an indication of the upper limit of fluctuating noise such as that from road traffic.

Lden       is the day-evening-night composite noise indicator adopted by the EU for the purposed of assessing overall annoyance.

Noise Criteria for Specifying Mitigation Measures

a)      There are currently no Irish standards or limits governing the assessment of noise and/or vibration associated with either new or existing roads. 

b)      The Environmental Impact Statement for the Adamstown Roundabout to N4 Scheme published in November 2003 indicates that mitigation measures are required when all of the three categories are satisfied in a residential area:

·         the combined expected maximum traffic noise level, i.e. the relevant noise level, from the proposed road scheme, together with other traffic in the vicinity must not be less than 68dB LA10 (18 hour);

·         the relevant noise level is at least 1dB(A) more than the expected traffic noise level without the proposed scheme in place;

·          the contribution to the increase in the relevant noise level from the proposed road scheme must be at least 1dB(A).  

c)      The National Roads Authority Guidelines for the Treatment of Noise and Vibration in National Road Schemes Revision 1 dated 25th October 2004 states the following:

“When defining the initial design criteria, the Authority originally intended to reduce the existing working standard of 68dB L A10(18hour) by 3dB to 65dB LA10(18hour), including façade effect. Based on a UK conversion methodology, this was anticipated to represent 60dBLden free field. However, following completion of the validation studies for Irish road conditions, a 60dB Lden free field measurement translates to 60dB 

L­A10(18hour) ­free field; when the façade effect is included, this equates to 62.5dB LA10(18hour). This demonstrates that the original working standard was reduced by 5.5dB rather than the 3dB was initially intended by the Authority. Therefore, the 60dB Lden design criteria proved to be much more onerous than originally anticipated and significantly different from the criterion which it has been intended to introduce for Irish conditions. 

Despite this, the NRA Authority still considers it appropriate to maintain the 60dB Lden design goal…for the development of new national road schemes.”

Following on from this, the NRA document indicates that mitigation measures are only deemed necessary when the following three conditions are satisfied at designated sensitive receptors:

a)      the combined expected maximum traffic noise level, i.e. the relevant noise level, from the proposed road scheme together with other traffic in the vicinity is greater than the design goal;

b)      the relevant noise level is at least 1dB more than the expected traffic noise level without the proposed road scheme in place;

c)      the contribution to the increase in the relevant noise level from the proposed road scheme is at least 1dB.

The results for all three locations, along with the derived LA10(18hour) and Lden values, are as follows:

Conclusion

The findings of the survey are submitted for your attention and interpretation. 

In arriving at an overall assessment of the 2 road schemes cognisance was given to all of following 

§         the EIA Design goals, 

§         the commencement dates of the projects, 

§         the date of the NRA document of 24/10/04 

§         The NRA commitment to stick with the lower level of 60dB Lden for all new roads even though it is going to be much more onerous for Irish road schemes.

From our interpretation and assessment of The National Roads Authority Guidelines for the Treatment of Noise and Vibration in National Road. Schemes Revision 1, condition (a) does not appear to have been satisfied as the original design goal of 68dB LA10 has not been exceeded.  I am basing this assessment on the fact that both these schemes based on the EIS schemes had pre-dated the publication of the NRA document.  

However, it would be wise not to overlook and rule out an alternative viewpoint that might interpret the wording of the NRA document differently.”

