AREA FOR SKATE BOARDING
QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe
"To ask the Manager, recognising the growing popularity of skate boarding in the area, to investigate the possibility of establishing an area in one of our parks or grassland areas that would facilitate young and older people engaged in this sporting activity?"

REPLY:
The growing popularity of skateboarding as an important recreational activity is fully recognised and a skatepark has recently been provided by the County Council in the Lucan Area. The Council has also sought Sports Capital Funding for the provision of new skateparks adjacent to Tallaght and Clondalkin Leisure Centres, which unfortunately cannot be progressed due to a shortage of funds.  Small skateboarding areas have however, been installed at Glenshane, Tallaght and at the rear of Killinarden Community Centre.  There are also a number of other sites within the larger public parks in the Tallaght area which are considered suitable for the future development of enclosed Skateboard Parks, subject to the availability of the necessary funding.

PRUNING  AND REMOVAL OF TREES
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
"To ask the Manager to radically prune or remove the trees on the POS adjacent to *address supplied as such trees are overshadowing the garden and thus severely restricting its use?" 

REPLY:
The trees to the side of 60 Carrigwood, Firhouse, will be considered for pruning and or removal as part of the current programme. However, due to the large volume of work on hand and the severe weather experienced last November/December the programme has effectively been shortened by approximately six weeks and as a result it may not be possible to get to these trees until the Autumn.

ACCESS TO GREENHILLS PARK
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
"To ask the Manager to report on potential solutions to the problem caused by freedom of access for scrambler bikes and other vehicles to Greenhills Park through the public entrance at the side of Greenhills College (adjacent to Temple Manor Close) and the resultant damage to pitches in Greenhills Park, taking into account that any such solutions should avoid impeding access of those who are disabled to the park?"

REPLY:
This matter and the importance of dealing with it was discussed during the course of a meeting on the 11th February 2011 with a local club.  Every effort will be made to prevent access of scrambler bikes and other vehicles into Greenhills Park. Any information that the public/local community may have, as to the identity of the persons using these motorbikes illegally in the park, would be welcomed by the Council/Garda authorities.

ARBORICULTURAL PROGRAMME 2010-2011
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ;  
“1.  The works set out in this Arboricultural Programme cover the period November 2010 to March 2011 and will be ongoing until approximately the middle of March 2011.  A new Arboricultural programme will be prepared later this year for the 2011 / 2012 season which is expected to commence in November 2011 and will continue until mid-March 2012.

While a limited amount of arboricultural work has been carried out since the start of the season in November 2010, this has been very much curtailed due to:

·       The deployment of staff to clean up and remove bonfire material from public parks and open spaces after Halloween 2010.

·       The severe weather conditions prevailing from the end of November through to Christmas and the consequent deployment of Parks and Landscape Services staff to the clearing of snow from public areas around the county.

·       The Christmas Tree Recycling Programme, operated from 6th January to 15th January 2011, which required a substantial staff input in terms of collection, shredding and disposal of Christmas trees at twenty five official locations around the county as well as from a number of unofficial and discontinued locations.

2.  Due to the extent of the established and maturing tree population throughout the area, the Parks Department is giving priority under the this Arboricultural Programme specifically to:

·       the maintenance and pruning of existing street trees

·       to the thinning and/or removal of shrubberies and woodland planting on open spaces which are locations of anti-social activities and the cause of anxiety and nuisance for the general public.

4.  Street Tree Pruning and Removals:
Due to the volume of requests that continue to be received it has been decided to concentrate primarily on the pruning of street trees on an estate by estate basis.  The reasons for this approach are:

·       In identified estates with particularly large problems it is better to deal with all of the trees rather than respond to requests from individual householders. Responding to individual requests inevitably leads to more requests from other residents when the tree maintenance crew arrives on site.

·       Due to new Health and Safety standards it is more effective to set up a Health and Safety system (signage, cones, traffic control, etc.) on an estate basis than on an individual tree basis.

Nevertheless, as can be seen from Tables 3, 4, 7 and 8 below a significant programme of pruning and removal work has already been undertaken that has included dealing with individual tree requests.

