	Headed Item 1: Presentation from National Transport Authority – Draft Transport Strategy for the Greater Dublin Area 2011-2030
A presentation from the NTA on their Draft Strategy 2011-2030 for the Greater Dublin Area was delivered by Mr Gerry Murphy and Mr Hugh Cregan.
Questions and contributions followed from Councillors P Cosgrave, W Lavelle, Chris Bond, G O’Connell, E Tuffy & B Bonner, and T Newton, K Farrell (Transport SPC), and G Robinson, (Economic Development SPC. Issues raised included :

· Importance of short term solutions given current funding issues.

· Elimination of waste in public transport (particularly bus based)

· Cost/benefit analysis on major projects.

· Consideration of local concerns relating to major road schemes.

· Strategy is national rather than regional or local.

· Accountability of Dublin Bus in planning & implementation of network changes.

· Reverse modal shift following above.

· Plans for school transport services.

· Connections between satellite towns.

· Connection to airport prior to delivery of Metrowest.

· Cycle routes

· Integrated ticketing.

· Public input to scheme processes.

· Walking & cycling – perceived as leisure or transport option?

· Design standards of roads & streets

· Orbital routes.

· Transfer of freight to rail
· Impact of peak oil/CO2 reductions requirements/Potential bans on carbon fuel

· Impact of carpark restrictions on business.

· Poor standard of public transport.

· Increased cost of freight movement.

· Use of updated traffic data

· Local road requirements: N81/Newcastle Road/Nangor Road upgrades.

· Current safety risks for cyclists/pedestrians.

· Improved connections to LUAS.

Cllr Tuffy requested the members agreement to extend the meeting time to complete discussion. This was AGREED.
