A number of sub-contractors were nominated by the Council through the main contract. A clause under the main contract allows the Council to make payments directly to those nominated sub-contractors. Such payment have been made where possible.”

In the course of the discussions at the last meeting of the Area Committee, it was agreed to defer the matter pending further clarification of the position regarding permits and further consideration of the flexibility that could be afforded to residents in regard to the provision of permits in view of the fact that almost all houses do not have their own driveways.

To date applications have been received for some 36 permits comprising of residential (22) and visitor(14). The Council is prepared in the special circumstances of this location and on a strictly without prejudice basis because of the lack of driveways, and with the agreement and recommendation of the Area Committee to increase the number of both resident and visitor permits that each house can apply for and to issue those permits at the basic cost.

It is clear that the controlled use of the parking system has, as promised prior to its introduction, dissuaded inappropriate parking in this residential area.  In particular, it has removed all day parking and commuter parking.  The payment of a small annual fee for a parking permit is considered reasonable having regard to the overall improvement of the quality of life of the residents in this residential area. The controlled parking system with its purpose designed enforcement regime has been successful in controlling the problem which previously existed here.

If the Pay and Display Parking System is removed from Owendoher Crescent, it is more than likely that this area will again be used by non residents for all day parking and commuter parking to the detriment of all residents.

If the Pay and Display Parking System continues, the existing freedom from inappropriate parking will remain.

It is now a matter for the Area Committee to make a recommendation and that recommendation will be brought before the full Council for final decision.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“The Council issued terms to the Department of Education in November 2002 in relation to disposal of a site of circa 1.5 acres at Knocklyon Road to accommodate Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna who had been in occupation of part of the site since 2001. The valuation was updated in December 2006 and terms were accepted by the Department in January 2007 and approved by the Council at its meeting held on 12/2/2007 -Minute No C/0062/07 refers.

A difficulty arose in completing the transfer of the lands due to title issues relating to a section of abandoned road which traverses the site. This section of the former Knocklyon Road was severed by the M50 (Southern Cross Route) and the public right of way was extinguished as part of the Motorway Scheme. The Council owns lands on both sides of this section of road and its ownership extends to half the road on one side. The remaining half of the road is unregistered land and the Council has endeavoured for some time to register ownership of it and has submitted Senior Counsel’s Opinion to the Property Registration Authority to this effect. However the PRA has not yet accepted the Council’s claim and the Council will have to examine what if any other options are available to it in order to regularise title.

In the meantime the Gaelscoil wished to go in to occupation of the full site and terms for a temporary letting of the site on an annual basis subject to an annual rent was issued to the Chairman of the Board in November 2009.  A response is awaited.”

“Public Realm Initiative
The Public Realm initiative was established as part of the Budget 2010 process.  It was agreed that this would track income and as such the final amount in 2010 was €300,000 with an additional €300,000 being supplied in the 2011 budget.  This fund was not to form part of the routine maintenance of an area but rather it would transform an area by eliminating the need to maintain it into the future e.g. that it would not be necessary to continually send in crews to remove dumping, graffiti, cut grass, etc.

In the first instance funding was available and work underway on the construction of a new boxing club in the Neilstown area and an immediate investment of €120,000 enabled the elimination of a site of significant anti-social behaviour at the rear of the building.  This action was agreed in 2010 and work has been completed.

In August 2010 a process was initiated with the Members to identify sites where this one-off spend would completely eradicate a problem.  .  Each site was reviewed and in some cases the problem had been resolved, funding was available elsewhere to tackle it or in others it was a matter of routine maintenance and did not fill the criteria of the Public Realm Fund.  In particular this covered areas where littering was an on-going issue.

Each site was further reviewed and criteria developed which would rank the qualifying projects in order of importance.  The criteria used to prioritise the works were as follows. 

 1.      Enhanced Security/Safety

2.      Reduce/Remove Anti-social Behaviour

3.      Reduce/Remove Littering 

4.      Enhanced Quality of Life

5.      Reduce/Remove Additional Maintenance

6.      Enhance Business address/Tourism

In addition the substantial issue of littering which was a common concern of all of the members is being addressed by a particular campaign of the Council in order to bring about a stronger ownership of the issue across the county.  Details of this campaign will be brought to the next Environment SPC under the auspices of the new Litter Management Plan.

