A proposal to do this was presented to the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government for an allocation of finance to be included in the Councils work programme for 2011. In reply, the Department has indicated that there are no funds available this year to allow the Council to undertake this work. In this regard the Traveller Unit will maintain contact with the residents and the Clondalkin Travellers Development Group to monitor the situation with regard to proposals, and continue routine maintenance of the bays.

A Headed Item Report on the Public Realm Transformation Initiative is to be presented to the Lucan Area Committee at its meeting on 22nd March 2011 and will address the other issues referred to in the Councillors question.”

“To ask the Manager for an up to date report on the cleansing of gullies in the Palmerstown and Lucan areas of this County, to include the date on which they were last cleaned, and to state if he is satisfied that all fire hydrants in the area are identified, accessible and easily located.”
REPLY:

“A private contractor clears gullies in the estates and on the roads in South Dublin on behalf of the County Council. 44,000 gullies are maintained each year.  

Gullies must be cleansed to extract all solid material and detritus and remove it for disposal to an approved transfer site.

Gulley cleansing is done once a year on all streets, main roads and dual carriageways and motorways except in some locations as agreed with the Council that are prone to flooding.  These are cleansed 2-4 times a year. 

 In the Lucan Area 12 gully routes were scheduled for cleaning up to week commencing 14th March 2011. The 12 gully routes are contained in the area bound by the Lucan Road to the north, Fonthill Road to the east to the railway line to the south and to the west by Celbridge Road.

 In Palmerston area 4 gully routes are defined and the gullies will be cleaned later in the year.”

“That this Committee acknowledges the difficulties experienced by residents of Palmerstown Avenue, particularly at the lower end of the Avenue, whose houses back onto the laneway adjacent to the main N4 road, including graffiti, illegal dumping, litter, and other anti-social behaviour and requests information on what measures have the Council taken to address these problems, including improving the treatment of the boundary between the laneway and the N4, down to the Oval exit onto the main road, and for a comprehensive report on addressing problems which have persisted over many years.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“It is acknowledged that this area has undoubtedly required ongoing attention of this Department over a number of years as a result of the anti-social activities of youths congregating there as well as the dumping of refuse and other materials in the walkways there.  However, local residents maintain very regular contact with the local Litter Warden who reports that she responds promptly to residents' contacts about the area to arrange inspections and removal of material as necessary. In addition, the area is patrolled and inspected by the local Litter Warden on an ongoing basis and has also been visited by the Council's Cleansing Section and Graffiti Removal Crew when required with the Parks Department also cleaning and maintaining the planted areas and public open spaces.

The Environmental Services Department has responsibility for graffiti removal from public property and cleansing of roads/pathways.  It should be noted that major boundary treatments are not provided for in the Environmental Services Budget and additionally some laneways will not be prioritised for graffiti removal due to budgetary constraints.   However, the Parks Department report that they are currently preparing to commence some planting works along the boundary area at the Oval between the N4 and the laneway behind Palmerstown Avenue.

The issues at this location may benefit from a response across Council Departments and the Environmental Services Department will contribute to this response in so far its responsibilities allow and in consultation with the local Members and other relevant Departments.”
Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy and G. O’Connell, Mr. C. Ward, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that a further report would be brought to a future meeting.  The report was NOTED.

“That this Committee, following on from the report on the Greater Dublin Noise Action Plan requested by me and presented to the September 2010 meeting, welcomes the subsequent noise monitoring carried-out in mid-January by Environmental Health Offices at residential areas fronting onto the Outer Ring Road and backing onto the N4 at Lucan and at Kennelsfort Road in Palmerston and requests that a report be presented on the findings of this monitoring and any resultant noise mitigations measures which may now be considered.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“Environmental Noise Survey January 2011 – Outer Ring Road and N4

On Friday 14th January 2011 an environmental noise survey was conducted in order to quantify the existing noise environment at locations affected by traffic noise.

