The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was presented by Ms P. Poole, Deputy Manager and Director of Environmental Services, and was CONSIDERED:


“Public Realm Initiative

The Public Realm initiative was established as part of the Budget 2010 process.  It 
was agreed that this would track income and as such the final amount in 2010 was 
€300,000 with an additional €300,000 being supplied in the 2011 budget.  This fund 
was not to form part of the routine maintenance of an area but rather it would 
transform an area by eliminating the need to maintain it into the future e.g. that it 
would not be necessary to continually send in crews to remove dumping, graffiti, cut 
grass, etc.


In the first instance funding was available and work underway on the construction of 
a new boxing club in the Neilstown area and an immediate investment of €120,000 
enabled the elimination of a site of significant anti-social behaviour at the rear of the 
building.  This action was agreed in 2010 and work has been completed.


In August 2010 a process was initiated with the Members to identify sites where this 
one-off spend would completely eradicate a problem.  .  Each site was reviewed and 
in some cases the problem had been resolved, funding was available elsewhere to 
tackle it or in others it was a matter of routine maintenance and did not fill the 
criteria of the Public Realm Fund.  In particular this covered areas where littering was 
an on-going issue.


Each site was further reviewed and criteria developed which would rank the 
qualifying projects in order of importance.  The criteria used to prioritise the works 
were as follows. 


1.     Enhanced Security/Safety


2.      Reduce/Remove Anti-social Behaviour


3.      Reduce/Remove Littering 


4.      Enhanced Quality of Life


5.      Reduce/Remove Additional Maintenance


6.      Enhance Business address/Tourism

A further site at 
Whitechurch Green was identified and this is the subject of legal discussions at the 
moment.


It was suggested by the Members that the businesses in the Village area be brought 
together in order to form a BIDS application and move towards a higher standard of 
maintenance in the village.  This process will get underway shortly.


In addition the substantial issue of littering which was a common concern of all of the 
members is being addressed by a particular campaign of the Council in order to bring 
about a stronger ownership of the issue across the county.  Details of this campaign 
will be brought to the next Environment SPC under the auspices of the new Litter 
Management Plan.

A number of sites were identified where an on-going problem could be resolved if 
enforcement mechanisms could be applied.  Therefore the installation of CCTV was 
required.  An examination of the problem areas identified and the potential locations 
were fed into the process to install cameras and also to facilitate mobile cameras.  
There are now four sites included for the Clondalkin area. The monitoring will be 
provided as part of the proposed FAS internship programme and enforcement action 
taken as viable evidence becomes available.  Exact costing is being prepared.  The 
overall cost for the County is estimated at €200,000.  In addition it is proposed to 
advance the fibre networks throughout the County to support it.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:


“The Public Realm initiative was established as part of the Budget 2010 process.  It 
was agreed that this would track income and as such the final amount in 2010 was 
€300,000 with an additional €300,000 being allocated in the 2011 budget.  This fund 
was not to form part of the routine maintenance of an area but rather it would 
transform an area by eliminating the need to maintain it into the future e.g. that it 
would not be necessary to continually send in crews to remove dumping, graffiti, cut 
grass, etc.


In the first instance funding was available and work underway on the construction of 
a new boxing club in the Neilstown area and an immediate investment of €120,000 
enabled the elimination of a site of significant anti-social behaviour at the rear of the 
building.  This action was agreed in 2010 and work has been completed.


In August 2010 a process was initiated with the Members to identify sites where this 
one-off spend would completely eradicate a problem. Each site was reviewed and in 
some cases the problem had been resolved, funding was available elsewhere to 
tackle it or in others it was a matter of routine maintenance and did not fulfil the 
criteria of the Public Realm Fund.  In particular this covered areas where littering was 
an on-going issue.


Each site was further reviewed and criteria developed which enabled ranking of the 
qualifying projects in order of importance.  The criteria used to prioritise the works 
were as follows.

Establishing Review Criteria:

It was agreed that criteria would be established for undertaking a comprehensive 
review of the pilot initiative, and that this criteria would not be based exclusively on 
business items.   Accordingly Corporate Services officials consulted at length with the 
Area Chairs and Meeting Administration personnel, and individual meetings were held 
with both.

· Input of all members, incl new co-optees into formulating a formal 
submission on future operations 

· Request for alteration (of Standing orders) to vary the number of members' 
items to be submitted 

· Impact of variances in individual member’s submission of business items – 
some members very active, some not thereby impacting on level of business 
(Qs & Ms) on agenda 

· Perceived difficulty in dealing with issues straddling area boundaries for 
which members may have heretofore made routine representation 

· Difficulty / importance of maintaining quorums 

· Request for changing meeting venue for Lucan Meetings 


It is recognised  that there may well have been an element of “peculiarity” associated 
with operations of both Area Meeting in question in recent months as a direct 
consequence of the calling of General Election 2011 with focus on pre- election 
activity for contesting candidates and more recently the filling of a number of casual 
vacancies by new members.  


In light of the foregoing it might be considered prudent to allow the pilot to extend to 
June 2011 to allow full and active participation of all members thereby enabling a 
more balanced evaluation on a permanent outcome and this matter is now before the 
members for consideration and recommendation  End of Report to OP&F

PLAY POLICY & PLAYGROUND CONSTRUCTION POLICY

Councillor E. Higgins

To ask the Manager for an update on the review of the Play Policy, including the playground construction programme, throughout South Dublin County Council?

REPLY:

South Dublin County Council adpoted its first Play Policy on July 10th 2006. The 
Play Policy which was formulated by Sports, Recreation, Community and Parks 
Strategic Policy Committee recognises that it is a child's right to live happily and 
the primary way that this can be done is through play. 


The policy aims to:

· Promote the importance of Play for children 

· Recognise and actively support all children having the right to play (as stated 
in the 1998 United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child) 

· Enable all children in local communities across South Dublin access to good 
quality play opportunities. 

· Provide a framework by which play provision for children in the County can 
be developed and expanded. 


Specifically it is a Countywide Policy on the Development & Management of 
Playgrounds and Play Areas (2006) and is a Council strategic plan which outlines its 
commitments towards the support and


development of facilities. It outlines the future development of and management of 
playgrounds and play areas in South Dublin County. 

 
The Council adopted its Sports Strategy on 17th November 2010, and many of the 
objectives of the Play Policy are now covered in the Sports Strategy 


This is the first strategic plan for sport, recreation and physical activity for South 
Dublin County. It seeks to prioritize the direction of sport and recreational 
development in the county for the period 2010 – 2016 (in line with the timeframe for 
the new County Development Plan). The plan is a framework to guide South Dublin 
County Sports Partnership (SDCSP), South Dublin County Council’s Sports Office and 
the Strategic Policy Committee (SPC) of the County Council with responsibility for 
Sports, Recreation, Community and Parks. It is primarily concerned with the 
promotion and co-ordination of sport & recreational physical activity in South Dublin 
County. 


Core Issues:

•         Raising awareness of the importance of physical activity to the target groups


•         Channelling information on opportunities available


•         Reaching those most disadvantaged, socially & economically. Social 


disadvantage may include a language barrier, disability or poor access to 

transport.


•         Restricted Funding  


•         Supporting Volunteers – there is an increased level of volunteerism but they 

need coaching and assistance


•         Supporting Club Development through training, information, access to small 

grants, promotion etc.


•         Facilitating true partnership between all the players in this field


•         Maximising use of facilities. Lack of facilities not given as a reason for non 

participation. There are a lot of good facilities in the county and we need to 

ensure 
that they are used as efficiently as possible.


Strategic Goals:

•         Goal 1:  

            To build our networks and further facilitate working in partnership.


