“GAELSCOIL CHNOC LIAMHNA
The Council at its meeting held on 8th March 2011 considered the following report:

"The Council issued terms to the Department of Education in November 2002 in relation to disposal of a site of circa 1.5 acres at Knocklyon Road to accommodate Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna who had been in occupation of part of the site since 2001. The valuation was updated in December 2006 and terms were accepted by the Department in January 2007 and approved by the Council at its meeting held on 12/2/2007 -Minute No C/0062/07 refers.

A difficulty arose in completing the transfer of the lands due to title issues relating to a section of abandoned road which traverses the site. This section of the former Knocklyon Road was severed by the M50 (Southern Cross Route) and the public right of way was extinguished as part of the Motorway Scheme. The Council owns lands on both sides of this section of road and its ownership extends to half the road on one side. The remaining half of the road is unregistered land and the Council has endeavoured for some time to register ownership of it and has submitted Senior Counsel’s Opinion to the Property Registration Authority to this effect. However the PRA has not yet accepted the Council’s claim and the Council will have to examine what if any other options are available to it in order to regularise title.

In the meantime the Gaelscoil wished to go in to occupation of the full site and terms for a temporary letting of the site on an annual basis subject to an annual rent was issued to the Chairman of the Board in November 2009.  A response is awaited. "

Following discussion it was agreed that a further report would be presented to the next meeting of the Committee.

In the meantime, the Council's Solicitor has confirmed that he is preparing a revised affidavit for completion by the Council to be submitted as part of a new application to the Property Registration Authority, for registration of title based on possession. 

The Gaelscoil received planning permission on 4/8/2010 for the provision of railings along the northern boundary of the site where it adjoins the Council's open space lands. Planning Reg. Ref: SD10A/0168 refers. This boundary was agreed on site in 2002 between representatives of the Gaelscoil and representatives of Knocklyon Utd F.C who use the pitches in the adjoining open space on an annual letting from the Council and it is understood that the boundary was marked on the ground at that stage.

The Council has recently issued a letter to the Chairman of Gaelscoil Chnioc Liamhna advising him of the current position in this matter.”

“Planning Reg Ref No. SD11A/0033 was received on 14th February 2011 in respect of the following:-
Demolition of a 1947 single storey classroom wing, water tower and prefabs; construction of a 4450sq.m. extension to the 1970's school building comprising of single and two storey wings of staff and teaching accommodation,  a general purpose hall,  a PE Hall, changing rooms,  WC's,  ancillary plant and storage,  a new stage and fly tower to the existing assembly hall,  5 no. hard courts, improvements to existing paths,  roadways and drop off facilities,  new gates to the existing Templeroan entrance,  new entrance signage,  55 no. car parking spaces,  bicycle parking,  covered walkway,  boundary fencing,  landscaping and associated site works, and replacement of all windows to the 1970's school building at Sancta Maria College, which lies within the curtilage of a Protected Structure.  The development will include making good external walls to ancillary buildings to Ballyroan House, where the 1947 building to be demolished adjoins, and upgrade of its access road as part of the improved access to the school.

This application was included under Headed Item 10 (A) Large applications under consideration for the Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting on Tuesday 8th March 2011.

On 6th April 2011 Additional Information was requested on this application.  

With regard to the provision of traffic signals, a traffic count carried out in 2010 at the junction of Templeroan Avenue and Templeroan Road established that a warrant for traffic signals exists. No source of funding has yet been identified for these works.”
Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, J. Lahart and E. Coburn, Mr. McLoughlin and Mr. P.
