REPLY:
“The Council provides a cleansing service throughout the county who are assigned to clean fly tipping, litter bins removal of dead animals and litter removal. 

The Council also provides a road sweeping service which is carried out throughout the county by a contractor. Roads and estates are swept as per the road sweeping schedule and main roads are swept a minimum of 12 times a year whilst housing estates are swept and litter picked four times a year. Leaf clearance is done in conjunction with sweeping schedules and completed between a period commencing 1st October to December 31st. 

The Council also provides litter bins that are emptied weekly and provides FREE Bring Banks across the County and a Civic Amenity and Recycling Centre at Ballymount where a range of recyclables are accepted FREE

The Cleansing department does its best to remove as much waste and litter as possible from areas within the County. However it is up to the residents to contribute to keeping the open spaces free of litter and this may mean reporting those who are observed littering or dumping to the Council litter wardens, or carrying out local clean ups. In some cases the litter warden may obtain evidence to prosecute offenders, but we rely on the public to provide information and evidence if they witness dumping, in order that we may eradicate the litter problem. 

The Council has prepared guidelines for communities interested in organising a community clean up. The community can plan where they intend to clean and receive support from the Litter wardens who will offer advice and support by locating the necessary equipment for the operation. Advice will also be given on how to dispose of material in the most effective way.”

LC/417/11 PROBLEMS CAUSED BY HOUSE ALARMS GOING OFF AT NIGHT TIME

QUESTION (2):

“To ask the Manager what can be done to address the problem caused by alarms going off incessantly particularly at night time.  This problem has been reported all across the Clondalkin Electoral area.”
REPLY:

“The Clondalkin Environmental Health Officers have received 4 complaints to date in 2011 regarding nuisance noise from Intruder Alarms. This has doubled from only 2 in 2010. Overall South Dublin County Council received 15 complaints in 2010 and 7 to date in 2011 that were specifically about the nuisance caused by noise from Intruder alarms.

Section 108 of the Environmental Protection Agency Act 1992 provides for any person to bring the matter swiftly and inexpensively to District Court. The EHOs provide advice to complainants in relation to noise complaints and routinely write to the alleged offender to draw their attention to the facts -

a)      That a complaint had been lodged and they need to consider whether they are inadvertently causing a problem to their neighbours and

b)      That there are laws governing nuisance noise and there may be consequences if they are causing nuisance noise.

In the case of nuisance noise from Intruder Alarms, there is a guidance sheet that the EHOs send out to both the complainant and the alleged offender. (Copy attached) The complainant is advised to keep a log to establish whether there is a pattern to the nuisance noise. The log can be useful in court in establishing the presence of a nuisance. Occasionally this leads to the complainant realising that the alarm does not sound as often as they had thought or that what they thought was a single house is actually a number of different alarms. In general the letter results in the EHO being contacted by the alleged offender and the matter is resolved. There is no immediate response available to the Local Authority to disarm the alarm which is what is normally requested by people making a complaint.

A Noise Nuisance Bill was prepared by the last Government and if this legislation is proceeded, it seems clear that far greater powers will be available to both the Gardai and the Local Authorities, including power of entry by authorised officers and Gardai to disable noise sources and higher fixed penalties for breaches. It is not known at this time whether this legislation is to be proceeded with.”

INTRUDER ALARM SYSTEMS – NOISE NUSIANCE PREVENTION GUIDELINES

Intruder alarm systems are an effective and often essential means of protecting property and deterring crime.

However recurring or continuous false alarms not only reduce the effectiveness of the intruder alarm system, they can also cause noise nuisance and disturbance. 

Prevention

The best way to avoid needless disturbance to the public from audible intruder alarms is by preventing false alarms.

•
The system should be properly designed and installed and maintained in good order. Equipment which has proved unreliable or ineffective, should be replaced.

•
The intruder alarm system should be designed, installed and maintained in compliance with Irish Standard 199 or EN50131 Intruder Alarm Systems.

