The suggested actions range from arranging community clean-ups to the establishment of community gardens.

v      Feasibility of project targets/actions (20% of total mark)

v      Community involvement and participation (20% of total mark)

v      Structure and layout of proposal (20% of total mark)

v      Additional information supplied (10% of total mark)

Assessments are carried out by a cross departmental Sub-Committee.”

The P.C.C. undertook to address these issues and to come back to S.D.C.C. at a future date to progress matters and to bring the provision of the Centre to a successful conclusion.   

Palmerston Community Council have recently phoned to say that construction work has begun on site to bring the building up to the necessary standards of completion. The developer concerned is engaging the contractor on site. This work is expected to continue over the next few weeks and should be finished sometime in June according to P.C.C.

P.C.C. have assured us that they are carrying out the necessary research to identify what activities and services will be provided in the centre upon its completion and fit out.”

When the construction works were completed in early 2008 the Open Space was replanted with several hundred shrubs and trees and this dense planting is now well established. 

During the course of the works some complaints were received from residents of Hollyville to the effect that the security of their property had been compromised. Meetings were held with Residents and following investigation it was discovered that some residents did not in fact have rear garden boundary walls in place to prevent access to their property from the adjoining Open Space. In order to improve the security of these properties the M50 Contractor was instructed to install sections of Herras Fencing along the line of the ditch at the end of the rear gardens. In a further measure to deal with the matter approx 140 metres of 2.4 m high Palisade Security Fencing was subsequently installed to further improve the situation. 

The M50 Upgrade Works are now completed in this Area and all Environmental Barriers have been erected in accordance with the M50 Upgrade Scheme Environmental Impact Statement as approved by An Bord Pleanala.”

REPORT ON ADOPTION OF OFFICIAL NAMING PROPOSALS FOR THE OUTER RING ROAD AND FONTHILL-OUTER RING LINK ROAD





“The road which is designated as the Outer Ring Road has been constructed in a number of phases over a period in excess of twenty years.  Initially, it comprised of a stretch of roadway which linked the West Tallaght area to the N81 National Secondary Route.  Subsequently a short section known as the Ballyowen Distributor Road was constructed by a developer to serve his residential developments.  In more recent years the other phases were constructed under contract including the interchange with the N7 National Primary Route.  The lack of a coherent naming strategy over the entire route has led to some confusion and requests have been received from the Gardai and other statutory bodies to regularize the position.

The following sections have been named to date:

1.
The original sections serving the West Tallaght area has been named Cheeverstown Road (Bóthar Bhaile an tSíbhrigh) for many years.

2. 
The section from the N7 Naas Road was named Grange Castle Road (Bóthar Chaisleán na Gráinsí) when the Council’s Business Park was opened.

3.
The National Roads Authority refer to the interchange with the N7 Naas Road as the Kingswood Interchange.

Following a series of informal consultations and discussions with Members, other Council Departments and the public and business communities, it is proposed, subject to the agreement of the Members to adopt the following naming proposals:    

As a substantial portion of the northern section of the road has already been named as the Grange Castle Road, it is proposed to extend this name to include the entire road north of the N7 Naas Road. Therefore the road from its junction with the Old Lucan Road southwards to its junction with the N7 Naas Road will be named Grange Castle Road (Bóthar Chaisleán na Gráinsí). 

A substantial portion of the southern section of the road has already been named Cheeverstown Road, it is proposed to extend this name to include the entire road south of the N7 Naas Road.  Therefore the road from its junction with the N81 Blessington Road northwards to it’s junction with the N7 Naas Road will be named Cheeverstown Road (Bóthar Bhaile an tSíbhrigh). 

The interchange will continue to be known as the Kingswood Interchange (Acomhal Choill an Rí). 

Naming proposals have also been examined for the road known as the Fonthill-Outer Ring Link Road.   Following consultations with the Local Studies Section of the Councils Library Service, it is considered appropriate to recommend that the road be formally named Omer Way (Bealach Omer) after Thomas Omer, who as principal engineer of the Navigation Board, planned and supervised the construction of the Grand Canal. 

The foregoing details are shown on the attached MAP Number RE.1108.”

The percentage of traffic traversing Wheatfield road  exiting at the Oval varies from a high of 58%  (7- 8 am) to 14 % (12-1 pm).   A lower proportion returns to Kennelsfort road. This varies from a high of 12% (8-9am) to a low of 3 % between 6and 7 pm effectively u turning. 

