REPLY:
Basic development works commenced on the Ornamental Garden at Rathfarnham Castle Park in 2009 but have been curtailed since then due to the current economic situation.  The base for a circulation path system, the excavation of the pond area, tree planting, electrical connections for pumps and lighting and other baseline infrastructural work was undertaken in that time.  

Within the limited funds available this year, work has recently re-commenced on the garden.  Subject to the availability of finance in 2012, it is hoped to advance the project to a position where it can be opened to the public by early summer next year.   

R/227/11 THORN BUSHES REAR WALL OF 65 GLENBROOK PARK

"To ask the Manager to have the two large thorn bushes removed from the green area beside the rear wall of 65 Glenbrook Park Rathfarnham. There are large thorns on the bushes that are a severe danger to children playing on the green area. The bushes were requested to be removed five years ago by residents. The bushes are not a native species?"
REPLY:
The shrubs in question (Berberis sp.) form part of the planting on the open space in Glenbrook Park. While they have thorns, they are not considered to represent a danger to children given the size of the open space. While the bushes are not native, there are a number of native thorny shrub species which are commonly found on public open spaces around the county e.g. Hawthorn and Blackthorn.  It is not considered that these shrubs pose a danger to children and in fact they could be considered to be a means for children to become acquainted with their environment and the many positive opportunities as well as dangers that it poses and that will equip them in life skills in the future.  The shrubs also provide a useful habitat for nesting birds as the thorns give some protection from predators.

REPLY:
Work on the building conservation of the Roman Arch was undertaken in 2010.  It is planned to prepare a landscape plan to complement this work and that can be undertaken when the resources to do so are secured.  Current maintenance work in this area includes grass cutting and the removal of any vegetation that could interfere with the structure of the building or that detracts from its setting.  Graffiti is removed on a periodic basis from the structure of the building and any graffiti currently defacing its fabric will be removed in the coming weeks.  The area will also be tidied up.

REPLY:
The area referred to is being managed as wildlife area and is not maintained in an intensive manner.  However, part of the area has been damaged during the construction of the Boherboy Water Scheme and this damage will be reinstated in the coming months.

In relation to the roundabouts, as previously reported, work on roundabouts now requires considerable protective measures be put in place in order to comply with current Health & Safety Regulations. This includes compliance with significant traffic management measures before any works can take place. As a result, considerable staff resources are now required to plan, set up and remove the safety measures as well as actually carrying out the maintenance work. The priority at present is to deal with the extensive parkland and open space grass cutting schedule in this area which does not require specific traffic management. While it is intended to undertake maintenance of the roundabouts as soon as resources allow, it will not be as frequent as in the past.

REPLY:
The Council meeting of  10th December 2007 formally approved the Part VIII proposal for the construction of 9 units of accommodation at Taylors Lane. A full report with drawings and plans of the proposed housing scheme are available on this link. Following Department of the Environment, Heritage & Local Government approval to proceed to tender in July 2010, tenders were sought with a closing date of 30th September 2010.  Progress of this scheme was suspended while the Council made a strong case to the DOEHLG to progress the refurbishment of the Pearse Bros Park / Palmers Park apartments which was ultimately successful.

Tender and budget cost approval was then received from the DOEHLG for the Taylor's Lane scheme on 1st March 2011. The members were informed at the meeting of 12th April last of the Councils intention to proceed to tender acceptance.

A complaint was made to the Ombudsman in December 2007 which still has ongoing status by virtue of the fact that the Ombudsman has not received a response from the complainant to the Council's latest report to the Ombudsman in January 2010.  The Council is satisfied that there is no objection on the part of the Ombudsman’s Office or the DOEHLG to the signing of contracts to commence work on this project. Given the passage of time it is considered reasonable that the proposed project should be proceeded with in the normal manner.

REPLY:
The Council’s housing stock contains 18 ‘maisonette’-type units at Pearse Brothers Park and a further 4 units at Palmer Park which adjoin them. The 18 units at Pearse Brothers Park are over 50 years old and the 4 units at Palmer Park are over 40 years old. Therefore, these dwellings are some of the oldest in the Council’s social housing portfolio. 

The four units at Palmer Park are contained within one stand-alone building. The 18 units at Pearse Brothers Park are dispersed throughout 3 ‘L-Shaped’ buildings which also include houses that are privately owned.

The Council’s Architectural Services Department has carried out an assessment of the dwellings and submitted a proposal to the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government to carry out significant upgrading works to achieve a significant improvement in the thermal comfort/living conditions of the residents. The Department has given approval to these proposed works but we are awaiting the formal approval to go to tender.

The current projected timetable is for the works to go out to tender at the end of June 2011. It is our expectation that the successful tenderer will be in a position to commence on-site in September 2011 and the estimated duration of the works is 10 – 12 months.

The Council is currently seeking assurances from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government that any funding not drawn down in 2011 in relation to this scheme will be made available to the Council next year to cover expenditure incurred in 2012.

Report on Summer Projects 2011
Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2011 it is estimated that approximately 6,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects.

Catholic Youth Care provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.  

It should be noted that in some cases the necessary insurance cost will be deducted from the grant provided by South Dublin County Council and will be paid directly to Catholic Youth Care.

The Council's Disability Access Officer has obtained funding to install an underground bring bank facility in the County.  The site in question at the junction of Grange Road and Sarah Curran Avenue, as well as the alternative site mentioned at Fortification Hill have both been identified as potentially suitable sites.  The Environmental Services Dept is currently examining the feasibility of both sites with regard to space available for both the containers and for parking, as well as access to services such as power and surface water drainage.

The issue with the Grange Road facility has related to the presentation of the site and the containers themselves and in this regard a plan was prepared some years ago that would improve the site. Regrettably, this scheme ran into funding difficulties and did not proceed at the time. The site has now been identified for improvement works under the Public Realm Initiative in the current year and will proceed as soon as plans regarding the underground facility are finalised.”
