“To ask the Manager for a report into ongoing litter problems throughout Palmerston and to outline what resources the Council are providing to tackle litter in the area?”
REPLY:

“The Council's Strategy in relation to tackling the litter problem in the county is set out in the Council's current Litter Management Plan 2008 - 11. The Plan is currently under Review, the initial stage of which was discussed at the Environment SPC on Tuesday 3 May 2011. A progress report detailing the various campaigns and achievements under the current Plan was presented and the possibilities for inclusion/prioritisation of future campaigns was discussed.

Also presented for consideration was an amended Plan and a process of consultation is now underway with a view to adopting a Plan for the 2011 - 14 period. The outcome of the consultation period and a new Litter Management Plan 2011 - 14 will be brought before the Council for adoption in the coming months. Members that wish to raise particular issues, such as dog fouling, should do so by contacting the Environment Department.

In the meantime, Awareness, Cleansing and Enforcement campaigns continue to be implemented in line with the priorities set out in the current plan.

The local Litter Warden provides ongoing patrols and investigation of litter issues throughout Palmerston.  She arranges for relevant Council sections to remove litter and other material as required and this supplements other arrangements in place for Cleansing, namely the full-time handcart man operating in Palmerston village as well as the monthly road-sweeping of main roads and quarterly sweeping of estates in the area under the Council's road-sweeping contract.”

REPLY:

“The works being undertaken on Main Street, Lucan and previously in Sarsfield Park Estate are part of the Dublin Region Water Mains Rehabilitation Project where old usually cast iron watermains are replaced as well as the services to individual houses to conserve water by reducing leakage in order to maintain the demand/balance across the region and also to improve the water quality in the mains. This Project is 90% funded by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government Water Services Investment Programme 2010-2012 under the Capital Works Heading with the remaining 10% being funded by South Dublin County Council. The Traffic Management Plans for this Project have all been agreed with the Roads Department and all local residents and businesses are kept updated and informed as works progresses. The traffic disruptions are mainly confined to closing off parking bays for a couple of days at a time. The work in Lucan should be completed by the end of July 2011.”

GREATER DUBLIN NOISE ACTION PLAN

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

Environmental Noise Survey January 2011 – Outer Ring Road and N4

On Friday 14th January 2011 an environmental noise survey was conducted in order to quantify the existing noise environment at locations affected by traffic noise.

Three measurement locations were selected in total, taking into account location and proximity to roads. The locations were as follows.

	Location Survey Reference
	  Description of Survey Location

	S1
	This location was in Moy Glas Road, an access road in a housing estate running parallel to the outer ring road. The location of the monitor was at the roadside, approximately 5m from the outer ring road. A masonry wall of approximately 2m high separates the two roads. 

	S2
	This location was in Mt Bellew Crescent, an access road in a housing estate also running parallel to the outer ring road. The location of the monitor was at the roadside, approximately 5m from the outer ring road. A masonry wall of approx 1.2m, with a metal railing set above it, separates the two roads.

	S3
	This location was in a back garden of a house in Hillcrest Drive, backing onto the N4. The length of the garden was approximately 14m, with a masonry wall at the end, separating the garden from the N4. The location of the monitor was near the back wall of the house


Measurements were conducted over a course of a single survey period as follows:

· 11:00hrs and 16:00 hrs on 14/01/11

The weather during the survey period was variable cloud, some heavy showers and very blustery conditions. Temperatures were below 10°C.

Measurements were conducted at all locations on a cyclical basis. Sample periods were 15 minutes. The results were noted onto a Survey Record Sheet immediately following each sample, and were also saved to the instrument memory for later analysis where appropriate. 

Survey Results
The survey results are presented in terms of the following four parameters.

LAeq       is the A-weighted equivalent continuous steady sound level during the sample period and effectively represents an average value.

LA90       is the A-weighted sound level that is exceeded for 90% of the sample period; generally used to quantify background noise.

LA10       is the A-weighted sound level that is exceeded for 10% of the sample period; this parameter gives an indication of the upper limit of fluctuating noise such as that from road traffic.

Lden       is the day-evening-night composite noise indicator adopted by the EU for the purposed of assessing overall annoyance.

