“The Old Nangor Road between Fonthill Road and Tower Road in Clondalkin Village is a narrow  road with limited pedestrian facilities. It serves several schools and requires enhanced pedestrian facilities.  Road improvements in the area over the years have removed the significance of this road as a through route.

“The majority of the Plan lands lie within the Tallaght electoral area. Approximately one quarter of the Plan lands lie within the Clondalkin Electoral area, namely the Boherboy lands and the lands covered by the  Fortunestown Lane/Garter Lane Local Area Plan 2009. 

 The pre-draft public consultation phase for the proposed Local Area Plan was held between 31st March and 28th April 2011. A total of  21 submissions were received by the closing date. Seven other submissions were received after the deadline giving a grand total of 28 submissions. As this is a non-statutory stage of the preparation of the Local Area Plan, these late submissions will be considered.  Set out below is a brief  outline of the main issues raised in these submissions. All issues raised in the submissions will be considered in the predraft Local Area Plan. As undertaken in those documents monthly updates have been given to the CPG and can be viewed on CMAS. The 8 outcomes identified should contribute to supporting existing, and creating additional, employment across the County. Government schemes are specifically identified and will be supported/utilised in achieving this aim.

As a core part of the Programme the SMMB conference was held on 8th June and attracted an attendance in excess of 150 people. The Social Media Academy was launched at the conference and feedback has been very positive. Full details and feedback can be viewed on the website : Website link. Obviously at this stage less than a week after the conference all accounts have not been finalised but taking into account the income from the modest registration fee of E20 per person the net cost to SDCC is c E2,000 , which represents excellent value for money for a high quality, informative and useful conference. Costs were kept down in this regard by extensive use of internal staff resources, experience and knowledge of this area.

“The development of a coffee shop/restaurant facility in the vicinity of the Pet Farm and separate from the fishing facility, would be very desirable in the context of the refurbishment of the Courtyard buildings at Corkagh Park, adjacent to the pet farm. An area within the recently re-roofed two storey block in the courtyard has already been earmarked for this purpose.  Unfortunately such a facility would require significant capital expenditure and there are currently no funds available for this purpose.  However, the possibility of securing grant aid for such a development, which would complement the range of facilities in the park and would have a positive tourism spin off, will now be explored with Fáilte Ireland. It should be noted that in the interim, tea/coffee vending machines have been installed nearby and a hot-food sales operation is in place at the pet farm for the summer months.”

It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor T. Gilligan:
“That the Manager would submit a report on the care and maintenance of trees and plants in the Clondalkin Village area with particular reference to:-

1, The large wooden planters which are around the village and the Council offices.  They are in a very bad state, with many of them falling apart.  They have a very neglected appearance and don't appear to have been planted up at all.

2. The trees on the Orchard Road and Tower Road.  These need to be tended to as shoots on the lower trunks are spoiling their appearance.  Also the beds under the trees are in a bad state and overgrown with weeds.  Will they be planted up with seasonal bedding?  As it stands they are depressingly neglected.  

I would hope that these issues might be attended to before the Clondalkin Village Festival.  If that is the case this question will be redundant.  If not it will be somewhat farcical for the Council to be launching a village festival when the planting for which the Council is responsible in the centre of our potentially beautiful village is in such a sad and sorry state.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“Unfortunately the very severe winter weather this year has caused serious damage to the plant and floral displays in Clondalkin Village. Also, due to pressure of work and limited staff resources available, it is not always possible to maintain the wooden planters and floral schemes in the village to the required standard at all times.  In this regard, the responses of the Parks Department to the specific items raised in the motion are set out as follows;

1. The large wooden planters in Clondalkin Village were provided as part an Urban and Village Renewal Scheme some years ago. The timber surrounds of the planters have deteriorated in condition and will now have to be refurbished/repaired, where this is possible. Those planters which are deemed possible to salvage have now been removed to Corkagh Parks Depot, to enable the necessary repair work to be carried out.  

