COMMUNITY SERVICES DEPARTMENT: 
The Community Services Department have an up-to-date Primary and Secondary Schools database for the County, which is updated on an ongoing basis.  Regular contact is made through direct contact with School Principals and/or other relevant Teachers, by phone, via e-mail and flyer/posters etc., to promote and advertise activities, events, competitions, festivals and other relevant issues.  

Details of events/activities organised by Community Services Department can be viewed on Community Services Website - http://communityservices.southdublin.ie/
LIBRARY SERVICES:
South Dublin Libraries originally worked from a list of primary and post primary schools supplied by the Department of Education which gave school name, address and contact phone number. Last year this list was revised locally to include contact email addresses.  Most of our communication nowadays is by email and we constantly seek to ensure that we are using correct addresses.  If emails bounce back to us we follow up by phone and amend our records accordingly. 

We endeavour to maintain regular contact with all primary schools, informing them of projects and events we are organising as well as current services offered locally and through the library website. Schools are contacted by their local branch library and by the Children’s Services Team who work across the County with teachers, parents and young readers.

Library staff email events/listings once month to schools and to some individual teachers with an interest in particular areas. In 2011 over 2500 class visits took place across the branch network as classes visited to borrow books and work on projects. Regular contact with Home School Liaison teachers is maintained particularly in relation to specific projects, summer projects, One Book, One School projects and Bed Time Reading clubs for early start children. All branch libraries make direct email contact at the start of each academic year encouraging class visits. Librarians also visit schools on a regular basis to register children and to market the website www.southdublinlibraries.ie.

Ongoing annual targeted events to schools include Children’s Book Festival, Science Week, Seachtain na Gaeilge, Teen Week, Innovation Dublin, Heritage Month, Ruaille Buaille, and Eco Week. In 2010 the library services delivered a project entitled All Join In which saw staff from the libraries visit every primary school in the County over the year to speak with students and demonstrate the services available for young readers.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
South Dublin County Council adopted its first Play Policy on July 10th 2006. The Play Policy which was formulated by Sports, Recreation, Community and Parks Strategic Policy Committee recognises that it is a child's right to live happily and the primary way that this can be done is through play. 

The policy aims to:

· Promote the importance of Play for children 

· Recognise and actively support all children having the right to play (as stated in the 1998 United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child) 

· Enable all children in local communities across South Dublin access to good quality play opportunities. 

· Provide a framework by which play provision for children in the County can be developed and expanded. 

Specifically it is a Countywide Policy on the Development & Management of Playgrounds and Play Areas (2006) and is a Council strategic plan which outlines its commitments towards the support and development of facilities. It outlines the future development of and management of playgrounds and play areas in South Dublin. 

The review of the Council's Play Policy is currently ongoing.  The Play Policy review group will have regard to the experience gained to date, particularly in relation to unsupervised playgrounds. Consideration will also be given to the type and location of play facilities provided for children and also the provision of exercise facilities for adults. 

Arising from the review and adoption of a new Play Policy by the Council, it is envisaged that one of the actions of the new Play Policy will be the review and updating of the existing Playground Construction Programme which will have regard to the new policy as well as the availability of finance at that time.  The provision of a playground in Palmerstown will be considered as part of this review.
Following contributions from Councillors E. Higgins, G. O’Connell and E. Tuffy, Mr. W. Sheils, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  The matter will be brought to the Sport, Recreation, Community Affairs (including Parks) Strategic Policy Committee in the Autumn.

6. What was the fee for a second visitor's permit when the Lucan Village Pay Parking Scheme was first introduced?

As set out in the South Dublin County Council (Control of Parking) Bye Laws 2010 the tariff for permits is as follows:

The first visitor permit had been suggested at €30 per year under the consultation but was adopted at the rate of €20. The second visitor permit is €50 under the 2010 Bye Laws, this was increased from the visitor permit tariff set in the 2003 Bye Laws of €20. There is a limit of two visitor permits per household. 

There is no household limit for number residential parking permits (for cars owned by residents at a particular residential address) 

All residents within pay and display areas are eligible for permits but there may be some restrictions on where they can park. 

It must be noted that the permit is not a guarantee of a space being available but an exemption from the pay and display charge local to the address for which the permit was issued.”

LC/850/11 MOT (4) PALMERSTON SHOPPING CENTRE
It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:
“That the Manager will address concerns of motorists entering and exiting the Palmerstown Shopping Centre during busy traffic times at the entrance/exit on Kennelsfort Green by putting a yellow box in situ and further that he will address the busy junction of Kennelsfort Road with Kennelsfort Green with regard to motorists gaining access to and from this area.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The entrance into a shopping centre is considered private and yellow boxes are only installed at the junctions of two public roads, hence a yellow box is not recommended at this location.  However, the management company for the shopping centre can have a "keep clear" box installed provided they pay for the costs involved.

