“DECLARATION OF EXEMPTED DEVELOPMENT  
A request for a Declaration of Exempted Development -Reference No ED10/0028- at 7 Fonthill Abbey Rathfarnham, Dublin 14 was received on 7th September 2010 for the following proposed development:

-       Two storey rear extension 

-       Roof lights to the existing roof, hip end (north) and garden side (east)

-       Solar panels to the front (west) and rear (east) roof of the house

-       Part conversion of the garage to a utility room

These works were deemed to be exempted development and did not require planning permission, Manager’s Order PR/1059/10, signed on 15th October 2010 and a Notice of Decision was issued the same day.

WARNING LETTER.
Structures were built on foot of this declaration.  Subsequent to construction, a Warning letter under Section 152 of the Act was issued stating that the works may be contrary to Conditions and Limitations of Class 1 Exempted Development Regulations regarding the height of the first floor rear extension and that the roof of the single storey rear extension may be used as a balcony or roof garden.

PLANNING APPLICATION REGISTERED REFERENCE No. SD11B/0206
To rectify unauthorised development regarding the height of the rear first floor walls, a planning application to retain the development was lodged.

Planning Permission (Reg.Ref. No. SD11B/0206) proposing "Two storey flat roofed extension to the rear of the house with a kitchen and family room at ground floor;  a bedroom at first floor and roof lights to the existing rear garden and hip roof" was granted on 25th July 2011 subject to compliance with conditions, in particular Condition No.2 :

Condition No 2 states:

(a) The development hereby approved shall in CORRESPONDENCEporate the following amendments- 
(i) The rear elevation flat roof over family room, shall not be used as a balcony or roof terrace.
REASON: In the interest of visual amenity and the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.
The height, scale and external cladding of the first floor rear extension were considered to comply with criteria as set out in the county development plan and that the adjacent residential amenity would not be significantly adversely affected.  Access to the roof of ground floor extension is by means of a mid level bedroom window and does not provide a convenient means of accessing the roof.  Notwithstanding this fact, a condition to limit its use was included in the grant. 

This decision of the planning authority was not subject to appeal to An Bord Pleanala and the time for an appeal has now passed.”
Ms. P. Devlin, Senior Executive Planner presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors P. Cosgrave and E. Coburn, Ms Devlin responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

"To ask the Manager to outline the plans for the re-instatement of the green at Whitechurch?"

REPLY:
The contract for the infill housing scheme at Whitechurch Phases 4 & 5 was not fully completed when the contractor went into liquidation.

The Council were left with a great deal of defects and unfinished work to resolve in the following categories:

1. Completion of road / grass margin areas. 

2. Drainage completion and defects. 

3. Defects in individual housing units. 

4. Defects / incomplete items to the Community Centre. 

5. Completion, to an acceptable standard, of the open space areas and reduction of open space levels behind Grangebrook as required by the contract. 

Items 1 – 4 have now been substantially completed with the only item outstanding being rectification to drainage near the Community Centre which is currently being addressed.

Unfortunately, the remaining item, completion of the open space, has not been addressed as soon as was envisaged and previously indicated to the members. The scope of the required works are being negotiated with the Parks and Landscape Services Department. A specification will then be prepared with a view to seeking quotations for the work in the near future. This will be advanced in accordance with funding availability.

“HOUSING ALLOCATIONS SCHEME  

Standard Housing 
Housing units are allocated in accordance with the allocation scheme in place at the time. The most recent one was adopted by the Council on the 13th June 2011 

In accordance with this scheme the Council allocates the available housing dwellings to the next highest on the housing list.  The Council offers dwellings solely by telephone with a follow-up letter being sent to those on second offer, outlining refusal of first offer and any ramifications of refusal of second offer.  If the dwelling is accepted arrangements are put in place for the signing of the tenancy agreement and the house is allocated. All allocations are made subject to Estate Management and Garda checks  

Proposed changes to this process.
In a good many instances the offers made above are refused.  It can take up to 10 offers in exceptional instances; however, typically two or three offers are necessary to achieve a successful letting on the majority of our housing stock.  As can be appreciated this is somewhat resource and time consuming.  The DoEHLG in its guidance document on the preparation of the allocation scheme required the introduction of a Choice Based Letting scheme (CBL) within the scheme.

This Council had in July 2010 introduced a pilot scheme of Choice Based lettings (CBL) to test the process.  This scheme has proven to be successful as a pilot and the Council is now going to implement it as the principal form of social housing allocation.  Currently a new computer system to process housing applicant expressions of interest and to manage the process of selecting the appropriate applicant for the advertised dwellings is in the final stages of testing.  

Choice Based Lettings will be introduced to housing list applicants, initially to those with a requirement for three bedroom dwellings.  This will give applicants an opportunity to bid for a tenancy in a standard council dwelling which is currently available in their stated areas of preference.  They will be invited to express an interest in taking a tenancy of an available council dwelling electronically and the dwelling will be allocated to the applicant who is highest on the waiting list of those who have expressed an interest.  

Most Voluntary Housing Associations have indicated that they would be happy to have their own units allocated in this manner rather than the Council providing list of nominees to them.

The Council will continue to make offers in certain circumstances i.e. to applicants in need of special adapted dwellings, older persons dwellings, priority cases and transfers.

The most recent assessment of housing need regulations now confine applicants to only one Local Authority.  They can however express an interest in 2 areas one of which must be in the LA jurisdiction of the application.  They are however also permitted to express an interest in an area in one of the other Dublin LA’s.  To enable this to work it is proposed to reduce the number of housing areas in this county to 2.  North and South of the Naas Road.  This has been agreed with the special all party meeting established by the Council to advise on changes needed for the new allocation scheme.

RAS Transfer list. RAS tenants who were allocated the tenancy prior to 01/08/2010 were informed that they may be permitted to stay on the housing list and would in the normal course of events be made an allocation offer of standard Council accommodation when reached on the housing list.  On 01/10/2011 such tenants will no longer be included in the list.  Regulations introduced by the Department provides that the new allocation scheme, referred to above, makes provision for a special transfer list (pathway) for those RAS tenants who wish to be considered for standard housing and it is proposed to write to all RAS tenants offering them the opportunity of inclusion on that transfer list if they wish to be so included. 

New Methods of Procurement:
Leasing (The Social Housing Leasing Initiative)----rather than the traditional method of providing social housing by buying land and building council estates housing authorities will now lease properties for use as social housing. One of the main benefits of this method of provision is that it affords the opportunity to promote social integration through managed tenure mix by “salt and peppering” social housing in private housing estates with an upper threshold.

RAS----A version of leasing and the precursor of Leasing which may be availed of only by those who have been in receipt of rent supplement for at least 18 months.

Homes procured by lease or under the RAS initiative are now legally defined to be council/social housing along with traditional council housing stock and voluntary housing.

ASH—Applicant Sourced Homes---Under this initiative applicants are invited to source the home of their choice in an area of their choice and, provided agreement can be reached with the owner, that home will be leased for their use. This initiative is being rolled out in manageable tranches by working our way to the housing waiting list.

It is similar to the current rent supplement arrangements but managed and funded by the council rather than the community welfare service. The outcome for the client is exactly the same, a home of their choice in an area of their choice. For those housing applicants in receipt of rent supplement they may choose to stay living in their existing home, subject to it being possible to reach an agreement with their landlord. 

It must be stressed that RAS, ASH and CBL are being implemented strictly in accordance with the housing waiting list ie by working our way through the housing waiting list in order of applicants’ positions on that list.”
