ALLOCATIONS SCHEME
REPORT: 

 Standard Housing 

Housing units are allocated in accordance with the allocation scheme in place at the time. The most recent one was adopted by the Council on the 13th June 2011. 

In accordance with this scheme the Council allocates the available housing dwellings to the next highest on the housing list.  The Council offers dwellings solely by telephone with a follow-up letter being sent to those on second offer, outlining refusal of first offer and any ramifications of refusal of second offer.  If the dwelling is accepted arrangements are put in place for the signing of the tenancy agreement and the house is allocated. All allocations are made subject to Estate Management and Garda checks.

In a good many instances the offers made above are refused.  It can take up to 10 offers in exceptional instances; however, typically two or three offers are necessary to achieve a successful letting on the majority of our housing stock.  As can be appreciated this is somewhat resource and time consuming.  The DoEHLG in its guidance document on the preparation of the allocation scheme required the introduction of a Choice Based Letting scheme (CBL) within the scheme.

This Council had in July 2010 introduced a pilot scheme of Choice Based lettings (CBL) to test the process.  This scheme has proven to be successful as a pilot and the Council is now going to implement it as the principal form of social housing allocation.  Currently a new computer system to process housing applicant expressions of interest and to manage the process of selecting the appropriate applicant for the advertised dwellings is in the final stages of testing.  

Choice Based Lettings will be introduced to housing list applicants, initially to those with a requirement for three bedroom dwellings.  This will give applicants an opportunity to bid for a tenancy in a standard council dwelling which is currently available in their stated areas of preference.  They will be invited to express an interest in taking a tenancy of an available council dwelling electronically and the dwelling will be allocated to the applicant who is highest on the waiting list of those who have expressed an interest.  

Most Voluntary Housing Associations have indicated that they would be happy to have their own units allocated in this manner rather than the Council providing list of nominees to them.

The Council will continue to make offers in certain circumstances i.e. to applicants in need of special adapted dwellings, older persons dwellings, priority cases and transfers.

The most recent assessment of housing need regulations now confine applicants to only one Local Authority.  They can however express an interest in 3 areas one of which must be in the LA jurisdiction of the application.  They are however also permitted to express an interest in an area in one of the other Dublin LA’s.  To enable this to work it is proposed to reduce the number of housing areas in this county to 2.  North and South of the Naas Road.  This has been agreed with the special all party meeting established by the Council to advise on changes needed for the new allocation scheme.

RAS Transfer List

RAS tenants who were allocated the tenancy prior to 01/08/2010 were informed that they may be permitted to stay on the housing list and would in the normal course of events be made an allocation offer of standard Council accommodation when reached on the housing list.  On 01/10/2011 such tenants will no longer be included in the list.  Regulations introduced by the Department provides that the new allocation scheme, referred to above, makes provision for a special transfer list (pathway) for those RAS tenants who wish to be considered for standard housing and it is proposed to write to all RAS tenants offering them the opportunity of inclusion on that transfer list if they wish to be so included. 

New Methods of Procurement:

Leasing (The Social Housing Leasing Initiative)----rather than the traditional method of providing social housing by buying land and building council estates housing authorities will now lease properties for use as social housing. One of the main benefits of this method of provision is that it affords the opportunity to promote social integration through managed tenure mix by “salt and peppering” social housing in private housing estates with an upper threshold.

RAS----A version of leasing and the precursor of Leasing which may be availed of only by those who have been in receipt of rent supplement for at least 18 months.   Homes procured by lease or under the RAS initiative are now legally defined to be council/social housing along with traditional council housing stock and voluntary housing.

ASH—Applicant Sourced Homes---Under this initiative applicants are invited to source the home of their choice in an area of their choice and, provided agreement can be reached with the owner, that home will be leased for their use. This initiative is being rolled out in manageable tranches by working our way to the housing waiting list.

It is similar to the current rent supplement arrangements but managed and funded by the Council rather than the Community Welfare Service. The outcome for the client is exactly the same, a home of their choice in an area of their choice. For those housing applicants in receipt of rent supplement they may choose to stay living in their existing home, subject to it being possible to reach an agreement with their landlord. 

It must be stressed that RAS, ASH and CBL are being implemented strictly in accordance with the housing waiting list i.e. by working our way through the housing waiting list in order of applicants’ positions on that list.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“There were 5 proposed phases of construction in the Balgaddy Scheme for which a Masterplan was prepared in 2000 - Balgaddy 'A' (Búirg an Rí),  Balgaddy 'B' (Méile an Rí),  Balgaddy 'C' (Méile an Rí),  Balgaddy 'D' (not constructed),  Balgaddy 'E' (Tor an Rí).  

