CURRENT STATUS OF THE PROVISION OF PLAYGROUNDS IN BALGADDY
Item ID: 29053
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:
“That the Manager would present a report on the current status of the provision of playgrounds in Balgaddy and an update on the site meeting on the 5th of October.  In light of the extreme dissatisfaction expressed by members of the Balgaddy Working Together Group at the Meet Your Local Politicians Forum in the Council Chambers on 27th of September, I wonder if their concerns in relation to the provision of playgrounds were addressed at the site meeting.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
Significant works have taken place on the development of the parkland at Balgaddy in the past year.  Large mounds of soil which marred the views from the south of Balgaddy towards the mountains and facilitated the dumping of rubbish and anti social behaviour have been removed, recycled or relocated.  Low walls have been built around the park; replacing the palisades and hoarding which existed there.  An open drainage ditch which ran the length of the park was filled in. The area has been seeded with grass and wild flowers and a management regime has been put in place that will aid their establishment.  Results are already visible and this will further improve over time.

Footpaths have been built which are widened out to plazas at areas of high usage; such as along Balgaddy Road and at Méile an Rí. These footpaths link the communities and have resulted in a safer environment for local people.  A good quantity of well-formed trees has been planted.  A multi-use games area was installed which is proving highly popular and is well used.

The project was extended to install CCTV, remove the mounds to the south of Foxdene and also to clear a site for use as a community garden; these were implemented at the request of the local residents.

As requested at the September meeting of the Committee, a site meeting was held with local elected representatives (Cllrs Kenny and Gilligan attended), representatives from the  Balgaddy Working Together Group and officials from the Council on 5th October at the park in Balgaddy.

 A verbal report on progress being made on the remaining works to complete the park as follows:

· A playground for junior and older children; (toddlers - 12 years) is under construction in the central area of the park. The playground will incorporate a good range of equipment and seats for parents / accompanying adults. Work has commenced on site on Monday the 3rd of October. This is two weeks behind the projected starting date; however the contractor will endeavor to make up lost time. 

· The grass seeding and wildflower areas are at snagging stage and the contractor is commencing a top dressing régime to the grassed areas. 

· A contractor has been appointed to implement a grass cutting and weed control regime which commenced in September and both will address the concerns of the residents in relation to the grass areas.”
It was AGREED to take Motion 4 in the name of Councillor B. Bonner in conjunction with the above motion.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“A detailed Report was presented to the Clondalkin Area Committee under Cathaoirleach's Business at the September 2011 meeting of the Committee in relation to progress on dealing with defects within the Balgaddy scheme.

The Council liaises directly with its tenants in relation to a systematic regime of inspections being undertaken to determine the extent of defects existing and remedial works necessary. The Council's Clerk of Works then arranges directly with tenants involved to schedule necessary works either by the Council's work crew or outside Contractors (of which there are two currently engaged).  Considerable progress has been made to date and is continuing, to address all outstanding issues.  The Council's primary responsibility is clearly to its tenants in this case and our reporting relationship is to the elected members who have maintained a high level of interest in the issue and have sought and received periodic updates on progress.

The Council's Housing Estate Management Officer and the Community Worker for the area are in regular communication with the Balgaddy Working Together Group and the CPLN Area Partnership to provide support for ongoing initiatives.  The County Architect and senior Housing Department staff have had many meetings with both groups in relation to developments in the area and the County Architect has worked closely with both groups on the technical preparation of a bid for a local community crèche development.  A site meeting at the recently completed Multi-Use Games Area (MUGA) was held with representatives of the BWTG on 5th October 2011 at which the Councils Public Realm Designer gave an update on progress on the completion of the park and playground works.  Councillor Kenny and Councillor Gilligan of this Committee also attended this meeting.”

Following contributions from Councillors B. Bonner, T. Ridge, M. McDonagh and G. Kenny, Mr. H. Hogan, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the reports were NOTED.

REPORT ON THE DERELICT SITE – OIL MILLS, CORKAGH PARK


Item ID: 29058
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:
“Following the deputation meeting on 28th of September and the subsequent site meeting, that the Manager would present a report on the derelict site at the Oil Mills in Corkagh Park.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Following the Deputation meeting on 28th of September, a meeting was held on site on Wednesday 5th October last with the South West Clondalkin Community Safety Forum and officials from the Park's Section together with the Council's Conservation Officer.

It was explained at the meeting that the entire Oil Mills Complex at Corkagh is a Protected Structure (RPS Ref. 165-Schedule 2 South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2010-2016) and as such is protected under Part IV of the Planning & Development Act 2000.  Under the definition of a Protected Structure in the Act, the curtilage and all structures enclosed within are given protection and form part of the Protected Structure site.

The very real concerns of the Safety Forum and local residents regarding the ongoing anti-social behaviour on the site is fully acknowledged by the County Council.  However, following a general inspection of the buildings during the site meeting, the level of anti-social behaviour taking place appears to have reduced somewhat in recent years. Nevertheless, it is the intention of the Park's Department to erect additional 'Danger Keep Out' signs on the perimeter fencing and on some of the buildings, where the signs will be out of reach and not so easily removed by unauthorised personnel.  This will be arranged over the coming weeks.

