The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Construction works to complete the Community Centre at Palmerston began several months ago and a considerable amount of progress has been made.  Before and since the works began, the Community Services Department has met and advised the Palmerstown Community Council on a variety of issues such as planning requirements, fit out costs, staffing and management issues, and most importantly, the various activities and uses that would take place at the centre when it is completed.

At a meeting on 27th July, P.C.C. advised the Community Department officials present that a legal issue had been raised involving the management of the Shopping Centre and the owner of the building where the Community facility is located. P.C.C. were taking legal advice on how best to proceed and said that they would revert to S.D.C.C. in due course, when these issues had been resolved.  At a more recent meeting, PCC told us that they had managed to resolve the legal issue raised at the meeting in July, and were now ready to progress towards completing the facility. 

The Annual General Meeting of the Palmerston Community Council is scheduled to take place in the new community facility on Monday 24th October. The Community Council have indicated that they intend to ask for people to come forward as potential new board members for the new community facility and that they will be announcing their intention to set up a company to run the facility on behalf of the Community Council. 

S.D.C.C. is keeping in close contact with the Community Council to help in any way it can.”

Following contributions from Councillors E. Higgins, E. Tuffy and G. O’Connell, Mr. W. Sheils, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
LC/1131/11 MOT (5) PROPOSED SWIMMING POOL IN LUCAN

Item ID: 29124
It was proposed by Councillor W. Lavelle and seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:
“That this Committee reaffirms it’s absolute commitment to securing delivery of a much-needed and long-awaited swimming pool for Lucan, in particular noting that that the population of Lucan (excluding areas in Fingal) now stands at 44,503, a 23% increase since 2006 and that since 1996 the population of Lucan-Esker has increased by 300%; requests the Manager to reassess the previously-prepared plans for a pool, to be located at Griffeen Valley Park, with a view to presenting re-costed and realistic plans for a swimming pool and leisure centre for Lucan.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre is included in the Council’s 3 year Rolling Capital Programme 2011-2013 under the category “projects planned” but subject to availability of funding.

The Department of Transport, Tourism and Sport has not yet formally indicated to the Council when it expects to re-open its swimming pool programme which has been closed since July 2000.

The Department of the Environment by circular letter LG /03/ 08 dated 2/4/08 required each Local Authority to carry out a comprehensive audit of all arts, community and sports facilities within its area, this audit has been completed and returned to the Department.

The Community Department has embarked on this route to assist in the wider exercise of putting in place a more strategic approach to provision of facilities generally and ensure the development of necessary sports facilities throughout the country.

In the meantime, the Community Department has forwarded to the Department its Water Leisure Strategy Review to support the Council’s strategic view in this County.

The Council is committed to providing this facility for the people of Lucan and surrounding areas and will do so in conjunction with receiving the necessary support from the Department of Transport, Tourism, and Sport and subject also to the necessary capital funding being sourced.

Following any announcement of the re-opening of the Swimming Pool Programme the Community Department will review likely costs and sources of funding with regard to the project. In this regard the Department has stated that "No decision has been taken on the timing of a new round of the programme".

In addition there may be further financial challenges with regard to funding (Revenue and Capital) going forward which may negatively impact on the Council’s infrastructural programmes.

It will be necessary to await developments and clarifications regarding these challenges before fully assessing this project further.

Community Department is committed to the provision of a swimming pool in Lucan but can only do so within the resources available.  So far, we have not been able to identify any alternative sources of finance to fund this project.

Proposals were submitted by the developers of Adamstown SDZ for the provision of a Sports and Aquatic Centre at Adamstown for consideration and discussion with the relevant Council officials.  A meeting between the developers and the relevant Council officials took place in Summer 2010.  Following that meeting, the developers undertook to do some further research on the matter and revert to the Council.  There has been no further contact or clarification from the developers which is understandable in light of the changed economic environment.

The options open to the Council in this case are as outlined in this report and, in the present circumstances, it is not possible to surmise when these options might change. 

In the above context it is considered premature to re-assess previously prepared plans for a swimming pool in the Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre.”
Following contributions from Councillors W. Lavelle, E. Tuffy, E. Higgins and G. O’Connell, Mr. W. Sheils, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised, it was AGREED that a further report would be brought to a future meeting.  The report was NOTED.

They range from active recreation on pitches to passive recreation along the woodland paths.  The area to the south of the River Liffey consists primarily of river side walks and grassland.  By its nature it caters for passive recreation activities.  In recent years a significant extension to the riverside walk has provided greater universal access for all visitors.  The Parks Section is currently in discussions with the Irish Canoe Union who are endeavouring to make improvements to the river in the vicinity of the weir in an effort to provide a high performance canoe training centre. 

