“The Adamstown SDZ Planning Scheme made provision for vehicular access via the SDZ lands to accommodate potential future development of backland sites at Dodsboro Cottages.  Development was permitted in the section of Adamstown SDZ to the south of Dodsboro Cottages in 2008 (Reg. Ref. SDZ08A/0004).  The approved development includes a roadway that would allow for the provision of vehicular entrances from the rear of said properties at Dodsboro via Adamstown.  To date this planning permission has not been implemented and given the current level of housebuilding activity it is uncertain whether the road will be constructed as part of the permission in the immediate future. The planning permission will remain valid for the normal 5 year period i.e. to 2013, however, and an application to extend it may be made.”

“The Permeability Projects were submitted for funding to the NTA earlier this year by the Planning Department that encourage walking and cycling to local centres by providing direct routes. 5 No. projects have had funding agreed and are to be completed before the end of the year. The Planning Department’s scheme of permeability projects was presented to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting of the 28th June 2011 and a Lucan Councillor Briefing Meeting of the 13th July 2011. At the Briefing Meeting it was agreed that the Lucan Councillors generally support the crossings proposed for Griffeen Avenue; however, concern was expressed regarding the public opinion of a new link proposed into the Moy Glas area.  Lucan Councillors were supportive of a consultative leaflet drop which will be circulated to the Councillors at the same time as the distribution to the households in the Moy Glas area. The leaflet will also be sent to the Moy Glas residents association. Consultation leaflets are currently being prepared for Moy Glas estate.  An inter-departmental steering group has been set up to co-ordinate decision making and construction issues internally between the Planning, Roads and Parks Departments. This group meets on a fortnightly basis. The Parks Department will assist in the construction phase of works where possible.”

It is noteworthy that SDCC and the Adamstown Developers have worked closely with the Department of Education and Skills in recent months, to make a suitable site available to accommodate a temporary 16 classroom primary school for Esker Educate Together NS for a period of 3 years and to grant permission for the school building.  The temporary school is now under construction.”

LC/988/11 MOT (3) RESIDENTS OF OAKCOURT, PALMERSTOWN
Item ID: 28761
It was proposed by Councillor E. Higgins and seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle:
“That this Committee requests the Manager, with respect to planning enforcement proceedings taken against residents of Oakcourt, Palmerston, Dublin 20 regarding development of new rear boundary walls encompassing lands adjoining the rear laneway, to revisit these proceedings in light of fresh information that the lands adjoining the rear laneway were NOT in fact habitually open to the public. A post and wire fence (albeit in poor repair) was in place indicating this area was not habitually open to the public. Therefore, development which would otherwise be deemed exempt under the planning regulations, should not be ruled non-exempt on these grounds.”
Note - I will provide photographs of this fence at the meeting

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Planning and Development Act 2010 states;

(7) Where a planning authority establishes, following an investigation under this section that unauthorised development (other than development that is of a trivial or minor nature) has been or is being carried out and the person who has carried out or is carrying out the develop­ment has not proceeded to remedy the position, then the authority shall issue an enforcement notice under this section or make an application pursuant to section 160 unless there are compelling reasons for not doing so.”.

As detailed in the Enforcement Notices served, the following constitutes unauthorised development;

The erection of a concrete block wall erected on lands at the rear of and outside the curtilage of each relevant dwelling and along the edge of a service laneway.

The above development is considered to be unauthorised development as it cannot be considered to be exempt from the requirement of planning permission, and currently it does not have the benefit of planning permission.

Correspondence dated 19th October 2010 issued from the Planning Department to each relevant land owner, with a copy of the agreed protocol attached.  This letter advised each land owner that the Planning Authority shall have regard to the agreed protocol when considering any further planning applications in relation to the walls or other development constructed on the recently acquired open space to the rear of the dwellings on Oakcourt Drive.  Mr. Judge’s letter also advised that should an application for planning permission be submitted in compliance with the conditions set out in the attached document, it is likely to be positively considered.

As the unauthorised development remains in place and no planning applications as per the agreed protocol have been submitted, Enforcement Notices were served requiring the removal of the unauthorised developments within a specified timeframe.

