Mr. Hugh Hogan outlined the pilot programme for offering Council houses to tenants on the Housing List.  650 letters were issued to those interested in the 3 bedroomed list with a marked take up of offers the further down the list applicants were placed. 

The new Housing computer system will be linked to the Council’s website and allow applicants to view all the houses available within their criteria.  Details of rental on properties and size and description will also appear.   Choices can then be made via the new portal and recorded on Technical linked to the new system.  The new system should be up and running next month after extensive testing. 

The new system will enhance estate management, keep the housing list updated and the usage of new technology will improve efficiencies. 

Councillor Kearns asked what the impact would be on staffing levels and work load would be.  B. Coman outlined that the changes had come from the staff themselves and complemented the staff of the Housing Department for embracing the changes ahead. 

Councillor M. Corr requested that the wording of the new system be looked at to encourage a more user friendly system for tenants, in relation to language used.   Mr. H. Hogan responded that this would be looked at. 

Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Duff, M. Corr, D. Looney and M. McDonagh contributed, Mr. B. Coman, Mr. H. Hogan and Mr. M. Fagan   responded to queries raised.

The report was NOTED and it was proposed to set up a review/advisory group and to invite all Councillors, to meet up on a quarterly basis, to provide feedback. 

H-I(4)              RENT SUPPLEMENT TRANSFER
The following report which had been circulated was NOTED:

“The Introduction of Housing Assistance Payments---HAP
The Government have advised of the introduction of a new social housing support namely the Housing Assistance Payment---HAP. It is effectively a version of rent supplement to be administered by housing authorities for those with a long term housing need that they cannot fund from their own resources.   
Rent Supplement was originally introduced to be a short term income support for those who normally provide for their housing needs by renting in the private rented sector and who have temporary financial difficulties e.g. short term unemployment. It was originally expected that rent supplement would be paid for 3 - 6 months on average to bridge the client’s temporary financial difficulties.

However since its introduction it has effectively become a parallel social housing option with clients having long term housing need that they are incapable of funding from their own resources living in private rented homes and the state paying most of the rent on their behalf through this subsidy. 

There are approximately 6,500 rent supplemented tenancies in South Dublin. Of those on the Councils housing list there are more than half are living in rent supplemented homes.  

As a measure to address this, the Rental Accommodation Scheme was introduced in 2004/2005 and the transfer of clients in receipt of rent supplement for 18 months or more began. If a client has been in receipt of rent supplement for this length of time, it is deemed that they have a long term housing need. The objective of RAS is to transfer those inappropriately on rent supplement---those with a long term housing need that they cannot fund themselves and who are the responsibility of the housing authority-- out of that regime. 

The proposed introduction of HAP is the next step to RAS and Social Leasing. It could be described as the transfer of RS to the Local Housing Authority for that cohort of RS recipients and applicants who have a long term housing need rather than a need for a short term income support to bridge a temporary and passing financial difficulty. It is a next step in providing a rational, complimentary and progressive set of social housing supports. It will replace the current less efficient regime where a client who needs housing support by way of a rent supplement must apply to 2 state bodies---the housing authority and then the community welfare service    

After the introduction of HAP, Rent Supplement will remain for those in short term financial difficulties who always rented in the private sector--- the original target group for Rent Supplement.

The outcome for the client in the new HAP regime will be the same as the outcome under RS or RAS ---they will, subject to their reaching an agreement with the owner of the property, get to live in a home of their choice in an area of their choice and the state/council will pay their rent. They will pay a differential rent to the housing authority.

As is the case in rent supplement and RAS, the landlord and tenant relationship will be between the housing applicant and the owner who will be responsible for all tenancy management and property maintenance issues. The tenancy will be a private rented tenancy governed by the terms of the Private Residential Tenancies Act and both landlord and tenant will have recourse to the PRTB for the resolution of any disputes.  

The Council will pay the rent for the client as the Community Welfare Officer does in RS.   

The Council is already implementing a version of HAP through its ASH pilot project.

HAP will be a social housing support and, as with RAS, anyone getting a home under HAP will be considered housed and their housing application will be closed.

Transfers between the various streams of social housing support—council houses, leased houses, RAS houses, Voluntary houses and HAP will be facilitated i.e. ultimately we will facilitate transfers between all types of social housing/social housing support regimes.

Considered advantages of the proposed new regime are:

It will deliver social homes to our applicants; 
It provides the opportunity to procure social homes at monthly rents which are lower than RS rents;
It will drive tenancy registration, tax compliance and improved standards in the private rented sector as full compliance on all of these issues will be a precondition for a property owner participating in the scheme;
It places the one social housing stream over which local housing authorities currently have little control with the housing authority;
It will return RS to its original purpose – short term support
It will eliminate the poverty trap that exists for those currently on RS as those on HAP will be allowed to work without any effect on their Housing Assistance Payment other than an increase in their Differential rent.
It will provide more security of tenure to the tenant within the new regime. 
A number of very serious issues remain to be addressed and resolved before HAP can be implemented in the areas of housing policy, work processes and staff resources, financial structures and IT. 

To address these, three high level working groups have been set up to guide the implementation of HAP covering the areas of Finance, IT and transition.

It is expected that HAP will be rolled out over a number of years on a phased basis.

Members will be informed regularly of developments in the HAP process as progress is made.”

Mr. M. Fagan, Senior Executive Officer summarised the report.

Following contributions from Councillors M. Corr, P. Kearns, G. Kelly, and D. Looney, Mr. Michael Fagan, Senior Executive Officer, and Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing, Social & Community Development, responded to queries raised.”
The report was NOTED.

Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing, Social & Community Development, presented a report on the forthcoming Halloween events being organised and / or supported by the Council. 

H-I (6)         ANY OTHER BUSINESS 
                    HOUSING ASSESSMENT OF NEED 2011
The following report which had been circulated was NOTED:

Mr. Billy Coman, Director of Housing, Social & Community Development, gave a presentation.

Mr. Billy Coman summarised the Housing Assessment of Need 2011.

The methodology in collecting data differs substantially from that used in previous years.  The 2008 and 2011 figures are not strictly comparable.  The total housing need nationally is 98,318.  The net figure for SDCC is 8,022.  There has been a 75% increase in those on the Housing List for a number of reasons, mainly due to the recession and also rent supplement regulations. 49% of those on the Housing List are single persons, with 68% under the age of 40. 86% of persons waiting on SDCC housing list earn less than €20,000.  The statistics from South Dublin County Council’s current Housing needs assessment are as follows:-

·        Net 8,022 on Housing List

·        1,317 are Lone Parents

·        85 couples with 5 or more children

·        396 couples, no children

·        26% waiting more than 4 years or more

·        190 on waiting list for 7 years or more

·        56% are Irish citizens (the balance is 25%, EU, 20%, non EU citizens 

Mr. B. Coman said that the transfer of rent supplement will allow the private rental market to become a real housing option.

Mr. B. Coman confirmed that South Dublin County Council’s Housing Department is well placed to roll out these new initiatives.

Following a discussion to which Councillors P. Kearns, G. Kelly, M. Duff and M. Corr contributed, Mr. B. Coman and Mr. M. Fagan responded to queries raised.

H-I (3) ALLOCATIONS SCHEME - REPORT OF COUNCIL SUB GROUP
The following report which had been circulated was NOTED:

ALLOCATIONS  SCHEME  2011 
Section 22 of the Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 2009.

The purpose of this Allocations Scheme is to provide a means of determining the order of priority to be afforded in the allocation of social housing support to persons whose need for accommodation has been assessed in accordance with Sec 20 of the Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 2009 as being qualified for social housing support and to provide for the determining the order of priority for households who have applied for transfer to another dwelling and for incremental purchase 

Social housing includes Council owned dwellings; Council leased/contracted dwellings, rental accommodation availability agreement dwellings and dwellings owned by approved bodies to whom assistance is given under section 6 of the Act of 1992 for the purposes of such provision.

Part 1: Consideration of Applications for Social Housing
1. Applicants, other than those applicants applying for overall priority, will be considered on time on list basis

1. The Council may, by resolution, from time to time, set aside for persons of such category or categories as the authority may decide, a proportion of the dwellings becoming available to the authority for allocation and priority shall be afforded to the specified categories in the allocation of these dwellings.  In general, allocations to categories of applicants will be made on the basis of reflecting the percentage of applications made up of those categories of applicants.

1. Nothing in the Scheme shall prevent the Manager making an allocation or granting a transfer in emergency circumstances

1. In the case of equality of date of application, the final decision will be made by the Manager who will have regard to all the circumstances including the size of the families involved

1. Applicants, who, without a satisfactory explanation, refuse two consecutive offers of a local authority dwelling, will have their application closed. In such circumstances the applicant may not re-apply for a period of one year from the date of the second refusal 

1. Applicants must be aged 18 or over and must have permission to reside in the State.

The Council will operate a Financial Contribution Scheme where Older Persons, those subject to Domestic Violence and those who are legally separated, who are owners of private dwellings and who find their existing dwelling too large for their needs, may apply for accommodation in designated Older Persons Dwellings subject to the payment of a financial contribution scheme as follows:

	Applicant’s Age
	Financial Contribution 

	60-64 years (on medical grounds only)
	1/2 of net proceeds of sale

	65-69 years
	1/3 of net proceeds of sale

	70-79 years
	1/4 of net proceeds of sale

	80 years and over
	1/5 of net proceeds of sale


Applicants under this section will not be prioritised ahead of Older Persons on the Housing or Transfer Lists but will be included on the list from the date of approval.  Applicants under this section must offer their existing dwelling to the Council for purchase in the first instance.

1. On the death of a tenant, the tenancy may be transferred to the tenant’s spouse or to a member of the tenant’s family normally resident, i.e. included on the rent assessment for a minimum of two years, in the dwelling at the date of the tenant’s death, subject to consideration for the accommodation needs of the person(s) applying to succeed to the tenancy. 

Priority Status

In certain circumstances, overall priority will be given to applicants that satisfy the following criteria. Priority will be granted in the order shown hereunder and subject to the availability of suitable accommodation at the time:

 (i)      Families or persons living in dangerous premises on whom a requisition under Section 3 (9) of the Local Government (Sanitary Services) Act, 1964 has been served.

(ii)    Displacement (resulting from acts of the Local Authority).

(iii)  Families or persons rendered homeless through no fault of their own. A person shall be regarded by a housing authority as being homeless for the purposes of this Act if: 

 (a)     there is no accommodation available which, in the opinion of the authority, he/she, together with any other person who normally resides with him/her or who might reasonably be expected to reside with him/her, can reasonably occupy or remain in occupation of, or

(b)    he/she is living in a hospital, County home, night shelter, or other such institution and is so living because he/she has no accommodation of the kind referred to in paragraph (a), and he/she, in the opinion of the authority, unable to provide accommodation from his/her own resources.

 (iv)          Families or persons evicted through no fault of their own on foot of a Court Order who are not in a financial position to provide their own housing.

