“To ask the Manager for a report into the ongoing legal case being taken by South Dublin County Council and GAMA in relation to the construction of Méile an Rí, Tór an Rí and Búirg an Rí?”
REPLY:
“There were 5 proposed phases of construction in the Balgaddy scheme overall - Balgaddy A (Búirg An Rí), Balgaddy B (Méile An Rí) Balgaddy C (Méile an Rí), Balgaddy D (not constructed) and Balgaddy E (Tór an Rí).  They were constructed by GAMA Construction Ltd. as main Contractor, under a GDLA81 Government Contract for each phase.

Gama Construction was required under the contracts to address outstanding building faults in each phase and they have done this in the majority of cases.  Due to other problems arising - availability of Gama staff, emergency procedures, inability to address defects etc., some of the necessary works are being carried out by South Dublin County Council maintenance staff and their contractors.

The cost of these works has been offset (as provided for in the contracts) against monies owing to Gama Construction on phases of the scheme for which final accounts have been agreed i.e. Balgaddy A and B.  Agreement to final account has been reached with Gama and is awaiting approval from the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government in relation to Balgaddy E.  Negotiations with Gama are ongoing in relation to Balgaddy C.

There are sufficient offset funds available to the Council under this process to complete all outstanding defects under the extensive programme of investigations and consequent works which have been undertaken over the past year, and are continuing on site by a dedicated team under the direction of the County Architect.”

REPORT ON REMEDIAL WORKS AT BALGADDY HOUSING SCHEME, CLONDALKIN
Mr. A. Jacob, Senior Executive Officer presented the following report:

REPORT:
“A building survey was commissioned by CPLN and carried out in May 2011 by Buckeridge Forristal Partnership, Consulting Engineers (BFP) covering 39 units in Búirg an Rí, Méile an Rí and Tor an Rí which were selected by CPLN and the Balgaddy Working Together Group. This report is linked to this reply. 

In June 2011, SDCC was presented with a draft of the report which adopted a generic approach by building element and type, no survey dates or addresses were given which made it impossible to relate issues raised to specific addresses. This was indicated to CPLN at that time. The study was structured as a generic review of building faults and when presented publicly, in July 2011, was already 8 weeks out of date and had been overtaken in some cases by remedial work ongoing in the interim.

At the end of July, South Dublin County Council received an annotated copy of the report linking the problems stated to the addresses surveyed.  

This was then reviewed against the extensive programme of investigations and consequent works which has been undertaken over the past year in the Balgaddy scheme and is continuing on site by a dedicated team under the direction of the County Architect. The contents of the BFP report were in many respects in line with the surveys carried out by Council technical staff and already being addressed by the Council’s on-site teams. Any additional issues raised in the report which had not already been picked up by SDCC surveys were captured and fed in to the ongoing work programme. Some of the issues raised were related to building defects and others related to building maintenance issues. 

Previously, a building survey report was prepared by Thorntons, Chartered Surveyor’s in 2009 on behalf of Cara Housing Association who managed the units at 1-47 Méile an Rí Drive on SDCC’s behalf until they ceased operations in Ireland as a voluntary housing body in December 2010. A further report was prepared by EML Architects on behalf of Cara Housing in relation to these units in May 2010.  Cara Housing Association have now given their permission to the release of these reports which are now linked to this report. In relation to these two documents, a number of key issues need to be understood:

1.    Despite the fact that the units were in the ownership of SDCC, no permission of SDCC was sought or granted to the carrying out of the surveys.

2.    The findings are based on non-intrusive visual survey and generalised findings based on assumptions are made which in many cases are not borne out subsequently by detailed investigation.

3.    The level of maintenance of the units up to the time when they were handed back to SDCC in December 2010 could in certain cases be a contributory factor to some of the issues highlighted.

4.    The surveys were used by SDCC as a basis for a detailed examination and recording of defects where warranted and the inclusion of these issues in a detailed, unit by unit work programme which has largely been completed.

