FUTURE PLANS FOR THE “NEW BANCROFT” SCHEME
QUESTION: Councillor M. Devine
“To ask the Manager to provide an update on the future plans for the “New Bancroft” scheme where construction works has long ceased. To include in the report assurances as to the safety of the vacant and semi-constructed site?”  

REPLY:
In their application on the 26th August 2011 to extend Planning Permission Register Reference No: SDO6A/O1 07/EP, Viscount Securities, state that they have “commenced and completed a significant portion of the proposed development to date and has every intention of completing the development in the near future.
Both lower and upper basement car parks are 95% complete and require only traffic management elements to be put in place. Block D (SOIA/021 1) is complete and 95% occupied, Block Cl (Affordable Units) is 90% complete, Block C2 is weathered, while Blocks A and B are shells only. Discussions are on going in relation to the pedestrian plaza. However due to the unprecedented collapse of the property and financial sectors, especially in relation to apartment demand, it has not been possible to progress this development any further at this time”.
The South Dublin County Council has been in discussions with Park Developments for just over a year with a view to ensuring completion of the development. Members of the Planning and Architects Department met the developer and the project architect on a number of occasions and agreed an approach. The outstanding elements of brickwork were completed on the development subsequently but the glazing work remains unfinished.

The developer has indicated that the successful attraction of a retail tenant will allow the resumption of the construction, but that this has not yet materialised. It is also apparent that there are certain issues that have yet to be resolved within the joint venture partnership that is behind the development and that progress on the site is unlikely until this happens.

In terms of providing assurances as to the safety of the vacant and semi-constructed site, the owner has a “duty of care” in relation to the site. If the Council has a concern or receives a complaint that the owner is not fulfilling his responsibility, the matter would be referred to either the Environmental Health Officer or the Dangerous Buildings Section for assessment and appropriate action. 

The site is surrounded by hoarding and is not accessible.  Notices on the hoarding indicate that the site is protected by G4S Monitoring (Ire) Ltd.

“The Parks Department has reported that the local Community Group are interested in creating a Community Garden on the open space at St. Aongus Green, Tallaght, which will aid in removing a locus of anti social activity.  It is intended that the existing path shown shaded red on Drawing RE. 1118 will be removed and the area incorporated into the open space.”  

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Thursday 6th October, 2011 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Monday 21st November, 2011.

Water Section – no implications.
Drainage Section report – a foul sewer is located in the pathway. This sewer takes the foul drainage from the houses on St. Aongus Green.  For drainage maintenance purposes full and unhindered access to this manhole is critical. Any proposal affecting the foul sewer has to be agreed with the drainage maintenance engineer.
Bord Gais have reported no gas mains inside of boundary so no objection to the proposal.
Eircom has no objection - access would be required at 71, Tymon North Road.

UPC In the drawing it shows the ducting running under the pavement.  However, this is unlikely and probably runs beside the pavement and should be approximately 400mm deep. Any work to be carried out in the vicinity of this ducting will necessitate that a UPC Plant Protection Officer be present during the work. 

ESB to be contacted before the commencement of any works.

It is proposed to effect the closure by the removal of the existing path and the area incorporated into the adjoining open space. 

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council. 

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.”

“The following report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting on Monday, 26th September, 2011.

“An application has been received from the Housing Department and the resident of 100 Balrothery Estate to formally extinguish the public right-of-way over laneway to the side and rear of 100, Balrothery Estate and the rear of 99, Balrotherey Estate, Tallaght, due to antisocial behaviour and to affect the closure by means of a gate.”

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Thursday 6th October, 2011 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Monday 21st November, 2011.

No submissions received.

Public Lighting have reported Pole 37 is the only Public Light which may be affected by this closure because of proximity to any works associated with closure.

Water & Drainage Section report - Environmental Services Dept have no objection to the extinguishment of the public right of way over this laneway.


Bord Gais have reported no gas mains inside of boundary so no objection to the proposal.
Eircom have no services in the laneway.

UPC services underground in the laneway and should the need arise to re-locate contact would have to be made with UPC regarding re-location of services.

ESB have services in the laneway but have no objections but insist they are contacted before the commencement of any works.

It is proposed to affect the closure by means of the erection of a gate to the side of 100 Balrothery Estate.  

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council. 

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.”

NAMING OF THE NEW LINK ROAD BETWEEN KINGSWOOD AND CITYWEST.

It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor B. Lawlor :

“That this Committee considers naming the new link road between Kingswood and Citywest as the Katherine Tynan Road.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“The motion is requesting the Committee to consider naming the new link road between Belgard Road and Citywest as the Katherine Tynan Road which translates to Bóthar Chaitríona Ní Theimhneáin as gaeilge. The exact commencement point and termination point of the proposal should also be examined further in view of the elongated nature of the overall road which will stretch from the M50 to Citywest Business Park when opened to traffic.

Kathleen Tynan was born in 1861 and grew up in a house called “White Hall” Ballymount. She was both a poet and writer and close associate of WB Yeats and Francis Ledwidge. She has written over 100 novels. Her work was greatly inspired by Irish heritage and throughout her lifetime she was one of the most eminent female writers. The naming of this new road in her honour is considered appropriate due to the relative proximity of this new road to her birth place.  

It is noted however that at the County Council meeting held on 8 March 2010 the following motion was passed:- 

 “Developers shall agree estate names with the Planning authority of the Council prior to the commencement of development. 

Such estate names shall be in the Irish language only and shall reflect the history and topography of the area in which they are located.

The names of new public roads shall be in the Irish language only.
The Council shall consult The Placenames' Commission/Oifig na Logainmneacha to ensure correct spelling and grammar are used on road signs.” (Highlighting added)

On the face of it, the motion passed by the Council in March 2010 would suggest that only the Gaelic version of any proposed public road name should be used so the proposed name, if it was agreed, could only be "Bóthar Chaitríona Ní Theimhneáin ". This may not accord with the intent of the motion before the Area Committee in that it does not effectively commemorate the author who is and was widely known as Kathleen Tynan as opposed to Chaitríona Ní Theimhneáin. 

As the motion before this Area Committee is not in accordance with the objective of the motion passed by the Council in March 2010, that the names of new public roads shall only be in the Irish Language, the matter will therefore require further clarification so that there is complete clarity in relation to the intention of the Council and any recommendation of this Area Committee.”

Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr, E. Walsh, B. Lawlor, P. Kearns, D. Looney, C. King, M. Devine, C. Bond, J. Hannon and C. Brophy contributed, Mr P Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, replied to queries raised.

The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a further report would be presented to the January meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Roads Business.