“That this Area Committee acknowledges the serious anti-social issues affecting the residents of Finnstown, which have been significantly increased owing to the through pedestrian traffic accessing and exiting from Finnstown Estate via the boundary stub wall and fencing at Hayden's Lane. Prior to this stub wall and fencing being installed as part of the widening of Hayden's Lane, no such serious issues existed. On behalf of all the residents concerned, this Area Committee requests the Manager to bring a detailed report for discussion, that will include proposals for works which will help relieve the Finnstown residents of their on-going torment.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“It is noted that when the new boundary wall and railings were installed as an extension of the existing boundary treatment, in conjunction with the Hayden's Lane Road Improvement Scheme, that the then pre-existing access points along this boundary were closed. In the course of a recent inspection it was observed that in the intervening period up to four possible access points have been created. This would appear to point to, as noted in the motion, a clear need for a formal pedestrian entrance in the general vicinity of Woodscape / Berryfield to properly facilitate children from the estates of Finnstown and Old Forge / Grange Manor / Johnsbridge to meet, without having to resort to either climbing over or through a steel fence to do so. It appears also that a number of adults walk with their children to the local shopping centre (as opposed to probably driving the longer route) and have established desire lines along the shorter route through Finnstown, albeit negotiating the fence along the way. There was no obvious evidence of any anti social activities at any of the possible access points. 

It is an objective of the current Development Plan to encourage and facilitate interconnectivity between communities and pedestrian permeability / access through developments. Indeed a pedestrian gate would facilitate residents from Finnstown, in providing direct access to enjoy the amenity of the Council’s adjoining Griffeen Valley Park. It would therefore be appropriate to provide proper pedestrian access as clearly required at this location, in compliance with the stated objectives of the Development Plan. It is considered that the provision of a suitably designed pedestrian "kissing gate" type entrance which could be located at the junction of Woodscape and Berryfield would provide the optimum solution. It is considered that the provision of this facility would obviate the need to use the other potential access points. However there is no provision in the 2011 Budget to finance the cost of these works.”

The report was NOTED and Councillor D. Keating requested that this motion be RE ENTERED on the agenda for the next meeting of the Committee dealing with ROADS Business.

It should be noted that the triangular site of the proposed development comprises only a portion (0.48 hectares) of the larger HSE site, to the immediate south of St Loman’s Road.   The site of proposed development permitted under SD09A/0116 did not, therefore, include the residual area between the subject site and existing Liffey Lawn, Liffey Drive, and Liffey View residential properties to the southwest of the overall site.  No reference was made to any works, including landscaping, to the remaining area of the overall site within the landholding of the Health Service Executive.

2010 HALLOWEEEN REPORT
“As requested by the members following discussion on Motion 15 at the Lucan Area Committee Meeting in November 2010, set out hereunder is a report on the 2010 Halloween Season.

Halloween 2010 took place on Sunday 31st October.  In anticipation of this event a programme was put in place to minimise the opportunities for anti social activity and to reduce the number of bonfires countywide.  This programme involved a series of meetings between the Councils Community, Environment, Housing & Parks Departments in conjunction with An Garda Síochána, Fire Brigade & Civil Defence.

The following actions were agreed and implemented – 

·        Halloween Awareness Campaign – Posters/Leaflets were circulated to Schools, Communities, Households and Businesses.

·        SDCC liaised with the Gardaí to prevent availability of material for bonfires as far as practicable.

·        SDCC’s Cleansing Section and Parks Department removed debris from laneways, parks & open spaces.

·        Community/Business stakeholders encouraged to stop providing bonfire material and to remove such material as they see it emerging.

·        A "Bulbs not Bonfires" campaign was launched whereby communities who managed to keep a green space free from bonfires where they occurred in 2009 were rewarded with Bulbs.

·        The Council enabled free access to Ballymount Waste Disposal Centre on Saturday 30th October 2010 for residents of South Dublin County that were holders of a waste card.

·        Free admission for Council customers to Ballymount Waste Disposal Centre (163 tonnes collected).

·        Continued success of the 2 Organised Bonfires in North Clondalkin & West Tallaght.

·        Implementation of the Bulbs not Bonfires campaign - 23 estates involved.

·        Event falling on a Sunday may have helped as Gardaí & Fire Brigade reported the number of call outs/ambulance call outs & Public Order incidents were down significantly on previous years.

·         Bad weather in the lead up to bonfire night may have also reduced the number of fires.”

Two of the playgrounds listed on the programme have been completed and are now in public use. 