Trees are pruned under the street tree pruning programme on a 'need to prune' system based on the following criteria:

·       Pruning of lower branches from trees which have the potential to come into contact with pedestrians. 

·       Pruning of damaged, diseased or dead branches in keeping with good arboricultural practice. 

·       Pruning of trees in proximity to street lighting, specifically trees that have been brought to our attention by the Elected Members, the general public and the Public Lighting Section.

·       Planned removal of street trees in association with the footpath maintenance programme where damage to pavements is arising.  This is a significant problem in some areas and can be a contentious issue where some residents are opposed to the removal of trees. 

·       Removal of dead or diseased trees. 

Trees which have to be felled will in the first instance have their branches removed and the main trunk reduced to approximately one metre above ground level.  The remaining section of trunk is left in situ thus reducing the risk of a trip hazard until such time as the removal is completed.  The removal of the stump and the remaining trunk involves the use of specialised stump grinding equipment and in most cases, the re-instatement of the grass verge.  In order to maintain progress with the pruning programme, which is carried out during the dormant season, the portion of the trunk will remain in place until a follow up programme of stump removals commences in spring 2011.

5. Street Tree Planting: It will not be possible to plant any new street or parkland trees in 2011 except in very limited circumstances, e.g. as part of National Tree Week.

THE TASC PAVILION IN TYMON PARK

“That this Committee reiterates its support for the construction of the TASC Pavilion in Tymon Park, given the long delays faced by clubs in the Tallaght and Greenhills areas in securing these changing rooms, and calls on the Manager to report on work on plans for this pavilion carried out over the past 12 months, along with the future proposals to bring these plans to fruition.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The construction of the TASC pavilion in Tymon Park is listed for funding under the Council's Rolling Capital Programme.  A sum of €900,000 is required to frontload the project.  The Council has been provisionally awarded grant support for the project by the Department of Art, Sport & Tourism (now the Department of Tourism, Culture and Sport) to a maximum of 70% and every effort is being made to identify the necessary finance to enable the project to advance. 

Although it has not been possible to advance the project as quickly as planned due to difficulties in identifying sufficient finance to frontload the project, the Council has continued to progress other matters relating to the project.  A Deed of Charge is being prepared for approval by the Elected Members and it is planned to bring this before a future Meeting of the County Council.  In accordance with the conditions of the grant allocation, the Department has to approve the tender process in advance of the award of any contract. The details of the tender process are in the course of being submitted to the Department in order to receive final approval for the provisional grant allocation. The Council has also written to the Department of Tourism, Culture and Sport requesting consideration of alternative funding arrangements that could allow the project to proceed.  It is understood that a reply will issue on this from the Department in the near future.  The Department has confirmed that the project is still live on its list of projects.”

The Litter Warden has been requested to inspect the premises with the view to requesting the leaseholders to clean up the property if necessary.

“To ask the Manager if a survey of the CCTV cameras located at the rear of Castletymon Library has been carried out since the erection of the new fencing at the rear of the Library and if there is an intention to repair the security lighting beside the cameras?”
Report:

Two CCTV cameras are located to the rear of Castleymon Library - one of which is a dummy camera, and a second which records as soon as movement is detected in the adjacent areas. This camera records the back door, boiler house and diesel tank as these areas are prone to vandalism and present a serious threat particularly in terms of fire. Footage from the CCTV camera is relayed to a split screen monitor at the main desk within the library. Should coverage from the camera be lost due to external interference, library staff are immediately alerted from the monitor at the desk where they work. Content from the camera is recorded and erased as new recording takes place over a fourteen day cycle. The CCTV camera has been working perfectly since the erection of the new fencing to the rear of the library and is recording on a twenty four hour cycle.  The Library Department has not had a survey carried out on the system since installation as it is in good working order and is checked regularly by the Branch Librarian.
Damage to the security lighting beside the cameras which was reported to the Senior Librarian at Castletymon Library on the 16th February is scheduled for repair by the 20th February at the latest.