Ms. P. Devlin, Senior Executive Planner, presented the following report:-

“Section 5 Declaration of Exempted Development 
Reference ED 10/0040 Change of Use and Works to Facilitate Use at Millhouse Whitechurch Road (Protected Structure)
An application, under Section 5 of the Planning and Development 2000 (as amended) for a Declaration of Exempted Development (Reg. Ref. ED 10/0040), was submitted to the Planning Authority on 15th November 2010 in relation to the following: 

“Use of this existing domestic dwelling (PROTECTED STRUCTURE) as a residential building for support living” at Millhouse Whitechurch Road."

Due to a technical oversight the application was inadvertently published on the Council website.  Understandably, a 3rd party submission saw the notice and made a submission in objection to this application.  However, the Act does not provide for 3rd party submissions on a Section 5 Declaration and therefore a 3rd party appeal is precluded.  The notice was subsequently withdrawn from the website, the submission was returned and the submitter advised of the error.

The decision of the Planning Authority, dated 7th January 2011, declared that the proposed development was deemed to be exempted development as follows:

“…that the proposed development of  Use of this existing domestic dwelling (PROTECTED STRUCTURE) as a residential building for support living at the above address is, by Managers Order PR/0011 dated 07-Jan-2011 , Declared Exempt and therefore will NOT require planning permission…
 This decision was consistent with the planner’s report which includes the following assessment of the Conservation officer:

“… the proposed works detailed above are necessary for the safeguarding of the Protected Structure.  Section 57(1) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) states that ‘the carrying out of works to a protected structure, or a proposed protected structure, shall be exempted development only if those works would not materially affect the character of (a) the structure, or (b) any element of the structure which contributes to its special architectural, historical, archaeological, artistic, cultural, scientific, social or technical interest.
and concludes that having regard to the information submitted, it is considered that the proposed change of use of an existing dwelling to a residence for persons with an intellectual or physical disability or mental illness, with no more than 6 persons being cared for by 2 no. carers, complies with  details as set out in Class 14 of the Planning And Development Regulations 2001 (as amended) and that the proposed internal alterations and repair of Millhouse, a Protected Structure would comply with conditions as set out in Section 57 (1) of the Act and thus are considered to be exempted development and would not require permission.”

Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, P. Cosgrave, J. Lahart and E. Coburn, Ms. Devlin responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“Historically, security required by South Dublin County Council, (and most other authorities) has been by way of cash lodgment, an insurance company bond, or a bond from the Construction Industry federation.  Up to recently, the Council has not ever had to rely on a bond to complete a development, although cash lodgments have been sequestered.  

The normal procedure has been that where there are works outstanding, and the developer fails to carry them out, the Council sequesters the appropriate amount of cash security, takes the particular areas in charge, and uses the security to complete the works. 

Invariably, in the past where outstanding works were secured by way of bond, the very threat of claiming on the bond motivated the developer to complete the works, presumably so as to maintain a good record for obtaining future bonds/funds for future development.  However, this situation has changed in recent years, and attempts are now being made to make claims on bonds in some cases.

The report to the Rathfarnham Area Committee in October 2010 previously advised in respect of the enforceability of the bond for this development. This bond expired in July 2010. 

Legal advice on the enforceability of the bond, (two opinions upon which were sought) confirmed that the terms of the bond made it unenforceable and that the Council could not utilise it to complete works. The Council  would be ill advised to act against extensive legal advice  leading to costly and potentially unsuccessful proceedings in relation to the bond.  The bond is worded to “satisfy and discharge damages sustained by the Council”, (presumably because the intention was to safeguard areas to be taken-in-charge), and the Council was and is not in a position to sustain damages because the development is private property in its entirety, and no part of it will be taken in charge.

In the normal course of events, prior to the expiration of a bond the Council seeks the extension of the bond from the bond provider. The bond provider, in consultation with the principal (the developer) has generally acceded to the extension of said bonds, presumably on the basis that the developer had the funds made available to meet the annual premium to maintain the bond.  

The bond provider, when threatened with legal action over the bond re-iterated the terms of the bond (“satisfy and discharge damages sustained by the Council”) and did not demonstrate a willingness to release funds given that the Council had not (and could not) incur damages. Any Council proceedings in relation to the bond would undoubtedly have been contested by the bond-holder.  In light of this and the two legal advices, no request to extend the bond was made. 

It should however be borne in mind that a bond is an additional protection to that afforded by the normal planning enforcement procedures, and both legal advices advised that enforcement proceedings be utilised to ensure compliance and safeguard the completion of services.  Enforcement is ongoing in this regard.”

Mr. T. Shanahan, Administrative Officer, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, J. Lahart, P. Cosgrave and E. Coburn, Mr. Shanahan, and Mr. P. Hogan, Senior Planner, responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that a meeting would be arranged with representatives of the residents, the Local Councillors and Officials to discuss this matter.