Three measurement locations were selected in total, taking into account location and proximity to roads. The locations were as follows.
	Location Survey Reference
	  Description of Survey Location

	S1
	This location was in Moy Glas Road, an access road in a housing estate running parallel to the outer ring road. The location of the monitor was at the roadside, approximately 5m from the outer ring road. A masonry wall of approximately 2m high separates the two roads. 

	S2
	This location was in Mt Bellew Crescent, an access road in a housing estate also running parallel to the outer ring road. The location of the monitor was at the roadside, approximately 5m from the outer ring road. A masonry wall of approx 1.2m, with a metal railing set above it, separates the two roads.

	S3
	This location was in a back garden of a house in Hillcrest Drive, backing onto the N4. The length of the garden was approximately 14m, with a masonry wall at the end, separating the garden from the N4. The location of the monitor was near the back wall of the house.


Measurements were conducted over a course of a single survey period as follows:

11:00hrs and 16:00 hrs on 14/01/11

The weather during the survey period was variable cloud, some heavy showers and very blustery conditions. Temperatures were below 10°C.

Measurements were conducted at all locations on a cyclical basis. Sample periods were 15 minutes. The results were noted onto a Survey Record Sheet immediately following each sample, and were also saved to the instrument memory for later analysis where appropriate. 

Survey Results

The survey results are presented in terms of the following four parameters.

LAeq       is the A-weighted equivalent continuous steady sound level during the sample period and effectively represents an average value.

LA90       is the A-weighted sound level that is exceeded for 90% of the sample period; generally used to quantify background noise.

LA10       is the A-weighted sound level that is exceeded for 10% of the sample period; this parameter gives an indication of the upper limit of fluctuating noise such as that from road traffic.

Lden       is the day-evening-night composite noise indicator adopted by the EU for the purposed of assessing overall annoyance.

Noise Criteria for Specifying Mitigation Measures

a)      There are currently no Irish standards or limits governing the assessment of noise and/or vibration associated with either new or existing roads. 

b)      The Environmental Impact Statement for the Adamstown Roundabout to N4 Scheme published in November 2003 indicates that mitigation measures are required when all of the three categories are satisfied in a residential area:

·         the combined expected maximum traffic noise level, i.e. the relevant noise level, from the proposed road scheme, together with other traffic in the vicinity must not be less than 68dB LA10 (18 hour);

·         the relevant noise level is at least 1dB (A) more than the expected traffic noise level without the proposed scheme in place;

·          the contribution to the increase in the relevant noise level from the proposed road scheme must be at least 1dB (A).  

c)      The National Roads Authority Guidelines for the Treatment of Noise and Vibration in National Road Schemes Revision 1 dated 25th October 2004 states the following:

“When defining the initial design criteria, the Authority originally intended to reduce the existing working standard of 68dB L A10 (18hour) by 3dB to 65dB LA10 (18hour), including façade effect. Based on a UK conversion methodology, this was anticipated to represent 60dBLden free field. However, following completion of the validation studies for Irish road conditions, a 60dB Lden free field measurement translates to 60dB 

L​A10 (18hour) ­free field; when the façade effect is included, this equates to 62.5dB LA10 (18hour). This demonstrates that the original working standard was reduced by 5.5dB rather than the 3dB was initially intended by the Authority. Therefore, the 60dB Lden design criteria proved to be much more onerous than originally anticipated and significantly different from the criterion which it has been intended to introduce for Irish conditions. 

Despite this, the NRA Authority still considers it appropriate to maintain the 60dB Lden design goal…for the development of new national road schemes.”

Following on from this, the NRA document indicates that mitigation measures are only deemed necessary when the following three conditions are satisfied at designated sensitive receptors:

a)      the combined expected maximum traffic noise level, i.e. the relevant noise level, from the proposed road scheme together with other traffic in the vicinity is greater than the design goal;

b)      the relevant noise level is at least 1dB more than the expected traffic noise level without the proposed road scheme in place;

c)      the contribution to the increase in the relevant noise level from the proposed road scheme is at least 1dB.