•         Goal 2: 

            To strengthen information provision and our knowledge base 


•         Goal 3: 

            To improve and maximise the use of our physical environment and built facilities

•         Goal 4: 


To reach communities, particularly those experiencing disadvantage, through the 
provision of programmes and innovative responses e.g. Link 2 B Active for

 Two of the playgrounds listed on the programme have been completed and are now 
in public use. 


The playground at  Sean Walsh Park, Tallaght was opened to the public in March 
2009 and the one at Rathfarnham Castle Park was opened in 2008.

 
The provision of new playgrounds at Griffeen Valley Park, Tymon Park, Corkagh Park 
are at various stages.

· A Part 8 proposal for the development of the Griffeen Valley Park (Grange 
Lands) was advertised and adopted in June 2006. This proposal included for 
the provision of a playground as part of the development of the park.  

· Design work on playgrounds at Corkagh Park and Rathcoole Park is subject 
to identification of suitable sites.  

· A pre Part 8 proposal for the replacement playground at Tymon Park (on the 
Tymon North side of the park) was presented to the Tallaght Area Committee 
(2) on 22nd November 2010 and was NOTED by the Members. This was 
recently advertised for public consultation and the closing date for the receipt 
of submissions is the 6th May 2011.


All of these projects are subject to the identification of finance as part of the Capital 
Programme. 


Playgrounds have been provided under successive RAPID Playground Programmes at 
Quarryvale, Collinstown Park, Killinarden, Fettercairn, Jobstown, Brookfield, and 
Kiltalown. Unfortunately, the playground at Collinstown Park was subject to 
continuous  vandalism and had to be removed.   


A new playground was also provided with the new swimming pool in Clondalkin in 
2008.  


 It should also be noted that a number of playgrounds have also been provided in the 
county by private developers e.g. at Adamstown, Balgaddy and Ballycullen.

ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR

Councillor E. Higgins

To ask the Manager to outline effective proposals for tackling anti-social behaviour in public spaces, in particular in Parks throughout South Dublin?
REPLY:

Anti-social behaviour is an unfortunate aspect of our modern society. The 
consequences of it impact particularly heavily on our parks and open spaces and 
while it is more evident in those parks and open spaces that do not have a daily staff 
presence, the majority of anti-social behaviour takes place during the hours of 
darkness after the parks have closed and our staff have finished work for the day. 


The following proposals/measures are in place to combat anti-social behaviour.


Physical measures - have been taken to tackle anti social activity in parks include 
the provision of boundary walls and railings, installation of vehicle control barriers 
and kissing gates and routine patrolling by the Park Rangers.  


Furthermore the provision of CCTV systems has the effect of deterring anti-social 
behaviour and activities, principally by displacing the anti-social activity to a location 
in the vicinity which is not covered by cameras. In residential areas, where the 
location of a camera system becomes well known, levels of anti-social behaviour fall 
as the area is avoided. 

Under the ‘Reclaiming Our Parks’ Initiative a sub-group comprising Council 
Members & officials, representatives of Senior Gardai and South Dublin Community 
Platform was established: “to deter crime and anti- social behaviour in our parks.” 
With particular emphasis on the following themes:


Policing our Parks looking at how we better enhance the monitoring and policing 
of our parks and the enforcement of our laws and parks bye-laws;


Managing our Parks: looking at how we can better reduce opportunities for anti-
social behaviour in parks and how best to respond to the affects of anti-social 
behaviour by the small minority so as not to take from the experience of our parks 
for the majority;


Activating our Park: looking at how we can better increase positive usage of our 
parks.


BYE LAWS (currently under review)

As a result of the substantial social, cultural and policy changes which have taken 
place since the current Bye-laws came into force in 1996, the Council’s Parks 
Department is undertaking a complete review of the Bye-laws to ensure that they are 
up to date and reflective of the issues that now face the Management and users of 
the Council’s parks, open spaces and recreational playing grounds.


The Garda Síochaná continues to actively enforce the provisions of Bye-laws 
prohibiting the Consumption of Intoxicating Liquor in Public Places within the County 
of South Dublin on behalf of the Council.

Under the Public Realm Programme initiatives are planned for locations/areas to 
alleviate black spots and areas subject to anti social activity. 


The Council’s Cleansing, Roads Parks Housing and Community Departments actively 
encourage communities to engage in Tidy Districts, Bulbs Not Bonfires, Designated 
Bonfire Control Sites, Social Credits Scheme, Community Clean-ups, graffiti removal 
and other activities that enhance the appearance and contribute to better living 
conditions.

WASTE SERVICE


Councillor C. King

To ask the Manager to provide a detailed report on the sell off of this Council's Waste Service to a private operator, stating (A) why it was deemed necessary by the Management, (B) how many customers had the Council in March 2011 in comparison to March 2010 & 2009, (C) what was the expenditure and income related to the service in those three years, (D) how much was the service sold for and (E) what will happen to waiver recipients and potential applicants after the stated twelve months grace has expired?

REPLY:

The Waste Service in South Dublin provided for a three bin system - green, brown 
and black.  Each of these had a fortnightly collection provided.  Tbe green bin 
collection was provided by Greyhound Recycling and Recovery following a tendering 
process by the 4 Dublin Local Authorities.  The brown bin was introduced in July 2010 
and was required in order that South Dublin could comply with the EU Landfill 
Directive.  The Council would have had no means of disposing of waste unless it was 
in a position to divert brown waste from the black bin and would have had to 
discontinue its collection service at that point.  The effect of this then was that the 
Council moved to fortnightly collections of brown and redisidual waste.

Since 2008 the private sector has been operating waste services in the county.  South 
Dublin maintained its position of a "pay as you go" system, initially through a tag 
system and later through the electronic credit system.  The Council service was one 
of the most competitive in the market place and until 2010 the Council, more or less, 
retained that position.  However, a significant decline in customer numbers coupled 
with a reduction in presentation rates and a decline in income against a backdrop of 
increasing charges for disposal, treatment and haulage of waste necessitated a 
review of the Council's overall position as continuing to collect waste in that 
environment was creating an untenable situation.


The nature of the payment system in South Dublin means that customers only pay 
when they present.  Therefore when a customer leaves the service the Council will 
only be aware of it when (a) the customer notifies the Council or (b) when a 
customer fails to present over a long period and when this is at variance with their 
previous pattern.  However, from July to September 2010 75,000 customers took 
delivery of brown bins.  Since that time there has been 4,268 cancellations of 
service.  Presentation patterns also altered - particularly with the brown bin 
introduction as below

The Council agreed as part of the bidding process that it was a requirement that the 
waiver would remain in place for a 12 month period.  Existing waiver customers will 
therefore receive the same benefit for that period.  The Programme for Government 
also sets out proposals for the introduction of a national Public Service Obligation 
which would provide for a fee waiver scheme for low income households.  It is 
premature therefore to address the issue of the waiver schemes in advance of that 
proposal.


In relation to the consideration for the sale of the service the detailed financial terms 
of the sale are legally confidential however the price paid by Greyhound was the 
highest of the bids received and is comparable with other successful disposals of 
large waste collection businesses by our colleagues in other local authorities.  The 
final sum - including savings - will be available when all contractual obligations are 
resolved and when the customer numbers are verified.  Any change to the Council's 
budget will be brought before the Members.  It should also  be noted that the Council 
will not now be in receipt of approximately €4.8m income for the domestic refuse 
service in 2010 however this is balanced against the significant savings yet to be 
made.

Bus Atha Cliath are the Statutory Authority who have responsibility in this area.  Bus 
routes and the location of stops and termini is a matter for the Garda Commissioner 
in consultation with the Bus provider under section 85 of the 1961 Road Traffic Act.  
Bus Atha Cliath may request a private company or the Council to carry out the 
necessary works or carry out the works themselves on the public road provided the 
actual construction works are notified via Roadmap which is the Council's permitting 
procedure for controlling roadwork’s on public roads.  The Roadmap 
requirements must also be complied with by other statutory bodies such as ESB and 
Telecoms etc prior to commencement of works and public roads.