•
In accordance with Is 199 or EN50131 the external alarm should have a maximum duration of 15 minutes from activation of the system. This requirement shall generally not apply to internal audible alarms unless the noise generated by such alarms can cause distress to the occupants of the building or adjacent buildings. A cut out device can be supplemented with a flashing light, which should have a minimum duration of 60 minutes.

•
In rural areas or in situations where security requirements demand, the above time limits may be subject to review.

Key holders

•
At least 2 key holders should be nominated and should be well versed in operating and silencing the alarm. For commercial properties the owner(s), manager or a security firm, can be nominated as key holders. For domestic properties, a trusted neighbour or relative may be appropriate key holders. The response time of the key holder should not exceed 60 minutes.

Where the alarm system is not connected to a monitoring centre, e.g. Eircom or a security firm, it is recommended that the name and contact telephone number of the key holders should be made known to the local Gardai.
CUFFE’S NUISANCE  NOISE LAW READY TO PUBLISH

Green Party TD Ciarán Cuffe and Dún Laoghaire Election Candidate today announced details of the Noise Nuisance Bill which is complete and awaiting publication by Government. Deputy Cuffe said:

“The Noise Nuisance Bill is a key priority for the Green Party and is one of the key pieces of unfinished business remaining from our time in Government. However, I’m pleased to say all of the work on the Bill is complete and the legislation is ready to be published. I hope that the incoming Government will progress the work done by the Green Party in Government and publish this legislation as a matter of urgency.”

The legislation will allow for local authority authorised officers and Gardaí to enter premises to disable continuously sounding intruder alarms and new on-the-spot fines for noisy house parties and loitering.

‘“Noise nuisance is a major issue and can have an extremely negative impact on people’s health and well-being. Obviously the ability for enforcement officers to enter premises and disable persistently sounding house alarms or remove stereo equipment is key to this legislation.

“Dealing with these technical private property issues is why the legislation took some time to complete. However, I’m happy to say that all of these issues have been addressed and the legislation is now ready to publish."

Key Elements of the Noise Nuisance Bill

•
Improved enforcement powers for local authority authorised officers and Gardaí including increased access to the courts and a new on-the-spot fine system.

•
New powers for Gardaí to deal with complaints of anti-social behaviour.

•
New of codes of practice to be approved by the EPA to cover noise from a wide variety of situations on a good neighbour and best practice basis.

•
More focused powers for Government to make regulations, e.g. in relation to time limits and sound levels in respect of the operation of intruder alarms.

•
Greater involvement of local authorities in noisy neighbour situations, including a role for mediation services.

•
Specific provisions in relation to persistent continuously sounding intruder alarms on premises and in vehicles. This will include power of entry by authorised officers and Gardaí to disable noise sources and higher fixed penalties for breaches (up to €2,000 for trade or business alarm and €1,000 for other including domestic alarm).

•
 Amendment of Control of Dogs Act to introduce fixed payment notices and to clarify powers of entry of dog wardens.

•
Higher profile for noise issues and promotion of integrated approach as a result of the publication by the EPA of an annual report on statutory and non-statutory noise control and management activities of local authorities and other public bodies.

•
A new system of graded fixed penalty notices to distinguish between noise caused by trade/business and other sources and different levels of gravity of offences and first-time offences ranging from €150 to €2,000.

•
For on-going offences, on summary conviction a fine of €5,000, including daily fines of €500 and/or 6 months imprisonment, or conviction on indictment a fine of €500,000, and daily fine of €5,000 and/or 2 years imprisonment.”