Similarly on the reverse journey a portion of the traffic exits the N4 at the Oval via Wheatfield road. This varies from 59%  (4-5 pm) and 19%  (8-9am). Similarly a lower proportion u turns and re exits at the oval varying from a low of 3% (5-6pm) to a high of 17% (1-2 pm).

 The volume of traffic which uses this route to access the N4 from Kennelsfort Road is not excessive and varies from 11% of the traffic on Kennelsfort Road (7-8am) to 3% (12-1).”

“To ask the Manager to carry-out works to the two roundabouts at Foxborough, similar to works carried out at roundabouts at St. Lomans Road and Willsbrook Road, so as to reduce the ongoing maintenance requirements while ensuring an attractive and robust landscaping; and in the particular case of the roundabout on Balgaddy Road to prune or remove the hedging on the roundabout as soon as possible as residents have identified this hedging to be a road safety risk as it blocks driver sightlines. These works are requested by the Foxborough Maintenance Association who do a superb job, through their voluntary efforts, in keeping Foxborough tidy and well-maintained.”
REPLY:

“While there are no current proposals to landscape the two roundabouts at Foxborough the request will be listed for consideration subject to the identification of the necessary resources.  The hedge on the Balgaddy roundabout is known as the “Balgaddy Bush” and is identified on early Ordinance Survey maps for the area.  It was removed from its original site and replaced by the current bush on the roundabout when road improvement works were undertaken in the area.  Recorded Monument Reference Number 017-031 in the County Development Plan makes reference to the “Holy Bush Site, Balgaddy Road”.  There are no proposals to remove the bush.  

It is not possible to prune the bush at present due to restrictions imposed on the cutting of vegetation by the Wildlife Act 1976.  The issue of sight lines at the Balgaddy Road Roundabout will be discussed with the Roads Department and any works required will in the first instance be discussed with the Council's Heritage Officer.”

REPLY:

“The core activities of the Parks Department revolve around routine work and seasonal programmes and these are outlined as follows:

Grass Cutting at various frequencies occur across the wide spectrum of open space held and priority is given to the cutting of the l50 football pitches on a rota basis to ensure that they remain playable through the playing season (March to October).

The Arboricultural Programme, which operates from October to March involves tree pruning/removal,  hedge cutting, flowerbed renewal and maintenance and planting of bulbs.

An extensive network of footpaths, nature walks, cycle tracks and Sli na Slainte routes are maintained throughout the year.

Routine maintenance and improvement works are carried out on an ongoing basis on barriers, gates, fencing, lakes and water courses.

Roadside verges and roundabouts are addressed, where possible, within the resources available and in recent years substantial costs are now being incurred on Health and Safety issues associated with this work.

A Park Ranger service is operated throughout the year primarily concentrating on the Council's Regional Parks.

Horse round ups, removal of abandoned vehicles, maintenance and upkeep of allotments are among other duties performed by he Parks staff.

Unfortunately in recent years there is an ever increasing cost incurred on clean ups, the removal of litter, removal of bonfire material and post bonfire clean ups which result in the necessity to hire skips for each depot to store those materials prior to disposal.  In this instance disposal costs are also considerable.

Given the above history and the fact that the residents concerned had every reason to believe that the Council were looking after their interests especially in the taking of legal action and that additionally the wall forms part of the boundary of the Watertown Public Park which is in the control of this Council, this Area Committee now calls on the Manager responsible to have a safety inspection of the wall carried out without delay and a report brought to (the June meeting) to include proposals for it to “be prepared, made good and improved, where necessary, with walling that matches the said walls”

Any decision to consider the use of this system at Griffeeen Glen Park/Elm Green will take account of the experiences of the electronic gate at Rathfarnham Castle and the availability of resources to undertake the works.

The issue of horses and scramblers gaining access to Griffeen Valley Park through this access point is not something that is causing significant problems.  Nevertheless the provision of a vehicle control gate will be considered having regard to the number of recorded incidences of horses and scramblers that enter the Park through this gate.  The provision of such control measures is subject to the identification of the necessary resources.”

“The site at Coolamber House, Lock Road, Lucan, Co Dublin was re-inspected by the Area Engineer in March, 2011, and it was found that the works outlined in the Section 11 Notice, which was issued to the registered owners have been completed satisfactorily, therefore, the site has been declared non derelict.

The Dangerous Building Section has inspected the site on a number of occasions and has reported that the owner has at all times co-operated with requests to secure the site from trespass. However, it is very difficult to secure any site from determined and persistent trespass and the matter will again be brought up with the site owner.”