Noise Criteria for Specifying Mitigation Measures
a)      There are currently no Irish standards or limits governing the assessment of noise and/or vibration associated with either new or existing roads. 

b)      The Environmental Impact Statement for the Adamstown Roundabout to N4 Scheme published in November 2003 indicates that mitigation measures are required when all of the three categories are satisfied in a residential area:

·         the combined expected maximum traffic noise level, i.e. the relevant noise level, from the proposed road scheme, together with other traffic in the vicinity must not be less than 68dB LA10 (18 hour);

·         the relevant noise level is at least 1dB(A) more than the expected traffic noise level without the proposed scheme in place;

·          the contribution to the increase in the relevant noise level from the proposed road scheme must be at least 1dB(A).  

c)      The National Roads Authority Guidelines for the Treatment of Noise and Vibration in National Road Schemes Revision 1 dated 25th October 2004 states the following:

“When defining the initial design criteria, the Authority originally intended to reduce the existing working standard of 68dB L A10(18hour) by 3dB to 65dB LA10(18hour), including façade effect. Based on a UK conversion methodology, this was anticipated to represent 60dBLden free field. However, following completion of the validation studies for Irish road conditions, a 60dB Lden free field measurement translates to 60dB 
L​A10(18hour) ​free field; when the façade effect is included, this equates to 62.5dB LA10(18hour). This demonstrates that the original working standard was reduced by 5.5dB rather than the 3dB was initially intended by the Authority. Therefore, the 60dB Lden design criteria proved to be much more onerous than originally anticipated and significantly different from the criterion which it has been intended to introduce for Irish conditions. 
Despite this, the NRA Authority still considers it appropriate to maintain the 60dB Lden design goal…for the development of new national road schemes.”
Following on from this, the NRA document indicates that mitigation measures are only deemed necessary when the following three conditions are satisfied at designated sensitive receptors:
a)      the combined expected maximum traffic noise level, i.e. the relevant noise level, from the proposed road scheme together with other traffic in the vicinity is greater than the design goal;

b)      the relevant noise level is at least 1dB more than the expected traffic noise level without the proposed road scheme in place;

c)      the contribution to the increase in the relevant noise level from the proposed road scheme is at least 1dB.

The results for all three locations, along with the derived LA10(18hour) and Lden values, are as follows:

Conclusion

The findings of the survey are submitted for your attention and interpretation. 

In arriving at an overall assessment of the 2 road schemes cognisance was given to all of following 

§         the EIA Design goals, 

§         the commencement dates of the projects, 

§         the date of the NRA document of 24/10/04 

§         The NRA commitment to stick with the lower level of 60dB Lden for all new roads even though it is going to be much more onerous for Irish road schemes.

From our interpretation and assessment of The National Roads Authority Guidelines for the Treatment of Noise and Vibration in National Road. Schemes Revision 1, condition (a) does not appear to have been satisfied as the original design goal of 68dB LA10 has not been exceeded.  I am basing this assessment on the fact that both these schemes based on the EIS schemes had pre-dated the publication of the NRA document.  

However, it would be wise not to overlook and rule out an alternative viewpoint that might interpret the wording of the NRA document differently.”

Following a contribution from Councillor W. Lavelle it was AGREED that this Headed Item would remain on the agenda for June with clarification on certain issues.

It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle:
“That the Manager would present a progress report on measures being implemented by the Council to reduce litter and illegal dumping in the area around the Ballyowen Castle Shopping Centre, Ballyowen etc., which was an area inspected some months ago by Lucan councillors and Council officials.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Following the on site meeting in Ballyowen during April, 2010 between Councillors and officials, a Headed Item Headed Item was presented to the Committee at the June 2010 meeting.”
The main issues raised were: 

Investigate incidents of litter and illegal dumping in the area of Ballyowen; 

Remedial measures planned or carried out by Environmental Services; 

Signage and CCTV at bring banks at Ballyowen Castle, S.C.; 

Litter bin installations; 

Clean up of specific locations identified by Members;

There is a full-time litter warden assigned to the Lucan Electoral Area and she regularly patrols the Ballyowen area, inspecting litter and dumped material for the purposes of enforcement action and/or referral to the relevant section of the Council for clean up as appropriate.