2. The trees at the Civic Offices, Orchard Road and Tower Road have been attended to and re-planted with herbaceous perennial flowering plants, which will provide a permanent floral feature in the village. This work was completed in advance of the Clondalkin Village Festival on Sunday last.  It should be noted that some of the trees on Tower Road have died over the winter months and will have to be removed.

The erection of hanging baskets on the street lights in the village, which is arranged annually by the Parks Department, was also completed in advance of the Clondalkin Village Festival.”

“The Housing schemes as operated by the Council over the years have been undergoing changes in the recent times due in the main as a result of the economic crisis of the Country. This has resulted in the need to look at other alternatives to traditional social housing build as the capital finances are not available for new schemes.  We have been innovative in looking at ways to meet social housing need and promoted the new Leasing initiative (ASH)  when it became obvious that new build was not an option.  Following discussions with the DOEHLG we have also implemented a pilot Choice Based Letting scheme in conjunction with a new method of sourcing leased properties entitled Applicant Sourced Homes.

The various methods now available to housing applicants to secure housing are:-

Choiced Based Lettings 

Applicant Sourced Homes 

RAS 

Leased dwellings through procurement - Short and long term 

Offer system (traditional) based on units becoming available through surrender or otherwise

There are presently no Affordable Homes available in the Lucan area.

The Housing Miscellaneous Provisions Act 2009 is now the primary legislation under which housing support is provided. Sec 22 of the act stated that it would be necessary to make an Allocations Scheme by the 13th June. This new scheme was adopted by the Council at its meeting held on 13th June 2011. The Scheme will be to:-

 ·        Determine the priority to be given in allocation of dwellings to persons assessed as being qualified for Social Housing Support. 

·        Include provision for transfers and persons purchasing under Incremental Purchase Scheme

·        To make specific provision for dwellings reserved for particular purposes including allocations to particular classes of persons, those transferring from other forms of social housing support and for particular forms of tenure

·        Defined to include the provision of accommodation in RAS properties

·        Special transfer path for RAS tenants to other forms of social housing support

 Required by Regulation in the new Scheme but already operated by this council are:-

·        Choice Based Letting 

·        Time on List approach 

The purpose of the new Allocations Schemes is to create a more uniform approach to the content and operation of allocations schemes nationally. To this end there is a Review of Housing Policy ongoing Nationally and it is understood that a National Allocations Scheme maybe introduced in the future.  

New Regulations have also been made by the Minister which changes the basis of the Assessment of Needs.  These are now carried out under Section 20 Housing Act 2009 and it will be the gateway for the provision of Social Housing Support from now on.  There will only be 2 assessments in future.  One at the time of application and again when a decision is made to provide allocation of a tenancy to a household

The main changes to the Assessment are:-

·        Housing is not an entitlement 

·        Applicant must be eligible to apply to the LA. (resident, income, no property)

·        Have a need for Social Housing Support (overcrowding, unfit, disability, medical, RS, prison) 

·        Housing List will be the gateway to Social Housing Support

  New elements in the Assessment consist of:- 

·        Applicant may apply to one authority only

·        Assessment should be dealt with in 12 weeks (max 26 weeks)

·        Housing authority of application carries out assessment 

·        Applicant may identify up to 3 areas of choice.  One must be in the housing authority of application 

·        Areas of choice are not a priority ranking but from time chosen

·        May not change area of choice for 1 year

·        Eligibility is assessed first.  If applicant is ineligible then there is no assessment

·        Income limits will apply 

There is a new prescribed application form which is in use from the 1st April.  We are strictly enforcing this new assessment with all new applicants.

There will be a presentation to each of the Area Committees outlining the various schemes in place by this Council to meet its social housing need.”
Following a contribution from Councillor T. Ridge, Mr. M. McCartan, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised and it was AGREED that a synopsis of all housing options would be supplied to the Members by the Manager at the end of the week.