There is a yellow box at the junction of Kennelsfort Green and Kennelsfort Road and this is considered adequate for this junction.  A traffic count was previously carried out at this location and a warrant for the provision of a signalised junction was not reached.”
Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy, E. Higgins, C. Jones and G. O’Connell, Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED to re-examine this location with a view to identifying possible improvement measures.

LC/851/11 MOT (5) PROPOSED TAXI RANK ARRANGEMENTS FOR LUCAN

It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle:
“That the Manager would report on consultations with local businesses and interested parties on the proposed Taxi Rank arrangements for Lucan and that he would put a specific proposal to the meeting for adoption.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Council have met with the Lucan Traders Association. The association is interested that the concerns that they have in relation to the issue of taxi management in the village are included in any proposal. Their favoured option is to provide an evening taxi rank close to, but not on, the Main Street and Dispensary Lane area of the village. The provision of a rank to serve the night time requirements of the village is met with the existing provision, but the need to accommodate the number of waiting taxis in the village requires additional and appropriate space.

A number of options have been considered as follows;

1.0 Existing three spaces with overflow as at present.

2.0 Relocate taxi rank from current position to the east bound side of Lucan Road opposite the village centre (up hill)

3.0 Provide 3 new taxi spaces outside of the Centra shop to come into effect at 8.00pm and provide for overflow along the Celbridge road in the vicinity of the Allied Irish Bank.

Option 1 is not acceptable to residents, Option 2 could have difficulty in relation to taxis and their orientation.

Item no.3 is the preferred option and it is recommended that the necessary statutory provision be put in place following further local consultation with the business community.”

Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy and W. Lavelle, Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised.  Councillor E. Tuffy requested that the motion be DEFERRED to the September meeting of this Committee.

LC/852/11 MOT (6) PUBLIC TAXI RANK IN THE PALMERSTON AREA
Item ID: 28201
It was proposed by Councillor G. O'Connell and seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy:
“That Management, as a matter of urgency, bring forward proposals for a public Taxi Rank (or ranks) for the Palmerston Area in the vicinity of Palmerstown Shopping Centre/Kennelsfort Road/Wheatfield Road and for the Village.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The provision of taxi ranks in the Palmerston area will be considered in the context of a comprehensive study of the area in consultation with the stakeholders but it should be noted such a provision could have an impact on some of the existing parking in the area and will involve the regulation of other roadspace. A poorly designed rank could be disregarded by taxi drivers and hence fail.”

Following contributions from Councillors G. O’Connell and E. Tuffy, Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that a further report would be brought to a future meeting.

The extreme winter conditions during the end of 2010/beginning 2011 affected many roads in the County and any incline was difficult for motorists.”

LC/854/11 MOT (8) 3 TONNE LIMIT ON KENNELSFORT ROAD

It was proposed by Councillor G. O'Connell and seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy:
“That the 3 Tonne Scheme on Kennelsfort Road be adjusted to the area between the N4 and the entrance to Woodfarm Acres and that a further 3 Tonne limit be installed on Wheatfield Road. Taken together these adjustments should ensure that all through traffic for vehicles in excess of 3 Tonnes is excluded while allowing a service route to both the Palmerstown Shopping Centre and Manor Road.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“There is a now long established weight restriction in place on the Kennelsfort Road the purpose of which was to protect the Kennelsfort Road area from inappropriate heavy goods vehicles using the area. There are several local origins for heavy traffic and the proportion of heavy traffic is in line with roads of this type in South Dublin County Council. 

Recently there has been a reduction in HGV traffic generally, on the Kennelsfort Road a 25% reduction was recorded from 2007 to 2010. It is not therefore recommended that the weight restriction on Kennelsfort Road be modified in the manner suggested.”

Following contributions from Councillors G. O’Connell, E. Higgins and E. Tuffy, Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that a further report would be brought to a future meeting.

“To ask the Manager about the up-to-date situation regarding the deal between Castlethorn Construction and the Department of Education to locate a temporary school building for Esker Education in Adamstown and also to state the relationship between this arrangement and the delivery of a Sports Hall for the community and for Adamstown Community College?”

“The Department of Education and Skills submitted a Planning Application on 16th June 2011 (Reg. Ref. SDZ11A/0001) seeking permission for construction of a temporary 16 classroom primary school for a period of 3 years on a site situated to the south of Adamstown Avenue and west of Adamstown Community College.  The application was made following pre-planning discussions.  Site clearance of an existing building compound has commenced at this location to facilitate the provision of a temporary school.  As the site is located within Adamstown SDZ, building works can commence following a grant of planning permission.  

Discussions are ongoing in relation to the delivery of a Sports Hall for the community and for Adamstown Community College.”