400 units were built in four of the five proposed phases by Gama Construction Ltd. the main Contractor appointed by South Dublin County Council. 

There are issues requiring remedial works throughout the scheme including window sashes, roof flashings and external plaster cracks. In line with a good deal of new housing, the issue of condensation and mould growth arises as a result of increased insulation linked to decreased ventilation levels required by ongoing revisions to the Building Regulations. In some cases condensation is a result of building fabric failure and in others by the pattern of tenant use. 

In the past year, a considerable amount of work has been carried out in the area in question by Council staff and Contractors working on their behalf, to address building defects and maintenance issues. A dedicated team comprised of a range of trades under the direction of the County Architect is now systematically inspecting and evaluating the condition of all housing stock which has been subject of complaints and carrying out any necessary remedial works on a house by house basis. This work is being facilitated by the Council’s Community Worker team. Any electrical / heating problems are being addressed systematically by the Council’s team of Mechanical & Electrical Inspectors. This process will continue until all affected units are addressed. Considerable progress has been made to date and is continuing. The approach is consistent and integrated and achieving real and verifiable results. 

A contract is currently underway to pilot a window-sash replacement programme in 14 units in the area. The result of this pilot has been very satisfactory and a specification is being prepared to seek tenders for work on the remaining houses affected. This work should be undertaken in the third quarter of 2011. 

5 houses in the area are being tested using a range of demand-led ventilation systems. These are already installed and under review. The result of this review will inform how the problem will be addressed in remaining problem units.

A building survey was commissioned by CPLN and carried out some months ago by BFP Consulting Engineers.  The study was structured as a generic review of building faults and when presented publicly was already 8 weeks out of date and could not take into account remedial work ongoing in the interim.  South Dublin County Council finally received an annotated copy of the report linking the problems stated to the addresses surveyed at the end of July.  This is being reviewed against the Council programme and any fresh information supplied is being factored in to the ongoing work schedule.  The contents of the report were broadly in line with the surveys carried out by Council technical staff and already being addressed by on-site teams.

The overall Masterplan envisaged a large landscaped public amenity space at its heart associated with the last remaining phase of the scheme which was tendered but not constructed due to the economic downturn. This left the overall scheme unfinished and lacking amenity for its residents. This remaining phase will not be constructed in the medium term so an alternative means of delivering the amenity open space requirements for the residents was explored by the Council with the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government and late last year funding was approved for a scheme to complete these public-realm works which include a multi-use games area (MUGA) for teenagers, a playground for younger children, trees and planting opposite the completed dwellings and paths, lights and planting to the edges of undeveloped sites. These works are now almost complete and already contribute significantly to the amenity of the area. 

Contact has been maintained by the Council with the Balgaddy Working Together Group who are aware of the considerable progress on the Council’s work programme. This group is also being afforded technical support by the Council in their bid to secure funding for a child and community centre in partnership with Barnardos and CPLN.”

However, the entrance gates are subject  to vandalism on an ongoing basis by people seeking to gain access to the park with motorbikes and other unauthorised vehicles. The vandalism has including ramming vehicles into the gates and use of steel cutting equipment to sever the gates from the entrance.  The gates have been repaired in the past but on a recent inspection, it was noted that some of the gates had been vandaliised again.  Arrangements will be made to undertake repairs as soon as possible, subject to the availability of resources.

The recently adopted 2011 Bye-Laws for Parks and Open Spaces include enhanced provisions for dealing with unauthorised vehicles, including motorbikes, in public parks and open spaces.  The matter of enforcing the new bye-laws is the subject of ongoing discussion with the Gardaí.

At what stage are the plans to put in place measures to improve pedestrian safety at this location?”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

It was proposed by Councillor T. Gilligan and seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:
“That the Manager installs two ramps at Cherrywood Avenue / Park, Clondalkin and that he outlines the costs of this.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“In 2005, following extensive public consultation the Council installed traffic calming measures in the Cherrywood area of Clondalkin. These measures included the installation of 3 traffic calming ramps together with a number of footpath build-outs on Cherrywood Crescent to slow down traffic. The Council does not have the resources for additional traffic calming measures at this location in 2011. The expenditure and the traffic calming carried out formed part of an overall policy adopted by the Council on an area basis and it would not be fair to re-visit schemes already carried out before other locations within areas have been completed.

The matter of speeding on this road not withstanding the traffic calming carried out in the area has been referred to the local Gardaí for their attention and their response is awaited.”