In addition, it was agreed that a structural assessment/survey of the buildings (carried out by a conservation specialist), is now required and can be undertaken early next year, subject to available funding. This would allow for an assessment of the current structural condition of the buildings, together with any recommendations for emergency and essential repair works needed to make the structures safe.  On foot of this report, the essential repairs, can be costed in terms of the supply of concrete blocks, mortar etc., to determine the most appropriate course of action. 

As an interim measure, it was agreed to investigate the possibility of blocking up the opening on the ground floor level of all the structures on site, to ensure all access points to the buildings are closed off, this work to be undertaken by Parks Staff.   The longer term proposal would be to prepare a plan for the restoration of the Oilmills in conjunction with the Council's Conservation Officer, with possible sources of funding being provided by Rural Leader or through a Work Placement/Apprentice Training Programme.”

The Council regularly reviews the Road Sweeping Operation with the Private Contractor to ensure that a certain standard of work is maintained at all times. The Council monitors the litter bins to ensure that domestic waste and bags of side waste are not deposited into these bins as has been witnessed on some occasions.

The staff of the Cleansing department and Operations unit does its best to remove as much waste and litter as possible from all areas within the County.  The information regarding dumping, littering and fly tipping is collated from Customer Care reports, litter wardens and staff inspections. 

However, it is up to the residents to contribute to keeping the areas free of litter and this may mean reporting those who are observed littering or dumping to the Council Litter Wardens, or carrying out local clean ups. It was agreed with the District Engineer of Waterways Ireland that all window and door open would be blocked up.  Works commenced during the last week of February 2011 to block all openings and doorways to the structure however the crew from Waterways Ireland assigned to this work were having some difficulty with the blocks being broken out in the evenings once the crew had left the site.  

A formal response to the Warning Letter was received from Waterways Ireland on 2nd March 2011 stating that in order to prevent any further deterioration of the structure the blocking up of opes as advised by the Council's Conservation Officer and agreed with the District Engineer will be completed. Works were completed during the first week of March 2011 and all opes were at that time secure.  A further site inspection has been carried out by the Council's Conservation Officer on 12th October 2011 to ascertain the situation on site.  On foot of the site inspection the Conservation Officer has contacted the District Engineer of Waterways Ireland and it has been agreed that steel plates will be placed on the main door and on the rear access point.  Also a section of steel fencing will be erected along the perimeter of the rear of the site.  Details of the work will be agreed with the Council's Conservation Officer prior to the works in terms of the location of fencing and how the steel sheets will be attached to the structure.  It was stated by the District Engineer that works will commence after the mid term break so the work can be carried out without external interference.”

It was proposed by Councillor T. Ridge and seconded by Councillor M. McDonagh:
“That the Manager initiate the process of making a variation to the Development Plan to allow the land outlined in red on the attached map to be re-designated objective A1 to support the development of a deep geothermal demonstration project at Newcastle as provided for in the Development Plan (2010 - 2016) written statement, Section 5, Telecommunications and Energy, 2.5.9.

(It is noted that the heat harnessing facility has already been granted full planning permission).

The following specific objective to be attached to the zoning:

Specific Objective
(a) No development will be permitted on these lands until the geothermal resource identified at Greenogue is shown to be viable in terms of providing heat to any future development on these lands

(b) No development to take place on these lands until a new local area plan for Newcastle has been agreed by the elected members of South Dublin County Council.  The new LAP will include these lands.

(c) A site measuring at least three acres is to be made available within the overall site which could accommodate a new primary school for Newcastle.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“A: INTRODUCTION:

In considering the above motion, it is advised that Members have regard to the following general guidance from the Development Plan Guidelines:

“In making and adopting the development plan, the elected council, acting in the interests of the common good and the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, must, in accordance with the “Code of Conduct for Councillors” prepared under the Local Government Act 2001, carry out their duties in this regard in a transparent manner, must follow due process and must make their decisions based on relevant considerations, while ignoring that which is irrelevant within the requirements of the statutory planning framework.” (DPG p4) 

Members will be aware that there is a long history in relation to this proposal and specifically, in relation to this Motion, Members should consider the matters set out below:  

B: DEVELOPMENT PLAN

1)     There is no planning requirement to zone additional land for residential development in or adjacent to Newcastle Village.  To do so would be contrary to the Core Strategy of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2010 16, which seeks to consolidate development within existing built up areas and where it can be served by sustainable transport, and was adopted by the Council one year ago.  Zoning additional land for future development at Newcastle would also be contrary to the latest update of the Regional Planning Guidelines (RPGs) for the Greater Dublin Area (GDA), 2010;

2)   Since the year 2000, the number of dwellings existing in Newcastle Village has almost quadrupled, from a total of 290 to a total of 1139 in October 2011.  Based on the rate of growth since 2000, there is at least a further 25 years housing supply (approx. 1,700 homes) currently available in Newcastle Village to 2036, as follows:-

·        100 completed and vacant homes;

·        590 further permitted homes on which construction has not commenced;

·        Undeveloped zoned land with capacity for a further 1,000 homes;