In the context of the 2012 budget, the implementation of a mowing regime and the removal of invasive species are currently being explored to ensure the right conditions are being provided for biodiversity until such time as a study can be carried out and a more detailed conservation plan put in place.”

“The Developer for this area has indicated that the process of transferring the land along the access road from Griffeen Avenue will be expedited as soon as possible.  In order to make progress on the matter the Council is preparing the necessary mapping documents and the Developer’s solicitor is preparing the Deed of Transfer documents.  It is anticipated that the Deed of Transfer documentation will be completed by December 2011.  In the meantime the developer has been requested to continue with the grass cutting of this open space area.”

In order to progress the matter a meeting has been arranged with the three developers who have an involvement in this area (in terms of clarifying Folio maps and land ownerships) and which it is hoped will expedite the processing of the transfer of the land to the Council for formal Taking in Charge.  This meeting is due to take place on the 26th October 2011.

The Elected Members will be updated on progress or otherwise arising from the meeting.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The esker between Moy Glas and Castle Riada Estates forms part of the Esker Riada, one of the most significant ancient heritage features in the South Dublin County Council area.  It runs in an east/west direction across Ireland (sometimes in the form of parallel ridges), and it divides the island into two parts which are roughly equal. For the very earliest people of ancient Ireland, the esker was one of the country's most important land based thoroughfares as the slight elevation provided drier, firmer ground for travel than the surrounding, low lying wetland and bogland. The Esker Riada was of particular significance because it provided a route from the east of the country, through the bogs of the Irish midlands, to the River Shannon. 

In South Dublin, the esker served as the Lucan Newlands road linking Clondalkin with Lucan.  It was only with the development in the 1990's of Castle Riada and Moy Glas housing estates, and associated new road system, and the construction of the Outer Ring Road, to the east in the mid 2000's, that this ancient route became somewhat redundant. In recent years, during the course of the route planning for the proposed Lucan LUAS F line, the significance of the esker, in terms of the emerging preferred route became apparent.

While it is acknowledged that the behaviour of a relatively small element of the local community is causing disturbance and inconvenience for a number of residents living in close proximity to the esker, there is a very significant opportunity here to provide for local permeability and sustainable travel for the good of the wider community living in the area. It is also acknowledged that, in its present condition and with the associated anti-social behaviour, it is difficult for local residents to appreciate the heritage value and opportunity that the esker presents.    

The Council now finds itself at an impasse for in order to move forward with any improvements, the potential of the esker to provide for local permeability, connectivity and sustainable travel needs to be acknowledged and supported by all parties involved. 

People provide passive supervision and, where they move in sufficient number and frequency, provide for mutual safety while actively deterring anti-social behaviour from taking place in the first place. The construction of fences and walls to impede movement, thereby creating dead, unsupervised spaces which become havens for anti-social behaviour, would be considered to be counter productive to the objective to facilitate movement in a manner that is acceptable to all.  The key to success will be to provide an attractive environment which will encourage significant numbers of people to use this route on a regular basis over the greater part of the day, thus displacing the anti-social elements.

In the meantime, the Parks Department has agreed to: 

1.     Prune back vegetation to the north of the Esker at the base on the Castle Riada side in accordance with best horticultural practice.

2.     Prune vegetation to the south/east of the Esker at the base on the Moy Glas side in accordance with best horticultural practice.

3.     Remove posts from the old beech hedge on top of the Esker to the west.

These works follow on from discussions at a meeting with the Castle Riada and Moy Glas Resident Associations on July 25th 2011.  In addition to the above the Environment Departments Operational Crew has been cleaning the area with the most recent cleanup taking place on October 5th.

A number of other issues have been identified by both resident groups which involve the input from the Roads and Development Department.  These relate to the following:

1.        Closing the access to the esker from Griffeen Road adjacent to the bottle banks.  A right of way exists at this point and any consideration to closing the access would require an extinguishment of the right of way.  

2.        Securing access points which allow north south movement from Castle Riada over the esker into Moy Glas.

3.        Secure the access point which allows north south movement from Castle Riada into Moy Glas at the Outer Ring Road end of the esker.

Again some of the issues identified above cannot be resolved without first acknowledging the importance of the esker as a connectivity route and providing alternative links.  Discussions with both Departments are ongoing however some of the solutions proposed are not pragmatic and require further clarification with the Resident Associations.”
Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy, W. Lavelle and G. O’Connell, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Litter Management Plan 2011-2014 outlines the aim of making South Dublin County a litter free with the support, co-operation and involvement of the 

Local Authority, businesses, communities and individuals in the County. 