Subsequent to the expiration of the specified period for compliance stated in each Enforcement Notice, the lands have been re-inspected by the Senior Planning Inspector.  The reports submitted on foot of these inspections are currently under consideration.”

“That the Manager presents a report on the potential demand for a permanent library in Palmerston and if such a need exists to report on proposals to provide this service for the local community.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The provision of public library services across Irish local authorities is informed by a set of national criteria and guidelines and is monitored on behalf of the Department of the Environment by the Library Council of Ireland. The provision of a library/digital hub at Palmerston is an action contained in the current Library Development Plan 2007-2011.

The level of library service activity on the ground in Palmerston has grown over the past two years. The public library in the grounds of Stewart’s Hospital is resourced by South Dublin Libraries and operates from Monday to Friday each week.  In addition the mobile library service visits Kennelsfort Road, Woodfarm Drive and The Old Lucan Road. The mobile library service also stops at St Lorcan’s BNS and a range of pre-school facilities across the Palmerston area. The Children’s Services Team also works closely with St Bridget’s NS and Palmerston Community School. Three community libraries at Clondalkin (5 KM), Lucan (6 Km) and Ballyfermot (3KM) also serve the Palmerston area.

Recent analysis of the usage of library services across Palmerston indicates no increase in usage of the services at the Stewart’s Branch Library over the past three years despite an upgrade of broadband lines, new public ICT services, visits to the branch book club by a range of high profile authors and a concerted marketing campaign. Analysis of membership data for the branch library indicates that a large percentage of users are staff of the hospital living outside the Palmerston area.  Analysis of the usage of the mobile library services also indicates a lower than normal uptake in comparison with other communities - usage at nearby mobile library stops in North Clondalkin are three times higher than in Palmerston. 

Population Trends from the 2011 Census have recently being published and the areas of Palmerston Village and Palmerston West indicate a fall in population since 2006 while areas such as Clondalkin – Cappaghmore show a 35% rise in population over the same period. 

The current national capital programme for public library buildings is reliant on exchequer funding and in serious jeopardy. The DOECLG has withdrawn its fifty per cent funding of library leases and all lease costs must now be borne in full by each local authority. The embargo on recruitment is an additional factor which must be considered when planning new library projects. Staffing levels across the service continue to fall and we are unable to recruit replacements. Over the past five years the national development programme for libraries has seen a move away from small library hubs to large regional libraries in order to deliver a wider range of services to citizens and greater economies of scale.  All of these factors -  lack of demand, population levels falling, reduced capital funding from central government, restricted local authority budgets and the public service embargo on recruitment, combine to indicate that an application for the delivery of a library in Palmerston would not meet basic funding criteria at this time.

The library service is always open to investigate opportunities for the provision of library services.  Innovative new methods for delivering service will be explored over the next challenging years.  However all discussions are subject to the availability of finance and other resources and to national policy on library service development.”

ALLOCATIONS SCHEME

REPORT: 

Standard Housing 

Housing units are allocated in accordance with the allocation scheme in place at the time. The most recent one was adopted by the Council on the 13th June 2011. 

In accordance with this scheme the Council allocates the available housing dwellings to the next highest on the housing list.  The Council offers dwellings solely by telephone with a follow-up letter being sent to those on second offer, outlining refusal of first offer and any ramifications of refusal of second offer.  If the dwelling is accepted arrangements are put in place for the signing of the tenancy agreement and the house is allocated. All allocations are made subject to Estate Management and Garda checks. 

Proposed changes to this process.

In a good many instances the offers made above are refused.  It can take up to 10 offers in exceptional instances; however, typically two or three offers are necessary to achieve a successful letting on the majority of our housing stock.  As can be appreciated this is somewhat resource and time consuming.  The DoEHLG in its guidance document on the preparation of the allocation scheme required the introduction of a Choice Based Letting scheme (CBL) within the scheme.

This Council had in July 2010 introduced a pilot scheme of Choice Based lettings (CBL) to test the process.  This scheme has proven to be successful as a pilot and the Council is now going to implement it as the principal form of social housing allocation.  Currently a new computer system to process housing applicant expressions of interest and to manage the process of selecting the appropriate applicant for the advertised dwellings is in the final stages of testing.  