(v)            Exceptional medical/compassionate grounds.

(vi)          Persons aged 65 or over for Older Persons accommodation.

Applicants with overall priority will be given priority over other applicants in the allocation of available accommodation in the order of priority indicated above and based on time on the list and subject to the availability of suitable accommodation at the time.

Where priority for housing accommodation is claimed on grounds consisting of or including medical grounds, regard shall be had to the report of the Council’s Medical Advisors.

Transfer List – Tenants, including those in Rental Accommodation Scheme dwellings, may be placed on the Transfer List for consideration for a Transfer to any dwelling within a Housing Area of their choice subject to the following conditions:

·       Minimum two years tenancy in existing dwelling.

 ·      Clear rent account – this condition may be waived on exceptional compassionate grounds.

·       Compliance with terms of tenancy during existing tenancy.

·       Dwelling inspected and found to be in satisfactory condition

Applications will be accepted for inclusion on the Transfer list on the basis of the following criteria only and considered on the basis of date of application:

(a)   Exceptional medical/compassionate grounds (Regard to be had for report from Council’s Medical Advisors/Housing Welfare Officers as appropriate)

(b)  On grounds of anti-social behaviour where a Garda Superintendent has stated that there is a risk to personal safety

(c)   Older Persons (aged 65 or over) downsizing accommodation

(d)  Transfer applicants downsizing to the specific unit size of accommodation that matches their need according to section 8 of Part 2 of this Scheme.

(e)   Tenants wishing to purchase a dwelling, suitable, under incremental purchase arrangements

(f)    Overcrowding

(g)   Tenants other than those in categories (c) and (d) above downsizing accommodation to make better use of housing stock

Transfer applicants under criteria (a) to (d) above will be prioritised in order of date priority granted and on availability of suitable accommodation.

Mutual Transfers 

Mutual transfers will be facilitated where the following criteria are met:

·         Clear rent account – this condition may be waived on exceptional compassionate grounds.

·       Compliance with terms of tenancy during existing tenancy.

·       Acceptance of both parties to occupy dwellings in existing condition

The Council will maintain a register of tenants who have requested to be included on such a register for the purpose of seeking a Mutual Transfer.  Register to be circulated to all such tenants included.

Tenants of other housing authorities will considered for mutual transfers with tenants of the Council subject to conditions agreed upon by both authorities and will also be included on the Register of Tenants for Mutual Transfer upon request.

Part 2
APPLICATION RULES AND GENERAL PROCEDURES RELATING TO THE ALLOCATIONS  SCHEME
The following considerations will apply where applications are received by the Council for inclusion in the assessment of housing needs.

1.         Applicants must reside in the functional area of South Dublin County Council.  Applicants residing outside the functional area of the Council may be included to such extent that (a) they have a local connection to the functional area or (b) at the Council’s discretion

(a)   Local Area Connection

·       Member of household has resided for a continuous five year period at any time in the area or

·       Employment of any member of household is in the area or is located within 15 kilometres of the area or

·       A household member is in full-time education in any university, college, school or other education establishment in the area or

·       A household member with enduring physical, sensory, mental health or intellectual impairment is attending a related educational or medical establishment in the area

·       A relative of any household member lives in the area and has lived here for a minimum of two years

(b)  Council Discretion

·       Applicants who are accepted under Council’s discretion cannot indicate Areas of  outside of the Council’s functional area

1. Applicants must express at least 1 area of choice in the Council’s functional area.  They may also express Area of Choice in the other Dublin Authorities – Dublin City Council, DunLaoire/Rathdown and Fingal – overall they may only express 3 Areas of Choice, Such applicant’s details will be forward to the relevant authority.  Applicants shall indicate in writing their preferred Housing Areas.  Applicants may be offered suitable accommodation within any estate within their chosen Housing Areas of Choice.  Area of Choice cannot be altered for 12 months, date of expression of Area of Choice will be  listed separately to date of application.

3.   Applicants will be considered for housing accommodation only where the Council is satisfied that their financial or other circumstances are such as to render it impossible, without hardship for them to provide adequate accommodation from their own resources.

Applicants whose household income exceeds the maximum income threshold as set out in the table below will not be considered.

	Max Income threshold – single person NET
	Maximum Income threshold – 3 adult & 4 children  NET
	Calculation as follows:- €35,000 + 5% for each additional adult household member subject to a maximum allowance of 10% and 2.5% for each additional child, subject to a maximum allowance of 10%

Income will be assessed on the basis of applicant’s P60 for the preceding tax year, a minimum of four out of the last six payslips or a minimum of 2 years accounts, where appropriate.  Where applicants are in receipt of a social welfare payment, a statement from the Department of Social Protection is required.  

Applicants who qualify for Affordable Housing, Shared Ownership or other such scheme will not be eligible for inclusion on the Housing list.

Any other special financial circumstances of a housing applicant may also be taken into account in calculating household income.

4          Where applicants are owners or joint owners of dwellings, or tenants or joint tenants of local authority dwellings, but are not living in these dwellings owing to marital problems, such applicants may be considered for housing accommodation if a legal separation has been entered into, or in comparable circumstances at the discretion of the Manager, and the Council is satisfied with the housing provision of the agreement, and where it would not be possible for such applicants, due to financial or other circumstances, to provide adequate accommodation from their own resources.  In the case of joint owners a legal agreement contracting to provide a financial contribution from the proceeds of the sale of the house will be required.  

5          Each complete application shall be recorded when received.  If deemed eligible for housing support  the application  will be placed on the appropriate list for accommodation most suitable to their needs.  

6          The Manager shall decide on appropriate intervals at which to formally issue housing lists.  The Manager shall also decide on the appropriate closing date for receipt of applications in respect of the preparation of lists for the allocation of dwellings.  

7          In assessing homeless persons, the Council will have regard for recommendations from its Homeless Outreach Workers/Housing Welfare Officers who shall, in the course of investigating the circumstances of applicants for homeless priority, consult with relevant statutory and voluntary agencies as appropriate.

8          The following minimum standards for bedroom accommodation will apply to lettings made by the Council

	Single person or Couple (Certain 1-bed units may be designated for older persons only)
	1-bed

	Lone Parent or Couple with 1 or 2 children
	2-bed

	Lone Parent or Couple with 3 or 4 children
	3-bed

	Lone Parent or Couple with 5 or more children
	4-bed


In addition to these minimum standards, persons over 10yrs of the same sex will be considered for allocation of one bedroom. 

Applicants who are separated parents with partial custody/access arrangements will be eligible, upon production of relevant legal documentation for an additional bedroom.

9          Applicants are required to complete the Council’s Pre-Tenancy Course before being allocated any accommodation.

10        In order to examine and consider applications for housing accommodation, the Council may inspect and examine applicants’ housing circumstances and may require applicants to furnish documentary evidence to support their applications. 

An application shall be excluded from consideration if the applicant refuses access to the Council’s nominated Inspectors existing accommodation, supplies false information or withholds relevant information either on the application form or in subsequent interviews or inspections.

If an allocation is made on the basis of false, incorrect or out of date information, such allocation will subsequently be rescinded and the offer withdrawn or if a tenancy has already been created in such circumstances, such tenancy will be terminated.

11   The Council may disregard the accommodation an applicant is occupying where the Council has reason to believe that the applicant has deliberately or without good and sufficient reason remained in, or taken up occupation of, unsuitable accommodation primarily to improve the prospects of obtaining local authority housing.

12   Applicants who take up illegal occupation of a local authority dwelling will not be considered for a tenancy of a dwelling unless the dwelling the applicant occupies illegally is willingly surrendered to the Council in the same condition it was in prior to the illegal occupation.

13        The Council may refuse to offer accommodation to an applicant due to refusal or failure by the applicant to disclose information either relevant to the application or required for good estate management purposes.

14        Applicants will be investigated in accordance with the Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions Act) 1997 and applicants involved in anti-social behaviour will not be considered for inclusion on the housing list for a period of one year.  Applicants engaging in Anti-Social Behaviour equivalent to Category A Status in the Council’s Anti-Social Behaviour Policy will not be considered for inclusion on the housing list for a period of two years.  These periods will be subject to a rolling review process.

15        Former local authority tenants who apply for re-housing will only be placed on the housing list if the following conditions are complied with:

·       A period of one year has elapsed since the surrender of previous tenancy (may be waived in exceptional circumstances)

·       The rent account on their previous tenancy is clear, or a satisfactory arrangement acceptable to the local authority is made to clear any arrears due and is maintained for a period of at least six months

·       Compliance with the terms of tenancy was satisfactory during their previous tenancy.  

·       Any costs that were incurred by the local authority in carrying out repairs to the tenant’s former dwelling which were the tenant’s responsibility must be refunded to the Council by the tenant in full, or a satisfactory arrangement is entered into to pay the cost of these repairs. Any such arrangement must be maintained for a period of at least six months.

16        Former local authority tenants that have previously been evicted may be recognised as having a housing need but will not be considered for inclusion on the housing list for a period of two years.”

 The new Allocations Scheme is to be adopted by the Council by 13th June, 2011. Indicated that a further meeting of the Council sub-group will be held prior to the June Council Meeting. The members were issued with copies of the Draft Scheme, the Guidance notes from the DOEHLG and the Section 22 of the Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 2009. The new Allocations Scheme comprises of the existing scheme with as few changes as possible. A National Allocations Scheme is anticipated by the DOEHLG by the end of next year. Clarification from the DOEHLG will be required on a number of points in terms of assessments. The Minister is to consult extensively with the Local Authorities.

“There are three appointees from the Arts, Culture, Gaeilge, Education and Libraries Strategic Policy Committee (SPC) to Rua Red: South Dublin Arts Centre Company as follows:

· The chair of the Arts, Culture, Gaeilge, Education and Libraries SPC. 

· One Non elected member of the SPC. 

· One elected member of the SPC. 

As a result of Councillor Keane's recent election to Seanad Eireann her SPC position is now vacant.    It is now before the SPC members to nominate an elected member as a replacement for Councillor Keane”.

It was agreed on the proposition of Councillor Cosgrave, seconded by Councillor Gus O’Connell that Councillor Mick Duff would replace Councillor Keane.

The Chair and members of the SPC congratulated Councillor Keane on her success in election to Seanad Éireann and wished her well in her new public representational role.

H3  Report from SPC Subcommittee meeting( Council's Strategic Support for Business and Employment) 

Arts Officer Ms Orla Scannell outlined the main provisions of the draft strategy which was developed by the SPC subcommittee under the Council’s ‘Improving Business Competitiveness’ programme. 

Ms Scannell presented the issue in context: both nationally and locally. 

She outlined the objectives of the strategy as follows:  

· To gather information and address a lack of knowledge regarding the craft 
sector in South Dublin County
· To identify and deliver a range enterprise supports to the craft sector during 
the Year of Craft.
· To exploit empty spaces by providing space for creative’s to work/showcase 
and sell
· To profile South Dublin as a Creative County
Ms Scannell outlined details of the following key actions 

· Creative Village objectives and outlined work undertaken to date in that 
regard.