The six key recommendations contained in the BFP report relate to the following:

1.    Roofing issues – on traditional pitched roofs and flat roofs

2.    Heating and plumbing issues

3.    Electrical installations

4.    Aluminium windows and doors

5.    Wall construction

6.    Building Regulation Compliance relating to:

a.    Widths of doors & windows, clear heights

b.    Mechanical ventilation requirements

c.     Natural ventilation requirements

d.    Compartmentation of properties

The current situation in relation to these recommendations is as follows:

1.    Roofing issues – on traditional pitched roofs and flat roofs
Extensive remedial works have been completed over the past two years to repair leaks on roofs and balconies.  Some of these were due to defects and some due to vandalism (i.e. removal of lead flashings from common areas). Further investigation and remedial action is underway by a roofing contractor engaged by the Council to deal with remaining   problem areas.

2.    Heating and plumbing issues
Following the withdrawal of Cara from the Méile an Rí block, an examination showed a lack of consistency in compliance with required boiler servicing intervals. This has been     systematically rectified by contractors acting for the Council.

Soil stack connections in all the attics and at the rere in the Méile an Rí block have been inspected for compliance and most of the necessary remedial works have been completed other than where access difficulties were encountered.

Two contractors (mechanical & electrical) have been engaged by the Council and are currently carrying out inspections and any necessary remedial / maintenance work on the units referenced in the BFP report.

Rising damp has been encountered in a number of units but no evidence of a systemic link to leaking pipes has been found as suggested in the BFP report. All heating systems are now on an annual inspection / maintenance cycle which will uncover and deal with any problems associated with water pressure in the systems.

3.    Electrical installations
Following the withdrawal of Cara from the Méile an Rí block, action was taken by the Council to ensure that all safety systems such as emergency lighting and alarms in common areas were put in working order.  Automatic air vents in roofs have been re-commissioned and serviced.      

4.    Aluminium windows and doors
Substantial works have been carried out in Méile an Rí including replacement of all timber panels in aluminium doors with laminated toughened glass, overhead door closures fitted, door saddles to entrance doors fitted etc.

All works have been completed in common areas in the four blocks in Méile an Rí Drive including replacement of entrance doors to the four blocks and letter boxes. Replacement of intercom systems is ongoing.

A Pilot Scheme for the replacement of sash windows has now been completed in 17 of the 19 two-storey houses in Méile an Rí.  A Tender has been prepared and has been advertised for the replacement of all other defective sash windows and doors, to include all units in Balgaddy B. This work will be commenced later this year and completed in early 2012. These works will finalise our response to windows which did not comply with proper fire and thermal bridging compliance.

5.    Wall construction
Where dampness or water penetration issues have been uncovered, steps have been taken to address the underlying causes and deal with any consequential decorative work. This process is continuing.

Some instances of cold-bridging and condensation in party walls adjoining shared stairwells have been encountered and addressed prior to the BFP report. Any further instances of this problem will be dealt with by dry-lining and insulation.

6.   Building Regulation Compliance relating to:
a.   Widths of doors & windows, clear heights

Remedial works to handrails and rectifying inadequate head heights to some staircases have all been addressed.

It was discovered that bedroom windows in 17 of the 19 houses in Méile an Rí Crescent and Méile an Rí View did not meet Part B of the Fire Regulations, in relation to escape in the event of a fire. Arrangements were made to immediately rectify this situation. This work has been completed in all cases where access has been gained.

 b. Mechanical ventilation requirements

 5 houses in the area are being tested using a range of demand-led ventilation systems.  These are already installed and will be reviewed in the course of this winter.  The result of this review will inform how the problem will be addressed in remaining problem units.

 Cooker extract fans were not a requirement of Building Regulations at the time the scheme was approved.

A discrepancy exists in many of the photos appended to the report purporting to show moisture meters recording high moisture levels whereas the meters photographed actually show low readings. 

As part of a wider examination of condensation complaints already discussed at a number of Council meetings, it was agreed to produce a booklet for Council tenants in apartment accommodation, offering advice on achieving a balance between heating, ventilation and moisture control within such housing units bearing in mind cooking, showering and other normal household activities. This has previously been circulated to such tenants where complaints of condensation have been received which are not related to any building defects. A further copy of this advice note will be circulated to all apartment units in the Balgaddy scheme.

c. Natural ventilation requirements

Where deficiencies in provision of trickle ventilation have been encountered, these either have or will be rectified in the broader window replacement programme referred to in point 4 above.

d. Compartmentation of properties

This related to small gaps between adjoining properties in some attic spaces which could in certain circumstances give rise to the spread of smoke or fire.  This was found to be the case in parts of the Balgaddy ‘B’ phase of the scheme and immediate works have been completed by a specialist contractor to remove this risk. All units in this phase have now been certified by the company as being in full compliance with the relevant Building Regulations.  