The playground at Sean Walsh Park, Tallaght was opened to the public in March 2009 and the one at Rathfarnham Castle Park was opened in 2008.

The provision of new playgrounds at Griffeen Valley Park, Tymon Park, Corkagh Park are at various stages.

 A Part 8 proposal for the development of the Griffeen Valley Park (Grange Lands) was advertised and adopted in June 2006. This proposal included for the provision of a playground as part of the development of the park.  

Design work on playgrounds at Corkagh Park and Rathcoole Park is subject to identification of suitable sites.  

A pre Part 8 proposal for the replacement playground at Tymon Park (on the Tymon North side of the park) was presented to the Tallaght Area Committee (2) on 22nd November 2010 and was NOTED by the Members. It is proposed to advertise this for Public Consultation in mid February 2011.

All of these projects are subject to the identification of finance as part of the Capital Programme. 

Playgrounds have also been provided under successive RAPID Playground Programmes at Quarryvale, Collinstown Park, Killinarden, Fettercairn, Jobstown, Brookfield, and Kiltalown. Unfortunately, the playground at Collinstown Park was subject to continuous vandalism and had to be removed. 

 It should also be noted that a number of playgrounds have also been provided in the county by private developers e.g. at Adamstown, Balgaddy and Ballycullen.  

A new playground was also provided with the new swimming pool in Clondalkin in 2008.  

An interdepartmental Play Policy review group has been established with members from Parks, Community and Planning Departments as well as the Elected Members.  The Play Policy review group has regard to the experience gained to date, particularly in relation to unsupervised playgrounds - this also includes consideration of the proposal made by Councillor Tuffy for smaller playgrounds in estates in consultation with the local residents and the possibility of participation in the management of them.  The Policy Review Group will also have regard to the provision of exercise facilities for Teenagers and adults. Arising from the review and adoption of a new Play Policy by the Council, it is envisaged that one of the actions of the new Play Policy will be the review and updating of the existing Playground Construction Programme which will have regard to the new policy as well as the availability and identification of the necessary finance at that time.”

Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy, W. Lavelle, C. Jones, G. O'Connell, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to the queries raised and the report was NOTED.

“That the Area Committee, noting that, as advised in the Reply to my Question 8 at the January 2011 Area Committee Meeting, the Manager intends to convene a special Information Evening before the commencement of the Part 8 Process for the proposed Park's Depot in Griffeen Valley Park, is of the view that the Information Evening should be open to any member of the public, including residents of estates in and around Griffeen Valley Park, and parents of Esker Educate Together NS  pupils and prospective pupils, and other parents, but that the focus of the meeting should be on the Council's intentions in regard to a replacement Park's Depot for Lucan, the options considered by the Council and the case for selecting a specific site for the Part 8 proposal.

It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:
“That this Committee welcomes the recent guided walks initiative in Waterstown Park, Palmerston and requests the Manager to produce an information leaflet on Bio-diversity in Waterstown Park, which I understand is amongst the highest in the Council's Parks?”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Waterstown Park has been nominated to host a Bio Blitz in 2011.  The aim of the event is to gather as many field experts and volunteers as possible and over a 24hr period undertake a survey of Waterstown Park to identify as many plant and animal species as possible.  The event is scheduled to commence at 17.00 hrs on 20th May and finish at 17.00 hrs on 21st May.

The National Biodiversity Data Centre (NBDC) in Waterford is coordinating the event and local centres will be established around the country.  Waterstown Park is one of the survey locations and a survey office will be established in the vicinity of the park where field experts can gather and input survey data onto the computer for feeding into the central database.  The information can be added to the previous study of the park and help to build up a better picture of the wildlife in the park.

There are no current proposals to produce a bio-diversity leaflet, however following the Bio Blitz event it is hoped to include bio diversity information on Waterstown Park on the Council's website.  Signage, with information on the biodiversity of the area, has recently been erected at a number of locations in the park.  This explains the importance of the area and includes images of important species.”