The results for all three locations, along with the derived LA10 (18hour) and Lden values, are as follows:

Conclusion

The findings of the survey are submitted for your attention and interpretation. 

In arriving at an overall assessment of the 2 road schemes cognisance was given to all of following 

§         the EIA Design goals, 

§         the commencement dates of the projects, 

§         the date of the NRA document of 24/10/04 

§         The NRA commitment to stick with the lower level of 60dB Lden for all new roads even though it is going to be much more onerous for Irish road schemes.

From our interpretation and assessment of The National Roads Authority Guidelines for the Treatment of Noise and Vibration in National Road. Schemes Revision 1, condition (a) does not appear to have been satisfied as the original design goal of 68dB LA10 has not been exceeded.  I am basing this assessment on the fact that both these schemes based on the EIS schemes had pre-dated the publication of the NRA document.  

However, it would be wise not to overlook and rule out an alternative viewpoint that might interpret the wording of the NRA document differently.”

The first community centre is required under Phase 2 (1,001-1,800 dwellings). There are now 1155 dwellings occupied in Adamstown. 
Planning Permission (SDZ07A/0002) was granted to Castlethorn Construction in 2007 for the construction of a community centre, as part of a wider planning application that included a Post Primary School. The approved community centre includes a sports hall that will be made available for use by the Post Primary School and the public. 

Castlethorn Construction confirmed in March 2011 that they remain committed to the delivery of the Adamstown Community Centre. It remains the intention of Castlethorn Construction to proceed with the project as soon as the funding environment permits however there has been no development in terms of progress to date.

A commitment to construct a sports facility adjacent to Adamstown Community College was a condition attached to the sale of the land to the Department of Education. Castlethorn Construction has sought a meeting with County Dublin VEC to discuss the provision of a community centre. The VEC has indicated to SDCC that it is likely that this meeting will be held in the near future. The Adamstown Planning Team will remain in contact with both the developers and the VEC in relation to this matter.”

“The Clonburris LAP is the principal planning document for the Kishogue area. The LAP was adopted by Council on 7th April 2008. The LAP forms part of a masterplan for the entire Clonburris area and sits alongside the Clonburris Strategic Development Zone (SDZ) Planning Scheme. The LAP lands are defined as a number of neighbourhoods. The development proposal (Ref. Ref. SD09A/0149) is located within the Kishogue Cross Neighbourhood. The character of each neighbourhood is illustrated and described in Section F of the LAP. SDCC granted planning permission for 898 number residential units (64 number one bedroom apartment units; 388 number two bedroom apartment and duplex apartment units; 295 number three bedroom apartment and duplex apartment units; 61 number three bedroom houses; 90 number four bedroom houses). Permission was also granted for 6,259 square metres of commercial floor space; 2,516 square metres retail floor space; a 515 square metres community building; a 390 crèche facility and a 140 square metres management facility. 

Section C.4.3 of the LAP links the development of the plan area to the delivery of major strategic infrastructure under three development scenarios, as follows:

The total extent of residential development proposed falls below the number of units permissible under Scenario A and the in-built flexibility within the LAP allows such variation for individual proposals as the required criteria can be met in the neighbourhood as a whole. The development proposal complies with the Phasing Strategy set out in Part H7 of the LAP and also the requirement for community facilities as set out in Table D24 of the LAP.

An Bord Pleanala granted permission for the development but omitted Building A3 (62no. apartments) stating that a further application could be made at this location which should have regard to ABP’s concerns in relation to the height of the building A3 as was proposed at this location as part of this application. The decision also amalgamated 2no. apartments and omitted 2no. apartments, resulting in permission being granted for 833 residential units in total. 

Other relevant conditions attached to ABP’s decision include:

·         No dwelling can be occupied until the Kishoge Railway Station is open for use by the public.