CHILDRENS HOSPITAL PROPOSAL

REPLY:


No formal pre-planning consultation has taken place in respect of proposals to locate 
a Children's Hospital in South Dublin County.  A proposal by a single landowner for a 
Children's Hospital on a site in SDCC was made in respect of the joint HSE/Dept. of 
Health and Children evaluation of potential locations for a National Children's Hospital 
in early 2006, and the same proposal was also later submitted to the Planning 
Authority in the context of the N7 Framework preparation process.  The site in 
question remains zoned GB - Green Belt in the current 2010 County Development 
Plan, with Hospital use 'open for consideration'.  Development Plan variation or 
material contravention procedures are therefore unlikely to be required should any 
further proposal of a similar nature be made.

The standardisation of pay cycles to fortnightly has recently 
been agreed Nationally and will be progressed locally shortly.  Local actions are 
progressing on schedule with regular Union/Management meetings scheduled to 
discuss change proposals. At this stage actions have been agreed under the headings 
of restructuring, procurement, e-government and Productivity and Performance. The 
establishment of a multi-functional frontline Operations Unit arising from the sale of 
the bin service is a significant change action that will result in cost savings and 
improved service co-ordination to the public.

These placements are for a 9 month period during which participants gain marketable 
skills and experience.

Of the 12 currently underway, there are both stage 5 apprentices who require a 26 
week placement and stage 7 apprentices requiring just 12 weeks. Stage 7 is the final 
stage of qualification.

COUNCIL’S PARKS DEPOTS

Councillor E. Tuffy


To ask the Manager if he will provide a report on the existing position in regard to the Council's Parks Deports, including the location of each Depot, the area of the site and buildings at each Depot, the activities taking place in each Depot, the number of staff based at each Depot, and information on other facilities, such as sports facilities, dressing rooms etc., included within a Depot site?

REPLY:

There is in excess of 4,000 acres of public open space throughout the County and the areas range in size from in excess of 300 acres to small residential open spaces.  The open spaces fall in to 3 main categories i.e. Regional Park, Neighbourhood Parks and Residential Open Spaces and these are maintained and supported by a network of Depots strategically placed to achieve maximum efficiency having regard to location, scale, travel time, activities and amenities.

The core activities of the Parks Department revolve around routine work and seasonal programmes and these are outlined as follows:

•
Grass Cutting at various frequencies occur across the wide spectrum of open space held and priority is given to the cutting of the 150 football pitches on a rota basis to ensure that they remain playable through the playing season (March to October).

•
The Arb Programme, which operates from October to March involves Tree planting/removal, pruning, hedge cutting, flowerbed renewal and maintenance and the planting of bulbs.

•
An extensive network of footpaths, nature walks, cycle tracks and Sli na Sláinte routes are maintained throughout the year. 

•
Routine maintenance and improvement works are carried out on an ongoing basis on barriers, gates, fencing, lakes and water courses.

•
Roadside verges and roundabouts are addressed, where possible, within the resources available and in recent years substantial costs are now being incurred on Health & Safety issues associated with this work.

•
A Park Ranger service is operated throughout the year primarily concentrating on the Council’s Regional Parks.

•
Horse round ups, removal of abandoned vehicles, maintenance and upkeep of Allotments are among other duties performed by the Parks Staff.

•
Unfortunately in recent years there is an ever increasing cost incurred on clean ups, the removal of litter, removal of bonfire material and post bonfire clean ups which result in the necessity to hire skips for each Depot to store these materials prior to their disposal.  In this instance disposal costs are also considerable.

HOUSING APPLICANTS

Councillor E. Tuffy


To ask the Manager for an updated report on the total number of applicants, including transfer applicants, for housing under the Applicant Sourced Housing initiative, since the Council began to implement the initiative, and the number of applicants who have to date been allocated homes under the initiative?

REPLY:

Following approval from the DOEHLG to run this pilot scheme South Dublin County 
Council contacted 300 Housing Applicants in total providing information of the 
Applicant Sourced Homes scheme.  This was done in three tranches to those 
requiring three bedroom accommodation 1st tranche to 50 applicants, 2nd to 100 
and 3rd to 150.  The ASH scheme is only available to those on the Housing List.  To 
date 14 applicants have been allocated new homes.


These first contacts have indicated that the pilot is likely to be a success and 
consequently we have made a number of changes to the existing systems in house 
to enable this and the Choice Based letting system to progress faster and more 
efficiently.  Firstly a new computer system to process the offers and replies being 
received has been designed and is expected to be fully operational in the coming 
weeks.  Also a new working arrangement whereby the Procurement section of 
housing makes direct contact with the applicants has now been put in place and it is 
expected that additional tranches of offers will be made in the coming weeks.  It is 
also intended to contact applicants on the 2 and 4 bed lists.

AMENDMENTS TO CONTROL OF PARKING BYELAWS
The following report, which had been circulated, was presented by the Manager and was CONSIDERED:


“Following the introduction of the South Dublin County Council (Control of Parking) 
Bye Laws 2010 and at the request of the Members of the Council, a review of the 
first six months operation of the revised  Bye Laws has been carried out. 


Among the principal changes made by the adoption of the the South Dublin County 
Council (Control of Parking) Bye Laws 2010 was the introduction of controlled parking 
into the commercial centres of Tallaght and Templeogue and surrounding areas. Also, 
in response to demands from the business and residential comminities in certain 
areas, paid parking was introduced on a Monday to Saturday basis. All the 
changes have been monitored and their operation has been analysed to ensure that 
the most tailored system  for each area in terms of managed parking could be 
achieved. Following further consultation it is proposed to make a number of minor 
modifications to the parking arrangements as set out below:


Rathfarnham:

In Rathfarnham Village paid parking was introduced as requested on a Monday to 
Saturday basis and now includes the areas of Owendoher Crescent, The Lakeland’s 
and The Woodlands.


Following consultation with traders regarding the introduction of Saturday paid 
parking and in order to free up valuable parking spaces in the village area and to 
improve usage of the Village Court parking area, it is proposed to introduce free 
parking on Saturdays in the Village Court car park. This proposal will have a number 
of beneficial effects and will assist businesses in the promotion of the village on 
Saturdays for the benefit of the overall business community in the village. Additional 
traffic measures are also being provided which will assist traffic flows in the 
village and these arrangements will be put in place (signs to the car park, for one 
way traffic flow, loading areas and some traffic assistance during village fairs) at the 
earliest opportunity. 


In Owendoher Crescent, and following extensive consultation with residents, The 
Members of the Rathfarnham Area Committee have recommended that the pay and 
display parking controls should remain without a limit on the number of permits 
issued to residents in regard to specific needs of that road. Permits will also be 
charged at first permit lower rate. The benefit to residents of the general removal of 
unwanted parking is thus maintained.


Templeogue:

Pay and display parking was introduced in Templeogue, it operates on a Monday to 
Saturday basis. The area also includes Fortfield Park shopping area.


In order maximise use it is proposed to reduce the tariff in the Riverside Cottages car 
park to tariff ‘B’


Tallaght: 

Pay and display parking was introduced in Tallaght, it operates on a Monday to 
Saturday basis. The area also includes Westpark and the Oldbawn car park.


The introduction of controlled parking in the residential area of Westpark has been 
well received since been made operational. Residents are delighted that the 
unwanted parking in their estate is now being controlled.


The areas of Old Greenhills Road and Oldbawn Car Park are under utilised and it is 
proposed to reduce the tariff to tariff ‘B’ on Old Greenhills Road and to propose in the 
interests of the business community to introduce free parking on Saturday for Old 
also to be provided to assist with commercial requirements. In the immediate past a 
request has been received from residents on the roads surrounding Oldbawn Road 
Car Park that consideration  be given to the introduction of parking control measures 
in these areas. It is proposed to carry out a study of the locations and to make 
further recommendations to the Members as part of the next Review of the Bye 
Laws. 