REPORT ON ADOPTION OF OFFICIAL NAMING PROPOSALS FOR THE OUTER RING ROAD AND FONTHILL-OUTER RING LINK ROAD

“The road which is designated as the Outer Ring Road has been constructed in a number of phases over a period in excess of twenty years.  Initially, it comprised of a stretch of roadway which linked the West Tallaght area to the N81 National Secondary Route.  Subsequently a short section known as the Ballyowen Distributor Road was constructed by a developer to serve his residential developments.  In more recent years the other phases were constructed under contract including the interchange with the N7 National Primary Route.  The lack of a coherent naming strategy over the entire route has led to some confusion and requests have been received from the Gardai and other statutory bodies to regularize the position.

The following sections have been named to date:

1.                The original sections serving the West Tallaght area has been named Cheeverstown Road (Bóthar Bhaile an tSíbhrigh) for many years.

2.                The section from the N7 Naas Road was named Grange Castle Road (Bóthar Chaisleán na Gráinsí) when the Council’s Business Park was opened.

3.                The National Roads Authority refer to the interchange with the N7 Naas Road as the Kingswood Interchange.

Following a series of informal consultations and discussions with Members, other Council Departments and the public and business communities, it is proposed, subject to the agreement of the Members to adopt the following naming proposals:    

As a substantial portion of the northern section of the road has already been named as the Grange Castle Road, it is proposed to extend this name to include the entire road north of the N7 Naas Road. Therefore the road from its junction with the Old Lucan Road southwards to its junction with the N7 Naas Road will be named Grange Castle Road (Bóthar Chaisleán na Gráinsí). 

A substantial portion of the southern section of the road has already been named Cheeverstown Road, it is proposed to extend this name to include the entire road south of the N7 Naas Road.  Therefore the road from its junction with the N81 Blessington Road northwards to it’s junction with the N7 Naas Road will be named Cheeverstown Road (Bóthar Bhaile an tSíbhrigh). 

The interchange will continue to be known as the Kingswood Interchange (Acomhal Choill an Rí). 

Naming proposals have also been examined for the road known as the Fonthill-Outer Ring Link Road.   Following consultations with the Local Studies Section of the Councils Library Service, it is considered appropriate to recommend that the road be formally named Omer Way (Bealach Omer) after Thomas Omer, who as principal engineer of the Navigation Board, planned and supervised the construction of the Grand Canal.

· The construction of the ZORB mound to facilitate the Development of an Outdoor Adventure and Activity Centre has recently been completed. The operation is due to commence in the coming weeks.  

· The refurbishment of Fishery Coffee Shop has recently been completed and works are in progress on the outside deck area. 

· It is hoped that the construction of the Cycle Race Track will commence in early May (subject to completion of outstanding legal requirements). 

· The installation of a new toilet block at the Children's Playground will commence in early May. 

· The Refurbishment of reception building and upgrading of other facilities at Camac Valley Caravan Park are well advanced. 

· The upgrading of toilet facilities at the Pet Farm are now underway and fencing works are complete . 

· Discussions are ongoing with the supplier regarding the possibility of replacing the visitor train. 

· The installation of an all-weather wicket/crease at the Cricket Grounds for Adamstown Cricket Club has recently been completed. 

· Provision of demountable public barbecue facilities- this is likely to be completed later in the year. 

· The planting of new trees at the main car-park St. John's Road  has been completed.

In addition to the above and also subject to finance being available, it is hoped to be able run the Halloween 'Spooky Walk' and Christmas Wonderland events in the park, both of which were very successful last year. A Family Treasure Hunt is also planned in Corkagh Park during the week before Easter.”
Following contributions from Councillors T. Ridge, B. Bonner & T. Delaney, Mr. W. Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised and confirmed that in relation to the proposed Adventure and Activity centre there would be a charge to the public in relation to the Zorbing and Waterballing activities e.g. the proposed charge for the Zorbing would be €15/roll for adults and €10/roll for children. Councillor B. Bonner
“To ask the Manager what is position regarding replacement windows in Lindisfarne in Bawnogue where some residents feel that because they have made some effort to paint and maintain their windows, they have been left with old windows while others had theirs replaced.”
REPLY:

“The Council was allocated €1 million in the 2009 budget and another €1 in the 2010 budget for the replacement of windows doors countywide.  Doors/windows were replaced in 203 houses  under the 2009 funding, 13 of these replacements were in Lindisfarne.  It is proposed to replace a similar number under the 2010 allocation. 