The main roads in the area are swept on a monthly basis under the Council’s road-sweeping contract.  The area is on route NM04 once a month and the roads covered in this route are:

During the period June 2010 to May 2011, this route was swept on the following dates: 30/06/2010, 30/07/2010, 01/09/2010, 29/09/2010, 29/10/2010, 29/11/2010, 07/01/2011, 04/02/2011, 04/03/2011, 04/04/2011 and 04/05/2011. All local estates including Drom na Coille, Colthurst, Rochfort Downs etc. are swept quarterly under the contract.

 In addition, the road-sweeping contractor was engaged to carry out a major clean up of the general Lucan area, including Ballyowen, in June 2010 following a commitment given to this Committee.  This comprised a comprehensive clean up of dumped material and litter pick of hedges, shrubbery, grass verges etc. and a significant amount of waste was removed.

The bring banks at the shopping centre are serviced approximately twice weekly by the contractor and the site is cleaned on those days if required.   In addition, the litter warden may require the Cleansing Section to remove illegally dumped items from the bring banks as necessary as a result of her local patrols but Cleansing generally also routinely attend to the bring banks during the normal course of their work.

Standard signage was installed at the bring bank in 2008 but CCTV monitoring is no longer in place due to budgetary restrictions. 

The installation of litter bins will resume once the outstanding issues have been resolved by Environmental Services and Human Resources.  Any locations where the Members feel litter bins are required in Ballyowen should be referred to the Environmental Services Department for assessment and possible inclusion on the installations list as necessary.

BIDs are formed following consultation and a ballot in which businesses vote on a proposal or business plan for that particular area based on the developmental requirements of that area and the needs and wants of the businesses contained within it.  The formation of a BID process is complex. South Dublin Chamber who had expressed an interest in the process and formed a BID company now state that there is no appetite for BIDS in the current economic climate.

However although the BIDS process may not be applicable there are ways in which groups in an area can work together to improve the locality, upgrade the appearance of the area and enhance community involvement up to and including the Tidy Towns competition.”

During the period June 2010 to May 2011, this route was swept on the following dates: 30/06/2010, 30/07/2010, 01/09/2010, 29/09/2010, 29/10/2010, 29/11/2010, 07/01/2011, 04/02/2011, 04/03/2011, 04/04/2011 and 04/05/2011. All local estates including Droim na Coille, Colthurst, Rochfort Downs etc. are swept quarterly under the contract.

 In addition, the road-sweeping contractor was engaged to carry out a major clean up of the general Lucan area, including Ballyowen, in June 2010 following a commitment given to this Committee.  This comprised a comprehensive clean up of dumped material and litter pick of hedges, shrubbery, grass verges etc. and a significant amount of waste was removed.

The bring banks at the shopping centre are serviced approximately twice weekly by the contractor and the site is cleaned on those days if required.   In addition, the litter warden may require the Cleansing Section to remove illegally dumped items from the bring banks as necessary as a result of her local patrols but Cleansing generally also routinely attend to the bring banks during the normal course of their work.

Standard signage was installed at the bring bank in 2008 but CCTV monitoring is no longer in place due to budgetary restrictions. 

The installation of litter bins will resume once the outstanding issues have been resolved by Environmental Services and Human Resources.  Any locations where the Members feel litter bins are required in Ballyowen should be referred to the Environmental Services Department for assessment and possible inclusion on the installations list as necessary.

These services include the organisation, facilitation, funding and sponsorship of sports and arts activities, a wide range of functions, events and activities by the Social Inclusion Unit, services provided to the community by the Sports Partnership Office, aided by the Sports Council, and of course, community development work undertaken by a trained and dedicated team of community workers.

The Community workers are extremely active at grassroots level and are involved in the identification of community needs, in the location staffing and construction of facilities such as community centres, enterprise centres, neighbourhood centres, playgrounds, youth cafes and other facilities. The community workers sit on the boards of many of these facilities and make their experience knowledge and expertise available to the community at large. They help to identify and source funding streams, give advice on governance issues, and in the case of community centres, arrange for each one to be set up as a stand alone company run by the community.