“To ask the Manager if he is aware of the works been undergone on Mill Lane on listed buildings (ruins) on the left hand side of the road as you approach the Sun Chemical property and to ask the Manager will he comment on whether there are enforcement implications regarding this matter?”
REPLY:

“The two structures along Mill Lane, Palmerston are not Protected Structures but are located within the Architectural Conservation Area of the Mill Complex.  The property owners contacted the Council's Planning Department in relation to these dangerous structures. “The County Heritage Plan produced through a collaborative and partnership process outlines a consensus on how local heritage can best be conserved and managed.  It provides a broad context within which the efforts and initiatives of local groups, individuals, and state agencies can cooperate.   It identifies heritage issues and needs at a local level and actions to address them locally, within a regional and national framework.  Thus it is an agreed and a realistic county action plan, with reference also to delivery and monitoring mechanisms.  It is, therefore, both a strategic statement about what the county wants to achieve in terms of heritage management and conservation over a defined time period, while also being a list of achievable actions which will be undertaken to achieve those aims and objectives.

The countywide actions relate also to the Lucan and Palmerston Electoral Areas.   The following are the relevant actions that support the various objectives set out in the plan currently initiated or proposed for implementation in the period up to the end of 2012 for areas including Lucan and Palmerston;

· Establish a County Heritage Database to collate archaeological, architectural, cultural and natural heritage records for the County. 

· Support the continued development of the database of Protected Structures in the County which is currently being established by SDCC. 

· Raise the profile of the County’s literary and artistic heritage. 

· Raise the profile and promote the national importance of the medieval history of Newcastle and its environs. 

· Support and assist the advancement of the objectives as stated in the County Development Plan 2010-2016 in relation to the development of the Liffey Valley Park and the provisions for a Dodder Linear Park and other projects relating to similarly important riverine systems. 

· Promote the industrial, natural, historical, and architectural heritage of the County’s waterways e.g. the Grand Canal, the River Liffey, the River Dodder etc. 

· Promote active participation in heritage celebration events and support initiatives such as National Heritage Week, National Biodiversity Day, National Tree Week etc. 

· Support the provision of appropriate and managed access for all to heritage features in public parks and open spaces under the control of SDCC. 

· Prepare a County Biodiversity Plan 

· Continue to develop a sustainable, integrated, network of green spaces in the County that will provide a functioning, sustainable, connective link for people and wildlife between parks, protected sites, gardens, and other areas of biodiversity, geological and recreational importance. 

· Liaise and co-operate with state bodies and other agencies in relation to the protection of natural heritage designations in the County. 

· Develop links between SDCC and other agencies at a national, regional, County, and local level, to work together to address heritage related issues within the County. 

· Provide information and support to Council, residents and landowners on how to encourage greater biodiversity in parks, suburban gardens and green spaces. 

· Support the continued development of ecologically sensitive areas in public parks.”

“Complaints were received by Planning Enforcement in relation to the extension of several rear gardens onto lands outside the existing boundaries of various dwellings in Oak Court, Palmerston.

This matter was investigated in conjunction with the Council’s Environmental Services Department, as a 1200mm surface water drain runs along the laneway at the rear of the houses in Oak Court.   Inspections found that unauthorised development was taking place in that walls have been erected along the laneway by various homeowners without the benefit of planning permission (the walls in question cannot be considered to be exempted development).  

A protocol document was prepared outlining what proposals the Planning Authority would consider acceptable when considering planning applications in relation to development on the laneway.  A copy of this protocol was sent to each household in question on 14th January 2011, advising that if a planning application was submitted in the context of the protocol document, such an application would be positively considered.

Following the issue of the protocol document, no planning applications have been received for retention of the unauthorised developments erected along the laneway.

Further inspections of the lands at the end of May 2011 found that the unauthorised walls remain in place, and accordingly, Enforcement Notices were served requiring the removal of the unauthorised developments.  Failure to comply with the requirements of an Enforcement Notice is a criminal offence and as such may lead to the initiation of legal proceedings in this regard.”

Existing arrangements are considered appropriate based on the current traffic situation in Adamstown, subject to agreed amendments at the junction of Adamstown Avenue/Castlegate Way. 

The Project Team has worked directly with the Adamstown primary schools in 2008, in relation to traffic management and drop off arrangements for school children.  The resulting plan required parents to drop children at designated drop off areas and to walk children along the 'Home Zone' to pedestrian access points.  This arrangement facilitated safe and efficient drop off and collection. 

The SDZ Project Team will review the arrangements that are in place for all schools ahead of the 2011/2012 school year with school principals.  Drop off and collection arrangements will also be considered as part of the assessment of the current Planning Application (Reg. Ref. SDZ11A/0001) for a temporary school building.”

“To ask the Manager if he will consider locating a dedicated dog-walking area within Griffeen Valley Park?”
REPLY:

“As previously reported to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting in May 2011, the provision of a dog run in Griffeen Valley Park will be considered on a pilot basis subject to the identification of a suitable site. The Council's Dog Warden Service have advised that an area, approximately the size of a football pitch, secured by means of a hedge/fence with designated access points, and convenient to the greatest number of dog walkers would ensure the best chance of success. 