LC/969/11 MOT (15) PEDESTRIAN FACILITIES OPPOSITE BALLYOWEN PARK

It was proposed by Councillor M. McDonagh and seconded by Councillor B. Bonner:
“In following up an enquiry submitted to the Road's Department on June 16th, I am requesting that pedestrian facilities be placed at the location opposite Ballyowen Park on the Fonthill Road. The location is directly behind Rowlagh Avenue.  The response to a reply I received regarding the matter stated that the Traffic Section had carried out a count test at the location 18 months previously and concluded that the area did not warrant pedestrian facilities as it had a low count on the day in question.  However, I disagree as the location in question is frequently used by those involved in sport in the area and those in attendance at CASP. The area is also used by those travelling to the Fonthill Retail Park. From speaking with residents of the surrounding areas it is something that I think is necessary in the area.

I would like the Council to consider this proposal as it is something that is needed and would benefit the North Clondalkin area.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The area has been counted in the past and low pedestrian numbers have been observed.  It is difficult to find a location along this stretch of road where a pedestrian crossing is warranted but if an exact location can be confirmed the matter will be re-examined.  Any available information as to likely times of heaviest usage would be welcomed.  It should be noted that the transport SPC is to examine proposals for alternative crossing facilities and the matter remains on the SPC agenda.”
The report was NOTED and Councillor M. McDonagh requested that this motion be RE ENTERED on the agenda for the next meeting of the Committee dealing with Roads Business.
LC/970/11 MOT (16) TRAFFIC EXITS FOR CLONDALKIN FROM NAAS ROAD
Item ID: 28711
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:
“That the Manager would submit a report on the junction on the Naas Road where traffic exits for Clondalkin after the Red Cow which is perceived by me and many of my constituents to be a dangerous one.  There is a serious issue with traffic merging from the M50 northbound and cutting straight across the lanes into the path of those wishing to take the Clondalkin exit.  Perhaps there should be a continuous white line for those vehicles coming from the M50 onto the Naas road until they have passed the blue bridge.  There is a dedicated lane for motorists travelling towards Newlands Cross without them having to cut across lanes.  For those wishing to exit from the Red Cow or M50 Southbound at Clondalkin there should continue to be a broken white line allowing them to do so.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The layout of the Red Cow interchange and its proximity to the Monastery Road overbridge meets all relevant design and safety criteria related to such complex junctions. The lane markings provided will be re-examined to ensure that safety is maximised. It should be noted that the speed limit in the vicinity of the weaving lanes and the on and off ramps is 60 kph reduced to 30 kph where deemed necessary on the tight curves.”
Following contributions from Councillors B. Bonner and T. Ridge, Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and it was AGREED that the Gardaí would be asked to monitor the speed of vehicles at this location. The report was NOTED.

“The above site had been left vacant from the time that the houses at Church Road were built. It is understood from local residents that the developer had allowed the site to be used as a temporary car-park during construction works at the local church some years ago.  However the site was not dedicated to the Council as part of the public open space lands for the estate or as a public car park. 

The owner of the adjoining property constructed a wall around the site some years ago and had initiated a claim for possessory title to the site.  Following a request from local residents at the time the Council investigated the matter and noted that a public sewer crossed through the front section of the site.  Accordingly, the Council pursued the acquisition of the site by way of Deed of Waiver from the Minister for Finance, in whom the title had vested following the Company, who was the registered owner of the land, being dissolved.  The claim for possessory title was deemed abandoned and the site is now registered to the Council.

The wall around the site has not yet been removed pending a decision being made as to the future use of the site.  The Council arranged a clean up of the site last year and will continue to monitor and maintain the site.”

LC/976/11 MOT (17) CCTV MONITORING OF THE CANAL
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor T. Delaney:
“That the Manager would submit a report on the operation of the CCTV monitoring of the canal walkway, particularly around the Seventh Lock.  I use the walkway a lot as a cyclist and as a pedestrian and find it to be a fantastic amenity.  However, several constituents reported to me that over the Summer months they felt disinclined to use the walkway because there was a group of young men/ teenagers bathing naked at this location.  At first I was inclined to make light of this but on reflection agreed that I would not like to be walking past such a group, either on my own or with others.  It would be a pity if incidents such as this were to put people off using this fantastic amenity.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Council is aware that a number of incidents have occurred at the 6th & 7th Lock since early July which would be of an antisocial and intimidating nature.

When incidents of this nature occur the initial response is to use the PA system to confirm that the area is under surveillance and to ask that those involved desist from their behaviour.  Failure to comply with this request results in contacting Ballyfermot Garda Station alerting them to the situation.  It is a matter for the Gardaí to take whatever action they consider appropriate. 

The area in question is in the administrative area of Dublin City Council who have been advised as to what has occurred since July. They have undertaken to contact Ballyfermot Garda Station and the Health Service Executive to decide how to deal with this matter. 