These figures are based on the observed average occupation of 68 homes per annum in Newcastle during the eleven year period 2000-11 (749 in total at an average density of 40 dwellings per hectare approx.) and assume significantly reduced densities than during the period 2000-11 on the remaining undeveloped zoned lands in future years (an average of 30 dwellings per hectare approx.);

3)     There is more than adequate scope to accommodate a geothermal pilot/demonstration project on existing undeveloped zoned lands in Newcastle if necessary, (serving up to 1,600 dwellings) in accordance with the relevant County Development Plan objective.  The Planning Department has already commenced work on a new Local Area Plan (LAP) for these lands; 

4)     It would be premature to relate a new land zoning to the potential geothermal resource adjacent to Newcastle for the following reasons:-

·        It would be premature to zone any additional lands for development in Newcastle at this time;

·        The geothermal resource in Newcastle remains unproven and requires significant further exploration and testing, which may take several years;

·        Legislation governing geothermal exploration has yet to be published. (Publication is not expected before early 2012).

·        The recently granted planning permission for geothermal development in Newcastle relates to significant further deep drilling and small scale electricity generation only (5 MW, approximately 1% of the capacity of the existing 470 MW Poolbeg gas-fired power station) and construction has not commenced to date;

·        The nature of electricity generation and transmission is such that electrical power may be distributed to any existing property or any future development in any part of Ireland; 

·        If there was a planning need to identify land for residential development in Newcastle Village, the site of the proposed variation would not be the most appropriate location and would not be recommended to the members.

 C – PROVISION OF SCHOOL:

1)     It has already been established and agreed that a new primary school site is required in Newcastle, irrespective of whether additional land is zoned for development or whether geothermal energy is proven viable.  The relevant authorities must acquire and provide a school site in Newcastle, either on existing zoned lands or elsewhere (and possibly even on the lands subject to the proposed variation), regardless of whether the motion is passed;

2)     Relating the provision of a school to serve Newcastle to a new land zoning based on the future viability of geothermal energy as proposed by the motion would render delivery of a school dependent on uncertain non-planning factors, outside the control of the planning authority.  The motion as worded would not constitute a valid Development Plan objective with regard to the proposed provision of a school;

3)     In relation to the proposed school site it has been determined by judgment of the Supreme Court (McHugh v Kildare County Council, 24/02/09) that an agreement to transfer land in the event of other land being rezoned was not an agreement in terms of the relevant section of the Planning and Development Act 2000 as amended, and was void.  

4)     In order to address situations such as that arising in Newcastle where it is agreed that a new primary school site is required, a new public service procedure has recently been agreed whereby local authorities will in future acquire school sites, where required, on behalf of the Department of Education, using powers up to and including CPO if necessary.  This approach is scheduled to be endorsed by Government and is likely to be relevant to the provision of a new school site in Newcastle; 

5)     Taking into account the amount of land already available for future development in Newcastle (1,600 additional dwellings approx.), the unspecified (but mapped and estimated to comprise 25-30 hectares and a further 10-15 years housing supply) quantum of additional land subject to the proposed motion would be likely to give rise to a requirement for the acquisition of a further primary school site to serve Newcastle to meet additional need;

 D: SUSTAINABLE ENERGY:

 1)     South Dublin County Council supports the development of alternative and renewable sources of energy within the County.  This will be reflected in the Sustainable Energy Action Plan (SEAP) for the County that is currently being drafted and the Tallaght Sustainable Energy Community (SEC) as designated by SEAI on 17th October 2011. 

2)     The exploitation of geothermal power is desirable, especially if viable, but in exercising statutory functions in relation to the County Development Plan under the Planning and Development Acts, Members must consider ONLY the proper planning and sustainable development of the County. The future possibility of a viable geothermal power source should not be linked to premature, unsuitable and unnecessary additional land zoning, contrary to the Core strategy and Regional Planning Guidelines.

E: CONCLUSION:
 For the reasons detailed above and summarised below it is strongly recommended that the Motion NOT be approved by the Area Committee.

The proposed re-zoning of land zoned for agricultural use to residential use conflicts with the core strategy of the Development Plan and the RPGs. 

The land proposed for re-zoning to residential use is neither necessary nor suitable for residential development. 

The proposed linkage between the re-zoning and school provision raises both legal and planning issues. 

Whilst the importance of sustainable energy use is acknowledged, the premature linkage between the re-zoning and potential geothermal opportunities cannot overcome the inherent unsustainability of the re-zoning proposal. (Members will be aware that SDCC is actively involved in local, National and European projects in relation to sustainable energy use and management.)”
Following contributions from Councillors T. Ridge, M. McDonagh, T. Delaney, G. Kenny and B. Bonner, Mr. F. Nevin, Director of Land Use, Economic & Transport Planning responded to queries raised and reiterated strongly the recommendation as outlined in the foregoing report, that the motion NOT be approved by the Area Committee

It was proposed by Councillor T. Ridge and seconded by Councillor M. McDonagh that the above motion in the name of Councillor T. Ridge go before the November County Council Meeting.

The Motion was put to a vote by way of a show of hands, 3 For and 2 Against. The Motion was PASSED.