There are five cross cutting themes which underpin the individual objectives

· Prevention 

· Enforcement 

· Awareness/Communication 

· Partnership 

· Cleansing

Objectives outlined under each theme works towards achieving the overall aim.

 Environmental Awareness Programme
The Environmental Awareness section provide supports to schools, communities and businesses throughout the County

The Environmental Awareness Section promotes the National Spring Clean and the Beautiful South Dublin County Awards.  In 2010, 129 groups registered to take part in clean ups during the National Spring Clean month of April. The Beautiful South Dublin County Competition is now in its 6th year and aims to make South Dublin County a better place to live and work in by: 

· Acknowledging communities striving to improve their local areas year on year, 

· Encouraging participants to become more aware of and responsible for their local environment, 

· Encouraging the development of more sustainable communities 

The Green Schools Programme is an international environmental education programme and award scheme that promotes and acknowledges long-term, whole-school action for the environment. In the past school year we have worked closely with schools in the County providing workshops, talks and education shows. This school year 42 schools will be renewing their green flags. There’s 100 Primary Schools in the County 56 of which have been awarded the Green Flag from An Taisce. There are 35 Secondary Schools in the County and 8 have the Green Flag Award.

In 2010 the Anti Litter Schools Competition had 1079 entries from across the County. The deadline for the 2011 Anti Litter Schools Competition is the 28th October, please see link to application

The Green Times newsletter was sent out to schools in September this year. The newsletter has up to date information on environmental education and awareness supports offered to schools. All the newsletters are also available to download from the website.

 Social Credits System;
The Social Credits System rewards community groups who improve their environment by carrying out pro-environmental actions such as litter cleanups, maintenance of community gardens and removal of graffiti etc. The system provides practical assistance and advice to groups who undertake these actions and rewards them for their efforts. 

The scheme is open to all community groups, residents associations, voluntary groups, youth groups and schools in South Dublin County Council's area. Groups interested in the Social Credits System must apply before undertaking any works listing the work they intend to do and the reward they would like to receive. The rewards are based on South Dublin County Council services and facilities.  Application forms are available below or by calling into County Hall in Tallaght and our Civic Offices in Clondalkin.

 Anti-Litter and Anti-Graffiti Awareness Grant Scheme 
The  Anti-Litter and Anti-Graffiti Awareness Grant Scheme has a particular focus on supporting voluntary initiatives by community and environmental groups, and on involving schools and young people in anti-litter and anti-graffiti action.  Projects/activities seek to promote greater public awareness and education in relation to litter and/or graffiti, and as far as possible, aims to involve schools and young people. 

An example of a typically suitable project are

·         Anti litter and anti graffiti awareness competitions, design a poster competition (e.g. Schools competitions with the winning designs produced as anti litter posters or anti litter calendars, competition to find a child to present anti-litter awareness programmes on local/regional radio). 

·         Community clean ups or similar initiatives, (e.g. planting of a hedge to prevent graffiti.

For the 2011 grant scheme five applications from Lucan area were received two were funded, three were not as they did not meet the funding criteria as set out by the Department of Environment, Heritage and local Government.

In addition, funding has been provided to Safe Graffiti Removal Ltd. for community workshops on graffiti removal with free workshops advertised and available to Residents Associations, Community Groups and Tidy Towns Groups as detailed the ACM quarterly Litter Management reports.

South Dublin County Council also has Community Clean-up guidelines, click here for more information which aim to assist groups in keeping South Dublin County clean. 

In addition the Council's Graffiti Removal Crew works in conjunction with the Probation Service to remove graffiti reported in the public domain. The Council is in contact with utility companies to report graffiti.”
MOT (14) LITTER BLACK-SPOTS IN LUCAN SOUTH

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“As part of the current years work and included in the Litter Management Plan is a number of operations and campaigns aimed at reducing the level of littering in the county thereby reducing the resource required to clear up after the offenders.

The litter management programme for the area is summarised as follows:

· Dedicated cleansing staff inspect areas where littering and dumping occur on a regular basis and arrange for prompt removal of same 

· Dedicated litter warden for the Lucan area with specific duties to target the area through routine daily patrols and inspections, including on weekends 

· Road sweeping and gulley cleaning provided by contract on a scheduled basis 

· Continued expansion of the network of litter bins in this area 

· Additional resources regularly deployed to these areas by the Operations Unit Management as required. These resources undertake litter picking of public open spaces and within residential areas.