Choice Based Lettings will be introduced to housing list applicants, initially to those with a requirement for three bedroom dwellings.  This will give applicants an opportunity to bid for a tenancy in a standard council dwelling which is currently available in their stated areas of preference.  They will be invited to express an interest in taking a tenancy of an available council dwelling electronically and the dwelling will be allocated to the applicant who is highest on the waiting list of those who have expressed an interest.  

Most Voluntary Housing Associations have indicated that they would be happy to have their own units allocated in this manner rather than the Council providing list of nominees to them.

The Council will continue to make offers in certain circumstances i.e. to applicants in need of special adapted dwellings, older persons dwellings, priority cases and transfers.

The most recent assessment of housing need regulations now confine applicants to only one Local Authority.  They can however express an interest in 3 areas one of which must be in the LA jurisdiction of the application.  They are however also permitted to express an interest in an area in one of the other Dublin LA’s.  To enable this to work it is proposed to reduce the number of housing areas in this county to 2.  North and South of the Naas Road.  This has been agreed with the special all party meeting established by the Council to advise on changes needed for the new allocation scheme.

RAS Transfer List

RAS tenants who were allocated the tenancy prior to 01/08/2010 were informed that they may be permitted to stay on the housing list and would in the normal course of events be made an allocation offer of standard Council accommodation when reached on the housing list.  On 01/10/2011 such tenants will no longer be included in the list.  Regulations introduced by the Department provides that the new allocation scheme, referred to above, makes provision for a special transfer list (pathway) for those RAS tenants who wish to be considered for standard housing and it is proposed to write to all RAS tenants offering them the opportunity of inclusion on that transfer list if they wish to be so included. 

New Methods of Procurement:

Leasing (The Social Housing Leasing Initiative)----rather than the traditional method of providing social housing by buying land and building council estates housing authorities will now lease properties for use as social housing. One of the main benefits of this method of provision is that it affords the opportunity to promote social integration through managed tenure mix by “salt and peppering” social housing in private housing estates with an upper threshold.

RAS----A version of leasing and the precursor of Leasing which may be availed of only by those who have been in receipt of rent supplement for at least 18 months.   Homes procured by lease or under the RAS initiative are now legally defined to be council/social housing along with traditional council housing stock and voluntary housing.

ASH—Applicant Sourced Homes---Under this initiative applicants are invited to source the home of their choice in an area of their choice and, provided agreement can be reached with the owner, that home will be leased for their use. This initiative is being rolled out in manageable tranches by working our way to the housing waiting list.

It is similar to the current rent supplement arrangements but managed and funded by the Council rather than the Community Welfare Service. The outcome for the client is exactly the same, a home of their choice in an area of their choice. For those housing applicants in receipt of rent supplement they may choose to stay living in their existing home, subject to it being possible to reach an agreement with their landlord. 

It must be stressed that RAS, ASH and CBL are being implemented strictly in accordance with the housing waiting list i.e. by working our way through the housing waiting list in order of applicants’ positions on that list.

It was proposed by Councillor G. O'Connell and seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy:
“That the Manager brings forward a report on anti-social hot spots that have been identified within this Area Committee and that a discussion takes place on the issues associated, on efforts to date to address them and on possible additional solutions.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Areas with the greatest number of complaints in relation to Anti Social Behaviour generally coincide with the number of dwellings in an estate rather than particularly high levels of anti social behaviour.  

To date in the Lucan Electoral area, a total of 70 incidents of anti social behaviour have been reported to the Council in response to which 799 actions have been taken.  There is perhaps anecdotal evidence that some complaints are not made to the Council about anti social behaviour because of fears of retaliation against the complainants but members of the public should be encouraged to avail of the confidential service which the Council provides.
Tackling anti social, and promoting pro-social, behaviour is at the core of this Council's housing management policy. Detailed below are the various projects that are currently being implemented in this regard.

Anti Social Policy

 All complaints are dealt with in confidence. The Estate Management Team will investigate every complaint and where appropriate will conduct interviews, issue verbal and written warnings, refer to other agencies, issue Eviction Notice (eviction of whole household).

Tenants involved in persistent anti-social behaviour will be evicted from Local Authority housing. Tenants evicted for anti-social behaviour cannot apply for Local Authority housing for 2 years and may not qualify for rent subsidy.