· Enterprise Support key objectives including 

· linkages with South Dublin County Tourism, 

· Broaches Exhibitions (May 2011) 

· Rathfarnham Castle – A constant Threas (May 2011)

· South Dublin County Trail (Autumn 2011)

· Travelling Expo during 2011

·  TEDX (November 2011) 

· the County Craft Trail  and the main actions 

In conclusion Ms Scannell advised that the strategy is a work in progress which will continue over the next 6/7 months.

A discussion ensued with members of the committee contributing along the following lines:

· Excellent progress made since last meeting

· A lot of ideas presented but there is a need to continue to push craft initiatives

· Model developed in Marley Park?? Worth considering

· Might be possible to secure “permanent exhibit space” in hotels

· Need to capture details on craft people who are not registered and link with them

· Examples of successes outlined and discussion on how to progress bring these to another level e.g. Buzy Bee, ICA lace making etc

· “Knitted” dog show scheduled for July

H4  Report from Literacy Seminar

Ms Maria Finn Social Inclusion Officer delivered a presentation on the seminar which was held in October 2010 which highlighted the importance of addressing literacy issues in relation to poverty and social inclusion.

Following the presentation a discussion ensued with contributions from Councillors Jones, Devine, O’Connell, Duff, Hannon, Cosgrave and Ms Murphy to which Ms Finn and Ms Walsh responded.  The main points discussed included:

· Statistics pertaining to national literacy ability / problems and the reasoning for 
this level possibly but not exclusively a consequence of the older age group 
receiving less schooling in their earlier years. 

· Prevalence of literacy problems in social housing 

· Most people with literacy problems have reading difficulties

· Literacy provides confidence and “Lift” beyond poverty provided by literacy

· Issues with manner in which public bodies communicate/ use of abbreviations 
etc

· Irish language obligations, the competence of staff to deal with requests and 
the level of demand for services “as Gaeilge”

· Commitment to support work of SI Unit in improving literacy ability.

In conclusion Ms Finn confirmed that SDCC is well ahead of other Local Authorities in advancing literacy issues and that the SI unit will be working towards advancing issues which presented in the compilation of the report.”

ARBORICULTURAL PROGRAMME

QUESTION:  Councillor C. Bond

To ask that the Manager please provide an update on the arboricultural programme?
REPLY:
The draft 2011 / 2012 Arboricultural Programme is nearing completion, having regard to the significant volume of requests received for work. It is expected that the Draft Programme will be ready for presentation to the Area Committees this month, starting with Tallaght Area Committee on 17th October.  

The Programme will again be focussed on tree maintenance works, rather than new plantings, in order to make best use of the resources available. Priority will be given to trees in the following categories: 

· Dead and damaged trees. 

· Trees in very close proximity to public lighting columns (less than 1.8m). 

· Trees associated with lifting footpaths. 

Aside from these categories, works will be carried out to trees only where they are considered to be consistent with good Arboricultural practice. Examples of this would be crown lifting (removal of lower branches), crown thinning (reducing the weight of large trees), pruning to deal with weak branch junctions, pruning to improve the shape of the tree and removal of suckers. 

In order to optimise available resources, having regard to the Health & Safety and Traffic Management procedures that must be put in place, it is again intended to deal with trees on an estate by estate basis rather than on an individual request basis. Individual trees will generally only be dealt with if deemed to be a priority category or for some other exceptional reason.

CCTV

QUESTION:  Councillor C. Bond
To ask that the Manager report on the effectiveness of the use of CCTV to monitor incidents of illegal dumping, that the Manager if possible provide details of locations of blackspots that are being considered for CCTV installation?
REPLY:
Under the Public Realm initiative, a number of sites were identified where it was considered an on-going problem of illegal dumping could be resolved, where enforcement mechanisms could be applied and where CCTV cameras were necessary to support effective enforcement. The sites were technically surveyed in consultation CCTV contractors to determine their suitability (or otherwise) for CCTV cameras. The survey identified the following sites as being suitable for CCTV monitoring:

· Ballyowen Shopping Centre Bring Bank Lucan 

· Drumcairn Parade Tallaght 

· Ard Mor Court Tallaght 

· Kilcronan Court  Clondalkin 

· St. Marks Avenue Clondalkin 

· Quarryville, Shancastle 

· Oatfield Estate (mobile unit)

In addition a rapid deployment camera was purchased to be used in additional locations were possible while new monitoring equipment and facilities were included in this initiative and the programme includes a maintenance arrangement for the equipment and movement of the rapid deployment camera.  The cost of this is in the region of €220,000 and the installations are almost complete.

Comprehensive monitoring of and reporting on incidents arising will be put in place to ensure that the CCTV capabilities are utilised to maximum effect.

WINDOW REPLACEMENTS 

QUESTION:  Councillor M. Duff

To ask will the Manager make an updated report to this Council on how many houses have had window replacements in this current financial year and detail how many houses, which are already inspected and graded 5, are awaiting replacement windows?
REPLY:
To date in 2011, works under the window and door replacement have taken place in 126 homes in the County. A further 37 homes have had the works priced and have been issued to the contractor for completion in 2011. A further 24 homes are awaiting pricing on respective works and it is expected that they will be completed in 2011 also.

There is a waiting list of 329 homes where the windows/doors are graded 5, which is the rating given to the poorest quality of windows and doors.  A further 151 homes have windows graded from 1 to 4.

There are 296 requests from tenants for inspection of windows and doors with a view to replacement. These inspections are continuing and the number of units to be completed in 2012 will depend on funding available and provided for in the 2012 housing budget. 

There were 203 completions under the scheme in 2010.

MANAGEMENT GRANTS 

QUESTION:  Councillor M. Duff

To ask will the Manager make a report to this Council indicating if it is his intention to continue granting Management Grants to Community Centres across the County, in recognition of the valuable service that these Centres afford to our Communities. Will he also indicate if Sports organisations, such as Olympic Handball, can avail of small grants for equipment replacement or travel assistance?
REPLY: 

There are a range of grants available under the Community Grants Scheme (see Link setting out range, criteria and conditions) and these include Management Grants and Employment Grants for New or Existing Community Centres. The Council has no plans to terminate these particular grants, and is acutely aware of the importance of them to  existing and new Community Centres. However, facing into the annual Budget process, every aspect of the Council's finances is under scrutiny.

The Grants booklet specifies that in the case of these particular categories of grant that "applications will be accepted on an annual basis and the number of grants available will be limited".

The Council is also the nominated channel of  funding in respect of grant support for staff  management positions in certain Community Centres.  These grants are provided by Central Government Departments and continued  payment of these grants is subject to the necessary funding being provided in their annual budgets.

Sports organisations such as Olympic Handball, can also apply for grant aid under different headings which they have already availed of, and again are outlined in the Grants Booklet. These are also subject to availability of funds.

ADVERSE WEATHER CONDITIONS
QUESTION:  Councillor E. Higgins

To ask the Manager to outline preparation measures for dealing with any adverse road conditions, such as ice and snow, during the winter months?
REPLY:
Following the last winter season October 2010- April 2011, the Roads Department carried out a review of its entire winter maintenance responses.  This Review included a complete re-examination of the gritting routes having regard to the feedback that was obtained during the severe weather incidences and the formal updating of the Winter Services Manual. A presentation in this regard will be made to all the Area Committees in the coming weeks.

Members should also note that in conjunction with other Departments in the Council that significant additional preparatory works have been carried out including the following:

·  In conjunction with the Environment Department, a Useful Tips and Hints Leaflet was published and has been circulated to all households in the County 

· A range of further guides and information leaflets has also been prepared which will be available for publication in response to specific weather conditions arriving. These guides will be particularly suitable for use with the Council’s Social Media sites 

· A list of recommended locations will be included in the reports to be made to the Area Committees identifying pilot locations where supplies of salt / grit will be made available so that local residents and others who have volunteered to spread the salt / grit can access local supplies. In conjunction with the Parks and Environment Departments the winter maintenance responses will now include a schedule of footpaths in priority order which will be cleared by specialist machinery in the event of significant snowfalls 

· In conjunction with the Community Services Department contact has been maintained with the Volunteer Bureau and the Community Forum to ensure that a more coordinated response to any possible severe weather event is achieved. 

· A review of the role and contribution of the Council’s Traffic Management Centre has also been carried out. The successful co-ordination of the intra agency and inter agency responses was possible from this centre. 

· The Council’s communications systems were reviewed. In addition, the expansion of the use of social media was successfully trialled and implemented. The public and business community will be advised of any ongoing situation using the Council’s Website, Customer Care Team, Twitter, Facebook, E-Mail, SMS text and regular press releases.

LIBRARIES

QUESTION:  Councillor J. Lahart

To ask that the Manager outline how many users availed of the County Library in 2010 and in 2011 and how many have availed of Ballyroan Library in the same period?
REPLY: 

The tables below outline the numbers of items loaned, the number of internet sessions booked and used and the number of visitors counted in the County Library and in Ballyroan Library from January to December 2010 and from January to August 2011. Analysis of the figures reflects the differing uses across each library. Ballyroan Library, traditionally, has been a book-centred library with more books being borrowed from this branch than from any other branch across the South Dublin Library network. Over the past few years as demand for services outstripped the physical footprint of the building, the number of non book services had to be curtailed. The redevelopment of the building will allow for a very wide range of life long learning activities and literacy facilities to be developed and will also facilitate extensive work with local schools and community groups.  

The County Library on the other hand is a large regional library where people gather for a myriad of different reasons – to do research, attend language and computer classes, study, search for business information and locate heritage and genealogical information. For example in 2010 over 3000 Wi-Fi sessions were used, 1608 computer classes were delivered and 54 exhibitions were held. Visitor figures therefore are always higher than figures for the number of items loaned in the County Library. 

Usage of Ballyroan Library began to reduce slightly in 2011 as news of the impending redevelopment spread. The library closed on the 3rd September and library services to the local community are now being offered from the adjacent Parish Centre and from Whitechurch Library.