Teams of Council technical staff are systematically examining all other phases of the scheme to confirm compliance in this regard.  These examinations have not uncovered any further instances of this problem.

Conclusion

Many of the issues raised in the report refer to maintenance or other issues for which the Council can find no record of a previous report from the tenant. This is an essential route for any tenant to take in order to give the Council an opportunity to inspect and take action as necessary.

37 of the 39 units in Balgaddy A, B, C and E identified in the BFP report have been inspected.  Works schedules have been issued to the foreman on site and works are underway on issues identified by a team of three contractors and the Council’s own maintenance crew which is permanently on site and will remain in place until all outstanding issues are resolved.  

Extensive paving slab and cobble lock repairs have been carried out throughout Balgaddy which were caused by vandalism. In addition, works to green spaces and planted areas have been carried out which improves the overall appearance of the area and has given rise to greater ownership and involvement by local residents. 

The extensive scheme of landscaping, playground and multi-use games area funded by the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government is nearing completion in the area between Méile an Rí Green and Tor an Rí Court has been hugely successful and adds greatly to the amenity and safety of the general area. 

Senior officials of the Housing and Architectural Services Department have personally met the Balgaddy Working Together Group on numerous occasions, the first being on 28th September 2009 and again on 24th November 2009. The Director of Housing further met the group with the Mayor on 16th February 2010 and 22nd June 2010 and again with the professional team including the County Architect on 5th April 2011 where the works proposed in terms of the completion of the Parks and play facilities projects, inspection of units, structure of the remedial works team to be put in place, making good the identified defects and routine maintenance of the units were directly outlined. A site meeting was held on 5th October 2011 between Architectural Services / Community / Planning Department staff, local councillors and representatives from the Balgaddy Working Together Group to give an update on the completion of the parks / playground works.

The Council's Housing Estate Management Officer and the Community Worker for the area are in regular communication with the Balgaddy Working Together Group and the CPLN Area Partnership to provide support for ongoing initiatives.  The County Architect and senior Housing Department staff have had many meetings with both groups in relation to developments in the area and the County Architect has worked closely with both groups on the technical preparation of a bid for a local community crèche development. 

We reiterate this Council’s commitment to deal with and make good the issues highlighted by residents, our own dedicated team, routine maintenance crews and the BFP Consultants report commissioned CPLN Partnership.  We repeat our commitments to the residents, local councillors and DÁIL representatives that all works required will be completed through a systematic inspection and remedial work programme and take the opportunity to pay tribute to the staff of the Architectural Services and Housing Departments on the ground in the area who are systematically addressing the undoubted problems which exist and will continue to undertake this work until completed.”

SPOOKY WALK AT CORKAGH PARK

“That the Manager would present a report on the hugely successful spooky walk at Corkagh Park on Saturday 29th of October.  In the light of the huge crowds and long wait would it be possible to hold this event over two nights next Hallowe'en?  It appears that the event was so good it was hugely over subscribed.  On a related matter, what is the current status of the Farmer's Market in Corkagh Park?”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The "Spooky Walk" which took place on Saturday 29th October, in Corkagh Park was a very successful event, attracting between 8,000-10,000 visitors to the Park. The feedback received from the public was hugely complimentary and positive and seems to have struck a chord with parents and children alike across the county and this has been conveyed to all the staff and volunteers who were involved on the night.  

However, the level of organisation involved in staging events such as these is considerable and very labour-intensive and because the event is free of charge it is very difficult to predict exactly how many people will turn up on the day.  Because of this, there are significant crowd control, health and safety and traffic management issues emerging, associated with the presence of very large numbers of people in the Park after the hours of darkness. To facilitate crowd control and to minimise queuing times the idea of staging the event over two days next year will be considered, but the additional costs involved are likely to be prohibitive.