·         A revised pedestrian route to include relocation of the playing pitches to be prepared.

·         Revised junction radius of Street 1/ Street 9 (Zone B)

·         Removal and/or relocation of surface car parking spaces within visibility splays”

“Claims on Bonds/Security have been lodged and are at different stages in the process for the developments as listed. The claims relate to relatively minor works which are not completed, the value of works does not currently exceed €75,000 in total;

Tullyhall (Hollioake portion) 

Larkfield 

Mount Bellew 

Griffeen Glen 

Rossberry (Hollioake portion) 

The process of claiming bonds/security is not set out in Planning legislation and varies depending on the terms of the bond - differing notice periods etc

Up to recently, SDCC has not ever had to rely on a bond to complete a development, although cash lodgements have been sequestered.

Where works have not been completed in a reasonable timeframe (bearing in mind that most permissions have a lifetime of five years) a claim may be triggered by a number of factors, such as immediate public health issues which may be addressed through works to public areas, imminent bond expiration, non-feasibility of enforcement, liquidation of company etc. 

The procedure has been that where there are works outstanding to areas of general public utility to be taken in charge, and the developer fails to carry them out, the Council sequesters the appropriate amount of cash security, takes the particular areas in charge, and uses those funds to complete the works. 

Invariably, in the past where outstanding works were secured by way of bond, the very threat of claiming on the bond motivated the developer to complete the works, presumably so as to maintain a good record for obtaining future bonds. However, this situation has changed with the collapse of the building industry, and attempts are now being made to make claims on bonds in some cases. This is a new environment, as claims did not have to be acted on in the past. It is notable that this Council has not received a new bond for any development in the last two years which is indicative not only of the lower level of development but also of the reluctance of any institutions to provide construction bonds.

Crucial to the claim process are extensive surveys of estates as the terms of some bonds require detailed costed claims and preclude multiple/subsequent claims. This involves the co-ordination of inspections/reporting by three or more Departments and is the most time consuming but essential part of the process. In the current environment, the Council meets reluctance from insurance companies to honour the bond and claims made by the Council are subsequently rigorously re-assessed by the quantity surveyors and other specialists representing the bond holding company, so the accuracy of these reports are crucial.

In some developments the task of identifying defects for which the bond could be used is made problematic in that some parts/services are privately managed and some are to be offered for taking in charge. These matters also need to be clarified as the Council can only carry out works to services which are to be taken in charge and in the case of private managed developments, as services in these developments are, and are to remain, in private ownership and control, the Council has no right to enter the lands and carry out the works and cannot therefore use the bond. 

It is now a possibility that legal proceedings to enforce the bond may be necessary in the case of some of the claims above, which as outlined before is a new departure in the experience of local authorities generally.”

“As a follow up to my previous motions and questions on the matter, with reference to the:-  Planning permission granted on 31st October 1989 by An Bord Pleanála under Register Reference 88A/666 and PL/6/5/78396 for the construction of 91 houses at Riversdale, Lucan Road, Palmerstown, Co. Dublin.

Which included at Condition No. 9 of the Grant of Planning Permission stated inter alia:

The walls at the rear of the proposed houses numbers 2 to 24 and along the western boundary of the site shall be retained at their existing heights and shall, prior to the construction of any of the houses hereby permitted, be repaired, made good and improved, where necessary, with walling that matches the said walls..

The above condition relates to several boundary walls of various dwellings constructed on the lands.

In 1999 the Council issued High Court proceedings under Section 27 of the Local Government (Planning & Development) Act 1976 against Caslan Developments in respect of the outstanding works to be carried out in order to bring the estate up to taking in charge standards.  The proceedings included the non-compliance with Condition No 9.

An adjournment of the case was sought by the developer and this was agreed to by the Council in order to allow negotiations to be carried out.  After several further adjournments, the case was adjourned generally with liberty to re-enter in February 2000.