Cashless Parking Service:

The Council is at present in discussions with its sister authorities in Dublin Region, on 
the introduction of a cashless pay parking system. It will be based on the mobile 
phone payment ‘Parking Tag’ system which has been successfully piloted and 
introduced in Dublin City centre. The new system will be interoperable across each 
local authority in the region and should be of considerable benefit to those who 
conduct business throughout the region.. In order to introduce this cashless payment 
system it will be necessary to make a number of changes and modifications to the 
Control of Parking Bye Laws. These changes will require that Draft Bye Laws be 
prepared and presented to the Members later this year and a full consultative process 
undertaken prior to their adoption. This process will also offer a further opportunity 
to Members to raise any further concerns which may have arisen since the last 
review.


Accordingly it is necessary for the Members of the Council to approve of the changes 
proposed in the foregoing report and the following motion will be required:

DEED OF CHARGE FOR TYMON ATHLETIC SPORTS CLUBS (TASC) PAVILION TYMON
The following report, which had been circulated, was presented by the Manager and was CONSIDERED:


“The Council has been successful in obtaining approval to Sports Capital Grants from 
the Department of Transport, Tourism & Sport, in the sum of €700,000 for the 
purpose of constructing changing room facilities on Council land within Tymon Park.  
A number of clubs have come together to form a group known as TASC (Tymon 
Athletic Sports Clubs) for the purpose of participating and availing in events at the 
facility. 


A condition of the payment of the grant monies requires the Council as owner of the 
land to enter into a Grant Agreement and a Deed of Covenant and Charge with the 
Minister for Transport, Tourism & Sport to continue to use the facility for 
community/sporting purposes for a specified period of up to fifteen years and in the 
event of it failing to do so, to repay all or part of the grant on a reducing scale.  This 
Deed of Covenant and Charge is to be registered as a burden against the Council’s 
title to enable the draw down of grant monies in the sum of €700,000 (Seven 
Hundred Thousand Euro).  The Council holds registered title to the land under Folio 
no. DN36250F and the location for the Deed of Covenant and Charge is indicated on 
Drawing No. PLS 1372-10.  This includes the adjacent car park area which is 
necessary to service the car parking requirements for the changing room facility.


In accordance with Section 66 of the Local Government Act, 2001 the 
Council may approve the granting of any ‘financial assistance whether by 
grants, loans, guarantees or other financial aid, lands or other structures 
etc’ for matters of this nature, such approval to be by way of resolution of 
the Council. The above definition would include accepting a charge against 
Council property in respect of funds provided by other parties for facilities 
constructed thereon.

Accordingly it is recommended that the Council adopt the following resolution:


“That subject to the provisions of Section 66 of the Local Government Act, 2001,  the 
Council enter into a  Deed of Covenant and Charge with the Minister for Transport, 
Tourism & Sport, which is for the absolute sole purpose of securing the approved 
state grant funding of €700,000, to construct a changing room facility at Tymon Park 
as shown on attached indicative Drawing PLS 1372-10, for community/sporting 
purposes for a specified period of up to fifteen years and in the event of it failing to 
do so, to repay all or part of the grant monies on a reducing scale. This Deed of 
Covenant and Charge is to be registered as a burden against the Council’s title.”
Councillor Looney thanked Management and staff for their contributions in moving this project along.  He queried what / if any changes would be made to the original tender process and the timeline for completion of the project.

Mr J. Walsh, Director of Development, Parks and Roads stated that as it was nearly two years since the original tenders were received and that it was likely to go back to a new tender process due to this timeline and additional values which could be achieved at this time.

DRAFT REVIEW OF BYE-LAWS FOR THE CONTROL AND REGULATION OF THE USE OF PARKS, OPEN SPACES AND RECREATIONAL PLAYING GROUNDS OWNED, CONTROLLED BY, OR IN THE CHARGE OF SOUTH DUBLIN COUNTY COUNCIL
The following report, which had been circulated, was presented by the Manager and was CONSIDERED:


“The power to make a Bye Law which is a reserved function is determined under 
Section 199 of the Local Government Act 2001.


The procedures for making a Bye Law are specified under Section 200 of the Local 
Government Act 2001. "Not less than 2 months before a Local Authority makes a Bye 
Law, the Local Authority shall publish a notice in one or more newspapers circulating 
in the area to which the proposal relates". (a) Indicating that it is proposed to make a 
Bye Law and stating its general purpose and where appropriate, that provision is to 
be made for the imposition of fixed payments. 


As a result of the substantial social, cultural and policy changes which have taken 
place since the current Bye-laws came into force in 1996, the Council’s Parks 
Department is undertaking a complete review of the Bye-laws to ensure that they are 
up to date and reflective of the issues that now face the Management and users of 
the Council’s parks, open spaces and recreational playing grounds.” 


Draft Parks Bye-laws (link to)
Mr J. Walsh, Director of Development, Parks and Roads informed Members that this was a pre-public consultation draft document which would be circulated to the members in the coming week and that any changes or submissions should be notified to him within two weeks for input prior to publication.   He advised of a two months public consultation process and it is anticipated that the final Bye-Laws can be formally adopted in July.  If Members were unhappy with the current draft document it would be necessary to bring a new draft to the May meeting.

Councillors E. Walsh, W. Lavelle, J. Hannon, M. Corr and J. Lahart all welcomed the proposed new Bye-Laws but the general feeling among Members was that the problem lay with enforcement and this needed to be a key issue in discussions with An Garda Siochana.  Other problems such as non-payment of fixed penalties and the knock on effects of public disorder and littering also must be tackled in tandem with the Bye-Laws.  Councillor Corr felt that the community as a whole also had a role to play by reporting incidents to the Gardai.
Mr Walsh responded to the Members and stated that the new Bye-Laws had been strengthened considerably and the wording, issue of enforcement, specific references to use of mopeds etc., had formed part of the Council’s discussions with the Gardai.

“At the County Council meeting of 14th January 2008 the granting of a loan in the 
amount of €15,714,055.00 under the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme and 
€19,174,765.00 under the Capital Assistance Scheme and a grant of €1,425,000.00 
under the Communal Facilities Grant Scheme to Respond! Housing Association for a 
development of 190 social housing units at Cookstown Way, Springfield, Tallaght in 
accordance with the requirements of Section 6 of the Housing (Miscellaneous 
Provisions) Act, 1992 was approved.


At the County Council meeting of 14th September 2009 the granting of a revised loan 
in the amount of €16,278,408.00 under the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme and 
€20,268,512.00 under the Capital Assistance Scheme to Respond! Housing 
Association for a development of 190 social housing units at Cookstown Way, 
Springfield, Tallaght in accordance with the requirements of Section 6 of the Housing 
(Miscellaneous Provisions) Act, 1992 was approved.  The grant under the Communal 
Facilities Grant Scheme remains the same.


Further revised applications have been received from Respond Housing Association as 
follows:


Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme               €17,052,225.00


Capital Assistance Scheme                          €22,681,202.00


The increased amounts sought under the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme and the 
Capital Assistance Scheme are in respect of increased construction costs.  The 
application in respect of a grant of €1,425,000.00 under the Communal Facilities 
Grant Scheme is unchanged bringing the total funding requirement to 
€41,158,427.00.


The increased funding has been approved by the Department of the Environment, 
Heritage and Local Government by letters dated 24th February 2011 Capital Loan and 
Subsidy Scheme, and letter dated 25th March 2011 Capital Assistance Scheme.


Under Section 6 of the Housing (Miscellaneous Provsions) Act, 1992 the granting of 
assistance under the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme and the Capital Assistance 
Scheme is a reserved function of the Council.