There are currently 19 houses in the Lindisfarne area on the list for window replacement.  2 of which are completed, work in progress on another 4, a further 4 are awaiting replacement in the near future.  4 are on hold due to arrears.  There are 10 houses awaiting inspection and grading.

Prior to any work commencing the windows are inspected and graded 1 to 5 with 5 being the worst and it is only windows in the worst condition that are replaced.  In order to qualify the tenant/s must have a clear rent account or be adhering to an arrangement to clear the arrears for a period of 6 months.  

 If a tenant feels that their windows are in a bad condition they can contact the Housing Maintenance Section and they will be added to the list for inspection and grading but the number replacement will depend on the available funding when their turn is reached.”

It was agreed as the correct approach having regard to the tight timeframe available to the Council as the new scheme has to be adopted by the 13th June 2011, the date of June Council Meeting.  

The Housing Department is currently working on a draft scheme to present using the current scheme of letting priorities as the base and incorporating the necessary changes as advised by the DOEHLG.  A meeting of the sub group has been convened for the 27thApril 2011.  

Meetings are currently taking place with the other Local Authorities in the Dublin Region in relation to the Assessment process and a full briefing will be made to the next meeting of the committee.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“There were 5 phases of construction initially proposed in the Balgaddy Scheme - Balgaddy 'A' (Buirg an Rí), Balgaddy 'B' & C (Méile an Rí), Balgaddy 'D' (not constructed) and Balgaddy 'E' (Tor an Rí). 400 units were built in these phases by Gama Construction Ltd. as main Contractor under a GDLA81 Government Contract for each phase. 

To date South Dublin County Council and Gama Construction have completed a Contract Conciliation process on Balgaddy 'A' and 'B'. The Final Account for Balgaddy 'E is at an advanced stage. No agreement has been reached to date on the Final Account for Balgaddy 'C' and it is possible that this will also end in dispute and the necessity for a Conciliation / Arbitration process to complete the Final Account. 

In the past year, a considerable amount of work has been carried out in Balgaddy by Council staff and Contractors to address building defects. A cross-departmental team has now been established by the Council to systematically evaluate our housing stock in Balgaddy and address all outstanding issues. Inspections are currently underway in prioritised households to establish the extent of works required and this process will be continued until all affected units are covered. 

There are issues requiring remedial works throughout the Balgaddy scheme including window sashes, roof flashings and external plaster cracks. In line with a good deal of new housing the issue of condensation and mould growth arises as a result of increased insulation linked to decreased ventilation levels required by the revisions to the building regulations. In some cases condensation is a result of building fabric failure and in others by the pattern of tenant use. 

A contract has been placed to install a pilot window-sash replacement programme in 14 units in the area. When the result of this pilot is evaluated, a contract will be advertised to undertake this work in all remaining affected units to address this problem. 5 houses are being tested using a range of demand-led ventilation systems in Balgaddy, these are already installed and under review. A dedicated construction team under the direction of the County Architect will commence work in the area in the coming month targeting particular building issues until these are resolved to everyone’s satisfaction.

The costs of these repairs (arising from outstanding building faults) have been offset (with the agreement of Gama Construction) against a sum of almost €0.5m owing to them on phases for which Final Accounts have been agreed. Final Accounts on remaining phases will not be agreed to by the Council until such time as the full extent and cost of works required to address building defects has been finally assessed.

Contact is being maintained with the local Balgaddy Working Together Group who are being kept informed of progress on the Council’s work programme. A progress report will in future be presented to the Clondalkin Area Committee in conjunction with the Housing Construction Report.”