They also engage with new residents and assist them in building a community, and to form associations, clubs and special interest groups. They have a very important role in acting as the liaison between the community and bodies such as the Council and ensure that the community aspect is taken into consideration whenever appropriate.

Much of the work carried out by the community workers is done at nighttime, to accommodate people who work during the day...
However, while every effort is made to keep elected members informed, it is neither practical nor logistically possible to be able to inform every member of every meeting, debate or decision in advance. The Community Services Department is happy to answer any query put to it, within reason.”

Report on Summer Projects 2011

“Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2011 it is estimated that approximately 6,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects.

County Dublin V.E.C has agreed to continue their financial support to Summer Projects for the year 2011. These grants will be complementary to the above resulting in co-ordination between the two authorities, ensuring there is added value from this approach. 

Catholic Youth Care provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.  

It should be noted that in some cases the necessary insurance cost will be deducted from the grant provided by South Dublin County Council and will be paid directly to Catholic Youth Care.”

The percentage of traffic traversing Wheatfield road exiting at the Oval varies from a high of 58% (7- 8 am) to 14 % (12-1 pm).   A lower proportion returns to Kennelsfort road. This varies from a high of 12% (8-9am) to a low of 3 % between 6 and 7 pm effectively u turning. 

Similarly on the reverse journey a portion of the traffic exits the N4 at the Oval via Wheatfield road. This varies from 59% (4-5 pm) and 19% (8-9am). Similarly a lower proportion u turns and re exits at the oval varying from a low of 3% (5-6pm) to a high of 17% (1-2 pm).

The volume of traffic which uses this route to access the N4 from Kennelsfort Road is not excessive and varies from 11% of the traffic on Kennelsfort Road (7-8am) to 3% (12-1pm). 

The area is traffic calmed and generates a substantial number of trips comprised of residential origin or accessing local services at shops and schools. Additional measures will directly and negatively affect local uses.”

   (2) Sub-article (1) shall not apply where it is necessary for a vehicle to enter a road solely for the purpose of gaining access to or egress from premises accessible only from that road.

As access is permitted, allowing normal deliveries etc., it is more favourable to have a concise restriction. The start and end points of the restriction also form the start and end points of the alternative HGV route and as such careful consideration is given the selection of the restriction.

South Dublin County Council makes every effort to insure that the restriction is complied with. However the enforcement is entirely a matter for the Garda and is beyond the scope of the Council.”

The following report was presented by Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer:

“In November 2010 the revised parking arrangements were introduced to Palmerston Village. The following works were carried out pursuant to the South Dublin County Council (Control of Parking) Bye-Laws 2010.

Parking regulation was extended on the Old Lucan Road to its junction with ‘horseshoe’ including the road at the horseshoe. 

Two parking ticket machines were removed and redeployed to other areas in the county as they were underutilised. 

 The tariff was changed in accordance with the Bye Laws.

Palmerston village has a high demand for parking as it is both a residential and commercial area. It also has a large employer at Stewarts Hospital with a large staff on a shift pattern. Palmerston is also a useful location for casual park and ride based on existing bus services.

The parking as controlled by the Bye Laws favours the residential and local commercial needs through residential parking permits and appropriate tariff ensuring general parking space availability.

January 2010 and December 2010 are excluded from the comparison due to the severe weather in those months.

The amount of parking paid for has increased marginally under the new tariff with a significant increase in use of the low tariff area. It appears that less parking now occurs in the high tariff area in front of the shops and bank. This allows for easier access to those businesses. Short stop visits where the driver returns to their car after a few minutes may not pay for their parking and will not appear in this analysis.

Existing residential permit arrangements did not change. And new residential area was brought into the pay and display area to control overspill parking in the area.

REPORT ON ADOPTION OF OFFICIAL NAMING PROPOSALS FOR THE OUTER RING ROAD AND FONTHILL-OUTER RING LINK ROAD

“This Item was deferred from the April ACM at the request of the Members and is now due for consideration. It should be noted that the proposed changes have already been approved by other area committees.