The Dog Wardens have also advised that the provision of a dog run would greatly assist them in the enforcement of the Bye-laws relating to the control of dogs in the park. To this end, the draft 2011 Park Bye-laws contain proposed new provisions, specifically providing for the designation of areas in public parks for use as dog runs. 

Following a recent review of Griffeen Valley Park for a suitable, centrally located area of this size, the junior pitch located adjacent to the GAA pitch at Hayden's Lane has been identified as an ideal location for the provision of a dog run. The site is centrally located in the park, is convenient to the main pedestrian routes through the park, and is already partially enclosed. While the proposed site is currently let to a local club for the 2010 / 2011 season, the club also has allocations on two other pitches in the park.  Based on allocations in recent years, it is envisaged that the club's requirements can be accommodated elsewhere in the park for the 2011 / 2012 season. 

It is proposed, subject to securing the necessary resources, to proceed with this project later this year.”

This hedge is interplanted with Quercus robur trees at 11 meter intervals.  The area is considered to be well furnished with hedgerow and trees and it is not proposed to carry out any additional planting at this location at the present time.”

“To ask the Manager can an inspection of roadside trees in the Palmerston area be carried out and any branches that are a health and safety hazard are removed as a matter of urgency?”
REPLY:

“The street trees in the housing estates of Palmerston area were planted over time by a combination of the developers of the estates, Dublin Corporation (in some areas prior to 1986 boundary changes), the County Council and in some cases, local residents.  It has been the experience of the Council that where street trees were originally planted by developers/residents, that unsuitable and inappropriate trees species were often planted which are now giving rise to a range of problems.  Where the Council has been directly involved in the selection of trees for roadside planting, as far as possible, species which are known to cause difficulties have been avoided.  Trees have been selected on the basis of a range of factors including suitability (size of tree, size of margin), amenity (flowers/autumn colour), absence of conspicuous fruit or sterile forms, resistance to pests and disease and so on.

A significant number of tree queries are received each year, from a range of sources including the general public, Resident's Associations, Elected Public Representatives, other Council Departments and outside agencies such as Dublin Bus and An Garda Síochána.  These are in addition to trees identified by our own staff as being in need of work. Targeted programme of tree works have been undertaken in recent years as part of the Arboricultural Programmes with trees most in need of remedial works prioritised for action on the following basis:

Trees in poor condition i.e. dead and diseased trees. 

Trees causing an obstruction to pedestrians or road traffic. 

Trees obstructing public lighting.

In keeping with good arboricultural practice, trees are removed where they are diseased, dying or dead.  Where trees are causing an obstruction to streetlights they are either be pruned or removed, depending on the particular circumstances.  Pruning is also undertaken where trees are causing an obstruction to passing pedestrians or vehicles.  This includes dealing with trees associated with footpath problems.  Request for tree pruning/removal are always inspected and any decision on the course of action is determined by the merits of the individual tree in question.  Removal of the tree is generally the last option and all other possible options are considered first.

Where residents have concerns in relation to trees, they are advised in the first instance to make contact with the Park's Department so that the details of the tree can be taken and arrangements made to inspect the tree.  The inspection will determine what works, if any, are required.  The inspection will also determine the priority of any works considered to be necessary, based on the criteria outlined above.  If the Elected Members have details of particular locations which are of concern, the Park's Department would welcome details so that the specific locations can be inspected.”

“To compliment the Heritage Officer, the Park's Department Staff and all those involved in the recent BioBlitz in Waterstown Park and to ask the Manager if he will provide a report, in non specialist terms, of the numbers of species observed under various headings such as birds, fresh water animals and fish, animals, insects, flowers and plants etc., and to ask if the Council might co-operate with Fingal County Council and Kildare County Council in having a biodiversity audit done on Lucan Demesne//St. Catherine's Park?”
REPLY:

“The compliments of the Member are very much appreciated and will be conveyed to the staff involved.

 A total of 687 species were recorded in Liffey Valley Park, Waterstown at the recent BioBlitz.  The breakdown of species is as follows:

·         241 vascular plants - this group comprises grasses, wildflowers, trees and shrubs.

·         36 fungi 

·         50 bird species

·         55 molluscs - e.g snails, found in both water and on land.

·         294 invertebrates - insects

·         11 mammals

The final species list has yet to be received from the National Biodiversity Data Centre as well as more detailed information on the significance of what was found.  The experience of BioBlitz has validated a lot of the work that has been done in the Park in the last few years and will give added impetus to the conservation works there into the future.  The success of the BioBlitz was made possible by the significant contributions made by the volunteers during the event, in particular, the many scientists and specialist who gave their time for free for the day.  This voluntary assistance was actively supported by the National Biodiversity Data Centre who provided guidance and assistance with hosting the event including the provision of staff for the day.  