The areas in question have been placed on a priority footing for monitoring purposes.”

It was AGREED to take Motion 20 in the name of Councillor B. Bonner also in conjunction with the above motion.
MOT (20) DEDICATED CYCLE LANE ALONG THE CANAL PATH


Item ID: 28713
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor T. Gilligan:
“Could the Manager consider the possibility of marking a dedicated cycle lane along the length of the canal path in order to avoid possible collisions?  I use the pathway as a walker and as a cyclist and feel that because there is no dedicated cycle path it is unsafe for both groups.  Cyclists cannot proceed at any speed because they have to avoid walkers, many of whom are impervious to the approach of a bicycle because they are using an iPod and cannot hear bells etc.  Walkers never know when a bike is going to come at them at speed.  I understand the pathway is narrow, but I still feel that it would be safer if cyclists and walkers did not share the whole thing.  This is not a criticism of this great facility, just an effort to improve its safety.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Grand Canal Way Green Route was provided and funded by South Dublin County Council, Dublin City Council, the ESB and Waterways Ireland and has been officially opened since June 2010.   The Green Route was advertised in the national newspaper under Part 8 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 and the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 - 2007 and approved by Council.  A submission was received under the Part 8 public consultation process from the Dublin Transportation Office now the National Transport Authority as follows:

"Design of Pedestrian/Cycle Route:  The design of the proposed route comprises a 2.0m footpath directly adjacent to the canal with a cycle path of 1.5m alongside the footpath, widening to 2.0m where possible.  It is intended that the cycle path will cater for two-way cycle traffic for its entire length.  Fishing areas and seating areas with CCTV have been proposed at various locations along the route.  As detailed in Provision of Cycle Facilities - National Manual for Urban Areas, the DTO considers 1.5m to be insufficient to cater for two-way traffic in a canal towpath setting, particularly in the presence of potential hazards such as fishing stands.

Given the limited amount of space available, the DTO would suggest that the route be designed as a shared pedestrian and cycle route without a central segregation line, with priority given to pedestrians at points of likely conflict.  This would allow the full width to be used by both cyclists and pedestrians in the absence of the other mode while ensuring the safety of all users."

The design of the green route was changed to a shared route in accordance with the advice of the Dublin Transportation Office however, a single white line with cycling/walking signs has been provided for the first 100m of pathway at each access on and off the 8.5 km route to delineate cycling and walking for users of the route.”

Following contributions from Councillors B. Bonner, T. Gilligan, and T. Ridge, Mr. J. Browne, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
LC/977/11 MOT (18) PROPOSED CLONDALKIN ROUND TOWER HERITAGE PARK

It was proposed by Councillor T. Delaney and seconded by Councillor T. Gilligan:
“That the Manager presents an up to date report to this Committee relating to the proposed Clondalkin Round Tower Heritage Park, Museum, etc.  The matters that I would like particularly addressed are ownership and what actions are being taken to secure funding through grant applications, philanthropists, etc.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“Work has been progressing since 2006 on the Round Tower Project.  The scheme followed a refusal by An Bord Pleanála for a mix of uses on the site including a restaurant and block of apartments as well as a small heritage centre.

A considerable amount of work has since been undertaken on the possibility of a County Museum on the Round Tower site.  A series of design studies for the museum/cottages followed in an iterative process with the Department of Environment and the Office of Public Works.  The Council has also carried out an archaeological investigation of the site.  A number of design options were evaluated in light of this investigation.  

The scheme was presented to the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee and agreed in principle with the Members.  The design is also acceptable in principle to the statutory bodies involved.  The scheme is designed fully to Part 8 stage which can proceed when the issue of adverse possession is resolved in relation to the Millview Cottages.  

Whilst the project is included in the Council’s Capital Programme the development of the scheme beyond this stage will in time depend on the identification of funds and funding sources to deliver same.

The Council is committed to the protection of Millview Cottages, one of which was burned in a fire.  The built fabric of the cottage has now been secured.  The Council has to date acquired two of the three dwellings necessary for the overall project and is negotiating the acquisition of the third property at present.”
Following contributions from Councillors T. Delaney, T. Gilligan, T. Ridge and B. Bonner, Mr. J. Browne, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that a further report would be brought to the December meeting.  The report was NOTED.
LC/978/11 MOT (19) LANDS ON THE 9TH LOCK ROAD

It was proposed by Councillor T. Ridge and seconded by Councillor B. Bonner:
“That the Manager present an up to date report be regarding the lands on the 9th Lock Road concerning health and safety issues and the dreadful appearance of the whole stretch of 9th Lock Road.”