There are also several initiatives geared towards individual, organisational and community involvement in tackling litter problems and the Council's Environmental Department is continuing to work on approaches which engage the communities in a positive way with their environment. These initiatives include the Community Clean Up guidelines and Social Credits scheme. The Community Clean Up Guidelines provide cleaning equipment (bags, gloves, litter pickers, brushes) to the communities for undertaking the works and the Cleansing Section collect the bagged waste and dispose of the material in a responsible manner. During recent budget processes, there has been an emphasis on targeting resources to maximise impact and the development of an approach which acknowledges the works undertaken by individuals and groups and encourages them to continue their work.  It should be noted that the Council does not propose to lead this Tidy Towns initiative, but will assist it in the same way as it provides assistance to the Lucan Tidy Towns Group.”

Following contributions from Councillors G. O’Connell and W. Lavelle, Ms. M. NíDhomhnaill, Project Manager responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that a further report would be brought to a future meeting on a Litter Management Programme for Lucan and Palmerston. The report was NOTED.

There is also a Litter warden assigned to the area whose duties include investigation and prosecution of illegal dumping,

·        issuing of on-the-spot–fines, 

·        prosecution of serious offences through the courts

The Council also provides a road sweeping service which is carried out throughout the area by a contractor.  Roads and estates are swept as per the road sweeping schedule and main road are swept a minimum of 12 times a year whilst housing estates are swept and litter picked four times a year.  

The laneways have required ongoing attention of the Environmental Services Department over a number of years as a result of the anti-social activities as well as the dumping of refuse and other materials there. Continual patrol and monitoring of areas where there is consistent dumping forms part of the duties of the local Litter Warden as well as inspection of dumped material for any evidence to support enforcement action.  Once examined the material is removed by the Council Cleansing Staff. The laneways are patrolled and cleaned as often as current resources allow.  However, some laneways will not be prioritised for graffiti removal due to budgetary constraints. 

Consultations will take place with the Litter Warden, the Cleansing Inspector and other relevant personnel with regard to formulating a proposal to address the issues of litter and dumping in these areas.”

The report was NOTED and Councillor E. Higgins requested that this motion be RE ENTERED on the agenda for the next meeting of the Committee dealing with Environment Business.

“The Permeability Projects were submitted for funding to the NTA earlier this year by the Planning Department that encourage walking and cycling to local centres by providing direct routes. 5 No. projects have had funding agreed and would have to be completed before the end of the year. The Planning Department’s scheme of permeability projects was presented to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting of the 28th June 2011 and a Lucan Councillor Briefing Meeting of the 13th July 2011.  At the Briefing Meeting it was agreed that the Lucan Councillors generally support the crossing proposed for Griffeen Avenue (subject to design consideration); however, concern was expressed regarding the public opinion of a new link proposed into the Moy Glas area.  Lucan Councillors were supportive of a consultative leaflet drop which will be circulated to the Councillors at the same time as the distribution to the households in the Moy Glas area. The leaflet will also be sent to the Moy Glas residents association. Consultation leaflets are currently being printed for Moy Glas Estate.  An inter-departmental steering group has been set up to co-ordinate decision making and construction issues internally between the Planning, Roads and Parks Departments. This group meets on a fortnightly basis. The Park's Department will assist in the construction phase of works where possible.

The provision of pedestrian lights on Griffeen Avenue was also raised at the September 2011 TMM meeting. 

The design of the pedestrian facility is ongoing and will necessarily have to include for full traffic lights (including pedestrian facilities) replacing the roundabout at Griffeen Avenue on safety grounds. These lights would then be linked to the sequencing on the Outer Ring Road.  It is unlikely that these lights will be in place in 2011 as the contingent item in relation to permeability at Moy Glas may not be resolved in time. The design will proceed such that it can be implemented in 2012 subject to funding being made available.”

UPDATED REPORT ON PROPOSED ALTERATIONS TO THE TAXI RANK AT LUCAN VILLAGE

The following report was presented to last month's meeting of the Area Committee:

"The Road's Department is aware of the issues resulting from night time use of parking areas in Lucan Village.  In the recent past various plans have been proposed, developed and put forward for review by all relevant stakeholders, without a sufficient level of agreement being achieved.  It must be an objective of any solution that may be proposed that it has the support of users, is self-enforcing, is seen as a workable solution and attracts taxi drivers to correctly use the provided facility.  Should it occur that taxis are casually able to get better benefit from avoiding a provided taxi rank then the current issues may remain unresolved.