 Vetting/Validation of Housing applicants

In the interest of achieving good estate management, and in accordance with the provisions of the Housing Miscellaneous Provisions Act l997, applications under Section l4 and l5 of the Act are made to the Gardaí in respect of each housing applicant so as to ensure the applicant is not currently known to the Gardaí, and is not likely to engage in anti social activity to the detriment of existing and emerging communities.

 Pre-Tenancy Training

The format/content of pre-tenancy training which is mandatory for all new tenants has also been revised as part of the overall review of the Estate Management function. The Council recognizes new challenges that have emerged in recent years due in part to the numbers of new Irish who are being housed and the language and communication difficulties which have to be addressed so as to ensure the integration of these families into their community from the outset. 

While the pre-tenancy training will be fully utilized to convey relevant information to our new tenants in relation to the charter of tenant’s rights and responsibilities, the focus will be on fostering and nurturing community spirit amongst the occupants of new developments with a view to creating ownership from the outset and staving off future incidents of anti social behaviour. Pre-tenancy training is supported at cross-departmental level within the Council with individual stakeholders such as Health Services Executive (local Public Health Nurse),

Department of Education (School Liaison Officer) and the local Community Gardaí also represented. To supplement pre-tenancy training, follow up visits to new tenants have been undertaken to ensure that they are integrating successfully into their new environment – where special interventions are identified, e.g. support services such as social workers, welfare officers, tenancy support officers or Family Functional Therapy, these will be put in place.

 Family Support System

This service is targeted at families who are at risk of losing their tenancies because of anti-social behaviour. The Council's Welfare Team develops a preventative plan to create conditions for the sustainment of the tenancy and to protect the community in which the tenant lives from anti social behaviour. This plan is developed in consultation with the family support agencies, to ensure support services are bound together in a complimentary and integrated way. Families participating in this welfare plan are required to sign a Behavioural Contract Agreement requiring them to adhere to the terms and conditions of the plan. Breach of the Behavioural Contract can result in loss of their tenancy.

CCTV

As a result of major anti-social activity and illegal dumping at a number of estates throughout the County it was considered necessary to install security cameras as a means of monitoring and identifying the persons involved in any further illegal activity. These cameras are sometimes monitored 24 hours per day during periods of increased anti social behaviour. 

Inter-Agency Meetings

The Allocation Support Unit continues to work closely with other local agencies/groups in an integrated manner to improve service provision to the Council’s tenants. ASU consults with the Gardaí, Probation Services, the HSE, Dublin Bus, Social Welfare, etc. 

Mediation Bureau

The Mediation Bureau is a community mediation service for people in conflict. It is an impartial, independent and confidential way of preventing conflict getting worse and restoring good relations. In this regard the work of the Bureau is particularly relevant in the context of tenants’ relationships in Council estates where harassment, threat, intimidation, allegation, noise disturbance, and other anti-social behaviour exists. A number of families have retained their tenancy through this process over the years.

County wide focus

The improvement of the Estate Management service will continue with the development of further county wide strategies / programmes that will ensure consistency of service, improve the coherence of the service and further enhance understanding of what the service is intended to achieve and what residents can expect. These strategies will include an Environmental strategy, Sports Strategy, Arts/Cultural strategy, Residents Training Strategy, Community Development Programmes etc.”

· Dedicated cleansing staff inspect areas where littering and dumping occur on a regular basis and arrange for prompt removal of same 

· Dedicated litter warden for the Lucan area with specific duties to target the area through routine daily patrols and inspections, including on weekends 

· Road sweeping and gulley cleaning provided by contract on a scheduled basis 

· Continued expansion of the network of litter bins in this area 

· Additional resources regularly deployed to these areas by the Operations Unit management as required. These resources undertake litter picking of public open spaces and within residential areas.

There are also several initiatives geared towards individual, organisational and community involvement in tackling litter problems and the Council's Environmental Department is continuing to work on approaches which engage the communities in a positive way with their environment. These initiatives include the Community Clean Up guidelines and Social Credits scheme. The Community Clean Up Guidelines provide cleaning equipment (bags, gloves, litter pickers, brushes) to the communities for undertaking the works and the Cleansing section collect the bagged waste and dispose of the material in a responsible manner. During recent budget processes, there has been an emphasis on targeting resources to maximise impact and the development of an approach which acknowledges the works undertaken by individuals and groups and encourages them to continue their work.  It should be noted that the Council does not propose to lead this Tidy Towns initiative, but will assist it in the same way as it provides assistance to the Lucan Tidy Towns Group.