To ask the Manager to list the parks depots in the county - what areas they serve and how many personnel are employed in each?
REPLY:
There are eight park depots located around the county as follows with assigned staff in brackets: 

1. Esker Lane, Lucan serving Lucan and parts of Clondalkin and Newcastle (24.1 
staff) 

2. Waterstown Park,  serving Palmerston (5 staff) 

3. Grange serving south west Clondalkin and parts of north Clondalkin (10 staff) 

4. Corkagh Park serving Clondalkin Village Newlands and Kingswood (30.5 staff) 

5. Saggart, serving Saggart, Rathcoole and West Tallaght (8) 

6. Sean Walsh Park, serving the Town Centre area, Oldbawn and Tallaght

7. Tymon Park serving Tallaght, Firhouse (30.75) 

8. Rathfarnham Castle Park serving Rathfarnham and Ballyboden.(7 staff)

CONTRACTED WORK

QUESTION:  Councillor J. Lahart

To ask the Manager what percentage of Council work is contracted out under the headings of Roads and Parks?
REPLY:
Parks:
The work of the Parks Department is carried out under two main categories, maintenance and improvement. The Council has a highly trained, experienced and flexible labour force, supported by a modern fleet of machinery, which enables the majority of the maintenance works programmes, such as grass cutting, weed control, tree management and litter control, to be delivered locally. The improvement works programme, which includes works such as landscaping, footpath construction, park entrance improvements and local stone walls, is also delivered, for the most part by local staff. For certain works, where the required machinery and / or expertise is not available, the work is contracted out to specialist companies / suppliers and examples of this would be the supply and installation of playgrounds, supply and installation of railings, the laying of tarmacadam surface on footpaths and the supply of trees and shrubs. The work assigned to contractors will vary depending work programme requirements.

Roads:
The work of the Roads Department comes in the main under two main categories: routine maintenance and specialised maintenance and improvement works. All routine maintenance works are carried out by the Direct Labour Crews together with a proportion of the specialised maintenance works where specific crews have developed a particular expertise such as footpath renewal. All large scale specialised maintenance and improvement works are carried out by contract and these works would include carriageway re-surfacing and road making works, installation of Quality Bus Corridors etc. The percentage of works carried out in each category would vary from year to year depending on the overall allocations made through the various maintenance and improvement grant categories.

RE-DEPLOYMENT OF STAFF 

QUESTION:  Councillor J. Lahart

To ask the Manager to detail the re-deployment of those previously dedicated to the bin collection service in the county and to report on the disposal of the refuse vehicles/freighters which previously formed part of the fleet?
REPLY:
The Council's refuse collection service ceased on Friday April 1st of this year and all staff redeployed to the new operations section on the following Monday April 4th.  At that time there were 51 general staff, an area engineer, 2 supervisors and a clerical officer in the section.  Since April 4th a total of 4 of the general staff who redeployed have now retired.   

The refuse freighters had been provided to the Council under a 5 year hire and maintenance contract. This contract had commenced on 1st July 2006 and was due to expire on 30th June 2011.  The Council negotiated an early termination of the contract as the freighters were no longer needed beyond April 1st.

CREATIVE VILLAGE INITIATIVE

QUESTION:  Councillor W. Lavelle

To ask the Manager for a detailed update on the Creative Village initiative including the number of vacant units which have made available and the number of applications received for space?
REPLY: 

Initially there were 140 expressions of interest regarding the Creative Village when arts, craft and design workers were surveyed in January 2011. One unit of approximately 127msq. in Library Square was made available to South Dublin County Council by CRBE, the estate agents managing the property.  The project was promoted to the earlier survey respondents and again through sectoral networks and local press. The Arts Office received 13 enquiries for the project and from this 5 applications of varying quality across visual arts, photography and craft were received. 

This project was intended to reinvigorate and animate the area adjacent to the Luas Line at the entrance to Tallaght Town Centre through the identification and of allocation of retail/commercial units to artists, creative companies, collectives and entrepreneurs. Unfortunately, the fit out, service and running costs as required under the proposed conditions currently appear to make the project unviable. However, negotiations will continue in this regard.  In the meantime, SDCC will continue to develop the project through existing Council buildings and other available opportunities.

NOISE 

QUESTION:  Councillor W. Lavelle

To ask the Manager for a detailed update on implementation of the Greater Dublin Noise Action Plan including noise-mapping; and to further advise on what mitigation measures are proposed to boundaries of residential areas adjoining main roads where the residential areas in question are determined to suffer from excessively-high volumes of traffic noise?
REPLY:
The second round of the regulations provides for noise mapping bodies to make strategic noise maps before the 30th June 2012 for the following:

- Major roads (defined in the regulations as roads with > 3 million vehicles per annum).

- Major railways (defined as > 30,000 trains per annum).

- Agglomerations with > 100,000 inhabitants.

- Major airports with >50,000 movements per annum. (Although this is omitted from the Regulations, the END requires action plans for these airports in 2013 thus requiring noise mapping in 2012).

Revised/amended action plans must be prepared on foot of the extended strategic noise maps, by 18th July 2013.

Updated Guidance has recently been issued by the EPA as this second phase commences.

Mitigation measures are planned and implemented within the context of particular circumstances at locations and the availability of resources.

LED PUBLIC LIGHTING

QUESTION:  Councillor W. Lavelle

To ask the Manager, following-on from my motion to the May 2010 council, to provide a detailed report on the use of LED public-lighting by South Dublin County Council?

REPLY:
The Council's Public Lighting Section has investigated a range of technologies in the context of providing a more efficient and sustainable public lighting service. These include dimming, telemonitoring, and the use of LED. The Public Lighting Section are in ongoing contact with LED suppliers and other leading manufacturers of luminaires e.g. Philips, GEC, Siemens, Urbis, WRTL and others. At present it is considered that dimming technology is the leading energy saving technology currently in use and being adopted for use throughout Europe and further afield. The dimming system developed by the Council and so far installed in just over 5% of our network is at the cutting edge of these advancements and is at present producing energy savings in excess of 30% with the associated reductions in emissions. This system is also delivering savings in the maintenance budget through more efficient management data.

To date, an integrated LED system has not been produced that would improve on the dimming technology currently in use in the County. Concerns continue in relation to the driver technology and other related elements required to deliver a complete system and while appraisal of industry advances is ongoing, to date LED has not been used in the County. It is anticipated that when the technology has advanced to an appropriate standard, that a pilot installation will be undertaken although the location of such an installation may not in the first instance be a public roadway.

EASTERN RIVER BASIN DISTRICT
QUESTION:  Councillor W. Lavelle

In the South Dublin County Council area there are 32 water bodies and of these 16 need to be protected ie they are of good status at the moment and need to be kept in this category. The remaining 16 need to be enhanced i.e. they are of poor status and need improving. Of the 16 bodies needing enhancement, 10 have a target date of 2021 and the other 6 have a target date of 2027. Of these 16 bodies needing enhancement, 2 have already had their status upgraded from poor to moderate due to the work being done by the Water Pollution Section and the public’s greater awareness. None of the water bodies’ stati have deteriorated.   

Under Article 11 of the Water Framework Directive the EU require confirmation by the end of 2012 that all measures outlined in the Programme of Measures (POM) are operational. Currently the Water Pollution Section is working closely with the ERBD Office in DCC who are the co-coordinating authority for the Eastern Region imputing all the action data into the River Basin Management System from field inspections and tests.

FAIR TRADE TOWNS 

QUESTION:  Councillor D. Looney

To ask the Manager if the county town, Tallaght, or any other area within South Dublin County has been involved with the Fair Trade Towns project, and to establish the requirements for a town or other area to become involved?
REPLY:
At the meeting of the Economic Development SPC (including Planning) on 14th September the following report was considered and discussed:

"Arising from the last SPC meeting the Nenagh Fairtrade organisation was contacted for any advice they might have regarding the pursuance of fair-trade status for Rathfarnham village.

In response Nenagh Fairtrade organisation offered the following practical advice:

· The need for a local steering group to promote fair-trade in the locality. 

· Local retailers and café owners need to be approached at an early stage to ascertain their interest in selling or using fair-trade produce. 

· A survey to be carried to identify what, if any, Fairtrade produce is being currently sold in the area. 

· If possible a ‘flagship’ outlet should be identified to act as a focal point for the initiative. 

· Local media both traditional and electronic to be used to promote the initiative.

In general Nenagh Fairtrade organisation considered that the fair trade website offered further practical advice and support which was useful for getting the initiative off the ground.

Arising from this advice it is suggested that the following approach may be taken by the SPC;

· Local interests investigate the setting up of a fairtrade steering group which would include- local retailers, local residents, local interest groups and local public representatives"

It was suggested that Ms A. Carroll, Business Sustainability Executive, South Dublin Chamber, and the Chamber would explore with SDCC the setting up of a Fair Trade town in the County.  Following discussion it was proposed by Councillor Tuffy and seconded by Councillor Brophy that Rathfarnham village be nominated for Fair Trade status and this was agreed.

WASTE MANAGEMENT COMPANIES 

QUESTION:  Councillor E. Tuffy

To ask the Manager if he can advise on what measures are implemented by the Environmental Services Department to ensure that Waste Management Companies providing household bin collection services in the County have inspection procedures in place to monitor compliance with the Council's Bye Laws on the presentation of household waste and bins for collection?
REPLY:
Waste Collection Service Providers are required under their Waste Collection Permits, issued by Dublin City Council, to comply with relevant legislative and standards requirements including any Bye Laws applicable in the area of their operation.

Section 8 of the South Dublin County Council Storage, Presentation and Collection of Household Waste Bye Laws 2007 sets out the requirements for Waste Collection Providers in this county.

The requirements of this section are being enforced against companies where the mechanism available to the Council is to issue fines under the Bye Laws where non-compliance can be established. Breaches of the Bye Laws are notified to Dublin City Council as a breach of a Waste Collection Permits.

Given the significant changes that have taken place in the market since the making of the Council's Bye Laws, a review of the Bye Laws is underway and will progress through the Council's Environment SPC at its next meeting in November.

TAXI RANKS

QUESTION:  Councillor E. Tuffy

To ask the Manager if he will make a summary report on locations in the County, such as Clondalkin Village for example, where the Council has designated new or amended Taxi Ranks, in the last two years or so?
REPLY:
The Council undertook to review the provision of taxi ranks in certain areas following the introduction of revised Control of Parking Bye Laws in 2010. The areas included in this review are primarily Lucan and Clondalkin although commitments were given to also examine the position in relation to Tallaght, Palmerston and Rathcoole. Amongst the concerns expressed at that time were the availability of spaces on the ranks; the location of the ranks  and the overflow areas where taxis waited prior to a booking or picking up a fair. 

In the interim period a number of different proposals have been developed and presented for consultation. This process has been extensive but due to the nature of the competing interests progress has been slower than anticipated. Given the nature of busy locations any proposals for taxi ranks must meet requirements in minimising disruption to the normal operation of the road network in the village and achieve prime use by both the taxi drivers and customers. 

A compromise proposal for Lucan has recently been presented to the relevant Area Committee which includes for the removal of the existing rank and its replacement with a rank in a more suitable location. Based on this experience and the feedback obtained to date from consultations, a comparable proposal is being developed at present for Clondalkin and will be presented to Members of that Area Committee shortly.