In relation to the Farmer's Market, a three month pilot project with Irish Village Markets, was trialled in Corkagh Park from the beginning of July to the end of September to determine the potential for a farmer's market in the park.  The market was launched on Sunday 3rd July as part of the National Play Day event in Corkagh Park and initially appeared to be quite successful. However, this initial success was not sustained, largely due to poor summer weather, and the majority of the stall holders withdrew from the market, on the grounds of insufficient business.

Subsequent informal inspections continued on a regular basis and while minor infringements were  noted, generally there was an overall marked improvement.

A further round of formal inspections on all premises was carried out in March 2011 and again a significant improvement was observed generally in the area.  2 Final Notices were served on offenders on Main Street, Clondalkin and 1 Verbal Warning issued on a premises on Orchard Road.

As part of ongoing informal monitoring, a number of infringements have recently been noted.  It is proposed to carry out formal inspections on all premises found to be in breach of Section 71, where non-compliance may ultimately result in goods/structures being seized.

It is not possible to target premises on an individual basis where adjoining premises are equally in breach of the provisions of the Roads Act.”

These houses are in a hollow with their floor levels not only below the road level but also below the ground levels of the green areas around them resulting in water flooding into the backs of these houses under the timber gates in the back walls. The Drainage Section will liaise with the Road Section and see if road gullys can be installed on the road in front of Nos. 15 to 33 (odd) Lealand Drive to alleviate flooding from the road. It may also help if the timber gates in the back garden walls were bricked up.”

2. Clean up of the roads, houses and gardens that were inundated with a mixture of flood water and sewage.  Residents feel that not enough was done in this regard and that there is a real health and safety issue here.

3. What is the history of flooding at these locations?  Is it true that the drainage system installed by the builders has never been adequate and that a new sewer was installed to which the houses at Woodford Downs have not been connected?

4. What can be done to address the problems at this location and can a meeting be held with residents to explain what can be done?”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“In answer  to the questions raised in this motion the Drainage Section would like to reply as follows:-

1. The Drainage Section were present on the night of the 24th of October 2011 in the cul de sac in Woodford Downs where unfortunately approximately 10 houses, Nos 68 to 86 (even),  were flooded with the intense rainfall. One of these houses, No. 74, was also flooded with sewage. The Drainage Crew attempted to alleviate the flooding of these houses by pumping the water from this hammerhead into the green area beside these houses but unfortunately this green area was saturated and higher than the road and house floor levels in the cul de sac and a certain amount of water flowed back into the hammerhead.

2. The day after the deluge on the 24th of October 2011, the Drainage Crew were back cleaning up the road in Woodford Downs and the bottom end of Monkfield Lawns near the entrance to the Knockmitten Centre where sewage had split onto the road. They also cleaned and disinfected houses and gardens in the area with this work continuing during the week.  Roadsweeper trucks were also brought in to clean the roads and gullys.

3. There is a history of problems with the foul sewage in the Monksfield Lawns/ Woodford Downs area and that is why a new parallel  foul sewage pipe was layed from No. 37 Monkfield Lawns out into the park across the entrance to Knockmitten Centre to Woodford Downs last year by the Drainage Direct Labour crew to help alleviate the pressure on the existing sewers at the bottom end of Monksfield Lawns and Woodford Downs. This works seems to have been quite successful resulting in less call outs to this area. A grit trap was also installed on this foul sewer upsteam at Boomer's Pub and this is regularly cleaned out. This foul sewage line because of past problems is regularly flushed, jetted and cleaned out. In the coming months, a major review of this system will be undertaken with a CCTV survey to identify any blockages or breaks in the pipes which if present will be immediately repaired.

4. The Drainage Section is willing to meet Representatives of this area to explain what they have done and what they propose to do on the existing Foul and Surface Water Sewers in this area and upstream.”

REPORT:

1. INTRODUCTION 
1.1 Purpose of the Report.

“This report is an update regarding the Managers report for the Proposed Fortunestown Local Area Plan. The full Managers report will be available on members net on 16th November 2011. Although members have 6 weeks from 16th November 2011 within which to consider the Managers report, this will effectively occur at the December 12th Council meeting, where members will be able to adopt or amend the Proposed Plan as appropriate. Most of the lands relate to the Tallaght area and an update will also be going to the Tallaght Area Committee. 

A total of 43 written submissions were received during the six week public consultation period which ended on 6th Oct 2011. Copies of the original submissions will be available to view by Members on membersnet from 16th Nov 2011.  