A recent report on foot of one of my motions stated "having regard to the length of time that has elapsed in this matter, enforcement under Planning legislation is no longer possible". 

That the Manager please provide answers to the following three questions:

Why was the relevant planning condition not enforced as set out in the planning permission? 

On whose behalf, or why, did the Council bring legal proceedings? 

Why did the Council not pursue the matter through the Court, why was the case withdrawn and when withdrawn why was it not re-entered within the statutory period?”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The wall in question is private property and as such the maintenance and upkeep of the wall is the responsibility of each individual homeowner.

In answer to the three questions posed in the Motion, the following is the position;

NEW WORKS
UPDATE ON PUBLIC REALM PROJECTS
REPORT:
The Public Realm initiative was established as part of the Budget 2010 process.  It was agreed that this would track income and as such the final amount in 2010 was €300,000 with an additional €300,000 being allocated in the 2011 budget.  This fund was not to form part of the routine maintenance of an area but rather it would transform an area by eliminating the need to maintain it into the future e.g. that it would not be necessary to continually send in crews to remove dumping, graffiti, cut grass, etc.

In the first instance funding was available and work underway on the construction of a new boxing club in the Neilstown area and an immediate investment of €120,000 enabled the elimination of a site of significant anti-social behaviour at the rear of the building.  This action was agreed in 2010 and work has been completed.

In August 2010 a process was initiated with the Members to identify sites where this one-off spend would completely eradicate a problem. Each site was reviewed and in some cases the problem had been resolved, funding was available elsewhere to tackle it or in others it was a matter of routine maintenance and did not fulfill the criteria of the Public Realm Fund.  In particular this covered areas where littering was an on-going issue.

Each site was further reviewed and criteria developed which enabled ranking of the qualifying projects in order of importance.  The criteria used to prioritise the works were as follows.

Exact costing is being prepared.  The overall cost for the County is estimated at €200,000.  In addition it is proposed to advance the fibre networks throughout the County to support it.

It is a matter for dog owners to make their own arrangements to ensure that they comply with the requirements of the Act.”

“While commending Management and staff for their recent efforts, as a follow up to the offer made by Management in the Report to my Motion (Ref ID 24108) at the September meeting and following the subsequent report on CCTV at the Jan 2011 LCA, and as a follow up to the issues I raised in May and October 09 and Jan 10 and since, this Committee calls on the Manager to have movement sensitive lights and CCTV installed on Glenaulin Park where it bounds Culmore Road, Glenaulin Road and Glenaulin Green.  Residents, many of whom are Senior Citizens, living in these areas have to endure an unacceptable level of anxiety, spilling over at times into total fear and intimidation,  due to anti-social behaviour that results in constant worry, fear and disturbed sleep.  In addition, Park users including young children, are in constant danger from quads, broken glass and other fall-out from un-controlled vandalism. It is very much in keeping with the Councils policy of reducing the cost of yesterday that such a pilot scheme be introduced in a park such as Glenaulin that was developed during an era when the problems associated with such back-lands could not be anticipated.  This Council owes it to its citizens that we protect them today from the trauma resulting from the effects of yesterday's decisions and today's vandalism. The situation has now reached the stage where some residents are at breaking point and urgent strong action is called for.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“As previously reported to the Committee, the issue of CCTV in Glenaulin Park has been raised on a number of occasions in discussions with Palmerstown Community Council and local residents. Part of the park on the Dublin City Council side is covered by a camera system installed in the Dublin City Council area which is under the control of the Gardaí. The possibility of extending this system is being examined in conjunction with the Gardaí and Dublin City Council having regard to the availability of resources. 

Two access points to Glenaulin Park from the lane to the rear of Culmore Road were closed in 2010 as part of a programme of measures to deter anti-social behaviour in the area. The feasibility of providing lockable gates on the access points to Glenaulin Park from the lane to the rear of Glenaulin Road is ongoing and a report on this matter will be presented to the April Meeting of the Committee.