The accommodation will provide a mix of general needs housing, housing for 
applicants with intellectual difficulties and housing for the elderly.  The 
accommodation consists of 15 No. 3 bedroom apartments, 48 no. 2 bed apartments, 
106 no. 1 bedroom apartments, Group house of 12 no. units, short term housing 
facility of 9 no. units.


Planning Permission in respect of the development was granted by An Bord Pleanala 
on 13th December 2004 (Reg. Ref SD03A0804 refers).


The construction of the Scheme is currently underway with the anticipated 
completion date of May 2011.

REPORT:

“The Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 2009, Section 22, requires Housing 
Authorities to make a new Allocation Scheme to determine the allocation of dwellings 
to households assessed as being qualified for social housing support.  Consequent on 
the commencement of Section 22  on 14th June 2010, each housing authority is 
required to make an allocation scheme by 13th June 2011 and the indications from 
the Department are that use the existing Scheme incorporating the changes 
introduced in respect of assessment of social housing need.  South Dublin County 
Council are currently drafting an Allocation Scheme for examination by the Housing 
and Social SPC.  


The Social Housing Assessment Regulations 2011 came into effect on 1st April 2011.  
Housing Allocations Section are currently preparing the prescribed application form 
and updating staff in this regard.  


With regard to persons who have had their homes repossessed by mortgage 
companies, the Council has recognised this issue and permitted those to apply for 
housing on certain grounds i.e. tenancies cannot be awarded until confirmation of 
sale of dwelling and relevant financial documentation received, such applicants are 
still listed as owners of these dwellings on Land Registry. While on the housing list 
such applicants may avail of supplementary rent allowance at the discretion of the 
local Community Welfare Officer.”

DUBLIN BUS NETWORK DIRECT PROJECT




It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor C. Bond:
“That this Council calls on Bus Átha Cliath to ensure that the views and concerns of the communities within South Dublin County are taken on board in a real way further to the consultation process engaged in as part of the Network review process and furthermore to ensure that no residents of the county will be without an easily accessible bus service as a result of the review process.”


REPORT:

“Phase 2 of the Network Direct Project being implemented by Dublin Bus involves 
changes to the bus services for Tallaght, Walkinstown and areas of the centre city 
served by the routes from these areas. A public consultation process is underway on 
the proposals and a series of public meetings have been arranged to discuss the 
proposed changes. These meetings are being held in Killinarden Community Centre, 
Fettercairn Community Centre and The Square Shopping Centre. Dublin Bus has 
indicated that they propose to introduce the changes to the network on a phased 
basis later this year with the overall aim of providing a more direct, higher frequency, 
and punctual bus service with improved cross city connection.


If the motion is passed, the terms of the motion will be conveyed to Dublin Bus.”
Councillor Corr requested that the Members debate the Motion and seek a possible meeting with Bus Atha Cliath in the near future to discuss the review. The Mayor then informed the meeting that as she was unwell she requested that the Deputy Mayor, Councillor C. King take the Chair.  This was AGREED.
A lengthy debate followed with contributions from Councillors P. Cosgrave, M. Duff, C. King, W. Lavelle, D. Looney, T. Gilligan, P. Kearns, C. Bond, T. Delaney, E. Tuffy, C. Jones, G. Kenny, C. Keane, M. Devine, T. Ridge, E. Higgins and G. O’Connell.
The main points raised during the debate were as follows:

· Need for meeting of Bus Atha Cliath personnel with Council

· The need to involve the Minister for Transport and the National Transport Authority who have an input into the matter as a whole

· Dublin Bus’s inability to consult in any real way with residents

· The disimprovement of the bus service within the County in general

· Residents who were using public transport now resorting back to private cars due to lack of confidence in the service

· The need for another operator to provide competition in the market

· The lost services resulting in dividing communities and shutting down access to neighboring areas

· Need for Council to engage and use whatever leverage available when giving permissions to Dublin Bus for bus stops etc.

· Privitisation of services due to lack of resources

· Need for ticket integrating with Dublin Bus and Luas


At the conclusion of the debate the following amended Motion was proposed by Councillor C. King, seconded by M. Duff :
“That this Council calls on Bus Átha Cliath and the National Transport Authority to meet with South Dublin County Council to ensure that the views and concerns of the communities within South Dublin County are taken on board in a real way further to the consultation process engaged in as part of the Network review process and furthermore to ensure that no residents of the county will be without an easily accessible bus service as a result of the review process.

“In November 2010 Planning Permission was granted under Reg. Ref. SD10A/0283 for construction of a 4.5 megawatt geothermal electricity generation plant. The permission is subject to 34 conditions)  The development incorporates the following: 
·        Drilling of two wells (production and injection) to a depth of 4,000 metres for extraction and re-injection of hot thermal fluids; the two wells will be used permanently during operational phase of the project


·        A detached warehouse type to house modular geothermal power system, 675 
sq m floor area and 9.54 metres in height, including approximately 41 sq m office 
space and a  well head enclosure building, 110 sq m floor area and 3.51m in height


·        Water attenuation tank, entrance, boundary fencing and site development 
works


The permission also includes temporary construction works to be carried out over a 
period of approximately 12 months include:


·        A 42 metre high drilling rig mounted on a working pad


·        A drilling mud circulation system, 8 metres in height including an attenuation 
pond and drill cuttings storage pond, covered with pond netting.


The Geothermal Energy Bill is now in draft form, its major features include:


·        Definition of Geothermal Energy 


·        Giving effect to state ownership of geothermal energy


·        Providing for licences for exploration  and production of geothermal resources 
similar to that for minerals


·        Provides for a register of geothermal development


The Council has also begun the process of preparing a Sustainable Energy Action 
Plan for the County (SEAP) as required by the South Dublin County Development Plan 
2010-2016. The purpose of the SEAP is to show how the Council can achieve its CO2 
reduction target by 2020. It is required to include actions concerning both the public 
and private sector operating within the geographical area of the plan. The potential 
for the development of geothermal energy in the county will be considered in 
scenario testing as a renewable energy action.


It is noted that the Government for National Recovery 2011-2016 document states : 
"We will legislate to support the geothermal energy sector" 


No Commencement Notice has been received for the development to date.”

“That this council requests the Manager to present a detailed report for discussion on all matters, including subsequent planning processes, pertaining to the land-swap agreement approved by councillors in November 2006 in which this council disposed of 41.5 acres of land at Balgaddy/Kishogue to Shelbourne Developments in return for 42.56 acres of land at Cooldrinagh; and in particular to advise if this land-swap has ever been subject to an external value-for-money audit or review”


REPORT:
“The Council at its meeting on the 13th November 2006 noted a proposal to dispose of 41.50 acres approx. of land at Balgaddy,  Clondalkin to Shelbourne Development Ltd in exchange for 42.56 acres approx. at Cooldrinagh, Leixlip subject to certain terms and conditions, Minute No. C/0619/06 refers.  

Subsequent to the authorisation of the disposal to Shelbourne Development Ltd a Local Area Plan for Clonburris (which the disposal site forms part of) was published for comment by the Council in August 2007 and formally adopted by the Council on the 7th April 2008.  Following the publication of the Local Area Plan in August 2007, Shelbourne Development Ltd were approached by the Minister for Education and Science who had an urgent need to provide a school in the area to meet the needs of the local community.

The Council consented to the negotiations between Shelbourne Development Ltd and the Minister for Education and Science as the site formed part of the development lands, as identified in the above exchange on the basis that the negotiations did not interfere or alter the substantive terms agreed between the Council and Shelbourne Development Ltd.  

Terms were agreed between Shelbourne Development Ltd, South Dublin County Council and the Minister for Education and Science and permission was given to the Minister, in view of the urgency to provide a school, to enter onto the site and commence construction.  The school opened in September 2008 on foot of terms of a license agreement granted by South Dublin County Council.