The road which is designated as the Outer Ring Road has been constructed in a number of phases over a period in excess of twenty years.  Initially, it comprised of a stretch of roadway which linked the West Tallaght area to the N81 National Secondary Route.  Subsequently a short section known as the Ballyowen Distributor Road was constructed by a developer to serve his residential developments.  In more recent years the other phases were constructed under contract including the interchange with the N7 National Primary Route.  The lack of a coherent naming strategy over the entire route has led to some confusion and requests have been received from the Gardai and other statutory bodies to regularize the position.

The following sections have been named to date:

1.                The original sections serving the West Tallaght area has been named Cheeverstown Road (Bóthar Bhaile an tSíbhrigh) for many years.

2.                The section from the N7 Naas Road was named Grange Castle Road (Bóthar Chaisleán na Gráinsí) when the Council’s Business Park was opened.

3.                The National Roads Authority refer to the interchange with the N7 Naas Road as the Kingswood Interchange.

Following a series of informal consultations and discussions with Members, other Council Departments and the public and business communities, it is proposed, subject to the agreement of the Members to adopt the following naming proposals:    

As a substantial portion of the northern section of the road has already been named as the Grange Castle Road, it is proposed to extend this name to include the entire road north of the N7 Naas Road. Therefore the road from its junction with the Old Lucan Road southwards to its junction with the N7 Naas Road will be named Grange Castle Road (Bóthar Chaisleán na Gráinsí). 

A substantial portion of the southern section of the road has already been named Cheeverstown Road, it is proposed to extend this name to include the entire road south of the N7 Naas Road.  Therefore the road from its junction with the N81 Blessington Road northwards to it’s junction with the N7 Naas Road will be named Cheeverstown Road (Bóthar Bhaile an tSíbhrigh). 

The interchange will continue to be known as the Kingswood Interchange (Acomhal Choill an Rí). 

Naming proposals have also been examined for the road known as the Fonthill-Outer Ring Link Road.   Following consultations with the Local Studies Section of the Councils Library Service, it is considered appropriate to recommend that the road be formally named Omer Way (Bealach Omer) after Thomas Omer, who as principal engineer of the Navigation Board, planned and supervised the construction of the Grand Canal. 

The foregoing details are shown on the attached MAP Number RE.1108”

Planning Permission (SDZ07A/0002) was granted to Castlethorn Construction in 2007 for the construction of a community centre, as part of a wider planning application that included a Post Primary School. The approved community centre includes a sports hall that will be made available for use by the Post Primary School and the public. 

Castlethorn Construction confirmed in March 2011 that they remain committed to the delivery of the Adamstown Community Centre. It remains the intention of Castlethorn Construction to proceed with the project as soon as the funding environment permits, however there has been no development in terms of progress to date.

The Adamstown Planning Team will remain in contact with the developers and the VEC in relation to this matter.”

The Dog Wardens have also advised that the provision of a dog run would greatly assist them in the enforcement of the Bye-laws relating to the control of dogs in the park. To this end, the draft 2011 Park Bye-laws contain proposed new provisions, specifically providing for the designation of areas in public parks for use as dog runs. 

Following a recent review of Griffeen Valley Park for a suitable, centrally located area of this size, the junior pitch located adjacent to the GAA pitch at Hayden's Lane has been identified as an ideal location for the provision of a dog run. The site is centrally located in the park, is convenient to the main pedestrian routes through the park, and is already partially enclosed. While the proposed site is currently let to a local club for the 2010 / 2011 season, the club also has allocations on two other pitches in the park. Based on allocations in recent years, it is envisaged that the club's requirements can be accommodated elsewhere in the park for the 2011 / 2012 season. 

It is proposed, subject to securing the necessary resources, to proceed with this project later this year.”

The proceedings included the non-compliance with Condition No 9.

An adjournment of the case was sought by the developer and this was agreed to by the Council in order to allow negotiations to be carried out.  After several further adjournments, the case was adjourned generally with liberty to re-enter in February 2000.

Given the above history and the fact that the residents concerned had every reason to believe that the Council were looking after their interests especially in the taking of legal action and that additionally the wall forms part of the boundary of the Watertown Public Park which is in the control of this Council, this Area Committee now calls on the Manager responsible to have a safety inspection of the wall carried out without delay and a report brought to (the June meeting) to include proposals for it to “be prepared, made good and improved, where necessary, with walling that matches the said walls”