While South Dublin County Council was honoured to be invited to participate in the 2011 Bio Blitz, the selection of the sites is determined by the National Biodiversity Data Centre. The Council is hopeful that we would be invited to participate again in the next BioBlitz. 

The Council will explore the possibility of carrying out a biodiversity audit of Lucan Demesne/St. Catherine's Park with Fingal and Kildare County Councils.”

It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:
“That the Manager would present a report for discussion on recent meetings regarding anti-social behaviour in and around parts of Griffeen Valley Park, attended by Park's Department officials and representatives of An Garda Síochána, and any actions or measures taken or to be taken by the Park's Department to address the issues raised by residents.”
The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:

“As far as the Council is aware, the Griffeen Action Group have organised a number of meetings regarding anti-social problems in and around Griffeen Valley Park.  The Parks Department was invited, at very short notice, to attend what is believed to have been the third meeting of this group which was held on the 5th May. This is the only meeting that has been attended by officials from the Parks Department.

At that meeting, the issue of access to the park through the Elm Green / Griffeen Glen Park pedestrian entrance was raised for discussion.  The pedestrian gate at this location is secured in an open position to facilitate local residents using the park to go to work, local schools and access bus routes prior to official opening time. The residents at the meeting expressed concerns about the levels of anti-social behaviour that were occurring in the park, including the unauthorised use of horses and quads, and they advised that, as the gate at this entrance is permanently open, it was facilitating the anti-social behaviour.  

Following a short discussion, the Senior Parks Superintendent advised that arrangements could be made to open and close the gate in accordance with official park opening times. He did advise that this might inconvenience local residents currently using the park before official opening as it was likely to be around 10.30am each morning before the Park Rangers reached this gate to open it. 

Following a number of motions to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting in May 2011, the Members agreed to a proposal by the Parks Department to open and close the entrance in accordance with park opening hours on a trial basis. It was agreed that this would only commence following direct contact with the Griffeen Action Group to ascertain the views of the group and to agree the details of the arrangement. 

Following feedback from the Griffeen Action Committee, it was agreed to run a trial opening and closing of the gate, commencing Tuesday 7th June and running for a period of approximately four weeks to 30th June.  It was agreed that the gate would be opened at approximately 10.30am each morning and closed at approximately 8.30 pm each evening by the Park Rangers.  A notice of the Council's intention to restrict access to Griffeen Valley Park at this entrance was erected at the gate in question and at other entrances to the park on the Bank Holiday weekend of 4-6th June.  

The gate was initially locked at park closing time on Monday 6th June.  The park was opened and closed in accordance with the times indicated on the notice on Tuesday 7th June. However, when staff arrived to open the gate on Wednesday 8th June, they were unable to do so as glue had been inserted into the keyhole of the lock rendering it inoperable.  The opening of the gate on Wednesday morning was therefore delayed until the lock was eventually cut off by Parks Staff.  

The gate was opened and closed without incident on Thursday 9th June but a further incident occurred after the gate was locked on Thursday evening when glue was once again inserted into the replacement lock which meant that the gate could not be opened on Friday 10th June until the lock had been cut off.  Given this experience and the fact that the locks were vandalised 50% of the time within the first week, it was decided to suspend the trial and the Elected Members and the Griffeen Action Group were duly informed. The gate has been locked in the open position since then pending further discussion of the matter.

Representatives of the Parks Department also met on site with members of the Griffeen Action Committee, prior to the trial commencing, to discuss other measures to restrict access.  At that meeting it was agreed to erect a barrier at the entrance in question on the park side of the gate.  It is still intended to carry out this work. However, given the experiences with the lock, the Action Committee will be contacted again to discuss modifications to the barrier.”

“As a follow up to my previous motions and questions on the matter, with reference to the: - Planning permission granted on 31st October 1989 by An Bord Pleanála under Register Reference 88A/666 and PL/6/5/78396 for the construction of 91 houses at Riversdale, Lucan Road, Palmerston, Co. Dublin, which included at Condition No. 9 of the Grant of Planning Permission stated inter alia:

The walls at the rear of the proposed houses numbers 2 to 24 and along the western boundary of the site shall be retained at their existing heights and shall, prior to the construction of any of the houses hereby permitted, be repaired, made good and improved, where necessary, with walling that matches the said walls..
The above condition relates to several boundary walls of various dwellings constructed on the lands.

In 1999 the Council issued High Court proceedings under Section 27 of the Local Government (Planning & Development) Act 1976 against Caslan Developments in respect of the outstanding works to be carried out in order to bring the estate up to taking in charge standards.  The proceedings included the non-compliance with Condition No 9.

An adjournment of the case was sought by the developer and this was agreed to by the Council in order to allow negotiations to be carried out.  After several further adjournments, the case was adjourned generally with liberty to re-enter in February 2000.