Following meetings with local traders a preference to relocate the taxi rank to the northern side of the Lucan Road was proposed.  Initially the area in the vicinity of the bus stop was identified as it is currently a parking area.  However this proposal would place the head of the queue for the first taxi furthest from customers leaving the village. The up hill nature of the rank would also mitigate against the easy progressing of taxis and would most likely result in stopping / starting of the engines of all taxis in the queue when the first taxi moves off. While it would be possible to provide adequate space for taxis, its use is at best uncertain.

As it is clear that there is substantial agreement among stakeholders to the location of a taxi rank on Lucan Road, consideration has been given to alternatives which might be considered would generate a greater degree of success.  If a taxi rank was to be provided on the opposite (southern) side of the road it was considered that notwithstanding the need to regularise the road layout, the existing bus stop and the existing Pay and Display spaces, that it would be possible to achieve a workable design which respected existing entrances and side roads.

The proposal in summary would involve:

· the provision of 4 - 6 taxi rank spaces, reserved on a 24 hour basis for such use, outside Village Court on the southern side of the Lucan Road, by reconfiguring the existing parking bays and bus stop 

· the installation of an overflow contra flow taxi waiting area from 8pm on the parking spaces on the northern side of Lucan Road 

· the removal of the existing taxi rank spaces in the village area

A sketch layout showing how this proposal would operate is attached to this report.  If the Members agree that the proposals form a workable solution to the provision of taxi rank spaces in the Lucan Village area, then further consultations will be held with the relevant stakeholders with a view to the earliest implementation of the proposals."

Following the presentation at the Area Meeting and following contributions from the Members it was AGREED that the Members would provide contacts for relevant stakeholders so as to ensure that consultation can take place prior to finalisation of the proposals. Following the Area Meeting and reports on the matter in the local media, the Council has received a number of verbal submissions regarding this proposal. The submissions claimed to be representative of the traders adjacent to the location of the new rank, the local users of the existing taxi rank and local residents. All callers were requested to submit their views in writing but to date these have not been received.

The matter is again before the Members for review.”
Following contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy, W. Lavelle, G. O’Connell and C. Jones, Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that a series of consultative meetings would be held with representatives of the stakeholders for the residents; taxi drivers and business community. It is proposed to demolish an existing c.1970s corrugated steel barn which is of no architectural merit and to construct a new community building consisting of a two-storey main Auditorium and single-storey Secondary Hall consisting of a canteen, toilets and ancillary accommodation in this location (south corner of the site). 

The existing gate lodge c. 1970s of no architectural merit will also be demolished and replaced with a new single-storey gate lodge for use as Care takers living accommodation.  The planning application was referred to the Council's Conservation Officer and all details provided with the application were agreed as none of the original buildings associated with the Main house which come under the protection of the site as a Protected Structure are proposed for demolition.

The Councils Conservation Officer will carry out a site inspection to clarify the situation on site and to ensure the details in the planning permission granted are being adhered to in terms of the Protected Structure and associated buildings within the curtilage.  If any unauthorised demolition of buildings within the curtilage of the Protected Structure has taken place then immediate action will be taken under the Part IV of the Planning and Development Act 2000 and Planning Enforcement.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The objectives and actions listed in the Heritage Plan are structured so as to be set in a broad, county-wide context.  No one location or village area is mentioned over another for specific action in the Heritage Plan.  This allows for individual projects in different locations to be identified on an annual basis by the County Heritage Forum and the Heritage Officer.  

This year, 2011, Palmerstown featured nationally as the location for the BioBlitz biodiversity recording event in May, when Waterstown Park hosted the only urban location for this event.  National profile was given to the village and to the impressive biodiversity resource in the Park.  Local radio stations were fully involved in the project and the event was very successful in raising awareness of the importance of ecologically-managed parks like Waterstown in an urban setting.  

In general, on-going projects currently operating under the Heritage Plan will also have a positive impact on Palmerston and the Liffey Valley, as well as on other locations in the County.  In particular, the collation of data for the County Heritage Database will assist in making heritage information for areas like Palmerston more accessible.  Additionally, the County Habitat Mapping Project that is currently underway will likewise provide additional information on the natural heritage of the Liffey Valley and other localities in the County.       

Specific Heritage Plan projects for 2012 are to be discussed by the County Heritage Forum in an upcoming Forum meeting scheduled for mid November.  The Forum aims to realise a fair spread of projects across the various locations in the County, focusing very limited funds only on high priority and achievable actions.  Application to the Heritage Council is likely to be made for 2 larger targeted projects while, depending on funding availability, a small number of heritage projects may also be possible under the Heritage Plan budget.”