“Following approval of the Part 8 report presented to the Council meeting on September 12th 2011, the next stage of the project will involve the preparation of detail designs and consultation with groups/bodies as indicated in the report.  The earliest that construction works will begin on site is likely to be late spring 2012.  The depot will take approximately 9 months to construct. 

The full monetary consideration has since been lodged with the Council and a Deed of Trust has been entered into between the Council and the Minister for Education and Skills, whereby the Minister’s agreement will be required to any disbursement of these monies pending the transfer of title to the site being finalised. In order to vacate the Esker site, a replacement depot will need to be provided on an alternative site at Griffeen Valley Park, the Part 8 for which was recently approved by the Council. It is proposed to seek the Minister’s agreement to the use of portion of the purchase monies for the provision of the replacement depot, the final costings for which will not be available until tenders have been received and assessed.

Assets disposed of by the Council are for the benefit of the entire County and are not site specific. As with all disposals the net profit from the proceeds of this sale will in the first instance be applied to funding the Rolling Capital Programme taking into account existing commitments.”

“The Parks Department maintains Glenaulin Park as part of the regular maintenance works programme for the Palmerston area.  While significant resources are expended on the after effects of antisocial behaviour in terms of litter picking, sweeping of paths etc, additional resources are also expended on proactive methods to reduce and prevent antisocial behaviour from occurring in the first instance.  Measures that have been implemented following requests by residents, Elected Members, An Garda Síochána and Friends of Glenaulin Park and also identified by parks staff include the following:

1.        The gaps in the hedge which forms part of the boundary at Drumfin Avenue were planted up as part of the 2010/2011 Arboricultural Programme in an effort to provide additional boundary security.

2.        The informal type hedge at Oakcourt Lawn was pruned as part of the 2010/2011 arboricultural programme.  

3.        The wooded area beside the bridge in the park at Californian Hills was significantly thinned and opened up as part of the 2010/2011 arboricultural programme.

4.        The entrance to the park from the end of the lane at Culmore Road was closed in 2010.

5.        The gap in the boundary hedge near the Glenaulin Road/Culmore Road lane entrance was repaired and closed up.

6.        The boulders/seats on the east boundary of the park near Rossaveal Court were removed to deter loitering at night.

Proposals to upgrade the Glenaulin Green entrance to the Park, as reported to the June meeting, have been advanced. However, it has not been possible to identify the necessary financial resources within the remaining budget for 2011 to implement the proposals. It is hoped that the project will be able to advance in the New Year when the financial provision for the 2012 work programmes has been established.

The Parks Department continue to meet An Garda Síochána as the need arises and the last meeting with Friends of Glenaulin took place on site on 26th July 2011.”

2. Prune back vegetation to the north of the Esker at the base on the Castle Riada side in accordance with best horticultural practice.

3. Prune vegetation to the south/east of the Esker at the base on the Moy Glas side in accordance with best horticultural practice.

4. Remove posts from the old beech hedge on top of the Esker to the west.

5. No thinning of the hedge to the west on the top, behind the bottle bank apart from a tidy up necessary

6. No enhancement of the area around the bottle bank.

Further correspondence has been received from both Resident Groups in recent weeks requesting additional works which were not agreed at the meeting.  The correspondence made reference to the construction of barriers (wall/fence) to prevent the movement of pedestrians between estates.  Without making alternative arrangements to facilitate pedestrian movement within residential areas the erection of barriers to restrict movement is a difficult thing to achieve successfully.  While this point was made at the meeting on July 25th a consensus was not reached.  The submissions are currently being reviewed and both Resident Groups will be contacted in relation to how to progress matters at the Esker.