NEW PROCEDURE UNDER S.12 OF THE 2010 PLANNING ACT REGARDING TALLAGHT LOCAL AREA PLAN
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED: 
“The following report was presented to, and considered by, the members at the O P & F meeting on 22nd September:

“1) Introduction
Section 12 of the Planning and Development Act 2010 introduces a new provision, that amends Section 19 of the Planning and Development Act 2000, whereby a Planning Authority may extend the life of an existing Local Area Plan (the normal LAP duration is 6 years), for a further 4 years, i.e. up to a total of 10 years from adoption, provided the Planning Authority resolve to do this within 5 years of the original adoption date. (Members will be aware that there is also a mechanism in the Act for extending individual grants of planning permission.)
The Tallaght LAP was adopted in October 2006 is the first SDCC LAP to be affected by this legislation.  It will remain in force for 6 years from its adoption until October 2012.  The new procedure introduced under Section 12 of the Planning and Development Act 2010 gives the Council the option to extend the Tallaght LAP to October 2016.
Further to a briefing of the Tallaght Area Committee members, the purpose of this report is, in accordance with Section 12 of the Planning and Development Act 2010 and Section 19 of the Principal Act as amended, to set out below the opinion of the Manager that:-
a) The Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan remains consistent with the objectives and core strategy of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2010 – 2016; and
b) The objectives of the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan have not been substantially secured.
2) Consistency with the objectives and core strategy of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2010-16
The South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2010- 2016 sets out a coherent spatial planning framework for the County within the context of the National Spatial Strategy (2002) and the Dublin and Mid East Regional Planning Guidelines. 
The primary aim of the Core Strategy as articulated in the Development Plan is as follows:-
“The core strategic aim of this Development Plan is to promote a more consolidated and compact urban form for this County. This will entail the following:
• The consolidation/strengthening of our designated town centres particularly the County Town of Tallaght”.
 The Development Plan policy for Tallaght County Town is as follows:-
 “Policy TDL7  It is the policy of the Council to secure the future development of Tallaght Town Centre as the County Town, to intensify and expand the town centre area and to facilitate the development of the extended town centre subject to the provisions of the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan (2006). The Local Area Plan will continue the augmentation of the retail provision within the town centre and to upgrade the existing retail component to ensure its competitiveness in relation to other comparable centres elsewhere.
 The Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan (2006) provides for:
 • Promotion of Tallaght as a vibrant and desirable place to live, work and visit;
• Identification of a range of opportunities to intensify development in the town centre in accordance with local conditions and aspirations;
• Encouragement of a diverse range of land uses;
• Facilitation of a layout which integrates streets squares and parks as well as linkages and accessibility;
• Sustainable employment opportunities;
• Quality housing;
• Community and cultural facilities;
• Choice of public transportation, cycling and walking as an alternative to the motorised vehicle;
• Protection and conservation of the natural and built heritage of the area;
• Securing of the area;
• High quality parks and public spaces, linkages with Sean Walsh Park and establishing a clear relationship between Tallaght and the Dublin Mountains and
• The appropriate scaling, location and heights of buildings combined with a proper network of streets, squares and gardens.”
The introduction by the Council to the Development Plan of the Employment Priority (EP)1 zone allows mixed land-use, developed mainly for employment generating uses but also being flexible to allow the introduction of residential use, where it is deemed appropriate i.e. in EP1 areas in the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan and the Naas Road Development Framework.
It is apparent from the above and it is the opinion of the Manager that the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan remains consistent with the objectives and core strategy of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2010 – 2016.  
3) Securing the Objectives of the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan 
The strategies and objectives of the Tallaght Town Centre LAP are divided into three main areas as follows:-
• Land Use and Intensity;
• Access and Movement;
• Community and Culture
The achievement of the objectives in the LAP has not progressed significantly due to the unsettled economic climate. It is envisaged that when economic activity strengthens, that the rate of progress will be significantly less than before. There remain a considerable number of vacant and underutilized sites within the Town Centre lands.
In terms of land-use, while almost 250 planning applications have been made since the adoption of the LAP in October 2006 t he implementation of the majority of permissions granted has been delayed due to economic circumstances :-

The policies and objectives in the Tallaght Town Centre LAP have also been important in ensuring that development that has not been sustainable and is not in accordance with the Plan has not received planning permission.  This is particularly so where proposed development does not concur with the phasing (see below) set out in the LAP.

· Conversion of 1,545 sq.m of Retail Warehouse floorspace to Retail at Belgard 
Retail Park, Belgard Road 
· 14,246 Mixed Use development at the Plaza Hotel (5,013 sq.m Hotel, 1,578

· Mixed Use development of 39 no. apartments and 676sq.m. retail at Esso Site 
· Mixed Use development of 32 no. apartments and 654 sq.m retail at Esso Site 
· 6 apartments at The Tramway, Old Blessington Rd 
· 2,400 sq.m Office and 600 sq.m Retail at Cookstown Estate Road, Cookstown 
· Mixed use development of 31,950.1sq.m.( 217 no. apartment units, retail  
3,409.5sq.m.,  office 6,939sq.m. )at Cookstown Estate Road, Cookstown 
· 200 sq.m crèche to e apartments at Westend Gate, N81
Permission for 3,597 sq.m of office, 331 apartments, 4,987 sq.m of retail and 5,013 sq. of hotel floorspace have been refused under the provisions of the Tallaght Town Centre LAP.
In terms of Access and Movement, the principal achievement has been the provision of a section of the high quality Zip pedestrian link with the second section due to be delivered as part of the facilitation work in the Institute of Technology, Tallaght.
One of the major advantages of the Tallaght Town Centre LAP is the Phasing set out.  While the proposed target level of growth is not strictly area specific, it is subject to the provision of certain key infrastructure and amenity improvements with regard to proposed development in the Town Centre area. This combination of quantitative, geographic and infrastructural considerations will significantly influence the amount, location and sequence, i.e. the ‘roll-out’, of future development in Tallaght Town Centre.
Specifically, redevelopment of sites in the vicinity of the Cookstown Luas and Belgard Luas precincts and the expansion of the Town Centre into Cookstown will not be granted until the key road infrastructure of the Belgard Square East/North connection to Fourth Avenue, the Airton Road Extension to Cookstown Road, the Embankment Road Extension and new access to the Cookstown Industrial Road from this Extension is in place.
In terms of Community Facilities and Culture, a Playground has been provided in Sean Walsh Park and a new CCTV system has been installed in the Town Centre.
4) Objectives of the LAP not secured
There are a series of objectives in the Tallaght Town Centre LAP within the Land Use and Intensity, Access and Movement and Community and Culture sections that have not or have only been partially secured. These are as follows:-
· The implementation of the street hierarchy (this will be delivered over a 
number of phases and will occur in partnership with the private sector; 
· Key road infrastructure of the Belgard Square East/North connection to Fourth 
Avenue, the Airton Road Extension to Cookstown Road, the Embankment Road 
Extension and new access to the Cookstown Industrial Road from the 
Embankment Road Extension; 
· The eastern section of the Tallaght ‘Zip’ Project from the Luas terminus to 
Bancroft Park; 
· The proposed pedestrian landbridge and underground vehicular entrance to 
the southern part of the Square site (this will be required as part of the ‘Phase 
4’ development of the Square i.e. as part of the development of the lands to 
the west and south of the existing Square Shopping Centre); 
· A north-south pedestrian priority route from Sean Walsh Park via the Square 
Shopping Centre and South Dublin County Council Civic buildings sites to a 
new Town Park in Cookstown (this route will intersect with the ‘Zip’ east-west 
route at the Town Square originally permitted as ‘Millennium Square’ as part of 
the ‘Phase 3’ expansion of the Square Shopping Centre); 
· A one-way bus loop in the area to the north of the Square shopping centre 
that would allow buses to interchange with Luas and future Metro ; 
· The investigation of a possible Section 49 Development Contributions Scheme 
for the provision of local bus services focused on the Town Centre; 
· Developing the route for Metro west through the Town Centre area and linking 
Tallaght directly to the proposed City west spur  working with the relevant Rail 
Procurement Agency (RPA) design teams; 
· Identifying opportunities for interchange including park and ride, bus stops, 
taxi ranks, bicycle parking etc. where appropriate, in conjunction with major 
development proposals in the Town Centre; 
· The New Town Park in the southern part of Cookstown. 
· Investigate of the use of the Cookstown distribution reservoir (covered) for 
use as a new Neighborhood Park/playing field and in conjunction with the 
Hospital, the use part of the reservoir as an emergency helicopter landing pad; 
· The creation of a new small Neighborhood Park-scale space on the ITT  land; 
· Greater controlled public access to institutional lands such as the ITT and 
Priory in considering future development proposals; 
· New pocket parks, plazas and squares developed in conjunction with the lands 
on which they are located.
There also remain many vacant and underutilised sites in and around the Town Centre.  It is considered that the objectives of the Tallaght Town Centre LAP 2006 have not been substantially secured.
5) Statutory Procedure under Section 12 of the Planning and Development Act 2010.
Having sought and received from the Manager:-
1)     The opinion that the local area plan remains consistent with the objectives and core strategy of the relevant development plan; and 
2)     The opinion that the objectives of the local area plan have not been substantially secured;
as set out in this Report, it is confirmed that that the sending and publishing of the notices may be deferred for a period of 5 years from October 2011 to October 2016.  
Subsequent to a resolution under S. 19 (1) (d) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended by Section 12 of the Planning and Development Act 2010), the Planning Authority must publish notification in a newspaper circulating in the area of the local area plan not later than 2 weeks after the resolution is passed and notice of the resolution must be made available for inspection by members of the public during office hours of the planning authority and made available in electronic form including by placing the notice on the authority’s website. 
6) Manager’s Recommendation
It is recommended that the Council approve the procedure to defer the sending of a notice under section 20(3)(a)(i) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 -2010 (i.e. notices for making, amending or revoking the Local Area Plans as amended by Section 12 of the Planning and Development Act 2010) for the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan for a further period not exceeding 5 years."

UPDATE ON METRO WEST PROJECT
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED: 
“Minister for Transport, Tourism & Sport Leo Varadkar recently confirmed that he has suspended the planning process for Metro West as funding to construct the new railway will not be available in the foreseeable future. 

 

In his press release Minister Varadkar said: ‘Acting on the advice of the National Transport Authority (NTA), I have instructed the Railway Procurement Agency to withdraw its application for a Railway Order from An Bord Pleanála’.
 
“From this weekend, I have suspended all planning works for Metro West and the An Bord Pleanála oral hearing which was due to commence next month will now not proceed. 
 
“Metro West was to be procured as a Public Private Partnership (PPP). However, a significant Exchequer contribution would also have been required. The successful awarding of a major PPP contract involving private funding is challenging at any time but particularly in current circumstances. No major PPP project has secured funding since the financial crisis began three years ago.  Until financial credibility is restored, the international debt funding market will be reluctant to lend funds to finance projects in Ireland, the repayment of which is ultimately dependant on the State.  Moreover, the Exchequer will not be able to make its contribution to the cost in the foreseeable future.  
 
“Metro West has always been considered a long-term project and many of the new communities that it will to serve have not materialised due to the collapse in home building.
 