The Managers report forms part of the statutory procedure for the preparation of a new Local Area Plan.

1.2 Content of Manager’s report 
The Managers report will set out the list of persons/bodies that made written submissions and provide a summary of their submissions and the Managers response and recommendation.

A total of 43 written submissions were received during the consultation period. Some 47% of submissions were from local residents and included three petitions signed by approximately 35 residents each.   The list of 43 persons/bodies that made submissions to the Proposed Plan will be provided along with the list of 128 stakeholders consulted by the Council.”

3.  CONSULTATION 

3.1 Proposed Plan Consultation Process

The Council embarked on a programme of consultation publicising the Proposed Plan as follows:

· A six week period of consultation on the Proposed Plan took place 25th August to 6th October 2011.
· Notification of the Proposed Plan and Environmental report inviting submissions and observations was advertised in the Tallaght Echo on the 25th of August 2011

· Submissions could be made in writing or by e-mail 
· Letters were sent with a consultation leaflet summarising the Proposed Plan, to 128 stakeholders in West Tallaght (including prescribed bodies, those who made submissions at the pre-Draft phase, organisations local to the area and landowners), including Prescribed bodies and those who made submissions at pre-Draft stage. (Section 6 of this Manager’s report lists the stakeholders consulted) 
· Letters were sent notifying South Dublin County Council Elected Members 
· Four public information days were attended by Council staff in Citywest Shopping Centre and consultation leaflets summarising the Proposed Plan were made available for distribution to members of the public. These public information days were held on:
- Monday 29th August 4 – 7pm

- Thursday 1st September 1 – 4pm

- Monday 12th September 4 – 7pm

- Thursday 15th September 1 – 4pm

· Some 320 people met with the Council staff at the Citywest Shopping Centre. This was a significant increase on the 218 people that met with Council staff at the Citywest Shopping Centre during the pre-Draft Consultation phase.
· Council staff were available to answer queries at County Hall Tallaght every Wednesday afternoon during the Proposed Plan consultation period.
· All of the Proposed Plan documents (the Proposed Fortunestown Local Area Plan, Appropriate Assessment Screening Report, Environmental Report, and a Summary presentation of the Proposed Plan) and Information boards on the Proposed Plan consultation, were displayed in both County Halls in Tallaght and Clondalkin and in Tallaght Library for the duration of the Proposed Plan consultation period.

“A decision to grant planning permission was made on 4 November’11 for the development referred to in the motion, for an integrated healthcare facility at Boot Road - Fonthill Road junction, following submission of Further Information. The decision to grant permission for this development is open to appeal to An Bord Pleanála until 1st December’11; the Planning Department are therefore precluded from commenting further on this matter at this time. However, the process for assessing planning applications is set out in the paragraph below.

In making its decision on a planning application, the planning authority is restricted to considering the proper planning and sustainable development of an area, having regard to the matters provided for in section 34 of the Planning Act. Section 34 sets out in detail the considerations which the planning authority must take account of, including the provisions of the development plan, Guidelines issued by the Minister for the Environment, Community and Local Government, other relevant Ministerial or Government policies and any submissions or observations made in accordance with the Planning Regulations.  In determining any planning application, all valid third party submissions received are considered in the planning assessment of the proposed development.”

“That the Manager gives a detailed update on the Newcastle Area Plan that is to be proposed this year.  Can the Manager give details of the previous plans successes / failures and how will this be incorporated into the new plan?”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“If the proposed Variation to the County Development Plan is proceeded with by members on November 14th 2011, the preparation of a new Newcastle Local Area Plan will be delayed until at least May 2012. This is due to the significance of the proposed Variation with regard to the preparation of a new Newcastle Local Area Plan.  

If the proposed variation to the County Development Plan is not approved by the members on November 14th 2011, the preparation of a new Newcastle Local Area Plan could be complete by mid 2012.
Since the year 2000, the number of dwellings existing in Newcastle Village has almost quadrupled, from a total of 290 to a total of 1139 in October 2011.  Based on the rate of growth since 2000, there is at least a further 25 years housing supply (approx. 1,700 homes) currently available in Newcastle Village to 2036, as follows:-

·        100 completed and vacant homes;

·        590 further permitted homes on which construction has not commenced;

·        Undeveloped zoned land with capacity for a further 1,000 homes;

These figures are based on the observed average occupation of 68 homes per annum in Newcastle during the eleven year period 2000-11 (749 in total at an average density of 40 dwellings per hectare approx.) and assume significantly reduced densities than during the period 2000-11 on the remaining undeveloped zoned lands in future years (an average of 30 dwellings per hectare approx.).