In order to facilitate the registration of title, the Minister for Education and Science subsequently requested that the Council formally dispose of the school site directly to the Minister for Education and Science.

The Council, at its meeting held on 14th September 2009, approved the disposal of the site directly to the Minister for Education and Science with the agreement of Shelbourne Development Ltd subject to terms and conditions, Minute No. H7i/0909 refers.


The terms and conditions relating to the above transactions were negotiated by the 
Chief Valuer and recommended by the Chief Valuer for the consideration and 
approval of the Council.


South Dublin County Council granted permission to Shelbourne Developments in 
respect of SD 09A/0149 on 5th February 2010. On 24th February 2011 An Bord 
Pleanala upheld the decision and granted planning permission for 833 residential 
units at Kishogue.


The application was for 898 units and one block of 65 units and 3 other units were 
omitted by condition by the Board.  The block is on the south eastern corner of the 
lands beside the ORR and the permission states that a separate application may be 
made for a replacement building at this location. One of the conditions states that the 
Rail station must be operational prior to the first occupation of any dwelling.”
Councillor Lavelle queried the existing title to this land and if the Council has received any monies.  He also sought clarity on where the Council now stood in relation to Shelbourne Developments, should they (Shelbourne) decide not to proceed with the development.

Mr. J. Walsh, Director of Development, Parks and Roads, outlined the history of the site and the initial disposal back in November 2006.  He went on to highlight points in the report pertaining to Shelbourne Developments and a disposal of land to the Department of Education which was approved by the Council at its September meeting in 2009.   Mr. Walsh advised that more recently (February 2010) the Council granted permission (subject to conditions)  to Shelbourne Developments, the decision was appealed and that An Bord Pleanala granted permission in February 2011.  Shelbourne Developments have now requested time to consider the planning permission granted to them in February 2011, and that the Council has sought legal advice which is being closely followed.

Councillor Lavelle expressed his concern at the scale of the development for which planning permission has been granted based on the Local Area Plan (LAP) which was made at a “different time”.  He suggested that Members be given an opportunity to review the LAP if the development does not proceed. 

The report was NOTED.

ADVERSE WEATHER CONDITIONS



It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart, seconded by Councillor C King:
“That the Council consider some positive and proactive steps which can be taken in association with Residents Associations and Community Organisations in order to address some of challenges that adverse weather conditions causes to residents of estates, particularly in high lying areas.”


REPORT:

“The benefits gained from the implementation of the SDCC Winter Maintenance Plan 
agreed with the Elected Representatives before the commencement of the season in 
October 2010 were significant.  Feedback from stakeholders has indicated that the 
service delivered by the Council was generally appreciated and well received.  This 
included an early warning system to ensure that our response to Dublin Bus was 
prioritised and that additional salting of major bus routes in our County was 
completed in a timely fashion.


The Council’s Traffic Management Centre provided a vital “eyes on the street” 
function which enabled it to perform the function of a control centre from which 
operations could be managed.  In particular it was possible to closely monitor on an 
ongoing basis those locations in the County which require a tailored response.  The 
Council’s communications system enabled a timely and almost immediate response to 
be delivered.  The co-ordination of the intra agency and inter agency responses was 
also possible from this centre. In addition, the expansion of the use of social media 
was successfully trialled and implemented. The public and business community were 
kept advised of the ongoing situation using the Council’s Website, Customer Care 
Team, Twitter, Facebook, E-Mail, SMS text and regular press releases.


Nonetheless the scale, nature and characteristics of the weather events under report 
severely challenged the response ability of the Council given its existing 
resources. Perceptions did develop however among the general public which 
generated unsustainable demands to clear internal estate roads and associated 
footpaths. 


While the Council has mobilised all available outdoor staff to the clearing of footpaths 
it is important to appreciate that, exclusive of the scheduled routes above, there is a 
local road and estate road network of 500 kms and a footpath and cycle track 
network of over 1,000 kms in the County which cannot be addressed in any 
meaningful way by resources at our disposal during a Severe Weather Event as 
experienced last winter. Council staff will continue to deploy any additional available 
resources in the vicinity of hospitals, towns and villages.  In addition, we 
acknowledge the work done by Businesses and Residents in clearing footpaths 
outside their premises and the Council recommends the expansion and continuation 
of this practice in dealing with Severe Weather Events such as these. 


A further internal review and evaluation of our roads and transportation responses is 
underway and areas highlighted for consideration include non scheduled roads. 
Generic advice sheets are in the course of preparation and when proofed will be 
made available for issue to residents, businesses, residents associations and 
community groups when similar weather events occur in the future. 


In addition, the Community Services Department met with the C.E.O. of the South 
Dublin Volunteer Centre to consider what options may be available to further help 
communities to deal with such conditions whenever they arise in future. Many 
volunteers expressed an interest in “doing something” to help out in their community, 
but were unable to find a formal or official way of being involved.


2011 is the European Year of Volunteering, and it was decided that a Volunteer Corps 
would be established. This Volunteer Corps would make themselves available to 
assist at various events and / or emergencies in the County. 


The Volunteer Corps has been set up as a pilot project being run jointly by South 
Dublin County Council and South Dublin County Volunteer Corps. 


The Corps is being set up to respond to various extreme weather events as well as 
responding to calls for large groups of people to volunteer at community events such 
as concerts, environmental events, sporting events and community events. Roles may 
include community clean-ups, tree-planting, stewarding, crowd control, snow clearing 
plus much more. It is expected that much of the work will be outdoor and include 
some physical activity. It is important to note that the Corps will not be asked to 
engage in any fund-raising roles for organisations. 


The recent St. Patrick’s Day Celebrations held in Tallaght Stadium was the first event 
for the new Corps and sixteen volunteers turned up to help out on the day. Issues 
such as insurance and Garda vetting of Volunteers have all been discussed and 
addressed as appropriate, and it is hoped that the new Corps will play a very useful 
part in dealing with severe weather emergencies as well as a whole range of 
community activities.”
Councillor Lahart thanked Management for the report and spoke on the need for maximizing the use of volunteers within communities where/ need arises.  He also spoke of the need for interaction between the Council and the rate- paying businesses throughout the County during difficult times.

Councillor C. King also welcomed the report and requested the use of “salt bunkers” on a pilot basis in certain areas.

Mr. J. Walsh, Director of Development, Parks and Roads, responded stating that the Council is very conscious of volunteers within communities and their use is encouraged by the Council at all times, while taking into account health and safety issues.  Mr. Walsh advised that all aspects of the Council’s response to the adverse weather are being reviewed.

Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing, Social and Community, stated that the South Dublin Volunteer Bureau had a very strong involvement with the Council and the Council has in conjunction with the Bureau set up a Volunteer Corps. This was evident at some recent events in particular the St. Patrick’s Day festivities which had been held recently at Tallaght Stadium.

The County Manager, Mr J. Horan stated the Council is working on a mobility strategy and would be in a position to give advice to residents and business people alike on many aspects including inappropriate tyres, path clearing etc.  He also stated that the second salt barn would be built before the next gritting season was due to start.
The motion was PASSED.

 LOCAL CURRENCY

It was proposed by Councillor T. Gilligan, seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:

“That this council introduces its own local currency, in conjunction with local businesses, that would be acceptable as payment for rents, NPPR, bin charges and that would be backed by hard commodities - such as allotments, food, energy, agriculture... the currency would not be pegged to any other currency USD/EUR/GBP but would be exchangeable for those currencies. The currency would be used alongside the EURO.”


REPORT:

“A similar scheme (ref: http://brixtonpound.org/) is currently operated in 
Brixton, United Kingdom with the support of Lambeth Council 
(http://www.lambeth.gov.uk/home.htm).   