Given the above history and the fact that the residents concerned had every reason to believe that the Council were looking after their interests especially in the taking of legal action and that additionally the wall forms part of the boundary of the Watertown Public Park which is in the control of this Council, this Area Committee now calls on the Manager responsible to have a safety inspection of the wall carried out without delay and a report brought to (the June meeting) to include proposals for it to “be prepared, made good and improved, where necessary, with walling that matches the said walls” “
The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:

“As outlined in the Report to the Lucan Area Committee on 23rd November 2010 the Council does not accept any responsibility in respect of this wall arising from Planning Permission granted in 1988 and that a proper tie in between the old and new wall should have been carried out by the Developer when constructing the new wall.  The Architects Department have reported on two recent occasions that the wall does not warrant any action under the Dangerous Structures Legislation. However, as requested a further safety inspection of the wall was undertaken and set out below is a report on the findings:

At the rear of no 2 Riversdale Grove, part of the boundary wall is constructed with concrete blocks and faced with a brick finish.  It butts up to the original stone wall.  Over the years some of the stone has become unstuck or has been removed at the bottom of the wall.  The area at the bottom of the wall has since been blocked off with galvanised sheeting fixed close to the wall.  There are also small gaps in the stone work above the galvanised sheeting.
The top of the original stone wall is capped in what is generally known as cock and hen type capping.  Further along the wall some of this capping is missing.
All along the top half of the wall there is a lot of vegetation and weeds growing between the mortar joints of the old stone wall.  If this colonisation is allowed to continue it may result in the breakdown of the masonry bond causing the stone work to become destabilised.  During the inspection it was noted that domestic garden climbing plants were growing over the top of the wall from the Riversdale Grove rear gardens.  There was also evidence of green waste dumping directly behind the rear boundary of no 2 Riversdale Grove, i.e. dead potted plants, bamboo cuttings, rose bushes, grass cuttings etc.  At the time of inspection the wall posed no immediate danger to the public at large. 
Recommendation:  Ideally the missing and loose stone should be reinstated.  Weed growth should be removed along the wall, also efforts should be made to prevent local dumping at the rear of the wall.
Accordingly, no further action is considered necessary on the part of the Council.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“As previously reported, the Developer submitted documentation for the taking in charge of a number of open spaces in this area some time ago.  While the Developer was under the impression that the documentation submitted also included the open space area along the access road from Griffeen Avenue to Rossberry, when Council staff began to process the documentation received, it was discovered that he had, in fact, not submitted the necessary documentation to transfer this land to the Council. 

This matter was brought to his attention and he undertook to have the necessary documentation prepared and submitted to the Council to enable the taking in charge process to proceed.  As no documents were received, the Council made further contact with both the Developer and his Solicitor. It now transpires that the matter has been delayed because of a requirement for the Developer to prepare a Deed of Rectification in relation to the open space concerned before he can submit the Deed of Transfer to the Council.  The Council has been assured by the Developer that the matter is being progressed and that the necessary documents will be submitted as soon as they are available. 

In the meantime, the developer was again informed of his responsibility to maintain this area until such time as it is formally taken in charge by the Council. As a result of the most recent contact, the entire area has since been cut. The Parks Department is continuing to pursue the submission of the relevant documents to enable the taking-in-charge process to proceed.”
Following a contribution from Councillor W. Lavelle, Mr. M. Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and Councillor W. Lavelle requested that this motion be RE ENTERED on the agenda for the next meeting of the Committee dealing with Park’s Business.

“While commending Management and staff for their recent efforts, and as a follow up to the offer made by Management in the Report to my Motion Ref ID 24108 at the September meeting,  the subsequent report on CCTV at the Jan 2011 LCA, and my motion 27079  in March of this year and following the recent public meeting in Palmerston on the 12th May, this committee now calls on Management to bring forward plans for CCTV and Movement Sensitive lights for Glenaulin Park and when the other significant  measures suggested by members of the public to rid the area of anti-social activity are to be introduced.”
The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:

“As previously reported to the Committee, the issue of CCTV in Glenaulin Park has been raised on a number of occasions in discussions with Palmerstown Community Council and local residents. Part of the park on the Dublin City Council side is covered by a camera system installed in the Dublin City Council area which is under the control of the Gardaí. The possibility of extending this system is being examined in conjunction with the Gardaí and Dublin City Council having regard to the availability of resources.

At the public meeting on 12th May, attended by the Senior Park's Superintendent, local residents expressed widely diverging views in relation to measures they would like to see implemented in Glenaulin Park to deter anti-social behaviour. Amongst the views expressed were vocal opposition to the provision of CCTV cameras, high fencing and gate closures. In order to advance matters, it was agreed that a coherent community response was required. 

It was therefore proposed by the Chair of the meeting that a focused action group be formed, comprised of representatives of the local communities around the park as well as other stakeholders such as the Council and Gardaí. The group, under the auspices of Palmerstown Community Council, is to be tasked with preparing a consensus based action plan of measures that can be taken to counter the issue of anti-social behaviour in the park with a view to eliminating the problem over time. It is envisaged that measures to be discussed will include the provision of CCTV / lighting systems.  