In relation to Permeability Projects in the area the Planning Department has advised as follows:

The Permeability Projects were submitted for funding to the NTA earlier this year by the Planning Department that encourage walking and cycling to local centres by providing direct routes. 5 No. projects have had funding agreed and are to be completed before the end of the year. The Planning Department’s scheme of permeability projects was presented to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting of the 28th June 2011 and a Lucan Councillor Briefing Meeting of the 13th July 2011. At the Briefing Meeting it was agreed that the Lucan Councillors generally support the crossings proposed for Griffeen Avenue; however concern was expressed regarding the public opinion of a new link proposed into the Moy Glas area. Lucan Councillors were supportive of a consultative leaflet drop which will be circulated to the Councillors at the same time as the distribution to the households in the Moy Glas area. The leaflet will also be sent to the Moy Glas Residents Association. Consultation leaflets are currently being prepared for Moy Glas Estate. An inter-departmental steering group has been set up to co-ordinate decision making and construction issues internally between the Planning, Roads and Parks Departments. This group meets on a fortnightly basis. The Parks Department will assist in the construction phase of works where possible. The other projects in the Lucan area outlined as part of the Permeability Projects are not proposed for this year. These would be subject to Part VIII Planning Processes where required and an application for funding at a future date.”

Following contributions from Councillors W. Lavelle, G. O’Connell and E. Tuffy, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised.  Mr. Michael Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent informed the Members of the upcoming National Trails Day on Sunday 2nd October 2011.  The report was NOTED.

Discussions have been held with the National Roads Authority regarding the National Road Maintenance Programme and the Council has emphasised the necessity for further funds to be allocated so that an ongoing programme of verge maintenance can commence.”

Section 19 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997 as amended, clearly prohibits articles and advertisements on certain structures, or other land etc. unless the person is authorised in advance to do so in writing by such owner, occupier or person in charge or by or under any enactment.

There are also certain provisions under the Planning Acts which could authorise the provision of certain signage.

In order to clarify the position of the Council for all concerned and in order to set down a clear policy which was supportive of the needs of the business community and others and which protected the amenity and heritage of the County, a significant policy document has been prepared and presented to recent meetings of the Transportation, Environment and Economic Development Strategic Policy Committees. The feedback obtained from these presentations is at present being examined with a view to incorporation into the final policy document.

It has been proposed that the Council's Roads Department will, in the interim, examine applications for the authorisation of signage to be placed in the public domain under the provisions of the Roads Act, subject to conditions including the provision of an appropriate insurance indemnity to the Council. At present there are no current permits in place.”

“To ask the Manager about the outcome of representations to Fingal County Council regarding the examination of a piece of land at the rear of Weirview cottages (SDCC area) owing to fears about the dangerous nature of the site?”
REPLY:
“Following the Lucan Area Committee Meeting on the 24th of May, 2011, the Director of Services, Environment & Social Development, Fingal County Council, was written to regarding the area around Weirview Cottages, Lucan, which is in the administrative area of Fingal County Council. The following report was received from the Senior Engineer, Fingal County Council; 

"An inspection of the above site carried out on 23rd September 2011 revealed the following:

Weirview Cottages are located close to the River Liffey at Lucan Co. Dublin. The Cottages themselves are within the administrative area of Dublin South Co. Council but the rear gardens of the houses are in the Fingal County Council administrative area.

From a planning point of view there were no unauthorised developments in that portion of the site which is within the Fingal County Council area which might warrant enforcement action under the Planning Code.

In terms of the Derelict Sites legislation the Planning Inspector is of the view that the rear garden of No. 14 Weirview Cottages does not warrant any action by Fingal County Council at the present time. At the time of inspection the rear gardens of No. 14 or other cottages in the terrace are viewable from the public road or any public place.

There are a number of other rear gardens in Weirview Cottages which are in a significantly more unkempt condition than the subject site and it would seem unreasonable to initiate action in this case.

The Derelict Sites Act 1990 was enacted in June 1990 provides for more effective arrangements against land dereliction. It repeals the Derelict Sites Act 1961 and restates its relevant provisions thus consolidating the law on derelict sites and provides for an annual levy on certain derelict sites in urban areas.

The relevant sections of the 1990 Derelict Sites Act have been examined and the Judgement in a 2007 High Court case where this legislation was examined by Mr. Justice O’Higgins and the Inspectorate Division is satisfied that this particular site (specifically that part which is in the Fingal area) would not constitute a derelict site under the Derelict Sites Act 1990."