“This does not mean that Metro West has been cancelled. However, with very limited funding available for capital projects over the next few years, I did not consider it to be a good use of taxpayers’ money to advance Metro West any further through the planning process, as I do not know when we will be able to build it.  By the time we are able to build, it’s likely that planning and environmental laws will have changed and railway technology will be different.  So we would then have to go back over it all over again anyway.   
 
“Metro West will be examined again at a future stage when the country’s finances have improved."
 

Following the above decision the implications for both the proposed line of the route and the S 49 scheme for Metro West have been discussed with the National Transport Authority and the Railway Procurement Agency. The NTA have written to South Dublin County Council, (letter dated 5th October attached), detailing the position. It is stated therein:


 

"...we advised the withdrawal of the Metro West scheme from the then current approval process with the intention of its resubmission at an appropriate time closer to its construction commencement date............."  However, the letter goes on to state:  "This withdrawal of the planning application does not mean that Metro West has been cancelled. Instead, the project remains part of the overall strategy for an enhanced public transport network for Dublin and it is anticipated that the project will proceed to implementation at a future date when circumstances permit. In the interim, it is requested that the route remains protected and available for the subsequent development of the scheme."
 

Specifically in relation to the Section 49 Scheme in respect of Metro West the letter continues:

 

"Since a likely resubmission date for this project to An Bord Pleanala is not yet known, the general practice to date would suggest that it may be appropriate to suspend the operation of the Metro West Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme until the timing of such resubmission is determined.  When a likely date for a re-application is available, the supplementary contribution scheme can then be reactivated at that stage.  Should this suspension be put in place, it would also be recommended that the levies collected and retained to date under this scheme be reimbursed to the relevant planning applicants. 
While it is recognised that a decision on the temporary suspension of the Metro West Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme is a matter for the elected members, we confirm that the National Transport Authority would have no objections to such a suspension on the basis set out above. "
By letter dated 6th October (also attached) the RPA have also expressed the views outlined above.

In accordance with the letters from the NTA and the RPA it is recommended that the members adopt the following resolution: 

That this Council RESOLVES  to suspend the operation of the Metro West Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme until the timing of the resubmission of the Railway Order application closer to the construction commencement date is determined and that the levies collected and retained to date under this scheme be reimbursed to the relevant planning applicants.

REPORT:
“A full update report on the Metro West project is listed under Headed Item 20 and will be circulated.”
Councillor W. Lavelle welcomed the clarity which Minister Varadkar had brought to the issue, suggesting that the S 49 contributions were an unfair levy in the current circumstances.

Mr. F. Nevin, Director of Land Use, Economic & Transport Planning, outlined the main aspects of the Manager’s report, including details of the Minister’s announcement to suspended all planning works for Metro West and the An Bord Pleanála Oral hearing (which was due to commence in November 2011) until a future stage when the country’s finances have improved, and the sentiments outlined by the RPA and NTA in recent correspondence relative to the possible suspension of the Metro West Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme, subject to the approval of the Elected Council.

Mr. Nevin reiterated the recommendation that the Council suspend the operation of the Metro West Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme until the timing of the resubmission of the Railway Order application closer to the construction commencement date is determined, and that the levies collected and retained to date under this scheme be reimbursed to the relevant planning applicants. 
Mr. Nevin referred to reference of “cancel” in Motion 10 and “revoke” in Motion 13 and recommended that , should the motions be further considered,  that the word “suspend” replace the words “cancel and revoke” as, should the project be reinstated in future, the Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme would continue.  

It was proposed by Councillor C. Jones, seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy and AGREED:

MAYOR’S BUSINESS - BREASTFEEDING 

 It was proposed by Councillor C. Jones, seconded by Councillor C. King:
“That this Council supports calls to the Government to extend protection and rights to breastfeeding employees beyond the existing 6 month limit.”

REPORT:  

“If the motion is passed, the terms of the motion will be forwarded to the appropriate Minister and a copy of the reply, when a received, will be circulated to the Members.”
The Mayor Councillor C. Jones sought Members support for the Motion and spoke on the benefits of extending rights to breastfeeding beyond the existing 6 month statutory period to parents, children and employers.  She referred to the World Health Organisation’s recommendation of 2 years and felt that the Council should support this.   Councillor Jones also noted that South Dublin County Council is, in her experience, a very family friendly organization and demonstrated best practice in that area and lead by example.

Councillor M. Devine and Councillor C. King both spoke in support of the Motion.
The Motion was AGREED.

TRADITIONAL TOWN AND VILLAGE CENTRES 

It was proposed by Councillor E. Coburn, seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle:

“That this council calls on the Manager to establish a tailored programme to support the promotion of the county’s traditional town and village centres as highlighted in the Economic SPC working group on Traditional Urban Centres, working with the relevant trading groups and SDCC Chamber of Commerce to develop an action plan.”
REPORT:
“The working group on urban centres met in January and April 2011 and the following report was presented to the SPC meeting on 18th May 2011:

Working Group on Urban Centres

Attended: Councillors Eamon Tuffy, (Chair), Emma Coburn, Pamela Kearns, William Lavelle, Gus O’Connell. Non elected SPC member:  Mr. Donnie Anderson.

Frank Nevin, Director of Land Use, Economic & Transport Planning. Colin Ryan Senior Planner.

1.  Presentation on matters arising from Working Group Meeting Jan 2011
Colin Ryan outlined the background to the subgroup and presented the findings of an examination of, and site visit to, the villages of Rathfarnham and Lucan. He pointed out that:

· Both villages had been subject to significant investment in the physical public 
realm. 

· Vacancy was not a significant issue. 

· Maintenance of the enhanced public realm and marketing of the “niche” 
nature of villages an important challenge/opportunity.

2.  Discussion by working group members on submissions to the working group

The members agreed that both from the presentation at this meeting and the discussion in January with stakeholder’s maintenance and marketing are the priority actions at this stage. It was also noted that the design and implementation lessons learned should be incorporated in enhancing other villages in the County when resources permit.

The importance of the meeting(s) with local business was emphasised and FN undertook to schedule similar meetings with representative groups.

3.  Recommendation to SPC.

The maintenance of the public realm in our urban villages be prioritised, (in so far as possible within available resources). 

· Marketing opportunities for the quality of public realm and “niche” 
retailing should be identified and pursued. (Presentation on BIDs to be 
made to SPC). 

· Contacts with local business as commenced by the sub group be 
continued and developed. 

· The design and implementation lessons learned in the two study 
villages should be incorporated in enhancing other villages in the 
County when resources permit."

The report on BIDS was presented to the SPC and the recommendations set out above were agreed. Further meetings have been held with the groups involved and can be arranged as required with other local groups. Regular contact is maintained with the South Dublin Chamber through the Business Development and Sustainment Programme, the Economic subgroup of the CDB, Think Local Campaign etc. These initiatives will continue to be developed in support of local business.”
Councillor E. Coburn raised concern at the perceived delay in producing a clear action plan and tailored programme which would dovetail with businesses.  She felt that all the work to date was focused on environmental issues and there was a need to look at the economic flow and to make people aware of what is available in their local villages.  

Councillor W. Lavelle and Councillor P. Cosgrave referred to meetings which had taken place with traders in both Rathfarnham and Lucan villages and any initiatives introduced by the Council to assist them would be of enormous benefit.  Councillor Cosgrave asked the Manager to elaborate on the suggestion that Rathfarnham Village was to be piloted as the first Fair Trade village.

Councillor E. Tuffy and Councillor J. Lahart also supported the motion and praised the Council’s efforts in being sympathetic to traders in recent years through relaxed parking restrictions etc. Members agreed that a partnership approach was the best one to take on this initiative.

The Manager, Mr. J. Horan, replied to the Members reiterating that the Council is totally supportive of local businesses and the Economic SPC has been working on the initiative for some time.  Both Rathfarnham and Lucan villages had benefited from an upgrade of infrastructure which hopefully will be extended.  Rathfarnham has also been selected to progress the Fair Trade Town initiative.
Councillor E. Coburn thanked the Manager for the response and requested that a date be set in the diary for talks to come up with an action plan.

The Motion was AGREED.

HOUSING MAINTENANCE
It was proposed by Councillor P. Cosgrave, seconded by Councillor M. Devine:

“That this Council ring fence the dividend due to be paid to South Dublin County Council from Irish Public Bodies Board believed to amount to close 200,000 euro and transfer this monies to the Housing Maintenance Budget to be used to upgrade interiors at Pearse Brother/Palmer Park Flats Ballyboden which have not been upgraded since the 1950s.”

REPORT:
“Irish Public Bodies have advised the council that a dividend totalling €214,984 will be paid to South Dublin County Council on foot of the financial results for Irish Public Bodies Mutual Insurances Limited in 2010.  Current indications are that tax of 20% must be applied to this dividend resulting in a net payment of €171,987 to South Dublin.  Irish Public Bodies have sought advice to clarify the tax position for the company and the shareholders arising from the payment of the dividend.

The Department of Environment Community and Local Government has recently approved a proposal made via the Improvement Works Regeneration Programme - Energy Efficiency to refurbish Pearse Brothers Park in Ballyboden.  It would be desirable to use this dividend to attract matching funding for projects such the Department of Transport Tourism & Sport 85% capital grant funding scheme.     

The dividend is expected to be received in November 2011 and a further update can be provided to the November meeting of the Organisation, Procedure and Finance committee.  Members may wish to further consider proposals for the use of these funds at this meeting when full details about the dividend are available.”

Councillor P. Cosgrave spoke on the Motion and requested an assurance be given that interior insulation would be part of the upgrade works at Pearse Brothers Park.

Ms C. Henehan, Head of Finance responded to Members questions in relation to the dividend due from Irish Public Bodies and Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing and Social and Community Development, informed members that the Council had received approval in the sum of  €1.04 million from the Department under energy improvement for Pearse Brothers Park. The bulk of this money would be spent on replacement doors, windows, energy bulbs and ancillary works.  Replacement of some kitchens would be covered in the maintenance budget but would only take place where identified by the Council as being necessary.

Councillor P. Cosgrave stated that he was satisfied with the reply and thanked the Manager. 

The Report was NOTED.

CREATIVE VILLAGE
It was proposed by Councillor E. Higgins, seconded by Councillor C. Brophy:

“That the Manager provides a full report on Creative Village with particular emphasis on how this project is being promoted and how ideas can be brought forward by businesses and members of the public.”

REPORT: 
“Initially there were 140 expressions of interest regarding the Creative Village when arts, craft and design workers were surveyed in January 2011. One unit of approximately 127msq. in Library Square was identified as potentially suitable and discussed with CBRE, the agents managing the property.  The project was promoted to the earlier survey respondents and again through sectoral networks, local arts databases and local press. Over 1000 brochures were printed and distributed through the Library Service. The Creative Village Project has been highlighted on the front page of www.sdcc.ie. The Arts Office received 13 enquiries for the project and from this 5 applications of varying quality across visual arts, photography and craft were received. 