The Newcastle LAP was adopted in November 2003. The overall permitted residential development from 2000 to 2011 amounts to 1,439 dwellings. It should be noted that only two thirds of units built, approximately 500 dwellings, are located within the LAP area. The following tables outline residential permissions pre-LAP, on the LAP lands and in 2007 on non-LAP lands. 

Residential permission pre-LAP

·       214 dwellings permitted at Newcastle Manor.

Residential permission after LAP was adopted

·       84 dwellings at Newcastle Glebe – permitted 2004 – 2005

·       52 dwellings at Parsons Court – permitted 2005 – 2008 and built

·       62 dwellings at Castlelyon – permitted 2005 – 2006 and built

·       113 dwellings at Aylmer Heath – permitted 2005 – 2007

·       739 dwellingsBallynakelly/village expansion - permitted 2006 - 2008

Residential permissions in 2007 on non-LAP lands

LC/1241/11 MOT (17) OPENING OF BARRIER GATES ON THE NEW GRAND CANAL PATHWAY
Item ID: 29090
It was proposed by Councillor G. Kenny and seconded by Councillor M. McDonagh:
“That this Area Committee along with Dublin City Council look into the possibility of allowing the barrier gates which line the new Grand Canal pathway to be open on a pilot basis at certain times.  I would propose that the barrier gates be opened at a peak time on a pilot basis for one month, for example; opening the gates from 7AM to 9AM.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“As part of the construction of the Grand Canal Way Green Route cycle/pedestrian route kissing gates were erected to ensure that access to the route by motorbikes/ scramblers and horses is minimised. However, it is recognised that these gates do not allow for ease of movement along the route for cyclists. As part of the recent extension to the route a revised kissing gate design was prepared which will make it easier for cyclists to use the route whilst at the same will maintain safety along the route.  

An existing kissing gate, located at the ramp to the Outer Ring Road, has been modified to include this template cycle gate, resulting in a restricted gap being provided within the gate to allow bikes to be wheeled straight through and thereby avoiding the cumbersome kissing gate mechanism. The trial cycle gate came into operation during the week of 10th October 2011.  A sign was erected on the trial cycle gate requesting users to make submissions to SDCC, via email, in relation to the trial gate.  Approximately 20 emails were received, all of which reflected positively on the cycle gate, saying that it made using the route much easier.  A number of users also suggested that further modifications could be made to the gate to allow for panniers to move freely through the gates.  The continued success of the route depends on balancing the need for cyclists to easily access the route whilst at all times maintaining safety and security by restricting access to motorbikes and horses to the route.  The trial cycle gate has been in use for approximately one month and as a result of the feedback received, the design will be amended slightly to provide an additional gap of 75mm for cyclists to get through the gate.

Modifying the existing kissing gates to include a cycle gate will allow cyclists to move along the route at greater ease and therefore will improve the accessibility and usability of the route at all times of the day, which is considered to be a more satisfactory solution than opening the gates at limited times of the day.  It is also considered that the design of the cycle gate has managed to achieve both objectives, namely providing easier access for cyclists whilst also restricting motorbikes and horses along the route.

It is planned modify all existing kissing gates along the entire route before the end of 2011.”

Following contributions from Councillors G. Kenny and B. Bonner, Mr. J. Browne, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised and AGREED to confirm for the Members if all gates have been modified.  The report was NOTED.
LC/1242/11 MOT (18) REGULATION OF SHOPFRONTS IN CLONDALKIN VILLAGE Item ID: 29414
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor M. McDonagh:
“That the Manager presents a report on the regulation of shopfronts in Clondalkin Village. There is particular concern about a garish pink shopfront on Main Street and a horrible digital sign on a phone repair shop in the same street.  These are an affront to the historic village centre and would not be tolerated elsewhere.  Is there any regulation of shopfronts?”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The centre of Clondalkin Village is designated as an Architectural Conservation Area (ACA).  In Architectural Conservation Areas, the carrying out of works to the exterior of a structure will be exempted development only if those works would not materially affect the character of the area. This is in addition to the requirement under Section 4 (1) (h) of the Planning & Development Act 2000 that for works to be exempted, they must be consistent with the appearance of the structure itself and neighbouring structures. It is considered that the repainting of a shopfront is exempted development even within Clondalkin ACA in that it does not materially affect the character of village centre. Planning Authorities do not have any powers in relation to the colour of a painted shopfront. 