South Dublin has implemented a Social Credits scheme which is about rewarding 
communities who take positive sustainable action with access to Council services and 
local facilities.  The Dublin Regional Authority, in conjunction with SDCC, is also 
currently considering the introduction of a Carbon Social Credit scheme to include 
time-banking and local currencies.


 This proposal will be forwarded to the Economic Development Strategic Policy Group 
for consideration if the motion is passed.”
Councillor Gilligan outlined his intention around the motion and the need to get local businesses and bank on board with the project.

Councillor G. O’Connell spoke of similar schemes as those outlined in the report, one of which is in Kerry, and how the intention was to keep the focus on supporting local businesses.  He reiterated that the Social Credit Scheme was a good and imaginative step and this local currency may be something to be teased out with the Economic SPC and a report to be brought back to the Members. He also requested that a letter issue to the Chamber of Commerce and local banks stating what was being proposing and requesting their support.

Ms C. Henehan, Head of Finance concurred with Councillor O’Connell stating that the use of a complimentary currency is to keep spending locally and could only work only with the agreement of local traders.   She further stated that any such letter should issue only after consultation with the Economic Development SPC.
The County Manager, Mr J. Horan agreed to consultation with the Economic Development SPC but stated that it was a complex piece of work which required much thought before a serious proposal could go ahead.

The report was NOTED.

SDCC PHONE APP

It was proposed by Councillor C. Bond, seconded by Councillor P. Cosgrave:
“That this council will examine the feasibility of setting up a South Dublin County Council Smart Phone application. Such an application could contain information on local amenities and events. It could also allow local businesses to buy up advertising space on the application”


REPORT:

“An iPhone Application has been recently developed for South Dublin County 
Tourism company.  The iGuide is a free mobile application aimed at everyone who 
visits, works or lives in the County. iGuide South Dublin makes connections with 
South Dublin news items and a wide range of  upcoming events including Concerts, 
Shows, Comedy Gigs, Art Exhibitions, Festivals, Soccer, Archery, Snooker, Darts, Live 
Music, Traditional Irish Nights, Charity Walks, Golf Classics and Music. 


All South Dublin County Council departments, facilities, amenities, parks, community 
groups, libraries, heritage sites, events, festivals etc will have access to upload 
content on the iGuide South Dublin. SDCC is currently working with South Dublin 
Tourism to progress this. An android version will be available in the second half of 
this year.


iGuide South Dublin is cross linked with iGuide Dublin, iGuide Belfast and iGuide UK, 
this will help to raise the profile of South Dublin County, its amenities and the 
business community.”
Councillor Bond thanked the Manager for the report and appreciated the Council’s wide use of technology.  He stated that this application would help tourism in the County thereby helping the local economy.

The report was NOTED.

JUNK COLLECTION

It was proposed by Councillor E. Higgins, seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:
“That this Council calls for an examination of the possibility and financial feasibility of introducing a junk collection system in 2012.”


REPORT:

“Due to rising costs associated with the provision of a junk collection service during 
2005 to 2008 as shown by the table below and as part of the imposition of budgetary 
constraints on discretionary areas of expenditure due to the financial situation that 
this Council found itself in during 2009, no provision was made in the Revised Budget 
2009 for junk collections.

The rising costs of waste disposal contributed significantly to the increased costs 
while an additional factor was the downward trend in the tonnages collected through 
the junk collection with services provided in the County by organisations such as 
WEEE Ireland and CCRI (Clondalkin Community Recycling Initiative) offering a 
collection service to households for electrical goods and the development of 
the Freetrade initiative led by the Dublin region seeing considerable growth over 
recent years.  Customers can also dispose of unwanted material such as scrap metal, 
timber, plasterboard and bulky household items such as furniture at Ballymount Civic 
Amenity with charges currently as follows: car only €15; car van/estate car €21; cars 
& small box trailer 1.2m x 1.2m (single axle only) €35.


The policing of the junk collections also became an issue as illegally collected waste 
was brought to the areas and left for collection by the Council.  The Council has 
endeavoured to support people to use the facilities available to them and indeed the 
use of 
Ballymount as an anti-bonfire mechanism in 2010 proved a significant 
success.  It is not felt that the level of funding required for the junk collections in 
light of other demands would prove am effective use of the resources.”
Councillor Higgins thanked the Manager for the report which she accepted. She also requested that the Council generate publicity around a free day at Ballymount.

The report was NOTED.

NATIONAL DRUGS STRATEGY



It was proposed by Councillor M. Duff, seconded by Councillor P. Kearns:
“That this Council calls on the Taoiseach Enda Kenny, TD, to immediately appoint a Minister with sole responsibility for the National Drug Strategy and to show commitment to the Communities across South Dublin County and beyond, that live on a daily basis with the ongoing drug crisis, that this Government is determined to strip the criminal gangs of their assets and stop the flow of drugs into our Communities”


REPORT:

“If the motion is passed the Members sentiments will be conveyed to the Taoiseach 
and, upon receipt, a copy of his reply will be circulated to the Members.”
Councillor Duff referred to some very harrowing real life experiences and recalled a similar Motion referred a year ago to the previous Government.  He reiterated the need to make the new Government aware of this absolute requirement.

Councillors C. King and T. Ridge both fully supported the Motion and spoke on the huge impact drug related crime was having on the community and the families who were suffering on a daily basis.  Councillor King praised Councillor Duff’s consistency and work in the area of drug prevention and hoped the new government would give the Motion the recognition it deserved.

The Motion was PASSED.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT FUND



It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy, seconded by Councillor G 
O’Connell:

“That this Council reaffirms its view that South Dublin County Council continues to be treated unfairly in the matter of the allocation it receives per head of population from the Local Government Fund and requests the Manager to write to the Minister responsible for Local Government seeking a meeting to discuss the unfair treatment of SDCC.”


REPORT:

“The Manager will write to the Minister for Environment, Heritage and Local 
Government to request a meeting to present the concerns of the members about the 
local government fund if this motion is passed.”
 
Councillor Tuffy acknowledged the Members’ support on similar previous 
motions and felt that this matter was worth bringing to the attention of the new 
Minister for Local Government.
Councillors G. O’Connell, C. King and J. Hannon all fully supported the motion and spoke of the over-reliance on rates from the business community, and the possibility of reducing these rates if an increase in the Local Government Fund were possible.  It was also suggested that the Minister be asked to meet a cross party delegation to discuss the matter.

The County Manager, Mr. J. Horan, made reference to a formal presentation which has been made to the Department.   He reiterated the commitment to this issue and assured the meeting that documentation will be produced and Members can then discuss how they wish to proceed with the meeting.

The Motion was PASSED.

ELECTRONIC TREE RECORDING

It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane, seconded by Councillor D. Looney:
“That this Council recommends that an electronic system be developed in house for Arboriculture Works Programme - (it would save staff time on inspections/duplication/efficiencies etc. as not complicated should be cost neutral -) listing the Tree pruning/planting/requests submitted from the public & elected members (as requested by this councillor for the past 5 years - nothing done) This would enable residents/cllrs etc to check progress on requests online (or members net) It would also  enable an analysis of work committed /work carried out updated regularly, some (not all) of this information is readily available in the annual Arboriculture Works programme.  While the current pruning/cutting system of working through estate by estate is more cost effective and effective than servicing individual requests (and I am not recommending a change) It should be possible to type in no. of house and get an update on request, with background information on when/why/how/ work will be carried out or not as the case may be.  That a date be given for the implementation of this request - as it is a request long standing.”


REPORT:

“The idea of an electronic system for the surveying, recording  and management of 
the tree population of South Dublin and in particular for dealing with the extensive 
street tree population is one that the Council has considered for some time.  Different 
systems are in use in other Countries and some of these have been examined.  Fingal 
County Council has investigated over a number of years and used a system that has 
also been considered by this Council.  This system is now being rolled out to all areas 
of Fingal on a phased basis and it may be prudent that this Council would also 
consider using it in the future.   