The inaugural meeting of this group (Friends of Glenaulin) took place on 31st May 2011 and was attended by representatives from the Community, Sports Clubs, Palmerstown Together, Palmerstown Community Council, Elected Members, Garda Síochána, Parks Department, Schools and Business Community.  The most significant outcome from the meeting was the establishment of a working group with the aim of developing a strategy for the park based on short, medium and long term objectives.  

It is envisaged that the strategy will identify a range of actions and timeframes which, if implemented in a planned way with the agreement of the various stakeholders, would lead to the substantial reduction or even elimination of anti social behaviour in Glenaulin Park. As part of this process, it is expected that a detailed discussion will take place on CCTV and motion activated lighting. 

The strategy will assist the Council and Gardaí in terms of routine activity and maintenance as well as assisting in the planning and delivery of key actions identified, having regard to the limited resources available and the wider operational remits of both organisations.”

In the meantime, a planning application is being finalised by the Department for the school on the Esker depot site.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Council at its meeting on the 13th November 2006 noted a proposal to dispose of 41.50 acres approx. of land at Balgaddy,  Clondalkin to Shelbourne Development Ltd in exchange for 42.56 acres approx. at Cooldrinagh, Leixlip subject to certain terms and conditions, Minute No. C/0619/06 refers.  

 The terms and conditions relating to the exchange were negotiated by the Chief Valuer and recommended by the Chief Valuer for the consideration and approval of the Council.

South Dublin County Council granted permission to Shelbourne Developments in respect of SD 09A/0149 on 5th February 2010. On 24th February 2011 An Bord Pleanála upheld the decision and granted planning permission for 833 residential units at Kishogue.

Clause 13 of the Agreement between South Dublin County Council and Shelbourne Development states: 

"That subject to the provisions of condition 14, if the construction works on Plot A1 and Plot B have not commenced within three months of the date of final grant of planning permission for the development, or if construction works on Phase 1 are not practically completed within thirty months from the date of final grant of planning permission for the development, then either party may by written notification rescind the agreement in relation to plots A1 & B.  If a rescission notice is served by the Council, Shelbourne Development and its financial institution will be given a 45 day period to either (a) satisfy the Council that the rescission notice should be withdrawn or (b) allow Shelbourne Development’s financial institution to step into the agreement and fulfill Shelbourne Development’s obligations. Should (a) or (b) not occur then any monies paid over under 3 above shall be repaid without the payment of interest and the provisions of 6 (a), (b) and (c) above shall then apply to Plot A.

Note: The entire Development on Plots A, A1 & B must be completed under one building contract in one phase or, alternatively, in not more than two consecutive phases amounting not more than forty-two months in total.  In order to expedite delivery of the development, Shelbourne Development will be entitled to bring in one or more contractor(s).  Phases must include the completion of the following minimum development levels.

Phase 1 will consist of the full development of Plot A1 and Plot B for Park and Ride and residential development and some limited commercial development.

Phase 2 will consist of the full development of Plot A for residential development and some limited commercial development (if sought and approved).

Shelbourne Development Limited must forward a copy of the building programme to the Council within three months of the date of final grant of planning permission (being the base/chief planning permission for the Development) or at least one month before work commences on each phase of the Development, whichever is the earlier."      

The Council has been in discussions with Shelbourne Developments regarding the project and Shelbourne Developments have informed the Council that they intend to develop the lands. However, their Business Plan is being considered at present by the National Asset Management Agency and the matter cannot be progressed further until the Business Plan has been ratified.”

Following a contribution from Councillor W. Lavelle, Mr. J. Browne, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

“To ask the Manger for a report on the removal of graffiti in the Palmerston area year to date and for an indication when the remainder of this work which I requested some time back will be carried out?”
REPLY:

“While the Council undertakes graffiti removal in the public domain, there are obviously budgetary constraints which determine how much graffiti removal can be undertaken and therefore, prioritisation is necessary.

Generally, any offensive or malicious graffiti is given priority and removed as soon as possible. Other removals are carried out on the basis of priority in line with location, visibility and visual impact while also having regard for cost, available resources and work schedules. 

Graffiti has recently been removed from a significant area of the laneways at the rear of Palmerstown Avenue, near the N4 which was very prominent because of works at the N4. It should be noted that a large number of privately owned shed and access doors that are subject to graffiti and for which the responsibility for removal lies with the individual property owners/occupiers and these will be pursued in accordance with the Litter Pollution Act. In addition, three other requests for graffiti removal in the Palmerston area have been responded to in 2011 with no further graffiti requests outstanding at present.”