“To ask the Manager if all of the water pipes in Council management within this Area Committee's electoral area, that froze over during last winters big freeze have been attended to so that the same will not happen again should we have the severe winter expected again this year?”
REPLY:
“All of the burst watermains were attended to last winter.  
Last winter there were 245 reports of frozen services throughout the County, 41 of which were in the Lucan area.  Typically frozen services are a result of services being laid too shallow and the Council's Specifications for the Laying of Watermains and Drinking Water Supply states that services should be laid to a depth of at least 450mm.  It is apparent that developers have not complied with the depth requirement in many cases and we have advised many householders that where possible they should take this up with their developer.   
In 2011 the Water Section has to date lowered 46 stopcocks that were installed too shallow, 6 of which were in the Lucan area.  There are hence 199 still on the list (35 in Lucan area) and we are attending to these as resources allow.  It is unlikely we will be able to attend to all of these services before next winter.  It should be noted that in a typical house the service pipe is mostly private as it is mostly within the boundary of the house in the driveway or front garden.  We have found that if the builder of the house has laid the service in the public area too shallow they have more than likely laid the service too shallow in the driveway and hence even when the Council carries out the works to lower the service in the public area, unless the property owner carries out similar work within their property the service will still freeze.”

“To ask the Manager if he will provide a report on the works completed on the water supply infrastructure in and around Main Street, Lucan Village, if he will outline any consultations that took place with local business owners before the work commenced, and if he will report on the costs of the work and the source of funding?”
REPLY:
“The works carried out in 2011 in Lucan Main Street and Sarsfield Park were as part of the Dublin Region Watermains Rehabilitation Project - Contract 10.  The project was managed by Dublin City Council.  The pipelaying works were carried out by GMC Contractors and the Engineers on the project were RPS.  All tie-ins to the Council's water network and shut offs to facilitate the works were carried out by South Dublin County Council's Water Section.  The project team reports as follows:

1.  Altogether 2.9km of watermains in the Ballydowd area of Lucan were replaced as part of the recent works carried out in the town.  The works commenced in the residential area of Sarsfield Park / Dispensary Lane.  1.6km of watermain was replaced in these areas.  Following this 1.3km of watermain was replaced in the commercial centre of Lucan from the Square through Main Street to the Old Hill. The mains in this area were selected for rehabilitation as they had reached the end of their functional life, and were exhibiting high leakage and burst rates.  Had the watermains not been replaced their condition would have deteriorated rapidly over the coming years, resulting in frequent and unplanned interruptions to supply and large volumes of water loss.

2.  Extensive consultation is always carried out with businesses and residents in advance of and during all Dublin Regional Watermains Rehabilitation Works.  In February and March, in advance of works starting in Lucan, Project Information Packs were issued to all Councillors, businesses and residents in the area (300 Nr. issued).  On the 21st March all the Commercial Customers in the above areas were visited by a member of the Project Customer Liaison Team.  In each case, the business owner / manager (when present) was informed of the upcoming works and provided with contact details for the Project Team; contact details for further communication was obtained by the Project Team from each business owner / manager met.  On the 6th April a business information meeting was held in conjunction with Lucan Chamber of Commerce.  All Commercial Customers in the above areas were invited to send a representative.  This meeting was well attended by the commercial interests in Lucan.  A further 300 advance notification letters were issued two weeks prior to construction.

3.  Construction Communications:  Work on the Square / Main Street commenced on 3rd May.  48 hours in advance of water shuts all businesses affected were visited by a member of the Customer Liaison Team and personally advised that their water would be shut off and again provided with mobile phone numbers to contact the project team at any time.  1,155 Nr. 48 hour advance notifications of water shuts were issued to household and business customers during the works.  Where possible water dependent business customers were given temporary water supplies so their businesses did not suffer from loss of water during the works.  Regular contact was maintained at all times with business owners for the duration of the works in the Square / Main Street area.  In addition, a press release was issued to local media in the area in advance of the works, that included a quote from the Mayor of South Dublin.  Leaflets were distributed to householders and regular updates issued to motorists via AA Roadwatch.

4.  Cost €612,000 (incl. VAT).  The works are being 90% funded by Central Government via the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government's Water Services Investment Programme.  The remaining 10% is being funded by South Dublin County Council.”