This project was intended to reinvigorate and animate the area adjacent to the Luas Line at the entrance to Tallaght Town Centre through the identification and of allocation of retail/commercial units to artists, creative companies, collectives and entrepreneurs. Unfortunately, the tenancy arrangements and fit out, service and running costs as required under the proposed conditions currently appear to make the project unviable. However, negotiations will continue in this regard.  In the meantime, SDCC will continue to develop the project through existing Council buildings and other available opportunities.”
Mr. F. Nevin, Director of Land Use, Economic and Transport Planning, stated that the only part that is unviable is getting into vacant properties in the Tallaght area as initially proposed but confirmed that the concept was still very much alive.

Councillor C. Brophy recorded his disappointment that the initial proposal was not viable but was pleased that negotiations will continue as per Manager’s report.

The Report was NOTED.

ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR
It was proposed by Councillor M. Devine, seconded by Councillor C. King:

“That the Manager agrees to investigate how best to establish procedures that will enable this council record incidents of anti-social behaviour committed by individuals who are in receipt of rent supplement/allowances and are waiting to be allocated council property.”

REPORT:
“Private Property is beyond the scope of current housing legislation.  For example, section 35 of the Housing Miscellaneous Provisions Act 2009, which requires Local Authorities to adopt an Anti Social Behaviour Strategy, does not extend to dwellings in the private rented sector as it is envisaged that policing of tenants in this category is overseen by the Private Rented Tenancies Board. (The PRTB).

However the Council always tries to ensure that prospective tenants of its social housing dwellings, who have previously engaged in anti social behaviour, do not continue to behave in such a manner.  Soon to be appointed tenants are required to attend pre-tenancy training and also need to have a clear Garda check.  If a Garda check is returned showing convictions, the allocation can be deferred for up to two years or longer, until the applicant can demonstrate that he/she has modified their behaviour.

If and when the payment of rent supplement is transferred to the Council the matter will be reviewed at that time.”  

Councillor M. Devine outlined the sentiment of her Motion and spoke of the inability of the PRTB to police the rented sector and asked if the Gardai and other local authorities cross-referenced information in relation to anti-social behaviour which could be fed into the housing waiting list.  She felt the Council had a responsibility in this regard and asked for more input by the Council.

A lengthy debate followed with contributions from Councillors King, Corr, Bonner, Kearns, Duff, O’Connell and Ridge, all of whom fully supported the Motion.  The main points discussed were:

· Inability of the PRTB to realistically police the private rented sector and lack of support from letting agents 

· Need for sanctions to be imposed on those on waiting list who are proven to be involved in anti social behaviour in other properties

· Percentage of time Members are involved in dealing with residents in relation to reports of anti-social behaviour

· Need for the Council to be pro-active and not to abandon areas suffering from anti-social behaviour issues

Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing and Social and Community Development, responded stating that he shared the concerns of the Members.  He reiterated that this is a national problem and that housing authorities can only operate within the legislative powers available to them. He confirmed that incidents of anti-social behaviour had decreased in recent statistics and details and statistics would be provided at Budget 2012.   

Mr. Coman advised that the Minister is fully informed by Councils of the serious issue in relation to anti-social behaviour in private rented dwellings and that the Gardai have the ultimate responsibility for criminality issues.  He referred to the changing housing “landscape” including the transfer of responsibility for rental supplement to the local authorities which will bring further changes to the Council’s housing policies.  He referred to the Programme for Government for National Recovery with the commitment to bring forward proposals for tackling antisocial behaviour across all tenures but he could not predetermine what might happen. 
Councillor M. Devine thanked the Manager for clarification in the report and suggested that the Council be seen (by communities) to be pro-active on this issue. 

The Motion was AGREED.

DUBLIN BIKE SCHEMES

It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart, Councillor T. Gilligan, Councillor J. Hannon, Councillor E. Walsh, seconded by Councillor T. Gilligan:

“That the Council supports a cooperative regional approach to the Dublin Bikes scheme, in partnership with Dublin City Council, enabling the scheme to be extended gradually to the villages of the county thereby promoting tourism, less dependence on cars and reduced carbon footprint for the county.”

REPORT:
“Earlier this year, the Planning Department sought funding from the National Transport Authority (NTA) for a study to investigate the potential roll-out and development of an on-street bike rental scheme (compatible with the existing Dublin Bike Scheme) focussed on the Tallaght Town Centre area.  

This was in the context of funding being sought by SDCC for a range of ‘smarter travel’ initiatives from the NTA by both the Planning and Roads Departments primarily for measures intended to benefit pedestrians and cyclists and encourage greater use of public transport

The original proposal was that Stage 1 would comprise the bike scheme feasibility study and that Stage 2 of the Project would be the preparation of a coherent cycle network plan to include routes and supporting infrastructure. However, further to negotiation with the NTA, it was agreed that SDCC would be funded to preparing a coherent cycle plan for the area, not exclusively focussed on a bike rental scheme, and that the NTA would themselves undertake the feasibility for the extension of the Dublin bike scheme.  The cycle network study is currently underway within the Planning Department.

The reasoning behind the NTA approach was that the potential extension of the bike scheme within and beyond the Dublin City Council area gives rise to issues common to all local authorities who may wish to consider separate and/or extended schemes and that the NTA would be best placed to ensure a consistent approach and importantly, the compatibility of any future systems. This is in line with the o-operative approach envisaged in the Motion.  There are also particular commercial considerations to be addressed and overcome, as the Dublin Bike Scheme is based on a significant element of outdoor advertising in return for the provision of cycle infrastructure.  Whilst it is open to individual local authorities to progress separate schemes, it was considered that it would be appropriate to seek consistency and compatibility in the first instance.  The NTA has also sought to facilitate an improved coherent, direct, safe and comfortable cycle network to support any future scheme in the SDCC area through funding a network plan to focus upgrade and improvement.

A land-use transport integration meeting is scheduled to take place between the Planning and Roads Departments and the NTA during the coming weeks, at which an update in respect of progress on the bike scheme feasibility will be sought and reported to the Council.  If the Motion is passed the content will be brought to the attention of the NTA.”
Councillor J. Lahart thanked the Manager for the excellent response and spoke on the benefits of this scheme in connecting villages and enhancing tourism within the County, suggesting that a pilot scheme of one area be set up.

Councillor C. Jones, Councillor C. King and Councillor J. Hannon all supported the Motion and agreed on the benefits it would provide to the area.

The Mayor, Councillor C. Jones, commended the Parks department on all their work to date on the Green Route. 

 The report was NOTED.

COMMUNITY DRUG FUNDING 

It was proposed by Councillor M. Duff, seconded by Councillor M. Corr:
“That this Council calls on the Minister of State for Health, with special responsibility for Drugs, Roisin Shortall TD, to immediately intervene with the HSE, to overturn the recently announced decision to reduce funding by 5% in the last quarter Mainstream Funding for Community Drug Projects in the County.”

REPORT:  

“If the motion is passed the terms of the motion will be conveyed to the Minister of State with Responsibility for Primary Care, and a copy of her reply, when received, will be circulated to the members.”
Councillor M. Duff asked Members for support and outlined the need to protect drugs programmes which have been subjected to several cuts in recent years and have now been informed of a further 5% cut.  This is causing severe difficulty in operating the facilities with increasing utility bills and staff who cannot sustain further pay cuts.

Councillors M. Corr, C. King, M. Devine, G. O’Connell and B. Bonner all fully supported the Motion and spoke of other organizations throughout the county who were suffering similarly due to cut backs which were having a negative impact on the most vulnerable in our society. 

Motion was AGREED and Councillor Duff thanked Members for their support.

HOUSEHOLD WASTE BYE- LAWS

 It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor M. Duff :

“That South Dublin County Council invokes a review of the "South Dublin County Council Storage, Presentation and Collection of Household Waste Bye-Laws 2007" without delay.”

REPORT:
“Given the significant changes to the Household Waste Collection Market since the making of the Bye Laws in 2007, it is appropriate that they be reviewed. To this end, a review is underway and a report on possible changes/amendments to the Bye Laws will be brought to the Environment SPC at its next meeting in November and the process initiated thereafter.

For information, the procedure for the amendment of Bye Laws requires that draft Amended Bye Laws be put on public display for a period of at least one month and at least two months prior to the proposed making of the Bye Law. Bye Laws come into force 30 days after they have been made by the Local Authority.”
Councillor M. Corr opened the debate by stressing the need for a review of, and clarity on, the current Bye-Laws.  The feedback from the community in relation to imposition of fines for what were perceived to be minor matters gave a very negative view of the spirit of the bye laws and the Member felt that there were far more serious issues and breaches of the bye laws to be tackled.

Councillors M. Duff, C. King, D. Looney, W. Lavelle, E. Walsh, J. Hannon and P. Kearns all supported the Motion and contributed to the debate.  The main points raised were:

· New service provider appearing to give residents misleading information 

· Residents who clean up communal areas receiving fines because extra refuse causing bin lid to be open

· Length of time some residents are without service while awaiting new bins

· Problem of bin lids lifting in windy conditions resulting in residents being fined

· Need to direct resources to problem with illegal dumping 

· Need for common sense approach when dealing with residents

· Need for early review of Bye-Laws 

· Need for clarification on appeal process for fines.
Mr. J. Quinlivan, Senior Executive Officer, Environmental Services Department, responded to all Members queries.  He stated that the Council strives to use common sense, that the existing bye-laws must be implemented, and highlighted that fines are not restricted to residents but are also issued to service providers found to be in breach of their waste permit.  Mr. Quinlivan advised that that a complete review was now timely an this review would be on the agenda for the next Environment SPC in November.

The County Manager, Mr. J. Horan, informed Members that he had discussed the position in relation to Bye-Law review with the Deputy Manager and asked  Members to submit details of some individual cases which had been mentioned during the debate and these would be examined by Environmental Service Department.   He also highlighted that since the transfer of the service to the private operator the County had benefited from additional staff that had been redeployed to cleansing services and this had made an overall improvement to the county.

Councillor M. Corr thanked Management for the feedback and welcomed the upcoming review of the Bye-Laws.  She also noted that there was a visible improvement to the overall appearance of the County since the redeployment of extra staff to cleansing duties.

The Motion was AGREED.

PLAY POLICIES AND PLAYGROUNDS
It was proposed by Councillor D. Looney, seconded by Councillor Corr:

“To ask the Manager to report on the scope of support, in terms of finances, land and other resources, under the Play Policy and other Council policies for small-scale playgrounds and/or MUGA's to be provided by community organisations in the South Dublin area, and to make a statement on the matter.”

REPORT:
“South Dublin County Council provides recreational facilities and amenities, primarily in the Public Park and open space network, throughout the county. Recreational amenities and facilities are also provided through the Council's network of community and sports and leisure centres and also in some of the Council's housing schemes. 