The Planning Authority has however concerns in relation to signage at the phone repair shop; it is noted that planning permission was neither sought nor granted for the two electronic fascia signs, red LED (light emitting diodo) signage, on the front and side of the phone repair unit at 3, Main Street Clondalkin. This signage appears to have been erected recently; this unauthorised development has been brought to the attention of the Enforcement Section.”
Following contributions from Councillors B. Bonner, T. Ridge and M. McDonagh, Mr. C. Ryan, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED.

Councillor B. Bonner
“During a recent canvass of the Boot Road and Common's Road, a number of residents expressed their unhappiness at the fact that they are now required to vote in Sruleen School when they have always voted in St. Joseph's Boys School.  They are most unhappy about this.  To ask the Manager, how can they get this decision reversed?

Similarly, many residents of Cappaghmore are very unhappy at having to go to Balgaddy School to vote.  Many of the residents are elderly with no transport.  Balgaddy is most inaccessible for them and they pass the much closer St. Peter Apostle School on the way.  Their natural polling centre would be Clonburris School which is in fact their parish centre. Balgaddy may as well be the other side of the world with no public transport etc.”
REPLY:
Section 28 of the Electoral Act 1992 requires that each County Council shall, as soon as may be, and thereafter at least once in every ten years, make a scheme dividing the County into Polling Districts and appointing a Polling Place for each Polling District.  Such a Scheme is called a Polling Scheme.  

A Polling Scheme does not identify the location of Polling Stations but rather refers statutorily to Polling Places / a generalistic identification of the area in which the polling stations are located.  It is a matter for the Returning Officer to determine the exact location of the individual polling stations and make polling arrangements.  Polling arrangements are made on the basis of the Register of Electors which is produced in accordance with the Polling Districts defined within the Polling Scheme.

The last Polling Scheme was approved by the Council in 2010, the previous Scheme was made in 2003.   The 2010 Scheme was made as a result of a number of issues which gave rise to required changes to the Register of Electors including the 2008 Local Electoral Area review and the subsequent making of the COUNTY OF SOUTH DUBLIN LOCAL ELECTORAL AREAS ORDER 2009.   Some changes were enforced due to the new constituency boundaries and others were made to improve voting arrangements than those already in place for some electors.  Physical ground provisions / natural boundaries also gave impact.

Regarding Boot Road / Commons Road area - This area is in the Polling District of FS.   A change did come about on foot of the 2010 Polling Scheme for electors in this district. Prior to the implementation of the 2010 Polling Scheme all the electors in Polling District FS voted in St. Joseph’s NS.  As a result of the "new" polling scheme FS (because of its electoral number size) was split into 2 Polling Districts / Registers– one part retaining the reference FS and the other part being renamed as FY.   As a result of this change a new polling station was used for FS i.e. Sacred Heart NS (in parish of Sruleen, hence Sruleen NS).  Electors in FY Polling District continued to use St. Joseph’s.

Regarding Cappaghmore - This area is in the Polling District of FN.    The Council did not make any changes to this area in the 2010 Polling Scheme adopted in September 2010. Between 2004 and 2009 St. Peter the Apostle N. S., Neilstown Road was used as Polling Station for electors in Polling District FN. In 2011 the Returning Officer assigned Archbishop Ryan Senior N.S. as a Polling Station.  

Point to NOTE: St. Peter the Apostle N. S is physically located outside the boundary of Polling District FN.   (It is actually located within Polling District FM).  Archbishop Ryan Senior N.S is located within Polling District FN.  It is quite likely that as polling arrangements are based on Polling Districts / Registers that the decision was taken by the Returning Officer to select a polling station within Polling District FN.