The use of an electronic system requires a complete survey of the entire tree 
population (initially the street tree population) and this in itself is time and resource 
consuming.  It is a system that, following the completion of the surveys, 
could provide an instant solution for tree management and the dissemination of 
information to the Elected Members and the public.”
Councillor Keane referred to the report with reference to the cost involved in carrying out reports on trees.  She suggested that reports could be done by residents themselves with some level / limited expertise being complimented with guidance from the Council, and that she would like to see development along these lines in the near future.

The Motion was AGREED.

CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS BILL 2010

It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart, seconded by Councillor E. Walsh: 

“That this Council urges the incoming Minister for the Environment to introduce legislation giving protection to contractors and sub-contractors produced by Senator Fergal Quinn in the previous Seanad and that this be done without delay.”


REPORT:

“Senator Quinn introduced a Private Members Bill in the Seanad over a year ago, it 
was passed by the Seanad on 08th March 2011.   


The Bill is entitled Construction Contracts Bill 2010 and  is intened to improve 
payment practices and much needed cashflow in the constuction industry, particularly 
aiding sub-contractors by providing for a mechanism whereby prior notice of an 
intention to withhold sums from payments otherwise due to contractors must be 
given. Otherwise, payments must be made in full and/or the payee may suspend the 
provision of works and/or services under the construction contract until payment is 
made in full.  The Bill also intends to provide for an alternative dispute resolution 
mechanism. 


If the motion is passed the sentiments of the members will be conveyed to the 
Minister for Finance who has responsibility for this area. When a reply is received a 
copy of the response will be circulated to the members.”
The Motion was AGREED without debate.

CLEANING ROAD MARGINS & OPEN SPACES

It was proposed by Councillor T. Ridge, seconded by Councillor M. Duff:
“That a report be brought to this committee re road margins and open spaces owned or maintained by this council where youths congregate for drinking and drugging activities resulting in debris (needles and broken bottles) being discarded on these spaces to the danger of young children, my query is to ascertain whose responsibility is the removal of this detritus.”

In accordance with Standing Order no 13 this motion was adjourned without discussion on the request of Councillor Ridge for re-entry to May 2011 agenda.

PART V AGREEMENTS

It was proposed by Councillor W. Lavelle, seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:
“That this council requests the Manager to present a detailed report for discussion on efforts to ensure value-for-money in concluding the acquisition of social and affordable housing subject to pre-2010 Part V agreements; in particular where similar unsold units are on sale in some of the same developments at a current market price significantly less than the agreed Part V cost to the council.”


REPORT: 

“In conducting all negotiations with a developer to reach an agreement for Part V 
compliance the Council  considers the following permitted options which are available 
under the terms of  Part V the Planning & Development Act 2000(as amended) ;  

· Transfer of land 

· Building and transfer of houses 

· Transfer of fully or partially serviced sites 

· Transfer of land within the functional area of the planning authority 

· Building and transfer of houses on land off site   

· Payment of agreed amount in lieu  of unit provision 

· A combination of above options


In considering the foregoing the Council must have regard to 

· The  objectives of the Housing Strategy 

· Housing demand and need 

· Best use of available resources 

· The need to counteract undue social segregation and the promotion of 
socially integrated and inclusive communities   

· Compliance with the Development Plan 

· The timeframe for construction and completion of the overall development 

· The proper planning and sustainable development of the area 

· The views of the applicant on the impact of the agreement  


The method of agreement for Part V compliance  to be delivered in tandem with the 
phased construction and occupancy of the overall development. 


All Part V negotiations were and continue to be underpinned by the overall aim to 
secure value for money and best use of available resources having full regard to 
prevailing financial and housing market conditions.


The Council has temporarily taken a number of unsold affordables into social stock as 
approved by the Department of the Environment Heritage and Local Government 
whereas if the Council were to sell at current market prices would result in financial 
losses. However it should be noted that the prices negotiated at the time resulted in 
discounts on the market price at that time in the region of over 30%  in many cases.


While every effort is being made to renegotiate the terms of Part V Agreements 
concluded and finalised with developers pre 2009 in order to achieve improved value 
for money to reflect current housing market conditions, the Council is constrained 
under the legally binding terms of such agreements.


Negotiations are ongoing with a number of developers in an attempt to revise 
previously agreed Part V arrangements in a manner that will be acceptable to both 
parties.  


Where such negotiations are ongoing, the Council is precluded  from reporting on the 
details of these cases.”
Councillor Lavelle referred to the Council’s contractual agreements under Part 5 of the Planning Act and found itself having to take units which were agreed on at compliance stage but which are now currently for sale on the open market for much less.  He also stated that developers should not be getting public money in this way.

Councillors C. Keane and E. Coburn concurred with the Motion and stated that the whole issue needs to be reviewed.

Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing, Social and Community, stated that the Council fully recognizes that this is a problem of a national scale, and that while it is contractually obliged to meet its commitments it is looking for alternatives in cases where this is possible. He stated that he was satisfied that value for money at the time of negotiations was achieved with discounts of over 40% in some developments gained. He confirmed that a meeting has been arranged with the Minister of State for Housing and there maybe some positive conclusions drawn from that.

The report was NOTED.

SANDWICH BOARDS OUTSIDE SHOPS

It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy, seconded by Councillor P. Kearns :
“That this Council is supportive of small retail businesses in the County, particularly in the traditional villages and smaller urban centres in the County, and requests the Manager to review and present a report on the approach and procedures taken by the Council in the matter of small signs, including sandwich boards, placed on footpaths outside shops and other retail outlets, and in particular if he will review the consistency of the Council's approach to sandwich boards outside shops and tables/chairs, canopies on the footpath outside cafes and restaurants, and if the Manager can advise on the laws, including bye-laws, and other regulations under which the Council deals with these issues?”


REPORT:

“Section 71 of the Roads Act 1993 provides, inter alia, that any person who, without 
lawful authority or the consent of a road authority – 


(i)                  Erects places or retains a sign on a public road...


Shall be guilty of an offence.


In an effort to support businesses and to improve the visual amenity of the villages 
and streets of the County, the Roads Department has encouraged individual 
businesses and business associations to apply to the Council for the necessary 
permission with a view to granting a licence.


Provided the proposal is properly insured and the Council is adequately indemnified 
and the footpath is not restricted to a degree which impairs its use by persons with 
visual or mobility needs, the Roads Department would be generally favourably 
disposed to proposals.


In addition, Litter Wardens consistently enforce Section 19(1) of the Litter Pollution 
Act, 1997 as amended, which states that "where any structure or other land, door, 
gate, window, tree, pole or post is in or is visible from a public place, a person who is 
not the owner, occupier or person in charge thereof shall not exhibit or cause to be 
exhibited thereon any article or advertisement....unless the person is authorised in 
advance to do so in writing by such owner, occupier or person in charge or by or 
under any enactment."  However, regard is had for any applications made to the 
Roads Department under the licensing application process outlined above.


However, as outlined in the motion, the issue is complex and in the absence of 
appropriate policies, there may be a lack of consistency of approach across all 
departments of the Council.  For this reason, the matter has already been identified 
by the members of the Transportation Strategic Policy Committee for their 
consideration and further examination, and has been included on the work 
programme for the SPC.  This work programme will be reviewed by the chairperson 
and Members of the SPC at their next meeting.”
The motion was PASSED without debate.
The Deputy Mayor, Councillor C. King, passed on the Mayor’s best wishes to Councillor C. Keane and Councillor C. Brophy who would be standing in the upcoming Seanad Elections.

The meeting concluded at 6.30 p.m.
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