“To ask the Manager if he will present an updated report on work done by the Council to remove graffiti throughout Lucan and Palmerston in the last year and if he will advise if there has been a reduction in the number of incidents of graffiti, what funding has been made available to these areas from the Anti Litter and Graffiti Awareness Funding, how much of this work has been outsourced and what measures are being implemented to tackle graffiti hotspots?”
REPLY:

“In the year from 1st June, 2010 to 31st May, 2011 a total of 60 reports of graffiti were tackled in the Lucan/Palmerstown area with 48 in the preceding year for the same area.

The work is carried out either by the Council's Graffiti Removal Team or the Probation Services.  No work was outsourced during this period.

The Anti-Litter and Anti-Graffiti Awareness Grant for South Dublin County in 2010 was a total €57,143. This Scheme focuses on voluntary initiatives by community and environmental groups, and on involving schools and young people in anti-litter and anti-graffiti action and promotion of greater public awareness and education.  All grant applications that were received and met the Department of Environment, Heritage & Local Government grant criteria were allocated funding with the two applications received from Lucan/Palmerstown provided with funding.  In addition, funding was provided to Safe Graffiti Removal Ltd. for community workshops on graffiti removal with free workshops advertised and available to Residents Associations, Community Groups and Tidy Towns Groups.

Notification of funding for the Anti-Litter and Anti-Graffiti Awareness grant 2011 has not yet been received from the Department. 

Graffiti hotspots are targeted routinely by the removal teams when they are working in an area even when they have not necessarily received additional complaints about the particular area.”

GREATER DUBLIN AREA ACTION PLAN
“1.  Re Noise from the N4 and Outer Ring Road 

There is no reference in the report to N4 EIS and Bord Pleanala decision and modifications 

Cognisance was given to both the N4 EIS and the Outer Ring Road EIS when planning the noise survey. The attended measurement procedure used for the noise survey carried out by the Environmental Health Department was the procedure used in both Environmental Impact Statements. The An Bord Pleanala decision and modifications did not have any impact on the methodology out of the survey.

Modification 1(a) of the An Bord Pleanala report refers to mitigation of the road traffic noise levels to be achieved by the design year (2023).

Modification 1(b) of the report: This refers to additional mitigation measures to be undertaken by the provision of noise barriers at a number of locations as specified in the An Bord Pleanala report. We will need confirmation from the Roads Department as to whether these works have been carried out.

2. Re: Outer ring Road the report refers to the EIS but not the final Bord Pleanala decision and modification 1a re: noise:  

Modification 1a refers to a requirement for the design year (2019).

3. The report suggest the time period selected was 10am to 4pm missing both morning and evening rush hours – Does this not make the finding incomplete?

The noise survey was carried out according to a method specified in the NRA Draft Guidelines for the Treatment for Noise and Vibration in National Road Schemes 2004. Directive 2002/49/EC relating to the assessment and management of environmental noise designates Lden as the selected common noise indicator to assess annoyance. Lden is defined as the sound level averaged over day, evening and night i.e. 24 hours. The method used for the noise report as approved by the NRA involves taking a number of 15 minute noise ‘snapshots’ between the hours of 10:00 to 17:00. The L10 is noted at each reading. The L10 is the noise level exceeded for just 10% of the sample period. These figures are then extrapolated by use of a mathematical formula to give the L10 (18hour) value, which is the average noise level exceeded for 10% of the time between 06:00 and 24:00. A further calculation is then applied to determine the Lden. Thus it is considered that the methodology used gives a true representation of noise nuisance over day, evening and night.

4. The report doesn't indicate the height of the monitor given that An Bord Pleanala ORR ruling refer to measurements be at upper floor level of a two storey house
The An Bord Pleanala requirement referred to measurements to be taken in the design year, 2019.

Given the constraints of the noise survey it was not possible to monitor at the upper storey level i.e. four metres above ground level, as noise measurements must be taken at least 1.5m from the façade of the building to ensure accurate measurement.

 Ultimately, the key goal of the noise survey was to take measurements at appropriate locations, for the appropriate time period and from the appropriate source, giving a robust representation of the sound level of concern. We feel this was achieved with the noise report as presented.”

“The local Litter Warden has been in regular contact with local residents in Foxborough, including members of the Residents Association/Maintenance Team, to address issues raised by them including graffiti and littering. 

It appears that youths regularly congregate at the end of the open space and these are responsible for a lot of littering (cans/bottles etc.) as well as the graffiti locally.  The Council's Graffiti Removal Crew has carried out some graffiti removal while local residents were recently provided with five large buckets of white paint to carry out some painting as well.  The estate is regularly patrolled by the Litter Warden but, because of the nature of the litter, it has not been possible to issue fines. Clean ups have been arranged by the Parks Department from the open spaces and shrubbery.  The warden will continue to have a presence locally and will liaise with the residents to assist where possible but the wider issue of anti-social behaviour may need to be addressed by the Residents Association in conjunction with the Gardaí.”

Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy and C. Jones, Mr. J. Quinlivan, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised, the Members were invited to submit public representations for any other matters in this regard arising over the Summer, the report was NOTED.