While the Council is aware that some of the smaller local authorities deliver such facilities by way of direct financial supports and provision of land to local community groups, this is not a model that is followed in South Dublin where the expertise and resources are available in house to design, plan, procure, construct and maintain such facilities. It should also be noted that the ongoing public liability for these facilities, is carried by the Council rather than the local community. 

The Council's Play Policy 2006 - 2009, Appendix 1 included general guidance on best practice in providing a playground / play area. It was not and was never intended to be a scheme for delivery of playgrounds and no financial provision was assigned for this purpose. It is the Council's intention to continue to deliver playgrounds, MUGA's (Multi Use Games Areas) and other recreational facilities in a strategic manner throughout the county having regard to the availability of the necessary finances and resources to deliver them. The provision of MUGAs have been possible through funding from RAPID, DOECLG and Sports Capital programmes.

It is considered that the current model of delivery has served the residents and communities of South Dublin well and has reliably delivered a range of quality facilities for children of all ages and will continue to source and avail of funding programmes when possible.”   

Councillor D. Looney accepted the Manager’s report which was NOTED.

TOLLS

 It was proposed by Councillor G. O'Connell, seconded by Councillor C. Jones: 

“This Council, dismayed and alarmed at the recent suggestions that further tolls should be introduced along the M50 which would this be a further burden on the business community and families and would also lead to further congestion on the already overtaxed road network across a very significant range of South Dublin County communities, totally rejects any further tolling of the M50 within this County and requests that the Manager so inform the Minister and use every opportunity to oppose such a scheme.”

REPORT:
“The Roads Authority for the M50 (C-Ring) Motorway including the section within the administrative area of this Council, is the National Roads Authority. The NRA have entered into a long term maintenance and management agreement for the M50 Motorway through a Public Private Partnership arrangement. This Council has no direct involvement on a day to day basis with the management of the motorway. 

If the Motion is passed it will be referred to the Minister for Transport and when a reply is received the Members will be informed.”
The motion was AGREED.

 FIVE YEAR PLAYGROUND PROGRAMME
It was proposed by Councillor E. Higgins, seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle:

“That this Council prioritises the drafting of an updated Play Policy and Five Year Playground Programme and for this revised policy to reflect the need to install playgrounds in Lucan, Palmerstown and Rathcoole.”

REPORT:
“South Dublin County Council adopted its first Play Policy on July 10th 2006. The Play Policy was formulated by the Sports, Recreation, Community and Parks Strategic Policy Committee. It recognises that it is a child's right to live happily and the primary way that this can be done is through play. 

The policy aims to:

· Promote the importance of Play for children 

· Recognise and actively support all children having the right to play (as stated 
in the 1998 United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child) 

· Enable all children in local communities across South Dublin access to good 
quality play opportunities. 

· Provide a framework by which play provision for children in the County can be 
developed and expanded. 

Specifically it is a Countywide Policy on the Development & Management of Playgrounds and Play Areas (2006) and is a Council strategic plan which outlines its commitments towards the support and development of facilities. It outlines the future development of and management of playgrounds and play areas in South Dublin County. 

The Five Year Playground Construction Programme was prepared under Action 2 of the Play Policy and was adopted by the Council in December 2006. New playgrounds have been provided under the programme at Rathfarnham Castle Park (2008) and Sean Walsh Park (2009). Part 8 approval was obtained for a new playground at Tymon Park this summer and work on plans and specifications is underway. Planning work in relation to playgrounds at Rathcoole Park, Griffeen Valley Park and Corkagh Park are at site selection stage.

It is intended that the 5 Year Playground Construction Programme will be reviewed as part of the review of the Play Policy. 

The Council adopted its Sports Strategy on 17th November 2010, and many of the objectives of the Play Policy are now covered in the Sports Strategy.

The Play Policy is currently under review and will assess Play, Sports and Recreation needs on a countywide basis. All future projects are of course, subject to the identification and availability of finance to carry out the works proposed.

We are also aware that there is a proposal by Minister for Children and Youth Affairs to set up a network of Local Authority Play & Recreation Officers and South Dublin County Council will play a major role in the network. The network is envisaged to ensure that the focus on increasing public awareness of play and recreation and that this area is maintained at this difficult time for local authority and central Government budgetary allocations.”
Councillor E. Higgins queried when the review would be completed and if any funding had been earmarked for the programme, while Councillor W. Lavelle noted that the programme had the same status since 2009 and requested a firm date of when we will implement a new programme.

Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing and Social and Community Development, responded stating that is was the Council’s intention to have a working paper prepared for the next Community and Parks SPC and a sub-committee formed to bring forward a review of the policy.

The report was NOTED.

EMERGENCY MOTION
In accordance with the provisions of Section 15(5) of Standing Orders the Mayor, Councillor C. Jones, proposed to deal with an Emergency Motion as follows which was submitted by Councillors T. Gilligan, J. Hannon, E. Walsh, J. Lahart, and seconded by Councillor Lahart.  The Council approval to consider the motion was received.

“That this Council is opposed to the closure of St Bridget’s  Nursing Home, Crooksling, Brittas and calls on the HSE and the Minister for Health to ensure that it remains open, given its crucial role in providing long term care for its 80 patients,  and the negative impact that closure would have on Tallaght Hospital.”

Councillor T. Gilligan condemned the decision which he said had been taken overnight without any consultation, claiming that this action would result in more pressure on Tallaght hospital.  He stated that the relocation alternative being proposed had only 50 beds and there were currently 80 residents in Crooksling. He also stated that the INMO had not been consulted on the matter at any time.

Councillors J. Hannon, C. King, M. Devine, E. Higgins, P. Cosgrave and D. Looney all spoke in favour of the Motion and discussed the long history of quality care which the nursing home provided to the residents of the county.  Members were surprised to hear of the closure as assurances had been given only recently that the status of the home would not change in the near future.  It was learned that €2 million had been spent in recent years upgrading the facility.

Councillor D. Looney although in support of the Motion stated that there had been great improvements in raising standards of nursing home care and that if the facility was not up standard Members should recognize this.

The Motion was AGREED.

WATER HARVESTING 

 It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart, Councillor J. Hannon, Councillor E. Walsh, Councillor T. Gilligan, seconded by Councillor E. Walsh:
“That the Council considers the merits of piloting a roof/rain water harvesting project in the county utilising housing from the Social Housing Stock for this purpose.”
REPORT:
“There are rain water containers available on the market for approximately €60 each.  These are connected to the downpipe from the gutters.  These containers include a connecting kit, which when the container is full will allow the surplus water to drain off into the surface water drain.  The average container contains approximately 210 litres.  

The total cost of supplying these to the current Social Housing Stock would be in the region of €540,000 excluding labour. There are no provisions in the current budget to facilitate the proposal.”
Councillor J. Lahart thanked the Manager for his report and stated that the thrust of the Motion was to establish a pilot rather than provide a unit for every house. He spoke of the council’s serious water conservation efforts and acknowledged all the work done to date.  He went on to discuss a number of water conservation measures that the council may consider on pilot basis.  

Councillor J. Hannon suggested that piloting could take place on a small number of houses and perhaps a small amount of the rebate from the Irish Public Bodies could be used for this purpose.

Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing and Social and Community Development, confirmed that he would consider a pilot project particularly the Cork PROJECT.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT FUND
It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy, seconded by Councillor J. Hannon:

“That the Manager once again makes a submission to the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, requesting that South Dublin County Council be treated, in the matter of its allocation from the Local Government Fund in the 2012 Budget, in a manner that is equitable with comparable Local Authorities, especially Fingal and Dun Laoire Rathdown County Councils, i.e. that the Local Government Fund Grant per head of population is at least at the same level as that of Fingal CC, and that the submission, with an appropriate covering letter be sent to all Dail Deputies in the constituencies of Dublin Mid-West, Dublin South West and Dublin South.”

REPORT:

“Representations outlining the concerns of members about the local government fund allocated to South Dublin County Council will be conveyed to the Minister for Environment, Community and Local Government and copied to the Dail Deputies in the constituencies of Dublin Mid-West, Dublin South West and Dublin South if the motion is passed.”

Councillor E. Tuffy acknowledged that he has had similar Motions on this subject on a number of occasions.  He went on to compare South Dublin County Council’s allocation against other Dublin authorities and stressed the importance of both raising awareness and lobbying local deputies to keep a focus on the matter.
Councillor D. Looney proposed an amendment to the Motion to include Deputies in the Dublin South Central constituency, which was seconded by Councillor C. King.
Councillor J. Hannon stressed that this Council is merely seeking equity.

The County Manager, Mr. J. Horan undertook to take the same approach as had previously been taken by the Council in an effort to increase the allocation.  He discussed the historic methods of calculating the allocation and stressed that this needed to change in order to have this Council compared like with like to similar Authorities therefore increasing the annual allocation.
Mr. Horan also stated that he would discuss the matter with the deputies at the Oireachteas meeting which is scheduled to take place on Monday 17th October.

The Motion was AGREED.

GREYHOUND R & R LTD

It was proposed by Councillor D. Looney, seconded by Councillor C.  King:
“That this Council regrets the refusal of Greyhound R & R Ltd to send a representative to meet with the Council as requested at our last meeting; that this Council is dismayed at the confusion caused to residents in South Dublin who formerly availed of the Council service by Greyhound's changes and notice; that this Council condemns the imposition of a standing charge by Greyhound despite promises not to increase charges; and that this Council, mindful of the effects of these changes on those whose waivers will be abolished in the coming months, calls on the Minister for Environment, Community and Local Government to implement the pledge in the Programme for Government to provide a waiver scheme, nationally, for low-income households.”

 REPORT: 
“Should the motion be passed, the content will be referred to the Minister for Environment, Community and Local Government.”

Councillor D. Looney made two points regarding this motion, firstly his dismay at the response from Greyhound to the Council’s letter and secondly the need to be pro-active in relation to a national waiver scheme.

In supporting the motion Councillor C. King proposed an amendment to it to read “That this Council “condemns” ….”   This was seconded by Councillor M. Devine.

Councillor C. King went on to state that he felt that the Members had been treated with disrespect by Greyhound R & R and that Management should at the very least challenge Greyhound on the issue of increasing charges.

Councillor M. Devine asked if Management had any legal authority over Greyhound and Councillor J. Hannon hoped that the national waiver scheme would be introduced soon and said he felt that the manner in which Greyhound had acted was unsatisfactory.

The County Manager, Mr. J. Horan stated that the Deputy Manager, Ms P. Poole had undertaken to brief Members on the contract and that in timing terms it would be useful to wait until after that briefing before making any further decisions.   He stated that in view of the financial implications of full cost recovery the Council’s strategy to exit the market had been correct and that the extra staff now available for other duties including graveyard maintenance and cleansing was very beneficial to the county.

The Motion was AGREED i.e. it was agreed to send the letter to the Minister for Environment, Community and Local Government to implement the pledge in the Programme for Government to provide a waiver scheme, nationally, for low-income and to await the outcome of the briefing before writing to Greyhound.
